Labor’s struggles for a place in the
sun have been carried on against op-
pression, against {yranny, against op-
position of all kinds, against laws
even, but after many vicissitudes it
has triumphed, and won, not allo-
gether a bloodless victory, for many
lives have been sacrificed in the fight
for recognition, throughout the cen-
turies.

In early times, the laborer with his
hands was more or less a serf, the
system of bond service having de-
veloped into a state, where the hus-
bandman, the artisan, the miner, were
reduced to a condition of servitude,
which later “became purely and simply
slavery. It has been asserted that in
the palmy days of Rome, the propor-
tion of slaves who were valued 28
property, was more considerable than
hired servants, or paid laborers,
which class was usually computed as
an unnecessary expense and were
finally replaced by slaves, who had
been as has been already noted in a
previous article, either captured in
war or procured by purchase,.or sur-
rendered themselves in lieu of payment
of debt. Merchants, manufacturers
and householders in these days found
it cheaper to acquire help by pur-
chase than to pay for individual la-
bor, and from this practice grew the
slave trade, which horrible barter of
human flesh and blood was continued
in civilised countries down to the
year 1865, when the War of Abolition
in the United States put an end to the
traffic in life forever, so far as white
peoples were concerned.

There is but little data at hand
to show the condition of social life
in other countries, outside the Roman
constitution at this time, but as the
Empire gradually extended and over-
ran the lands of Spain, Gaul, Britain,
Syria and Egypt, we are told that
the agricultural laborers and the
citizens of these countries maintain-
ed themselves by the work of their
own hands and without the aid eof
glaves, which is a picture almost too
roseately drawn. The perpetual
warring of tribe against tribe must
have produced slavery, because mnot
Romsan Empire, the Northern Con-

always did the victors butcher their
captives, and following the fall of the
querors carried away the people, no
doubt for slave purposes, as they
were subsequently employed accord-
ing to their ramking ‘crafts,~—smiths,
carpenters, metal workers, shoemak-
ers, tailors and others for the use and
profit of their masters, while those
who knew none of these g,rts, regard-

less of former standing, were detail-

ed to tend the cattle and cultivate the
land. Thus the Roman noblq became
the swineherd or the tiller of the soil
for his conqueror, and was subjected
to the foulesi treatment and most
barbarous punishment for any little
neglect of work. The artisan class
fared somewhat better, being housed
and fed more worthily, but the farm
hand and the cattle tender were
treated as little better than the ani-
mals they herded with. |

Thus it was in Rome and after
Rome’s fall, The weak in their sub-
mission to the strong, became the
chattels of the latter and only death
put an end to their miseries. Slavery
existed in other dominions, the condi~
tions of some of which will be the sub-
ject of further enquiry. So far as we
have gone labor has not been shown
to have had a single chance to eman-
cipate itself. The ghackles were too
firmly rivetted, and death Wwas the
penalty for degertion. Labor was
then and for hundreds of years after-
wards in chains  To-day it has
manumitted itself by its own en-
deavors and is entering upon its rew
existence, free and powerful.

How I wish that
there were as
swift a “meeting
of minds” on the
many subjects
that letter friends
suggest need pub-
lic airing as there
is on this one.
You see a neigh-
bor of mine has

family tree. She
Jas some ‘beautiful white birch trees
» the border of her lawn, which are
Pees to be proud of, but I think she
would have them all cut down before
she would part with the book in which
that family tree flourishes. And the
funny part of the thing is that there
are no specially distinguished ances-
tors on that tree. It is the height, as
it were rather than the leafage or the
fruit of the tree of which she is proud.
Simply Because They Can Trace Back
Many Generations.
And so when my letter

friend

wrote
their ancestry not because of any-

thing in the family history to be
priud of, though there may be but
simply because they can trace back
many generations, and the further
back the greater glory,” I recoghnized
in him a friend and fellow sufferer.
Isn’'t pride of birth ever justifiable,
you may question? Of course it is,
;'.'hen it has a real foundation. But
surely the ability to race your ances-
try b;xck a long distance is not such a
fo-undation. Everyone in the world
has an ancestry extending back an
equal distance.

Here again, I must quote
from my friend, “There is nothing to
be proud of when we trace back to an
illustrious forbear unless his descend-
ants have sustained his ideals. One
pught to be so ashamed that the
standards of the family have been
owcred that one would want to hide
the tree rather than_flaunt it.”

“Pedigree,” he goes on, ‘“may or

may not be creditable. We may have
reason to be proud of some of our
ancestors and ashamed of others
(you’ve heard of the man who gave
up further research 1n regard to his
family tree wnen he fcund a murder-
er hanging on one of its bi:anches).

We now come to a most peculiar
case, and one whicn I myself would
hardly credit, were it not that of all
the facts, and of all the details, I was
myself the witness; and am the only
person in the world who can tell
this story.

Could this story have bheen publish-
ed twenty-nine years ago, the London
police would have certainly shadowed
the man of whom I am about to
write; but it takes long years to be
sure of some things, and even then
there may be a doubt. However, I
have long held my opinions as to who
this man was; and when this tale is
told the readers will perhaps see that
I have not been far astray.

He at the same
time kept in touch with his old
friends in Newfoundland, and bhis
family relations here were with the
very best class of people and society

at once answered, and requested that
the applicant call at his rectory.
Very soon the call was made, and the
man who presented himself gave his
name as George S. Singer, and as a
student for Holy Orders in the Epis-
copal Church. Dr. Sall did not know
anything about the applicant, nor did
the latter know anything about Dr.
Sall. . They were both good men as

Ripper? {far‘as “each other knew, and on the

common’ basis of religion they seem-
ed to be one. Dr. Sall evidently did
not know that George S. Singer was
a deluded man. It was not easy to
know it at first sight; but I learned it
from my study of him, and that was
why I began to suspect him, and to
shadow him.

The result of the interview at
Liverpool between the Rev. Dr. Sall
and the strange man from London,
was, that the latter was engaged to
take charge of the literature and

! embark for Newfoundland, and see to

its proper distribution. And so it
came about that in the month of
September, by one of the Allan boats,
there landed at Shea & Co.’s wharf, a
man of about thirty-three or thirty-
five years of age, and without cre-
dentials, or money, or friends, or
standing of any kind.

In the meantime Dr. Sall had zal-
tered his plans somewhat, and had
decided to come cut himself with the
literature, and thus have a chance of
visiting his old friends at Bonavista;
and so he too arrived, and stayed for
some two months; and while in the
city he was the guest of the late Sir
James S. Winter; and he preachad
at St. Thomas’s Church for the late
Canpn Wood; and he also addressed a
Gospel meeting at the old Temper
ance Hall, which was held under the
auspices of the YM.C.A. of that date.
Dr. Sall was a very venerable man,
and his entire appearance was in his
favor.
