The wea-
ther, which early had .looked un-
promising and threatening, took
a change for the better and soon
the sun shone out most glorious-
ly, as if the orb of day too were
anxious to take part in
Newfoundland’s commemorative
éeremonies. With pomp and
splendor the various military
units, with bands playing and
solors- flying, formed up and
sarched to the scene of the
Firine, where multitudes had
previously gathered to await the
coming of the representatives
of Government -and their es-
corts. Hundréds of others were
outside the fence of the park
and for a long time were unable
to gain admission, because they
had not been provided® with
tigkets, or because the guardi-
ans of the portals had not been
given instructions to use discre-
tion in. permitting ticketless
spectators’ to enter the grounds.
Bannerman Park is large enough
to hold all the people.of St.
John’s and several others, with-
out crushing, and it appeared
too invidious to sée so many of
the population hanging on the
fences, too far from the. pro-
ceedings to elther see or hear.

(Saturday’s Trade Review.)

Codfish.—There is no change in the
market this week and not much offer-
ing. The export for the month of June
in all Newfoundland was about 80,000
qtls. The quantity lefl on hand must
be now very little over this and will
be cleaned out by the time the new
fish is ready. Oporto is looking better
and stocks went off to 23,772 qfls. this
week. Prospects all round are improv-
ing, and the campaign for better cure
under the new laws is expected to
bring about good results.

Cod Oil.—The market shows great
weakness, Values in the foreign mark-
et have dropped during the past week,
“#1 all kinds of fish oils are very much
p.eaper in comparison with cod oil
The exports from St. John's this week
amounted to 8,242 gallons.

Cod Liver 0il.—There is no change
in the market here and there is very
little new oil refined so far although
we hope to see an improvement in thia
respect during the next few weeks.
The value of new oil is indicated at
$1.50 per gallon, but it is too early to
look for any business being done at
this or any other figure. The export
for the week was 1625 gallons. The In-
spectors have started to visit the fac-
tories and to follow up the good work
in keeping up the standard of medicin-
al oil.

Herringr-—'l‘his week was a record
one in Herring shipments no less than
6,135 barrels going out, 2,385 from St.
John's and 3,750 from Notre Dame Bay
(chiefly Twillingate) direct to foreign1
markets. The market at home and
abroad is very depressed and the pro-
spects for this industry next fall and
winter are anything but bright. So
much money has been lost the past two
years that few are willing to  put
captta.l in the business.

Lobstcrs.—On the South and West
Coasts Lobsters continue plentiful, and
packers are kept busy. Cables fromj

New -York this week ‘say that the

R

-market has weakéned owing inainly to

poor European demand. A few score
cases of new pack arrived in town
from  Western ' Outports this week,
which in most jnstances sold at $25
on account, pendmg a settled price. It
is now believed that there will be no
. Such.price as $30 this season. Cans are
still scarce and there is strong com-
plaint about the delay in getting labels,
causing loss and inconvenience to
shippers. This week 120 cases were
shipped to New York.

Pork.—Now that fishery supplies of
Pork have ‘been distributed, the local
demand for thes various grades is ex-
tremely dull. The higher zrades only
are being asked for znd these in limit-
ed quantities owing to the high prices.
Since last week the U.S. Cables showed
some stiffening in prices. The export
movement to FEurope is again on the
increase and to this ihe recent firm-
ness in the U.S. markel is attributable
There is also revealed a shortage of
hogs :coming into the packing centres.

| The figures up to June 20th being 8,-

760,000 as against 9,688,000 last year at
same date. The import to St. John’s
this week was 339 Dbarrels. Prices
range from $46 to $47 according to
quality.

Beef.—The Beef marl®ts show very

little change this week. The prices now
quoted especially for the lower grades,
27 1o $29, must be regarded as very
attractive in comparison with other
meat food, and it would he pertinent
to ask why fresh beef does not show
more decline in the local market which
is still running on war prices. Increas-
ed receipts of live stock by the Pack-
ers in the West are helping to bring
beef prices to their present low levels,
and another aiding factor is the recent
free movement of Argentine beef to
England and the European Continent.
Our Government has rediiced the duty
on Bologna Sausages. The Beef im-
ports for the week are 1347.barrels,
and prices range from $27 for lowest
grade to $36 for highest.

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“God Daving provided sm Wetder
thlls concerning us, that apart from
" us they should not be made per-’
fect.”—Heb. 11:40,

These words come as the climax to
one of the greatest historical appeals
known to literature. - In this eleventh
«chapter of Hebrews we have a master-
1y survey of the heroic past of the
Jewish people. The great leaders
such as Abraham, Jacob, Joseph,
Moses, Gideon, Samson and  David
stand out by name like the high sum-
mits in a mountain range, and these
names are followed by a summary of
the sufferings, sacrifices, and . tri-

umphs of their unnamed Buccessors. i

And now at the close of the chapter :
amd in the beginning of the next we
come to the practical application of
the story. What was done by the
heroes of the past was to bear fruit
through the loyal co-operation of the
generation then alive.

“And these all having had thneas
borne to them through their faith re-
ceéived not the promise. God having
provided some better thing concérn- |
ing us that they without us should'
not be made perfect. Wherefore let |
us also . . . lay aside every
weight and the sin which doth so;
‘casily beset us and let us run with
patience the race that is set before'
us.”

“That they without us should not
be made perfect,” that is should not
make their work complete.

The two pronouns they and wus sug-
gest a division in the address I am to
deliver on this occasion.

1. ‘They.’

In the text this has reference to
those men and women in Israel who
had in the past wrought and suffered
for their nation. In our case it has
reference to those who took an active
part in the great warld war as  the
defenders of freedom, and especially
to those who went from this island
and city.

Newfoundland is
populated country. It has only about
260,000 inhabitants. Many of these
lived in scattered outports difficult
of access and therefore only slightly
“influenced at the moment by great
world movements and events. And
yet out of these 260,000. men, women
and children, no less than 12,523 of-
fered for service of whom 6,339 were
accepted. The service rendered by
these men was, at first, partly on the
Gallipoli Peninsula, and ' partly- in
France, but later entirely in France
and Belgium.

The most remarkable feature -of
the story is the enormous proportion
of casualties. Out of a total enlist-
ment of 6.339 the casualties mumber-
ed 3,564, the deaths being 1,2560. This
is a tremendously high ratio and
shows how. thoroughly the men. were
in the fight.

They were at many points on the
long-drawn  battleline, Suvla Bay,
Sailly-Saillysel, Monchy, Langemark
St. Quentin, Ypres, but the crowning
tragedy, as 'it' ‘was_ the crowning
glory, was at Beaumont-Hamel, where |
oh July 1st, 1916, out of “less than |’
1,000 men in the: battle nearly 700
were either killed or wounded. How
the. news must have gone shivering
to the hearts of the people of this
island!

I have not been able to secure par-
ticulars as to the service rendered by
the seamen of Newfoundland. That
they did their full share we are quite
sure. By their native courage and
their experience of the sea they were
peculiarly fitted to serve as watchers
on the deep. We are not boasting
when we say that in the end Britain
was the very heart of the great de-
fence of Freedom, and the Navy was
the breast-plate that kept that heart
from being pierced. - Newfoundland
did her share to make that ~breast-
plate invulnerable,

But now we turn to the actual reali-
ties of war and to the men who suf-
fered and died. It is-upon these that
our minds are now specially fixed. I
regret that I have to speak without
personal knowledge of the men whose
names are on the tablet. I have in
some cases seen their likenesses. I
have | heard -them spoken &f by théir
friendls. But I have not heard:their

not a thickly

voices. I hvo not. clasped ' their
hands. Herein I am at a disadvan-
itage. I regret it, but I can assure
their friends, their comrades and this
congregation that what I have to say
is said from the heart and by one who
had his own part in the anxiety and
sorrow of the war,

I propose now following the ex-
ample set in the chapter before us to
recite some of the experiences through
which our soldiers passed, and in
which .our fallen men had their full
share. What were ‘some. of the things
which they were called to endure?

First, the disarrangement of their
lives. Most of the men who enlisted
1 were at that point’ in their 'career
where the preparation for their life
work was reaching its culmination.
Their ages ran from 18 to 25. Some of
, them were students and their educa-
" tion at once came to a halt. They were
doomed to lose precious years, the
years when the mind is most recep-
tive, the years most fitted for the
great work of preparation. Some of
them were just learning the trade by
 which they proposed to earn their
i living. ‘Some of them were on the
; threshold of a business career, ahd
i were beginning to acquire that know-
| ledge and form those habits that are
i indispensable for business success.
" All of these were violently torn from
| their place and transplanted to the
lbloody field of war. All their plans
were upset. Their whole life was
thrown into confusion. This in itself
was no small sacrifice.

In the second place they were call-
ed upon to endure the discomforts,
the squalors, I might almost say the
indecencies, of life in the camp, and
in the trenches. One thing they did
not have to suffer, except on rare oc-
casions, and that was hunger. Thanks
to the almost miraculous efficiency of
the cemmissariat and transport ser-
vice the rule was that the men were
well supplied with food. But there
were things they did suffer. There
was the beating of the rain and the
biting of the cold. Men were often
huddled in trenches and even in shell-
holes where the mud and water were
inches deep. My son in one of his let-
ters spoke of one long winter night
he and his men had spent in a great
shell-hole up to their knees in the
slime, and with a bitter wind sweeping
over them. There was uncleanliness.
One of the returned young men of
this Church told me that on the Gal-
lipoli peninsula he had gqne as long
as thirty-four days without a chance
to change his clothes. Then there was
the vermin the lesser and the greater,
the cooties and the rats. and at times
there was the indescribable stench
from unburied bodies. And often there
was that which is almost as hard to
bear as positive pain, an overwhelm-
ing weariness when heart and flesh
seemed at the very end of their power
to endure.

In the third place there was the
torture of fear. I hope no man here
will think that 1 am suggesting
cowardice. We may-lay it down as an
axiom. that where there is no . fear
there is ‘no courage: Courage is not

absenee Of fear hut the congmest
of‘fear That #s the brave man who
having a natursl iifear masters: it;
keeps it under. But—in the language
of scripture—fear -hath torment. And
this torment came to our men. The
fear they felt was not simply fear of
death, it was fear of wounding. Young
men went into action with perfectly
sound bodies, every organ healthy,
every. limb in its.place, every sense
doing its appointed work. How would
they come out? Might it not be with
defacements and crippling that would
be with them all their days? These
were unavoidable considerations and
they carried with them, the torment
of fear.

In the fourth place there were
woundings. These fell into various
classes. There were wounds that af-
fected the senses. Many had their
hearing destroyed; many lost their
sight. There were shocks that ungear-
ed the entire.nervous system, shocks
that left o outward mark on the flesh
but sent confusion to that whole tele-
pathie apparatus which makes mys-
terious connection between ‘mind and
body. There were wounds that maim-
ed, so that men have to face life with
but one ‘leg or one arm. It was a pit-
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‘ber of maimed men. Thnro
' wounds that disfigured. I have seen
faces, once handsome, drawn out of
shape or with the wholesome 3
colour turned to a deadly pallor. oi
there were woundings.

some of them had scarcely spent a
night away from:the home roof. And,

When they went their expectation was
of a short war. They thought, and
many wiser than they thought, that
under modern conditions no war could
last beyond a year. But when 1914 be-
came 1915, and other years were add-
ed to the.list how Bard it was to be
denied again and again the chance of
seeing home and friends. No'one can
calculate the amount of quiet and yet
poignant sulferlng n.rising from this'
one cause.

In the'sixth place theré was the sof<
row of losing comrades. Warm friend-
ships were begotten in the fellowship:

David and Jonathan; many a Jonathan
slain- upon the high places, many a
David to cry “I am distressed for theo
my brother.”

In the seventh place there was death
itself, the end of all the drsamirg,
the hoping, the longing for sight of
the homeland anl the faces of friends.
in some cases the event was all the
sadder because it came on the ave of
tbe close of hostilities. The  deaths
that took place in September, October,
and the first weeX in November 1918
carried with them a most distinct and
poignant note of sorrow, It was death
at the harbour :mouth after a long and
perilcus voyage.

Such is a brief, hare recital o® what
they endured, anl vew I come to the
second pronoun ‘which furnishcs the
secund head of this discourse.

I s

“That they wirhort Us shoull not
be n.scue perfeci” 'inder that pronoun
I include those who did not take an
active part in the war. What is our
duty, our duty to all who were active-
ly irn the war and especially to those
‘who laid down their lives? Is it not
just this that we shall feel ourselves
under an obligation, a solemn obliga-
tivn to see to it that they shall not
have died in vain? Have they not the
right to expect this, nay to demand it?

I am thinking now of people who
Ldave some sense of honour and de-
cency in their hearts. I am not think-
ing of those who found in the war and
its horrcrs an opportunity for growing
rich. There is something utterly loath-
some and abhorent in the very idea.
Your sons and mine living in ditch
and dugout; these building fine houses
“Your sons and mine wearing clothing
rough and rarely cleaned; these buy-
ing silken shirts for their vile bodies
and rings for their greedy .clutching
fingers. Ypur sons and mine face to
face with the grim realities of shell
and bayonet and deadly gas; thay rit-
ting in office or board-room or club-
room and planning how to get the
most out of it for themselves. Your
daughters and mine crossing . .sub-
marined seas and toiling amongst the
dreadfully ~ wonnded under foreign
skies; they piling up their lucre so
that their “davghters might dance
from night till morning in a giddy
riot of pleasure. No, I am not thinking
of them. They are beneath thought,
beneath even contempt. I am thinking
of men and women who are familiar
with the idea of duty, whose spirits
are responsive to.every honourable
challenge. I am thinkidg of voung men
who were too young to enlist for the
war, but are now old enough to serve
the community. What is the appeal to
them that comes from the dead. and
their sacrifice? Let me use three forms
9f appeal. an incident, the utterance
of a great man, and a familiar poem.

The incident: Cantain Hedley Vi-
cars, who greatly distingiished him-
self in the Crimean War was in his]
younger days giving himself to a gay
and dissolute life. One day his eye
bhappened to light upon an open New
Testament and unon these words /The
blood of Jesus Christ cleanseth from
all sin” In. an instant there sprang
np before him the idea that someone
had died for him. and the .response
was swift. “Then.” he raid. “I shall
Jive as a man ought to live for whom
Christ died.” And he faithfully kept
his vow.

The utterance: It is from the lips of
that noblest American of them all—
Abraham' Lincoln, and was spoken at
Gettysburg where the new made
graves thickly clustered. Listen to it
and notice the plav of the two pro-
nouns “They” and “Us.”

“It is for us the living rather to be
dedicated here to the unfinished wotk
which they who fought have so nobly
advanced. It is rather for us to be here
dedicated. to the great task remaining
hefore us that from these honoured
dead we take increased devotion to
that cause for which they gave the
last full measure-of devotion.”

The familiar poem. You know it
“In Flanders fields the poppies grow
Between the crossss row on row
Which mark our place. And in the sky
The larks, still bravely singing. fly
Scarce heard amid the guns below.

'} We are the dead. Short days ago

We lived, felt dawn, saw sunset glow,
Loved and wege loved. And now we lie
In Flanders fields.

Take up. our guarrel with the foe,

To you from failing hands we throw
