MR, GLADSTONE’S SPEECH ON
THE IRISH CHURCH BILL.

The London correspondent of a New
York paper thus refers to Mr. Glad-
stone’s speech in introducing the bill for
the disestablishment of the Irish Church:
Mr. Gladstone was, perhaps, never more
in his element, and never heard to better
advantage, than in the House on Mopr-
day night. He had a subject exactly
suited to his extraordinary powers, and
he was put upon his mettle by the cir-
cumstances in which he spoke. . It is re-
.markable-®and it is characteristic alike
of the English people, and of Mr. Glad-
stone, individually—that his greatest
fame as an orator shonld have been won
in his Budget speeches ; that is, in finan-
cial expositions permitting no rhetoric
display, and affording scope only for the
more solid qualities of the orator's mind.
Figures of arithmetic took the place of
figures of speech, yet Mr. Gladstone, as
Ch llor of the E: has been
known to keep the unbroken attention of
the House through a speech of more
than four hours’ duration. On Monday
night he spoke three hours and a half.—
He held his audience well thronghout,
and although there might have been a
little flagging on the part of the hearers
during the second hour, it was most curi-
ous to see the sudden quickening of in-
terest manifested all over the House
when the orator got among his figues.—
It was precisely the time when an ordi-
nary speaker would have lost his hold of
an ordinary audience. To Mr. Gladstone
it was as if he had touched his mother
earth after an exhausting struggle in the
air. He found as much inspiration in es-
timates of glebes and in the valuation of
tithe-rent charges as Mr. Bright finds in
the flagrant oppression and ihjustice he
80 often denounces. No doubt the atten-
tion of the House was stimulated by the
personal interest mnany members have in
the funds of the Church,but to those whe
had none, Mr. Gladstone’s dexterity in

handling his accounts was an object of
scarcely less admiration. Other men
have had the talent to make budgets in-
telligible. To Mr. Gladstone alone has
been given the power of investing them
with a moral interest, and surrounding
them with the fascinations of romance.
8o it was with what I may call the Bud-
get of the Irish Church. The. art with

Briggs, being in bed with his* wife, in a
bed-room in the second story, was awa-
kened by some person fumbling about
his pillow, and on moving he heard the
click of a pistol being cocked. He threw
up one arm, and called, “ Who is there ?”
Simultaneously with the act, the pistol
was discharged, and his arm having
struck the hand of the intruder, the di-
rection of the pistol was diverted, and
the deadly enger, doubtless intended
for himself, struck his wife, who was ly-
ing still asleep on the inside of the bed,
next to the wall of the room.  The ball
entered Mrs. Briggs' right breast, just
below the nipple, and is believed to have
penetrated the right lung. Mr, Briggs
immediately sprang out of bed, after the
shot, and pursued the villain, who made
his way through the darknees as one well
acquainted with the premises, down a
stairway and out through the sitting-
room of the tavern. It was found that
both the back and rear doors of the place
had been left open to facilitate escape,
and Mr. Briggs, in the contusion, was
unable to tell’ which way the villain
made his egress. He caught the mere
outline of the fellow in the dim light as
he made his way through the door at the
foot of the stairway.
The purpose of the intrusion and the
attempted murder was robbery, which
object was fully attained, and up to the
present time the perpetrator is at liberty
with his ill-gotten spoils, and no clue to
his identity has bsen discoverad. Mr. B.
had $650 deposited under his pillow, and
$100 in addition was contained in a
pocket-book in his pants,ail of which was
secured and carr'ed off by tlc robber.
Immediately after a search of the pre-
mises and of the stables in the rear was
made, without discovering any trace of
robber. A mystery hangs over the af-
fair, which remains to be solved.
Mrs. Briggs is in & critical condition,
and can only communicate with difficul-

THE REMOVAL OF ST. GEORGE’S
CHURCH.
We have been favored with the perusal
_ of a letter by the Rev. Archdeacon
Palmer, Rector of St. George’s Chureh,
which has been printed and circulated
among the members of his congregation,
with a view of inducing them to teke
some action at the approaching Vestry
meeting in regard to the early completion
of the church on its present site, or the
erection of a new one in another part of
the town, - As the question isdne of in-
terest not only to the members of that
church, but to the community generally,
we propose to give a short resume of the
letter referred to.

After an appropriate introdustion, in
which reference is made to the approach-
ing Easter season and the religious solem-
nities attending it, the Recior proceeds to
give a brief -sketch of -the. history of the
church. The first church—a frame struc-
ture—was built more than thirty-six
years ago on the site of the present one.
As years passed on this edifice was found
too small for the increasing numbers that
attended it. The plan of a new church
“was procured, but in order to proceed
prudently and securely; it was decided
that only & portion of the new design
should be built in the first i the

for the present to continue to occupy St.
George's Church also, as it stands, until
the parish becomes more ripe for divi-
sion, the course just mentioned is that
which would give the greatest amount of
church accommodation at the smallest
cost. This would render an additional
curate necessary, and I doubt not that I
could make an arrangement for that pur-
pose at but a small charge to the parish.
But I have every hope that even from the
beginning this new church would in this
respect be self-upporting ; or

“4, If the feeling of the majority be in
favour of an tmmediate division of the
parish, I am willing to accept their deci-
sion if & church of moderate size, say to
seat four or five hundred people, be erect-
ed on the old cemetery,—of this latter
church I would myeelf take charge, re-
signing the other portion of the parish,
80 that it may become an entirely separ-
ate and independ harge, on 'y
and reasonablearrangements being made
and approved by the Bishop.

“The present church and site, and the
lot on Woolwich street might then re-
main the property of the Parish which I
would resign, and the old cemetery lot,
the property of which I would retain,—
and increased accommodation being pro-
vided by the erection of the church on
the last-mentioned site, St George's
Church might, if it were thought best,
remain as it is, until the ground on which
it stands becomes of sufficient value to
bring & price that would provide for the
erection of a handsome new church with
the aid of a very moderate sum in the
way of subscriptions.

“Tt certainly is & question deserving
careful consideration, whether to build
two churches of moderate size, one after
the other, with a sufficient interval of
time between the erection of the first and
the second (continuing to use St. George’s
church uptil the second were built),
would not be better, as well as more easy

completion of it being left till such time
a8 the congregation found themselves in
a position to figish it. This part so built
wis connected with a portion of the old
frame church—just as it stands at present.
One reason, we may state,why it wasnot
completed, was because the architect’s
estimate was much lower than what the
actual cost of its erection would have
been.

In 1859 an offer was made by two gen-
tlemen, Mr. W.J. Brownand Lr. Clarke,
to purchase the present site of St. George’s
Church for a sum equal to £2,100, of
which $1,500 was to be paid in money,
and for :he balance certain lots on Wool-
wich street, on which it was proposed to
build a new and more commodious church.
The offer was not accepted, and at the
same Vestry meeting at which it was
taken into consideration a resolution was
passed to the effect that it was expedient
to finish the church on iis present site,
and subscriptions to the amount of £1,500
to aid in carrying out that object were
made. As there was some misconception
and difference of opinion on this point, a
second Vestry meeting was called, when
the resolution above referred to was re-
scinded, and a second resolution passed to
the effect that it would promote the inter-
ests of the church to dispose of the present
site. At a subsequent Vestry meeting
another resolution was passed authorizing
the proper parties to purchase the lots
already mentioned on Woolwich street,
nearly fronting the Court House,as a new
church site. 3

In 1863 Messrs. Stewart and Clarke
made a fresh offer of £2,500 for the lot on
which the church/is built, with the ma«
terials, but it was after a time withdrawn
by these gentlemen, on the ground that
the Town Council had assumed the cor- i

ners of the Square, for which, however, |
we believe nothing has yet been paid.
Thus the present,
nothing having been done since that time
either with the view of erecting a new
church, or finishing the present one, The
Rector gives it as his delibe rate opinion
that it would not be the pari of wisdom
to finish the present church.

matter remains at

“1st. Beenise of the cost, which would
be equal to a sum sufficient to give us a
new and a better church. 2nd. Because
of the insufficient size of the ground,
which would not admit even of space for
a School-room ; and 3rd. Because of the
noise, and as I may say, the secular char-
acter of the position ever since Wyndham
street became the main thoroughfare and
business street of Guelph. And I would
farther say that I am in favour of build-
ing & Church on the new site on Wool-
wich Street, purchased for the purpose,
by order of the Vestry. 1st. Because of
its central and yet retired position. 2nd.
Because there is ample room thereon for
Church and Parsonage and all the build-
ings we might require. 3rd. Because, |
while by proper grading of the street, |
and by building on the high ground, the
Church would have an excellent eleva-
tion, the fall of the ground behind would |
give us a capacious Schoolroom under- |
neath the Church, with a height between |
floor and ceiling of 20 feet, as shown by |
Mr. Murray in the plan he made of a new |
church. 4th. Because, should we find
our other resources insufficient to carry |
us through our undertaking, we have, in |
the authority given us to raise money on |
mortgages, means of providing any rea- |
sgonable sum that we may consider it
prudent to borrow."”

But while these are his convictions he
isnot wedded to any view of his own, and

expresses his willingness to unite with
his people in any course which will insure
united action and cordial co-operation.
To this end he submits the foliowing pro-
positions, any of. which they may adopt :

“1. If, notwithstanding the repeated
decisions against doing so, you would
now prefer to finish the church on its
present site,—if this course will secare
the unanimous or the general approval
and support of the members of the
church, I will waive my opinion against

* it, in deference to their wishes; or

“92, If for the reasons which I have
given, you deem it best to build on the
new site, I need not say that this course
will command my hearty approval and
energetic support ; or ;

“3. If you have so strong an objection
to the site on Woolwich street that you
cannot overcome it, and if you would pre-
fer to build on the lots we once used a a
cemetery, I am ready to go with you'in
this course also; and although it is true
that that site is now at one end ot the
town, it has yet this advantage, that a
church could be built thereon at a much
‘Yower cost than on Woolwich street —and
farther, that itis in an excellent position
considered with reference to an ultimate

of plist t,than;to build one large
central church now-—the cost of which
latter (considering the increased rate of
, wages and the higher price of materials)
we could not safely estimate at a lower
figure than £5,000—a sum, however,
which if we were to go to work in earnest
we ought to have but little difficulty in
providing.

““Here, then, are a variety of courses, in
any one of which I am quite ready to con-
cur. All Iask is that if it be decided to
build one central parish church, or a
church on the old cemetery lot, the plan
shall be one in which I shall be able to
concur,—and that in the event of your
decision being to finish the present
church, the lots on Woolwich street be
retained as a site for a parsonage and a
schoolhouse, without which latter we
should be comparatively helpless in re-
gard to the religious instruction of our
youth."

The matter is one of vital importance
to the congregation worshipping in St.
George’s church, and it is also of interest
to the people of Guelph in eo far as the
proposed removal of the present church
is concerned.,. The opening up of Wynd-
ham-st. by the pu\:clmse of St. George's
Square has often been discussed, and it is
admitted on all hands that it would add
greatly to the appearance of the street,
and tend to the improvement in a busi-
ness point of view of the upper portion of
it, if there was an uninterrupted thor-
oughfare from one end of it to the other.
The subject is worthy the consideration
of the Town Conncil, and if the benefita
arising therefrom would warrant the out-
lay, a favorable opportunity fnay now be
afforded for the purchase of the property,
if at the approaching Vestry meeting it is
decided to sell the lot and build a new
and handsome church on Woolwich-st.,
which would be a credit to the Town
and to the congregation of St. George’s

church.
