A resolution was adopted in favor of an 
ordinance prohibiting the sale of liquor 
by groceries.

New York, March 20.—Salem County, 
Ill., is infested by an organized band of 
outlaws, who have recently committed 
sfeverat murders.

Sixty ladies who visiied the saloons in 
Clefetiihd, Ohio, yesterday, were insulted, 
jeered, and otherwise badly treated by 
the roughs, and ono of them injured. 
They were compelled to abandon their 
programme.

James Sylvester, trapeze performer at 
Boary’js Opera House, missed the rope 
last night, struck his head against a box, 
and was killed.

The congratulatory 
address to the troops, issued in Coomas-

Speaking, of the famine in Bengal the 

Queen says :that the Governor-General of 
India has been directed to spare no cost 
in his efforts to mitigate this terrible 
calamity. The estimates of expenditure 
fortbecoming financial year will be 
submitted to the House of Commons im­
mediately. Measures will be submitted 
to Parliamentlwhich, it is hoped, will be 
found calculated to do away with much 
of the delay and expense attending the 
transfer of land in England. Several 
local matters are referred to, including 
the working of the Act affecting the re­
lationship between master and servant^ 
and au Aqt dealing with the offences con­
nected with the trade and the law of con- 
spiracy. In view of the remonstrances 
made against these measures, Her Ma­
jesty desires that Parliament before at­
tempting fresh legislation concerning 
them should be in possession of all the 
material facts and o! the precise question 
in controversy, to secure which she has 
is*ued her Royal commission of Inquiry 
into the state of working of tho laws.

More Burglars at Woodhjudge —An 
other attempt at burglary way made in 
Woodbridgo early on Wednesday mor­
ning. At about five o’clock Mr. Brown, 
of the firm of Brown & Muir, iron 
founders, hoard a noise, and, looking riut 
of his window, saw a man just leaving 
tho premises. Qngoinc outMr Brown 
found a large piece of scantling fixed 
against the office door for the purpose of 
urying it open. A light which had just 
appeared in the cottage opposite fright­
ened the hurglnrS anil they left. The 
door had nearly been forced open, andin 
a few minutes an entrance would have 
been made. The general excitement is 
increasing in consequence, and the peo­
ple are talking of lynch law if any of the 
desperadoes arc caught.

as soon as tho Chief of Police informed 
him of the outrage, he instructed him 
to spare no effort, and to employ eyery 
means available, and it necessary to use 
the telegraph and railway, to employ 
special constables, and to set every agen- 
cy agoing to secure if possible his arrest. 
He (the Mayor) first heard ofit about 2 
o’clock in the afternoon, and previous to 
that Mr. Kelly had been at several places^ 
in search of the ruffian. As the police and 
others who had been in search of him 
were up to the present unsuccessful, it 
would be for the Council to say whether 
they should offer a reward. He thought it 
due to Mr. Crawford and tho citizens 
that something should be done.

Mr. Howard said it seemed to him that 
there was something wrong, after a 
crime like* this was committed in open 
day, and there were three men who saw 
the perpetrator of it, that he should not 
have been arrested before this time. Had 
an alarm been at cnce given by ring­
ing the fire bell, the citizens would have 
turued out, scoured the country, and se­
cured his arrest before he could have 
gone far. He thought it would be right 
to offer a reward; at tho same time, he 
could not help thinking that the case had 
not been followed up as it should have

Mr. Kelly, on being asked, stated what 
he knew about the matter—that he first 
heard of it about 12 o’clock,#and at once 
went in pursuit, going down the Water­
loo Road,and to the Great Western train. 
He then returned and informed His 
Worship, who instructed him to take 
every means he could think of to have the 
man arrested. He did so, telegraphed in 
all directions, had five special constables 
fn pursuit yesterday, and ten to-day. He 
had also got a description of the man.

It was then moved by Mr. Heward.and 
seeonded by Mr Heffeman .that the Mayor 
be authorized on behalf this Council to 
offer a reward of $200 for the arrest and 
conviction of the person who perpetrated 
the outrage on the daughter of Mr. R. 
Crawford.

Mr. Petrie thought the sum offered was 
small considering the nature of the 
crime.

Mr. Heffeman thought that they would 
be as likely to secure his arrest by offer­
ing this sum as they would if they offered 
a larger one.

The motion was then passed unanim­
ously, and the Council adjourned.

THE PURSUIT OF SULLIVAN .
A telegram was received from tho Chief 

of Police of Brantford to «day, statin g that 
a man had been arrested who answered 
tho descriptions given cf Sullivan.--* Mr. 
Kelly’s son goes over to Brantford this 
afternoon to see him. A man was arrest­
ed at Rock wood last night,, but on Mr. 
Kelly’s seeing him, he was set at liberty, 
being undoubtedly not the wanted man.

An individual who has been heard of 
several times west of Gnelph is not un­
likely to bo Sullivan. He was seen oto 
the G. T. R. near Shantz station, this 
side of Berlin, on Wednesday afternoon. 
He left the track aud went to a house 
about a mile away, where he made ati 
unsuccessful endeavor to change liis 
clothes. He proceeded forward over the 
fields, and struck the track near Breslah. 
The switch man at Breslau saw him 
;oing westward,on the track, holding his 
lead down, and not speaking. A man 
believed to be the same one was seen at 
Baden abodt one o’clock yesterday, still 
going westward.

A leettare was delivered in Chalmers* 

Ctiurch on Thursday night by Mr. G,

Dr. McGuire occupied the chair. There 
was a comparatively small attendance, 
made to look smaller by the size of the 
church. The meeting having been 
opened in tho usual manner, the chair­
man introduced

Tliè Leoluier, who said that we had iq 
ancient and modern history ample ma­
terial for judging of those things which

nationality. One of the first of these 
elements was Cohesion. The weakening 
of the power of Impérial Rome com­
menced with the divisimi of the Empire 
by Constantine between his three sons. 
The Empire of the Peloponnesus wa also 
an historical example ; and the division of 
the great Kingdom of Soloman under 
Rehoboam was the first fatal step which 
led to its_ ultimate coqquest; It was _ 
when the Kingdoms of Great Britain had 
been welded into a united people that 
she sustained the brunt of tho gigantic 
struggle which ended victoriously on the 
field of Waterloo. Tu’-ning to the his­
tory bf Canada t ns see what there was 
to indicate thru wc h -d this principle of 
national cohe in. At one time there 
was a strong antagonism pf race between 
Upper and Lower Canada, but time had 
softened down these national asperities, 
and even before the two races had been 
brought into the closer sympathy of late 
years, they right loyally rallied round a 
common flag in support of "a commun 
cause. In 1774 the French Canadians 
refused to join with the seceding Améri­
cain colonies in their rebellion agaimt 
the British Crown ; and in 1812 tho twe 
races of Canadians fought side by side to 
repel tho American invader. More re­
cently, Coafederaticc afforded a wonder­
ful example of Canadian cohesion. It 
was a duplicate of Bismarck’s master­
stroke of the unification of Germany, but 
accomplished by peaceful instead of war- 
likeumeans. Tlie only danger to Con­
federation was from a mutual respect of 
each others’ rights not being cherished 
by the Provinces ; and wo should there­
fore jealously guard the basis of the 
agreement between them. Let this bo 
done and a glorious future lay before ua 
—a future of which the lecturer spoke in 
glowing terms. The next important . 
factor of national prosperity was liberty. 
Liberty, however, must bo proportioned 
to the enlightenment and knowledge of 
the people, and what might be essen­
tially dangerous to a people in pupilage 
would be essentially necessary to a people 
who have politically arrived at the full 
stature of manhood. Wo in Canada had 
a great advantage m -beginning with a 
tabula rasa—a clean state, so to speak— 
with no. vested rights or feudal hind­
rances in the way of a gopd system of 
government. Still, there were some 
noxious plants that had to be rooted up 
by our earlier statesmen. The seigniorial 
tenure of Lower Canada was one of 
them, but it was fortunately abolished 
by the Act of 1854. The State Church 
was another old-time obstruction. One- 
seventh of tho cleared land of this Pro­
vince was reserved for clerical purposes, 
and as they knew, after a titter contest, 
all religious inequality was abolished, 
and all denominations stood on a com­
mon footing. What was thought to bo 
a step fraught with ruin for both Church 
and State had proved their greatest 
blnasing. Now the Church, standing 
above all principalities and powers, ac­
knowledged no head but her Divine. 
Master,, nod Canadians enjoyed to thô 
full the blessings of Religious Liberty. 
Political Liberty was another condition 
closely allied to religious liberty. If a 
man’s sense of his duty to his Creator 
was dulled, his sense of his duty to Li» 
fellow-men would be blunted in the same 
measured The progress of political 
liberty in Canada was unique* In the 
course of little over a hundred years wo 
bad gone through almost every phase of 
political development. It had not been' 
so with the early settlements of the 
United States. Maryland and Virginia 
when first established had almost the 
same constitution as they now had, with 
but a merely nominal connection with 
the British Crown. It was different in 
Canada. From 1759 to 1774 wo were 
under a military despotism ; from -1774 
to 1791 we were ruled by a despotic 
oligarchy. In 1791 the people wero 
given the form of Bovereigu power, but 
their representative institutions were 
defective, and their Parliament was en­
tirely controlled by a despotic and in­
iquitous executive, who sheltered their 
iniquities behind the sacredness of the 
Throne. The Ministry of that time 
existed by power, through power, aud for 
power. Then came the rebellion of 1837, 
which proved to be the darkest hour be­
fore the dawn. Tho Union Act of 1841 
gave ns those great essentials of a free 
people, independence of the Judiciary 
and independence of Parliament, with 
the crowning right'of all, viz., responsi­
bility of tub Executive to the people’s 
representatives. Noticing the parallel 
periods of English history, he said that 
military despotism in England ceased 
with the Magna Chart», and despotic 
oligarchy with the first Charles. Out* 
rights as a free people could only be pre­
served to our posterity by the utmost 
watchfulness. Brougham quoted the

Affairs in Newfoundland.—There is a 
dead-lock in the Newfoundland Legisla­
ture. The narrow majority by which Mr 
Rennet’s Government was sustained at 
the elections was, by the desertion of ono 
member and the appointment of two to 
offices which had been promised, redu­
ced to a minority. Mr. Bennet and his 
colleagues resigned on tho eve of the 
meeting of the Legislature, and Mr. Car­
ter formed a Government which could 
only command a majority of one in the 
House. The Government’s candidate for 
Speaker, Mr. Emerson, was only elected 
by his owû vote, when he took the chair 
the House remained evenly balsnced.
Some debate took place, and threat 
ened the Speaker to call in police to ar­
rest Mr. Bennet, the new Leader of the 
Opposition, a threat which Mr. Bennett 
dared the Speaker to execute. * The Gov- 
ernment arc not in a hurry to issue writs 
to fill the two vacancies, as both consti­
tuencies aie likely to elect Opposition 
men. A petition has been presented eg- 
ainst Mr. Bennett’s election, but a com- easy return to despotism of the English
mittee to try it cannot be drawn, as the 
Opposition absent themselves from the 
House, and the Government party are 
not numerous enough to form tho requi­
site quorum. Beyond tho passing of the 
address—which was effected in the ab­
sence of the Opposition—no business has 
been .done. Another general election 
seems to be the only eolation of the diffi­
culty,’

The next'olement of power to which he 
would refer would bo Territorial Extent 
and Commercial Activity. Fertility of 
the soil, geniality of climate and geo- 
graphal position were also minor ele­
ments of national greatness, but were 
not such essential onès'as the two for­
mer. The territorial extent of the people 
of the United States had oontiibuted 
large to their greatness. We had a 
hundred thousand square miles more 
territory than the United States, and our 
policy should be to make the develop­
ment of this territory subservient to the 
national institutions of our country and 
in harmony with them. The future great­
ness of the country could be better esti­
mated from our commercial activity, 
however, because it was an index of the 
industrial activity of the people! Bar­
barous people had no commerce, for they 
produced no more than they consume^ 
Our commercial activity was well shown 
by looking attheproportion of commerce 
to population. England’s commerce was 
over #100 for each one of her popula­
tion ; Canada’s 855 per head of popula­
tion; and the United States’, 831 per 
head. So that Uie commerce of oar 
young country nearly doubled that of 
our powerful neighbors to the south. In 
shipping, the tonnage of England was 
in the proportion of 1? tons to each in­
dividual of her population ; that of the 
United States, one ton and a very small 
fraction per head *, and that of Canada, 
four tons per head! He'spoke of the 
immense advantage Canada had in pos­
sessing the cheapest outlet for the vast 
produets of the western States. Aftejr 
reference to education and a sufficient 
military spirit, he said that the last ele­
ment to which he would refer was a 
high-toned inlependence and religious 
toleration. For this element of charac­
ter poesy had reserved her freshest gar­
lands and oratory its highest flights. It 
had consecrated Switzerland’s valleys 
and Scotia s hills to liberty, and had be­
queathed to us as the descendents of 
Britons a manliness and a prestige that 
nothing else could give us. The impor­
tance of the Bible to a nation no one 
who reads the history of France and her 
Revolutions could doubt. He concluded | 
with a few hopeful and eloquent words of j 
counsel.

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Opening of the British Par­
liament.

—The Imperial Parliament was open­
ed on Thursday, when the Royal 
Speech was read. It refers to the 
continuance of friendly relations 
with foreign powers, and to the mar­
riage of the Duke of Edinburgh, 

-which Her Majesty says is a source of 
happiness to herself and a pledge of 
friendship between two great em­
pires. Reference is made to the 
termination of the Ashantee war, 
the capture and destruction of the 
capital, and to the negotiations for 
securing the good behaviour of the 
Ashantees. Her Majesty pays a well 
deserved tribute to the courage, dis 
cipline, and endurance of the troops, 
and the energy and.skill with which 
the expedition was conducted. Re­
gret is expressed that the drought 
and subsequent famine in India are 
so wide spread, causing terrible suf­
ferings to millions of the natives. 
The Queen has-given the Goyernor- 
(1 encrai instructions to spare no cost 
in mitigating this calamity.

Me sures are promised for.improv­
ing the cumbersome mode of trans- 
feiring land in England, for the" re­
arrangement of the judiciary in 
Ireland as well as in England, and 
for improving the proeeduvè in re 
ference to appeal cases in the 
Scottish courts. Also a bill for 
amending the law in Scotland relafc 
mg to land rights, and facilitating 
the transfer of land. Bills are also 
promised for more clearly defining 
the relationship between master and 
servant, and for regulating the sale 
of intoxicating liquors.

In the debate on the address m 
the House of Louts the Duke of 
Somerset and Earl Grey, both 
Liberals, attacked Mr. Gladstone for 
dissolving the last Parliament. The 
laté Premier was ably defended by 
Lord Selbome. Lord Derby referred 
to the mhrriage of the Duke of 
Edinburgh, and said it was a matter 
of political importance. In the 
House of Commons the address 
passed without much debate. Mr. 
Gladstone promised to give the new 
Government a fair trial.

“ Sacerdotalism, Ancient and Modern,” 
treating on the history and growth of 
Protestant confessions, and other ritu­
alistic observances ; “ Lombard Street," 
showing the importance of the Cash 
Reserve of the banking department of 
the Bank of England, as the ultimate 
safety fund of the English mercantile 
system; " The Despotism of the Future,” 
of universal interest in these days when 
the labour question is being agitated all 
over the world ; “ Prosper Merimeo’s 
Lettres d'une Inconnue," which have creat­
ed such an extraordinary sensation in 
Paris; “ Russian Songs and Folk-Tales,” 
illustrating Sclavonic Mythology and 
Russian Social Life ; and “ The Diffi­
culties of the Liberal Party.”

It is titty years since I 
was led, thé bride of Grahame Douglass, 
from Inverness to Gowanybraes, to take 
up my abode in what promised to be an 
Elysium of bliss. A year passed, and a 
son was bbm; only child it proved to b 
This son grew to be man, and bi 
twenty years passed over his head when 
the Chevalier de St. George came to 
Scotland] to fight for the Crown. This 
proved the end of my happiness. Both 
father and son became interested in the 
struggle, and took sides, and as evil for­
tune would have it the sides they took 
were opposing ones—youngHenryJtaking 
the side of the rebels, who, as you know, 
were beaten and humbled. This pro­
ceeding of his son much iuceused Gra­
hame Douglass, who—Gowanybraes not 
being entailed—threatened to cut him off 
without a yard of land and without a 
penny of money, besides forbidding him 
to again enter his door, and doing all he 
could to put the King’s soldiers on his 
track.
