The weakening
of the power of Imperial Rome com-
menced with the division of the Empire
by Constantine between his three sons.
The Empire of the Peloponnesuswa: also
an listorieal example ; and the divisionof
the great Kingdom of Soloman under
Rehoboam was the first fatal step which
led to its ultimate conquest, It was
when the Kingdoms of Great Britain had
been welded into a united people that
she sustained the bront of the gigantic
struggle which ended victoriously on the
field of Waterloo. Tu-ning to the his-
tory of Canada. ' t us seawhat there was
to indicate tha! we L+d this principle of
national cohe<on. At one time there
was a etrong «.tagonism of race between
Upper and Lower Canada, but time had
softened down these national asperities,
and even before the two races had been
brought into the closer sympathy of late
years, they right loyally rallied round a
common flag in eupport of ‘a-commcn
cause. . In 1771 the French Canadians
refused to join with the seceding Ameri-
can colonies in.thciz rehellion against
the British Crown ; and in 1812 the twe
races of ®anedians fonght side by side to
repel the American invader. More re-
cently, Confederatior afforded a wonder-
ful exemple of Canadian cohesion. -It
was & duaplicate of Bismarck's measter-
stroke of the unification of Germeny, but
accomplishied by peaceful instead of war-
like,méans. The only danger to Con-
federation was from a mutual respect of
each others’ rights not bsing cherished
by the Provinces; and we should theve-
fore jealously guard the basis of the
agreement betweer them. Let this be
done and a glorious future lay before us
—a future of which the lecturer spoke in
glowing terms. The next important
factor of national prosperity was liberty.
Liberty, however, must be proportioned
to the enlightenment and knowledge of
the people, and what might be essen-
tially dangérons to a people in pupilage
would be essentially necessary to a people
who have politically arrived at the fall
stature of manhood.. Wo in Canada had
a great advaatage 1n beginning with &
tabula rasa—a clean state, so to speak—
with no. vested rights or feudal hind-
racces in the way of a gopd system of
government.  Still, there were some
nozxious plants that had to be rooted up
by our esrlier statesmen, The seignierial
tenure of Lower Canada was one of
them, but it was fortunately abolished
by the Act of 1854. The State Church
was another old-time obstruction. One-
eeventh of the cleared land of this Pro-
vince was reserved for clerical purposes,
and as they knew, after a bitter contest,
all religious inequality was abolished,
and 2!l denominations stood on a com-
mon footing. \What was thought to be
a step fraught with ruin for both Church
fState had proved their greatest
bleasing. Now the Church, standing
above all principalities and powers, nc-
knowledged no head but her Divine:
Master, avd Canadians enjoyed to the
fall the blessings of Religious Liberty.
Political Liberty was unother condition
closely allied to religious liberty. Tf a
man's sense of his daty to his Creator
was dulled, his sense of his duty to Lia
fellow-men would be blunted in the same
measure. The progress™ of = political
liberty in Canada was unique. In the
eourse of little over a hundred years we
bad gone throngh almost every phase of
political development. It had pot. been
g0 with the eariy settiements of the
United States. Maryland and Virginia
when first established had almost the
same constitution as they now had, with
but a mercly nominal connection with
the British Crown, It was different in
Canada. From 1759 to 1774 we were
under & military despotism ; from 1774
to 1791 we were ruled by a despotie
oligarchy. In 1791 the people were
given the form of sovereign power, but
their representative institutions were
defective, and their Parliament was en-
tirely controlled by a despotic and in-
iquitous -cxecutive, who sheltered their
iniquities behind the sacredness of the
Throne. The Ministry- of that time
existed by power, through power, and for
power. Then came the rebellion of 1837,
which proved to be the darkest hour be-
fora the dawn. The Union Act of 1841
gave us those great essentials of a free
people, independence of the Judiciary
and independ of Parli with
the crowning rightjof all, viz., responsi.
bility of tuo Executive to the people’s
representatives. Not.icmg the parallel
periods of English history, he said that
military despotism in England ceased
with the Magna Charta, and despotic
oligarchy with tire first Charles. Our
rights as & free people could only be pre-
served to our postenity by the uimost
watchfnlness.  Brougham quoted the
easy return to despotism of the Englich
people under Charles IL. and James IT.,
after they had establiched free institu-
tions, a8 a proof that no mere statutory
enaotments could preserve liberty.
