In reply to 
that objection, it is said, and no doubt said 
truly, that such a thing as bucket-shop 
gambling would be just as much prevented m 
the event of the establishment of a Board 
here as it is now. To-day, if any co.iimls.lo, 
man wished to do so,lie can buy or sell Chicago 
futures on margin for outsiders just as wel- us 
ever. It is not the fear of being caught that 
prevents these men from doing tins, but it u 
the principle, for no one can get around it. A 
commission man or a commission house whose 
business is not done "on the square ia soon 
found out and avoided by his fellows.

Moreover, sucli a Board for tho interchange 
of grain and produce, in cash and futures, is 
no worse a feature than buying and selling 
stocks of banks and other financial, insurance 
or loan institutious, which cau be and are 
bought on the principle of margins, only 
under » somewhat different scheme.

The above embodies the opinions of those 
whom The World has seen in reference. Abo 
scheme certainly bears on its face the look ot 
feasibility and utility, and seems to be one 
which should commend itself to tlie considéra- 
tiou of a greater number of Toronto broirers. 
If Toronto is to be made, as each of us look 
forward to its being made, the commercial 
and financial centre of Canada’s interests, a 
scheme of this kind which has operated to 
successfully in other cities may be made to 
work with equal success in onr own city. 
But more will be heard later.
