A SEPTUAGENARIANS DESPERATE
FIGHT IN THE DARK.

Robbers Break Into the House of Ancas-
ter's Aged Township Treasurer and He
is Shot Through the Heart While De-
fending His Hearth—The Murderers
Obtain But Little lrlunder.

HAMILTON, Jan. 27.—John Heslop, clerk
and treasurer of the township of Ancaster,
was shot through the heart by masked burg-
lars at hishome on the Sulphur Springs
Road between 1 and 2 o'clock this morning.
About the hour mentioned three men
drove up to the residence of John Heslop.
The house is a beautiful stone structure of
Gothic architecture, standing back from the
road about a hundred yards and approached
by a windiog driveway through shrubbery
ard evergreen trees, The men drove their
rig half way up the drive and then backed it
into a sidepath so as to have the horse’s head
towards the road ready to make swift de-
parture. A heavy platform used in pruning
trees stands by tha path, and possibly the
horse was tied to that. But there is
evidence of a man being left to watch
it, for there are tracks of a man
baving ' stepped dowa from the path-
way and taken shelter under a
spreading evergreen, where he tramped
about: as if to keep his feet warm
while waiting. The other two men walked
up the path to the house and .went to the
front door, which they examined, but did
not consider a good place to effect an en-
trance. There is an outer porch door, nearly
all glass, which would be difficult to get
through without cutting themselves or tloth-
ing. Then they walked ‘around the house
examining the windows, as shown by the
tracks in the snow, and finally reached the
back door. Thereisa pile of green cord-
wood near the door. As there seemed no like-

alarming the  inmates they took a heavy
cordwood stick, and, using it as a battering-
ram, smashed the lock off the door and
entered the kitchen. The door from the

1 kitchen to the rest of the house was also

locked and they smashed that open, too.
The cordwood stick was left lying by the kit-
chen stove. Then the two burglars went up-

stairs, .
The Fight on the Landing.

Meanwhile the inmates had been aroused
by their .entrance. Mr. and Mrs. Heslop
occupied aroom together near the head of
the back stairs leading from the sitting-
room. Miss Heslop slept alone in-a front
bedroom, Mrs. Heslop was awakened first,
and she aroused her husband and called to
Annie Heslo%w ask il she heard men in the
house.  Mr. Hesloplighted a candle and went
to the head of the back stairs and opened the
door leading down, the muffled tread of two
men on the uncarpeted stair being audible.
The two frightened women crouched be-
hind in the hall while the brave old man de-
manded of the burglars what they wanted.
They made no reply, but blew out the candle
he held. He went jack to his wife’s room,
and laying down’ the candle, told her to
relight it, and picking up a chair went out
to meet the intruders, While Mrs. Heslop
was getting a match and religating the
candle she heard the stern voice of her hus-
band leying with them: i

;\ ho are you and what do you want?”’ he

asked. i

“Go back to your bed. It's all right,”
answered one of the men.

There was the noise of a rush of feet as if
they had made a dash to disarm Mr. Heslop.
Then the noise of blows and muttered curses
and the splintering of ‘a ¢hair, followed by a
pistol shot, 8 groan and a heavy fall

The Murderers,

Then for the first time the women saw the
assailants, Thereisa crook in the stair, or
rather it comes up, turns at right angles at
a landing in the middle and then there are

fiva steps to the top. The fight took place on
th:.rmu' out of sight of the women, and Mr.
Heslop’s boily fell on the landing. “Then the
murderers came up into the hall and ordered
the womeninto Mrs. Heslop’s room, and one
stood with the revolver in his hand gua.rdiug
them. The candle had been relignted an:

the terror-stricken and agonized mother and
daughter had a good view of both the men.

“Let me go to my husband,” cried Mrs.
Heslop, ‘‘you have murdered him!”

“We haven't hurt him,” said one of the
men aoothingly. “He’s allright, Stay here
aud we won’t hurt you.”

The men were dressed in dark overcoats
and trousers, wore overshoes'and had what
looked like a woman’s “cloud” or scarf
wound around their faces and head, covering
hats and all. Where their eyes were they
had only bound the cloud around single ply,
so0 that they could easily see through the
open meshes. One man stood guard and
the other went throu%l the house. They
evidently knew it well, for one of them
went at once to the room where Mr.
Heslop kept all the fownship books
and papers and ransacked it most
thoroughly, scattering the papers about.
Then he went through Miss Heslop’s room
and other places, and in a desk in the front
hall downstairs routed out a lot more papers,
He evidently did’ not find* what he was
after, for he returned to the bedroom where
\gs comrade was and questioned the women

recorded above, but got no information
from them. Then he went down to where
an old-fashioned sate stood in the hall. It is
not known whether this safe was open or
not, but Miss Heslop says it was always
locked at night. If such was the case the
burglar bad a skeleton key, for he opened it
witnout trouble and ransacked it, but for-
tunately missed

$25,000 in Bonds
which were stowed in a pigeon hole,
wrapped in a piece of newspaper. All the
plunder they got was a set of garnet jewelry
belonging to Miss Heslop, one stone of which
was missing, and a diamond ring and five
other rings. The only township money in
the house was $40 in a bureau drawer, and
that they missed also.
The Murderers’ Gbject.

Several times during the searching of the
house the now almost crazed mother and
daughter strove to force a passage past their
guard to get to Mr, Heslop, but the man
pushed them back and told them to keep
quiet and they would not be injured. Atlast
the burglar who had been making the search
returned and with him departed hurriedly.
Mrs. and Miss Heslop did not think of look-
ing which direction they went, but naturally
ran at once to where the brave old man lay.
He had made a gallant fight. The splintered
pieces of the chair lay upon the steps of the
stair, and on the landing were dints - where

right and left. On the landing, half-way
down the stairway, the body lay huddled in
the corner, face upwards. The poor women
thought he was merely stunned, for no blood
was apparent. Mrs. Heslop despatched Annie
for heip while she endeavored to revive him,
but, on opening the frontof his woolen night
shirt, she saw the jagged hole in 'his breast
that told her life was sped.

Than Mr. John Heslop there was no man
in the County of Wentworth more esteemed
by his friends and neighbors.

What the Burglars Got.

The burglars got little for their crime and
trouble. Their plunder consisted of a set of
jewelryseﬁ with garnets, six rings, includ-
ing two ch¥weed, two pearl and garnet sef,
one hair and one diamond ring. A few
other small articles were carried off, the
whole being worth $100.

Although the murder occurred at 2 o’clock,
it 'was not until 5.35 that the Hawmilton
police got word of the terrible tragedy.

A Great Electric Railroad.
[From The Lonflon Daily News.]

M. Baross, the Hungarian Minister of Com-
merce, our Vienna correspondent telegraphs,
is not satisfied with the renown which the in-
troduction of the zone tariff has gained for
him, but is coming forward with another
plan, by which he proposes togive us the fast-
est trains in the world. This plan is for an
electric railway. for passengers only, be-
tween Vienna and Buda-Pesth. The distance
of 156 miles would be achieved in two hours
and a half. One railway carriage would
start every ten minutes between 6 in the
morning and midnight. The only difficulty
is the capital required for the execution of
the project, which is no less than 38,000,000
floriné.” The fare from Vienna to FPesth
would be 10 florins.

Protection of Women. /

The Dominion Council of the Royal Temp-
lars of Temperance have just sent thirough-
out the country a petition praying that the
Commons of Canada make general ataend-
merits to the criminal law. The working of
the petition, to be signed by all persons over
15 years of age, is as follows:

That there are in certain portions of the crim-
inal law of our land very grave defects; to wit.
in chap. 162 of the Revised Statutes. In opinion
of your petitioners the law as it now stands is

ically wrong in the following particulars:

It makes a wholly unjust distinction between
women and girls who have property or expecta-
tions, and those who have not:

An equally unjust distinction between women
and girls who have legal protectors, as parents,
legal guardians, etc., and those who have not,
protecting those who are least in need of such pro-
abandoning those who are without

tection,
protec

An unjust distinction is found in secs.
4,58 , which relate to ‘‘attempts’ as
against es or females. Males prot , fe-
males unprotected.

In respect to procuration there is an unjust
distinction between  principal™ and ‘“mter-
mediate.”

Crimes against gitls of tender years are not
punishable with sufficient severity.

Dependent girls are mnot sufficiently -pro-
tected.

Wherefore your petitioners pray that in the re-
spects mentioned above the law may be so
amended as to give equal protection to all wo-
men; that punishment may be made to appxﬁ
equally to male and female; and that in al
cases the age of consent may be raised to 17
years.

Woman’s Medical College.

A Camp in the Northwest Said to Have

missignary at Dynevor: *James Sinclair,
Indign-councillor of Jackhead, Lake Winni-
peg, brings in a report that camps of Indians
hunting on the east side of Lake Winnipeg,
not very far from Bloodvein River, near
Doghea&'wu visited by & band of wolves,
about 100 in number, who attacked the camps
and killed many Indians and devoured them.
One Indian cudgeled and killed 20 wolves.
Another Indian climbed up a tree with his
gun and shot down 20 wolves. One Indian
mounted & stage which was not very high
and the wolves got'him down and devoured
him, There is therefore a great panicamong
the Indians in that quarter. Indians say
there are no deer, consequently the wolves
are mad with hunger.”
