The movement for celebrating the
Hundred Years of Peace between the
British Empire and the United
States is, judging by a circular just
issued by the Canadian Peace Cen-
tenury. Association, taking rapid hold
in Canada, Great Britain and the
United States.

" The general proposals contain four
main features, (1) Monuments and
other memcrials, (2) Thanksgiving
Services in the Churches, (3) Edu-
cational Propagands, (4) Festivities.

The Circular enumerates various
suggestions regarding the erection. of
monuments, - and . states that the
matter has been referred to an Inter-
national Committee.

February 14, 1915, has been se-
lected for Thanksgiving services in
all the churches of the British Em-
pire and the United States. This
date is the nearest Suaday to Febru-
ary 17th, 1915, the centénary of the
ratification of the Treaty of Ghent.

The - educational propagands in-
cludes several important features
among which may bé mentioned the
preparation of a series of pamphlets
dealing with the various treaties
which _ have made the long peace
possible, which it is intended to send
to all the gchools in Canada. - Tab-
leanx and masques are in course of
preparation which will also be sent
to the schools.for production upon a
date to be hereafter arranged. A
somewhat unique .proposal .is. that
schools in Canada -and the United
States ‘in plices bearing the same
name should be invited to exchange
shields. It is intended to arrange
for the writing of competitive essays
on Anglo-American relations and
provision is being made for Provincial
and Dominion prizes.

About 100 centres have: been
chosen for sgpecial celebrations in
Canads, and strong local Committees
have been arranged for in a majority
of these.

The circular also reports the
progress made in Great Britain and
the United States and contains re-
plies receiyed last Christmas. from
World Rulers to a message sent in
connection with the celebration by
the American Committes.

The Dcminion Government has
arranged for an - appropriation to
meet the preliminary organization
expenses. In announcing this" the
Rt. Hon. R. L. Borden said: “The
cause which the Canadian Peace
Centenary Association and the cor-
responding bodies in the United
States and the United Kingdom
have set before them is one with
which we are warmly sympathetic.
It is' a triumph of humanity that
during a century of rapid develop-
ment, despite the existence of serious
international differences and prob-
lems, the British Empire and the
United States have found wiser and
more humane methods of adjusting
differences than the arbitrament of
war. We welcome the achievement
of a century of peace, and hope it
will prove to be but the first century
of peaco, the forerunner of a long
series stretching into the future as
far as human anticipation can trust
itself.

The list. of members is & most
representative one and contains the
names of all the Lt.-Governors, all
the Ministers of Education and
nearly all the Premiers in Canada.

A factory patron may think and
even remark ‘I guess my cows
average about as high a test as
Brown’s, so it doesn't make any
difference whether I have them
tested or not.”

Let us examine that a moment.
If a man is content with only a fair
yield per cow, where is general im-
provement to come in ? Surely we
are not going to remain satisfied
with what a neighbor's medium cows
manage to produce ! Will that not
kill all ambition ?

1f it is found that in another sec-
tion the average yield per cow is
150 or 250 pounds of milk higher,
should not the endeavor be made to
raise the standard of production for
each of the poorer cows ?

Again, the vield of milk may, aver-
age the same at two different factor-
ies, but the average yield of fat may
be four or six pounds more. 8o if
there are only 200 cows sending to
theé factory there would be a differ-
ence in the output of over fourteen
hundred pounds of butter in one
month.

Why view with
complacency any ‘“‘average’ herd,
some cows of which give only a
small yield of milk testing only 2.9
or 3.1 when the herd might quickly
be graded up and have each cow give
5 or 6 pounds more fat per month?

GRAIN MIXTURE .

FOR DAIRY CALVES

The period of time from birth until
the calf is four weeks old has been
called the delicate age, and pains
should be taken to see that it gets the
first milk, or colostrum, which nature
has prepared in a manner to produce a
laxative effect and thus put the diges-
tive organs of the calf into perfect
working order.

From one to six months may be call-
ed the skimmilk age, says Professor G.
C. Humphrey, Wisconsin Agricultural
college. The whole milk should be
gradually changed to skimmilk during
the fifth week and the amount grad-
nally increased so that the calf will
be getting fifteen to eighteen pounds
daily by the time it is eight or ten
weeks old.

During the time a calf is six to
twelve months of age it is very much
neglected. If this age occurs during
the summer it is often turned to pas-
ture and made to rustle for itself,
which is a mistake. A calf is best off
kept in a clean stable during the first
year of its life, provided it is well fed.

The mixture of oats, fifty parts;
‘wheat bran, thirty parts; cornmeal, ten
parts, and oilmeal, ten parts, has been
used at the University of Wisconsin
for dairy calves for the past ten or

Jersey cows will produce more
profit for the feed consumed than
any other breed in the world, says
F. 8. Delano in Rural New Yorker.
They are persistent milkers, giving
a good flow of rich milk and ho'd-
ing out well for ten or eleven
months of the year. The breed as
a whole, I think, will compare very
well as to the production of milk
for a year with their distant cousin,
the black and white; also Jerseys
are the handsomest cows on earth.
The Jersey bull shown is a fine
specimen of the breed.

more years and is a sample of what
may be considered a good mixture for
dairy calves.

Pure fresh water should be given to
calves as soon as they have learned to
drink.

Salt should be kept where they can
have free access to it at all times.

All changes in feed should be made
gradually.

Foam which fopms on separator
skimmed milk should never be fed, as
it will cause indigestion and scours,
bloat or other troubles which follow.

Calves should be separated or fas-
tened in stanchions at the time they
receive their milk and fed dry grain
immediately after drinking the milk,
which will tend to prevent the bad
habit of sucking one another.

The stables should be cleaned regu-
larly and kept dry.

In summer it is well to darken the
stable to give protection from flies
and to make it as cool as possible.

Young calves should never be ex-
posed to a hot, scalding sun.

Watch calves and keep them free
from lice.

Aim to do everything possible to
keep calves gaining in live weight at
the rate of 1.5 to 2 pounds daily,

WATER FOR LIVE STOCK.

Filtering Tanks Responsible For Many
Cases of Disease.

There is too much stagnant water
used in summer on the farms of the
corn belt, says the Iowa Homestead.
It is an every day occurrence to find
water tanks covered with a green
scum, from which source comes the
entire supply of water for -cattle,
horses and hogs.

It should be sufficlent to simply call
attention to the risk that is run in us-
ing this kind of water. Digestion trou-
bles invariably result from this form
of pollution, and it is all brought about
thoughtlessly, though in some cases it
may be the result of an attempt to
economize in the water supply. The
tank is not cleaned simply because the
water must not be wasted at all haz-
ard.

A peck of lime in the bottom of a
ten or fifteen barrel water tank will
keep the supply sweet, though it goes
without saying that all tanks should
be cleaned out every two or three
weeks during the period of hot
weather.

Diluted lime water is not injurious
to any class of stock, but, on the other
hand, the results of psing it are often
exceedingly beneficial, particularly so
in the case of hogs, Lime is compgra-

Is it any wonder that pigs lose their
thriftiness and constitution and be-
come weak in the back with crooked
legs when they are confined in an 8 by
10 pen that is cleaned but once a year
and then only when the owner has
time? Stop and figure the losses that
result from pigs that do not do well
and are squealing when they want to
be comfortable and contented. The
chances are all they need is the run of
a nice clein pasture where they can
leavé their droppings to the benefit of
the soil.

Sites of the Capital.

The capital of the United States has
been located at different times at the
following places: At Philadelphia from
Sept. B, 1774, to December, 1776; at
Baltimore Deec. 20, 1776, to March,
1777; Philadelphla, March 4, 1777, to
September, IM77; Lancaster, Pa., Sept.
27, 1777, to Sept. 80, 1777; York, Pa.,
Sept. 80, 1777, to July, 1778; Philadel-
phia, July 2, 1778, to June 30, 1783;
Princeton, N. J., June 80, 1783, to Nov.
20, 1783; Annapolis, Md., Nov. 26,
1783, to Nov. 380, 1784; Trenton, N. J,
from November, 1784, to January,
1785; New York, Jan. 11, 1785, to 1790.
Then the seat of the government was
removed to Philadelphia, where it re-
mained until 1800, since which time
it has been in Washington.

ONTARIO FOR WHITNEY

Provines Gives Government Ma-

lority of Fifty.Seven.
——

0verwhelmlng Support. of Conserva-
tive Administration and Its Poli-
cies Is Voiced at Polls—Conserva-
tives Have Eighty-Three Seats
and Liberals Twenty-8ix — Hon,
Dr. Reaume Defeated,

TORONTO. June 30, — After a
hayd contest, in which the province
evinced more enthusiasm on both
sides than for many years, the voters
of Ontario returned Sir James Whit-
ney to power with a majority of
ﬁfty-seven seats. The latest returns
indicate that the standing in the new
House will be as follows;—

One Minister of the Crown was de-
feated in the person of Hon, J. O.
Reaume, Minister of Public Works,
who lost the convention nomination
in the new riding of Windsor and
ran as an Independent Conservative.
The straight line candidate, 0. E.
Fleming, was defeated and the seat
went to Rev. J. C. Teolmie.

All the other Ministers were re-
elected with increased majorities.

The Liberal party shows a net gain
of five seats in the old constituencies,
and won three out of seven of the
new constituencies.

The actual Conservative gains are:
South Bruce, Haldimand, East Lamb-
ton, South Ontarfo, and North Went-
worth—>5,

The Liberal gains are: .North
Brant, South Brant, North Essex,
South Essex, North Middlesex, East
Ottawa, West Ottawa, West Peter-
boro, Prince Edward, and South
Wellington—10.

The new constituencies which went
Conservative are: Niagara Falls,
Riverdale (Toronto), Parkdale (To-
ronto), and South Victoria.

The new constituencies which went
Liberal are: Cochrane, Lincoln and
Windsor.

One of the most surprising events
of the election was the return by the
electors of Prescott of Gustave Evan-
turel, the discredited Liberal who was

read out of the party after the sen-
sational episode of last session and
who resigned his seat in the House.

For all the number of independent
candidates, temperance, labor, social-
ist, and one anti-temperance, who ap-
peared on nomination day ,only two
outside of party lines were returned,
Evanturel and Allan Studholme
(Lab., E. Hamilton).

There will be few changes of im-
portance in the personnel of the
House. Four of Mr. Rowell’s follow-
ers in the last Legislature were de-
feated at the polls, namely: Dr. Mc-
Queen . (North Wentworth), Messrs.
McCormick (East Lambton), Ander-
son (North Huron), Sinclair (South
Ontario). Mr. C. Kohler (Haldi-
mand) did not go up for re-election.

The .changes on the Ministerial
side were much more extensive. Not
a few prominent Conservatives retir-
ed voluntarily, and members like
Messrs. McNaught (North Toronto),
Peck (West Peterboro), Norman
(Prince Edward), Galna (Parry
Sound), and Ebbs (South Lanark),
were defeated by the nominating con-
ventions. Among those rejected at
the polls yesterday were: Hon. J, O.
Reaume, Ministér of Public Works;
Messrs. Anderson, South Essex;
Westbrook, North Brant; Brewster,
South Brant; Champagne and Ellis,
Ottawa; and Scholfield, South Well-

ington. / :

SENDING A PARCEL BY MAIL.

Experience of an English Tourist Who,
With Joyous Confidence, Undertook
to Perform What, Was Supposed to
Be a Perfectly Simple Operation.

Pliny, who was an older con-
temporary of Martial, says, “Gout used
to be an extremely rare disease, not
in the times of our fathers and grand-
fathers only, but even within my own
memory.” Although the gouty were
vsually rich and of luxurions habits,
some of them evidently were not good
