CITY’S FIRST AND LAST FALL

Jericho's Siege and Capture One of the
Spectacular Stories of the
Old Testament.

On the morning of Washington's
birthday Gen. Sir E. H. Allenby’s Aus-
tralian troopers rode as conquerors
into a little village of huts, noted geo-
graphically as being the city of low-
est elevation on earth, and in Biblical
history as being the scene of the
Promised Land, observes the Minne-
apolis Journal.

In the Canaanite days Jericho was
a fortified city, commanding both the
lower ford of the Jordan and the route
leading up to the highlands of Judea.
The story of its siege and capture and
the destruction of its population is one
of the spectacular stories of the Old
Testament, which contrasts strongly
with its gentle seizure by a Christian
army in a year of our Lord thirty-five
centuries later.

According to the Old Testament
story, the city was left desolate with
a curse from Joshua apon the man who
should attempt to rebuild it. And it
is related that Hiel, the Bethelite, who
did rebuild it, lost his two 'sons in the
construction of the wall as punishment
for his temerity

The advance from Joshua to Jesus in

the human ideal of duty toward one's

enemies is the very measure of the

spread between the ideals of Hinden-

burg and Allenby on the same ques-
tion.

This war is fundamentally a con-
flict bhetween the ideals of modern
brotherhood and ancient overlordship;
and nowhere is the contrast more note-
worthy than in this little village of
Jericho, where the people today are
safer in the hands of their enemies
than they were under the rule of their
own people. The world, with the excep-
tion of Germany and Turkey, has trav-
eled a long way between the two falls
of Jericho.

One hundred leaders of the Industrial
Workers of the World were found *‘‘guilty
as charged in the indictment” by the
jury after one hour's deliberation at
their trail for conspiracy to disrupt the
nation’s war program late Saturday at
Chicago. Arguments for a new trial
will be heard next week.

Cached away ‘'somewhere” in FEssex
county are 65 cases of Scotel whiskey,
valued at more than $2000, part of an
consignment of liquor that was being
shipped to Chicago for use 1 the United
States muilitary hospitals. They were
stolen, it is alleged, by employees of the
Michigan Central Railway Company,
eight of whom are now under arrest.

Mrs. J. F. McKenzie, aged 76 years,
died on Sunday in Port Huron, She
was born in Plympton Township, near
Mandaumin, She had been in her usual
good health up till Saturday night, when
she took suddenly ill, Her husband pre
deceased her twelve years ago. Two
sons, John and Alex., resided here and
William, at St. Thomas, and Mrs. Bas-
cum, of Port Huron.

Rev. John G. Dutlop, D. D., a leading
Presbyterian missionary in Japan, has
reached France with a regiment of Chin-
ese workmen for work behind the lines.

Formation of the States.

From the beginning of our history
the tendency has been toward terri-
) torial expansion in the formation of
new states. Of the 13 original states
seven contained less than 10,000
square miles, as Vermont, 9,564; New
Hampshire, 9,341; Massachusetts, 8,
266; New Jersey, 8,224; Connecticut,
4,965; Delaware, 2,370; Rhode Island,
1,248. New York contains only 48,-
264 square miles. The middle western
states were considered of great size
when formed. Ohio, 41,045 square
miles; Indiana, 36,384; Illinois, 56,
865; Michigan, 57,980; Wisconsin, 56,
008, but they are small compared with
the far western states of California,
158,297 square miles; Montana, 146,-
P97; Arizona, 113,956; Nevada, 110,
890, and Colorado, 103,948. Texas, with
her 265,806 square miles, would almost
make six states as large as New York.

Service Flag for Grief.

What About Seed Wheat This Year?

Good seed of the most desirable
varieties of fall wheat is sure to be
scarce this autumn.” The most of the
winter wheat in Canada is grown in
Ontario, and the acreage sown in this
province last autumn was less than
usual. Over fifty per cent. of the
crop was winter killed. In numerous
instances the wheat which was not
ploughed was re-sown with other
grains either over the whole areas
or in patches. Owing to the scarcity
of labor it may be difficult to thresh

the grain from. the good flelds be-

__J

(ween tne qates of narvestng anda
seeding, Those growers who have old
wheat of good quality should save it
carefully for seed purposes. Special
efforts should be made to thresh as
much of the good wheat of this year’s
growing at as early a date as pos-
sible. Farmers having more seed
than is required for home use or for
sale to neighbors would undoubtedly
receive a good demand by advertis-
ing in either the local or the agri-
cultural papers. Tests should be
made of the germination of both the
old and the new wheat, Strict econ-
¢my of winter wheat for seed pur-
puses this autumn is essential.—Dr.
C. A. Zavitz, Ontario Agricultural
College, Guelph.

Formation of the States.

From the beginning of our history
the tendency has been toward terri-
torial expansion in the formation of
Of the 13 original states
seven contained less than 10,000
square miles, as Vermont, 9,564; New
Hampshire, 9,341; Massachusetts, 8,-
266; New Jersey, 8,224; Connecticut,
4,965; Delaware, 2,370; Rhode Island,
1,248. New York contains only 48,-
264 square miles. The middle western
states were considered of great size
when formed. Qhio, 41,045 square
Indiana, 36,384; Illinois, 56,-

006, but they are small compared with
the far western states of California,
158,207 square miles; Montana, 146,-
997; Arizona, 113,956; Nevada, 110,-
890, and Colorado, 103,948. Texas, with
her 265,806 square miles, would almost
make six states as large as New York.

MILK FLOW BECREASING

Flies, Drought and Heat Cause
of Trouble.

Suggestions for Most Profitable Care
of Dairy Cows and Calves—
August Ploughing and September
Cross Ploughing Kills Grubs and
Worms In Old Sod.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Toronto.)

URING the extremely hot
weather, cows and calves fre-
quently suffer, sometimes
needlessly, from three things

—effects of high temperature, lack
of water, and from torment by flies.

A great mistake was made in the
older parts of Cntario, when practi-
cally all the trees were cut down,
thus leaving no shade for cattle and
other live stock, When the late Prof.
Brown was in charge of the On-
tario Agricultural College farm and
live stock, he planted small groves
of trees on wvarious parts of the Col-
lege farm, and no more pleasant sight
may be seen than that of the College
herd lying in the shade among these
trees on a hot day. These groves
make the fields where located rather
awkward to work, but the cattle cer-
tainly enjoy themgelves among the
trees. On a live stock and dairy
farm, while it may not be advisable
to plant trees in the middle of a
field, it certainly will pay to have
them in as many places as possible,
where they do not interfere with the
working of the land.

In the meantime, on dairy farms
where no shade is available in the
regular pasture field, sometimes a
wood-lot can be utilized for the
stock during the heat of the day,
though they may damage the young
trees to some extent. Another plan
is to keep the cattle in a darkened
stable for part of the day. This means
a good deal of extra lahbor cleaning
the stable, and keeping the cows
clean, and under present labor con-
ditions may not be practicable on
many farms. However, where there
is the necessary labor available and
particularly where cows are receiving
soiling or silage feed to supplement
the pasture, the feeding in the sta-
ble may well take place during the
day and the cows be kept inside
while it is very hot. This plan also
reduces worry from flies, when the
windows are covered to make theq
stable dark.

Water Neces: for Comfort and
Milk Production.

Cows frequently suffer from lack
of sufficient water. As a boy, the
writer remembers (riving cattle to
““Big Crick,” in Brant County, during
dry spells. The cows were nearly
famished when they reached the
“Crick’” and would drink until they
looked like bursting. By the time
they reach home, after walking for
a mile-and-a-half over a dusty road,
the cattle were nearly as thirsty as
ever.

The only safe source of a sure
water supply is a deep well, driven
or bored, and having the water pump-
ed by windmill or other sources of
power, with a storage tank for emer-
gencies., There is no part of Ontario
in which an abundance of water can-
not be obtained, if we go  deep
enough to tap the hidden sources of
supply.

No matter how it is obtained, the
owner of dairy stock, more especial-
ly of cows milking, must supply a
large amount of water, else the stock
will suffer, which means lessened
milk supply, and small cheques from

: the creamery, cheesery, condensery,

or city dealer. Milk consists of about
87 % per cent. water, and this water
must come from the drink and feed
of the cow. A cow giving 100 lbs.
(10 gallons) of milk daily, will drink
over 200 1bs. (20 gallons) of water
in a day. Cows giving less milk will
drink in proportion. Give the cows
plenty of water. Young cattle, calves,
and hogs also need plenty of clean
water in hot weather.
Fly Remedies.

There are several good fly reme-
dies on the market. Where there is
no time to make one, the purchase
of a patent fly-killer or repellent, is
advisable., These are usually applied
daily, or twice a day with a small
hand sprayer.

A home-made remedy may consist

A of one-half gallon fish oil, or any old

grease, one-half pint coal oil, and
four tablespoonfuls of crude car-
bolic acid, cresol, ete. Mix thor-
oughly., This will be sufficient for
twenty-five cows and may be applied
with a brush or cloth. If there 'is
no rain it will keep the flies off for
several days. Milkers must be care-
ful not to get this on the hands,
nor allow hairs to drop into the milk
pail, as it will taint the milk. It is
safer to apply after milking.—Prof.
H. H. Dean, Ontario Agricultural
College, Guelph.

What About Seed Wheat This Year?

Good seed of the most desirable
varieties of fall wheat is sure to be
scarce this autumn. The most of the
winter wheat in Canada is grown in
Ontario, and the acreage sown in this
province last autumn was less than
usual. Over fifty per cent. of the
crop was winter killed, In numerous
instances the wheat which was not
ploughed was re-sown with other
grains either over the whole areas
or in patches. Owing to the scarcity
of labor it may be difficult to thresh

the grain from the good fields be-

— —

(ween tne aates of narvesung anda
seeding, Those growers who have old
wheat of good quality should save it
carefully for seed purposes. Special
efforts should be made to thresh as
much of the good wheat of this year’s
growing at as early a date as pos-
sible. Farmers having more seed
than is required for home use or for
sale to neighbors would undoubtedly
receive a good demand by advertis-
ing in either the local or the agri-
cultural papers. Tests should be
made of the germination of both the
old and the new wheat, Strict econ-
¢my of winter wheat for seed pur-
puses this autumn is essential.—Dr.
C. A. Zavitz, Ontario Agricultural
College, Guelph.
