of a terrible fanaticism, think it a re.
ligious virtue to’ exercise cruelty, even
to the taking of life, towards those who
prefer the Cross to the Crescent. We are
using strong language 5 but the history
of the past justifies us in using it. The
recent atroocities that have been perpe-
teated in ‘Bulgaria''and’ elsewhere, are
‘bloody develppements of Mahometan
malignity towards everybody ‘who dis:
believes in the impious dootrines of the
Koran,—Paganism ' in its worst and
most revolting forms, is not .more an-
tagonistic to the civilization of the pre-
sent age, than is the national religion
of ‘the Turkish people.

Of course the sitting European : Con-
ference has no rightto combat,or attempt
to crush by physical force, the obnox.
jous creed of the Grand Sultan and his
deluded subjects ; but sit may properly
and legitimately adopt effective mea-
sures to prevent such barbaric excess-
es—we may say butcheries—as have
shooked the sénsibilities of all tho-
roughly civilized people everywhere.
The Christian < Provinces, ' over which
the Sultan claims ‘the right of sover-
eiguty, must be protected from the in-
tolerable oppression and outrageous
eruelty, to which they have been hith-
erto subjected. “The balance of pow.
er in Europe’' is well enough to be talk-
ked of by statesmen, and to be a' mat-
ter for diplomatic' discussion ; but the
spirit of this enlightened age and the
claims of christianity unite in demand

ingof the present Conference some-
thing of higher importance to human-
ity than that of shifting or arranging
national boundaries, or dividing among
thé Powers, represented in the Confer

Shortly before the ascension in which he
lost his life, Mr. Donaldson, the well
known aeronant, described to us his ex-
perience in just such balioon sailing. He
stated it as his belief that, if ever the time
came when people would step into a bal-
loon as readily as they do now into rail-
road cars, the air ships would not sail
above the clouds, but would skim close
along the surface of the ground. He gave
many reasons for this view—notably in-
creased safety and economy, since balloons
could be made much smaller, as they
would not require 86 much to kee,
them afloat, and there would be little diffi-
culty in stopping to replenish the supply
when exbausted. He had found no troub-
le in balancing a balloon at four feet above
the ground, and Keeping it accurately at
that height for hours. He told us, further
that he had frequently travelled along
country roads in this way during . calm
weather, using a pule to push - himself
aloug when there was no wind, or to guide
himself when being wafted by & breege.
As an i ce of how low a ballon can be
balanced, he stated that, while thus sail-
ing over a road, he carelessly dropped
overboard about & quarter loaf of bread,
the balloon sprang aloft a hundred feet or
more. Weasked him how he avoided

agons and similar obstacles in his path
without discharging ballast, and so losing
equilibrium? “Jump over them” was the
reply. A good strong push downwards
bas sent me flying over many a tree in
which I thought I was sure to be entangl-
ed.” This flea-like mode of Pprogression
was his favorite mode of astonisoing rus-

tics.—Scientific American.

PECAER T SR A S S
AN OLD TIME BEAR STQRY,

The Bennington Benner reprints from an

Stanhope jumped up to see who was
coming, when, behold ! to his great aston-
ishment it proved to be two bears drawing
the sled into the barn, with no earthly
thing in it except four large bears and
three cubs. The lad and two men that
happened to be then in the house ran
nimbly, and, shutting the barn door, with
my long gun I shot them all through a
crevice.”

HEROIC FARMING.

The mode of culture, and the liberal
manuring practised by market gardin-
ers, cannot of course be generally
adopted by those who cultivate large
areas of land, But I have always notic.
ed that those farmers whose methods
approach nearest to the standard of the
garden are the ones who obtain, as a
rule, the largest yields and the highest
rate of profit. 1tis true enough that
to invest yearly in manure at rate
of 50 or 80 tons per acre, requires more
faith and courage, as well a8 more mo-
ney,than the average farmer commands.
Yet it is mainly in thisintensive mode
of culture that the market ener
finds his best remuneration. The man
who cultivates half a dozen acres must
get larger returns from each than thosc
who ou%tiuu from fifty to tive hun-
dred. To get seventy tons of cabbage
from an acre, and other products in a
similar ratio, the gardenar can well af-
ford to invest liberally in plant food
and other expenses oficulture.  If he
knows, or can nearly determine, the

.value of each intended ecrop, he ean

generally calculate how much it will be
safé to pay out in order to obtain it;
and having made the calculation, he
does not hesitate to make the invest-
ment. 5
Now, there is clearly no reason why
the same general rule is not equally
sound for the farmer. His business is
subject to the same natural laws, and
his crops are augmented by the same
process.

The grand fact to be considered is
this:—In all cases where manure is
sbundnntlﬁ supplied, and the tillage
is thorough and deep,the soil responds
in a corresponding degree,and becomes

in the hands of a skillful cultivator,

cal elements into food ; and whether a
man cultivgtes ten acres, or ten hun-
dred, the more plant food he supplies
of the right kind (other conditions
being equal), the larger will be the re-
sult: the lower the cost,and the higher
the rate of profit.

The last few dollars added to the cost
of the crop is nearly always the secret
of the extra profit, and sometimes
makes the whole difference between
profit and loss. All practical farmers
profess to understand this, yet few of
them have proved the courage of their
opin‘ons by reducing it to practice.—
And here is just the point where men
of timid and conservative policy halt
and hesitate, while the clear-headed,
heroic farmer fearlessly meets the ex-
pense, and wins the prize.

There is in fact scarcely a crop raised
on the farm that might not be mater.
