We said last week that the action of the
Shelburne meeting had relegated the mat-
ter of railway advantages, so far as that
County is concerned, to the status quo, but
we did not proceed to place the reasons
which led us to this conclusion before our
readers. This we now intend to do as
shortly as we can.

Ist. Only one of the two proposed
schemes can be matured. This statement
is sustained by the affirmation of Mr.
Fielding at the meeting referred to. He is
reported to have said it would be difficult
to obtain a provincial subsidy for both
lines, though he did not hesitate in saying,
whichever scheme was finally adopted by
the people of the Counties of Queens and
Shelburne, his government would subsidize
it when the requirements of the Railway
Act were complied with, and a company
should seek to contract for its construction,
and he even went so far as to say that his
government would do so quite irrespective
of a Dominion subsidy if such a company
could show they possessed the means to
complete a contract without that subsidy.
It follows from this that until one of these
lines receive the assent of the people of the
Counties interested, no subsidy by the Local
Government will be granted, and without
it no road will be undertaken.

2nd. With regard to the Dominion sub-
sidy. No sane man, it.scoms to as, could
hope for it for the Midland line, as it is
professedly intended to be a competing line
to the Western Counties and Windsor &
Annapolis railways. Could it rationally be
expected that the Dominion Government
would construct the link to connmect the
latter lines, at an expense of half a million
of dollars, probably with the intention of
consolidating them, taking them over, and

making them a portion of the Intercolonial
system, only to render their paying quali-
ties an impossibility by granting the means
to establish an opposition line ? Surely the
Shelburne people will not continue so blind
to their own true interests as to hope for
such a thing.

3rd. The Midland line so far from be-
ing as easy of construction as alleged, the
reverse is certainly true. It is always a
fact recognized by civil engineers that lines
following the course of the river drainage
of a district afford easier gradients and bet-

ter facilities for drainage than those which
cut them at right or nearly right angles.

4th. A glance at the map only is needed
to convince any one that while the Atlan-
tic and Annapolis would follow mainly the
valley of the Rosignel or Liverpool River,
the Midland would cut not only this valley

but that of the Port Medway and others
nearly at right angles.

5th. Shelburne, which possesses an open
harbor the year round, would form the
interior western terminus of the Midland,
leaving the people of Barrington ad interym
in the same position as they ever have been,
namely, without a railway. The Midland
would, for the most part, in ifs course
eastwardly to New Germany pass through
a barren country, unsuitable for cultivation,
and largely denuded of forest, offering small
prospects of local freights or passengers,

6th. The opposite of all this is to be
found in the rival line, with a company at

. hand to undertake the building of it as
soon as subsidies shall have been assured,
and with nearly a certainty of a Dominion
subsidy, in addition to the local, if the people
of Shelburne should adopt the line wanted
by Queens and Annapolis. We say a cer-
tainty nearly, but we believe we might say
absolute certainty, if complete unanimity of
the three counties interested could be
arrived at.

We do not believe the late Shelburne
meeting voiced the wishes of a majority of
the people of that county, and we therefore
look for a fuller expression of its public
opinion on the subject at another and more
representative meeting which we hope may

The food eaten is the l{ency by which
the heat of their bodies is kept up; it there-
fore follows that in cold stables more heat
will be required, and therefore more food
thn%‘iln stables wheve they are warmed by
the outside air, rather than by the internal
fire. It has been noticed by nearly eovery
feeder that cattle eat more during cold
weather than they do when it is warm,
Now if the stable were made so that it
would be warm weather with them all the
time when in the barn stable there would
o::duinly be a large profit in the shape of
f

A good stable also aids in selling stock.
A buyer can scarcely resist the influence of
his surrcundings where everything speaks
of the neatness of the builder. He con-
cludes at once that a man that thus takes
care of his buildings, has taken like pains
in carrying for and selecting his stock, and
consequently that they are more valuable.

When we remember that one-half of the
fertilizer in the stable is in a liguid form,
we see how expensive is the stable that
saves only the solid manure. Onmly rich
farmers can afford to own an old, wind-
peuetrating, manure-leaching stable. Poor
men must own stables. :

If anyone doubts that the li%uid manure
is valuable as a fertilizer, let him arrange
his stable floor so that the liquids may run
into a vessel and have them applied to the
soil, and note the result. Those that have
tried the experiment claim that the liguid
manure is even more valuable than the solid
excrement. Chemical analysis goes to
prove the fact. Nitrogen, phosphoric acid
and potash are the substances that the soil
needs most in order that we may raise large
crops from it. Now chemists have shown
that of the total excrement from an animal
two-thirds of the nitrogen, and over four-
fifths of the potash is in the liquid manure.

“ More fertilizer,” is the cry of most of
the upland farmers of Nova Scotia. Why
not save what they have? The liquid man-
ure made by one cow in a year if applied to
the crops would forward tf;em as much as
seven dollars worth of the best commercial
fertilizer to be had in Nova Scotia. In
large herds the value of this substance
amounts to quite a sum. A barn cellar or
a water-tight stable floor and a manure
shed, with a little care would prevent any
waste.

Are your stables in good repair or is your
manure wasting and your cattle suffering
during every storm? If so, look about
you and see if there is not some way of
making a change. M.

Mg. EpiTor : —

Allow me again a limited space in your
columns to m?ﬁress a few more remarks to
your reference to Railway accommodation
through our township. And first as to the
question of subsidies. Your readers must
remember that as stated in my last itisthe
fixed policy of the Local Government to
subsidize at the rate of $3200 per mile all
such roads as the projected one through
Granville. In proof of this read the utter-
ances of a member of  the Government
recently delivered at the railway meeting
in Caledonia in the adjoining county of
Queens. In further proof, also, we have
the Cornwallis Valley in Kings, the Hants
Central in Hants, the Stewiake and Lans-
downe in Colchester, and one or two short
lines in Cumberland, each and all drawing
the subsidy from the above source, and in
their relation to other lines occupying the
same place in reference to other trunk lines
as the one contemplated will, when built,
occupy to the W. & A. Railway. None of
these branch lines run through any more
wealthy or populous section of country, or
through a country more in need of railway
accommodation :?um our township. Then
why should we who have. contributed
equally to the expenses of railway con-
struction in this County and the Province
at large be denied those rights so freely
granted to other sections ? I am convinced
our claims will not be neglected, nor our
rights denied us in this matter if we pro-
ceed in the proper manner and present our
claims to the proper authorities in such a
way as they may understand we are fully
in earnest. The busy season of haying will
soon be over, and we should at once hold
three or four meetings throughout the
township and thoroughly arouse our peo-
ple to earnest and well-directed effort in
connection with this question, Let us be-
gin at once by holding a meeting at Graid-
ville Ferry, followed up by two others;
one at Granville Centre, and one at Bridge-
town, and adopt such means as may be
necessary to obtain the proper legislation
in connection with the enterprise, and
firmly, but respect ully let it be known to
those who occupy representative positions
among us that we intend to press earnestly
and seriously for our rights, and that they
are quite equal if not superior to the rights
of those sections of the County and Pro-
vince who are now already in the substan-
tial enjoyment of the fruits of the recent
railway legislation. Without concerted
action of this kind, and persistent effort
wisely exerted, the consummation of the
scheme may be delayed, but on the con-
trary, if harmony of action and a knowledge
that we are in earnest are made apparent to
those in authority, our efforts must meet
with success.

The Rattlesnake.

From a profusely illustrated article by
Dr. S. Weir Mitchell, on ‘ The Poison of
Serpents,’ in the August Century, we quote
the following - *‘ Let us observe what hap-
E[cns when the rattlesnake means - mischief.

e throws himself in a a spiral, and about
one-third of his length, carrying the head,
rises from the coil and stands upright. The
attitude is fine and warlike, and artists
who attempt to portray it always fail. He
does not pursue, he waits. Little animals
he scorns unless he is hungry, so that the
mouse or the toad he leaves for days un-
noticed . in his cage. Larger or noisy
creatures alarm him. Then his head
and neck are thrown far back, and
his mouth is opened very wide, the
fang held firmly erect, and with an abrupt
swiftness, for which his ordinary motions
prepare one but little, he strikes once and
18 back on guard again, vigilant and brave.
The blow is a stab, and is given by throw-
ing the head forward while the half-coils
below it are straightened out to lengthen
the neck and give power to the motions
which drive the fangs into the opponent’s
flesh ; as they enter, the temporal muscle
closes the lower jaw on the part struck, and
thus forces the sharp fang deeper in. It is
a thrust aided by a 'I)ilc. At this point the
poison duct is opened by the relaxation of
the mauscle which surrounds it, and the
same muscle which shuts the jaw squeezes
the gland, und drives its venom through
the ﬁuut and hollow fang into the bitten
part.

““ In so complicated a series of acts there
is often failure. The tooth strikes on
tough skin and doubles back or fails to
enter, or the ser
and falls short u.mremny squirt the venom
four or five feet in the air, doing no harm.
I had a curious experience of this kind in
which a snake eight feet six inches long
threw a teaspoonful or more of poison
athwart my forehead. It missed my eyes
by an inch or two. I have had many nar-
row escape, but this was the grimmest of
all. An inch lower would have cost me my
sight and probably my life.

b snz;t&e will turn and strike from any
posture, but the coil is the attitude always
assumed when possible. The coil acts as
an anchor and enables the animal to shake
its fangs loose from the wound. A snake
can rarely strike beyond half his le
If both fangs enter, the hurt is doubly
dunfverous, because the dose of venom is
doubled. At times a fang is left in the
flesh, but this does not trouble the serpent’s
powers as a poisoner, since mumberless
teeth lie ready to become firmly fixed in its
place, and both fangs are never lost to-
gether. The nervous mechanism which
controls the act of striking seems to be in
the spinal cord, for if we cut off a snake’s

CHIEF'S ADVENTURES. .

It has already been announced in “the
Witness by cable that the mail steamer
¢ Kinsembo," arriving at Liverpool from the
West Coast of Africa, brought mews con-
firming all that has been stated of the
shocking privations undergone by Mr,
Stanley and his force, and the numerous
deaths in consequence of the hardships en-
dured by the expedition. Om the 14th of
May the steamer was at Banana at the
mouth of the Congo, and found there Mr.
Herbert Ward and seventeen men out of
200 forming Major Barttelott’s force. Mr.
Stanley himself was reported to be in rags
and shoeless, having to use skins as a cov-
ering for his feet. His hair had turned as
white as snow, and he was said to have
only 200 men out of 600. The men died
wholesale by the roadside of starvation and
exhaustion. Mg. Stauley had joined Emin
Pasha, who had a following of 9,000 men,
and was traveling east for the coast, with
large quantities of ivory.

Mr. Ward and his Zanzibaris are de-
scribed in the Pall Mall Gazette as making
& very picturesque entrance into Maderia ;
Ward in an.old helmet, jack-boots, and
ragged coat ; his men in the faded and tat-
tered remains of their native costume.
Mr. Stanley’s lieutenant, however, soon
changed his Congo suit in garments fitted
to receive the many callers who arrive to
congratulate him, and at Rotterdam he
rigged ont his Zanzibaris in British sailor
outfits, with which they were well pleased.
They excited much interest at Rotterdam,
where the Zanzibari is an entire novelty ;
he is not unknown in Blackwall or in the
London docks—as indeed what native is?
But the little band excited much interest
even in London, and it is possidle they
may be taken to see some of the sights be-
fore they return to Zanzibar. Ward says
they have no equals for their work of Afri-
can travel and exploration. The young
man looks fairly robust, considering the
hardships he has undergone, and it is pro-
bable, that after a short stay in town he
will goon to Los Angelos, in California,
where his mother and father are residing.

LONDON MAKES HIM NERVOUS.

I am pretty well, he said to a represent-
ative of the Pall Mall, who found him at
Mr. Joseph Hatton's new house in Grove-
end road, * I arrived at Maderia with my
arm in a sling, the effects of blood poison-
ing ; but it is nearly well now ; and indeed
the colder climate of the Old Country is
making me feel better every hour. I have
only had one disappointment since I reach-
ed Europe, and that was on driving straight
to Fenchurch station, after seeing my Zan-
zibaris all right, to my friend Mr. Hatton
and finding & new tenant in his old familiar
house, and he gone ; you can hardly believe
after five years’ wandering what a shock it
was to me for the moment to find the old
house with a new tenant ; but I got to the
right place at last, and then for a moment
it seemed as if I had never left London.
And now I have a bewildered feeling of
having forgotten some of the most remark-

STANLEY'S ADVENTURES IN THE JUNGLE.

Asked about his cxperiences he said :—

| Twelve Millions of Dollars Wasted in the

Mr. Samuel Plimsoll, the well-known
| friend of seamen, is once more calling at-
| tention to the necessity for more effective
| measures for the prevention of loss of life
{and property at sea. In an article con-
| tributed to the Nineteenth Century, he says :
{ ¢ The annual loss of life at sea in vessels
| carrying the English flag is rather more
| than 2,000 ; the shipping lost is still about
| 260,000 tons per annum.’ There is some-
| thing wrong somewhere. Mr. Plimsoll is
| of the opinion that there is only one thing
| to be done, namely, to strike directly at
{ the root of the evil. He quotes ahe words
‘ of Sir Thomas Farner: ‘ Make it the
| interest of the owner that his ship should
| make its voyage in safety, and we should
’ soon see a different state of things.” The
| remedy suggested is to identify the pecun-
|iary interest of the shipowner with the
| safety of the ship.

Five years ago a bill was brought into
| Parliament by Mr. Chamberlain, who was
then President of the Board of Trade, pro-
hibiting a ‘shipowner from insuring more
than the value of his ship. The bill met
with strong opposition, and was withdrawn.

Mr. Plimsoll thoroughly n{;proves of the
principle involved in the ill, and gives
seme illustrations of its efficacy in the pre-
vention of loss when it comes into play :
¢Thomas Wilson & Sons only insure a part
of their fleet, and the ships insured are
only insured to the extent of one-half their
value. Neither George Thompson, Jr., &
Co., nor, do I believe, Sir George Elliott,
jusure their ships at all. They elect to
save the heavy cost of doing so, and under-
take their own risks, or insure amongst
themselves and friends. Their peciiniary
interest in safe navigation is thus very

t, and T am informed, and believe that
their losses are less than one-fourth of the
{ average rate of loss.” Mr. Plimsoll’s new
1scheme, * To abolish the present system of
underwriting by individuals, and to place
imercantile and marine insurance on the
same footing and to guide it by the same
laws as the insurance of property on land.’
He believes that if this thing is done, the

| every reasonable care would be taken to

avoid loss of ships.
