THE LANGUAGE OF POSTAGE STAMPS.

We have befureus a pretty complete collection of stamps,
over 3.500 varietiey, and in glancing through its pages are
reminded of many historical fncts and events. But wo will
1ot do more than indicate the kiud of changes which young
collectors may usefully study. The mere acquisition of
~tamps, so as to fe.1 pride, or make boast of a large collec-
tion, isa poor and pitiful thing. A long purse, without
much industry orintehigence, can secure a large collection.
But to have a judicious selection, and to be alle to obfain
amasement and instruction fiom the various devices in
certein countries, at different times, is a far worthier object.
It Italy, for instanc , the displac. ment of the Papal stamps
by those of the Italian kingdom tells of the progress of
national unity and freedoin.  The disappearance of the
Confoderate stamps from eirealation . Amerien, is the
memorinl of the doom of slavery, and the wmivance of free
laboraud equal rights a1l over the wortd. Qr, in later
years, the handsome stamps, with Lage, plain figures for
Alsace aud Lorraive, tell of the 1esult of the great war by
which tie French were driven from the: Rbine provinees. TL
recent rise and rapid progress of Japun, in mmitalwm of
westorn improvement, is notified Ly the presence of these
series i staunps engraved by pative artists, and printed on
paper of native manufacture. The changes in the Spanish
Governmment are marked by the various deviees employed:
the Republic of 1870, by a head of Liberty, with mural
crown ; the accession of King Amadveo, by « fine series of
stameps bearing his portrait, his abdication, Ly the issue of
a setwith a seated figure, representing the Xepeblic of Spain.
‘Lhe stamps issued by Do n Carlos, with his portrait, will
become only curiosities for the vollector, ulthough during
the inswrrection they were decidedly interesing to Spanish
correspondents.  Alt letters found in Post Offices by the

Carlists not stamped with the Don Caries stamps were -

speedily reduced to ashes—whilst if only so prepaid the
Government would not recognize them.  Tietters were fre-
queutly found bearing buth kinds of stamps, such letters
being duly respected by both parties.

URITED "TATES- A NEW POSTAGE STAMP.

A Washingtou despatch to the Boston Herald says; The
Post-office Department has ordered a new postage stamp to
be used on letters not prepaid. Heretofore, a letier being
posted, and wanting a stamp, hiis been held in the office at
wbich it was mailed. The Post-master at this office then
writes to the individual addressed, saying that such aletter
has been held in that office for him, the postage not baving
been prepaid. The new stamp which has just been order-
ed under the new regulation is pat on tl's letter not pre-
paid and sent tn the Postmaster at the office of its desti-
pation, who is charged with the amrount due, 2nd to colleet
the same from the person addressed on the delivery of the
letter. A new stamp has also been ordered to put on the
letter after it passes the hands of the carrier, who then
becomes responsible for the collection of the postage. This
new stamp is intended as a check upon the carvier, who is
therchy provented from pocketing bis collections.

As
Tiberius had at that time been Emperor nearly 20 years,
und very meny million of hig silver pennies were in_cireu-
lation, the specimens brought to Jesus was probably one
lixe this  Yet it mnay have been » denarius of hiz prede-
cessor, Julius Cmsar, who also strack great numbers of
these coins.

This is the “penny " so often named iz the New Testa-
ment. It wss 1 all respects except one, an iudispensible
eoin in Holy Land ; it would not pay the anunual dues to
temple-service, that kad to be done in Jewish money, viz.
shekles, half shekles and subsidiary coinage, tbe aliquot
parts of the shekel and therefore when a Jow came to Jeru-
galem to clear off bis account, his first visit was to the
‘«money-changers " who, for & trifling preminm exchanged
his Roman or heathen money for *¢Sacred wmoney™ as
named above ; with 1his he received his quietus from the
chief of the Scribes.

This penny or denmiius represents the daily pay of a
Roman soldier. Its weight being about 30 grains of pure
silver, the value is 15 cents, nearly, and this, with his
ration and clothing, (not tusay his plunder and im.nense
donations from his ¢mpera), constitutes the support of
the tronper as well as footman, The gaily wages of a
Palestine laborer (¢ lled in the Bible ' husbandman ™) was
onc of their denarii or silver pennies. They were compos-
«d of silver, extremely pure nntil ahout two centuries and
a half after Christ, when the mint-master began to debase

the coin at such a rutc that the Emperor Aurelian (A. D. |

270 to 275) was cumpelled to correct the swirdie and pun-
ish the perpetrators. But so numerous and determined
werc tho eraployees of the mint that it cost the hves of
7,000 Dacian vetersns to accomplisk this importunt act of
Civil Service reforu.
