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THE SUPPLY OF MINISTERS.

It is well to look facts fairly in the face, so that we may seek wisely to
act as cireamstances may require, and may not murmur and blame others
for things which either camnot be helped, or for which-we are equally
responsible with others.

'T'he inadequate supply of ministers is a matter calling for serious notice
in all Evangelical churches.  In the Canada Presbyterian Church gnite as.
much as inany other, we cannot but feel that we have too few men for our
work. This indeed is the chief cause of our slow progress. By this time
we onght to be convinced of the vanity of the hope we once cherished, that
the Home churches would send us men.  They cannot find men for their
own Missions.  The increase of home work in Britain, and the success of
her Foreign Missions affords cause of thankfulness, and the increase in the
stipends of Ministers in Scotland is very encouraging ; but we ought to
remember that these two circumstances reduce most seriously our chances
of obtaining good men from Scotland or Ireland.  Besides this, Australia
and New Zealand are felt to have a stronger claim on the Home churches,
just becanse they are younger daughters, and are not as yet able to walk
alone.

Now when we turn to Canade what do we find? A slight increase in
the nwmwber of Ministers indeed ; and a slight increase in our Mission
work.  But on the other hand we find not a few of our fathers, who have
nobly borne the barden and heat of thirty or more years in the field, fast
giving way, and their places will soon need to be fiiled.  We find also
some resignations of younger men, and some instances of men in the vigor
of manhood- going to the United States to labor, At the same timo our
supply of students is not increasing. In 1866 nine or ten young men were
ready for licsnse; in 1867, thivteen; in 1868, ten.  The prospect for
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1869 is six or seven ; and for 1870 there is no appearance of any great in-
crezse.  These will not do much more—if they do that—than keep the
number of Ministers up to what it is.  The same prospect is forced upon
us when we look at the lists of vacancies and Probationers :—

In October last there were 456 Vacancies end 20 Probationers.

In January ‘¢ 37 ¢ ¢

In July ‘¢ 46 ¢ 13 “
Thus notwithstanding all the happy settlements of the past year, and the
reception of several Ministers from other churches, there is still an in-
crease in the number of vacancies, and no increase in the number of
Probationers.  If all owr Probationers were settled to-day, there world
still be THIRTY-THREE vacancies for awhich there are no Ministers.

While this state of things continues, it is in vain that we labor to in-
crease the stipendsof our Ministers, or by liberal grants foster weuk con-
gregations with a view to settlement, If we could pay every maun 600
with a manse, still for every congregation that would obtain a_settlement,
nearly three would be doomed to remain vacant.  The church has not the
snen. Congregations cannot all be supplied, however much they may
desirs to hear candidates. It 1s useless to deceive Presbyteries or
congregations.  The only question whicl really will be decided is, which
congregations shall be fortunate, and which shall be unfortunate, for all
cannot obtain Ministers,

We write strongly in the hope that something may be done.  There is
reason to hope that after 1870 we shall see the happy result of what is
being done to bring students through the literary course. But even then
we shall not have such a supply us the church will require. Immnediately,
then, steps should be taken to secure suitable men. ~ May not the present
need justify a departure from the ordinary course of training? Are there
not men in our eldership, and in our membership, endowed with gifts
and graces, who, if asked, nay, pressed with christian earnestness, would
undertake the work I Though such men may not have passed through a
curriculum of literary study, they may be called of God, and sufficiently
trained in other pursuits, = We put these questions as suggestions.  Let
Presbyteries and Sessions do what they think for the best. ~ Without men
the Lord’s work cannot be dene.  And let us pray the Lord of the harvest
to send forth labourers.

All who know Mr. Aitken will, we are assured, receive this indelli-
gonce with satisfaction and with confidence in Mr. Aitken, as a most whr-
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thy representative of the Church in British Columbia. He will labour,
;e ﬁpreaume, in New Wastminister, vacant since the departure of Mr.
uff,

Rep River.—The Foreign Mission Committee have invited the Rev.
W. Fletcher, of Carlisle, to labour as a missionary in the Red River settle-
ment. The matter was before the Presbytery of London at its last
meeting, and the result has been the addition of another labourer
to the staff of wissionaries in that region.

Rev. James Nmsser.—The Rev. J. Nisbet has left Canada on his re-
turn to his distant field of labour. We trust he will be remembered by
our people, in his journey, as in his arduous labours in his remote sphere.
His visit has been the meaus of increasing the interest of our congrega-
tions in the mission to the Indians. We trust it has been the means of
refreshing his own spirit, by giving him an opportunity of seeing again his
aged father and other relatives, many of his brethren in the ministry, and
especially his brother, for upwards of a quarter ef a century a devoted
and successful missionary in Sarnia. We trust that he will be carried
back in safety to his sphere of labour, and that he may be longspared and
abundantly blessed 2s a missionary of the Cross.

A circular prepared by Mr. Nisbet, and addressed to the Sabbath Shools
of the Chureh, will be without delay printed and circulated.

MISSIONS OF ENGLISH PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.
CHixa,

The July number of the Messenger contairs a large amount of interest-
ing information as to the progress vf mission work in China in all the dis-
tricts occupied by the missionaries, the work is mist encouraging. At
Formosa there has been another ontbreak of the populace, leading to the
destruction of the mission premises at Pe-taou, and the scattering of the
little band of native Christians. But with this exception the work is go-
ing on quietly and successfully.

We give some extracts from a letter of the Rev. C. Donglas, giving an
aceount of a tour of inspection which he had made.

Tour of Inspection:

On Friday, after breakfast, and a numerously-attended morning wor-
ship, we went out to visit the places beyond —where iuquirers live ; but
before we had gone mnre than two milo., rain came on. We took refuge
in a small village, and preached for awhile till the sky seemed to clear,
when wo went forward, but the rain soon cams on heavier than before.
However, as we must be drenched anyhow, ... pashed ou toa village where
an inquiver lives. There we had a largoe and attentive audience in & sort of
public room, generally fouad in villages, which is usually empluyed for
singing and playing their wretched songs ; we preached for more than two
hours, aud having Geclined the offer of dianer, we mnade all haste in anin-
terval of the showers to reach Tang-soa, much the largest of the villages
where interest had been awakened in that region. The rain was too heavy
and the hour too late for us to preach, or even see properly the extent of
Tang-soa ; it is said to have two or thres thousand tnhabitants, and being
the centre of a pop.alous region, it has a very busy market on four days
out of every ten. We are in much doubt whether to open a chapel there
or at Kic iai, where ther: are alrealy mre than twenty professing Chris-
tians, bu; which appears to ba too suall (ealy about 13) inhabitants), and
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t
100 Ionely, and too near Khi-boey [six or seven miles) for setting up o
regular chapel ; we trust we shall be guided to choose the place which the
Master will be pleased to use for gathering in His sheep that are scattered
abroud,
Highland Scenery.

By the time we had got within a mile of Kio-lai, we found a stream so
swollen by the rains, that our guide-~who had carried me on his hack over
a good many torrents during the day, and over this same strewm lower
down in the morning—said (and rightly) that no one could a tempt to carry
me over ; 80 1 had to wade, though the water was almost up to the waist,
and the current strong.  The scenery at the ford is the most like a High-
Jaud river scene that 1 have yot found in China ; the rapid streaw fringed
on buth sides by richly varied trees, the hills through which theriver winds
its way rising rapidly, clothed with abundauce of brushwood, aud all with
a setting of fine mountains of many shapes and sizes ; but for the waving
bamboos and my companions, L might have thought myself on the banks
of the Tummel or the Garry.

Examination of Condidutes, and Meeting with Inquirers at Kio-lai.

On arriving, neat dark, at Kio-lai, we found theve four candidates from
Liong-nia, on their way to ths comunion, and a long time that evening
and next morning was spent in examining and instructing them, and the
ingirers who belung to the village itselt. How delightful to hold these
Jarge and refreshing meetings in the hawlet from which the little company
of Christians had buon alinost driven into exile by their persecutor !

Bramination of 45 Candidates at Khi-boey—and Baptism'of nine.

Aftor a mile or two we got into a lonely path, like a sheep-walk, amony
high mountains, till, having reached the summit level, and enjoyed the
magnificint panorama, we rapidly descended to Khi-boey, where L found «
number more candidates for buptism waiting to bo examined. Early on
Sabbath we were again at the same work, tifl the whole number examiued
in all, amounted to 43, besides somo more for whum we could not find time:
out of these we selected nine, and 1 with much joy baptised them in the
forenoou. T have never seen the chapel so crowded before.

Remarhable Awakening at ¢ Distant Village .

A remarkable movement has just begun at a village still furiher off,
called Chhantan-po, about six miles peyond Au-liau.  Several of the vil-
lagers havine heard the Gospel at the Amoy Hospital, began to set up the
worship of God in their bouses und to forsake Idolatry. When brother
Chey of Au-liau beard of it, he went over and encouraged them, cne of
them being a rolative of his own. Their fellow-villagers then began to
persecuts themn, and they had to hold their worship amony the trees on the
hillside.  Opposition bucame yet stronger, and some of them went to
Chang-chcw to ask 8 visiv from some preacher. There they wure told to
apply at Khi-boey, as it is neaver.  So two of the Khi-boey brethren went
to see them, gave them sue iustruction, and spoke to the head men of the
villawze in such a way that the persecution ceased. They twice cae o
Khi-beey Chapel, and the brethven shere (wice visited them : but the
distance (nearly thirty-tive miles), much of it over steep and rocky passes,
was fouun 100 wuch, and wé learned that, though further from Chang-chew,
41ey were much more accessible from i, water counnunieatlon reaching
within seven miles of theic position. So last waek, Mr. Kip, of the
American Mission, visited them, found the road guite easy, and thuiv,
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nunher bainz about a dozen, arrange.nents are made for their having snp-
ply +f ordin noes by means of the preachors at Chioh-key and Chang-chew,
How doosply interesting to find the outpusts of the mission work at Khi-
boey and Chung-chew, respectively, thus zctually mesting each other in
such distant parts!

Interesting Conversion,

The manner in which Chey at Au-liau (the connecting link in that quar-
ter) himself firsb recwived the Gospel was quite remarkable. He has a
sister at Liong-nia who had begnu abiab two years to join with the inqgai-
rers there in worshipping God. Hore relatives at Au-liau wore excoed-
ingly enraged, and deputed Chey to go and ¢rmpel her tu stup such absurd
bohaviour  He went, but, iustead of gainiug his purpose, was himself
canght in the Gospel net, and has bscome instrumental in spreading the
savour of Christ’s name around.

Closing Appeal.

What s solemn call for more self-devotion and welf-sacrifice on the part
of the home Churches that may give themselves to the work in this land of
darkness, when the dawn is bz finning to streak the mountains with beams
of hope and promise—give themselves, if God has given them the gifts
for the work, and give of their wealth, yes, or out of their poverty, to
support the labourers. And if they do that, doubtless thoy will offer their
prayers too.

Genernl Religions Yntelligenes,

SYNOD OF THE UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

We may state, in addition to the brief notice in last number, that Rev: Dr.
Burns and Rev. J. M. King, both of Toronto, were introduced to the Synod, and
gave addresses, which were very fauvourably received.

The resignations of both the Missionary Secretaries were tendered and ac-
ce, ted. The Rev. Mr. McGill, formerly Home Missiorary Secretary, was
appointed Poreign Secretary, and Dr scott, Manchester, was appointed Home
Mission ry Secretary. Dr Sowerville was nominated an honorary member of
the Mission Board, and it was agreed that he should have x retiring allowance
of £:50 per aunum. It was also arranged tkat he should give a series of
lectures on evangelistic missionary subjects.

MEETING OF ASSEMBILIKS, IN THE UNITED STATES.

In the Assemblies of the O. 8. aud N 3. churches the subject of union was the
prominent question. In both .Assemblies there were majorities in fuvour of the
basis of union, which is now sent down for the consideration of Presbyteries.
In the 0. S, Assembly there wus & protes. against the basis, signed by a number
of influential members, including Dr. A. A’ Hodge. The protest is calm aad
temperate in its tone

In the Synod of the Reformed Presbyterian Church, the suspension, for singing
bymns, of Mr. G H. Stuart, whose name 13 well known as a most devoted cbris-
tian worker, on both sides of the Atlantic. has drawn forth much comment. An
influential minority have published a protest against the action of the Synoe,
which they condemn as “unjust in principle, unconstitutional in form, unkind
in the circumstances, unworthy of the ecclesinstical body by which it was passed,
and uudeserving of regard by the christian world.”

The Assembly of the Southern €hurch met at Baltiniore. In the reports pre-
sented to the assembly, there were evidences of the sad cffects of the war, in the
burning of churches, and impoverishing of ministers and people. It is to be

‘hoped that time will greatly heal the wounds thus made.
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MEETING OF SYNOD OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF CANADA
IN CONNECTION WITH THE CAURCH OF SCOTLAND.

This Synod met this year in Kingston. The Rev. Mr, Dobie was elected
Moderator. Various gubjects of importance engaged the attention of Synod.
There was an unusually large attcndence of ministers and laymen  ITn the course:
of the proceedings of Synod, a handsome testimonial was presented to Mr. Croit
for his valuable services in conpexion with the various schemes of the church.
It was agreed to sustain the endowment scheme, exjending its operations to
Home Missionariee as well as the pastors of charges. A feeling was expressed
in favor of the affiliation of Queecn's College with the Provincial Waiversity on
its"original basis. Durlng the sittings of the Synod there was a pleasant inter-
change of christian courtesies with the Wesleyan Conferenee, through deputa-
tions mutually sent, ¥t is pleasing to find indications of inereased christian
sympatby and unity.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF ESTABLISHED CHURCH OF SCOTLAND

The Assembly met at the usual time, in Edinburgh, the Eari of Haddington
being Lord High Commissioner. The Rev. Dr, Barty, of Bendochy. was elected
Moderator, There was a discussion on the subject of the Irish Establishment,
and a motion in favor of the Irish Chureh as it is was carried by & vote of 21}
to 81.

The Patronage question was discussed at some length, Dr. Pirie, of Aber-
deen, moved for the appointment of & committee, with the view of having the
law of patronage repealed, and securing to the male communicants of full age &
voice in the appointment of ministers. This was opposed by an amendment by
Dr. Bisset, of Bourtie, who did not think that there was any aufficient ground
shown for any alteration in the law of patronage, but which was afterwards:
withdrawn in favour of & modified motion by Principab Tulloeh, who moved for
a committes to consider whether any modifications of the l.w of patronage are:
calied for, or can be made Principal Tulloch’s motien was carried over Dr.
Pirie's hy a vote of 154 to 156,

Dr. N, McLeod in an able address described the visit made by him and Dr.
Watsun, of Dundee, to the churches and mission atations in India. The Assembly
Hall w&m crowded in all parts, and deep interest was felt in the address of Dr.
McLeod.

GENKRAL ASSEMBLY OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF IRELAND:

This Agsembly met on the st of June. The Rev. C. L. Morrell, of Dungan-
non, was elected Moderator,

The question of instrumental music in public worship was before the Assembly.
It was disposed of by a motion proposed by Dr. Cook, to the effect that the
common law of the church excludes the use of instrum: 1tal music in the pub-
iie worship of God; and that Presbyteries be instructed to ses that congrega-
tions conform to thislaw. This was eariied by a large majority over a motion
to appoint a commission to examine the whole question and report to next
Assembly.

The endowment and Regium Donum guestion occapied a considerable share
of the Assembly’s attention. A motion was adopted in favor of religious endow-
ments against an amendment by a vote of 21¢ to 180.

From the report of statistics it appeared that thers was an increase during the
year of 80 families, 119 Sabbath schoul téachers, and 2,200 scholars, but a de-
crease of 116,329 communicants, and 376 stipend-payers. Some remarks were
made as to the decreass of communizants. It appears that the reason was that
in the year previously there werea great many communicants added by the revival.
The ordinary funds appeared to be in a satisfactory state, there being an increase
on the aggregate of about £10,488 over the preceding year.

The missionary reports referring to their operations, both at home ana in the
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foreign field, were interesting and encouraging. The new China mission bas
called forth much sympathy and liberality.

Dr McCosh took farewell of the Church, as he has accepted the position of
President of Princeton College, N. J. All goctionsofthe Assembly united in &
warm tribute to his ability and services.

SYNOD OF PREBYTERIAN CHURCH OF fHE LOWER PROVINCES.

The Synod lately held in Halifax was the largest ever held, there being pre-
seet ninety-eight ministers and forty-nine elders. The Rev. J. Watson, of New
Annan, was appointed Moderator. The mesting is described not only as being
the largest ever held in the Lower Provinces, but as being one of the most
interesting. The missionary and educational reports were encouraging, although
in some of the departments there had been a falling off in the funds. There
was an interesting and lively discussion on the diminishing number of Theo-
logical students, and the probable causes, which were believed to be a low
state of relgion, the intensely secular spirit of the age, neglect of family reli-
gion, deficiency of pastoral support, want of pastoral care and earnest dealing
with young men while studying at schoois and colleges. Dr. Swmith, Professcr
of Biblical Literature, resigned his chair, and a suitable testimonial was placed
on Record to the value of his services in past years. The state of religion, tem-
perance, the necessity of missionary efforts among the French population, and
other subjects occupied the attention of the Synod.

Not the least interesting of the proceedings was the reception of the depu‘a-
tion from the Synod of the Canada} Presbyterian Church, Rev. A. Topp, Mou-
erator of Synod, and Rev. W, B. Clark, of Quebee. The addresses of these de-
puties on the progress, resources. and educational and missionary efforts of the
Church, were well received and cordially responded to. Joseph McKay, Esq.,
of Montreal, who accompanied the deputation, was invited to address the Synod,
and gave various incident: of travel in Europe, Egypt, and the Holy Land, and
described the state of Protestant Christianity in Jernsalem, Rome, Florence and
other places.

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In this case, also, the trustecs of the congregation paid the pastor one
half-year’s stipend in advance.

J. Backet was, on the 27th of May, or-
dained and inducted by the Presbytery of Lonton, as pastor of the con-
grefations of Thimesvilla, Botany, and Indian Reserve. Rev. A. W.
Waddell presided, Rev. W. C. Caven, of Ridgetown preached, Rev. W.
Wilker addressed the minister, and Rev. R H. Warden the people. The
.ervices wero interesting, and the prospacts of the new pastor is excouray-
jng. One quarter’s stipend was paid in advance.

Bruama, [Luivors. —The Roev. A. McKay, formerly of Trenton, was on
the 31st July inducted into tho pastoral charge of the congregation at El-
mira, {llinois. The Rev. R. F. Burns, D.D., condacted the services. The
attondauce was Iarge, and the sorvices impressive and intevesting. The
congregation paid one half-years’ stipend in advance. Thoy have a neas
chnreh, and have also built and partly furnished & manse, to which is at-
tached a glebe of seven acres improved land. They set a noble example
to other congregations. It may be mentinned, as-an interesting token of
the gond feeling prevailing in the rezion, that four mimsters were pre-
sant connecteld with the Presbyterian Church in the United States.

The value of this gift is greatly enhanced by the considera-
tion that the wministers salary has been prepiid for the current year. May
the congregation long continue to afford such an example of christian
generosity !

Mr. Burns was a nepbew of Dr. Burns,
and visited this country upwards of twenty years ago.

A short wemoir of Mr, Henry will appear in our next
number.

DEererrRED ARTICLES.—Several articles and communications are defer-
red. These, with other reports of Synodical Committees, will appear in
the next number of the Record. The minutes of several Presbyteries came
to haud too late for insection.

Prrspyrery oF Loxpon.—The Presbytery of London met on the Tth July.
There was not much busivess of géneral nterest. Mi-J. A. F. MeBain passed
his public ;l)robmioxmry trials, and was licensed to preach the Gospel.

A special meeting of Presbytery was held on the 22nd July, in connection with
the eall to Rev. W. Fletcher, to proceed to Red River. The call of the Foreign
Mission Comuwittee was accepted by Mr. Fletcher, and the Presbytery agreed to
loose him from his charge at Carlisle. The Presbytery agreed to record their
bigh respeet for Mr. Fletcher, and their regret at parting with bim, and also their
sympathy his congregation.

PaessyTERY o¥ Hamivron.~-This Presbytery met on 14th Jely. The Rev. J.
Porteous was appointed Moderator. The Rev. J. G. Murray, asked and obtained
leave of absence for two months on account of the state of his health. Appliea-
tion was made for the congregation of the Stone Chureh, Barlon, to be received
into connection with he Canada Presbyterinn Church. A committee was
appointed to examine stude ts, to meet in the vestry of McNab Street Church, on
Monday, before the opening of Kuox Cellege, at 7:30 p.m.

PRESBYTERY OF ONTaR10.—This Presbytery met on the 7th of July. The Rev.
J. R. Scoit, was appointed Moderator. On application made to the Presbytery,
1t was agreed to separate Cambray from lslay, aud to join the latter with Kirk-
field. Mr. Binnie wae appointed to moderate in a call to s minister, at Cambray,
on ag esrly day.
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PrespyTERy OF GRev.~The Presbytery of Grey held its regular quarterly
smeeting at Paisley, on the 14th and 15th July. There were present ten minis-
ters and four elders. Mr. James Cameron was appointed Moderator for the en-
suing year. Excuses for absence were sent in by Messrs J. Cameron and Moffat,
and were sustrined.

Complaint having been made by the Presbytery of Guelph, that Mr. Hay had
not carried out the injunction of this Presbytery, by refraining from preaching
in the village of Clifford, which lies within the bounds of the Presbytery of
Guelph ; and that the pes;le of Clifford had not, as instructed, petitioned the
Presbytery of Guelph to be rezularly tranzferred to this Presbytery, as agreed
on in conference between the Presbyteries, Mr. Hay being present, was heard
in explanation, and a paper read from the Clifford people, when it was moved
by Mr. Tolmie, seconded by Mr. Bremner, and carried,—That the Presbytery
bhaving taken up the Clifford case, deeply regret to find that Mr. Hay and the
people of Cliffoad did not carry out the instructions given them at & former meet-
ing of this Presbytery. and so have delayed the harmonious settlement of these
difficulties; be it therefore resolved, that cur former instructions be given to Me.
Hay and the Clifford people: viz., that Mr. Hay refrain from preaching in
Clifford, and that the people of Clifford send forwad their petition to the Guelph
Presbytery.

Home Mission matters were then considered, and arrangements mads for the
gupply of the mission field. Mr. Frazer was appointed o dispense the sacra-
ments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper at Webster’s Statlon, and the Diagonal
on the first and second Sabbaths of August Mr. Bremner at Big Bay and Sar-
awak on the second and third Sabbaths; Mr, Duff at W. Bentinck before next
meeting of Presbytery; Mr. Moffat at Hanover, on the second Sabbath, Mr.
Moffat also to attend to the election and ordination of elders at Hanover.

Mr. Frazer asked and obtained the appointment of assesors to sit with the
Session of Port Eigin, on a case of discipline. Mr. J. Cameron was, by request,
appointed Moderator p. t. of the Session of Kncx Church, Sydenham.

Papers were read from Egremont, praying that they be allowed to fall from
the call given to the Rev. W. Wright—when it was moved by Mr. Brown,
seconded and agreed to,—That inasmuch as Mr. Wright bags failed to give his
decision within the required time, and thereby done great injury to the interests
of the congregation at Egremont, and inasmuch as the cougregation has fallen
from the call, the Presbytery declare the call null and void, and free the congre-
gation from all further obligations to Mr. Wright ; and further, that arrange-
ments be made to give the congregation supply of preaching.

Mr. Tolmie brought before the Presbytery a case of reference from the Kirk
Session of W. Arran, asking whether, in thec ase of a fama, affecting the moral
character of = person residing within the bounds of that congregation, but &
member of the cengregation in Owen Souad, the Session of W. Arran should
notify the session of Owen Sound congregation or not? The questson coniained
in the reference wasg answered in the affirmative.

A paper was read from the congregation of Mount Forest asking leave to sell
ceriain charch property Leave was granted, on condition that the proceeds of
sale be applied to the increasing or improving of congregational property. A
committee was appointed to look after the interests of certain church property
belonging to the congregation of South Elderslie, an effort heing made to
alienate said property to the Old Kirk.

Mr. Brerner reported, on behalf of the deputation appointed to visit W. Ben-
tinck, that nothing had beer accomplished—the committee was re-appointed
awith the addition of Mr. Duff. as Convener. The Session books of Paisley and
Normanby congregations were examined and attested.

The following notices of motions for next meeting were given in by Mr. Dewar,
that he would move for the snnulling of the minutes of the Durham meeting re-~
garding Knox Church. Sydenham—by Mr. Brown, that he would move that the
Presbytery meet at Johunstown, or some central place; by Mr. Dewar, that he

Parents do not appear to feel a right interest in the Sabnath Schools.
Some of the children are at an inconvenient distance. There are 96
fawilies at these two places; 124 children in Sabbath School presents a
fair proportion, with 31 under Bible Class instruction,

AINLEYVILLE.—6 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 140 ; Average Attendance,
80 ; Teachers, 20 ; no Teachers’ Meeting ; Bible only ; Pralms: Sabbath
School Messenger ; Library, 500 : no Missionary Box; no Annual Meet-
ing ; in Summer nearly all attend ; no Bible Class.

Teachers properly qualified not easily found. There is observable an
increasing interest in the work on the part of tho Teachers. There are
120 families in this pastoral charge ; the average attendance of 80 is very
disproportionate.

Norra axp Cextre Brucs.—5 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 82; Average
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Attendance, 71 : Teachers, 11 ; Bible and Catechism ; Psalms and Hymns ;

Special hindrances, ‘“poverty and ignorance.” The number of families

in these two Stationsis 50 ; so that a large proportion of children is in
Sabbath Schools.

There are 73 Families at these two Stations ; showing a fair proportion
of children in Sabbath Schools; an increase since last report, Roll, 15;

Teachers, 3 ; no Teachers’ Meetings ; Psalms ; Library, 95.

Psalms ; ““Sabbath School Visitur™; Library, 300 ; 1 Bible Class ; Atten-
dance, 20.

Special hindrances, ‘“scattered state of congregations.” Suspension in
Winter months. There are 100 families in this charge, with an average
attendance of 86 children in Sabbath Schools and 35 in Bible ciasses ;
showing that a considerable proportion is né receiving religious instruec-
tion from thesesources. There is also a falling off since last report.

TivERTON AND GREENOCK.—1 Sabbath School; Roll, 90; Average

Bryrae aNp Morris.—2 Sabbath Schools ; Rell, 259 ; Average Atten-
dance, 170 ; Teachers, 18 ; no Teachers’ Meetings ; Scripture Lessons and
Catechism ; Hymns ; “‘Messenger”; Library, 100; no Annual Meeting ;
2 Bible Classes ; Attendance, 40.

The work has increased in this field since last veport ; this is am addi-
tional School. Tbe Roll has mounted fromn 117 to 250 ; and the Average
Attendance has gained 104. There are 10 new Teachers. A Bible Class
is also now in operation. The number of families is 125. There is, how-
ever, a marked disproportion between the number of children on the
Roll, and the Average Attendance in Sabbath Schools, 2569,—170. *‘Special
hindrances,” want of efficient Teachers, and indifference of parents.

McKirror.—3 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 180 ; Average Attendance, 150;
Teachers, 8; Teachers’ Meetings, occasionally ; Bible; Psalms and
Hymns ; ‘‘Sabbath School Visitor”; Library, 200; 1 Bible Cluss;
Attendance, 50.

Only 1 Sabbath School was reported in this charge last year, there are
now 3, of which 1 isa Union School. Tthe attendance has increased as
per Roll by 105, while the number of Teachers is reduced from 12 to 8.
There is alsv an increase of 10 in the Bible Class. The number of families
in this charge is 62; which shows that the instruction of the young is
prosecuted with remarkable energy.

TrAMESROAD AND KirgTON.—2 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 100 ; Average
Attendance, 60; Teachers, 12 ; Teachers’ Meetings, weekly ; Bible and
Catechism ; Hymns ; “‘Sunday School Visitor” ; Library, 300 ; 1 Mis-
sionary Box; no Annual Meeting; no Bible Class.

There ie an increase of 1 School since last year, and 2 additional
Teachers ; but the number on the Roll is uuchanged, and so is the Average
Attendance. The Bible Classes have been suspended because the pastor
is residing in & very inconvenient part of his ckarge. The people are very
scattered. The Sabbath School lately formed is as yet too recent to afford
stetisties. The families in this pastoral charge are 125, and ought to sup-
ply an attendance in Sabbath Schools of about 200.

CriNTON.—1 Sabbath School ; Roll, 180; Average Attendance, 125 ;
Teachers, 18; Teachers’ Meetings monthly. *‘Edinburgh Sunday School
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Union” ; Hymns and Psalms ; ““Sunday School Visitor”; Library, 825 ;
1 Missionary Box ; Annual Meeting ; 1 half-yearly Report ; Bible Class,
3; Astendance, 82.

The School and Bibie Class have increased since last Report. The
Average Attendance in Sabbath Schools by 17. There are 2 additional
Teachers. Half of the congregation is in the country, and on that account
shut out from Sabbath School instruction. The number of familiesis 120 ;
there is a difference of 55 between the number on the Roll and the
Average Attendance. The Clinton Sabbath School is upon the whole in
a flourishing condition.

Teachers, 4 ; Bible and Short Catechism.

This charge has sent no report. There is a large popnlation in Culross,
offering = fine field for Sabbath School operations.

RiverspaLe, ENNISKILLEN AND N. Kinross.—3 Sabbath Schools;
Roll, 103; Average Attendance, 60; Teachers, 8; Bible Lessons and
Catechism.

This charge sent no report. It has 116 families. There is & wan$ of
Teachers.

WARRENSVILLE AND FRANCESTON.—2 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 121;
Average Attendance, 80 ; Teuchers, 13; Meeting, monthly; Bible Lessons
and Shorter Catechism ; 2 Bible Classes ; Attendance, 40.

The Roll is small for so large 2 congregation, 251 communicants. There
i no report from this charge.

GopERICH.—1 Sabbath School ; Roll, 150 ; Average Attendance, 100 ;
Teachers, 19 ; Teachers’ Meetings, regular ; Edinburgh Series; 2 Bible
Classes,

There is no roport from this congregation. The Sabbath School is pro-
portionally attended. The number of families being 128.

McKiiror.—1 Sabbath School ; Roll, 160 ; Average Attendance, 70 ;
Teachers, 5 ; Bible and Short Catechism ; 1 Bible Class; Attendance, 30.
There are 60 families here, which shows a large attendance.

Kincarpine, KNox CHURCH.—2 Sabbath Schools; Roll, 150; Auerage
Attendance, 100 ; Teachers, 17 ; Teuchers' Meetings, occasional ; Bible and
Shorter Catechism ; Edinbuvgh Series ; Psalms ; ¢“Child’s Paper ; Library,
235 ; 1 Missionary Box ; 1 Aunual Meeting ; 1 Bible Class; Attendance,

. ““‘Special hindrances,” want of Teachers. There are about 200 families
in this congregation, so that the attendance in Sabbath Schools is not above
one-half of what it ought tc be. A Sabba‘h School Teachers’ Asseciation
has been recently formed in the Village of Kincardine ; it appears to have
aroused a lively and general intereft in the work.
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It will be observed that Reports have not been received from six of our
congrevations : Bayham, Biucefield, Ashfield, Buron, Lucknow, and
Langside.  In the two last a pastor was but recently settled. The com-
mittee know nothing of the condition of Sabbath School work in the
others.

Furty-one schools are in operation ; some of these, however, are usually
suspended during the winter inonths. The committee have reason to believe
thut such suspension is unavoidable in the later settlements, where roads
aro impracticable.

There are 239 teaches ; 2,307 children on the rolls; 1,386 of an aver-
age attendance. Total inciease on rolls since last report, 275 ; total in-
crease on average attendance, 128 ; difference between rolls and average
attendance, 92,

The total number of families in all our congregations is about 3,000.
That onght to give, at the vate of 2 children per family, an attendance in
Sabbath Schoois of 6,000 ; according to this estimate 3,696 children are
not receiving Sabbath School instruetion.

The ““special hindrances™ in the prosecution of the work are *‘ pov-
rty,” ‘‘indifference of parents,” ¢ paucity of suitable teachers,” and the
‘¢ scattered state” of families in the distric's.  The comnmittee are not
disposed to believe that poverty exists in such a degree as tu prove a real
difficulty in respect of Sabbath School operations.  As a general thing
our farming population isin a state of high prosperity. It is deeply to
be regretted that pareuts should manifest so little concern about the re-
ligious instruction of theiv children. It is to be feared that such indifier-
ence and neglect ave very prevalent; nor is the reason to believe that
parents who despise the privilege of the Sabbath School are careful to
discharge their solenm obligations in the family.  The committee is en-
couraged to think that the coldness so painfully felt will gradually be dis-
placed by a better sentiment, according as these precious institutions will
vindicate their claim to public regard, Ly their increasing vigor and bene-
ficial results.  Tne future is full of hope ; brightened, as it is, by the
promises of God.  In the meantime an address by tbe Presbytery, or by
the Synod, on the importance of Sabbath Schouls as an evangelical agency.
wonlid, with the diviue Llessing, be very seasonable and effective.  The
scarcity of teachers is a general cowplaint.  In connection with this fea-
ture, the committee woull express regret that Bible classes are so few.
Let such class s be & nursery or training-school for teachers.  No other
methad appears to be available for supplying the deficioucy. A conference
in Preshytery on the best mode of conducting Bible classes with a view to
the preparation of Sabbath School teachers might be of signal benefit.

The committee would urge the holding of an annual Sabbath Schoel
celebration, and the reading of an annual report, embodying all matters
of interest in the management of the school.  In congregations where
such a practice is observed, the effect is excellent.  The report might be
printed in a local newspaper; and also a copy bo sent to the Sabbath,
School committee appointed by the Presbytery.  Only six schools hold
annual meetings.

Thé Missionary Box, or Missionary Collection, appears but varely in the
report.  Thisis to be regretted.  Chilidren are equally disposed to take a
lively interest in the subject of Missions. The glorions enterprise is well
entitled to take & place in the programme of Sabbath School studies
That the attention of our youth should be early divected to the great fielid
of & wuld's evangelization is of jucalculable importance in view of the
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future extension and activity of the church. The history of Missions
retlects a strong light ou the influence in that particular direction of the
Sabbath Schuol. In every school there ought to be a Missionary map ;
and how destrable that such a chart were accompanied with a small trea-
tise, presenting a complete view of the history aud condition of the Mis-
sion work at each soparate locality—compiled with special adaptation to
Sabbath Schools.

It is gratifying to find that the Shorter Catechisin is 80 oxtensively used.
The Edinburgh series of Scripture lessons is highly commendable. It is
hoped thut such schouls as have not yet adopted them will be induced to
make a trial of the advantages of these excellent methods « f instruction.
They are cheap and accessible.  Your committee may take an opportanity
on a future occasion of maturing an opiuion on the subject of Toxt-Books.

Your committee are impressed by the magnitude and importance of this
department of christian duty. The efforts hitherto put forth are fur from
béing adequate to the demands of the field. It is startling to find that
30 large a proportion of our youth is not under the salutary infinorce of the
Sabbath School. It would relieve our anxiety if we could persnade our-
selves that parents are assiduous in the dischare of their moral obligations
at home ; but the sad *‘inditference” they mamfest in reference to these
valuable institutions is by no means an assuriug indication.  Happy for us
if the good old comestic picty of Scotland were conspicuvus in all our
houscholds—when on a quiet Sabbath eve the father would collect with
patri: vehal oravity his children around him, to catechise, to exhort, and
to pray ! With all its utility, the Sabbath School cun never take the
place of the family circie in the moral training of the young. The latter
1s God’s own sehool,  Its influence is supreme. 1t 13 there—in the im-
mediate range of a parental rale and a parent’s examnple—that & moral
power is at work which tends more than any other elemont on earth to
mould the character of our little ones for time and eternity. O that
parents were alive to the greatness of their responsibility 7 Pious homes
are the root of a natural moral grandenr and felicity ! In the rural dis-
tricts the establishment of a Sabbath School at a select central point would
be a blessing to a neighborhvod.  In such localities the population is usn-
ally of & mixed character ; and any chureh would be able to attract within
the pale of her ordinances the childven of familiea who have no religious
habits or cennestions of any kind.  This offers a tine opportunity for ag-
gressive action,

Upon the whole, your o mmittee feel that there is a loud call for dili-
gence, resolution, and prayer that God would pour out His Spirit for the
revival of our borders,

All of which is respectfully submitted.

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REPORT

OF

HOME MISSION COMMITTEE.

The Committee have endeavoured during the past year to catry on the Home
Mission woik of the Church as entrusted to them, and are happy to be able to
state that a satisfuctory degree of prosperity hus by God’s blessing accompanied
their work. The following results ave laid before the Synod for approval.

The half-yearly meetings have been held, and in general have been well
attended, also quarterly meetings of a sub-committee for the distribution of the
Probationers for the vacancies among the several Presbyteries.

The returns from Presbyteries are on the whole satistactory. In some cases,
as will be apparent from the tables appended, the required information bas not
been furnished and it may be necessaty to withold grants from such stations
and congrega jons till they make the required returns. In other cases, where
statistical information is not fully given, Mission Stations arc not sufficiently
orgraized to affurd it.

1. StaTions axp CoNGREGATIONS.

Tue Taublein Appendix I, exhibits every Mission Station in the Church, and
that w Appendix Il every congregation receiving supplement from the Central
Fund, In these lists arc found the names of Stations and Congregations, which
it has been resolved to remove; but as they were connected with the Com-
niittee’s operations during the year, they fall to be reported. It is expected that,
in accordance with the resolution of last Synod, Presbyteries will revise thess
hists at theis first requinr meeting after this Synod, and making such changes as
they see fit.  From the Returns of Presbyteries, as received in October next,
amended Lists of Stations and Congregations will be made out as the basis of
opezativn fur next year. The following are the summaries of the Lists :—

SUPPLEMENTED SUMMARY,
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From these Tables we learn that connected with the Committee’s operations
there are 77 mission fields, with 150 preacling stations, and §6 supplemented
congregations.  These represent altogether 4509 families, an adult membership
of 6155, and an average attendance of 15091, These Mission Stations and
Conureg itions contribute 1ocally, besides board for Missionavies 22,762 41, and
received in nid £9,583 75,

Jomparing these results with thosa of last year, we find a slight decrease in
the number of Misgion Fields, but an increase in the supply given to them, in
the aid received to the amount of $1,184 25, and in the amount contributed of
£3,374 33,

Of Supplemented Congregations we have an increase in number of 11, with
510 additional communicants. It i3 to be regretted that arrears due by congre-
gations exist to the mmount of $°,074 22, The increase in the Supplemented
Congregations compared with the decreaze of Mission Stations, indicates that
by means of the assistance afforded by the Committee, several stations have
heen so strengthened that they have been able to obtain a settled pastor, or
teel themselves prepared to call.  The amount paid from the Central Fund is
in such cases almost necessarily increased, hut the Committee, believing that
the building up of conuregations by settlement with liberal supplements, is the
best way of adrvancing the ilome Mission work of the Church, rejoice in this
evidence of progreas.

IT MisstoNaries,

In Appendix IV, will be found the list of Missionaries.—Tt conteins the names
of 11 Ministers, 4 Lay C ieebists 22 Divinity Students and 14 Swudent Catechists.
The neces fiies of the Mission Wark have led Presbyteries still to employ the last
wanmed class of valuable labourers.  The demand for Missionaries by the Presby-
teries this spring was however less than last year, beng 49 as against 61, and
the snuppiy wai3 so neaily equal to the demand that Presbyteries have not
seen fit to employ Students of other Pheological seminaries, to the same extent
as in former vears  The cases in wineh Ordained Ministers are employed in
mission desteie's for long periods are more numevons this year, and the Commit- -
tee are of opinion that this method of cultivating our mission fields, may be
muore extengive y ndopted by Presbyteries with success, where good men can be
vouined for work.

Daring the winter months some «f the Preshyteries, with laudable diligence,
endeavonred to give oceasional supsly to mission stations in sending the mem-
bers of the Preshytery for one or two Sabbaths at a time And much good
would resalt if this plau were adopted throughout the church.

I, Fusps,

Besides the regnlar grants to Vi sinn stations, the Committee has paid, in ac-
cordance with the resolutions of last Synod, for Kankakee $100: towards the
reduction of the Baxton arvears £100, and to the payment of arrears in the
Presbytery of Grey $100; sundry expenses in addition, amount £156.70. In
all $156 70, ALl the money due to Missionaries and Ministers, 8o far as known
to the Committee, is paid.
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From this table it appears that as compared with last year Eight Presbyteries
have increased their contributions to the amount of $1313 25, while the contri-
butions of the other six have decreased by $607.50. Dedueting this last snm
from the former, and adding $461.60 of increase from otker sources, we have a
net incrense of contributions from the whole Church of $1167.35  T'en Presby-
terics have ncreased their expenditure by §1439.72, while the remaining four
have decreased theirs by $439.62  This last sum together with $244.30 decrease
in sundry expenses deducted from $1439 72 shews a net increass of $775 00,
Eiwght Presbyteries expend more than they contribute, amounting in all to
#2547 93, while s.x Presbyteries contribute %1910.89 more than they expend.
This sum with $240.90 contributed from various sources, and in access of sun-
dry expenses, when deducted from the above mentioned excess of expenditure,
Ieaves $396.14 total excess of expenditure above contributions, That is, during
last year $396.14 more was paid out of the fund than came into it ; a sum very
nearly equalled by the extraordinary expenditure mentioned above.

It further appears that the Presbyteries contributing the greatest amounts are
the largest Presbyteries, viz,, Toronto which pays in $1491%78, London which
pays in §1213.38, Montreal which pays in 8953 30, and Hamilton which pays in
$902.28, At the same time the rate of contribution per number by these Pres-
byteries is, in Toronto, 28 cents, London 31 cents, Montreal 22 cents, and Hamil-
ton 22 cents; the Presbytery of Kingston shows tbe highest rate of contribu-
tions, viz., 51 cents per member. Ontario with 28 cents and Cobourg with 24
cents, rival the larger Presbyteries.—while Grey contributes only 9 cents, Hu-
ron and Brockville 11 cents, Paris 13 cents, and Ottawa 17 cents.  The largest
amoust expended by any Presbytery is $2012.40 by the Presbytery of London,
this, however, includes $400 for Huxton, and $100 for Kankakee, The next
largest amount is $1652 expended by Presbytery of Montreal. The Presbyteries
which pay most into the fund, after defraying their own expenses, are Hamilton,
which shews an overplus of $389 75, and Torouto, which shews $35693. 1 he
Presbyteries receiving the largest sums over their contribntions are, London,
which receives £799.02, and Montreal, which receives $698.74. The Presbytery
of Grey receives more than three times what it contributes, Brockville more
than two and a half times as much, Moatreal and London not far from twice
the amount.

The cburch in Ireland has not, as in former years, favoured us with a grant.
The Committee, also, has considerably increased both the number of grants and
their amount. The result has been that the expenditure has exceeded the in-
income, as shown above, and consequently the balance on Land at the end of
the year is less than lust year.

The Presbytery of Montreal has during the year kept a separate treasury,
receiving and disbursing its own contributions The payments made to sta-
tions by this Presbytery have been for the most part in accordance wilh the
grants of the Committee, and the balance on hand has been paid over into the
Central Fund.

There is a pleasing decrease in the number of congregations which have not
contributed to the fund. The following is a 1 st of such:

Moutreal.—Quebee, (2 years,j Indian Lands; St. Joseph Street, Montreal

Richmond and Winslow, 5.

Ottawa.—Pembroke, Fitzroy and Tarbolton, 2.

Kingston.—Two vacancies.

Cobourg.—Springville and Lakevale, 1; with two vacancies, 2.

Qutario —Que vacancy.
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Toronto,.—Streetsville, Stayner. and Bowmore, 2, with nine etations.

Guelph —Doon and Hespeler ; Woolwich and Berlin, 8 ; with one station.

Hamilton.—Flamboro, Dunnvitle and Cayugs, 2; with two stations.

Paris.—Two mission stations and a vacancy.8.

London —St. Thomas ; Ridgetown, 2; two stations.

Stratford.—One station.

Huron.—St. Helen's, 1.

Grey —Paisley ; Rocky Saugeen, 2; two vacancies.

In all twenty settled charges, and thirty-two mission stations, or vacancies,
have not contributed. (Several of the above have since contributed.)

Though there is a decrense in some, in others a gratifying increase meets us.
Siill, howaver, it is to be regretted that such cases occur as the following:

From & congregation raceiving a very large supplement, and having 111 com-
manicants. the munificent sun of $2 is reccived; while another congregation
receiving a little more than one-third what the furmer does as supplement, and
with 116 commuuicants, contributes $55. A self-sustaining congregation in one
of the best districts of the Province of Ontario, having 134 communicunts,
sends in $2, while another ane adjoining, with €8 communicants, sends in §20.

One of our city congregations fur two years has contributed nothing; another
with 563 communicants pays in $115, or 20¢. per member; a seccond wealthy city
congregation with 375 communicants, pays in $38 53, ur 11¢ per member A
third city co .gregation with 273 communicaats, pays in $20, or 7jcts. per mem-
ber; a fourth with 425 communicnts, pays in $25, or at the rate of 33-t5 per
member; while in one of our large towns & congregation with 222 commuene
cants, pays in $350, or a Dollar and a half per member; a city congregatioi-
pays at the rate of 80c. per member. and many of our small country congregan
tions contribute at the rate of 50c. per member. These are only illustrations of
the unequal manner in which the burden of our home mission operatinag is
borpe. This inequality of contributions is a serivus evil, and the attention of
Presbyteries is invited to it, that it may Le remedied. With an average liberal-
ity throughout the whole cliurch, vur income would be almost doubled, and a
Jjust cause of dissatisfuctirn would be rersoved.

On review of the whole state of the finauces it is manifest, that unless there
is an increase in contributions throughout the church, the Committee must cur-
tail its operations, and reduce the grants which hase been made.

IV. GraNTs IN aD

As already stat d, the amount of the grants have been in a great number of
cases increased during the year. In a few iustances they have been reduced,
and in one case the congregation has by an etfort become selt-sustaining, and
the last half-year’s supplement was paid back by the minister  Such unselfish
cunduct, both in people and minister, forms a pleasing cootrast with the ten~
dency too often maaifested by congregatioms to leaa on the Central Fund, and
take as much from it as possible, sparing tuemselves It would aid the Commit-
tee very much, if Presbyteries befure transmitting the application of congrega~
tions for supplement, would invariudly make carcful enquiry as to what is being
done by the people. The Committee have Liad during the year, in a few instan-
ces to de:ay to make grants, as they had no evidence to satisfy them that due
enquiry had been made by the Presbytery ; and in some cases when the atten-
tion of the Presbytery had been directed to the matter, the applications have
not been followed up, as these courts found avnoth.r course of procedure
called for.

The addition to the lists during the year have been ten mission stations and
sixteen supplemented congregations. \While as h.. been already observed it is
desirable that settlements slould be effected in our mission stations as quickly
as pos-ible, and the Committee are disposed to do sall in their power by liberal
grants to accomplish this, the attentiun of the Synod is respoctfully called to a
serious drawback in the prosperity of our work, unless Presbyteries use discre-
tion. Last Synod empowered the Committee to make, when they saw fit, the
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salary of supnlemented enagregation 2600, at the same time the Committee tol)
the Syaod that the funds accrning would not warrant them io promising a min-
wnum of $500; the Synod, bowever, saw fit not in connection with the opera-
tions of this ommittee, but independently to instruct Presbyteries to enden-
vour to raise all the stipends o: onr ministers to & miniwum of 3600 with
manse. The conseqnence has been that several Presbyteries have found it ail
but necesssary in order to secure the settlvment of some of our probationers to
make salary of supplemented congregations exceed ~500 and even come up 1o
6 0, and have asked the Commitiee to aid them in so doing. In one or two
instances this was done, and immediately. as might have been foreseen, dissat-
isfaction arose among ministers and congrega tons, whose stipend is less than
the amounts secured to these newly ordained men in supplemented charges,
which at. the same time contribute to tha supplement. Unless & stop be put at
once to this course of procedure, the Committee will find it impossible te coun-
sent to the application of Presbyteries, for unless the income of the Fund be
more than doubled, we cannot raise the salary of all our ministers to & meni.
mum of $600 It is unpleasant when the Commit ce appears to call in question
the wisdom. and to disregard the express wishes of a Presbytery, and ther.fore
there is the greater reason for Presbyteries considering well what may be the
consequences of unduly raising the stipend in one place, even it it is desirable
to secure the services of a superior man  In view of this difficuliy it has been
sngaested that the supplemented congregations shouli be sepavate i from the
Home M ssiou scheme proper, and that a separate fund be raised and s -parately
admin:stered for their benefit L-aving only mission statious with the Humo Mis-
sion Committee

In ocder to work our Mission fields it has been found necessary to rake th»
arants in some new settlements comparatively large [t is, however. believed
that a liberal ondday at first will prove to be true economy, as thercby congreg.a-
tioes will be more quickly established.

V. Vacaxciis AND I’ROBATIONERS.

Another matter entrusted to the Com nittee by last Synod. was the distrib.-
tion of ihe probationers of the Church among the Pr-sbyteries, so that they
might v:sic the several vacancies with a view to settlement.  The Commiittee
submit with mach satisfaction the result of their tabours in this department. 1o
appendix H1 will be found a tist of all the vacancies reported to the Commit-
tee since Juiy last, in all 38 also of all the probationas who were in the liv
during the year, in all 30, from the same paper it will be seen that fiftven vacau-
¢ies have been settled, and tw. Ive probationers  That the number of the for-
mer excreds the latter is owing to three vacaucies having ealled minister- wihoee

The distribution of probationers has been made quar-
terly and the Committee are happy to be able to report that with the exceptivn
ol two cases of sickness and one of wilful disregard, which, however. the Pres-
hrtery concerned resolved not to prosecute, the appointments given to the pro-
hationers have been fulfilled  In some Presbyteries probationers were employe |
yart of the winter hodf year in the mission field, this the Committee regard a3 in
perfect harmony with the wish of the Synod, as expressed in 136¢C.

VI Work Doxe.
The Committee are orry to have to say that no reports of gpecial interes
have come in during the vear. Preshyicries have been satisfied with givier s
such wformation as the printed forms contain,
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In the Presbytery’of Montreal great efforts have been made to get the stations
aad congreg tions into better order  The success which has attended these ef-
forts is high y gratifying. Lvery encouragement should be given in the endea-
vour made by the Presbytery to overtake and cultivate the large seattered, d s-
titute and diflicuit field of Iabour before the Chureh in t e Province of Quebec.

Two settlements have taken place during the year; one new mission field has
been opened up, and several stati ns have been revived.

The Presbytery of Olfawa has worked well. There are here four vacancies,
it i3 most desirable to have these well filled with a view to further progress.

In the Presbytery of Brockeille much labour has been expended 10 good effect
during the last year, and much yet remains to be done  The congregations here
are much wenkened, and the things that remain call for strengthening snd fost-
teri g care Four vacancies are wamting for settlement, and will be found at-
tractive to those who desire a wide field and plenty of work for the Master.

The Preshytery of Kingslon goes on satisfactorily The northern region hag
engaged the attention ot the Presbytery; it has been visited by a missionary
with good results. There are four vacuncies within the bounds.

The Presbytery of Cobourg works away quietly, sud is giviag supply as it ean
to the settlements in the northern parts.  There ure three vacancies looking for
settlement.

The Presbytery of Onfario has made three settlements during the year Two
of them in new congregations. The work goes on steadily and well. Thereare
still two vacarcies.

The Presbytery of Toronto has made great progress during the year Theic
have baen nine settlements during the year, with three other. in tmmediate pros-
pect. Three of these, includin ¢ Muskoka, where Mr. W. Wright lubours as an
ordinary missionary, are in places which have been hitherto only mission <ta-
tions, Three others are i congregations receiving supplement.  The largeness
of the number of settlements may fairly be aseribed to the operation of our
tiome Mission scheme, in the liheral aid which it extends to mission stationa
and week congregations  In the c¢ity of Toronto, the mission work progresses
favourably. The Yorkville station is bu lding a commodious plaee of worship,
and & missionary has been apbointed to Inbour in the enst end of the ¢ tv s here
2 mission Sabbath School i3 in successful operation, In the Muskoka distiict
steps are heing tuken for the erection f cliurcnes at three p in's; and in the
Mulmur snd  Melancthor growy it is proposed to build two churches.
are stitl hive vacar cies.

In the Presbriery of Hwmilton one new rwission station has been opened up.
There are st prescot three vacancies

The Preshytery of Guelph is diligent'y cuitivating its mission field. There is
oue vacancy. Nowmformation has been received regarding the German mission.
Mr Lewwzinger's labours have been withdrawn from Berlin and he now preaches
at ¥ew Hamburgh and Presten.  The Comnnittee is not informed as the canse of
ths chauge, nor the vesult of his labours during the year  No other Germau mis-
siovary has been procured, and no progress can be reported.

In the Presbytery of J’uriz, the mission stations have been supplied, but there
i3 o special report. There is one vacancy.

ln the Presbytery ¢f Stratford there is nothing to report. I¢ hes four
vacancies

The Presbytery of London has made marked progress during the year. There
have been several settlements, and a decided advance may be noti-ed io several
congregations and missiou stations. Ther~ are still three vacancies reported, two
of th-m being in the United States.  Uf the Buxton mission there is no report.

In the Presbytery of Ifwon there has been progress. One settlement has
taken place. Therce are two vacancied still.

Tle Presbytery of (rey is working its n. w and somewhat diflicult field, and
progress, though slow, is noticeable. There are four vacanciea.

The Bruce Mines were visited during last summer, and partinlly supplied but
the Presbytery kas uot been uabie te ox end to the people there that rid and ea-

There
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couragement which they require. It would be well if & suitable man could be
found, to send him there for a lengthened period.

In taking a review of the whole interests committed to their care, the com-
mittee sec rcason to be thankful to God for the past, and hopeful for the future.
The church is evidently making progress. Resignations on account of inade-
quate support are becoming less frequent. Weak congregations are gathering
strength  New congregations arc heing formed, and settlements long neglected
are being overtaken. The supply of labourers is becoming muoie neurly com-
mensurate with our wants. The hiberality of our people is becoming better
developed.

At the same time the Committee desiderate, greater care on the part of Pres-
byteries before diawing on the funds of the church. and more steady efforts to
secure contributions and stir up congregations to a sense of their duty. Let
every minister feel that he bas en interest in sustaining the Commniittee in its op-
erations and lend a helping hand. The Gommittee would also agk for more full
information on all matters of interest, and the regular transmigsion of such in-
telligence for pubbication. Too often even matters affecting the work of the
Committee ave not officially reported ; but left to be found out by accident, or
verbally stated by some person who happeng to know the facts. This should
not be ; and the representatives of Piesbyteries are particularly requested not
to overlook this suggestion.

‘I'he attention of the Synod is respectfully cirected to a few points.

1. Something should be done at once to prevent the accumulation of arrears
in supplemented congregations. What steps muy be necessary Presbyteries
must decide ; but no minister should be allowed to vemain in a place where, for
any reason, the people neglect the duty of contributing, as the Lord enables
them, for his support.

2. The Synod will render assistance to the Committes, if it will give instruc-
tions whether expenses incurred by Presbyteries in doing mission work within
their bounds, are to be defrayed from the Centrel Fund, or from a separate fund
to be raised by each Presbytery.

3. The Commitice beg of the Synod to enjoin Presbyteries o take decided
and prompt action in reference to congregations aud stations within their
bounds, which cither neglect to send contribution to the Fund, or contribute
inudequately,

4. The Committee requests the Synod to repeat the instructions of last year to
the effect, that the names of students who may be licensed during the summer,
aud miuisters or probntioners who may be received after this Synod, be not put
on the roll of probationers till October next, but that these men continue
labour in the Mission Field all that time.
