We are somewhat pleased with the spirit mani-
fested in the above paragraph. When compared
with former references to our people, we notice a
marked improvement. There is really no unkind
thrust, but rather an expression of “pity * There
is, too, the absence of that unmanly course, re-
sorted to by somany, of ¢ nicknaming » those they
canuot cndorse—a course that characterizes its
pursuer as being cither ignorant of the wishes of
those aLout whom he is writing, or as one influ-
enced by a spirit of maliciousness, a word selected '
by Paul as fitly representing ono cf the traits of
the heathen world, or in the words of Henry Ward
Beecher, “Any mau calling any other man or
number of men, by any other name than that which
they wish, acts not only unchristianly, but cven
ungentlemanly.” We have, however, a few words
to offer on the above jotting.

temporary, that we have really suffered instead of
Leing benefited by such dissensions, for where,
(nccording to the AL and V), dissensions have ex-
isted, we are the weakest  (3) If we never grow
stronger on the Island, (as intimated above), it
will be due to the fact not that dissensions have
ceased to exist in certain quarters, but that the
brethiren have left their first loze and become carve-
less in the cause of the Master. and made, com-
poratively, no effort to fill the places of those who
have faithfully lubored in presenting to the peoplo
“‘the faith once delivered to the saints.” (4) The

On the day of Pentecost, Peter,
in answer to those convinced of the truth and were
crytng out, Men and brethren, what shall we do?
smd, ** Repeat and be baptized cvery one of you
in the name of Jesus Christ, for the remission of
sin, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.”
Surcly their sins were not remitted before the
baptism! Amwanias to Saul: “‘And now, why tar-
riest thou; arise and be baptized and wash away
thy sins * From these, and many other possages,
we are led to believe? that baptism preceded by
faith that purifies the heart,and repentance that pro-
duces a reformation in the life, and a public con-
{ession that Jesus 1s the Christ, the Son of God,
is for the remission of sin. That baptism is only
one act of a serics, and the lest act in that series,
for salvation or citizenship in the kingdom of
God’s denr Son.

We have here given but a few reasons out of
many at hand for supplementing faith by ,baptism
for salvation, and if time and space permitted,
could present the testimony of some of the ablest
critics, as evidence for the correctness of our teach-
ing on this point.
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FOUR PLANS FOR CHRISTIAN UNION,

There is a strong sentiment in favor of Christian
union.  For this fact let us thank Ged  Great pro
gress has been made within u few years, When the
grand men, who in the early part of the present cen
tury, began to urge that sectarinnism is «inful, and

that the disciples of Christ ought to be one as the !

Father and the Son are one, it wae neeeseary to argue
the first point.  Sectarinnism was not thought to be
sinful.  Good men failed to see that denominationual
divisions were inimienl to the conversion of the world
to Christ.  Christinn men somelimes thanked God
for the division of His people into parties,  Such is
not the case at the present time.  There are a few
belated souls, it is true, who do not zee that scets are
sinful, but it is now generally agreed that they are
not well pleasing to the llead of the body, and that
union is desirable, Now the query is, How can
Christinns unite? What is the basis of union?

This js the question now before the minds of in

telligent men who believe on the Son of God—both !

Romanis’s and DProtestants.  Four plans of union
have recently come to my notice in the religious
papers of the day.

1. The Roman Catholic plan.

The following ar¢ Cardinal Gibbon's views: 1
cannot conceive,” he says, ““any practical plan for
ihe ccclesiastical union of all who bear the Christian
name which does not recognize: 1. Some nuthority,
living and acting, that can definitely say what is or
is not divine revealed truth, since upon Christ’s
revelation 1lis church must be grounded. 2. The
obligation, strict and essential, of receiving in its
entirety, Christinn revelation, since Christ’s work in
giving a relevation would be, to say the least, use-
less, if each individual were left free to aceept or
reject that revelation, or any part of it, as his whim
might dictate.  3_That since Christ left a revelation
Lic must hase £t sutne adlivtizad interpicta of i,
otlerwise it would Lo but a puzzle given te unaidad
ignorance, something which ‘the unlearned and un-
stable’ might wrest to their own destruction,” 4.
That since the mission of Christ’s cburch is *to teach
all nations,” *to observe all things, whatsoever He has
commanded,” there must be some teacler teaching
in Christ’s name, and ‘as one having autlority,’ to
guide Hispeople uncrringly in the way of truth.  In
the Roman Catholic Church of the sixteenth century,

sites of Christian unity were found, and they are
found as well in the Roman Catholic Church of to
day, tlsewhere I fail to find them.  In separation
from the Sce of St. Peter, the centre of Catholic
unity, I can see only discord. In all this broad land
there is no one who longs for truly Christian union
more than I do, nov one whe would labor niure cur-
nestly to bring about so happy a result. May the
Father of mercies grant that those “othier sheep,” fur
whosc sahe is Divine Son died, that are not yet of
Tis fold, may speedily come home to it, that hence-
forth there may be one fold and une shepherd, '™

II. The plan of the Proiestant Episcopal Church
as presented jn o ' Dedaration by the Bisliops in
Council assembled,” in the ity of Chicago, Ociober
20, 1880.

They say that: ““ We, bishops of the Protestant
Episcopal Church in the United States of America,
in council assembled as bishops of the Church of
God, do herchy sulemnly decdare to all to whoi it
may concern, and especially to our fellow Chiistians
of the different communions in this land, who, in
their several spheres, hasve contended for the religion
of Christ;

1. Our carnest desize that our Saviour's prayer,
‘that we all may be one,” may, in its decpest and
trucst sense, be speedily fulfilled:

*“2. That we believe that all who have been duly
baptized with water in the name of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Iloly Ghost, are members of
the Holy Catholic Church:

8. Thatinall things of human ordering or human
choice, relating to modes of worship and discipline,
or to traditional customs, this Church is ready in the

' spirit of love and humility to forcgo all preferences
| of her own-
“That this Chuacel does not seck o absorb other
" eammnninons, but rather, co aperating with them on
, the basis of 4 common Faith and Order, to discoun-
_tenancee ~chism, to heal the wounds of the Body of
. Chirist, and to promote the charity which is the chicf
of Christian graces and the visible manifestation of
i Christ to the world.”

The paragraph marked (3) is worthy of especial
attention, as intimating what the Episcopalians are
willing to surrender for the sake of umity. John
Henry Hopkine, D). D, anid plainly in the Awmerican
Congress of Churches last May in Cleveland, that Le
ahd a large number of Churchmen are ready to sur-
render the name Protestant Episcopal Church. The
bishops preface in the nddress from which I have
quoted the following basis of union:

1 The Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testa-
ment as the revealed word of God:

2. The Nicean Creed as the suflicient statement of
the Christinn faith:

3 The two sacraments—baptism and the Supper
of the Lord, ministered with unfailing use of Christ’s
! words of institution, and of the clements ordained
by Him:

4. The Iistoric Episcopate locally adapted in the
methods of its administration to the varying need of
the nations and peoples called of God into the unity
of His Church.

The declaration closes in the words following:

¢ Deeply grieved by the sad divisions xhich afllict
the Christinn Church in our own land, we hereby
declare our desire and readiness, so soon as there
shall be any authorized response to this declaration,
to cuter into brotherly conference wih all or any
Christian  bodies secking the restoration of the or-
sanic unity of tho church, with a view to the carnest
study of the condition under which so priceless o
Llessing mighit happily be brought to pass.”

L In the American Christian Convention, re-
presceiting the people kuvwa in the United States as
the Cliristian Conuedtion, and  numbaing  about
100,000 members, the subject of union with other
Christinns camie up. The following was put forth
as the platform on which they are willing to stand
with other believers on the Lord Jesus Christ:

““1. The Bible our only rule of faith and practice.

**2. Christ the only Head of the Church,

3. Christiun character the only test of fellow-
ship.

right and duty of all.
3. The union of all the followers of Christ with-
' out controversy.
6. Each local church govern itself.”

The New York Zribune says:

“This lovks a little simpler than the Episcopal
platform, Lut the probubilities are that it would
veeasivn quite as much controversy, and general as
it is, it would eaclude many who sincerely try to be
Cliristiaus, and are auxiovus for Christian unity. The
more this question of organic Christian union is
lovked at, the less practicable it scems to be, until
human nature is made over again,”

IV. In the Christion Evangelist, published in the
interest of the Disciples of Christ, or Christians, I
find the following ringing words on the subject of
the hour:

* No union is possible until the various denom-
inations consent to lay aside all that is denomin-
ational, and to return to the ground, faith and prac-
tice of the apostolic church.

“We suppose that there are few bodies who
would not be just as hospitable as the Episcopal in
urging all reputable Christian people to come in und
make their home with them. DBaptists would re-
juice to have all become Baptists; Methodists have
hearts large enough to cheerfully consent that all
should become Methodists; Presbyterinns, despite
their rigid views of ¢l ction, would not have a word
of disapprobation if all should eclect to become
Piesbyterians, and even the Catholics would con-
sent to pack away their thumb screws and shut up
their inquisitions forever if all would only flock to
Rome. This can never be. Tbe Christian world

will never become Episcopal, or Baptist, or Metho-
dist, or Presbyterian, or Catholic. It will never
consent (o tuke a party name, accept a party creed,
or bind itsclf by party rules and practices. Only
one thing commends itsclf to the enlightened judg-
raent of Christian men and women, and that is to be
Christian und Christan alone. No proposal for
union will ever meet with aceeptance, or even seri-
ous consideratior which does not embraco the fol-
lowing principles;

*1. All raints must take their stand on the Bible,
and the Bible alone. It must be the only hook of
authority. It must determine the faith and practice
of the unitedechurch. It must be the book of appeal
on every question. Authority must rest, notin the
ecclesinstical body, or in the church or the church
tradition, ot in the ‘ commandments of men,' but in
the Word of God.”

“2. Everytlung of a party character must give
way to what is universally recognized as apostolic
and universal. Party names, party creeds and
party practices must be sacrificed on the aliar of
union.

“3. There must bea universal purpose to follow
Christ as the great leader, and the aposties ag they
follow Christ. It must be conceded Ly all that
Christ is Christianity, and that to be a Christian is
to hear and follow Christ. Whenever all Christian
people determine to retire Luther, or Calvin, or
Wesley, or even Campbell, or any other uninspired
man,or setof men, to the background, and to look to,
to listen to, and follow Christ alone, then the very
fact that they follow the same leader will Lring
them in one fold under one Shepherd,”

This represents well the position of the Disciples
—the position maintained, as T understand it, by this
paper.

There is mo space remaining for comments.
Reader, peruse well these plans of Christiun union.
Study them prayerfully in the light of Gud's most
holy word. I have no doubt that ultimately Chris-
tians will unite on the basts last suegested, for it is
the Divine plan.  Be simply and only Christians.

Dr. Barnardo sent the photographs to the gin
palaces, dance-halls, and other places where wretch-
¢d outcasts are in the habit of frequenting, and got
them hung in conspicuous places, One night the
girl, with some companioas in sin, as she enfered
one of these dens of fniquity, saw her mother’s pic-
ture. Struck with astonishment, she looked closely
atit, and saw the invitation, *Come home,” written
underneath, To whom was it nddressed? To wer?
Yes. She saw by that token that she was forgiven,
and that night she returned to her mother’s arts
just as she was.

This is God’s loving cry to every wanderer—
“Come lome!” and thergis a loving welcome, full,
of sweetest forgiveness, for all who cheerfully re-
spond to it.

In Christ we see the picture of God, the merciful,
loving, heavenly Father. Under the dying form of
Ilis Son on Calvary's cross, God has wrilten in let-
ters qf blood, ‘‘Come-home, wanderer; come, come
home.”

TIIE OVERCROWDED PROFESSIONS.

We havo no desire to placcobstacles in the way of
these who desire to improve their . condition, nor
have we the slightest wish to damp the ardor of those
who fancy that fame and fortune are within easy
reach; but, under the circumstances, it is but fair te
point out to thosc aspiring to the professions, that
the glamor which ambition throws over such call-
ings is liable to be rudeiy dispelled, when, as a
ductor or a Jawyer, the young man andertakes to
battic with the world.

With neasly thice hundred medical men, or one to
every 1500 of our population, Nova Scotia offers o
comparatively poor field to the young practitioner;
and even at the best, he is but the servant of the
public, called upon o undergo hardships and en-
dure self-sacrifices such as are never dreamed of by
the ordinary citizen. A large percentage of his
patients, in these days of keea competition, consider
they are doing him a favor te call on him for his
professional services, and comparatively few of them
regard it as obligatory upon them to pay the moder
ate fecs which he has charged.  But if the medical
profession is overcrowded, that of the law is cven
more so, aud scarce & weelk goes hy that we do not
hear young men regretting that they have used the
best years of their lives in the study of 4 profession
which does not afford them evea a scanty liveli-
kood.

A large number of the lawyers in this Provinco
will, if consulted, honestly admit that the practice
of their profession in Nova Scotia is unremunera-
tive. ‘This they attribute majoly to the inherent
aversion of our people to litigation; but while thero
may be some truth in their assertion, they overlook
the real fact, which is, that the profession is
crowded far beyond the actual needs of the country,
the lawyers now outnumbering the doctors in the
Province.

Young men who are about to choose a calling in
life, should bear these facts in mind, especially
since there are other pursuits to which they might
devote th emselves, Which guarantee & moro certain
and independent livelihood than they cau hope to
obtain as barristers, attorneys, physicians or sur-
geons, —Halifax Critie.,

ON TNE SALVATION OF DYING INFANTE,

Behald the T.amb of God which taketh away the «in
of the world.—Jonv i. 29,

Because infants have a sinful nature it is argued
that they cannot enter heaven without a moral re-
generation.

The sceds of ain are in infants because they are

related to Adam who was a sinner.  Where sced
grows and ripens it produces a crop of its own
kind, but if it is cut down before it ripens it is as
nothing. Mow down a ficld of wheat in the blade
and it is as if no wheat were sown  The same is
true of any sced, good or Lad, and so it is of sin.
Infants have the sced of sin. In some it ripens
earlicr than in others.  Bat it grows in all, and
will in due time becone a crop of sin But when
its growth is stopped by death, it is as if no seed
were sown.  If the child lives till sin ripens into
a crop, it must be born again or 1t cannot sce the
kingdom of God; but not so when cut down by
premature death,
« ‘The Lord and His apostles describe sin, or what
the things are that dcfile the man.  “For from
within, out of the heart of men, procecd cvil
thoughts, adulterics, fornications, murders, thefts,
covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciviousness,
an e¢vil eye, blasphemy, pride, foolishuess. All
these evil things come from within and defile the
man " Mark vii. 20 Ilere Jesus tells what things
defile o man,  But who can tell what are the
things that defile an infant?

In Gal. v. 19, Paul calls the same things which
defile o man, the works of the tlesh, ¢t adultery,
fornication, uncleanness,” ete , cte , butsays noth-
ing of what defiles an infant.

James tells us (i. 14) how a man is led into sin
“But cvery manis tempted when he is drawn
away of his own lust and enticed, then when lust
hath conceived it bringeth forth sin, and sin when
it is finished bringeth forth death ”  This is quite
intelligible. For example: A poor man thinks bis
neighbor so rich that he could give him cash to
rclicve him, and desires the money. But the
neighbor sees differently, and holds on to his own.,
The man still fosters that desire, until it overcomes
his sense of-right, and he secks an opportunity to
steal the cash. He at length finds one, and al-
though his neighbor’s life stands in the way, yet it
has gone so far with him that he takes that life
and grasps the money. He is then tried, convict-
ed, and suffers the penalty of the law, James
gives the process of crimes both great and small.
If 2 man resists the tempiation to do wrong, he is
not only innocent but blessed (v. 12), but if he
yields to it, an unlawful desire is begotten and en-
couraged which leads to sin and death. No such
process can go on in infants; and where, then, is
their sin and need of reaencration?

¢« But,” says one, ‘‘ some persons were regenerat-
¢d from the womb © We know of no such word
or hint in the Bible. Jeremiak was sanctified be-
fore bis birth or sct apart to be a prophet. It was
said of John the Baptist that he would be filled
with the Holy Spirit from the womb, but nothing
is suid in cither case of regeneration, which is al.
together different from sanctification. To sanctify
is to sct apart men or things for a divine purpose.
Thus God blessed the seventh day and sanctified
it, but He did not regenerate it  The Jewish
priests and altars were sanctified, and 2ven the
Son of Qcd was sanctified. *Say ye of Him
whom the Father hath sanctified and sent into the
world, Thou blasphemest, because I said I am the

' Son of God?t For their sakes I sanctity Myself
that they alto might Le sanctified through the
truth * (John xvii 19)  Both Jesus and His
| Father set Him apart to redeem mankind, bat vwho

(In 1 Cor. aiv, 20, Paul says to regenerated per-
sons. ** Brethren, be not children in undersiand-
ing; howbeit, in walice be ye children, but in
understanding bemen " Jesus says, ** Suffer little
children to come unto de and forbid them not, for
of such is the kingdom of heaven.” ¢ Except ye
be converted and become as little children, ye
shall in no wise enter into the kingdom of heaven,”
He did not say this of any particular class, but of
little children in general. Nor did e say it of
these little children after Ic had laid His hands
on them and blessed them, but He said it before
they came tu Iim He broke down furever that
unjust and man-made distinction Dbetween the
children of Lelievers and others; teaching us that
{the children thrown into the Ganges and those
who die by the negleet or viotence of cruel parents,
are as dear to His heart as the children of enlight-
cned Christians.  The final resurrection is neither
the time nor place for the children to bear the
iniquities of the fathers

When the Savioursays, ¢ Except ye be converted
and become [ ] as little children, &c ,” there is
an ellipsis, indieating quality, between the words
becomeand as  If little chiddren are totally depraced,
then these words in italics fills the ellipsis. If
little children are pure, then pure fills the ellipsis.
Let the intelligent reader try both and choose for
bimself Either except ye become converted and
becauze [totally depraved] as little children, &ec.,
or except ye be converted and become {pure]
as little children, yc shall in no wise enter into
the kingdom of heaven.

We are permitted to behold the Lamb of God
which taketh away the siv of the world. Not the
sins of the world but the sin. A certain sin cffects
every man that comes into the world. Not that
every man has actually comnmitted that sin, but
that cvery man is a child of Adam, who ate the
forbidden fruit, and brought death upon all his
children, as well as upon bimself.

When Jesus was on carth, children
loved Him because of His kindness and love to
themm  When they see Him in heaven they will
love Him more, and as they know Him better, that
love will grow for ever and cver.

BECAUSE HE LOVES ME SO.

Verse 3.—Why does He wash my sin-stained heart,
And make it white as snow ?
Why does He make His home therein ?
Because He loves me so.

A very erroncous doctrine is prevalent which
says that all persons are sinners by nature, even at
birth; and if at birth, why not before ¥ They call
it original sin. I have learned that any thing
which is properly original is the first of the thing.
These articles are my first on this theme aund are
original, but should they be re-published by any
other paper, they, to them, ceaso to be original.
Adam’s first sin was his original sin. Ho was
guilty of transgressing a positive law, but that did
not make Abel, his son, a sinner, and guilty of
transgressing that positive law, before or at birth.
John says, ““ Sin is the transgression of the law,
and where there is no law there is no transgression.”
The Prophet Isaiah lix. 2, says, “Your sins
have separated between you and your God.” There-
fore every sin a person commits stands between
him and his God, and the more sins committed,
the further apart the parties, the offender and the
offended, arc. e have seer, in a former article,
that the great sacrifice for sin was made, nnd i3
perfectly competent and all-powerful to take away
sins from the heart of the offender. Every sin a
person commits leaves a deep stain upon his heart.
In Tsaiah i. 18, 19, he says prophetically of the
the Christian age and the work of Christ, ‘¢ Come
now, and lev ug reason together,” saith the Lord,
¢ though your sins bo as scarlet they shall be as
white as snow; though they be red like crimson
they shall be as wool if you be willing and obedi-
ent,” &e. It is said by some of the most eminent
chemists, that there is no chemical in nature which
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will thoroughly extract thecolor or stain of scarlet
or crimson from wool and leave it white axit was
in nature. A most beautiful and powerful 1llus-
tration of the power of the blood of Christ.  All
theblood shed for sin from Adam to the tragedy of
Calvary, could not eradicate the stuin of sin from the
host of tho sinner, but the blood of Christ could
and did.

THE DIFFERENCE.

TWhile the evil of divisionsin the religious world
is acknowledged and regretted by the professed
followers of Christ, yet the cause of these divisions
is not generally understood It is, in most cases,
taken for granted, thatif we differ we must divide,
that the differences now existing is the cause of
the unfortunate divisions. A clerical friend once
said to the writer, ¢ Wenced not expect Christian
union while the differences exists. If we can't
agree in our iJeas we can’t agree to unite.” This
voices the minds of nearly all who talk about
Christian union. If this is true, it is not possible
for Christians to unite, as no two thinkers can
think alike. Take any question or subject we
please, we find with all our candor and honesty,
that while we may agrec in the main points there
are other points about which we will differ. e
might as well eapect to find too fuces alike us two
tuods alike, It is Lecause of this fact that many
suppose divisivns are right and necessary.  But is
it true that when differences caist, divisions will
also exist?—that when we differ we divide? Let
existing facts answer this question. Take any
body of prople, ur denomination, and we find dif-
ferences as great and as important among them as
we find between different denominations If the
difference divides churches of different order, why
not divide churches of the same order? This fact,
of existing differences in the same church, proves,

beyond a doubt, that union can exist when thero I
me differences,  But, .uys one, **1t 1s the xpecal
pointy of difference that make the distinction and |
prevent organic unjon.”  We will submit the facts
1 the case to show the mistake of this idea  Think
now of some special particular point of differcnce
between churches of different order, and oo 1t 1
can’t find the same points of difference in churches
of the same order. If you are in doubt about this
cail for the proof and 1 will produce ail the cases
needed when persons differ as widely and on the
same points of difference with their own church
members as they do with the members of otherand
different churches, and are, at the same time time,
held in Christinn union and fellowship by their
own church. Here we find the fact, that union
and fellowship eaist in the same church between
persons who differ on the samne points, that is said
to necessitate a division between persons of differ-
ent charches  1lis shows us the possibility of
umon between those who differ and the folly of
letting our diffevences divide us  These differ-
ences that now cxists in the churches of the same |
order show also the fallacy of the statement *‘that
when we differ we must divide.”

Why is it, then, we divide if the difference don’t
nceessitate a division? This can be answered by
asking why it 13 Bro A. can’t fellowship Bro. B.,
because he (Bro B.,) don't believe in any baptism
but immersion, when at the same time his good
Bro C., whom he fcllowships as a member of his
own church, is just as strong a believer .in immer-
sion, and would not submit to any thing else but
mmersion  And why is it Bro. Wise rejects Bro.
Steadfast, and will not unite with him because he
believes baptism is an cssential condition of salva-
tion when he knows that many of s brethren
with whom he holds church fellowship believe and
teach the same thing? There is but one answer to
these questions, 4. ¢., in one case the difference is
made a party line, in the other it is not. Hence
we can plainly sce that the divisions are not b
cause of the differences, but because of the use we
make of our differences. It is the party lines that
divide us. We know that the material out of
which we build the line fence between us and our
neighbour is not the fence, and unless we wse the
material the fence will never be built. The ma-
terinl will not divide, but the fence will. How
unwise to say beeause I have a pile of Loards that
there must of necessity be a fence between me and
my neighbour. It is equally unwise to say my dif-
ferences is the party line or division between me
and my brother. While we admit the difference
or opinions are the material out of which we mako
the division, all must admit that the material is
not the division, and that we can have the material
and yet vot be divided.

The c¢vil of our views and opinions is not, then,
in our possession of themj they are harmless things
when in their place. It is only when we #se them
and exalt them to shibboleths of party that the
evil is scen and felt

The magnitude of this evil can be measured
when we take into consideration the fact that these
different opinions, out of which we are building
walls between God's people, are admitted to be of
no seving importance whatever. This will be
seen in the following conversation that took place,
not loug since, betwecn two preachers.

“'Bru, A., do you thiok Iam a Christian and a
saved man”

¢ Most certainly Ido.™

“t Are you not aware that I am not a member of
the church$”

¢ Iam, and what of it.”

¢ Nothing more than this, that the conditions
of membership in the —— church are not essen-
tial to salvation.”

¢ How do you make that out?”

. ** By your own admission,"

*You say I am a saved man, and yet nota mera-
ber of the ——— church, This being su, how
can you make out the conditions of membership in
smd church essential to my salvation. Cun you
save that which is already saved”

* Do you mean to say that the members of the
church are not Christians?”

*¢ No indeed, Iintend tosay only that they did
something else after they became Christians to -
constitute them members of the ——— church,
and that this something ¢lso is no part of the essen-
tinl conditions of salvation, but is the stuff that
divisions are made of.”

¢« Are you not guilty of the same thing you con-
demn in others?”

<1 think not, Bro, A.”

** Do you not receive into the chureh those whom
you admit ar¢ Christianst”

** No indeed.  Whatever constitutes them Chris-
twns, cunsututes them also members of Christ's
church, We hold essential to church univn only
that which is essential to union with Christ.  The
conditions of salvation from sin are the conditions
of church membership  When we are in Christ
wo are in His body or church, To demand more
than this is going beyond God’s deraands.”

“ But what you consider essentinl to salvation
arc mere opinions, and are not accepted by others?”

“Wrong again, Bro, A, You admitted that my
salvation was accepted. How could this be if
what I did is not accepted? The fact that my sal-
vation is not in dispute is suflicient evidence that
what I accept as cssential to salvation i¢ not dis-
puted. Let us note this fact that the gospel—the
principles of salvation as accepted by the apostle
Paul and the Eunuch and others—are not in dispute
to-day. If we would stop here and be satisfied
with being Christians only we would all be united,
for in this we all agree. But in opinions we all
differ, and these are not essential to our salvation,
yet with them we build of something more than
Christians, and thercby divide the people of
God.”

Iere is *‘ the difference.”

ANALYSIS OF MAN—SIN AND STATE
OF THE DEAD.

BY IRA C. MITCHELL.

{The following brief notes of a sermon preached
in Coburg Street Christinn Church, St. John, N.
B., in August last, are furnished for publication
in fulfilment of a promise extorted by several of
the sudience. The discourse having been without
notes, I am wholly dependent on memory, and
nothing more than the substance can be expect-
ed.—r ¢ ]

Text.—*¢ 0, wretched man that 1 am! ‘Who shall
deliver mo from this body of death ? ’—Romans vis, 24

This language suggests the following queries:

1st. What is the cause of the wretchedness of
which the apostle speaks ?

2nd. What is the deliverance contempiated 2

8rd. How is that deliverance accomplished ?

From a matenalistic standpoint there is no sense
1n the text or context  If a man is all body there
is no way of delivering him from that body but by
aenibilation, which is reslly the heaven of the
muteialistic plilosuphy.  But inspiration repre-
sctits & hutan being as -+ feartully and wonderfully
made,” consisting ot ** body, soul, and spirit.” 1
Thess +. 23. In this triunc nature the inspired
volume cousiders him, and in the seventh and
cighth chapters of the Roman letter, the author -
analyzes him and describes the outer and inner
man as being contrary, the one to the other, and
waging an unceasing conflict with each other, *¢I
koow that in me, that is, in ny flesh, dwelleth no
good thing.” Verse 18, ‘I delight in the lawof
God after the inward man " Verse 22. There-
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can be no question Lut that tho ‘“flesh™ signifies
the animal body, and the “inward man® that
which is designated s« the spirit. If we can find
another, third part, rccognized, it will be the
‘¢ soul,” by whatever namo it may be designated.
And the apostle does speak of an intermediato
organization which he here calls the ““mind,”
which may bLe alternately in the possession and
under tho control of the body or the spirit Al-
though a different term is here employed to desig-
nate it, if there are but three parts, the mind
{ Phreno) must be the ssme constituent part called
“+ soul ” (Psevche) in Thessalonians,

The words ““soul ” and *¢spirit” are used by
the ingpired writers interchangably, while ““soul
is frequently used to designate the entire individu-
al, as ¢‘ ¢cight souls wero saved by water,” evidently
meaning cight persons.  The word is often used
in the same sense in modern parlance as, when we
speak of the city of St John containing & popula-
tion of thirty thousand souls. This waried use of
the term is the oceasior of ambiguity, and to the
common mind ‘‘soul ” and *spirit " arc so con-
founded that it is Qifficult to “ divide between
them.” In the analysis in our context, ¢ body.”
““mind,” and *‘spirit” are obviously the three
-constituent parts of & human being  The mind is
that subtle organization acting through the animal
brain, by which the nerves are controlled, through
the nerves the muscles, and by the muscler the

-aetions, and thus the conduct of the individual ig
moulded and directed The relation of ench of
these parts to the other may be illustrated by the
magnetic telegraph,  Let the poles, wires, battery,
-&c , represent the body, in which the battery cor-
responds with the brain; the electric fluid will
stand for the mind, while the living operator
represents the ““spirit ” By giving life to the
poles and the wires, and having them rush into
the office, drive the operator out and take posses-
sion, we may realize the conflict of which the
apostle speaks, and the wretchedness from which
he seeks deliverance. ¢ Of these three parts the
spirit, or ‘‘ inner man,” and it only, survives death
It is tho ‘‘ hidden man of the heart” which the
Apostle Peter declares to bo ¢ incorruptible, and
in the sight of God, of great price,” 1 Peter jii.
4  In the records of death, contained in the OId
and New Testaments, the first occurrence in the
act of dissolution, which we call death, is the
<t yielding up of the spirit.” See Gen xxv. 8;
xxxv. 29; xlix 83; Luke xxiii. 46, and other pas
sages which record the death of people of God
“The word *¢ ghost  found in the common version,
in these passages, in the original, is the same
clsewhere translated ¢ spirit,” and should in all
instances be thus translated, In the last passage
~cited, our dear Lord said, * Father, intothy hands
I commend my spirit, and having said thus he
gave up the ghost,” (spirit). The blessed martyr,
Stephen, when in the act of dissolution, and after
he had been favored with spiritual vision, and saw
the heavens opened and the Son of Man standing
«on the right hand of God, prayed: ¢ Lord Jesus,
receive my spirit.”

This accords with Ecclesinstes xii 7, *Then
shall the dust return to the carth as it was, and
~the spirit shall return unto God, who gave it,” and
with the language of the Apostle James, ¢ As the
body without the spirit is dead, " and with lan-
guage of the blessed Lord, It is the spirit that
quickencth,” (maketh alive) John vi 63. God
anade the body out of the dust of the earth, but it
had no life until he inspired it with the spirit of
lives As God suade man, “upright,” the spirit
oceupicd the throne of authority and wiclded the
sceptre; but when he yielded to temptation, the
flesh dethroned the spirit and enslaved it, driving
it from the oftice and arresting from it the control
-of the battery, Tlenceforth the spirit is in boud-

age to the flesh, being ¢ sold under sin,” and the
man lives to the flesh, lis mind being oceupied
with thoughts of what will gratify the fleshly de-
sires and appetites. The body is dragging the
incorruptible spirit downward to degradation and
ruin, temporal and eternal, for ¢to be fleshly
minded is death,” and in this deplorable corflict
the apostle contemplates him, when he exclaimsin
the lnnguage of our text, ** O, wretched man that
I am! who shall deliver me from this body of
death?

The deliverance comes through our Loxd J-sus
Christ. The human spirit had no power to re-
deem itself—no power to rise up superior to the
flesh and re-assert its original authority, a sad
truth which fifteen hundred years of experiment
under the law butserved to demonstrate. *¢ What
the law could not do, in that it wag weak through
the flesh, God sending His own Son, in the likencss
of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the
flesh ® Rom viii, 8. Jesus triumphed over sin, by
carrying o human body from the manger to the
cross, without sin, though tempted in all things,
like as we ure tempted, and then offered that
body, ‘¢ asa lamb without spot or blemish,” as a
sacrifice for the sins of the world He did the
will of God, written on tables of stone, which was
against us, that he might take it away and make
room for that second will in which our sins and
iniquities are graciously forgiven and remembered
against us no more forever  Jesus has hecome our
mighty deliverer, and a very present help in time
of need to all who will put their trust in Him.
¢The law of the spirit of life in Christ Jesus makes
us free from the law of sin and death,” so that
there is no condempation to them wbich are in
Christ Jesus, who walk not according to the desires
of the flesh, but according to the desire of the
“inner man,” which delights in the law of the
Lord. The deliverance is accomplished by the
Lord opening the prison doors and letting the
captive spirit go free; we return to our Father's
house where a cordial welcome awaits us, the new
robe of righteousness is placed upon us, instead of
the filthy rags of sin in which our fleshly task-
master had clothed us, and henceforth, as o chitd
of God, we are not left to ourselves, bu? ‘‘ because
we aro sons, God hath sent forth the spirit of His
Son into our hearts, whereby we cry Abba, Father.”
Henceforth the victory is assured, provided we
continue steadfast in our cfforts to do the will of
bim who hath called us to glory and virtue, and
when our carthiy pilgrimage is ended, in triumph
ourconscious spirits will pass from the ¢ carthly
tabernacle  into that rest which remains for the
people of God, there to abide in peace and comfort
during the night of death, and in the morning of
the cternal day, enter into that **house not made
with hands, eternal in the heavens,” the spiritual
body, fashioned like unto the glorious body of the
Son of God.”

Although our blessed Saviour was crucifled and
nailed to the cross on Calvary’s wountain nearly
two thousand years ago, at which time ail heaven
and earth were shaken and even the sun refused to
shine upon that awful sceoe, when the Son of Ged
was sacrificed for the sins of a lost and dying world,
yet there remains a possibility, to some at least, of
ginning to the extent of crucifying the Son of God
afresh, ‘To whom is such fearful sin possible?

In Hebrews x, 2829, we find this warning:
“ e that despised Moses’ Jaw died without merey,
under two or three witnesses  Of how much sorer
punishment, suppose ye, shall he bethought worthy
who bath trodden under foot the Son of God, aud
hath counted the blood of the covenant wherewith
he was sanctified, an unholy thing and hath done
despite unto the Spirit of grace?”

Our blessed Lord tells us, that there is joy c¢ven
amoung the angels in heaven over a repentaat sin-
ner; how must that joy be increased over those
who, forsaking their sins and having obeyed from
their hearts the first principles of the doctrine of
Christ, thus being made partakers of Ilis grace, who
continue to grow, from babes in Christ. to be
strong men and women in the Lord, and who, like
Paul, “forgetting those things which "ar¢ behind
and reacbing forth unto those things which are be-
fore,” * continue” to press toward the mark for the
prize of the high culling of God in Christ Jesus.

This same writer to the Hebrews in the fifth and
sixth chapters makes plain the nccessity of this
growth in Christian chamecter and strength, in order
to bic useful workers for the Master. as well as to be
able to handle the “* Word of righteousness” in &
profitable manner and to the honor and glory of
God.

e not only shows the necessity of this growth in
order to continue in divine favor, but the great dan-
ger the - weak and slothful Christian, who never
gets beyond these fivst prineiples of the doctrine of
Christ,has of again slipping back into the sins of the
world from which he was once redeemed, but the
fearful consequerce of such a fall as well. ** For
it is impossible for those who were once enlightened
and have tasted of the heavenly gift and were made
partakers of the Iloly Ghost and bhave tasted of the
zuud Word of Ged aud the powers of the  world o
come, if they shall fall anay, to rencw them aguin
unto repentance, secing they crucify to themselves
the Son of God afresh, and put Him to an open
shame.” D.
