H. Farrar, (formerly Seerctary of the
English Board of Trade) and the second
“Has England proiitted by Free
Trade” by Lord Masham (President of
the Tair-Trode Club). Sir Thomas is
o pronounced Free Trader, while Lord
Masham is (judging from his paper) just
ag decided n Protectionist. Both arti-
cles are worthy of our readers’ atten-
tions, since they have more or less a

bearing upon Canada and her future

trade prospects.

Sir Thomas”Farrar naturally begins
by wielding the bludgeon in favor of
his_principles. and states that a future
Lecky will record how one of the most
democratic and intelligent of nations,
while practising absolute free trade
within its borders, yet limited its bene-
ficent effeets to ** a bit of bunting,” and
how suffering from the extremes of
wealth more than England it wor-
shipped a policy which made the rich
richer ‘and ‘the poor poover, building
harbors and railways yet repelling the
goods which use them, sceking exports
but refusing the imports to purchase
the former, and 8o on; but as that is
merely the overture we will proceed to
the first of the paper namely the effect
of the Me¢Kinley Tariif,

That Tariil was not, as is elearly
pointed ‘out, for the purpose of revenue,
but to exclude the foreign competitor
from the American market in favor of
the American producer, which as the
author statesy, *“is relentlessly carried
out.” Turning to figures we find that
taking Tin Plates, which ig the article
chlefly affected, the duty under the new
tariff being advanced to 120 per cent,
ad valorem whicﬁ came into forec on
July -1, 1891, the values of the exports
of this commodity from England to the
United States were as foliows :—

Irrom 'his it will be seen that though
the exports for the first half of 1892
are gnuch less than those of 1892
owing, of course, to the abnormal ex-
ports in the latter year to escape the
duty, yet they were very little less than
in the six months of 1890,

Tariif has affeeted since Oct. 6, 1890,
the falling off is more preecptible, of
which we may instance Wool and

“The new duties on agricultural pro-
duce ”’ to quote from the artiele under
review ‘“ do not affeet the United King-
dom, but they do affeet Canada materi-
ally.”

When Canada vepels and is repelled '
by her next neighbor, she looks for an
outlet for her produce in the Mother
Country and sccks to tempt England
by offering 1-eéiprocity or exclusive deal-
ing. To accept such an offer would ixi
the opinion of British Tree Traders be
be suicidal and fatal to our own com- -
mereial policy. What is even more im-
portant, it would be fatal to the future’
relations  between Canada and the:
mother e¢ountry, and between both of -
them and the United States; for Canada
is wleatened by nature and gdogruphy
to trade with the United States, -and
any legal obligation to the Mother .
Country which may have the effect aof
preventing her from so doing would be
sure In time to Dbe felt to be an in-
tolerable grievance and would embitter’
the revelations of the three counbries.”.

An exnct opposite of these cosmopoli- ‘
tan views to be found in the article
by Lord Masham, whose argument
scems to be that each nation shodld
keep its trade with itself and deal with

foreigners as little as possible. He ap-

pears to think that the forelgn com:

merce of a country 1is a detriment -
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instend of an advantage, and deplores
the good old times when England grew
the wheat, instead of importing it, to
1l‘ecd her people, Torgetting or ignoring
the famine amd  destitution whieh
brought about the repeal of the corn
lawg and ehanged her fiseal policy, e
iz mot 80 good at figures as Sir Thomas
Farrar, and when he talks of the manu-
[actured goods, the produet of cheaper
labor Imported into England to com-
pete with, amd handicap, the home
manfuacturers, he overlooks the fnet
that the amount of sueh imports is not
one tenth of what Bngland’s Mills turn
out annually and that such imports
consistys wlmost entirely of i class of
goods, which those Mijlls either eannot
Itarther that the
backbone of England’s manulacturing

or dlo mot muake,

Industries lies in Lhe export thereof, to
abbain which market, her laborers must
have the necessarivs of life at the lowest
possible cost. Shub off her export brade
and England would starve, and for this
reason she cannob afford a protective
tariff but is content with one for rev-
cnue only, Times of  depression  in
trade will oceur in spite of either IMree
Trade or Protection, and there are
some countries more adapted to Lhe one
than {he olher hub in questioning the

INDIA'S WHIEAT CROP.

Late official returns show that India
has harvested the smallest crop since
annual estimates were inaugurated in
1884. The ‘total yield is 203,168,000
bushels of 60 1bs., a Jalling off from the
crop of 0L of 53,586,000 bushels, or
21 per cent, The arca under crop was
24,088,000 as compared with 206,576,
000 last year.

An cxamination of the Government
returns demonstrates that in no pro-
vinee was the product so large as in
91, and that only in the two provin-
ces of least importance in wheat pro-
duction was the acrecage so large as in
the previous year, The seuson was un-
favorable there being insufficient rain-
fall, accompanicd by conditions of un-
usual Geat and in some provinees by
hot winds of c¢xeeptional severity, In
the Punjaub o lm‘gc ¢rop was swon
under favorable conditions, but there
was o [nilure of the winter rains with
high temperatures in Mareh and April,
ant these causes combined to turn an
originally favorable prospeet into one
nrrtvh(-

poorest harvests gathered in

years, In the north west provinees and
Oudh the season for sowing was not
entirely favorable and hardly an aver-
age was planted.  The winter scason
was favorable, rainfall suflicient, and
a good yield promised, but hot winds
in March and April did serious damage.
The yield in this province, however,
approximated an average more nearly
thun other provinees of India, The
season in Bengal was uniavorable from
beginning to end, there being at no time
sullicient moisture for
growth of the crop.

the  proper
In the ceatral
provinees the aren planted was short
on tcecoulit of drought, germination and
early growth poor, and while the
winter raing were good the improve-
ment effected was offset by the pre-
valenge of hot weather and winds dur-
ing the spring months, In Bombay the
cerop ‘on irrigatedl and was falr, but
crop on irrigated land was fair, but
Southern Deccan, *where the drought
developed into something like a [am.
ine,” the aren was small and the crop
a failure,

India may be said to have become pro-
minent as o wheat exporting country
in 1877, when the shipments nmounted
to more than ten million bushels, In
no {previous year htid they reached half
that amount aud in ouly four yéara

had they equalled a million bﬁshels.
The partial crop failures 1in western
Burope during the closing years of the
decnde 1871-80, stimulated the export
Jrade, and British interests facilitated
it so far as possible by the rapid devel-
opment of transportation facilities. The
fiseal year ended March 81, 1892, shows
the heaviest exportation of wheat ever
recorded. Tt is the fiscal year following

_the large crop of '91, and was the result

of tthe extraordinary demand from Eur-
ope consequent upon the short grain
crops of last year. As in the case of the
Unitéd States and Canada, India was
favored with
crop just at the time that a heavy

an exceptionally large

foreign demand existed. A preliminary
statement places the foreign shipments
of ‘the season 1891-92 at 56,573.043
bushels of GO 1bs. The largest shipment
in any previous year was in °87, when
41,558,197 bushels were exported
Statistics apparently give little
reason to fear that the production of
wheat will be so inereased as to threat-
en serious competition with this con-
tinent. The average production for the
nine years for which olficial data are
available is 248,957,586 bushels, But
once in four years past has this average
heen renchedl, The average of the last:
four years is 231,406,533 bushels, while
ithat for the proceding four years was
265,735,816 bushels, o decline in the
last period ‘of 34,238,783 bushels, or
13 per cent. It appears certain that
the large cxports for the fiscal year
e¢nded Mareh 92 did not all come from
the erop of 1891, The ordinary feserves
were freely drawn upon on account of
the extroordinary demand and so com-
pletely were some districts drained that
famine threatened, although wheat is
not the bread grain of the Indian popu-
lation, The inerease in exports from
India during the past decade has ap-
parently had but little effect upon the
arew devoted to wheat, In fact, during
the period for which official estimates
are available there appears to have been
an actual deeling in the acrcage, the
arca being reported in 'S5 at 28,228,-
740 neres, while the normal or average
acreage Is now caleulated at 26,644,000,
The inereased exportation does mnot
represent an increased production so
much as it does a surplus which ha
always existed and now is made more
available by improved {faeilities for
transportation and handling, The ve-
serve, which was onece fitted in years of
plenty for use in years of iamine, now
enters commereial channels, the rvail-
ways Dbeing largely depended upon tu
so facilitote local interchange us to
obviate the likelihood -of serious want
in any sectlon of the country, . ,
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WHAT IS MONEY?

vIhe distribution of
metals among the various countries of

the precious

the world is a choice esoterie seerct of
currency philosophers. They seem to
delight in speaking of it in mysterions
terms, It is always referred to as 4n
undefinable law and is carefully guarded
from Deing desecrated into the wvulgar
rule of demand and supply, Yet, what
is it that determines the amount of
coin in a country bub the use it has
for it? and is not that use dependent
on the political and sociol state of the
country—the confidence reposed in its
government, in its banking and mone-
tary dnstitutions, and in the sense ol
security wnd peace therein and other
circumstances of like naturc? A Dbar-
barous and unsettled country will have
an undue share of metal compared with
the extent of its trade. Credit is dis-
trusted beeause the power of the law
is mot relied upon. In such countries,
hoarding is common, Folitical violence
or ‘the rapucity of rulers is dreaded for
every form of visible wealth., In this
one fact Ave have the explanation of
the ceaseless flow ol the preeious metuls
to the Euast, Lurope and America im-
port annually, increasing quantities of
Bastern produce, and fbr reasons just
gtated, gold and silver, especially the
latter; until quite rceently, are the
favorite commodities demanded in ex-
change. On ‘the contrary, a highly
civilized country such as England, pre-
sents ‘the opposite picture. Credit is
strong and abundant, for the latter is
strong, and cultivated intelligence has
taught men to trust in one another,
Hence, the governing motives in such a
nation svhich determine the choice of
the currency, are cheapness and con-
venjence : and as the precious metals
cannot compete with paper eurrency in
economy, portability, and convenience,
the universal effort is to have as little
to do with gold and silver as possible,

How seldom is money asked for by
a, man presenting a check, even in a
country like Iogland, where £5 notles
are the smallest form of paper money
issued; and ‘they would be still lcs:s
frequentlyasked for were they the lower
denomination than that figure. “Tour-
ists from this side of the Atlantic often
express surprise at the general circula-
tion of gold and silver coin in England
- the Continent. There is, probably, more
gold coin in efreulation in England than
in any country in the world In propor-
- tion to population, It is less the case
-~ in Scotland, where £1 notes were wisely
‘retained ;' and still less on the Continent
" of Europe, where ‘denominations of yet

lower value are issued as eurrency.

In Canada and the United States there
is very little gold * in ecireculation;
indeed, s0 seldom is gold paid out in
this country that we have known people
to refuse taking it and expressing o
preierence for puaper money,
paper money is simply o promise on
the part of the issuing bank to pay gold
on demand.

Sovereigns are often hard to procure
in Scotland, and the theorists would

which

naturally say “ What a calamity and
danger ”; but the Scotch bankers reply
that “No man will have them,” con-
sequently they are not kept in lurge
quantities, In Bngland, and Canada
also, the banks are the rescrvoirs into
which the metallic reccipts of trades-
men are poured. In England gold is
passed on as quickly as possible into
the final vceeptacle of the Bank of
England, where it remains in vaults
until it is got rid of by exportation.

The fluctuations in the case of metal-
lic currency are extremely great. An
unusual increase of some trades, in-
volving large weekly payments in wages
or of travelling expenses, would create
an extraordinary demand for coin, that
is, avhere small motes are not proeur-
able,  Almost every vefailer is as-
quainted with the difiiculties which
arise oceasionally, owing to the searcity
of small change,

GOVERNMENT LABOR BURBAUS.

It is 'when the state realizes that her
people are her care that she best ful-
s her funetion of Government * She,”
we said; and this feminine appellation
is more than ever appropriate in
matters of this kind, as denoting that
Motherly ecare avhich should be hers;
like the old Roman matron who when
the father. of the houschold was en-
gaged in battle or the chase, as le
usually was, had the well-being, the
comfort, and the education of the
varfous members of the household in
her keeping.

Strikes among the wagc-earning
classes, “while there are so many un-
cmployed must mot elaim our sympathy
for a moment even in a remote degree,
but the condition of the unemployed can
well do so at a'l times, whether we
arc statesmen or private cltizens,

In looking over the Blue-Books of
the present year we fail to notice any
containing statisties of labour, now so
systematically provided in the majority
of the States of the American Union.

One of our own sister Colonies—New
Zcaland—undertook a year ago to
obtain exact information on all labour
questions, as the outeome of her estab-
lishment of Labour Bureaus,

The daily journals acquaint us from
time to time with the names of those
who undertake to furnish employment
to applicants as a mater of Drivate
enterprise, but even the ordinary house-
holder knows the petty trickeries of
these agencies, and all who study the
question must feel that both cmployers
of labour, and those destitute of em-
ployment avould be benefitted by the
establishment ©f Government Labour
Bureaus in this Dominion,

As they exigt in New Zealand they
have for their opjcct not only the com-
pilation of statisties of the scarcity or
surplus of labour in special districts,
down 'to precise information as to men
and thelr families, but they undertake
the transier of men from over-erowded
loealities,(where by remalning to seek

cmployment they could only become
idlers) to other places In need  of
workers,

Nor does ‘the £ood work stop here,

for, free railway passes are provided .

under deserving circumstances to those
going to another locality to seek em-
ployment. ' ’
Again, where work has been ohtai.ned
the railway fare is provided on.the
signing of an order agalnst future

wages, As many a8 two hundred agen- .

cies were established under the admin-
istration of men in the employ of the
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Government; and though the move-
ment only lately completed its first
year, it hos formed cause for congratul-
ation in all that it had undertaken,
'v'"A Bureauw of Industries can well form
a ftheme for the consideration of our
Central Goveranment now that we ave
approaching the season when destitu-
tlon and lack of c¢mployment will be
on the inerease, As the new Depart
ment, It created, would most Jikely find

THIE MILWAUKBIEI 1IRIS AND 1TS
LESSONS,

like 2500 people homeless, The loss of
property is variously estimated at from
about $£,000,000 to $6,000,000, hut
this ol course does not approach the
actual waste from the devouring cle-
ment, ‘There was o strong gale blow-
ing which set at nought wll the cilorts
of ‘the firemen to control the flames
which may be said to have died a
nabural death, after
left to feed them,

having nothing

The insurance, which is put down at
something under two and a half mnill-
ions, does mot begin to reimburse the
property  owners,

yet while those

owners hiave received o very severe
lesson as to lhe absolute nccessity of
fire insurance, and the *‘penny wise
pound foolish * principle of saving a
trifle in premium, the Insurance Com-
panies may also learn by sad experience,
what we have often ‘maintained
namely, that they lose more Irom under

~than from over insurance, und that the

safest method ol laying by reserves to
meet the conflagration hazard, is the
adoption of the co-insurance elause,
Judging by the figures—for which we
ure indebted to the Chicago ¢ Inter
Ocenn "—the property destroyed at
Milwaukee was not insured for over
fifty per cent. of its value so that the
Companies hiave been elsher running the
conilagration risk for too little pre-
mium, or are paying nearly twice as
much as they should do, had the co-
insurance clause been in force,

Happily the insurance at ‘Milwnukee
was divided among a large number of
companics, o that the loss to each is
small compared to the extent of the
fire in no case exceeding about $80,000,

sand dollars do? It did not improve busi-
ness to the extent of o single dollar.

“ One of the commonest forms of male
conceit,” snys the Spectator, “is its utter
disbelief in the existence of any female
capacity for the care of property.” A
woman, according to this bland superior-
ity, is cssentially unbusiness-like. She can-
not enleulate and is incapable of the sim-
plest rules of arithmetie. She habitually

coufounds interest with priucipal, and is
ignorant of the commonest terms that 1+’
late to the handling of money. So care-
loss is she of that laiter commodity, that’
she could hardly be trusted even with the’

custody of her own purse. Soomer or

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thet it has come to be nccepted even by
the women themselves without question
or demur ; but is it a well founded” one ?
We doubt it very much; indeed, we be-
lieve fthat in the matter of thrift, if it
were possible to weigh the ordinary claims
of men and women, the latier would be
found to be the more saving and the more
careful. Still, common belief will have
them otherwise, and in support of that
belief, man triumphutly points to the fact
that women lose their purses, They do
lose their purses, the faect must be ad-
mitted; but it is just possible that did
man carry his own money after so carc-
less o fashion, he might lose it also. Even
the wisest of men are subject to an oc-
casional absence of mind which blots out
from their memory their immediante gur-
roundings and purposes.

A atory, about the loss of an umbrelln,
which found its way into the Loundon
papers a short time ago, the search for
which by the lady resulted in her loss
of & more valuable pareel, eliciled o num-
ber of tales [rom correspondenis all over
the city, one of whom- averred that a
woman and her purse, her umbrella, her
pareels, and cverything that is hers, are
continually being parted through waunt of
comhxon care on her part. In the corres-
pondence referred to, one gentleman went
g0 far as to say that he himsell-had
picked. up in the streets of the city five
ladies purses in the course of as many
years, some of them containing quite con-
siderable "sums of ‘moncy.

It would Le useless, of course, to deny
that women do lose their purees, for pro-
bably there has hardly lived a woman who
has not lost at least two or three in
the course of her lifetime ; but these small
losses are occasioned, as a rule, not by
the want of care but by the excess of
care. A man does not lose his purse be-
cause he rarvely earries one—he prefers o
have his money loose in his waisteont
pqckete where he can get at it with less
trquble, and WllCI‘Q,. he will assure you,
it is inevitably more safe than in any
separate receptacle. Nolwithstanding this
assurance, he does lose it, pcrlmp's not
infrequently, but when he loses it he wisely
holds his tongue and no one bLub himself
knows of his own carclessness ; thua it is
that even though men lose the contents
of ftheir pockets as frequently as women
do, they would still appear by reason of
their silence, more fortunate; still, as we
hnvo nlreudy said, we musb confess the
women do lose thcu money in. this way
more frequently thnn men do, and the ren-
son is clear to be seen. .

ache, and the ngon of the Stock” Ex-
change is so much Greek to ler. 1t is
high time that man should abandon this
position of superiovity, this attitude of
patronizing contempt, and seck for%i more
certain. Lasie upon which to found his
claim. In the spherc of domestic céonomy,
it is only too clear upon which side t_he
business-like qualities lie; even in the wider
ficld of commereial enterprise woman had
long been known to hold lher own with
the most of the sterner sex.

TABLES TOR BUSINESS MEN.

We are in receipt of o handsomely bound
volume entitled ¢ Useful Tables for Busi-
ness Men,” by Mre. C. A. Millener of Deser-
onto. It consinls chiefly of interest, an-
nuity, sinking fund aml other tables, to
which are added concise illustrations of
the processes by which certain of the num-
bera are arrived at. These must be ae-
cepted as correct, for there are very few,
if any reviewers who would be at tho
paing of verifying them. One ecannot judge
of a house by a single brick unless the
brick Le defective, and in turning lo the
portion of the work devoted to * Value
in terms of United States gold dollars and
foreign coing,” we notice that Conada sil-
ver hag no place in the list. When &ich
countrics ns Libevin, Hayti, Newfoundland,
Costa, Ricw, Tripoli amd Turkey are in-
cluded, it is somewhat surprising that Can-
ada has been  overlooked. The informa-
tion which the Look Incks in {his respect
may be found in the “Journal of Com-
merce ” of September 23rd. In the table
of Liguid Measure, which every school-
boy has in his arithmetic, we [ind that
the “ Imperial gallon, Canada,” measures
277.274; cubie inches, uand a Wine gallon
281 cubic inches. The compiler could have
‘materfully improved the table for pur-
poses of reference by adding a foot-note
to the clfeet that: *To find the Imperial
gallon, ndd one fifth to the Wine gallon;
andd to find the Wine gnllon, deduct one-
sixth from the Imperinl gnllon measure,”
which every one could readily retain in
his ‘memory. The rules for ascertaining
the weight of melals by measurement, the
tables of French weights and measures,
and those for lumber or log measure, in-
cluding Doyles’ tablo, all may be found
ol additional interest to Lusiness men. We
noticet hat the book is printed in Chicngo
and , stamped ¢ Coplyrighted 1892,” with
the legend “ All rights reserved. " Somo
of the compilers of our school arithmetics
notably the Rev. J. L. H. Roy of Sher-
brooke, whose work we Teviewed recently,
would probably question Mr. Millener's
right to include the chnpter on * Averag-
ing Accounts " without giving them duo
credit.

PEPSIN IN BUTTER-MAKING.

A committee of the South Australin
Dairymen’s associntion have been conduct-
ing n series of experiments of the great-
est interest to dairymen and agrieultur-
iste gonerally ovorywhere, as the result

is likely to redound vastly to their pro-
fit. The committee began a thirty days’
test with twenty ordinary cows. The
cream in every test was - thoroughly
mixed, and one half churned with pepsin
and half without. From the haelf of the
cream churned without bluck pepsin dur-
ing the thirty days 348 pounds and 12
ounces of butter was made, which at 28
cents o pound amounts to $97.65, while
from the other half churned with black
pepsin (of which one teaspoonful for each
gullon of cream was added) no less than
884 pounds and 8 ounces of butter was
made, which at 28 cents o pound amounts
to $247.66. The committee used $4 worth
of pepsin in these tests, but as will be
seen it produced $150 wortlh more butter
than could be made without it. This peph
sin only costs hali o cent a pound, and
two and o half dollars’ worth will make
600 pounds of butter. An analysis made
by Drof. Rowell showed that, on the aver-
age, the cream churned durmg the thirty
days contained 12 per cent. butter, 10
per cent. cheese, 13 per cent. sugar and
4 per cent. other salls, and; that when
churned without pepsin only 156 per cent,
of these solils enter into the butter, and
24 per cent. is thrown away in the butter-
milk, while, by churning with blnck pepsin
387 per cent. of the solids enter into the
butter, and only two per cent. is thrown
away in the butiermilk. Pepsin thus in-
creases the yield of butter 150 per eent.
The analysis of pepsin showed it to be
perfectly free from anything objectionable,
and it is claimed to aid digestion greatly.
It ‘is as harmless as salt and simply unites
all the solids of milk, combining the cheese
and sugar with the bulter. Black pepsin
haa only Deen recently discovered, but it
in said that all wholesale druggists al-
veady keep it.

CANADIAN HAY.

A London firm writes that several lots
of Nova Seotin huy recently arrived there
and allowed of an opportunity of testing
the mavket. In point of quality this hay
doca not come fully up to what has hither-
to Leen considered ns the average sland-
ard Cnnadian hay. The proportion of

hard and coarvse, and there is more Colts-
foot, Peppermint and Maywood than there
is from marshy land, and consequently
clover is small,"n good deal of the hay
should be. Notwithstonding this, it is
found quite adaptable to requirements, and
has met with o favorable veceplion and
ready vetail sales at from 90s. 0d. to
99s. 0. per ton delivered. The charges
incidental to the importation and sale of
so bulky an article ns hay are necessarily
Inrge. They include landing and dock
charges, cartage, porterage, warchousing,
weighing, delivery and factorage, all of
whieh, according to the size of the pur-
cel, will foot up from 16s. to 20s. per
ton. Once, however, the standard of gqual-
ity is established, some of these expenses
ean be minimised by effecting sales to ar-
rive, delivering ex ship into buyers’ own
Lnrges. For this purpose shipment should
never be less than 20 to 285 {ons, vepre-
senting o barge Joad. The best method of
packing is with wood laths at the edges,
and wire roping round the sides and edges.
The tighter the bnles are packed the bet-
ter, ns the freight on so bulky an arti-
cle is o serious hindrance to trade. So
far shipments have averaged nearly four
tons mensurement to the ton weight, and
it is evident that unless this can bLe im-
proved upon by hydraulic or other pack-
ing there is not much inducement to ship-
owners to encourage the trade by redue-
ing their rate of Ireight. Recent sales on
ex ship terms ot £4. 4s. per ton weight.

THE GRAND TRUNK MEETING.

The daily papers have been making much
out of & somewhat warm discussion that
arose at the recent half-yearly meeoting

of the Grand Trusk shareholders”in Lon-
don. the beginning of this week. [t would
appear that one or two sharcholders pre-
sent, foncying themselves to be possessed
of u grievance, undertook to lecture the
direclion and management, withont being
able to formulute any particular cause for
compianint beyond the general one known
to everybody for over a geuelutlon past,
that 'the road las not been puymg divi-
dends on the regular stock. It is mneed-
less here to enter into any excuse of ex-
plmmtxon of the posnhon occupied so long
by the pioneer rond of Canada. but it is
scarcely time to {hrow stones when anew
condition of things and Letter prospects
are elose at hand. The disadvantages un-
der which the road lhas labored all through,
in not having Directors in this country;
has been somewhat remedied of late; and
cconomies which were impracticable at an
earlier date, have been innugurated, part-
ly shown by the saving of £40,000 re-
ferred to in the address of Sir Henry Tyler.
It is significant that Mr. Hubbard, a pro-
minent shareholder who accompanied Sir
Henry on his recent visit to Canada,
spoke in high terms of ‘the general man-
ngement and of the stalf and the system
generally. The principal object of the
meeting, which was the final absorption
of a number of branell lines (recently re-
ferred to in this column), praelically oper-
ated by the Grand Trunk for some years
pnst, appears to have been sceured, with
ounc exception, and this is likely to re-
ceive sanetion. Reference was made to the
retiving annuity of £1,000 bestowed on
the Tate managing dncctm, Sir Joseph
Hickson, to his great services and con-
tinued friendliness to the company.

—The people of Port Avthur hove been
considerably exercised of late over +the
attitude of the Sentinel of that place {o-
wards certain creditors and ecitizens, with
alfair substantially as follows: Several
been able to maintain friendly relations.
A correspondent writes concerning the
alfair substuntinlly as follows:  Several
ol the citizens have an interest in the
newspaper, and owing to arrears of .rent,
caused o seizure to be made on the press
and plant some three wecks, ago, since
whieh time there hos been no Daily Senti-
nel appearing us usnal. Those who own
the plant and press in common with the
editor, refused to come to his rescue, claim-
ing that the town and the paper itself
haid been injured rather than benefitted by
the manner of its publication ; and it has
been an open seeret in the place that
they would not feel any regret were the
editor to transfer his talents to some other
place. The strained Ieelings existing be-
tween the two parties, the editor being
singly and alone on one side, led to some
alleged misconduct which resulted in his
arrest and appearance in the police-court.
Using the weapon nearvest to hand, he
turned upon his persecutora and loasted
them unmercifully in the columns of the
paper. The several fines imposed-and the
attitude of the citizens toward him,
brought about the state of affairs in which
the paper has been lingering of late. The
Canadian Pacific Railway, its chiel . and
some of the officials came in for a due
sharve of attenlion. The citizens generallyt
feel that an enterprising town in the neigh-
Vorhood is being benefitted by these bicker-
ings and are feeling very sore over the
matter. It is to Le hoped that some ar-
rangement may be arrived at whereby the
editor may Do placated and all go on
well as it was before the war.
