THE . GOVERNMENT AND TEE
TARIFF.

Tlho position of Finance Minister under
a protectivo tari Ir is no sinecure, especially
in a counîtry like Canada, influîenced to
soue Oxtent unîîavoidably by the examnple
of the nother country. Every reasonable
miatn muîst suppose that fiscal alterations
are not entered upon witlhout due consider-
ation, althouglh the readiness witlh whicL
iodifications are entertainied would seeni

to inply unîdute haste in tlic original frane-
work. Tlie heads of the governtment are

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îlot slow te avail themselves of the assist-
ance obtainable from men of business
experience, but the necessity of avoiding
any prenature disclosure of the inteuded
changes prevents them. s'eeking inform-
ation froin direct sources. In the recent
fiscal changes Sir Charles Tupper astonish-
ed an old friend, one of our ablest public
mnen, whose knowledge of the dry goods
trade has been obtained tlroigi' long
experience, by asking bis opinion as to
certain proposed changes in the tariff as
respects iron. Remembering a conversa-
tion on the mucli vexed question of dress
goods -a few years before, his friend con-
cluded that the anomaly in Ibis respect
would disappear under the new tariff, but
wiat was his surprise to find the simple
25 per cent outlet still ignored, and dry
goods merchants threatened with greater
confusion and vexation in passing their
custons entries. Fortunately the matter
was explained in time, and the Finance
Minister gracefully conceded the deiands
of the delegates te Ottawa by allowing the
tariff in this respect te remain as before.

A leading manufacturer visited Ottawa
on the 25th ult. and explained certain
anonalies in the old tariff as regards a
class of goods which the cotton mills in the
vicinity of IMontreal have been manu-
facturing lately. Tiese consist chielly of
piques, lenos, brilliantes, diapers, checked
book and inull muslins, fancy sateens, cur-
tain serims, &c. Owing to the different
interpretations placed upon the tarlif, most
of these goods are entered variously at
fron 20 te 221 te 25 per cent, or at 15 per
cent with se mucli per square yard.- It
vas recommnended that a uniform duty of

from 25 te 27., per cent be imposed. .As
tihe Bill iad nota yet been before 'the
Commînittee of the Whole, it was expected
tiat the petition vould b granted. The
port of entry where the greatest skill is
exercised labors at a disadvantage in the
)assinlg of such goods, and a few dealers

are benefited at the expense of the many.
The greater skill required in the manu-

facture of goods of the classes mentioned,
as coipared with plain cotton cloths,
shouild bespeak somne consideration for the
manufacturers. The article of chteese cloth
lor example, difl'ers but little froin window
scrins ; indeed the 'plain portion of tlic
latter is simnply cheese cloth as far as il
"oes ; but because it is varied with open
work or made with a fancy pattern to
sutpply a demand for goods of that class
lie duty is dropped about eue lialf. Cur

tain scrimîss are simply cheese cloth with a
fantcy. pattern. Much of the friction and
irritation ii passing entries would dis
tppear under a little evening up stei ai
that recoiutnended. Take again a smali
matter stel as that of Thimbles, which
altholgih strictly speakitng cominig unde
lthe head of liardware, are iipiortel ciiefly

if net altogether, by the dry goods trade.
The duty upon thon is of three different
degrees. Were the middle rate adopted
fer ail three, it would simplify matters to
an extent appreciable by all those whose
experience proves that the troubles of lie
and business are made up to a greater
extent of smiall worries than of large oes.

THE BAIT BILL.

The question of selling bait te Freich
fisiermen at Newfouindlatnd is so involved
with the bouity question that it naturally
assumes an entirely diflèrent aspect from
the same question in Nova Scotia. lu
Nova Scotit the would-be pureiasers of
bait are Ainerican fishtermten, wio stand
te a large extent upon the sane footing as
Catadian fishiermsen, except in se far as
they benefit by the protective duties oi
foreign caugit fish imi'ported into tieir
country, but in Newfouidiitlatd a very difler-
eut condition of affairs prevails, inasiueli
as the French fisherman who purchases
the bait is already eititled to.a bounty
fron his government amiiouttîing approxi-
mately te 60 per cent. of the present value
of the fish ie may take witi it, and con-
sequently cian afford te sell the produce of
his catci and secure a profit at prices fifty
ier cent. below those of the native lishter-
mli.

The bounty now allowed by the French,

When these circumstances are taken
ito consideration, it is perfectly evident
why tlie bait bill assumes stch a much
more serions form in Newfoindlind than
in Nova Scotia. Were the present systen
followeul and the demoralizing hait traffic
to continue, the extinction of the native
isheries by the bounty supported foreignr
fisiernein, would be ontly a question of
tinte, and coisequeitly the riglt te regît-
late the taking and expert of hait is one
whici coul net be righlteously denied.

The Freche will now b coipelled te
draw tieir bait supplies froin those points
whîere they have treaty rights, which are
cotmtparatively distant from the ftshilig
grounds, and consequently will stand upont
a fairer footing with their iinpoverislied
competitors who are compelled te carry on
the struggle fron thieir own resources, and
cannot rely upon governintit assistance
te the extent, i round numttbers, of 60 per
cent. of the value of hlie fisi tliey take. To
curtail the stpply of hait and contin il te
the utse of Our owni people was the onliy
way possible te protect the native fisheries
fron extliietion at the iands of foreign
traders, and as lte riglt te coitrol otur
own fisleies las nonw been freely conceded
to us by lie British governnent, it was
felt that, in common justice, the R{oyatl
aasent te lte Bait .3ill could tne longer be
withheld.

THE QUEBEC LOAN.
The ntew loant which is now about to be

floated by the Local Goveriinctt ias iot
attracted so niuch attention as ilgit have
been expected coiisider ittg lie iiiiportitice
of tlie interests at stake, se tliat perliais a
consideration of the variotis itemts of the
liabilities, whichi it is intended totmet,
mnay be worlth itmore thait ia passiig notice.

The total aiont asked for is $4,037,-
6241, and et this amtsounît it is claiied thaI
$:3,703,434 lias been incîîrred by past gov-
erttnments, and that consequently only
$274,¯90 for the following new oteedi-
tures, vi.
Montreal Court House ... ....... $200,000
Iron bridges...... ........... 25,600
Exploralotis ,.......... ......... 10,000
Additioial suipplemcitary tstimtets 9, 190
is really iîinuirred by the Mercier Cabinet.
Thiese items are all perfectly legitinate,
the nily itei requiring firthe explana-
tion being the sitii of $10,000 for explora-
tien.

Those iiiemsbers of the pastgovnetiiniits,
who take exception te hlie lau, natiurally
attack the stateirent that $3,763,434 - of
these liabilities is lite lo their adiistbtria-
tions; witlh te ttnost vigour. Tiey claui
that the new treasurer is ediieavoring te
distort lie faets by dexterois iookkeep-
insg, and state that hlalf ef this enioriîous
sun, or $1,548,428, is due for unearned
subsidies te railroads whici are ontly pay-
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able wlen the conditions under which
Lhey were graited are cuioplied with by
Lte coipanlics claining thei, and that
coisiieqietly niot a lithe of this suin is
iowit actlally ilui, aid ltat, more thai
probably, Lthe greater bul k Of il inever will
boeoimie payable.

This is truc entougli so fai as il goes.
Decideidly the whol aliount will inot oe
required wiLtiii the present goverimnciit's
tenulre. of oflice, bolt portions of ilt will ; and

how large those porLiois mlay be, onîly
Lime can decide. If the whole of the
amiouInL of liahility iiin which the loan is
based lie not iimiidiliatoly roquired, ilt will
ie remmbered thtn is the goverin-
iment oibliged Lo issue lthe eitire aiolit of
the oi at nL olice. Thoy will btless
regulate laot aiîiicitisstued by the lliotint
required, and we catlmotA sec tlat the

ing fron their making their terminus at
tis port is confined to the salaries paid to
their regular staff of enploy6s, and have
ounly a vague idea of the balance of their
expenditure.

And yet lime payments to whiat may be
termed the r'egtular stai' are amongst the
ilitest of the disburseinents, and the
really ieavy payments are those which
ire paid for labor, for supplies and for car-

pentering workz. Take firtl'ie item of
labor. AL Mite lowest estimate this cannot
bc perforied for less than 25 cents por
ton, and we venture te believe that there
tire not many lines iliat do not pay more
thai tis. But take iL ait tlat, and aver-
ige lthe aionoit of inward and outward
cargo tc be liandled at 5,000 tons,an inside
estimate wlien we consider the size of the
imonsters of the dee) fint no0w rcach this

port, aid we have the sui of $1,250 per
Lrip foi' this itmci aloine. As each steamer
will liake tive trips to 'urontreal dutring the
season tlis iiplies an expenditure of at

toast, $6,000 per season, for cahi ship, fcr
coniparatively unskilled labor. These fig-
ires do not inclide bagging grain, elevator
charges, liglterage of cargo or shifting or
stowing of coal, ail of whicih items will
iiaterially ilicrease te amoîtmt actually
dislhtrsedt.

'Jie second item of disbursements for
supplies is equally important, and although
munch of the non-perishable supplies are
procured upon the otlier side of the Atlan-
t'ic, sUtI su tiicient muisist be secured lere to
form11 au very valuable factor in the disposi-
tion of food products, which would other-
wvise glut our market and rediuice prices to
lite farmers. When il is remembered that
one of those loviathans of the deep lately
used tipon her round trip 12,500 pouinds of
frcsh beef, 5,320 poiunds mutton, 850 poutinds
lamb, 350 pounds each of votfa and pork,
2,000 potinds fresh fisi, 1,330 iead of pont-
try, 1,000 quarts of milk and 11,500 eggs,
besides a proportionate quantity of vegeta-
bles, iftecn tons of potatoes, and the ustial
amîount of flour, ice, and salit provisions,
we can iealize how the arrival of a num-
blir of such custoners ecry week during
the suimimier eiiianîces the value and in-
porLtance of this city as a distributing
centre.

lite disbursemeints for carpentoring are
also very important, and givo empiloyment
to a class of rougit carpenters who wouild
otherwise find diflicuilty in obtaining eu-
ploymient. The lining of vessels' holds to
receive grain, the erection of bins and, !in
the case of cattle-carrying vessels, the
buildinig of the stails, are ail iteis of conl-
siderable exlentse, and ve ihink we lire
safe in estiiatiig the expenditure under
Lhis heaîd it froin $300 te $1,200 per trip
îud evei more. Then coio a variety of

disbursements, for wharf rent, stevedorage,
freiglt brokerage and commissions to
agents, pilotage, cartage, towage, repairs to
machinery, medicines, etc., which soon
swell the disbursement account te what
most people would consider alarming pro-
portions.

There is another point, too, of great im-
portance to Canada, and that is the con-
suîmption of Nova Seotiai coal by these
ocean-going steamers. In the case of the
Allan Royal Mal Line, a steamer of 1,350
tons burden, the Acadian, is employed
solely as a collier carrying ceai froin Pictou
for the use of their steamers, a fact which
speaks volumes for the ainount they con-
soute annually, and we iay fatirly ,redit
the other large compaies with a consider-
able constimption of Caniadian coal. This
constant enqutiry isa m most valuable factor
in the development of our coal industry,
and one which beiefits not only Nova
Scotia but, indirectly, the whole of the
Dominion.

We have thus indicated a few of the di-
rect disbirsements of British capital made
in oui seaports by the owners of the Trans-
atlanti lines for the purpose of showing
more cicarly the importance of tliese great
steamship lnes as economic factors in the
circulation of moncy. Of course it imay be
objected thLt the principal advantage is
confiiied to their iomediate suppliers, yet
it lust be remembered that, in their turin,
they must procure their supplies eventu-
ally froin the producers, and thus the
original disbursement proceeds in ever
widening circles until it benefits indirectly
the whole community. Owiig te causes
wihich we have already pointed out, the
steamsliip companies do not comimand
that amotnt of attention from the press
which their importance and benefit te the
country should entitle tihein to; and tlere-
fore perhaps it is well te show the manner
in wihich they are building up the resources
of the country and enaoling the inland
fariner te secure better prices for lis pro-
duce.

COUNTRY FIRE APPLIANCES.
lThe recent disastrous osses in the State

of New Hampshire, which sinice the initia-
tion of the valued-poliey law lias been
abiandoned by the regular companies and
is nîow comipelled te seek its protection
fron the financially weak local concernis,
lhas drawn renewed ' attention te the
wretched condition or absolute absence of
fLire appliances in country towns, a state of
afflairs whici is .by ne means confined te
Nowu Hampshire but otai nfortuînately
only too frequently across the Canadian
border.

Out of the exceptionally severe fire
losses of the State lin question, amouinting
te about a million and a ialf of dollars in
la period of teventeen montlis, it is pw
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establisbed that only $300,000, or about
10 per cent, occurred in cities, and that
the remaining $1,200,000, or 81 per cent,
took place in country towns and villages
where little or no apparatus or protection
against lire existed and where whatever
fire appliances did exist were of an obsolete
and practically useless description. Nor
is New Hampshire alone in this condition.
We are informed that in New York Siate
there are 04 towns of over 1,000 inhabi-
tanifs, five of over four thousand, and one
of over five thousand inhabitants, who are
absolutely devoid" of fire appliances, and.
therefore practically helpless should a con-
flagration be initiated. Were statistics
available it is to be feared that a similar
condition of affairs exists also in this
Dominion.

The question now is, wlat is to be done
uder these circumstances, and how is

the necessary pressure to be brouglt upon
the local municipal or village oflicials to
compIel thein te provide themselves with
the means of extinguishing lires ? The
thoroughly frightened underwriters of the
Granite State propose to furnish a practical
answer by discontinuing business in al]
places net properly protecting theiselves,
or else doubling or, if need be, trebling
rates unitil the necessary protection be
secured, but such a course of action would
savor far too much of the nature of a
boycott te be acceptable to the great bulk
of underwriters and would certainly be
iipracticable this side the line wliere
competition is keen and the struggle for
new business always active and enter.
prising. Under these circumstances ve
inay fairly dismiss this and tlie other
drastic measures proposed froin our calcula-
tions and turn te more practicable and
miider ineasures of relief.

Probably the real solution of this per-
plexing and vexatious question will soon
be made patent now that the insurance
conpanies are awakening te the fact thaIt
it is guite as much the duty of the insuring
comipanies to prevent fires as to indeinify
the suffers froin fire waste froin the loss
they have incurred ; a loss in many cases
the result of their own negligence in tlis
respect. When lie companies are thor-
ouglily aroused to the fact that money is
te lie made by avoiding loss by means of
more rigorous inspection and. greater
attention to the placing of risks, it will
soon be found that the rural communities
will bestow more attention on fire pro-
tecting appliances. A little pressure applied
in that mos sensitive of all portions, the
pocket, will produce wonderful results and
will convince the most sceptical and
stubborn village politician of the vital
lecessity of more progressive measures.
This, we think, is tlie real answer to the
much vexed question and will prove just
as salutary and eflicacious as thie most

rigorous of boycotts. At all events it is an
experiment that is well worth trying and
it would be in the best interests of the
companies to give it a fair trial ait once.

SPURIOUS COFFEE.
The steady advance in the values of

green coffee and the strong statistical posi-
tion of that important adjunet to the
breakfast and dinner table lias naturally
had a material effect on the price of the
roasted article, lifting it in soine instances
beyond the limit which a certain class of
grocers were prepared to pay. Owing ta
that moral obliquity which prompts soine
mnanuîfacturers to resort ait once to sophis-
tication in order to nieet thie requireinents
of their custoiers, without any regard te
the rights of the ultimate consumer, it was
naturally expected that an adulterated
article which could be sold profitably,
would soon make its appearance, and this
expectation lias been realized with uncom-
fortable promptitude.

Of course thete mixtures have naturally
appeared first in New York where some
'roasters' are already actively engaged in
preparing them and pushing tliem on tie
market, but it can only be a question of a
short time before they will inake their
appearance in this country also, and frein
their superior clieapness will assuredly
command considerable custon. From our
New York exchanges we learn that saiples
of the cofflée mixtures are now openly ex-
posed in many of the salesroomns of the
wholesale grocery ihouses in that city, but
that in most instances, from a lingering
sense of commercial decency, they are
withlheld froin view unless asked for by
the intending purchaser. The mixtures
cannet be considered novel oncs and are
net injurious to health in any way. They
cosist of Canadian peas, rye, chicory,
burnt ship biscuit, and a siall portion
of genuine coffée thrown in te give it a
flavor of the genuine berry. In ene or two
extreme cases ground tobacco stems are
added te give it strengtlh. The quantity of
actual coffée in the composition varies in
proportion to the price of the article, whicl
ranges froin a line cent mixture which
could only be considered a coflée by a
vigorous stretch of the imaginiatina, te
twenty cents for a mixture which would
pass with not to critical consumiers for the
real thing. The actual.qtiantity of colle
present is estimated at froin 20 to 40 per
cent, the remaining 60 to 80 per cent cou-
sisting of the before nentioned adulterants.

The most discouraging feature of this
adulteration is the perfect openness with
which it is annonnced and sold. Tie
wholesalerdoes not atteipt to disguise the
nature of the comnpound lie sells to his
retail customer but openly announces it as
a mixture of coffée with other substances,
not of an injurious nature, but which cer-

tainly are net used by the ultimate con-
sinumer from choice. The wlole deception
lies with the retailer, who can, iardly be
expected to inform his custoimers tnat the
composition lie is selling themc as ground
collée is really comîposed of otler sub-
stances capable of giving a black liquid
after carbonization. It is useless to point
out that these mixtures are sold at a price
which, at tle preseit rates ruling for green
coflle, mnust point ont to the consumiier that
they cainiot be genluinie. Tie average con-
sumer knows nothing of wholesale prices,
lie buys the mixture because it is given
hii for coffée by his grocer, alnd couse-
quently the sale of it is a fraud upon the
public. Were tle grocer te say distinctly
that lie could not sell geniuine cofle at
that price and that the article lie was
selling wias a coipouind of hcterogenous
articles flavoredl with a little coffee, the
case would ble eitirely differenît. 'lh1e
buyer woild then' purchase aut his own
risk and the doctrine of careai emiplor would
apply. The fraud lies in lie facit that the
article is sold as colle and purchased upoi
the strengtlh of its being cofle, and there-
fore no arguments, liowever specious, can
twist it into a legitimate transaction.

NEW DRESSES.
Very little change is apparent in the

bodices of nlew model toilets. Te basque
with a long point in front, short on the
hips, and having a narrow plaited postilion
tait sits up well in the back,.is still the
favorite style, and will probably continue
so for some tinie to coie, as it is by far
the most universally becominig. ln some
of the neuest models a sliglit improve-
ment is Visible in Lle absence of any per-
ceptible darts in the bodice. These darts
exist of course, and are made in the lining
as usual, but the outside material is
stretched and moulded to the figure over
the fitted lining so as to show ie darts and
to give a bias effect to tîhe lower part oI the
front that is very novel and strikinîg when
the material is a plaid or striped fabric.
The vaist is still made is long as the
figure will allow, and the bodice is so Vîhor-
oughly boned thmat it fits porfectly smooth
and free froin wrinkles.

There is very little alteration in ihe
arrangement of skirts, and they follow
the conventional iodels. One new style
showed thec skirt cauglit up just oace te
form tie tournure at thie back, and tien
falling siraiglt down iil hollow double
Plaits to the foot. On the left t romains
open over ai u nderskirt of a diflerent ma-
terial. il front it falls loose on the open
side,. and is then draped and looped up
over the riglt hip, crossing over on the
back. In other models the opening of tie
skirt is bordered on each side witli a dou-
ble fold of silk different froin thre under-
skirt or paniel l the imiddle. l these
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stykes the bodice opens in simlilar falshiori
over a phain plastron vitii two folds of te
silik fin each side.

Titi report of the Ontario Bureau of rinus-
tries for May, just issued, says : Ii general
the fall wheat crop is far from filfilling the
promise it gave of a good crop when flic snow
came on last fall. The winter was not so i-
favorable to crops is the preceding onie, as
reports indicate that there w$as n such gen-
oral formation of ice shets, and onfly in a few
localities was there ansy injury by either too
heivy covering of snbow or bare ground. Mfost
injurious of al1 ageicies was thei unfavorable
weather' of Marcb and April. After wleat
lad beenî loft bare thiere was a long period of
dry days and frosty nights, and wherc the
plants were not very strong and hîealthy licy
suîecurmbed io injury fron this source. This
was suffered in. ali coities withotif excep-
tion, imd in a fnmber of themlî if lias left the
crop in poor conditi, averaing fron one-
lîalf to tlree-foirtls of what it proimised ii
tle fal. There lias not beei niearly so large
ain area plouglied up as there was last spring,
however, and Mnry of the reports speakl hope-
fully of chaciies for improveiment. Throigli-
out the province generally the quantity of
wheat held by farmers 'il barely suflice for
home coisimaptioin, and in flic St. Lawrence
and Ottawa valleys nany lid to buy fleur.
In tle. western coititfes hay and oats ire
raitler scarce, while along the St. Lawrence
flic itipply.is abuidilit. Winter rye is in
fairly good condition. Reports of the fruit
prospect are generally of aî lopeflil character.
Oaits, plens and barley and a fair extenît of
spring wheat have becn sowni, and att.the date
of flic reports their general appearice was
sitisfictory, ftle droliuth aloie giving rise to al
feeling of iiensiness.
