It appears that before long we shall have another
debate in the Hounse of Commons on the Callan
case, and the enemies of Catholic freedom are, like
spirited chargers, snufiling the Dattle from afar off,
Hitherto they have been a3 successful in voting as
they have been unfortunate in argument. Inthe
first debate on the subject they found the Govern-
ment timid, and aftaid to rely on the strength of the
case that might be made for the Comumissioners of
the National Board, and they fought their battle
with Fabian tactics. But this did not prevent their
mecting a defeat. Though the Select Committee
was carried, yet the troublesome member for Kil-
marnock had his little triumpk. By o majority of
fourteen he succeeded in forcing on the Committee
two members who were supposed to be, from oppo-
site points of view, cagerly hestile to Ultramentan-
ism, as anything like decent treatment of Catuolie
clnims is called. Well, the Committee thus consti-
tuted has disappointed the expectations formed of
it. The anti-Papal champions de not appear to
have made much of & fight, unless it may be cousi-
dered that to prevent tho Committee from reporting
the obvious conclusion from the evidence was to
have fulfilled the object of their being placed on it.
The evidence in favor of the action of the Commis-
sioners was not only strong in itsel, but pecqlmrly
gtroug in the character of thoze _l)y whorq it was
given. Letting the resident or paid Commissioner
r. Keenan pair off with Father O'Keefle, we have
the malcontent party represented by Judpes Lawson
and Morris—areades amlo—while the action of the
Commissioners was sustained by men like Judge
Longfield and Judge Fitzgemlc_l. In England pos-

.Tue Srate eF Crare—Yesterday the criminal
business of the guarter sessions commenced at Engis
before John O’Hagan, Esq., Q.C,, the magistratesin
attendence being Thomas Greene, Captain Hamil-
ton, R. M.; Mr. O'Hara, R.M.; Dr, Cullinan, Jas,
Frost, and John B. Macnamara. In addressing the
jury, His Worship said, he regretted to state that,
there was a very much larger calendar before him
than existed dince he came tothe county, or, indeed
before it. There were & great many disgraceful
assaults attended with violence, arising, as they
generally did, out of the pernicious vice of drink,
The remainder, also numerous, were cases of larceny.
He bad read over the informations in all, and didnot
consider it necessary for him to make observations
upon any. As it might be that some of the gentie-
men had not before served upon a grand jury, it
might be necessary for him to explain that their
cardinal duties were in considering the Dbills that
would be sent beforc them. This his Worship did,
and also explained the law in reference to one case
of forcible possession which appeared on the calendar.
The learned chairman then added that it might be
expected he would make some remarks in con-
nection with a recent outrage that had been perpe-
trated in an adjoining district, but 1t was not his inten-
tion to do 8o, feeling the inefiiciency of words to do
anything that would prove eficctual. In a few days
they would have amongst them judicial function-
aries of a higher class, of more importance and
weight on the benclk, and wlo would, doubtless,
when addressing the grand jury af the assizes, now
at hand, not omit observing upon the shameful state
of crime in Clare, which was felt throughout the
kingdom to be & disgrace to Ireland. The last time
lie addresred the grand jury at quarter sessions he
had to refer with abhorrence to a dreadfel murder
which was perpetrated a short time before. Since
then an attempt had been made to murder not only
one but two gentlemen, for the lives of both were
in danger at the bands of the would be assassins,
They knew the gentlemen to whom he referred to
were Mr. Hall and Mr. Creagh. To put a step to
such a fearful state of things, the Government were
now compelled to put in force the full powers with
which they were invested, under the Peace Preseiva-
tion Act, and thiz, he was sure, would tend to the
suppression of crime and outrage in the county.
That the Government should be driven to such ex-
tremes was to be regretted, but, as he said before,
words werc ineficacious to effect anything.— Frreman,
June 28th. .

Taxes ox Smrrmvc 19 Watsurorp.—The very
heavy dues imposed upon theshipping which comes
into Wuterford bave produced the efiect which was
anticipated before the Bar Shoal Act was passed. Tt
has led to the discharge in Cork harbour of cargoes
of grain bought en Waterford account. Dlasters of
foreign vesscls have allowed the purchasers of the
cargoes o sum more than equal to the dues they
should have paid had they come oh to Waterford,
and they have been discharged in Cork. If this
state of things continues the naturally fine port of
Waterford will become deserted, and Cork will be
the great cmporium for the foreign grain trade.  The
shipping of the port, if it has not already diminished
will rapidly fall away. The great natural advant-
ages possessed by Waterford have boen thrown away.
The Corporation on the one hand has thrown away
the best site for grain stores in Europe, and the
Harbour Board on the other, is levying a very heavy
toll upon ships, and not giving them an iota of ad-
vantage in exchange, Under the operation of these
two causes we shall expect to see a very grest de-
crease in the trade of this city. We are told that
three cargoes of grain for Waterford have reeently
been discharged in Cork, a large portion has goue
Dy il into the interior of Ireland, and seme has
come by rail from Cork to Waterford, instead of 1y
water. Thus instead of Waterford becoming a port
of call she will see her shipping lessening, the re-
ceipts from foreign dues will be wholly inadequate
to pay the charges for the money borrowed, and the
other revenues will be seized upon to make up the
annual interest for a foolizh and most needless ex-
penditare.— Waterford Mail.

L.anorners DWELLINGS Ix IRELAND, — A series of
reports from Poor Law Inspectors in Ircland, on
laborers’ dwellings in that country, has been issued.
Dr. Brodie remarks that the subject is one of much
sacial importance, and the laboring classes_may be
made more contented and comfortable, Falr en-
couragement shounld be given to keep o fair propor-
tion of the land in tillage. Itis beset with difii-
culties, and lcgislation must almost necessarily be
limited to the enactment of enabling powers ; any
change in the law shonld be generously I.xbeml to
produce material improvement, Mr. O'Bricn refers
to the wretched condition of laborers' cottages in
towns, owing to former opposition’ to the existence
of cottier tenements in the rural d,istn.ct§,'wluch_he
attributes to the system of electoral division rating
and thinks that any enactments for improving the
dwellings of the labering population will prove in-
operative without union rating. Dr. King refers to
the decrease during the last 12 years in cereal crops,
and increage in meadow. - The amount of land laid
down in grass fucreases every yoar.

GREAT BRITAIX.

Very slowly, indeed, but surely, it is coming into

the Great British mind that Prince Bismarck is not
the most desitable guide {or a nation, and that the
persecution of the Catholic religion involves some-
thing more than annoyance to the members of that
creed,  Perhaps we ought not to blame Englishmen
for what was not very obvious to Germans them-
selves, for we all know that the object immediately
under our own noses is the most difficult to be seen,
and the national Liberals of Germany do not seem
to be gifted with sharper sight than their neighlors.
But Englishmen, who let observation with extended
view survey mankind from China to Pery, who al-
ways know what is best for every nation under the
sun, and are always ready to give advice under any
conjuncture of circumstances, even they are com-
pelled to admit that the persecution which they at
first looked upon so complacently, shews itzelf to be
part of an objectionable system. No deubt they do
not use the language of confession or contri.ion.—
Not at all. Of course it was not they who were in
the wrong—it was not they who even cast a gracious
look on religious persecution in modern times. No,
it was these foolish national Liberals, and they relieve
their conssience by condemining the Germaa poli-
ticians for their own blunder. Mark the judicial

Tue Loss oF TR Raveer—The Report of an in-
quiry instituted by the Board of Trade into the
stranding of tho screw steamer Ranger, of Neweastle-
upon Tyne, has been iypued. - The Ranger, it is
stated, was an iron screw steamer, built at Newcasile
in 1860, of 22 80-100 tens register, and owued by
Thomas Abboé and Thomas Abbot Hutton. She
sailed from Middlesborougn on March 29, at 2 pm,,
under the command of William Hannington, who
holds no certificate, an engineman and a boy com-
pleting the remainder of her crew, with a cargo of
60 tons of pig iron, aud bound to the Tyme. At G
a.m. on the 30th she stranded on the rocks near
Cullercoats, and immediately began to fill. The
crew at once took to the boat, and were shortly
afterwnrds picked up by the steamer Great Emperor,
and landed in the Tyne. On a carcful consideration
of the evidence thia Court wis of opinion the master
had shewn himself wholly incompetent to perform
the dutics devolving upoun the master of any coast-
ing vessol. He appeared to Lave solled without a
chart, and, from his statement, without any know-
ledge of the uao of the chart, Further, the *gom-

The
engiuncer was 5o seriously burnt that he is not ex-
pected to live. The hatches being open, the vessel
was uot much damaged,

on the 22rd November, 1811, and died on the same
afternoon. In the other case, & gentleman named
Iremonger was chosen for ‘Stafford, after the dissolu-
tion of Pailiament on the 2nd of June, 1825, and
died on.the 30th of July ensuing., Two or tlree
members of the present Parlinment died before the
nmueting of the House.

The Italian Revolutionary press teems with
the grossest insults to the Pope on the subject
of Rattazzi's funeral, The Holy Father's in-
dignant words asto the part taken by the clergy
of Alexandria were merely the official and
authoritative confirmation of the feeling enter-
tained by all true Catholics on the menstrous
scandal given by certain members of the Pied-
montesc priesthood. The Catholic ergauns of
Turin and Milan denounced it before the
Papal Alloeution was made, and common sense
would alone suffice te brand the interment of
s professeq infidel, dying under thé censure of
¥¢ Chureh, with ecclesiastical honours, as an
absurdity as well as a sacrilege. As 2 man
lives so he dies; and one who wages ceaseless
war on the Church during a loog career, caon
searcely expect, or his friends for bim, to re-
sive the benediction or God-speed of a mother
he has systematically disowned. The scandal
of civil interment is at least consistont, but to
prostitute the requiems of “the Liturgy over
the unhallowed grave of a public sinner is {ar
more revolting Lo the Christian mind.  Why
does he persist in living?” were Rattazzi’s
words on the Pope but a few weeksago, and he
even went to the indecent length of telling his
servants he would give 509 lire to the first who
brought him the good news of Pius IX’s death!

BrowNsoN's QuarTERLY REVIEW—July,
1873.—Our old acqueimsance continues with
pristine vigor to combat the errors of the day,
and to assert the great truths of religion and
Christian civilisation.

There is much in the article under notice
that deserves the serlous consideration of Cath-
olics, of those espeeially who believe, or who,
from interested metives, profess to believe, that
amongst Protestants the so-called Liberals are
as & body their “natural allies,”” The Re-
viewer well observes that in the United States,
 thoy’—the Liberals—¢ are now with indi-
vidual exceptions, here, as elsewhere, our bit-
terest enemies.”. And again—¢ The liberal is
a worse, a more dangerous enemy to the
Church to-day, however it may have been fifty
years ago, than the most bigoted Protestant,
for he secks to betray us with a kiss.”

The other artioles are all excellent. The
second treats of ¢ Science, Philosophy, and
Religion ;" the third is a review of a sermon
by the Rt. Rev. M. Domeneec, Bishop of Pitts-
burgh, on “ Papal Infallibility.” DMgr. Do-
menee voted with the minorify in the Vatiean
Counoeil ; not because, as he himself tells us,
and as his published works show, he ever
doubted of the truth of the doctrine for he
had always taught it in his diecese, bat because
he had doubts of the expediency of defining it.
This was the position of almost all of those
who in the Council opposed the definition.—
They did so not at all because they did not
themsalves believe the Pope, in his official
anpacity, as sucsessor of St. Peter t0 whom by
Qur Lord had beea assigned the singular pre-
rogative of  confirming his brethren,” to be in-
fallible, but solely because they questioned the
opportuneness, or cxpediency of defining that,
which, though uadefined, actually was, and
always had been, the doctrine eof the Catholic
Church from the first day of her existence,
just as though undefined before the Couneil of
Xiee, the doctrine of the consubstantiality of
the Son to the Ifatber always had been the
faith of the same Church. The article of Pr.
Brownson is for the most part devoted to show-
ing the expediency of the definition which the
Counecil of the Vatican adopted ; its necessity-
as the means of refuting those who pretended
that Gallicanism, as set forth in the famous
Four Articles of 1682 was compatible with
genuine Catholicity, and of purging the Church
of her most dangerous enemies, that is to say
of those who like the Old @atholics, with their
lips made profession of the faith, but in their
hearts were Prutcstants. The definition has
compelled these men to declare themselves, and
to show themselves to the world in their true
colors—that is to say as upholders of the prin-
siple of private judgment, against the authority
of the Church. Now every man who asserts
the first as against the seeond, is, no matter
what in other respects he may, or may not be-
lieve, a Protestant; a Protestant being sim-
ply any baptized person who does not believe
all that the Cathelie Church belisves and
teaches brcause she so teaches and believes.
This is the eorrect definition of the term Pro-
testant.

In the fourth article the Reviewer deals with
Darwin's Descent of Man, or theory that man,
instead of having in the beginning been made
in the image of God, is but an ape improved
upon a more fully developed monkey. This
is indeed a ¢ Descent”’ with a vengeance, The
fifth article is a vindication of the great prinm-
ciple, “ The Church Above the Siats,” a prin-
ciple which Cathelics are bolder in asserting
now-a-days than they were a short time back,
and to the neglect of which are due the revolu-
tions political and gpeial, with which civilisation
is menaced.

If the evil of reading obscene books is very
great and very general, there is another cliass
of reading which, if less abselutely shameful,
is yet even more extensively destroying the
morals of society, and, I hesitate not to say it,
injuring the physique of the natiens. I mean
the reading of xovels. Hour after hour, by
day and by night, young boys and young girlg,
at the vory time of life when their tender
minds, their easily excited susceptibilities and
lax habit of body will least allow of it, pour
over these exaggerated and exciting narratives
until intellect, nerves and body give way under
the strain, can continue no longer, and are
obliged to desist under a prostration of intel-
lectual nervous and physical force only
equalled by that prodused by a long
debauch, or a continued wuse of stimul-

ants, Teil me not that I exagperate. —
You yourselves shall be your judges., Study
well, if only for once, the effect of this reading
upon your body. Consider your feelings after

houh.'- Is your intellect as clear? are your
nerves u8 olastic ? is your whole tone of body

| —(T say nothing here of your hearty—as buoy-

aat ag it 'was when yeu began? If you have
ever taken an opiate at night to make you sleep
—if you have ever indulged over night too
freely in the use of intoxicating liquors, or of

next moerning under an ovérwhelniing depression,
a lassitude and weariness of mind and limb,
painful to both mind and body. And after a
long reading of one of these novels, have you
never experienced some such similar sensations ?
Have you net found your ibtellect clouded ?
your nerves uustrung? your whole vital force
diminished ? Iknow weil that you have. But
why do I speak to you thus? Why do I urge
to a Christian soul such arguments as these ?
It is not my proviace to lead you to virtue
through sordid or interested motives, or through
motives of health. The political economist
aud the physician may do this. - As God's
minister, my duty is to lead you to God, in
God, and for God; to lead you to virtue
through holy and supernatural motives.

But, you say, altheugh these books may
have these physical effests; morally they can
have no bad effects since they only recount
strange and startling adventures, and if they
speak of love it is only in a delicate and gnard-
ed manner, Ah, ddas! such are the artifices
by whieh the devil seeks to ruim souls. Ie
knows well, this subtle tempter ! thatthere are
numberless young people of tenderand delicate |
consciences who would shrink immediately from
anything gross and manifestly earnal, and whose
natural modesty would rebel against anything
openly immadest and obseene. \What then does
he do? He places in their way these enticing
novels, all the more dangerous because written
with such art as to intreduce the poison with-
out the puncture of the wound being felt, St.
Teresa confesses that in her early yomth she
was addicted to the pernicious habit of reading
these books, which in her day took the guise
of Books of Chivalry. YVriting in after years,
when o mature judgment and an ardent love of
God cnabled her to see clearly the evil cffects
of this habit, she acknowiedzes that the read-
ing of thesc books cooled her first fervor, and
her ardent desire to dedicate herself to God;
that they roused in her an ambition to be the
object of the esteem of men; that they en-
kindled in her the flame of worldly vanity, and
that had not God turned her aside spcedily
she would infallibly have lost her innocence
and purity. Yes, alas! Christian soul, how
many thousands are there who undoubtedly
owe their first loss of purity to the reading of
these books ? and how wmany more are there
who, if they have not indeed been Ied by them
into absolute open sin, have at least felt their
fervor in God’s service diminished; their ex-
orcises of piety becoming irksome; their love
and reverence for the truths of religion cooled ?
Yes, Christian soul, if you doubt what I eay,
you have only to study for a short time the
effects-of these books upon your own soul, and
you will speedily discover that they arc instill-
ing into your mind exaggerated and abnormal
ideas of life ; that they are fillingit with worldly
thoughts and desires; that they are tcaching
you only the unsound maxims ot the world, and
what more immediately belongs to our subject,
that they are arousing within you your animal
passions, and leading in the end to the wreek
of your chastity and innocence.

“ What!” you exclaim, “must we never
read novels ?  What then shall we do with
them ?” What must you do with them, do
yousay ? To those who prefer spiritual fervor
to a worldly spirit—to those who prize heaven
before carth—to those who love purity above
all things—te these I answer, ** Burn, destroy,
let not a single leaf escape.” To those who
wish to make a compromise between the world
and virtue, I know not what to answer, .

But what will become of us in society if we
have not read the last novel? What will the
world think of our ignorance. Ah, child! what
a fulse’idea you have even of this wicked world,
“What will the world think of you?”’ Why!
if it finds that you are above the world and its
foolish ways, it will love you and adore you as
2o aogel. If it finds that you are so fresh and
and innocent as never to have been contamin-
ated by its bad maxims, it will worship you ag
a Saint, If it finds that you are really pure
from all carnal impurity, falling down it will
adore you. You do this wicked world an in-
justice, I assure you. Of all the bright vir-
tues in a Christian’s soul, there is none it wor-
ships more fervently, none it admires more ar-
dently than purity, Why does the Christian
world honor the Blessed Virgin above all the
saints? Because she was the Mother God ?—
Not only for that, but because, being His Mo-
ther, she was yet a virgin. It is ler virginal
purity which it adores, And who isit that
adore purity the most ¢ Is it the pure? No!
themselves pure and bathed in purity, the pure

caonot sce the full splendor of purity. " Itis
the courtisan, the impure that adore purity the

to which, alas! they can never more attain.—
Behold, here was the whole love of the Mag-
dalize. Fear not then, foolish child, that the
world will despise you for your igperance of its
ways. It may despise you as a worldling ;
but it will edore you as a saint.

But we grant that reading novels is effemin-
ating to the mind; that it is relaxing to the
nerves; that it is lowering te the general tone
of the body; and what is more, that it is in-
jurious to the general tone of morality. But
you have not proved that it is injurious to
purity. '

I prove it thue. The animal passions, the
concupiscence of the flesh is the source of all
impurity. Now whatever tends to excite this
concupiscencs must tend to excite impurity.—
But undoubtedly one of the most powerful
means of exciting concupiscence is earnal love,
for comcupisce=ce is nothing else but carnal
love in action, Now, almeost all novels have
for their chief end and ainr the recital of some
phase of carnal love, Answey me, novel readers
bow many novels are there which do n9s treat
glmost exclusively of carnaf love? I koow
there are some that do mot; Put they are few,
very few. There are some—(historical nevels
for inatance)—in which the loves of the Bero
and heroine are 80 slightly touched upon as o
be, on the score of purity, but slightly objec-
tionable. They may be objectionable, it is
true, en other accounts; on ascount of the faie
ideas of life which they give; on aceount of the
false magims of morality they inculeate, 2and oa
a thousand other cownts, but om the score
of impurity they perhaps are not objectionable..
But how many of this kind of boolis are there ?
Few you admit; very féew. Granted then that
almost all novels treat of- carnal love, you now
see at a glance the evil of them as far as purity
is concerned. Young people at a time when
the animal passions arc running rampant, and
when neither age nor experience nor right rea-
son uor religion have yet been able #o restrain
the exuberance of youth ; young people—hot
youth sets itself down alone and uninterrupted
for one, two or perhaps three hours to throw
itself into the mesmeric sleep of earnal love ; to
make the hero’s and the heroine’s hopes and
fears and reulizations ef carnal love, &s hopes
and fears and realizations; to weep over lost
hopes of carnal love when the hero weeps; to
rejoice over rising hopes of carpal love when
the hero rejoices and to feel the full pleasure
of the realised hopes when the hero sucoeeds
to it. " Thus this hot youth lives an ideal life
of burning carnal love, and that, for one two or
perhaps theee hours consecutively, and what is
worse pechaps uninterruptedly, And this not
for one day only but for weeks, nay! months,
nay ! years. And is there no harm, no danger,
do you tell me, in all this to purity? Can you
light a fire, that will not give heat? @an you
throw a spark upen the parched prairie with-
out causing a conflagration? If you oan, then
kot youth may read of carnal love without in-
jury to purity. Oh! mo, Christian seul, so
surely as the burning fire will give out heat;
so surely as the lighted coal will cnuse the
prairie fire ; so surely will tales of earnal love
raise up impurity withiz the soul. Depend
upon it; those who take pleasure in reading of.
carnal love are either already carnal-minded or
aro fast becoming 80 ; and the measure of their
love for tales of carnal love will always be the
measure of their carnal mindedness. But how
do you prove that the reading of novels is in-
juring the physique of the nations 2 Christian
soul; that is 2 matter for the physicist, and as
such e subject-for the lecture room, not for the
‘house of God. But you shall be your own an-
swerers. Do not all excessive carnal emotions

they not render it thin and wan and emaciated ?
But is not this eventually to injure the phy-
sique of & nation. And have we not already
proved that books of carnal love must and do
lead to carnal emotions, Behold then your
answer.

. Tur SecuLAR PREss AND TOLERATION.—

A TERRIBLE FIRE —TRE CITY NARROWLY
ESCAPES DESTRUCTION. — LOSS ESTI-
MATED AT $150,000.

Saturday night 19th July, witnessed ome of the
most destructive, among the many destructive fires
which have recently occurred in this city. The
square bounded by St. Anteine, Inspector, Bonaven-
ture and Margaves strects, is & heap of ruins, while
many of the surronnding howses indicate by their
charred appearance the fierceness of the flames.
The alarm was sounded from Box 39 at 5 o'clock,
and a few seconds afterwards the second alarm
struck, The whole Brigade worked with alacrity,
and no delay occurred in arriving at the scene of the
fire. By tLis time, however, 80 rapid had been the
progrese of the flames, that clouds of smoke were
rising from the saw and planing mills of Messrs.
Lariviere lying in the rear of thair shew rooms in
8%. Antoine street. The mills, which were built of
weod cevered with brick, were speedily a vast body
of flame, the burning material therefrem being
carried in all directions by the brisk breeze that
was fanning the fire, It was eyident that the city
was threatened with a eonflagratioa ofa more thae
usual destructive character, and that no more likely
place for & great conflagration like that of Boston
could be found than the spbdt where the fire originat-
ed, as it was in the centre of a mdss of wooden
buildings, literally packed together. Such prepara-
tion as could be made to prevent such a contingency
wag made, and streams were taken from every
hydrant in the vicinity. Within afew rainutes from
the time the alarm was given the rear of Measrs
Lariviere's show-rooms in Antoine street were fired,
which was followed by Fitts' biscuit factory being
ignited. Among the wooden houses occupying the
corner of Inspector, Bonaventure and the north side
of the last named street, the fire swept with irresis-
tible force. In St. Antoine street the scene was
very exciting, The firemen hed to fight 'a terrible
fire with a miscrable supply of water, owing to the
small mains laid therc and other circumstances xe-
ducing the atauy-time small supply. Howerer,
their efforte were on the whele very successful, the
cut-stone house on the corner of St. Antoine and
Tnspector, and some other buildings, being saved.
Vhile Lariviere’s carriage factory om Sf. Antoine
street was burning its fiercest, there was not sufficient
pressure to send the water up to the eaves. One
fireman had taken his branch half-way up a ladder
and was vainly endeavouring to force water to the
flames by placing his thumb on the nozzle but even
this expedient failed. One ofthe firemen, Cairns, we
believe, had clambered up to the highest window at
the eastern end of the factory, and had just time to
leave the building and get part way down the lad-
der when the roof fell with a crash, A full honr
clapsed before the fire-cngine was or. the spot—a
circumstance deeply to be regretted in view cf the
fact that the pressurc from the hydrants themselves
was searcely sufficient to reach the upper storeys
of several of the buildings. At about nine o'cleck
tho fire was well uader control, but it was not untll
threo o'clock Sunday morning that the brigade letb
the spot. Sunday morning the firemen were playing
on the ruing, which threntened to burst forth in
largo bodies of flame, Tho value of the property
destroyed amounts to 150,000, The heaviest suf-
ferers ave the Messrs Lariviere, whose works and
manufactories extonded from St Antoine through to
Bonavénture streets, comprising all the plant of
saw-mill to the finest machinery required in the com-
plation of the most handsoms equipage; in addition
to which is be to added the stock on hand, which

makes the loss in all amount to over $80,000. This
sum does not include the losses of numerous parties
who had carriages and waggons for repair at Maessrs
Larivicre, There was no insurance on‘cither the
buildings or the plant ; consequently the loss falls
entirely on the unfortunate proprietors. The Messrs
Lariviere, in this case, are double sufferers. They
resided in two flats overthe carriage show room of
the large building on St Antoine street, which was

effects fell & prey to the flames. Mr. Dube, who is
& partner in the monlding and turning department
of Messrs Lariviere’s business, suffered a total loss
of his department. Mr, 0. Gravel, whose dwelling
adjoins the west of the carriage works, is & consider-
able suferer. as also Mr. Wright, No 80, and MMr.
Clement, No. 82 St. Antoine street. The gallerfcs
and rear of theso dwellings were partly burned.
From Mr. Fitts’s house on St. Antoine street down
to Bonaventure streef, the buildings, are totally
destroyed. On Bonaventure street, the fire swept
the entire range of wooden buildings, from the cor-
ner of Inspeetor tv nearly St.Margaret strect, com-
prising several small shops and a number of dwel-
lings.—Abridged from Gazelte of Morday.

for the Iarge number of deaths without resorting to
the hypothesis that Asiatic cholera has put in an
appearance. In New York, the citizens are assured
by the medical officers of the Board of Heslth that
not a single case of real cholera has yet occurred ;
and Philadelphia and other large cities have been

as free from the discase us Montreal, From Furope
come reports of the prevalence of cholera in Berlin,
Vienas, and other continentsl cities, but, fortenntely,
&5 in the Southern States, the mortality has been
slight, and very little nlarm scems to have been
occasioned, The very sudden death of Mrs. Brew-
ster, an English lady, at a Vienna hotel, after an ill-
ness of only fifteen hours, did, indeed, produce some
uneasiness. But the doctors described her malady
as “cholerine,” and whatever may be the precise
distinction between that and cholera. the name
suggests at least that they regarded tho disease as
something different from the Asiati cscourge. Gazette

On the one side we see Prussia
victorious, and the German Empire in which these
laws (those against the Church) have put confu-
sion ; we see in Prussia both the Catholic and Evan-
gelical Church reduced to a state of slavery, and on
the other side, ecclesiastical liberty reigning in the
remaining States of Germany. * Gentlemen you have
already taken into consideration the disorders that
will spring from this state of things. Prussia, with
all her milliens, and the aid and friendship of two
Emperors, ohe of whom is a Catholic, is in opposi-
tivn to Pope Pius IX. If you wish to form an idea
of the Pope’s wenkness, look at me; I am an old
man, and Pius IX. is three years older than I am.,
Once upen a time, Piug gave himself over to the
Liberals, who soon drove him from Rome, and
turned the Holy City, to use the Pope's own expres-
sion, ‘into & der of evil beasts” He has becn now
officinlly despoiled of his temporal power; he Las
no army or moncy ; he lives on alms. Well, for all
this, this old man reigns over 200,000,000 of men,
and has a greater power than any of his predecessors
possessed. The unity of the Catholic Church is
wonderful, and he finds obedience, even in this em-
pire, from thousands and hundreds of thousands
from Metz to the frontiers of Russia, and from Lake
Constance to tho shores of the Baltic. In tho
midst of his agony, Pius conquers souls, and is the
only sovereign who is obeyed, and who holds firmly
to the Cross; and the Cross means victory.”

TURKEY.

In reference to the report that eight Turkish ten-
of-war are on their way to Sumatra to help the Sul-
tan of Acheen agninst Dutch aggression, the follow-
ing from the Juwaib, the most influential Ardbic
journal published at Constantinople, may be of
interest. After announcing that the Ambassador
from the Sulta--Prince of Acheen had delivered to
the Grand Vizier of Turkey a letter with which he
was charged, setting forth the gricvnnces of the
Atchincse, it gives the following particulars of the
past political history of Acheen :—

Acheen was conquered by the Sultan Ghazy-Jau-
han Shab, on the 14th of Ramndhan, A. H. 611
(19th of January, 1215), since which period its inha-
bitants Lave professed Islam, of the Shafaiy rite.
Three centuries later, A, H. 922 (A. D. 1516), it
placed itself under the protection of the Sublime
Porte. The Seyyid Farmah-Shah,who was then Prince
of Acheen, npplied to Sinan Pasha, the Grand Vizier
of Sultan Selim I,, requesting to be recognized as a
vassal of the Oftoman Empirec, The Sublime Porte
readily accepted the proposal,and conceded a firman
to that effect. In the year of the Hijrah 1267 (A.
D. 1850), the Sultan A'la-eddin Munsulah, then
Shruhler of Acheen, applied again to the Imperial
Government and renewed his oath of vassalage. On
that occasion the Bultan 'Abduwl-Bajid sent the
Prince a decoration in’ diamonds, together with a
firman acknowledging him as a vassal of the Empire.
Ever since the country has been placed under the
protectin of the Sublime Porte, all Atchinese ves-
gels carry the Ottoman flag. Frowm the Muslim con-
quest under the Sultan Ghazy-Jawhan-Shah up to
the late ruler, A'la ed din Mahmad Shah, thirty-five
Princes bave succeeded to the Government of
Acheen. It was in A. H. 1155 (A, D. 1742), during
the reign of Sultan Mustafa, that a trcaty of peace
and friendship was concluded at Constantinople
between Holland and Acheen. By a provi-
sion in this treaty the Dujch were permitted
fo enter Acheen for the purpose of trade. In
A. H. 1141 (A. D. 1%728), during the sovereignty
of A'ala-eddin-Jauhan-Shali, a treaty was madoe with
England, which is still in foree (it expired in 1876).
A.H. 1150 (A.D.1776), the Dutch violated their
engagements by seizing several parts of the Island
of Sumatrn. A, H, 1241 (A. D. 1825) they attacked
some other districts of the kingdom of Acheen, and
replied to the protests of the ruling Prince that they
had not trespassed beyond their own limits, Finally
in A. H. 1288 (A. D. 1871) Holland demanded the
cession of cortain islands belonging to the Prince of
Acheen, and also permission to erect lighthouses on
several parts of the island. To these demands the
Atchinese replied that they could grant nothing
without the authorization of their Suzerain, the
Ottoman Porte. As to the lighthouses, the Prince
engnged to erect thom at his own oxpense, To this
the Dutch objected, then resorted to threats, and
ultimately to aggression in order to attain their own
object, which was nothing less than the conquest of
Acheen, W¥ndor these circumstances the Atchinese
Government determined to appeal to the Court of
the Suzerain, and confided its mission to the Sultan
te 'Abdw-l-Lahman-Zahir Effendi, who is accom-
panied by Hajjy-Abbas Effendi, onc of the notables
of the country. It was nfter the departure of this
envoy, who is Prime Minister to.the Sultan of
Acheen, that the Dutch commenead their hostile
operations. Their repulse by the Atchinese ig well-
known, Tho Juwaib hopes ihat -the Imperial Gov-
crnment, in concert with other Powers, will protect
the Kingdom of Acheen from the nggression of the
Dutch, and that the Sublime Porte will issue o new
firman confirming its existing rclations with Acheen,

Stons ov Worrx,—Of all the evils prevalent among
young men, we know of none more blighting in its
moral effects then to speak slightingly of the virtue
of women. Nor is theto anything in “which young
men are so thoroughly mistaken, as the low estimnte
they form of the integrity of women~not of their
own mothers and sisters, but of others, who, they
forget, are somebody else's mothers nnd sisters. As
8 rle, no person whe surrenders to this debasing
habit Is to be trusted with any enterprise requiring
integrity of character. Plain words should be spoken
on this point, for the evil isa general one, and deep
rooted, If young men are some times thrown into
tho society of thoughtless and Jewd weolnen, they
have no more right to measure all other women by
what they see of these, then they would have to
eatimate the character of honest and respectable
citizens by the developments of erime in our police
court, Le.t our younft men remember that their
c}pcf _hnppmess of lifo depends upon their utter
faith in women, No worldly wisdom, no misan-
thropic philospphy, no generalization, can cover or
weépken this fundamentul truth, It stands like tho
rock of God iteclf—fot it is nothing else than this—
and sheuld put an everlasting seal upon lips that
are wont to apenk slightingly of women.—Fzxchange.
