In June, 1870, he was ordained priest by
Bishop Mecher, of Green Bay, in St. Mury's
cburch, St. Liouis, Uisfirst appointment was
to Ediua, 8o, wheee he remained as assi:taab
pastor abmt six mouthe. He was thenap-
pointed paster of Indian Creek, Mo., srd built
a number of kuildings and was a succeasful
laborer in the vineyard for about three years.
Hs next charge was Kirkwood, Mo. With the
congent of the archbishop he then went to coa-
t'nue his studies 03 the continent.

He attended a course of lectures at one of the
famous German universities two years, His
studies here made him the recognized leacer in
canon law and church histo-y in the arch
diocese of St. Lou's. His knowledge of German
was perfected, and to day he rpesks German
with the fluency and accuracy of on educated
German.

Upoa arriving in St. Louws he was assigoed
to the pastoral charge ot Rollo, Mo., wheuce he
was appointed assistant pastor of the church of
the Immaculate Conception in St. Lou’s, and
then assigued to the pastorate of tha Qharch «f
tte Holy Name, one of the most populous
parishes in the city ¢f St. Louis, Thera he
remained until his consecration to the bishoprie
of Linco'n,

Ia stature Bishop Bonacum is below tha
medium, is quite stout wishout corpulency and
is the picture of health and streogth, His face
is fresh, his hair turning gray. As an educated
clergyman he ranks amang the very first. He
is n literary man, his cdncation in Lnglish liter-
atura being exhsustive. For many yeara Le
contributed to the msgazines and papers of this
city. These articles, always eagerly read and
Liguly praised, gained the author quite a repu-
tation both at home and abroad. He is of a
atudious turn, aad spends miny hours each day
with his bocks. His maunners are polished ; bis
character, while gentle, is farcible. Thpre i8 1o
queation bat that Bishop Bonacum will in a
very short time make his mark in the first rank
of the Episcopacy of the United States.

His personal qualities way be judged from
his popularity among his colleze compaurons.
It i1 recorded that naver befo.e was there o
larze an attendance of priests at a oopeecration
as at his, Hia old schiosl-day hieads asd tho
pastors with whom he has sinze come in contact
flocked in larges numbers to thaconzecratios.
Cver 138 priests were present, besides all the
bishops of the proviace of St. Lonis and fous
mitred abbots. During the late plenary council
at Baltimors he acted in the vapacity of theo-
legian to the venerabla Archbichop Kea-
drizk of St. Louis. As Bishop Kendrick him-
ae)f is one cf the ablest theologiana in the
Catholic Caurch, and a lesn discirner of the
worth of men, his selection brovght Blshop
Ponacum’s ubility before tha attentiva of the
aszembled bistiops of the United Stater. Daring
the council his name was sent firat on a li-t
from which to select a bishop for Bellevue, I,
On another occasion the bishop forwarded hiy
name to Rome for the dioces2 of Davennort, In.

Bishop Bocanum is an energetie, thoroxgh
going, live man, who js already decply in love
with Lincela, and is determined to do every:
thing in Li+ pewer to advazce its spiritual and
material interests. After hia appointmensas
bishop he stated thathe felt doubly honored
ts be chosen from tucth a  prowising
gee.

Cheer after
chaer rent the air, and It was some moments
before the distingulshed guest, after reponted-
ly bowing his acknowledgments, was allowed
to speak, Ho then maid: *'I can vouch for
it that my culleague, Mr, Q’Connor, will re-
grot that he was not here this evoning, that
he had not the opportunity of seeing this fine
meeting. He will also regret that he was not
here to be tho recipiont of this very elequent
and artistic address. The execution of that
address oarries one back In memory to

the time in Ireland when native artiats
brought forth those wonderful fruits
of illuminntion, eome of which have

onme down to us to this day, as the ** Bock ot
Kelds.! The sentiments which aro expressed
in that address and which are of far greater
valae than its elsborate ornamentation. are
quite worthy of the days when the Irinh
people made their owm laws in their own
Senate in College Giceen {cheers), Yet I ask
myself what is the meaning of this meeting
and what is the meaning of this addres? I
teke it that it sigaifies that those present here
to-night consider that as a represontative of a
struggling nationality I am worthy of their
welcome, and I recognize that that address
does mot come by rcason of any individual
merits of my own bub as the representative
of a cause sacred to n grent many. [ can
understand to a certain extent there are
many here of Irish blood uni can tnder-
stand why those ef Irish birth and descont
Fave come to help on the cause, but I do not
know how it is thas I can explain the pre-
sonce of eo many hore who are not Irisk by
birth or descent, (a voice : **There’s fivo of
us hers,”) cxcept on the supposition that the
citlzans of Montreal, without distinction of
antecodents, are men who know what liberty
ia nnd wholove it INot only do they love to
be free themeelvea bus they are deeirous that
the privileges whioch they onjoy be extended
to all the nations of the globe. I thank the
societies nnd the Iadiea and gentlemen who
came hers to-night, in the name of tho Irish
people, for the assistance they are giving Ire
land to-night. When the news of our pro-
oeedings here iu carried back %o Ireland, it
will briog new etrength lo the Irish paople
snd nerve them, who, if not free now, will be
if by any effort of theira they can. We want
at preeent all the eupport that the friends of
liberty can give our pzeple at home, At the
present moment we are engaged In a terrible
struggle againat the horrible government of
Eagland, upon the iesne of which the ques-
tion depends whether wo shall make cur own
laws or whether we will bs prevented from
#o doing for another generation. (A voice—
“ Naver.") They are able to bring against
us influences and to overbear anything that
we ocan bring agaiost them, They have
the -whole urmament, from the lord
lieutenart $o  the lowest policemsn in
Ireland on their side. I was reading rel
cently nhous the struggles by the Canadigg
pacriote in defecze of the rights of Cavajs in

1837-38 and it struck me that what thase men
weut up in atms againat i3 the eame a3 that
which ohtatus in Ircland to-day {nyp'nuse),
Our Govircmens govs by tie name of can-
stitutionnl, yet it is almsst ay ovil o des-
potiem a8 tho Governmens which [lussia up-

Every position of worth or emolument
in Ircland is filled hy the Eaglish Gove
ernment, The peopls has no contiol overthe
the proceedings of thzir povernment and if
we oljzet in Darliament they have got their
mojerity to force our protest to po unheeded,
Thio aystem doos nct werk in any way in
favor of Ireland, There rcems to be an opin-
fon ®mong some poopls that Iroland undir
the Enghish could be made prosperous unid
that if wo did not ngitate our country
would bo better off. Bat what has been the
result  of 87 yours of DBritish roele in
Iretand? When, 87 years ago, Englind
rabboed us of our Parliument, the popuiation
of Ircland wag hult a million mors than it
is to-day; then Ireland formed onr-third of
the total population of the United I{inzden ;
now sho is leas than voa-seventh,  In those
uays the Irish National debs was only two
and one-hulf millons, te-day itie one hucdred
and twouty-eight milliona of pounds. Thia
will meot the argument sot forth that Ireland
should be very contented ahd happy under
such rale,

Dan’s forget to keep the lamps filled and
wicks in good order. Wnen the oil is low 1t

generates gas, which ia liable to explode.

Don’t allow benzine, gasoline, naphtha or ex-
plosives in your place. Your inaurance policy
probibits iv.

Don't allow ashes to ba put in a wooden box
or barrel in your buildisg. Always have an
iron ash can. '

Don't allow sny oily waste or rags to he
thrown on the floar, but only in a metal can,

building every night ; they sra self-ign:ting,

1yon’t sllow any greasy or oily rags or papirs
to be mixed up with clean clippings or a larger
amount of clippings to remain in your place
(even ifclean nod in bales) than is absolutely
unavoidable.

Don't allow sawdust to be used on 1loors or in
gpittoons, It causes many fires, igmited by
crgar stumpa or cigarettos.

Don’c allow sawdust to be used for catching
o'l drippings fcom machines or elevator gearing.

Don’t allow matches to be kept loose, orin
paper boxes, but only in metal or ewrthen safes,
Those hghticg only on the box are safest.

Don’t allow smoking on your premises
where ‘any combustible goods or materials aro
used.

Dan’t fa’l to bave yeur fire buckets filled,
und test hoss and fire appliances from time to
time,

Don's all.w your stairs or hallways to be
blocked up or used for storage, or rubbish, hay,
straw, etc, to accumulate or remain on your
premises,

Don’t fail to have all the elevators or ballways
provided with goed trap-doors or hatches, and
havo these shut at night.

Don’t forget to close your iron shuttera at
night,

Judge Jette's decisicn, that newspapers

publishing the proceedings of public trials
and reports of cage; brfore the courts, theve-
by libel the persons tcie:i and the parties en-
gagod in the litigation, has opened a field for
practice which a certu’n ciass of lawyers are
hastening to occuvy. Sucuid it be sustained
by the court of lost resort, whither all such
suits will be carried if entcred sgainst Tae
Post, this province will ceavs to told the
game civil rights ag the other provinces of the
Dominion where ** a frao press, the palladicm
of the people’s rights,” is guaranteed undcr
British law and British institutions.
Bat Judge Jetté's decision is in direct con-
tradiction to a decision given by Judge
Davidsen in this city 8 faw months ago. We
are, therefore, insliced to think that the
view held in aocordanse with the racognized
principles of British isstitutions iz more
likely to be sustained thsn a dicta founded
on obsolete laws, onacted bifore the news-
paper press was born, and framed for & atate
of socisty which has consad to exist. Bat if
Judge Jetté correctly interprets the law, the
sooner the Iaw is amended the better: It is
simply an outrage on common sense for any
law to maintain that the proceedings in open
court ghall be held libellous when honestly
and correotly reported, A tomewhat similar
decision was made a few weeks ago by Judge
Papineau, and the reaffirmation thereof by
Judge Jetid is 01ly another application of an
antiguated gag to which the press of this
country will never submit,

1t raices the whale questio: of newspaper
responaibility to the public who look to the
newspaper for Information of whot goes on in
the courts, in order i?&hey may have a
knowledge of the proceedings and those who
take part in them. The history of judicaticn
has not established the infallibility of jadges.
Quite the contrary. . YWe know what judges
ought tobs, We also know what eome
judges bave been.

Newspapera are not **o"liged,” said Judge
Papinean, on the oceacion referred to, ¢ to
reproduce the acousations, nor even ths sen-
tences against individuals.” Coartainly not,
but they do g0 In pursuis of thoir legitimate
business and are recognizsd by a ploce boing
provided them in the courta to take notes of
the prooceedings and by beirg 2'lowed access

to the recorde for the avowed purposs of puk-
ioatlon,

Judge Papinesu also said, ““They (che
‘ newspapers) do reproduce and publish
¢ them (court veports) for the purpose of
* making money by developing the morbid
¢ curiosity of a certain clase of psopla for
¢ geandal and sensational news,”

We have yet to learn that a judge on the
bench has the right to acouse his follow-citiz-
ens of the orime of debauching publio morals
for the sordid purpore of making money,
without proof to sustaln the acousation.
There may be a very luw class of publications
whioh make a business of publishing details
of vice and orime, but there are no snch jour-
nals in Canada ; none, certainly, in Montreal,

We know that jadges are priviledged when
on the hench. But we presume itie not ne.
cessary to oite anthorities to show they should
not exceed their privilege. We hold by the
old Cioleronian iden of the Sanctissimus Judea,
Yet we do not forget Scroggs nor Jefiries, nor
that Erskine, in defendiog Thomas Hardy on
trial for high tresson, called Liord Coke-—the
great Coke—*‘the infamons prosecnior of
Raleigh.” This expression in a court where
Coke himaelf onoe presided, permitted with..
out rebuke, ought to have warned judges of

Now they had
to deal with the eighty-seventh coercion act
in Ireland since the unfon, eighty-saven
years ago. The Qoarcion Act was sn arrange-
mant by whioh the lives very often, and the
liberty nlways of everybody in the conntry is
placed at the mercy of the Goveroment
agents. This last Coercion Act, which has
been ¢alled the

JUBILEE COERCION ACT

(laughter and oheers), becauss it is the only
thing which the Irish people had received to
remiod thom of Har Majesty'a Jzbillee, was
the worat act of all.

Tae speaker here produced a copy of the
act, the constitation ot Irelaud, as he called
it. Itdoas away with trisl by jury in cer-
tain classes of offences ; with the right of
public meeting; with ths freedom of the
presa and liberty of speech. It places the
liberty of every man in Ireland absolutely at
the mercy of the Lord Lieutenant and every
one else he may ohoose to appoint. The
fient olanwe of thia act constituted wecret
sribunals  for investigation, known as

Courts of Saoret Raquiry. Any person
can be broaght up for exsmination hsfore
thesa tribunals, and if he refuse to answer he
can be sentenced to jail for aix montha with
hard labor. Thete courts hold their sittingm
in gesret and are presided over bya alngle
police magistrate who acts a» judge and jury,
almost s executive. (Cries of shame.) There
ia a provision in this clause that when achlid
of leas than 12 years of age is to be examined
the parent or guardlan is permitted fo at-
tend. What sort of a system can that be
whioch allows a police magistrate to examine
a child of less than 12 as to offences which
may possibly have been committed.

The pecond clanss provides for the

ABOLITION OF TRIAL BY JURY

in the classes of offenses specified in the act
The resident magistrate had absolute juris-
diction. He wan generally a retired naval or
military officer, and esometimes a barriater
who wasa considered such a shining light that
he never acted as counsel (laughter). The
only qualifications were that any pereon who
wag a friend of the Lord Lieutenant could ob-
tain the position. A brother of the Knight
of Kerry was appointed ab the latter's re-
quest, who stated that the brother, having
been croseed in love, he feared he might
take %> drinking unless he was masde
a magiatrate (load leughtir). Under the
Cosrcion Act no pereon can  have
in his posseasion arme of any kind, un.
less he has a magistrate’s permit, which is
always refused to members of the League,
Neoxt to his (Esmonde’s) estates in Wexinrd,
a smnll boy who had in his possession part of
the stock and a very small bit of the lock of
an old pistol which bad done duty in '98
(cheers) was mentenced to three monthe’ im.-
prisonment, Tne Irish Attorney-Gesneral
had unlimited facilities for jury packing, aud
the jury was ro well managed that they
filled it with men of their own party.
No public meetinge could be held in Ire.
laud. Any policeman cen go bhefore a
magiatrate, and by his mere declaration
that he believes that the puoblic peace
will be endangered by the holding of any
meeting, can have the same proclaimed. No
newspaper can publish reports of League
meetings, as witnens the imprisonment of T.
D, Sullivan,

for having done so. (Loud oheers.) And
why such an act?

under the law, if the landlord did with-

druw it, that was equivalent to granting

the tenant a receipt in full (tremendous cheer-

ing). On the other band, when a tenant was

eviced, the L-ague housed, fed and olothed

him and his familg, and paid bim a weekly

allowance until such time as he could obtain

re-entry on his farm (renewed cheering.) At

the present moment they were thus support-

ing some fonr hundred families. Again they

THE PROTESTANT MINORITY.

Sir Thomas then said : ** A very wide:
spread objsction to the granting of Home
Ruole is that we would snppress the Protes-
tant minority, This is an argument perpetn.
aily thrown in onr teeth, I remember well
reading in a Canadian book some time ago
‘that when the Canadiana were seeking Home
Rule the same cry was raised ; but is there
any such talk now in Canada of suppressing
a seotarian minority ! (Cheers.) Why should
a Protestant be not treated the same as a
Catholic. The only way to meet these

arguments {a by a flat denialk We
have no intention of [lollowing such
a courss, and we would be the

very first to atand up in defence of the
Proteatants (cheers). What on earth 1 it
our businear whata man's creed is or what
prayers he says ? Our business is to make
Ireland prosperous and if any portion of the
poople is oppressed there can be no happiness
in the nation (renewed cheerlng).”

Sir Thomas concluded his very able ad-
dress by thenking those of other nationality
than the Irish for the interest they showed
in the struggle for civil liberty in Ireland.
He feslingly referred to the fight for constitu-
tional government in Canada in 1837-38, and
asked for diatributions to the plan of cam-
paigh. He was again and again cheered on
resumiug his geat and the enthusiasm was un-
bounded.

The chairman then read the following re-
golutions for adoption by the meeting :

Resolved,—That we, citizens of Montreal, in
mass meeting assembled, extend a cordial and
hearty greetirg to the two distioguished repre-

Resolved,—That we, as citizens of the Domi-
nion of Canada asud of the British Empire, in
the name and behalf of our common citizenship
and humanity, record our solemn protest
against the policy of the Tory Government of
England towards Ireland as being subversive of
liberty, of right, of justice, of freedom of the
press_and freedom of speech, which are the
constitntionn} birthright of every British sub-

Resolved—That as citizene of a free, loyal
Dominion, we express our admiration for and
confidence in the Irish parliamentary party
aud itz able leader, Charles Stewart Parnell ;

But he would ask : Were the Irish people
less Christian than thkose to whom they had
already given liberty? When Garibaldi
visited Eogland, both the commonalty

and the wnobility stowxed themselves
ready to rezefve him and proclaim
thatt he had right and  justioce
on his side. (Applause.) It was in the

history of Ireland that the Irish people were
ic the posliion of slaves up to the time of
Catholic emancipation, and te-day English
politicians were to be found to admit that
the laws then were moit crushing, anod
that had it mnot becn for - agitation
we would be in the same situation to-day.
Gladstone had admitted that the Irish people
had been treated in the most infamons man-

Mr. Wm. Clendepning, who was tho next
speaker Eaid it wss remasrkable thst a
man like Sir Esmonde should eviacs, 8o
early in life, such patriotiam and bk
so much for the emancipstion and deliverance
of a people, subject to a rule that certainly
hae not produced a resnlt satisfactory to the
people enforcing it, certainly not to those un-
der it, and certainly a rule thatisa wonder
to the entire civilired world, He could not
geo for the life of him why Irishmen,
above all others, should not be allowed
to govern themaelves for the history of the
past century gave the lis positive that they
were not capable of governing themselves,
The English Government itself had sent
Irishmen to India and there they were ad-
mired by the wheole world ; 30, too, had they

sent them to Canada, and pgiven
them high positions elsewhere and
they had always acquitted themaelves

with homor., Even in the States therc was
the late Socretary of the Treasury, Mr,
Daniel Manning, o Tipperary man, who as-
tonished the United States for his shrewd-
ness and naf&oitv. He requested Sir Exmnnde
to tell the [rish people from him and from
every one present at the mesting tha$ their
hearts were with the suflering people in
thefr ‘struggle, Af{ the present time
it was o case of the oppressed and
suffering egalnst the powerful and unjust,
but there.wonld be a_ transposition before
long, snd all would soon be well. Ha then
made an appeal o' thoke present to come for-
ward generously with  their donations, and
remarked- thaty if mecessary, he would go
ameng them and ‘accept what they chose to
gl Beveral of his remarks wore of &

If there
were nay peopls who appreciated the
importanee to be attached to constitutional
vrivileses it was gurely the people on the con-
tinent o America. (Applenae). They bad

met together to welcome Sir Eamgrode
as ooe of the little band of men
struggling for yeara to obtain that

which was taken from them over §0 yeara
ago and to tell him kow much the Montreal
people appreciated his and their efforts, aca
how they felt azd sympathised with that
gallant band in their potrisilc movement.
They came also to lock npon the face of the
descendont of a man whoee name was cos-
nected with an Irish Parliament long yesra
ago; & man who had rieen in the
house when scarcely sble to do o,
and who bad said that ‘*he desired to protest
aguinst the infamous doctrine for the union
of England and Ireland.” (Cheers.) Little
did thet map thiok, said the speaker, that S0
yeara aftorward a grandeon of his would
ocone to raise his voice as Sir Ea-
monde had done. Hon, Mr, Lynch
concluded by proposing *‘that the thanke
of this meeting be hereby tendered to Sir
Thomas Henry Grattan Eimonde, Bart, M.P,,
for having eome to Montreal to talk to ua of
Irish freedom and the right of the Irish to
govern themselves,”

Mr. J. H. Semple seconded the
motion in & brief but eloguent
speech, and upon the chairman putting
the motion to the mecting it was carried amid
loud cheers, the entire aundience rising to
their feot and waving their hats and hand-
kerchiefs, The chairman announced thut
the amount of rubscriptiona already handed
io was $1,091 50, but this hgure was raised
to 1,100 b:fore the meeting dispersed.

Sir Thomas Esmonde, in returniog thanks,
s3id that he had come to Montreal simply in
the performance of his daty, and that he

went wherever aonything was to be
done to assist the Irish cause, The
peopie of Montreal had never given

their wooey to> = more worthy objwct
It would bring warmth, bappinesa snd secur-
ity to many a hearth, and protection aad
shelter to many a poor family, After aga'n
assuring his aundience that they could not
colculate tho amount of good snch meetings
did the Irish cause, he resamed his seat amid
vociferous applaun:e,

Mr. Fred. Perry was then loudly called for
and made a few remarks in favor of the Home
Rule movem:nt. Brother Arncld’s pupils
then eeng *“God Save Ireland in anex-
quisite style, and after cheers for Gladstone,
Parnell, Esmonde and the Chairwan, the
meeting, which was a most soccessful one,
dispersed.

He
was ture that it was not necessary to assure
their guest that evesy true son of Canade was
hesrt oand hand with the cause of suffering
Ireland. Their guest bad biaved the lion io
his den, he had counted no costs, he had for-
feited honors and was ready and willing to
guflfer imprisonment, nay, if pecesstary, to
forfeit bis lifein the canse of his suffering
and oppressed country., He had, therefore,
great plessure fn proposing the health of
their guest, the toast of Sir Thomnas Grattan
Esmonde,

The toast was druuk amid enthnsiastic
cheers.

Sir Thomas Esmonde, upon rising to re-
spund, was rececived with great applanse and
the waviog of napkiny. Ia the course of sn
eloquent address he eaid that he fancied that
this was rather n better place for an Irish
agitation than the other side of the Atlantic.
It seemed astrange $o him thal he found
himself, in a portion of the Empire under
the British flag, free from the fear
of Mr, Balfour's writ of imprisonment
(cheers, and bisges for Balfour,) 1t was well
for the people of Canada that a representative
of the people wai free from imprisonment in
Montreal for expressing the views of his
people, (Cheeors,) He funcied it was well
that no power in Canadas attempted to sup-
press {ree Bpeech or gag the press of C:nada.
{Cheere.) In the gountry from which he
came they were determined to be free poople,
and opn the eympethy and support of the
people of Amerioa and Canada they hoped
much t3 eucceed in their endeavor, (Cheers.)
In Ireland they foand thamselven often put
to considerable mconvenjence to say what
they meant. The right of free speach wae
not ag gacred in Ireland as it was in Mont-
real, but they might take it It would be as
vigorous in the future am in the past. They
saw that the Nationa) Leagus in Ireland was
to ba suppressed in Dublin and Meath be-
cauee the Lord Licktenint warnot permitted
to pursue the wild fox &8 he wishéd, If the
(foveroment wanted to suppres) the League
in Dubliu and Meath they wounld find it a
more diffi;uit task than' they birgained for.
If some of their people were sent to jail they
would find that there were thou%ands of
othera to take their place. (Lond cheem),
Thers was only one thing incongrnous in his
presence at this magnificent Lanquet, and
that was that so many of hiy friends in
Ireland were threatened with imprisonment.
4Tt I got back to Ireland,” said Sir Thomas,
*'I can promite Mr, Baltour that I will give
him :plenty of dpportunities to put me in
33L" (Loud cheers,) Sir Thomas then re.
iorred to the presence of many French-Cana-
diens ot the banquet, France and Ireland
bad a bond of sympathy, Irishmen had died
in the cauee of France, and beaatiful Francs
had done much—perhaps she could have
done more —tor the ocause of Ire-
land.

Mr, Balfoor has been summued as a wit-
neas, but I deubt if he will obey the sum-
monv, and I donbs if the Cotnty Court Judge
will issue a warran$ to compel his attendance,
The temper of the people runs fearfully high,
Lord Clauricarde is makiog preparations for
a wholesale eviction campaign in revenge for
the castigation he got at the recent libel wuit.

£20,000 ip cash to bis agent's credit at the
bank. It is to be s wur of purees as well as
of house levelling and house defending, for if
the tenants be cast ont of their homes it will
become a question whether theiv resources or
Clsnricarde’s will hold ous the longer, If the
Government lend Clapricarde their troops to
pursue this atrocicus retolve I much fear
there will be bad werk.

The strain hss already become almost tao
great for the people of this much harassed
djetrict to bear.

The doctor has always taken an interest in
and had an admiration for fine blooded stock
and it ia to gratify his tistes that he has secured
guch a magnificent farm, and it is hia ambition
to moke it ono of tha fineat farms in the coun-
try. The work of the past season there io-
cludes the buildiog of a Jarge reservoir and
pumping station, the laying of thrie and a
halt miles of pipe, making new ronds, putting

Swiss cottage foc the gardener, & laundry, a
gardener’s 1.ousse, and now in progress a lerge
new rezidence avd barn 200xG) fest with two
wings 120 fcat ench, 30 fet posta and 12 feet
basament. The doirg of this work required the
employment for a lurge part of the seacon of
nome 250 men and an a2gregate outlay of $2,500
a week, .
