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JAMES BAYLIS.

In the death of Mr. James Baylis,
which occurred last month at the ripe
age of four-score years, the Homwo-
pathic commuaity of Montreal sustained
the loss of one of its ablest supporters,
most consistent believers and warmest
friends. - The name of Mr. Baylis was
connected with organized homce-pathy
in Montreal from the date of its incep-
tion thirty-six years ago till the time of
his death. On June 28th, 1863, he, in
company with Messrs. Thomas McGinn,
F. E. Grafton, J. A. Mathewson, and
others, held a meeting in the Mechanics’
Hall for the purpose of organizing the
homaopaths of the city. This meeting
resulted in the establishment of a dis-
pensary, which was carried on for
about two years, but was then aban-
doned, apparently, for want of financial
support.

In March, 1865, James A.Mathewsan,
James Baylis, G. A. Holland, James
Muir, Thomas McGinp, John Wauless,
M.D.,and F. E. Grafton were, by the
Parliament of Canada, granted an act

incorporating them under the name of
the Montreal Homccopathic Association
to enable them to establish a dispensary,
hospital and for other purposes. Mr.
Baylis was a continuous member of the
Association from thetime of its incorpor-
ation, and took great interest in the
esta*lishment of the present hospital
under its auspices. During the organiza-
tion of the Hospital and while repairs
and alterations were being nade upon
the building, Mr. Baylis gave the use of
his drawing-rooms for the hold*ng of the
necessary preliminary meetings. Hewas
elected first vice-president, and held
that office till within about a month of
his death, when he resigned it because
of failing strength.

Mr, Baylis was a man of mental and
physical courage and of great tenacity of
purpose. He was a man also of prompt
action, and what his hand found to do
it did quickly. The removal of such a
man from the active advocacy of the
benign principles of homoopathy means
a distinct loss, not only to his associates
in the cause, but to the community
generally. It therefore behoves his con-
freres who are left behind to take up
the burden which be has laid down, and
carry it forward with the same fidelity
that he exhibited. The resolution pas-
sed by the Board of Governors atits Iast
meeting, & copy of which appears in this
issue, was a tribute well deserved:by the
character he bore throughout his life.

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BREAD VERSUS BROWN
BRIEAD.

Dr. Lauder Brunton and Dr. Tunni-
elifl'e (British Medical Journal; Dietetic
aud Hygienic Gazette, December) pub-
lished in current volutmeof St. Bartholo-
mew’s lospital Reports an instruetive
communication on the relative digesti-
bility of white and brown bread. On
the strenzth of certain experiments,
whicn they deseribe in full, they feel
justified in concluding that the higher
nutritive value which might on purely
chemical grounds be aseribed to brown
bread cannot be maintained from the
physiological side.  With regard to fats
and mineral constituents on the other
hand, distinctly less of the nutritive
materials actually get into the blood in
the case of brown than of white bread.
White bread is, weight for weight, more
nugritions than brown. It thus wounld
appear that the preference given by
operatives in large towns to white bread
has to a certain extent a sound physio-
logical basis.  Inthe case of people with
irritable intestines white bread is pre-
ferred to brown. [n the case of people
with sluggish bowels brown bread may
be preferable to white, as it tends to
maintain peristalsis and insures resular
evacuation of the bhowels, If the pro-
yortion of mineral ingredients, and
especially of lime salts, in other articles
of fuod or drink is insuflicient, brown
bread is preferable to white. 1tis pos-
sible that in the case ofoperatives living
chiefly upon bread and tea, the prefer-
ence for white bread which prevails may
be responsible, in part at least, for the
early decay of the teeth. An abundant
supply of mineral constituents is especi-
ally required in sucklitg women and in
growing children, in order to supply
material for the nutrition of the young.
In such cases, if mineral salts, especially
those of calcium, are supplied by other
food stufls, drinks, or medicines, brown
bread is preferable to white, Lastly,the
authors are of opinion that if the dietary
be insuflicient in fat, or if the patient is
unable to digest fat readily in other
forms, brown bread may possibly be
preferable to white. The authorsrightly
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dwell on the absurdity of taking the
mere chemical composition of the food
stufl ax an index of its nutritive value.
A stick of charcoal, the atmospherie
air, a little water and some sea salt, con-
tain all the elements of a typieal diet
and in ample guantity.”  ence it is
not always a question of what a food
stufl’ ¢ontains, bhut how it contains it.—
New York Medical Journal, Dec. 31,
1898,

CHOOSING THE CORRECT
REMEDY.

THE TISSUE REMEDIES ACTED  PROMPTLY.

Early in the month of Jamuary a
voung boy of seven years was passing
irom one room to the other when he was
suddenly stricken with a violent attack
of croup. He had been coughing a little
for several days, but hal been playing
about the house apparently in good con-
dition. 'Two hours after the litile fellow
had commenced o croup T reached the
house. ‘The patient wasin the throes of
a painful paroxysm _of ceughing and-
gasping for breath.

Aconite was given frequently
without effect. Iodine and Kali Bich.
gave no better results. Five hours
elapsed with no perceptible change for
the better. The case was, apparently,
settling into one of membranecous croup.
The parents and friends were alarmed,
and I was anxious enough fo lose several
houss’ sleep.  Ferr. Phos. and Kali Mur.
were substituted for the other remedies.
Given in alternation every 10 or 13
minutes it was not long before a decided
change for the better wag noticed. The
hoy commenced to expectorate a thick
tenacious muecus, the cough became
Jooser and recovery occurred in a few
days. In this case the tissue remedies
were very prompt and satisfactory in
their action. The case but illustrates
how careful one must be in choosing the
correct remedy for each individual case.

AN ALLOPATHIC CASE.

The Buffalo Medical Joarnal for Nov-
ember contains an account of a very
interesting case by Dr. Clemesha, illu-
strating the danger of allopathic treat-
ment.

Private J. F. W, of Camp Alger, had
an attack of fever. In the camp he was
given 2} erains of quinine three times a
day. Then he was removed to “ the
base hospital,” where he was given 5
grains of quinine every two hours, or
180 grains in two days.

“The twenty-four hours following he
was given one 5-grain capsule, morning,
noon and night. Next day, on his way
home, he endeavored to read a news-
paper on the train, but found himself
unable to read cven the coarse print.
His sight for distance was much de-
teriorated and he saw objects as through
a mist, while surrounding lamp and gas
flames he saw colored lights or a “ halo.’
His eyes were somewhat inflamed and
he suffered a good deal of pain, which
seemed of a neuralgic character. His
hearing had become defective and noises
sounded in his cars like ‘the roar of a
heavy sea. Besides these symptoms
he complained much of dizziness, so
that each time he stooped he felt as
though he would fall upon his head.”

In other words the “ medicine ’ given
by these “regular” physicians has pro-
duced a state ot afinirs in the natient far
worse than the fever, and from which
the patient will hardly ever fully recover.
Happy is the patient who can escape
such unwise and useless drugging !—

It cannot he called a substitute
for butter nor lard. It would be more
correct to say that neither butter nor
lard is a substitute for olive oil.

Hygienists and vegetarians have dis-
covered not cnly its.beneits as a regular
article of diet, but that it is ol the
gareatest service, both for inward appli-
cation in place of drugs, and ontward as
ointment. Dr, . C. Remondino, some

HEPAR STLPITUR IN “COLDS.”

I par is usefui in that form of catarrh
when there is aching all over the body.
It should be here placed, not as a
remedy useful in the incipiency, but for
the advanced stage of “cold’®  1f it be
given at thecommencement it frequently
spoils the ease, whether it be one of
coryza or of sore throat, because it is
more suitable to whathasbeen termed®‘a
ripened cold,” when phlegm has formed.
Swallowing produces the sensation of
something sharp being in the throat; it
is often likened to a fish-bone. Againit
will seem as if there was a crumb of
bread there. Here we should compare
Mereurius, Nitrie Acid, dvgentum nitri-
cum and Alumina. The colds for which
Hepar is the remedy are re-excited by
the least exposure. When mercury has
been abused there will be an additional
indication for the choice of hepar.—F.
