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The various aspects of the niatter now before
thusCommittee have been ably, eloquentlye and f ully dis-
ous8sed by the distingtiished representatives of various
oountries who have taken part ini tiais debate. It is not my
intention, therefore, to do more than state briefly the
posit'ion cf the Canadien delégation in respect of the
résolution before us.

Let me say at. the outset that there need be no doubt
whatsqyver as ton Canadals position with relation to racial
discrimination4 . We fu13j and wiiolehearted1y support universel
respect for the Observanc~e of humen~ rights and fumdamenta1

freeoms or all, without distinction as to race, sex,
languaggê, or religion., This is the. goal Wai4 4own for un
in the. Charter to which we have .izbsribed, as have ail of
us arouuid this table.

My delegation believes it la important that
satisfactory progress b. mnade toward, settlement of.tlis
tin±ial)py dispute. At tiie saiue tîne, the lengthly history of
the dispute would appear to indicate that direct discussloi
MaY now offer the only possibility of sucli progress beingý
made. Te United Nations, of course, could assi.st the.
parties to get togettier for direct discussions shQQld tiiey
dosire.sucei assistance. W. recognize .that the. gap is wide
between the positions b.itierto talcen by the. parties, and
they appear at present to iiold very dif"ferent views as to
-the basis on wiia negotiations miglit take place. It isnevertheless our'earnest hope that the. parties may b.
able to agre. on a basis for direct negotiations and that,
in a spirit of goodwill and ln the. spirit of' thie Charter»
a solution may ultinately be I'ound.
