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An Act to luoorpOi'ate the Biooesan Church Society ofNew Bmniwiok.

Piuaod Wth April, 18u3.

' WJlERiOAS it has Ijccn represented to tlio Legislature of

' tliis Province, that certain persnong hereinafter named, and
' divers others inhabitants of New Brunswick, Members of the
< Church of England, have associated tliemselvcs together as

' a Society under the following Constitution, Bye Laws, Rulcri

and are hereby declared to bo a Body Corporate and
Politic in name and in deed by the name of The Diocesan
Church Society of New Bninstcick, and by the said name tho

said Society shall have all the general powers and privileges

made incident to a Corporation by Act of Assembly in this

Province.

2. The Constitution, Bye Laws, Rules and Regulations

hereinbefore recited, shall and the same are hereby declared

to be the Constitution, Bye Laws, Rules and Regulations of

the 8aid Corporation, and ^<hall and may from time to timo, an

occasion mayicquirc. be rescinded, abrogated,, repealed, al-
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tored, extended ur aiiioudcd in the nuiiiiicr therein and therehy

directed
;
])ruvided the namo bo not repugnant to tlic Laws

and Htatutcs of the Province.

3. The property, both real and personal, moneys, funds,

securities and asHets of every description of tlie waid Society,

wlicther in possession, remainder, reversion or expectancy,

Bhall from and after the passing of this Act bo and tlio same
aro hereby declared to be absolutely vested in the said Cor-
poration by the name aforesaid, for the like objects and pur-

poses, and no other, for which the same were hold by the said

Society, and by the said Corporation shall bo appropriated
and applied in liko manner as tho same wore required to

bo appropriated and applied by tho said Society; and shall

and may from timo to time bo sued for and recovered by all

lawful ways and means to and for tho uses aforesaid ; and all

tho liabilities of tho said Society, both in law and equity, shall

in liko manner, from and after tho passing of this Act, devolve
upon the said Corporation by the name aforesaid, to tho samo
extent as tho said Society would have been held liable for,

had this Act not boon passed.

4. This Act shall not tako e£foct unless and until it is ac-

coptod by a majority of Members present at any Meeting of

the Society to bo called for that purpose at Fredcricton, by
tho Lord Bishop of the Diocese, after two months notice to

bo given by advertisement in tho Royal Gazette, and unless

it receive tlio sanction of tho Lord Bishop, to bo given at or

before such Mooting.

At a Special General Meeting, held at Fredcricton, on the

23d day of June, 1853, tho sanction of tho Lord Bishop of

Fredcricton was given to the above Act of Incorporation,

which was likewise, at the same time, unanimously accepted

by the Society.

motives for gratitude to our Heavenly Father are presented
to our minds. To be made instriimental in suck a work may
well be considered one of the greatest privileges we enjoy.

Other means might be used by Infinite Wisdom to extend the

knowledge of Salvation, and we would lose the bcncftt which

a participation therein must confer. While, therefore, wo
aie bound to give humble and hearty thanks for the many
blessings vouchsafed to the Society since our last Anniverjiary,

we should also be unfcigncdly thankful for having been suf-

fered to co-operate in this blessed work.

Since we last met together, an Act Ima passed the Le-

gislature to incorporate this Society. This boon, granted
during the last Session, without the least infringement of our
Constitution, was unanimously accepted at a Special Meeting
of the Society in Juno last, and received, at the same timo

the approval of the Lord Bishop. While this measure will

greatly facilitate the operations of the Society, and afford it

the protection of the Law, it will aid in giving permanence to

the Listitution and invite increasing confidence and supports

It must be felt as a matter of deep thankfulness that a larger

amount than heretofore is this year placed at the disposal

of the Society. This increase, small indeed compared with

what it might be, especially considering the general pros*

perity which exists, and the wants which the Society is anxious

to relieve, yet encourages the hope that the Most High will

be pleased year by year to make it more effective m carrying

out his gracious will. It is cheering also to find that tho

Members of the Church are more alive to a sense of their

duty to give wfth " a willing mind," and also to unite in coun-

sel and action for the general good. In this respect, the co-

operation of the Laity becomes of tlie utmost iinportance, and
infuses healthy and vigorous action into the whole body.

And while the Church is thus benefitted by the talent and
experience of her Members, it cannot but be good for tliem-

selves to have their attention drav, n for a little to objects of

more importance "than the every day business of the world.

Among the many which ihii* {^ociety brings together, it may
happen that some divcrisity of opiuiou exists, as to the best
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mode of carrying out its vai'ious objects ; but yet oil the whole

our proceedings Iiave been marked by unanimity, good feeling,

and mutual confidence. This is one of the many advantages

peculiar to this Society, and surely not the least ground of

thankfulness to the " Author of Peace and Lover of Concord."

Among the events of interest to the Society and the Church

in general during the past year, is the consecration of the

Cathedral, which took place on the 31st of August last, and

has since been regularly open for Divine "Worship. This

work, brought to completio ' by the energy and untiring zeal

of the Lord Bishop, all must hope, will be productive of that

benefit to the Church which its founder has anticipated.

Tlie Churches at Moncton, Qucensbury, and Black River,

all assisted largely by the Society, have been consecrated

since our last Meeting, and several others arc in process of

erection.

Although no new Missions have been opened, those already

supported by the Society have been kept up, and during tlie

past year the Rev. W. H. Shore was employed as a Travelling

Missionary to visit the County of Restigouche, of which an

account is given in the succeeding Report. It is earnestly to

be hoped that this most important portion of the Diocese will

ere long be supplied with the regular ministrations of the

Church.

The grants of Books to the various Local Committees have

been mostly supplied by the Depositories, and Bibles, Prayer
Books, and various Religious Works have been sold for cash,

to the amount of more than .£150.

These causes, and the duties he had to discharge
to the other widely scattered Settlements in this still extensive Mission,
obliged him to defer that Meeting until the 30th uH., when a Resolution was
passed « expressive of the people's sense of the great importance of the objeett
provided for in the Society's Constitution, and their determination to us<^ their
oest endeavours to promote the same La this Parish." A similar Resolution
was also carried at a Meeting of Churchmen in the Nelson Settlement, on tihA

I3th ult. ; but the day appointed was unfavourable and not many were pi^esent.

It is, however, pleasant to add that the offerings to the Society from this Parish
alone amount to £7 10 8.

Although the pronpects of the Church in this District have not materially
changed during the pout year, still the Mission is by no means in sucii a con-
dition as the writer co\ild wish, and as he thinks it might be, if there were
employed in it other and more earnest minded labourers ; men of the right
stamp ; men, who for a while would be contented with food and raiment, and
who would count not their lives dear unto themselves for the sake of Christ and
the Church. May such labourers soon be sent forth into this portion of the
lord's Vineyard ! But notwithstanding all his difficulties and discouragements
the Missionary is not yet cast down ; he intends to take courage and go on, and
concludes his report with an expression of liis grateful acknowledgements for

the uniform kindness, sympathy and support which he has hitherto received

from the Diocesan Church Society ; and humbly asks the prayers of all its

Members, that he may be enabled to fulfil the duties of his office to the glory

of God, the honour of the Church, and the good of his fellow men.

portion of the Diocese, there remains a large Distriot without' a resident Cler-
gyman of the Church of England, comprising the whole County of Restigouohe.
From Bathurst to Upsalquitch, (the farthest point to which I traTeUra), the

distance is about ninety six miles, and the whole Country along this line tS
road, besides many Settlments which lie oS the maiii line^ is without toy
clerical supervision in connection with the Church of Ensluidt except that in

an occasional visit like my own, or from iit. Disbrow or the HatiH Dean.
I mrformed Divine Service twice or thrice on Sundays, and on Wednesdays

and Fridays at the following Stations : Dalhousie, Eel River, Campbleton,
and at the School House near Flatlands, and found the attendance good, and
every where a desire evinced for a resident Clergyman. It would not perhaps
be possible to compute the number of Churchmen in the different localities

;

but if the attendance at the Services I held is any indication of their number,
there is even how work enough for more than one Missionary. In a District
so neglected, it will not be a matter of surprise that the state of moral and re-

ligious feeling should be very low ; this fiiot I learned as well from some of the
more serious pwsons there, as from my own experience. To show that the
desire for a resident Clergyman is more than in word only, I may mention that
previous to leaving Dalhousie, a Meeting was held for the purpose ofconsidering
the propriety of building A Church in that place, and Chat upwards of £130 was
subscribed for the purpose. I have therefore procured a model of a simple
Church in the early English style to accommodate one hundred and fifty par-
sons, and have obtained a few subscriptions, I regret very few—to aid in
carrying out this desirable object. The County of Kestigouche is a thriving
and beautiful portion of the Diocese, and will not, I trust, be long without
the advantages of a resident Clergyman.

. It may not be out of place to say that I was most hospitably entertained
during my stay, by A. Barbarie, Esquire, and received in every part of the
District, most kind and cordial hospitality.

Cast a glance at the map
on which our Churches and Stations are marked, and see how
Tast the field lying waste and unoccupied. There, year by
year, our fellow-beings are going on through life more es-

tranged from God, more unfit for eternity. If, into this por-

tion of the Lord's vineyard, now « white for the harvest,"

labourers are to be sent forth, this Society must supply the

means. W^ need not, and we ought not to look elsewhere

for help. The heathendom of China, Africa, India, and the

distant Islands of the Sea are appealing to our fellow-

churchmen in England, with the call " come over and help

VLB," and that call is being answered with a liberality which
seems untiring. May we to whom much has been given pro-

fit by so noble an example 1 May we secure to ourselves

and others around us a continuance of the many blessings we
eiljoy, by more united zeal, and more self-denying exertion I
