Altho the old mariner of taxing rail-
waye is still to be in force; a new as-
gessment is put on the gross earnings
and in this way thé railways will con-
tribute nearly $850,000. The tax on
the gross. earnings is one half on one
per cent,. computed on the total mileage
under operation in Ontario. Street rafl-
ways will also pay additionally $50,000
thru a tax of one-half of one per eent.
on their gross revenue. Three-fifthe
of this will likely come from the Toronto

{rallway system.

Banks Pay More,

The contribution of the banks under
the new rates will reach $100,000, the
‘tax imposed on their pald-up capital
peing raised from , one-tenth to one-
fifth per cent. up to a six million limit
and fifty dollars for every $100,000 in
excess. 'The head office will pay $500
henceforth instead of $100 and the
branches $50 instead of $26.

The same amount will come from
the insurance companie&, and the tax
on gross premiums is raised from 1
to 1 3-4 per cent., and on those of other
companies 2-8 of 1 per cent Fire
insurance returns will be $£40,000.
From 1-12 per cent. to 1-8 per cent.
the tax on loan companies will be rais-
ed. and all trust companies henceforth
will pay 1 per cent. on the total gross
annual income, Telegraph companies
will pay at the rate of 1-5 instead of
1-10 at presefit on the provincial capi-
tal invested, and telephone companies
1-4 instead of 1-8 at present of their
paid-up capital, Unless the tax on
smal] telephone companies reached $50
they will be neglected, a® the costs of
collecting is. too large.

PROPOSAL TO SEGREGATE
Protest Will Be Made to British,
Dominion and’ Japanese

OTTAWA, ~April T7.—That the
Liberal party will commit itself
formally before the next general
election, as it.did before, to a policy
of “free trade as in England” is the
yeneral ~ belief in
cireles. It was evident frem the
speech of Hon. W. T. White on the
budget that he anticipated this move
on the part of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,

and he took the opportunity to de-
clare the attitude of the Conserva-
tive party on such an, issue. “I
have no exception “to take to Sir
Wilfri¢ Laurier espousing a policy
of free trade,” he said. “I simply
desire to say ‘this, that we on this
side of the house are ready to accept
that gage of battle whenever he
chooses to throw it down.”

cope of Free Trade.

Dr. Clarke of Red Deer, the lead-
ing free trader in parliament, has
gone west, so that it wa impossible
to.get his aqpinion regarding the new:
situation which has been created
since Mr. White delivered his bud-
get, but others of the party who are
not very pronounced - free traders
admit that the logic of the minister
of finance unanswerable. His po-
fol-
lows: “Free food means free trade.
Free agricultural implements means
free trade.

Vital Principle Unchanged.

Free food must be treated similar-
ly. The cleavage, therefore, between
the two political parties is clear cut,
tor Mr. White announced in the most
emphatic terms that the national
policy of Sir John Macdonald, which
had made Canada what she is today,
would be continued with those re-
adjustments which growing and
changing conditions render - ad-
visable in the general interest of not
one class, but the whole people of
Canada,

The question of agricultural im-
plements, which is now ‘before the
house, well illustrates the policy of
the Conservative party.

In 1878, when the national policy
came into being, the duty on agri-
cultural machinery was 35 per cent.
When the Conservatives went out of
power® in 1896 the duty had been
lowered by them to 20 per cent. In
1911, when the Liberals went out of

COMES TO STATES
Wealtl;y New Yorker Ac-

quires Book Collection of

English Duke.

EDUCATED IN FRANCE

Destined for Bar, But! Pre-
ferred Stage — Is Un-
der Forty.

A part of the famous library of the
Duke of Devonshire, consisting of 4000
volumes, of which twenty-five from
the press of William Caxton, four
Shakspere folios and fifty-seven quar-
tos and a collection of sixteenth and
seventeenth century English plays, the
British museum was anxious to ob-
tain, have been purchased for Henry
E. Huntington and will be added .to
his private library in his residence in
New York. Confirmation of the sale
by the Duke of Devonshire was con-
tained in London cable despatches last
night, which stated that the money
was to be used to meet the heavy
burden of death duties. The Hunting-
ton library. now contains four folio
and forty-three quarto volumes of
shakspere and with the addition of the
Devonshire collection will rival the
Shaksperean collection of Henry Clay
Folger, Jr., president of the Standard
0il company of New York, which has
long been considered the greatest pri-
vate collection of the kind in the
world. The sale of the Chatsworth
Caxtons removes from Great Britain
almost the only remaining series in
private hands of the monuments of the
first English printer.

Mr. Huntington paid in 1911 at Lhe
Hoe sale, $50,000 for the famous Gu-
tenberg Bible, the chief treasure of the
collection of Robert Hoe. This is the
record price for a single volume, but
it is said that therc is at least one
book in the Devonshire collection
which exceeds it considerably in value,
This is a copy of the first edition of
“Hamlet,” printed at London in 1603
by Nicholas Ling and John Trundeil
Only one other copy of this “Hamlet”
is-known to cxist, and that is in the
British museum,
this copy of “Hamlet” could be sold
by itself for more than $100,000.

A part of the Devonghire collection
already has been shipped, and is in
storage in New York. The remainder
of the library will reach that city in
a few weeks. Next in value to the
C'axtons and the early editions of
Shakspere’ is the collection of play
bills and volumes of plays by prede-
cessors, contemporaries and successors
of Shakspere, which was made by
John Philip Kemble, who was for
nearly four ycars, until his retirc-
ment in 1817, the nmost famous figurce
on the English stage. The collection
of plays which have gone to 'America
was purchased in 1821 by the Duke
of Devonshiye en bloc for $10,000

Ralds made by Federal League owners
in the Natiomal ?rcurve' have affected
New York less serjously perhaps than any
other club which couid be considered a

In the I r industry, logging cen-
Qitions g  the previous winter
were not favorable, owing to the swant
of snow, and some logg did not reach
the mills, but demand and prices were
good, and the  industry, upori the,
whole, had a satisfactory year.

In Ontario the crops were a good
ayerage .an ces high. The lumber
industry, w not as prosperous as in
some former years, did fairly well, and
in mining there was a good year with
increased output.

In the pralrie provinces there was
an excellent crop, larger i quaniity
than the previous year, and of excep~-
tionally . Ivigh quality. Though prices
were not quite a® good as in 1912, the
total value of the crop was a little
ahead of that year.

In British Columbia' the crops con-
sist principally of fruit and were very
satisfgctory. Mining, taken on the,
whole, was prosperous, in spite. of a
protracted strike in the.coal mines at
Nanaimo. °~ The fisheries also had a
good year, 1918 being the big year on
the Fraser River, which occurs once in
four years; the northern canneries did
not do so well, but the average result
was satisfactory. ‘The lumber trade
in British Columbla is depressed, and
those interested in the industry have
had a' poor year.

. From the above brief synopsis it will
be geen that, except for the lumber
trade in British Columbia, conditions'
in the natural industries of the coun-
try may be called generally satisfac-
tory. ~ Manufacturers throughout the.
Dominion have,speaking broadly, done
well, though the outlook for 1014 is
hardly so good. ~-General mercantile
business ha®s been good, though retail
trade has suffered, at those points
‘where it had been stimulated during
recent years by the spending of the
profits so easily made in real egtate
and other speculations. , . :

The action of the United States
Governmernt  in removing the tariff
from lumber, agricultural products
cattle and flsh, is expected to stimu-
late trade through glving our people
wider markets. One immediate effect
was the shipment to the United States
of large numbers of' cattle, and it is
felt that too-many of the farmers were
induced by the high prices offering

11,
1913. Making allowance for the
Christmas season the commissioners
hive been but little over three months
reviewing the immense mass of statis-
tice, accounts, evidence dnd argu-
ments, and reaching_, a conclusion
thercon.

Misunderstandings.

The judgment covers some 200 pages
and deals with eaeh contention in or-
der. It refers frcquently to the re-
ports of the board's chief traffic offi-
cer, and attaches his examples of re-
ductions ordered.

After reciting the resoiution of
Winnipeg Board of Trade and the ap-
plication of the Vancouver board, the
jndgment rvefers to what is termed an
unfortunate misunderstanding as to-the
real issues of the case.and refutes the
oft-repeated statements of Kastern
Canada benefiting from alleged extor-
tionate tollg in the west and of alleged
financial sacrifices made by Eastern
Canada for railway development in the
west. Only the railway itself benefits
by extortionate or unreasonable tolls.
Railway construction in Western Can-
ada has benefitted the eastern manu-
facturer. who wil equally benefit by
the lowering of western rates, and con-
versely. the western producer s in-
terested to- the same extent in such
rate reductions in lastern Canada as
enable him to reach the world's mar-
kets at low cost. Both east and west
are alike advantaged by adequate
transportation and reasonable tolls.

Allusion is made
to previous decisions of the board in
similar cases and to various precedents
before American and English tribun-
als. The judgment then deals with-the
disparities between eastern and west-
ern schedules. !

The chief commigsioner refers to the
arbitrary division of the Canadian
Pacific Railway's tonnage and earnings
into eight subdivisions, as if these divi-
gions were cight separate companies,
as. worthless for. rate making pur-
poses.. He ' shows that the limits of
thesé divisions are not governed by
provincial boundaries, and might be
changed at any time to suit operating
convenience, and illustrates the fallacy
of hookkeepihg methods that attributed
high earnings, great tonnage density
and low costs to the Lake Superior
division, operating thru a barren coun-
try with few traffic possibilities. Not-
withstanding that the traffic density
of the Grand -Trunk was ten per cent.
greater in Kastern (Canada than that
of the Canadian, Pacific’s western lines,
he eoncludes that the higher .rates of
the latter admittedly made its opera-
tion the more profitable.

American Competition,

The chlef commissioner refers
tbriefly to the effective influence of both
water and American rail competition
on eastern rates, and outlines previous
orders of the board directed towards
the removal of discrinminations in the
east, and which resuited in both in-
creases and decreases in tolls, yet did
Aot affect the general basis. Water
‘competition extends to Fort Willlam,
and the Tesultant low freight rates are,
and have been, important factors in
ithe prosperity of the west, and afford
additional proof that the. interests of
eastern and western Canada are close-
ly interwoven.

It is pointed out that railway opera-

Jtions. in any province could not pos-

sibly be conszidered as advantaging that
locality alone, and that in every pro-
vince the railway performs the func-
tions of a national as well as a pro-
vincial undertaking. The losses in the
operation of the Canadian Pacific’s
Atlantic division are cited as an illus-
tration, and are attributed to the west-
ern export grain movement to 8t. John,
which forms a substantial percentage
of this division's tonnage, but lowers
its average return below cost

The expert of the Washington Pub-
lic Service Ccmmission is-quoted as
showing the effectiveness of water
competition in controlling the rail
rates from New York to Chicago and
&t. Paul, and how the normal and
higher basis is resumed west of these
points. :

Discrimination _Exists.

The findipg of the board is that
while d‘scrimination exists between
the rates changed east and west of Port
Arthur, the discrimination is justified
under the Railway Act, and previous
decisions of the board, and is neither
andue or unjust.

The necessity for more railway mile-
age in the west is mentioned, and fig-
ures are quoted showing that 39 per
cent, of the aruble acreage of Saskat-
chewan is outside of a ten-mdile wagon
haul to+a railway, and that 48 per cent,
of the acreage of Alberta is still un-
provided for, Many recently con-
structed Mhranches, according to the
c¢vidence, arc unremunerative. While
mention is made of the large responsi-
bility incurred by the people as a re-
sult of national and provinelal guaran-
tees for branches and main lines, these
are not considered by the board as fac-
tors. that should influence rate mak-
ing. The conclusion is drawn that it
would be more equitable to, charge
higher rates on new lines, in order io
gecure railway construction, than io
charge unduly high rates on lines on
which business has been built up. Con-
sideration, however, has to be given to
the necessity of enabling railway com-
panies to obiain additional capital for
extension of service, betterment of
existing facilities, and enlargemment of
terminals in the older sections, and to
the public policy that railway rates
should be of a character to attract in-
vestment and render radlway securities
marketarnle,

The unnecessary duplication of rail-
‘wuys in localities already served, while
older sections are unprovided for, is
dealt with in detail, and the necessity
for regulation in this regpect empha-
sized, confirming the arguments of
hoth Mr. Pitblado for the Winniveg
soard of Trade, and Mr. Bicknell, the
Dominion Government counsel.

Making allowance for d erent traf-
fic and elimatic conditions, the board
compares the operating results of the
Great Northern and Northern Pacific
as practically similar to those of the
Canadian Pacific, and concludes that
if the rates in the Canadian west are
to be based on the earnings of the two
roads which are properly comparable
with the Canadian Pacific, then, on Mr.
Muller’s theory, the western situation
required practically no rate readjust-
ment,

The judgment analyses further Mr.
Muller’'s system of arriving at cost,
and says his are average figures that
do not, 'in any sense, show an actual
return or an actual cost to the rail-
way. His resultant average, therefore,
of necessity includes traffic moving
on the one hand at low commodity
rates and on the other merchandise
moving at first-class rates, as well as
local traffic on the one hand and thru
traffic on the other. It was, therefore,
manifest that the cost or returns in
any one of these cases could not bear
any ratio one to the other.

; System Dismissed.

The Muller system is dismissed with
the conclusion that the board would
be well advised if it also hesitated
at the present time to adopt a manner|
of rate making to which the interstate
commerce commission has not at any
time been’ able to lend its. countens
ance. :

Grain Rates Reduced.

Local grain and flour rates are
substantially reduced by two methods,
first by a ‘direct 'réduction ranging
from 20 to 80 per cent., and secondly
by making the terminal Fort William
rates the minimum that may be charg-
ed between intermediate stations. For
example, Broadview to Winnipeg now
twenty becomes fifteen cents per hun-
dred.pounds; and Calgary to Winni-
peg now forty-three cents, thru the
application of the Fort Willlam rate
as maxinfum becomes twenty-four
cents per hundred pounds. - The west-
bound rates on flour and other grain
products are similarly reduced. This
is an endorsation of the complaint of
the United Farmers of Alberta, and
the applicatipn of the Winnipeg Poard
of Trade. The United' Farmers of

No reduction is made in live stock
rates, which are shown to be reason-

The rates on fence posts, firewood,
hrick, stone, gravel and sand are
found to be genera.lly lower tHan those
applying in -Ontario, but the higher
scales prevailing in Alberta and Sas-
katchewan are reduced to the lower
Manitoba basis.

Rates on ores, concentrates and
smelter products in and from British
Columbia are found to constitute a
large percentage of the traffic of that,
province, and are found remunerative
only the sense of contributing to
the zeneral prosperity. -

The vate on pigriron from Port Ar-
thur and Fort William to Winnipeg is
reduced from twenty cents per hun-
dred pounds to three dollars per gross
ton, ‘or 13.4 cents per 100 pounds.

A review of the judgment shows that
the whole, structure of western rates,
starting from the standafrd-amaximum
mileage Scale, the class tariffs from
Lake Superior and Pacific Coast ter-
minals, the class distributing rates,
commodity tariffs applying on grain,
coal, live stock, cement, fruit, vege-
tables, brick, sandstone, lumber, dairy
products etc.. have been closely in-
spected and definite decisions given in
connection with each.

The board has considered the ques-
tion of local passenger rates in British
Columbia very carefully. It finds that
the local passenger business is at
present being conducted at a loss. It
therefore does not feel justified in di-
recting any. change until the board is
afforded an opportunity of seeing what
improvement in passenger revenues
will result from the improvements in
railway grades and operating facilities
which the railway is at present making.

Was First Man to Pay "Em-
ployes More Than Dol-
lar a Day.

By the 'death of James Warwood,
which took place yesterday at hislate
residence in Huntsville, Toronto loses
one of its ploneens musical and in-
dustrial circles, th

Mr. Warwood come to this country
from Oldbury, . Staffordshire, Bngland,
in ‘1861, and settled in Toronto, where
he lived until 1908, when he moved to
Huptsville. He was one of the fathers
of the musical profession in his early
days in this city, and as long ago as
the early forties:'was leader of the old
Royal Opera House Orchestra, when
the theatre was on King street, and
afterwards became leader of the To-
ronto ‘Philharmonic and Choral Sa-
cieties, : er

He was also one of Toronto's earli-
est pipe and brick manufacturers, his
first brick fleld being situated at York-
ville, . He afterwards started anothe
fleld ‘at old Garrison Creek, ~which is
now' the Western ‘Stock Yards.

"One thing. which brought Mr. War-
wood into prominence was the fact
that he was_the first man in Toronto
to pay over $1 a day to his employes.

At the time of ‘his death Mr. War-
wood was 77 years of age, and is sur-
vived by his widow and eight chil-
dren;, five sons and three daughters.
Toronto s still the home of four of
the children, W. A. Warwood of Bed-
ford . avenue, N. F. Warwood of 226
Davenport road, G. 8. Warwood of 247

FINDING OF TRUTH
HISTORY'S OBJECT

Lord Haldane Says Great
Alccuracy is Demanded
. of Historian

Statesmen.  Not Alwaysv‘ Con-|
scious of Ends They Were
Accomplishing. ;

LLONDON, April 7.—~Lord Haldane
delivered the annuai Creighton lec-
ture at Unlversity College, London, on
“The Meaning of Truth in History.”

Lord Haldane asked what was to be
the standard of truth for the histor-
fan? Comparing the historian with
the artist, Lord Haldane said that, like
the artist, the historian had 'to dis-
entangle the significance of the whole
from its details and reproduce it. The
truth of art swas a truth that had to
be born again of the artist's mind.
No mere narration of details would
give the whole that at once dominated
these details and yet did not exist
apart from them, ¥k

The work of the aistorian and of
the artist was directed to finding the|
true expression of the subject, and
neither was concerned with fortuitous
details. The historian must be able
to estimate the true and large char-
acteristics of the age. The historian
who had a whole period to ‘describe
must be more than/ exact; he must be
a lord over his details. He must mar-
shal those detaild and tower .above
them and accept and reject and select
in the light of nothlng less than the
whole.

The historian was bound to recog-
nize in the spirit of tne age something
of which he could legitimately take ac-
count, That was als) the reason why
the historian must bs something of an
artist, for art alone could adequately
make the iden 6f the whole shine forth
in the particulars in which it was
immanent, - -

Materials for Future.

The materials afforded by the bio-
graphies, letters, newspaper accounts,
and state papers of the present time
could not be used ‘for the purpose of
reconstructing the story of the pre-
sent time with any hope of success.
They must be used at a later date by
someone who possessed the gifts re-
quisite for presenting the narrative as
that of an organie whole, and that
organic whole must, In its expression,
be born afresh in his mind,

It was a mistake to suppose that
#tatesmen were alwavs conscious of
the ends they were accomplishing. It
was not by the plecing togther of
mechanical fragments, but bv a pro-
cess more akin to the development of
life that socleties grew and were
changed. There was thus an inevit-
able element of what seemed at first
#ight to be unreality in even-the best
wolfk of historians,

In fact, the hydro.
radlal’s entrance is so much bound up
with the city's transportation problem
that just where the new radial can enter
the city at & point to give the most effi-
cient service to all concerned depends

largely on what happens in Toronto dur-

ing the next few years, The problem has

been talked over by theengineers in pri.

vate, and variotus suggestioons made,
4Three Suggestins. .

One is that, it the city buys out the
atreet railway, the radial can come in on
_the Bloor street viaduct, and south to
the city’s cenire; but, if this course wWas
decided on, and the street railway pur-
" chase did not carry, the hydro radial line

~ would have to terminate at the east end
of the viaduct until 1921, when the To-
ronto Street Railway {ranchise expires.

Another nunestlon'mado is that the
radial line should run south from the
corner of Danforth avenue and Don Mills
road to. the lakefront boulevard, and
reach the centre of the city that way, but

the lakefront
boulevard has been filled 4in, and ready
for traffic, anod the radial wuld be held
up somewhere east of the Don until the
boulevard was completed.

The third suggestion is that the en-
trance be made at Eglinton avenue,
c¢rogsing the Don ravines, and the Belt
Line and Moore Park ravines, to North
Yonge ' street, and south to the C.P.R,
crossing, traversing a section
in which the Toronto Street Railway has
no franchise. :

Many Advantages.
_ Laying aside the cost of rav.ne bridges,
which will be dealt with later, ‘this route
_ _has two great advantages. 1f the city
does not purchase the street railway,
then the hydro radial terminus will be at
a pooint where it culd reach the heart of
the city by the north and south tube,
which will likely be the next scheme
~adopted to solve the transportation pro-
blem. In fact, it is claimed by many en-

.. gineers that, whether the purchase goes

of the city]

thru or not, a tube line parallgling Yonge
street will have to be built. Should the
city buy out the street’ railway, then,
with & terminus at North Toronto, the
hydro radial will be well located for in-
terchanging freight cars with the steam
and other radial lines, and passengers
can transfer to the civic cars until the
tube is built and radials can run right
thru to the city's centre.

Possibly the main objection that will be
raised to the northern entrance is the
cost of bridges over the Don ravines,
but the bridge over the eastern Don ra-
vine is needed for a highway as well as
the radial, and the bridge over the west
east Don ravine, besides being a positive
necessity for a highway, would also make
a crossing for the Toronto Bastern Ra-
dial. A fair share of the estimated cost
of these bridges, which the hydro-radial
would have to pay would amount to $62,-

000.

The other bridges over the Belt line
and Moore Park ravines, the city will
have to rebuild in any case to give Moore
Park district transportation as planned
in Mr. Arnold’s report, and the scheme
suggested by the harbor board. th
these bridges are relatively emall spans
compared to the others, &0 that the
radials share. of the cost would not be
much, :

Proportion of Cost.

it has been suggested that the hydro-
radial could use the Bloor street via-
duct, but the viaduct has to be bullt by
the city, and the question is whether the
radial line would not have to contri-
bute a share of the cost of the viaduct
since it is a provincial proposition.

not, then it would be lowed’ to cross
the Moore Park and Belt Line bridgdt
free. If it has to bear part of the cost
of the viaduct then the northern entrance
will be the least expensive for the ra-
dial. -

The entire cost of the Don bridges giv-
ing a 42-foot roadway and a double deck
one one of them would not be more than
$250,000, of which the radial would not
likely pay more than ..62,000 or about a
quarter of the cost=a sum less than a
proportion of the Bloor street viaduct
would likely be.

The whole uestion, however, is 80 much
bound up with the city’s transit problem,
and the existence of the Toronto Street
Railway franchise that until the matter
of the railway purchase has been dis-
posed of it will be difficult to decide upon
the most advantageous point for the
hydro radial to enter the city.
