Ottawa, July 16.—The government 
will fix a minimum price for the Cana­
dian wheat crop.

He 
has decided that to give commercial 
and financial stability In the 
ketlng of the crop the best plan is 
to fix a minimum price as a guarantee 
to farmers, dealers, bankers and 
others interested in the crop move^ 
ment.

No announcement has yet been made 
as to the minimum price, but it wdll 
be made in the course of a few days.

Farmers Not Bound.
It is emphasized that no farmer 

need sell his crop at the minimum 
price. The grain exchang ewill open 
trading on July 21. and prices may ; 
go far above the minimum^ price or 
the guaranteed price of the United 
States of $2.26.

It is expected that with Europe and 
neutral countries requiring large quan­
tities of wheat the price will not drop. 
However, it was found that financing 
was difficult without at least a mini­
mum pricer’ in order to give statoility 
to the situation.

Has a pastor, no matter what deno­
mination, the right to remove tne 
Union Jack from a soldier’s coffin be­
fore it is conveyed into the church for 
the burial service ? is a question now 
occupy*ng the attention of the Toronto 
military authorities.

Dean Moyna of St. Mary’s Catholic 
Church, Bathurst street, ordered the 
British flag removed from the coffin 
of Pte. J. J. Riley whilst it rested in 
the church over which he pres.des, and 
gives as his reason that he recog­
nizes no flag in such ceremonies and 
that his church having members of all 
ihe different countries who have been 
at war, cannot recognize one flag, and 
that is his reason tor never allowing 
a flag of any nation or society in his 
church.

Lieut. A. R. Palmer, who was the 
officer in charge of the burial party 
conveying the body of Pte. J. J. Riley 
to the church, gives the following ac­
count of the incident: He said that 
when he arrived at Ranks' funeral 
parlors on Queen street the undertaker 
informed him that the dean of St. 
Mary’s Church objected to the Union 
Jack being placed on the coffin whilst 
in the church, and that the dean had 
said all flags were alike to him. Lieut. 
Palmer has during the war seen a 
good many burials of Roman Catho­
lics, but never befire has the Union 
Jack been barred from the church.

Should Be Investigated.
Continuing, the lieutenant 

“The moment the body was put on the 
gun carriage Mr. Ranks and myself 
proceeded to the church In his car, 
arriving some time before the body. I 
went in to see the dean with refer­
ence to not allowing the British flag to 
be placed over the body in the church, 
and he told me he did not allow it. I 
then got into communication with 
military headquarters before I would 
allow the flag to be remqved and the 
service to proceed. The dean and my­
self then came out of the house, which 
is in the rear of the church, and I 
found that the body had already 
rived and was up In/the front of the 
church. He immediately ordered me to 
remove the flag, which I refused to do 
or allow any/of-Hiy men to do, where­
upon the dean removed the flag him­
self and gave it to one of the soldiers 
to carry to the rear of the church. The 
service then proceeded and on leaving 
the church the flag was again placed 
on the body before being returned to 
the gun carriage.

“I feel," he added, “that a thoro in­
vestigation should be made of this in­
cident.- as this is absolutely detrimen­
tal to the British flag during military 
funerals and is also on a par with 
Bolshevism.’’

Mr. Ranks, the undertaker, confirms 
Lieut.

every detail.

Dean Moyna, in an Interview, after 
practically confirming the military of­
ficer’s story, said: "I am young in 
military matters, but have had forty 
yeays’ experience in the -^Catholic 
Church.

Trades Congress, to use 
théir good influence to bring about 
an amicable settlement of tne dis­
pute along the lines desired by the 
union. The telegram points out that 
the union has been out on strike for 
more than two weeks, and that all the 
efforts of the union leaders to bring 
about a settlement were Ignored both 
during and before the strike.
Robert Simpson Company, continues 
the telegram, is atoou-t the only ex­
ception at present among the Toronto 
employers in the refusa; to grant the 

, demands of the union. Better con­
ditions have been agreed to than are 

asked of the Toronto employers. 
Trades Congress Promises.

In his telegram to Tom Moore the 
union leader has reminded the presi­
dent of the Trade* Congres* of the 
resolution passed at the last conven­
tion promising full co-operation of 
the congress with the Garment Work­
ers' Union In case of trouble with em-
P “We have received requests from Ot­
tawa business men and others ask­
ing us to deal by conciliation with the 
various disputes so that the work of 
reconstruction may progress uncheck­
ed. How can we help in this laud­
able purpose If we are -thwarted in 

efforts to better the conditions of 
our members ?” ,

In conclusion Mr. Koldovsky stated 
that strike pay would commence on 
Monday, and that very likely the mem­
bers on strike would receive as high 
as ten dollars and twelve dollars a

Thirty-three prohibition state*, and 
13 local option states, Mr. Wheeler 
said, have laws limiting alcohol in 
beverages. He challenged Mr. Uniter- 
myer to produce any court decisions 
denying congress or state legislatures 
the right to make definitions.

“Congress cannot conetotenitiy adopt 
a weaker standard tn defining the 
term than that enacted in the states,’' 
said Mr. Wheeler. “This means noth­
ing can be sold for beverages pur­
poses that contains more than one- 
ha tf of one per cent, alcohol."

The Golden Afle.
'The Algoman was the great age of 

gold. Conditions were there favorable 
lor extensive mineralization and the 
formation of deep-seated deposits, 
Tho there are few of this type outside 
of the Homes take in other parts of the 
continent, there can be no doubt of 
their pre-eminence. All the great ex­
perts—Emmons, Maclaren, Lendsley 
and others—admit this.

Northern Ontario has prospectively 
the greatest gold fields in the world. 
It can employ many hundreds of mil­
lions of dollars profitably and safely 
In the mining Industry, but to get this 
needed capita^ we must have railways.
