Where Six Hundred Children Sang
the National Anthem.

Sumors That Her Majesty Will Partiel-
pate in No More State Functions
After Thursday and Will Attend to
the Business of Her Exalted Position
at Windsor, Balmoral or Osborne—
The Canadlans in London.

London, June 28,~The Queen return-
ed to London this afternoon—her final
Jubilee day but one—and made what
most probably was her last Jubilee ap-
pearance during her reign in the metrop-
olis. Xor, with the celebration that
closes at Aldershot on Thursday next,
the state public appearances of Her Ma-
jesty are daid, on fair official authority,
to be finished; henceforth, for what-
ever span*of lite may be left to her,
Queen Victoria will confine herself to
such work for the state as can be done
at Windsor, Balmoral or Osborne. All
| those official funictions, drawing rooms,
‘public ceremonies, opening town halls,
hospitals and the like, which bring the
Sovereign face to face with the people,
wilk now be relegated to the Prince and
Princess of Wales.

The Queen thinks, so the statement
runs, that she has @e@e cnough. ‘Lhe
unexampled devotion to and acceptance
of her obligations to her people have
after 60 years won for her well de-
served rest, and in so far as the Sov-
ervign can, she now proposes to let the
burden of responsibitity fall on those
who must bear it when she passes away.

It was the knowledge of this, pathetic-
ally mingling with loyalty, that lent such
deep interest to to-day’'s proceedings,
fittingly devoted in the first instance to
a visit to Kensington. As Heér Majesty
has always cherished with passionate at-
tachment every tender sentiment, to-
day's visit was one of mingled pleasure
‘and sadness, it seemed indeed a fare-
well.

Ottawa, June 28.—Rev. Father The-
rien of Hull preached a stirring sermon
on politics yesterday at high mass, lie
was speaking to the 8t, Jean Daptiste
Society, and said that he felt very un-
easy in not having some words of con-
gratulation to address to the I'rerch-
Canadians this year. The reason is
due, he said, to the result of the federal
and provincial elections, which show that
the French-Canadians have not follow-
ed the requests made by their bishops.
The reverend preacher caused quite a
sensation when he said that the French-
Canadians had fallen away below in the
csteem of the clergy. The French peo-
ple were guilty, and they will be pun-
ished for what they have done, [aith
is disappearing and the future .is very
uncertain.”

_CANADA AND IMPERIAL TRADE.
The British press is lavish of praise
upon Canada a8 being the first among
the states forming the Bmpire to take
a practical step towands the establish-
ment of closer trade relations between
the various members of the Empire.

The editors of England and Scotland
out

the merits of the different proposals
(hat have been suggested for the estab-
lishment of such relations. One thing is
certain amid a great deal of uncertain-
ty: the people of the Mother Countiy
are heartily in sympathy with the idea
of closer commercial union in the ab-
stract, and they are anxiously awaiting
the announcement of some workable
scheme based on that idea, But no one
seems to have any definite or workable
scheme to propose, The subject, low:
ever, is being investigated and discussed
in all its phases, and if a workable
scheme is not forthcoming we shall ut
least soon be apprised of the defects of
those which have been or may be pro-
posed,

The Manchester Guardian reduces the
various suggestions and proposals ~for
commercial union that have been made
down to three schemes, which it de
seribes as follows:

The first is that the United King-
dom should give up free trade, put
duties on’ the imports from foreign
countries of goods which our colonies
wish to sell, and to place our colonics
at an adyantage for which they
might make a return by letting in
our goods either duty free or at n
lower rate of duty. The second s
that our colonies should abandon
protection and make a free trade em-
pire of it. The third is that our col-
onies should do what Canada is do-
ing—that is, give our goods easicr
admission than those of our com-
mercial rivals, not necessarily dis-
criminating in our favor by name,
but offoring special abatements of
tariff to countries which, like the
United Xingdom, admit colonial
goods freely.

Our contemporary is quite certain
that the first proposal is impracticable
and out of the question, *The second
is, for the present, equally out of the
question, because our colonies, as a
body, stubbornly refuse to abandon
protection.” This opinion, it will be
borne in mind, emanates from Manches-
ter, the hot-bed of Cobdenism and free
trade. It is by no means the opinion
of Great Britain as a whole, There is
a strong protectionist party in England,
and we are mot at all so sure that the
first proposal is out of the question, 'T'he
I)u‘ke of Devonshire, President of the
British Empire League, favors the
proposal which The Manchester Guar-
dian so summarily dismisses. This pro-
posal is also the one which Mr, Cham-
berlain favors, The Liverpool Mercury
thus describes the Colonial Secretary’s
scheme of commercial union:

In a political A sense, the natural
customers of our ‘commodities would be
our colonies, while we would be the pur-
chasers of their raw produce., If this
mutual relationship could be establish-
ed, we should be sure of outlets for our
goods, which could not be closed by hos-
tile tariffs, and which are capable ‘of
almost indefinite expansion, .In order,
however, to make the arrangement pro-
fitable to both sides, the colonies would
be obliged to mﬁon their ports to our
n‘mnufaA.'turc-u, while placing dutics upon
German and American exports, and we
should be required to give colonial pro-
duce preference over that of foreign
countries,. If satisfactory . terms were
arrived at, the remarkable spectacle
would be presented of a great empire
which was not only united under the
game sovereign, by parallel institutions,
a common language and literature, and
other powerful links, but self-contained,
and capable of supplying all or ' most
:vf its wants from within its own limits.
This is Mr. Chamberlain’s aim,

The following extract from The Lon-
don Morning Post does not give the
impression that protection is an Iim-
possible. policy in Great Britain, Th2
Post says:

While fully admitting that free trade
has been a great benefit to the com-
merce of the Old Country, the Duke of
Devonshire has been driven to the con-
vietion, by the sheer florce of experi-
ence, that it is no longer of amy use
to Greater Britain, This is a weighty
indietment, and a pregmant pronounce-
ment, for n belief in the virtues of
tree trade was the one wremaining ar
ticle of the old Liberal €reed to which
the Liberal Unionists hawe clung, Hav-
ing admitted so much, it twas only con-
sistent that His Grace shauld go further
and hurl the tottering idol completely
from its pedestal by declaring that,

gince free tride has mot opened for us
cither old or new markets, we - were
bound to seek other mwens of findinge
openings for British trafle. The pre-
sonce of the Premiers of tije self-govern-
ing eolonios provided him Awith a ready
text for the alternative poliey: reciproeal
trade relations with our golonies, This
is so much the sentimentiof the honr
that the merest reference to it in this
representative gathering «f  the ssuer-
chant princes of Liverpaol provoked
roundg of hearty cheers, "Those cheers
wore the knell of free trade, so far as
the eommereinl expansion of our eol-
onies 18 concerned.

While publie opinion is thug in the
process of formation in Great Britain,
it is of the greatest importance that
we in Canada should get ®ome definite
idea of how we stand on this_question.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has undertaken to
gpeak for the people of Canada. It is
evident from fhe tenor of our Iinglish
exchanges that the Canadian Premier
has led.the people of England to believe
that Canada has switched round in
tavor of free trade, that we have aban-
doned protection and are bent on fash-
joning our tariff on the British prin-
ciple, as far as eircumstances will per-
mit. The Premier does not insist on
a preferential tariff for Canada in re-

There is, therefore, mo longer any
ambiguity as to the policy of the Lib-
eral party on the guestion of Imperial
trade, Not only is that policy opposed
to Great Britain's extending a prefer-
ence to colonial products, but it has in
view the adoption by Cannda and fhe
other colonies of a distinctively  free
trade tariff, The Premier has com-
witted not only the Liberal party, but
the whole country, to a policy designed
to extend the British free trade iden to
all the colonies, to make, in fact, “a
free trade Impire of it.”

We venture to say without hesita-
tion that Bir Wilfrid does not volce the
sentiments of the people of Canada
when he says that this country is in
tavor of free trade, as they have it in
England. He does not voice their sen-
timents when he says Canada will not
expect a preference in British markets
in return for the conccesions we grant
the Mother Country. -Public opinion in
this; country is right in line with the
policy of the Duke of Devonshire and
Mr. Chamberlain, When the jgsue Is
fought at the polls it will be found
that Canada s still protectionist and
that she favors an Imperial policy that
tends towards freedom of trade between
the Empire, but opposes obstacles to
free imports from without it. It will
be found that Canada is in favor of a
policy that tends to make the Empire
selt-contained and capable of supplying
all its wants from within its own lim.
its. Such a policy is based on the idea
of preferential trade,

AN INVESTIGATION ORDERED.

The country will heartily endorse Sen-
ator Bowell's demand for an investiga-
tion of the charges of boodling in con-
nection with the proposed sale of the
Drummond Counties Railway to the
Government. Many suspicious circum-
stances connected with the matter have
been referred to by the press, The ex-
planation of Hon, Mr, Tarte in the
House of Commons excites instead of
allays suspicion, The Government's in-
