Sumors That Her Majesty Will Partiel-
pate in No More State Functions
After Thursday and Will Attend to
the Business of Her Exalted Position
at Windsor, Balmoral or Osborne—
The Canadlans in London.

London, June 28,~The Queen return-
ed to London this afternoon—her final
Jubilee day but one—and made what
most probably was her last Jubilee ap-
pearance during her reign in the metrop-
olis. Xor, with the celebration that
closes at Aldershot on Thursday next,
the state public appearances of Her Ma-
jesty are daid, on fair official authority,
to be finished; henceforth, for what-
ever span*of lite may be left to her,
Queen Victoria will confine herself to
such work for the state as can be done
at Windsor, Balmoral or Osborne. All
| those official funictions, drawing rooms,
‘public ceremonies, opening town halls,
hospitals and the like, which bring the
Sovereign face to face with the people,
wilk now be relegated to the Prince and
Princess of Wales.

The Queen thinks, so the statement
runs, that she has @e@e cnough. ‘Lhe
unexampled devotion to and acceptance
of her obligations to her people have
after 60 years won for her well de-
served rest, and in so far as the Sov-
ervign can, she now proposes to let the
burden of responsibitity fall on those
who must bear it when she passes away.

It was the knowledge of this, pathetic-
ally mingling with loyalty, that lent such
deep interest to to-day’'s proceedings,
fittingly devoted in the first instance to
a visit to Kensington. As Heér Majesty
has always cherished with passionate at-
tachment every tender sentiment, to-
day's visit was one of mingled pleasure
‘and sadness, it seemed indeed a fare-
well.

Ottawa, June 28.—Rev. Father The-
rien of Hull preached a stirring sermon
on politics yesterday at high mass, lie
was speaking to the 8t, Jean Daptiste
Society, and said that he felt very un-
easy in not having some words of con-
gratulation to address to the I'rerch-
Canadians this year. The reason is
due, he said, to the result of the federal
and provincial elections, which show that
the French-Canadians have not follow-
ed the requests made by their bishops.
The reverend preacher caused quite a
sensation when he said that the French-
Canadians had fallen away below in the
csteem of the clergy. The French peo-
ple were guilty, and they will be pun-
ished for what they have done, [aith
is disappearing and the future .is very
uncertain.”

The Bonaventure Fleettion.

Rev, Father Therien afterwards made
a few n-nmr?n on the Bonaventure clee-
tion, afd that the result of the

election was a national humiliation, The
candidate who was elected had refused
to sign certain documents presented hy
Archbishop Blais, and the French-
Canadians elected him, however, with
over 800 of a majority.
