was at once in favor of reciprocity and

a high tariff. In an article jn The New
‘York Independent Mr. Foster seriously
adyocates our old friend commercial union
as the only form of reciprocity that is
possible between the two countries. His
article is a brief review of the original
reciprocity treaty of fifty years ago; an
¢xplanation of the efforts that have since
been made to come to an understanding
on that subject; a statement of how, in
the opinion of the author, those efforts
have been defeated by the attitude of the
Canadian governments, and a very fore-
ible declaration of the plan which he
thinks can alone be successful. Accord-
ing to Mr. Foster, the difficulty lies in
the determination of Canada to limit reeci-
procity to the exchange of natural pro-
duects, and her unwillingness to concede
reciprocal exchange of manufactured
articles without granting thé same terms
to Great Britain.

Mr. Foster unfolds his scheme of recl
procity in the following language :
“Notwithstanding the manifest obstacles
to free and reciprocal commerce with Can-
ada, I think there is a solution of the sub-
je¢t which would redound to the peace,
 prosperity and wmutual advantages of both
countries. This solution was suggested by
Mr. Blaine in the conference (1890) clted,
not officially, but as expression of his
personal views. After discussing with the
Canadian Commissioners fully and at great
length the subject of reciprocity, and to
no purpose, as his report shows, he finally
said : ‘Gentlemen, there is only one sat-
isfactory solution .of this question—it Is
to let down the bars.’ He then proceed-
ed to elaborate the scheme, with the force
of language of which he was such a master,
of a complete commercial union between
the United States and Canada, with a
common tariff upon an agreed basis of
division of revenue, and free and unre-
stricted commerce between the two coun-
tries, as is now enjoyed by the States of
our Union. Such is ideal reciprocity, and
I do not regard it as visionary to labor
and hope for its consummation.”

Mr. Foster may have confidence in this
form of reciprocity, but we can assure
him, and also The Philadelphia Times,
which shares his views, that Canada will be
no party to any such a deal. TUnrestricted
reciprocity, commercial unién, or whatever
else the proposition may be styled,* has
been fully threshed out in this country,
and the country has unequivocally pro-
nounced against it. - At one time ‘some
of the leading politicians of Cangda favor-
ed commercial union, including the present
Premiers, Sir Richard Cartwright, John
Charlton and others, but to-day not one
of these men could be Induced to touch
the proposition, even with a pair of tongs.
It is a dead issué¢”and “its resuscitation
is impossible.

LESSON OF THE OTTAWA
DROWNING.
The World is almost tired, as 18" every

other mewspaper tired, of preaching the
moral of drowning accidents like the one
that occurred at Ottawa on Friday. There
is a new erop of young people growing up
every year, and the lesson of this accident
must be repeated yearly if it is to have any
effect. It ds an unpleasant duty for teach-
ers, parents and journals to keep repeat-
ing the warning, neverth€less the duty has
to be performed. And the hardest thing of
all when giving this advice te young peo-
ple is the way in which they take it. Boys,
especially, resent any kind of advice tend-
ing to make them more cautlous when skat-
ing, sailing or canoeing. And what is the
lesson of this accident at Ottawa? It is
this, that no man or boy should take a
woman or child any place on ice or water
that he does not kmow to be absolutely
safe. We hold—and the truth must be said
—that neither Mr. Harper nor Mr, Creel-
man should-have asked any lady to go with
them on the Ottawa River over ice whl)h
they had not themselves been over pre-
viously, and ice which they knew to be ab-

ludely safe. ILet any man or boy ven-

himself wherever he wishes if he is
oolhardy enough to do o, but the minute
he takes a woman or child with him then
he is culpably negligent. And another les-
sony that should also be enforced, and which
cannot be enforced too often, is this, that
water is always safe in one direction, and
any one of judgment can easily find which
is the safe direction. Water deepens one
way and it does not deepen the other, and
there 18 no necessity in courting danger
when a perfectly safe course is available.
But the lesson above all lessons ll-thﬂt
no man or boy should ask a woman or
child, and should refuse to accompany a
woman or child-if the latter insist, over
jce or water which they have not tlrem-
selves tested, and which they know them-
selves to be perfectly safe.

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This is the First Principle of the
Settlement After the
War is Over:

AFTERWARDS SELF-GOVERNMENT

Even the Disrupted Opposition Con-
cede That Old Condition is
Out of the Question.

London, Dec. 9.—The Daily Mail says:
The settlement after the war is now the
chief topic of discussion by the leaders of
Leth pgrties In the .graat political cam-
paign in the country. Both sides.are busi-
iv engaged in making clear thelr attitude,
and it is beyond question that the recent
Altnisterial speeches have greatly assisted
in lucidly and sucelnetly setting forth their
case. Exactly what the opposition desires
is not evident, and there is. an amazing Jif-
ference of opinion.

Examining the speeches of members of
the government it is easy to ascertain the
Ministerial view. It is represaant=d by the
tollowing paragraph:

“We shall glve to every man n South
Africa—whether he be Duteh or whether he
e British—equal laws, equal justice, equal

civll rights.

“We shall give to them these things, and,
as soon as it Is safe to do so, W& ghall go
further, and we shall establish in the new
colonfes the same form of self-government
which has secured for us the loyalty of
most of our self-governing coionles,”—Mr.
Chamberlain at Cupar on Oct.*20.

SOLDIERS’ CHRISTMAS BOXES.

One Thousand Gifts Have Been Ship-

ped to South Africa.
London, Nov. 28.—Colonel Stacpole, C.V.

0., Embarkation Officer at Southampton,
in an interview yesterday, gave some Iin-

teresting particulars of the despatch of

soldiers’ Christmas presents to the Cape.

Many thousands of parcels which had ar-

™ ore were 2905 cases sent away in the

Canada,” said Colonel Stacpole, ‘‘and for
some time we’have been despatching from
200 to BU00 cases per week, representing
jrobably 100,000 individual parcels.

“This’ week packages have come pouring

in to such an extent that we have reeeiv-
ed since Tuesday almost as many as can
pessibly find room in - the Templemore,
which leaves on Saturday. Indeed, it they
continue to come at such a rate we may
have to shut out some from that vessel.

“] should like to emphasize one point,
which is that the senders of parcels will
considerably assist the staff in the per-
formance of a pieasant, but very arduous,
duty if they strictly adhere to the War Of-
fice dnstructions in directing parcels.

“The instructions are that they should
be consigned to the Kmbarkation Oriicer,
Empress Dock, Southampton. Scores of
jeople write saying they know that, but
think it wil ensure quicker despatch if

'they address the parcels to me personally,

and they do it accordingly. The result is
the exact contrary to what they expect.
Parcels have to be opened and done up
again when it is found they are intended

7% for South Africa,

“Another point is that parcels should be
well tied. A piece of hoop iron round a
box, however small, is a capital thing.
Hundreds of parcels are sent in thin
Lrown paper tied with slender string. One
of these came open the other Jday, and was
found to contain two bottles of hair dye
and a powder puff.

“The favorite articles in the list of sol-
diers’ Christmas boxes are tobacco, plum
puddings, and socks and shirts.”

A circumstance mentioned by Colonel
Sfacpole affords distiuct encouragement to
those who feel that they would like o send
soldier friends something. *‘I have recelv-
ed,” he said, ‘“very many letters from
persons who expressed regret at having pre-

LIVES LOST 0N GREAT LAKES

— e

Last Season's Casualties Show Large
Increase—0ne Hundred and
Thirty-Two Gone.

MOST OF DEATHS DUE TO FOUNDERING

Lake Ontario Had Only Six Fatali-
ties—Needs of Governmment
Inspection Indicated.

Chicagb, Dec. 9.—While the season of
navigation has passed without any serious
storms which will have an historical inter-
>st, the loss of life in navigating>the great |
lakes is larger than in any previous season |
since the coming of modern boats into lake
service, The death list shows a total of
132 persons, as (:umpm-edQvlth 110 last year,
100 in 1809, 95 in 1898, 65 in 1897 and 66 in
1806. In these six years the losg of life nas
steadily grown, notwithstanding the Im-
provements in the United States life-saving
service and the steady trend upward in
the seaworthiness of lake ships. The only
explanation of this growth, vesselmen say,
. I8 that there are far more boats now in ser-
vice tham there werc in isiiG. While aceu-
rate figures are not obtainable, it is be-
lieved that the number of men emploved
on lake ships has, like the death losses,
al{({’ﬁn doubled in the six years.

e cause to which the greater part
the loss of life was due wasL f()\uxde{;ngt. ?g
the season just closed 59 sailors went down
with thejr boats. Last yvear sinking ships
carried 35 persons with them. Some part of
this losg wus, no doubt, due to old and un-
seaworthy eraft, but the 24 men whe met
death on the steamer Hudson in the furious
stormn on Lake Superior on Sept. 16, had
under them a ship of remarkable strength
and power. Why the Hudsom went down
has passed into one of the unsolved mys-
teries of navigation. 5

Thirty-seven were or
drowned in barbors. This is 12 more than
1[\'%‘“ who suffered a like fate last year.
Eight fell thru open hatches to their death,
and seven were crushed fatally on ship-
board. Five met their death in collisious,
and the same number courted death by
j.nmplng overboard. Fire caused a loss of
four, three were killed by broken lines, one
sailor was crushed beneath falling spars
and one was scalded to death. Two light-
house-keepers at Skillagalee were drowned
by the overturning of their sailboat.

Saperior lias Most Vietims,

For a number of years lake passenger
boats did not appear on the lists of casual-
ty, except with an occasional case of sui-
cide. Lasf season, howaever, they did pot
n«(':tipe so fortunately, seven passengers
receiving fatal injuries. Still, the propor- |
tion of passengers lost in comparison with
the number carried by warter is much low-
vlr than the statistics of railway ‘losses
show,

The lake claiming the largest number of
victiths was Superior, in whose waters 46|
were drowned. Of course, the shipping list |
of the Hudson furnished the largest num- |
ber. Lake Huron was next, with 54; Lake '
Michigan added 22, and Lake Erie 11. Lake
Ontario had only six fatalities, but the!
small number is not surprising, in view of |
the low ebb to which the carrying trade on
that lake has gone. Eight were lost in the |
Detroit and St. Clair-rivers, and five in St. |
Mary’s River. |

Next to the Hudson, the most serious loss |
of the season was the Baltimore, which |
foundered on Lake Huron, with a loss of 13 |
sailors, on May 24. The tug Fern carried |
down five men on Lake Superior on June 29,
and when the whaleback barge Sagamore
was sunk on Lake Superior by colllsion with
the Northern Quecn three of her erew went
down with the wreck. Four Canadian sail-
org were lost in trying to save the derelict
schooner Marine City on Lake Huron on
Nov. 26, and the same number of American
sailors were lost in trying to save the old

barge Jupiter in about the same lovulilyi

two months earlier.
Need of Schooner Inspection.
When the lake channels were deepened to |
20 feet, and the boats which had been built
for 16-foof channels began to load down to
the new draft, marine men and underwrit-
ers expected that such craft would furnish
the major part of the losses o1 unt of
overloading. So far as the experiences of
the last season show anything, the fear has
been misplaced. The overloading of old
shins, however extensively it e
ried on, has resuited in no gre
life. The captains of such boats i
hibited an entirely reasonable tend: to
go into shelter during storns, and good- |
fortune has attended them when they nave
heen out in the open lake. While a good
many have passed out of existence, their |
crews have escaped in most Instances. It
is said that the cutting dewn of th amount
of insurance allowed, and the -in inany
cases—prohibitory rates by und« rriters,
resulted in many vessel-owners ably second-
ing their captain’'s efforts to keep out of
trouhle. |

BOARD OF CONTROL WANTS POWER
TO REVISE SCHOOLS’ ESTIMATES

Steps Will Be Taken in This Direction—Idea of Electing Con-

trollers by City at Large and Reducing Number of
Aldermen and Trustees Meets Witn Disapproval.

But a slight degree of aldermaniec
popularity was accorded the pro-
posed legislation to elect the Board
of Control by the city at large and
reduce the number of ‘alcermen and
school trustces, and the clauses
touching upon those matters in tke
Legislation Committee’s report were
struck out.

Steps will be| taken to obtain for
the Board of Control full power to
revise ‘the estimates of the High
School and the Public School Boards
in the same manner as estimates
submitted by the committees of the
Council, and that anything altering
the recommendation of the Board of
Control shall require a two-thirds
vote of the High Schoel Board eor

Public School Board as the case

may be.

It was decided to appeal against
the judgment of the Common Pleas
Division. which was rendered re-
eently im favor of the Public School
Board.

Negotiations will be opened at
once to arrange with the city hospi-

tals for the accommodsation of pa-|
tients sufiering from consumption. !

The “Island Committee,” as recom-
mended by a sub-committee ap-
pointed for the purpose, was endors-
ed by the Council, and the necessary
legislation will be sought.

Exhibition Park will not bé given

over for a day to societies who
wamt to hold demonstrations and

charge an admission fee, but the |

grand stand and the ground and
track in fromt of it will be at their
disposail.

Legislation will be asked to re-
duce the property qualification of
a candidate for a municipal coun-
¢il to the same as that of a voter,
and that the gqualification of a mun-
icipal voter be reduced from $400
to $200.

The Legislature will be asked by
the Council to enact s law where-
by voting for the municipal elee-
tions may take place on New Year's
Day.

The proposed legislation for
changes in the management of the
Industrial HBExhibition, as recom-
mended by the Parks and Exhibi-
tion committee, was endorsed by
the Council.

Debentures for $26,000 for comple-
tiom of the new Bathurst-street
school will be issued if the Corpor-
stion Counsel says the sactiom can
be taken legally.

The City Council were In session for over
four hours yesterday, and the above is the
score of their labors. {

A deputation waited upon the Council to
urge that funds be provided at once Ior

the completion of the new Bathurst-street

School, and the Council directed the Board
of Control to raise the money by deben-
ture, If it can legally be done. The recom-
mendation of the Board ‘of Control was
that a bylaw be submitted to the rate
payers to sanction the issue of the de-
bentures to raise the amount required. ‘I'iis
is the case where some of the money ap-
propriated for the new school was Spent
in repairing other schools.
Some Place for Comsumptives.

Ald. Foster, seconded by Ald. Urqubart,
moved that it is desirable and Decessary
fn the public Interest that immediate pre-
vislon should be made in Toronto for com-
sumption sufferers, and that the Medical
Health Officer confer with the hospital
authorities with a view to having a sepaT-
ate room or rooms for consumptive patients
in thelr institutions.

In eupport of his motion, Ald. Koster
gaid there was absolutely no accommoda
tion for consumptives in Toronto.

McMurrich’s Contradiction.

Ald. McMurrich sald that - Ald. Koster
had been misinformed, as the Home for
Incurables, of which he was a member of
the board, had a wing especially set apart
for consumptive patients. If a patient who
wae admitted could pay for the expenses
incurred he or she was expected to do so.
If mot, all the remuneration asked was the
grant from the city.

Ald. Lynd said the Council would think
from Ald. McMurrich’s statement that there
was no difficulty whatever in a patient
securing admission to the Home for In-
curables. He had found it very difficult.

Ald. McMurrich said that if Dr. Lynd
would state any case in point he wou:d
see where the difficulty arose.

Ald. Sheppard took the ground that only
incurabie patients were admitted to the
home, in amy event, and what was Te-
quired was accommodation for all cases.

The Council grunted somewhat incredul-
ously, and Ald. Urquhart modified his opin-
fon by stating that the deaths from cou-
sumption were far more than 10 times ju
excess of those from smalpox.

The Mayor stated that he had made tne
suggestion which was contained in Ald.

Foster's motion, and he had already com-;

municated with some of the hospital Peo-
ple regarding it.

The motion passed unanimousiy.

More Sanitary Precaution.

Ald. Foster, seconded by Ald. Urquhart,
moved that the Medical Health Officer be
requested to investigate and report whetheér
solids or liquids of a polsonous or con-
tagious nature are being deposited in the
city sewers by means of the p.ivate drain
connections with the city hospitals, medi-
cal colleges and institutions of a similar
kind, and, If so, whether or not it would
be in the Interest of the health of.the clit)-
zens, especlally those residing In the im-
mediate vi€inity of such Institutions,to pre.
vent the disposition of such material
the manner referred to.

School Board Estimates.

The oratory commenced in earnest when
the Board of Control’s recommendafion in
regard to the estimates of the High and
Public School Boards was reached. The
board recommended that amendments be
sought to the School Law and the Munici-
pal Act, providing that in cities where 2
Board of Control has been instituted the
estimate In detail of the High School and
Public School Boards shall be submitted
to the Board of Control, which sha;l have
full power to call for persons and papers
and to revise such estimates in the same
manner as estimates submitted by the com-
mittees of the Municipal Council; that the
estimates as revised with any recommenda-
tions of the Board of Control shail then
be returned to the High or Public Schoo!
Board, and that amy alteration or restora-

'tion of such estimates contrary to the re-

commendation of the Board of Contro] shall

require, a two-thirds vote of such High

School or Pubilc Bchool Boards.
Ex-Trustee Oliver’s Opinion.

Ald. Oliver was a strong friend of the
Public School Board, on which he sald
he had served for some years, and ne
thought it was just as inteiligent a body
as the City Council, and got better valuc
for money expended than the City Council
did. He moved that the whole recom-
mendation be struck omt.

The Mayor sald he knew the recommen
dation would pass thru the Legigature If
it was eupported by the City Council.
He said that members of the School Board
who were reasonable, had mot any oD-
jection to the recommendation. The In-
tention of the law as it existed to-day and
as it had been found by a number of
judges, was in precigsery the direction of
the recommendation of the Board of Con-
trol, to the effect that the School Boar
estimates must be submitted to the Coun-
cil. He ecertainly thought the Council
should have somehing to say about Nechooi
Board estimates.

School Board Champions.

The stand taken by Ald. Lynd was that
the School Board were directly responsible
to the people and not to the City Council
for their expenditures.

Ald. Starr accused .the Council of having
for years been trying to get a grip on
the School Board, constantly interfering
with them and running into law suits. He
thought .the city should be tired of law
suits now, and as soon as the troubles
of the Council and the School Board were
cleared away it would be better for the
city. The two bodies, he claimed, were
entirely independent bodles elected by the
people. He characterized the attempt of
the Board of Centrel #o revise School
Board estimates as a ‘'solemn farce” when
it related to such fitems as text books,
ahout which it could have very Ilittle
knowledge.

Wouldn’t Strike It Out.

The recommendation; of the Board of
Oontrol was warmly supported by the
members of the Board, and when Ald.
Oliver’'s motion to strike out the recom-
mendation of the Board was voted upon
it only found support in the School Board
corner, the supporters being Ald. Hodgson,
Starr, Lynd and the mover. .

Ald. Urquhart moved an amendment that
the Public -and High School Boards be
limited to a tax rate of 5% mills, but
only he and Ald. Foster voted for it.

After some more discussion the original
recommendation of the Board of Control
carried.

Don’t Want It Changed.

The proposal of the Legislation Com-
mittee to elect the Board of Control by
the ratepayers instead of by the aldermen
caused some interesting discussion, in
which Ald. Lamb took the star part. He
saw no reason why there should be a
change in the present way of electing the
Board of Control. There was no agita-
tion for a change, and there was no rea-
son to believe that the citizens desired
the change, which was suggested. If the
Controllers were elected by the city at
large it would mean that each Controller
would be put to the same election expense
as would a candidate for Mayor. The
Mayor could stand it, for he got $4000 or
$5000 a year salary, whereas a Controller
only got $700, and would want .more. He
moved that the clause be struck out. The
aldermen were not wusually vigorous In
the discussion, but the motion to strike
out the clause carried by 14 to 8 as fol-
lows :

The next clause, which called for a re-
duction in the number of the members
of the Council to either 12 members to
be elected by the city at large, or, as
approved |by the Board of Control, 18
members, three to be elected from each
ward, was also struck out on the motion
of Ald. Richardson, the vote being the
same as on Ald. Lamb’'s motion.

The proposal to reduce the number of
school trustees was also turned down.

The idea to have .aldermen elected for
two years was sent back to the Legisla-
tion and Reception Committee.

When the clause to abolish .the pro-
perty qualification of Municipal Councils
came up, Ald. Urquhart moved that the
property qualification for a candidate. be
reduced fo the same as that of a voter.
This amendment was endorsed, and so
was a clause to reduce the qualification of
a municipal voter from $400 to $200, agnd
a clausge to legalize elections being held
on New Year's day. With a few excep-
tions the remainder of the Legislation
Committee’s report was passed

The School Board Suit.
