A great deal bas been written lately
about the Tmpertal gervice medal, but
it is possible that its true significance
is not as yét understood. It is awarded
for all kinds of Imperial service, that
is, service rendered to the masses of
the British people in England, in Can-
ada, in India, or anywhere else in the
PBritish empire. BSome Vvery ambitious
people, some very indwstrious flunkeys
and tuft hunters may miss the honor
and some modest, independent mat,
thinking only of his duty, may win it
without much seeking.

LOCAL OPTION IN ONTARIO,

Having been “joliéd” by the Dunkin
Act. the Scott Act, the Royal Commis-
sion, the plebiscite and the referendum,
#t would seem that the prohibitionist
§s now to be amused with the splendid
prospects of local option. Some time
ago The Globe was shocked by the
discovery that liquor could be procured
after hours in Rat Portage, and now it
has suddenly awakened to a sense of
the iniquities of hotel-keepers in York
Township. “For the most part,”” it says,
ftaverns in the suburbs of Toronto,
as round about most cities, are public
nuisances, and ought to be taken out
of the way.”

There are probably good and bad
hotels in the neighborhood of Toronto
and thruout York Township, just as
there are all over Ontario. There is a
provinecial license law, the object of
which is to weed out the bad hotels,
The administration of this law is entire-
ly in the hands of the Qntario govern-
ment., It took this power away from
the municipalities, It fought for this
power against the Dominion govern-
ment, It is therefore responsible for
the existence of the nuisances to which
The Globe refers. Some of its officers
ought to get after the notel-keepers at
whom The Globe sirikes, So long as
the Ontario law recognizes hotel-kesp-
fug as a legitimate business, the koep-&
ing of an hotel cannot be treated as a
nulsance, and there must be some dis-

want these things is, we think, very
doubtful. Apart from moral considera-
tions, any sensible hotel-keeper must
desire to obey the law and to keep 2
quiet house. Such a course conduces to
his own peace and comfort. But i1 it be
determined that the selling of liquor
is bad in itself. then the Ontario gov<
ernment should promote, and the On-
tario legislature should enact, a law
forbidding the sale of liquor anywhers,
at any time and under any clrcum-
stances, at all events, up to the Hmit
of the statute embodied in the refer-
endum. The legislatune can either pro-
hibit or it-can regulate and put an end
to the “puisances” where hoodlumism
and vulgarity prevail. Our own idea
is that a good deal more might be done
in making country hotels more comfort-
able and sanitary, providing good meals
and clean lavatories, The traveling
public. would like te see the Ontaglo
governiment inaugurate such a reform.
But isolated municipatities cannot do
it. If you want prohibition, or if you
want regulation, you must come back
to the provinclal authorities. The
movement for local option would shift
responsibility from the provincial au-
thorities, where is belongs. - Tt would

A WRONGED CONSTITUENCY.

J. P. Whitney’s open letter to Hon.
G. W. Ross protesting against the con-
tinued disfranchisement of North Ren-
frew is not too strongly worded. Jt s
not to be expected, however, that argu~
ment will instil even eleventh hour
virtue into a government so lost to
sense of decency as the administration
in Queen’'s Park.

and for similar distances. The feel-
ing is also geperal . that the G.T.R.
spend the greater part of their energy
in securing businéss  from points
where there is - competitipn and In
looking after their thru freight at the
‘expensze of those fbwns that are at
their mercy. The injustice under which
the towns along the front have heen
suffering has made them determined
to find mrelief. The different towns
concerned in the movement have -p~
pointed delegates . to . interview ‘he
general manager of the CP.R., $ir
Thomas Shaughnessy, to see if relief
can come from that source. This agi-
tation is stirring uy the Ontario Elec-
tric Rallway Company, whose presi-
Aent is Sir Richard Cartwright. This
company some time ago recelved a
charter to build an electric Mne from
Brockville to Toronto. They do not
¥ike the idea of having a steam rail~
way built over their route,and
have written to the Mayors of the dif-
ferent towns (including the “Mayor of
Pickering”) asking - their co-operation
in their enterprise. In. their letters
they say that their plans toward erect-
ing the road are now about complete.
They promise a half-hourly pervice,
and to move the freight as far as pos-
sfble at night. ' They also promise 1o
furnish power for manufacturing and
lighting purposes at the lowest pos-
sible cost. In order to get these privi-
Jeges the company -will expect the
municipalities benefited to give finan-
cial ald towards the project. ‘They
also suggest a meeting of dele
gates from the different places with |
representatives of the company when |
¢he latter may submit their propozition
in detafl, We believe a line such as
the one pr 1 would be of much
pénefit to the viliage. By the ad-
vantage of low A{axation and cheap
power, manufacturing concerns could
be induced to settle’ here.

GOVERNMENT

Official Statement of License
Department’s Policy Given
to Lord’s Day Alliance.

The second and last day’s meeting
of the Omtario Lord’s Day Alliance
brought up a number of important
subjects and information regarding the
desecration of the Sabbath,” from 7re-
presentatives of the various branches
thruout the province, The principal
epeakers desired to impress upon the
minds of the delegates that the act
regarding Sabbath observance wis not
broken, only. badly bent, and that the
AJHance should have faith and courage,
get down to work with energy, and
secure the passing of an act, either by
the Dominion or Ontario governments
that would prove satisfactory.

The most impontant featupe was the
reading of a letter from Eudo Saunders,
chief officer of the Provincial License
Branch, which Dr. Chown said he bad
been given to understand would be
an index and would represent the opii-
jons of the License Department regard-
ing its policy. The letter reads:

Inaspectors Have Troubles,

I am directed by the FHon. the Pro-
vincial Secretary to state in reply to
that part of your letter of the 2(:h
vit, in which you gsk him in effect
to make or authorize a public declara-
tion of the policy of the government
in regard to the administration of the
liguor license laws, that the minlster
recognizes the reasonableness of this

request and Is glad to avail himself of |

the opportunity thus afforded him to
say as publicly as possible that the de-
partment is willing, and, indeed, anx-
irus to do all that can be expected to
be done to bring abéut a proper enforce-
ment of the law, and where it is shown
that inspectors thru negligence, inca-
pacity or other cause, fall to efficiently
discharge their duties, their removal
will n all cases certainly follow,

The minister desires to ppint out that
the great difficulty in the way of satis-
factory enforcement of the act, easpe-
cially in large and consequently under-
officered districts, must be obvious to
everybody who considers the cifcum-
stances, In many districts of ldrge
area, it is practically impossible for on2
inspector to exercise under the most
favorable circumstances the vigilance
and mobllity necessary to cope with the
ingenuity of those whose interest and
drgire is fo evade or break the law. In
these days of easy telephone communi-
cation, the movements of an inspector
are heralded from point to point from
the moment he Waves his doors, The
result is that his arrival at any particu-
lar place is amticipated and lkils vigil-
ance defeated by the breakers of the
law temporarily desisting and for the
moment bzeeming model observers of
fhe law,

Must Have Friendly Assistamce,

Then again, license inspectdr® in ad-
dition to the difficulties arising from
the causes mentioned are not infre-
quently dismayed by the indifference
of those upon whom me should confi-
dently count for assistance, the local
municlpal authorities =znd those pro-
fessedly favorable to temperance senti-
ment and movements. Without such
croperation it is easy to sees how the
work of an inspector, willing to do his
duty, could be obstructed. Apart from
the comsiderations already referred to,
unless the municipal authorities of
townships, villages, towns, citles and
ecovnties specifically instruct their con-
atables to co-operate with the Wispect-
ors, and show a bona-fide interest in the
enforcement of the law, a considerabls
share of the blame for inefficient en-
forcement muet rest with them. Sec.
120  says: “BEvery policeman or con-
stable or inspector shall be deemed to
ba within the provisions of this act.”
Without this assistance one inspector
in a large district cannot reasonahly
be expected to cope successfully with
the difficulties of his position, And.
moreover, unless the public sentiment
of the community, in sympathy with
law and order. is sufficiently aroused
tn give practical aid to the authoritics,
an inspector cannot be as successful ‘n
his efforts to enforce the law as he
weuld be if temperanee sentiment were
as practically allled with him as ft Is
insistemt in demandine that he do his
duty successfully in face of the wily

YORK COONTY AND SUBURB3

Township Council Threatened With
Injunction in Glen Road
Bridge Matter.

SOLUTION NEAR- AND YET SO FAR

Ceremony of Laying New Postoflice
Corner ftome at Junetion
To-Day--County News,

That ever-increasing source of trou~
ble, the Glen-road bridge, was re~
sponsible on Friday afternoon for yet
another special meeting of the York
Township Council, which, like many of
its predecessors, was utteruy barren of
results, tho it had for the first time
been thought that a settlement was

at hand, Yesterday afternoon Reeve
Sylvester, together with Councillors
Maclean, Wanless and Henry, secure
as they imagined as a result of their
conference with the Attorney-General
earlier in the week when a feasible
plan was proposed, were served with
notice of an injunction if they carried
out their intention to issue necessary
debentures,

The bridge wase originally comstruct
ed by the Scottish Manitoba Land Co.
in order to provide easy access to their
holdings beyond the Rosedale ravine.
In the course of time the bridge be-
came unsafe for travel, and the com-
pany, claiming that by a special act
of the legislature they were relieved
from the responsibility of keeping the
bridge In a state of proper repair, dis-
claimed all responsibility in the mat-
ter., Property owners immediately in~
terested in its preservation and the
permanency of the structure petitioned
for its retention, and by a speclal act
of the legislature the Township Coun-
cll was empowered to aseess the lands
within a certain radius to the amount
of $20,000. Upon investigation it-was
found that the cost of erecting a hew
one would largely exceed the original
estimate, and, accordingly, the Coun~
cil waited upon the Attorney-General
with a view to obtain special legisla
tion to increase the assessment to &
sum sufficient to meet the expense,
with a view to the issue of debentures
in order to complete the work.

Attorney-General Gibson in reply to
the request of the Council stated that
a special act givink the desired powers
could only be granted by the cabinet
in council, but assured the
members that such an act would be
passed, and that he stood pledged to
convert the other members of the
cabinet to this view of the matter.

Acting upon this assurance the spe-
clal meeting of yesterday was called.
But here a new difficulty arose in the
person of M. B. Jackson, .8
large ° property holder and claim-
ing to be vitally interested in
the proposed 1legislation, and the
subsequent addition to his rate of taxa-
tion.. Mr. Jackson’s letter reinforced by
Mr. Jackson in pereon effecutalily bar-
red all further progress in the matter.

The letter addressea to the Reeve
reads: “I understand that it is the
intention of the Council of the Town-
#hip of York to issue without a bylaw
debentures up to 20 per cent. of the
assessed value of certain lands and pro~
perty mentioned in Chap. 87 of the last
statutes of the Province of Ontario. The
property included in the sald act covers
groperty that could only have been in-
cluded by inadvertence, because by the
preamble of the act the whole matter
was confined to North Rosedale, and
property in South Roredale extending
down to Bloor-street is included. This
property has no interest in the bridge
mentioned in the act, for the repair of
which the debentures are to be issued,
The act authorizes debentures to be
{ssued to the value of 121-2 per cent,
but if the additional 7 1-2 be issued it

take legal proceedings to imjunct them.
