Object to the Anti Combine* Clause.
Considerable objection has been put 

*' forth this week by Opposition speakers 
to the anti-combines clause in the tariff 
resolution, which reads as follows:

That whenever it shall appear to 
the satisfaction of the Governor-in- 
Council that, us respects any article 
of commerce, then» exists any trust, 
combination, association or agree­
ment of any kind among manufac­
turers of such article or the dealers 
therein, or any portion of them, to 
enhance the price of such article, or 
in any other way to unduly promote 
the advantage of-such manufacturers 
or dealers at the expense of consum­
ers, and that such disadvantage to 
the consumers is facilitated by" the 
customs duty imposed on like articles, 
when imported, then the Governor- 
in-Council shall place such article on 
the free list, or so reduce the duty 
on it as to give to the public the 
benefit of reasonable competition on 
sUch article.
It is felt that this will give the Gov­

ernment ah undue advantage over manu­
facturers and lead to a species of terror- 
l»m. At the proper time the clause will 
be amended by the Re note—unless the 
Government takes the Initiative In the 
Commons—to refer all charges against 
combinations or trusts to an impartial 
judicial tribunal before, the Govcrnor-in- 
Council can act. .

which The Globe has enumerated and 
many others which it has not mentioned.

Sunday cars will at once give regular 
employment to 200 more men. The 
population will be Increased by a clear 
thousand people. These people will re­
quire between 100 and 130 houses. Our 
vacant houses will decrease by that 
number. The city will receive $15,000 
increased percentage. We can confident­
ly count on an increased number of 
tourists visiting Toronto if we afford 
them the conveniences they are accus­
tomed to receive at home.

Workingmen are not the only ones 
whose interests ought to be studied. The 
public at large ought to be protected 
against invidious and class legislation. 
The Globe will admit that one citizen 
has as much right to get about en Sun­
day as another, the poor as well as the 
rich. If such be the case, And if at 
the same time we must minimize 
day labor as much as possible, then why 
not let us utilize the most economical 
and convenient method of getting about 
and forbid all methods that involve ex­
travagance in labor and money? A fair 
and impartial Sunday law would permit 
the cars to run and forbid carriages 
driven by paid servants. Under the pre­
sent law we have this anomaly: A 
thousand grooms, coachmen and team­
sters cater to the wants of a few thou­
sand people, while half - the number of 
men employe*, an the street ears would 
cater to the necessities of the whole city.

To be consistent, The Globe ought 
to begin an agitation to run the cars 
and forbid private carriages. A law to 
this effect would minimize labor. That 
is what The Globe desires to see.

The other day the representatives of 
labor celebrated the twenty-first anniver­
sary of the nine-hour day, and before 
long labor will be successful in reduc­
ing the work day to eight hours. In 
many trades the eight-hour day already 
prevails. As far as the number of days 
that shall constitute a week’s Work is 
concerned, the labor people are well 
enough able to look after their own 
interests. We refer The Globe to a 
union of workmen who have settled this 
question very satisfactorily without the 
help of the public or of outside agree­
ments of any kind. We refer to the 
Typographical Union. In the United 
States the daily papers are published 
seven days a week, yet the compositors 
work only five or six days. In Toronto 
six papers, are published, but the men 
work only five nights a week.

The Globe’s apprehension that the 
railway men will be required to work 
seven days a week is absolutely ground­
less. The Toronto Railway Company 
stands to lose Instead of make by vio­
lating the agreement. The agreement is 
in favor of the men. The interests of 
the company are identical with the in­
terests of the men in this particular. 
The public is In favor of the men. 
Where is the danger? There Is abso­

Although The Globe does not positive­
ly oppose Sunday car», it is to be re­
gretted that the leading organ of thc 
Liberal party has not risen equal to the 
occasion and come ont onequiviÿcaUy in 
favor of the service. It is a somewhat 
humiliating confession for the organ of n 
Liberal party to have to make that the 
wheels of progress and civilization must 
be brought to a standstill because the 
people cannot enforce their will by legis­
lation and by the judicial and executive 
representatives of the country. There 
never was greater unanimity on any pub­
lic question than on that protecting the 
workingman against seven days’ work 
a week. No one wants the street rail­
way employes to work seven days a 
week, not even the Street Railway Com­
pany. Even if the company did attempt 
to violate its obligation, surely it could 
not withstand the force of public opin­
ion that wonld be directed against it. 
No matter what may be said against 
the Toronto Railway Company, wc hare 
no hesitation in saying that it has lived 
np to its agreement with the city. It 
pays its men more than it is obliged to. 
The only complaint that can be urged 
against the company is that it does not 
use sufficient cars for the convenience 
of thc public, but this complaint is more 
the fault of the City Engineer than of 
the railway company. If everyone lived 
up to tbeir obligations as well as the 
Toronto Railway Company there would 
be few cases brought before tbe courts, 
und the public would have little to 
complain of.

The World takes the ground that all 
the advantages which The Globe admits 
would accrue from a Sunday car ser­
vice are possible without any of tbe dis­
advantages it anticipates. The advan­
tages that we miss are apparent. Tbe 
disadvantages anticipated are, at most, 
problematical. We say It is possible, 
nnd not at all difficult, to secure the 
advantages of Snnday cars and prevent 
the possible disadvantage* It «rely is 
not high ground for a Liberal organ 
to take to any that the people are not 
able to legialate in their own interests.

We know for a fact, however, 
that there is no complaint against the 
company for overworking tbeir employes 
on week days. It is impossible for n 
daily schedule to be drawn np so ns 
to give every man 10 hours, and only 
10 hones’, employment, bnt nothing is 
simpler than the regulation of the sche­
dule so that no man shall work more 
than 10 hours. Some men must be sat­
isfied with less than 10 hours’ work, but 
none must get more than ten. It Is 
easier to arrange the weekly schedule 
than the daily one, and yet the latter 
is effected without complaint from any 
quarter. Add one-sixth to the present 
force and we have enough of men to 
operate the system so as to allow each 

one continuous 24 hours to himself.
