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GEORGE W. ALLEN
DIED YESTERDAY

He Succumbed to Self-Inflicted
Injuries Yesterday Afternoon
—His Career.

FREDERICTON;- Dec. 15—George Win-
throp Allen, who, while . suffering from
despondency brought -on by continued ill
health, shot himself in-the head this morn-
ing at his home, died at five o’clock this
afternoon from the effects of his self-in-
flicted wound. ”

George Winthrop Allen, K. C., MPT,
was the second youngest son of the late
Sir John C. Allen, chief justice of New
Brunswick, and was_bern in this city forty-
nine years. ago. Hig early edncation was
received in the public schools here, and n
1877, when only cighféen years of agé, he
completed a course at the U. N.'B., gradu-
ating at the head of his ¢lass. He taught
school at Canterbury’a short time. =After
taking the M. A. degree from his alma
mater, he went to the old country and
completed a course of studies at the Uni-
versities of London and Edinburgh. Upon
returning to New Brunswick he was called
to the bar in 1882 and soon afterwards en-
tered ‘into professional partnership with
the late George F. iBaird, of St. John.

Some years later he practiced for a short
time in partnership with his brother-in-

Fredericton about ten years ago he formed
a partnership with - the late E. Byron
Winslow, and about. the same " time was
appointed official reporter of the supreme
court, a position which he continued to fill
up to the time of his'death. It was while
practicing in 8t. John:that he actively in-
terested -himself in politics, and frequent-
ly espoused the Liberal cause on the pub-
lic platform in that city.

Upon the elevation of Hon. F. =
Thompson to the senate, Mr. Allen was,
in February, 1901, clected to the legislature
for York by acclamation. At the general

with his ticket. His extensive knowledge
of law made him a most useful member of
the legislature and he was called upon to
draft many important bills. For five years
he had been chairman of the municipalities
committee-and alsq
deputy spealter during that ‘period. Al
though he ranked high as an orator, Mr.
Allen, on account of the delicate state of
his health, took very little part_in debates
in the legislature, but when he did take
the floor his utterances always command-
ed the close attention of the house. It
has often been said of Mr. Allen that he
was the best informed lawyer of his time
in New Brunswick, and few who knew
him will dispute that assertion. His ad-
vice was frequently sought after and free-
ly given to the younger members of the
profession. For a number of years he had
been an examiner for the Barristers’ So-
ciety of New Brunswick. Not only did he
rank ‘high in his profession, but as a class-
ical scholar he had few superiors'in Can-
ada. His death is a loss to the legisla-
ture, to the bar of the province, and to
Fredericton. :

Mr. Allen was a cultured gentleman of
genial manner and was personally very
much esteemed by his friends. He was
married in 1884 to Miss . Edith Hazen,l

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@ the city of Winnipeg is clearly not m
the ranks of the depressed and pessimis-
tic. Following promptly on the footsteps
of a movement for the organization of a
big community club—in fact, not more
than three days after the very start of
that movement—a mass-meeting was held

ADVOCATES PURE LIQUOR

RATHER THAN PROHIBITION

my own' native city, I' have seen more
drunkenness than during the maftiy years
of my wanderings eleswhere. It is a
real curse, in comparison with which the
alleged drink curse of St. Johh, or in-
deed, of Canada, retires absolutely into
the limbo of fallacies; or, at the most,
might reasonabl be classed as an infinites-
imal molehill which in the minds of cep-
taip good and eminently worthy people
has been imagined into an exaggerated
Himalaya. 4 :

So far as St. John is concerned, I have
found it perfectly possible to live, move
and have my being for a week at a time
without encountering one ‘drunken indi-
vidual. Over a period of some months,
my record, carefully kept, shews a max-
imum of three drunken men in one week.
The average comes out about two per
week. I have excluded the recent holi-
days from my consideration, because no
fair criterion can be based upon observa-
tiohs made during the festive season. Of
course, this is merely my individual ex-
perience as an ordinary citizen moving
around in the usual daily course; but, if
it coincides with the general experience,
then, there is surely no drink curse here
in a literal sense. Weére drink a real
curse in this city it would be too painfully
evident to admit of any uncertainty. For
my part,~1 can honestly say that in ne
city ever visited by me have I seen less
visible evidence of a drink ' curse than
right here in this decent city of our own.
For a seaport town, located as we are on
the border of the United States, we dfre
singularly free from reproach—a fact
largely due to an excellently administered
palice force.

I am no advocate of the liquor cause—
very far from that. Nevertheless, I 4m
emphatically opposed to prohibition or
any similar legislation. My standpoint is
based on the conviction that the liquor
evil here ‘has been magnified out of all
proportion, and that, consequently, so co-
ercive an extremity as prohibition is un-
warranted and irrational. Why jump -wild-
ly into extreme measures when a rhoder-
ate course would, in all probability,
We would not
cut off a man’s leg when only his toe
called for amputation.

I am almost convinced that 'this pro-
hibition ery is largely a thing either of
politics or of mere fashion, If so, then it is
of necessity insincere. The churchgoer of
today believes in One God,—and, it would
almost seem that he is fast deludipg him-
self into the conviction of a one-sin-creed,
—and that one sin is drunkenness or any-
thing that is not total abstinence. It is a
hypoceritical attitude behind which we
seek to hide our own teetotal, yet equally

Were the above course advocated by
your public-spirited organ, it would speed-
ily prove itself the most popular temper-
ance reform ever introduced. Certainly, it
iz an eminently fair and honest one which
only the dishonest and abjectly unscrupu-
lous, need fear. Even'in the heart of the
‘most compassionate. man there cannot
reasonably exist the faintest spark of pity
for the inhuman'and bowelless reprobate
who deliberately, and for the purpose of
personal, illegitimate' gain, serves his fel-
low man with an active and pernicious
poison. On the discovery of his guilt such
u creature would be despised ‘even by’ his
own friends. He is beyond. the pale of
the crudest, most unintelligent pity.

If you abolish fadnlterated .ligtior; . you
will have gone very far towards the elim-
ination of that demoralization welded to
it inseparably. 'Under the baneful influ-
enca of such stuff men become fiends and
beasts;—then, with the mbrning ocomes
that hideous reaction from physical pois-
oning, a' maniacal crave for more—more at
any prioe, even the price of love, honor,
home,—even if ‘won by the sale of chil-
dren’s clothing. Such is the effect of bad
liquor; but, with good liquor, even when
taken to excess, there are no such deplor-
able consequences. This, as you are aware,
is a scientific fact,—and, being the case,
it naturally follows that in abolishing the
liquid iniquity in question, you mnot only
reduce the number“of your,licensed houses
very considerably and ;at the same time
effect a placing of the business in re-
spectable hands; but, in addition, you
diminish to' an almost imperceptible mini-
mum ‘that demoralization inevitable from
the consumption of crudely adulterated
rubbish which: may, at present, be sold
here without let or hinderance, to the
abiding shame of every honest -citizen
whether abstainer or otherwise. . Why is
such a crime permitted? Surely it can-
not . be that the unscrupulous publican is
permitted because ‘of his co-operation
with the police towards the swelling of
that shameful revenus of outrageously
excessive fines!! An eight dollar fine for
drunkennes is more of a crime than the
drunkennes itself.

To any man retaining even the remnants
of decency the disgrace of arrest and sub-
sequent appearance’ in court seems punish-
ment enough; while, to the lower order,
a one dollar fine will ‘prove, as it has done
élsewhere, quite as éffective a deterrent
What is a heavy find 'but an added bitter-
ness to the wife and family of the erring
one!

terested in that locality; it is rumored
they are purchasing or are negotiating for
the purchase of property about there, and
that certain legal mem from the upper
provinces have been observed around there
looking over the situation, presumably in
the  interests of the Canadian Pacific
Railway.

Why do not the business men of St.
John,generally, wake up and acquire some
active, realizing sénse, some grasp of the

matters and circumstances about them and
try to understand how the welfare of the
city and the material interest of every in-
dividual ‘citizen is affected thereby? !

' The best authority on the subject sets
forth the statement t.“T’Etang,” is the
official name of & beautiful and safe har-
bor on the coast of Charlotte county. It
is also asserted by some that vessels leav-
ing I/Etang are practically out at sea.

Once fully comprehending the pessibilit-
ies, all citizéns, the. common council and
the board of trade should spare no effort
to so arrange matters as to make the city
and port of S8t. Jobn and their welfare,
safe in every feature, and to procure such
understanding that the O. P. R. will be
come and be directly identified with this
‘City by the Sea;’ and so arranged also
that the city’s interests and the company’s
interests will be made mutual and con-
tinued so, as a permanency.
