1 Hampton, July 8.—Letters were re­

ceived last week from Lieut Roland 
Barnes of . the 8th Mounted Rifles, writ­
ten since the big battle of June 2. Of 
hla friend, Lieut. George Diekson-Otty, 
who was killed in action on June 3, he 
writes:

“Dear George died as befitted a man 
of his calibre, fearless as a lion, looking 
after hie men under very heavy shell fire. 
He was always so independent and ab­
solutely fearless. We buried his body 
just where he fell. There was not a 
scratch on his body so we judge hé must 
have been killed by the concussion of a 
shell.”

In speaking of the other Hampton 
boys, Lieut. Barnes says that word has 
just come in that William Began has 
died of wounds. “He was a stretcher- 
bearer and did wonderful work. Jack 
Hoyt was only slightly wounded and là 
being mentioned for exceptional bravery. 
Joe Keoh&n came through safely.”

Since this letter was written, Lieut. 
Barnes has received the military cross 
and promoted to the rank of captain 
and û now second to command of his 
company of the Mounted Rifles.

Lieut. Barnes writes the following let­
ter of sympathy to Mrs. W. J. Hegan 
of Hampton Village, whose husband was 
killed in the recent fight:

The Associated Press correspondent 
today went over the territory previously 
taken by the British from the west of 
Montaubon through the famous Dantzig 
Alley which the German nest of machine 
guns gave the British their greatest 
trouble in their, first day's attack on 
[Mametz and Fricourt, which are now be­
ing steadily shelled by the Germans.

Officers and men who have been all 
through the fighting said they had been 
regularly supplied with food but that 
they needed a “good wash” and that 
water was unprocurable.

The soldiers in Dantzig Alley were 
excited over one of those theatric scenes 
which this rolling country affords to this 
dose infighting. When the British dosed 
in upon the trenches at Poodle woods, 
the German sections, already having been 
surrounded, came out holding up their 
hands. Thus a body of more than 500 
men after having been hammered in­
cessantly with shell fire for four days, 
dramatically surrendered before the eyes 
of the correspondent.

The British gunfire, so far as could be 
seen was much heavier than the German, 
while, according to all reporta from the 
front line, the Germans have withdrawn 
all thdr guns from the valley, which is 
now controlled by the British to posi­
tions on the ridges. Both Mametz and 
Friecourt virtually are levelled. The 
earth and brick buildings were kneaded 
by shellfire through into the communica­
tion trenches at these villages.

The letter of a French soldier gives 
us a glimpse of the brighter side of war. 
The writer tells how the Germans as­
saulted the French in their trench and 
were repulsed. They left many dead and 
one alive and unharmed, who, although 
alone and deserted was still fighting 
bravely. A French soldier was about to 
transfix him with his bayonet when one 
of his companions thrust the weapon 
aside and in admiration of the Ger­
man’s fighting grit tackled him and took 
him prisoner. He was fat and bald- 
headed and in answer to the question 
put to him said his name was Rudolph.
, The sound of his surname brought 
laughter and his captor said:

“Ah, well, my old Rudolph. You’re a 
brave fellow. Return to your comrades 
and tell them we know a brave soldier 
whqp we see one.”

Fearing that he was to become'the ob­
ject of a grim joke and perhaps to be 
shot in the back—he hesitated, when 
one of the French soldiers pushing him 
forward, said:

“Go on. you’ll not be harmed.
Rudolph lifted his hands above his 

head and returned to his trench.
Fresh French troops arrived to relieve 

their comrades and they were told, 
about Rudolph. The following day 
when firing,had ceased for a time the 
newcomers shouted across to the Ger­
man trenches to inquire whether Rud­
olph was still living.

“Jal, je,” was the respoinse.
“Show yourself, then Rudolph,” they 

cried out. “We are newcomers. We 
have heard of your bravery and want to 
see you.”

Rudolph’s head bobbed up above thé 
trench wall and grinning, he removed 
his helmet, patted his bald head, bowed 
and disappeared.

The French soldiers gave him three 
cheers and one of them remarked ad­
miringly “I hope we may not kill him 
for he is a brave chap, that old Rud­
olph!”—London Chronicle. „

' THE ALLIED SUCCESS.

zWhile we rejoice In the success thus 
far gained by the British and French in 
the great drive, we are also impressed 
by the determined vigor of the German 
resistance, and the strength of their de­
fences. In view of the terrific nature of 
the attack on so long a front, the num­
ber of prisoners taken is not large. No 
German armies have been cut off or de­
stroyed, but all of them, thoiffeh weak­
ened, must still be reckoned with.

It is still a battle of the guns. The 
result of the present struggle depends 
upon the continued ability of the British 
and French to pour hurricanes of ex­
plosives upon each new line as they ad­
vance, literally destroying the defences 
of the enemy before the infantry attacks. 
Only by so demoralizing the enemy that 
he cannot effectively use his machine 
guns is it possible to capture trenches ; 
and each new advance must be preceded 
by such a bombardment as will prac­
tically render the enemy trenches unten­
able. The soldiers may be relied on to 
dc their part in attack, but they would 
be as powerless as were the waves of 
Gernun Infantry at Verdun were not 
ihe demolition of defences by the great 
guns so nearly complete at to leave but 
little power of resistance.

During the last four dajs the Allies 
have been able to use their artillery with 
deadly effect, with more powerful guns 
and greater numbers of them, and an 
ample supply of projectiles of every sort. 
If they have a sufficient reserve supply 
to keep up the pressure al every point 
they will eventually get through all of 
the more formidable of the enemy de­
fences and push him back to the Rhine.

Gen. Foch, who is in command of the 
' French offensive, said months ago that 

1 the German line could be pierced, and 
that when the Allies had shells enough 
they wquld drive the enemy before 
them. We are now told that the shells 
are available, and the advance has be­
gun, with Foch directing the •'avalanche 
of steel” that is being poured down up­
on the German trenches by the victorious 
French army of the Somme; and with 
the British not only holding what they 
have gained since Saturday last, but 
making substantial further progress. The 
guns and shells are telling the story.

The Russians are now facing desperate 
efforts by both Austrians and Germans 
to check their advance and to resume the 
offensive. Very heavy fighting is In 
progress at different points along the 
whole eastern line, but the Russian re­
ports are optimistic. The Italians are 
still pressing the Austrians hard, in a 
forward movement that has not yet been 
checked. It is this deadly pressure on 
all fronts that will bring ultimate vic­
tory for the Allies.

We simply call your attention toAUSTRALIA’S EXAMPLE.
Canada might have learned many a 

lesson from Australia since this war be­
gan. Political pull or personal influence 
does not have the same power in the 
Commonwealth as in this country. Take, 
for example, the selection of officers. 
We read in the Empire Review:—

“The making of army officers in Aus­
tralia is an interesting process. All of­
ficers are required to go through the 
ranks unless they have held a commis­
sion before. They fnust enlist 
emits for general service, and may then 
apply for admission to an N. C. O. 
school. Candidates must have a know­
ledge of platoon drill. It is pointed out 
that intelligent recruits can pick up the 
knowledge in the ranks in a little while, 
even if they do not possess it on enlist­
ing. On passing this preliminary school, 

•candidates are drafted to the general 
staff school, from the result of which re­
commendations are made which can pass 
them .on into the officers’ school. On 
satisfactorily passing the school, a re­
commendation for commission will fol­
low. The work and examination at 
both the preliminary and the officers’ 
schools is practical in the extreme. The 
questions are such that an officer on 
active service would have to answer fre­
quently in a day’s work, and have been 
compiled, from recent practical experi­
ence at the front.”

* If such a method as this had been 
adopted in Canada we would not have 
at the present time enough officers to 
make up more than three battalions of 
men waiting around for a chance to be 
attached to some military unit. Nor 
would so many officers go from Canada 
to England only to be attached to 
base there because of inefficiency, in­
stead of being sent to the front with 
their men. Canada has suffered much 
from lack of leadership of a genuinely 
patriotic and non-partisan character.

Australia also furnishes a fine example 
of patriotism in the matter of recruit­
ing. No doubt there are slackers in 
plenty, but one reads with a thrill of 
prldp the following paragraph :

As a result of the agitation the gov­
ernment has decided that men under­
going punishment for disobedience on 
account of alleged conscientious scruples 
shall be transferred to civil prisons and 
have their cases reviewed by a judical 
committee which will have power to ex­
empt them from military duty, or give 
them some other work of national im­
portance.

I In the course of a discussion in the 
; house of Commons, Mr. Rowntree, a 
Quaker member from York, said that 
most of the complaints of persecution 
and cruel treatment by the military 

j were levelled against non-commissioned 
officers. He believed that eighty per 
cent of the objectors had been well 

i treated. The Under Secretary for War, 
j Mr. Tennant, asserted that most of the 
so-called persecution had been mere 
“horse-play” which it was difficult to 

j deal with officially.
I Undoubtedly objectors who were 
forced into the army have been hazed 

1 by their comrades. One of the anti-con- ! 
i scription societies has compiled letters 
written to relatives and friends by ob- 

; jectors reciting their experiences. One 
letter read:

1 “Got here about 8.80 and was taken 
before the Quartermaster-Sergeant, who 
coaxed a lot as well as other officers.

"I refused all particulars. I would not 
move from the room, so was very rough­
ly handled. A corporal kicked and 
punched me across the square in an aw­
ful manner. The treatment made me 
cry. I am ashamed to say, but I have 
no enemity toward him. I suppose he 
had to do it. A great many do not wish 
me to be kicked about and advise me 
to give in to save myself and others 
trouble.”

Another objector’s letter says:
“This letter no doubt, will cause you 

and all friends the greatest disappoint­
ment, for I have been forced to give in.
I did so knowing I was doing wrong 
but my physical body would not stand 
the treatment. This morning I would 
not go on parade. I was fetched by a 
corporal who rapped my hands, in 
which was my Bible, with his stick. . .
... .1 did nothing on parade so was
taken to a quiet spot, along with a ser­
geant and a corporal. There I had the 
roughest time you can imagine. I re­
refused to march or turn and I was 

| pounded and slapped on the face until I 
I was nearly fainting. I could do no other 
I than what I have done. I know I am 
I absolutely wrong. Now everyone, N. C.
O’s. and officers are treating me like a 
lord.”

Other objectors have written of se­
vere military punishments for refusing 
to drill, such as standing still on par­
ade for an hour, or being tied up to 
trees while others complain of what in 
American colleges would be considered 
as mere hazing, having their blankets 
pulled off at night and ducked

New York state has 8,000,000 aliens.

Probably few people in Canada are 
aware that a Jewish unit formed a part 
of the British force which fought so val­
iantly and under such tremendous dif­
ficulties at the Dardanelles. The story 
is told in the current issue of The For­
um, by Lieut.-Col, J. H. Patterson, who 
commanded the Hebrew volunteers.

Lieut.-Col. Patterson is a distinguish­
ed soldier, having served the Empire in 
India, South Africa and Egypt. For a 
time he was a member of the North 
West Mounted Police. He arrived in 
Egypt at the time when General Sir 
John Maxwell, the Commander-in-Chief, 
was looking for a suitable officer to raise 
and command a Jewish unit. As Col. 
Patterson says: ‘Such a thing as a Jew­
ish unit had been unknown in the an­
nals of the world for some two thous­
and years, since the days of the Mac­
cabees, those heroic Sons of Israel who 
fought so valiantly and for a time, so 
successfully, to wrest Jerusalem from 
the grasp of the Roman legions.”

Hundreds of people had fled into 
Egypt from Palestine to escape the 
wrath of the Turks. They were of Rus­
sian nationality, but of Jewish faith, 
and many of them expressed a desire 
to have some part in the battle for free­
dom under the British flag. Col. Patter­
son was sent to Alexandria, where the 
refugees from Palestine were gathered 
together as the guests of the British 
government. A call was made at the 
camp of Gibnrri for Jewish volunteers 
who were paraded for the purpose of 
being “sworn in."

Tile scene is described as follows:— 
“It was a most imposing ceremony ; the 
Grand Rabbi, who officiated, stood in a 
commanding position, overlooking the 
long rows of serious and intelligent-look­
ing lads. He explained to them the 
meaning of an oath, and the importance 

keeping it, and impressed upon them 
that the honor of Israel rested in their 
hands. He then asked them to repeat 
after him, word «for word, the oath of 
miltary obedience to myself and such 
officers as should be appointed over 
them, and with great solemnity, and in 
Derfect unison, the men, with uplifted 
rands, repeated the formula.

stitutional amendment Allowing local 
option in taxation is now well under

caused by the new improvements. By 
this means the large holder making no 
improvements had his total taxes re­
duced, while the small holders had to 
pay more taxes.

An attempt was made to relieve thgse 
industrious small holders by placing a 
low assessment on their improvements. 
The large owners objected so strongly, 
however, that the assessment was put 
back to the old figure and representatives 
of the small farmers sought relief from 
the legislature. Their efforts 
ally rewarded by the passage of an 
amendment to the irrigation law that put 
all of the tax, on the value of the land 
in new irrigation districts and the old 
districts were permitted to exempt im­
provements and put the tax on land by 
vote of the resident property owners in 
the district.

The Modesto district accep 
single tax system in 1911, and 
suit of the change many of the large 
ranches have x been cut up and sold in 
small tracts. The new owners are culti­
vating these grounds extensively. The 
population of both the country and the 
city has greatly increased, and many 
buildings have beert erected both in the 
city and country that would not have 
been constructed under the old system. 
Farmers are now encouraged to improve 
their property as industry and thrift are 
not punished by anf increase in .taxes.

These and many other facts showing 
the success of the single tax in practical 
operation in the irrigation districts, said I 
,Mr. Todd, are unhesitatingly vouched ! 
for by leading citizens, city and irriga- i 
tion officials and civic bodies throughout g 
the irrigation districts.

The trustees of the city of Oakdale, I 
for example, have issued a strong state- | 
ment showing the beneficial effects of I 
the land values tax. It says: “The large 
ranch, so common under the old system 
of taxation, is fast disappearing from 
our district. Speculators do not buy land 
here; each sale is made to an actual 
settler who brings his family with him, 
builds a decent home, seeks to better 
the social conditions of his neighborhood 
and adds greatly to the prosperity of 
our community. The exemption of im­
provements from taxation encourages 
our farmers to build good homes with I 
gardens about them, and to keep their 
places in the'best of order. It also as­
sures them that their new neighbors will 
erect the best homes that their means 
will permit. Our experience has taught 
us that the more you relieve improve­
ments from taxation the quicker will 
the country improve. Under the old sys­
tem of taxation the farmer was assessed 
for his alfalfa, trees, vines and build­
ings. This, "naturally, caused people to 
build shacks and to get along with as 
few improvements as possible. The 
single tax system is making our district 
grow, and no one in the district would 
want to go back to the old system. It- 
has brought prosperity to the former 
owners and has given the man with 
small capital an opportunity to secure a 
home. This system of taxation com­
pels our farmers to put the land to its 
highest use, the use that is most bene­
ficial to the whole community, and they, 
naturally and rightfully, reap a greater 
reward for themselves.

As (the measure is 
advocated and supported (chiefly by single 
taxers, it is generally known as the single 
tax campaign, although jthe amendment 
itself has nothing to do With single tax.
The proposed amendmeit simply allows 
counties and cities to gaise revenue for 
local purposes by taxing" land values and 
permits them to exempt from taxation 
several specified classes |of property, such 
as personal property and improvements, 
except franchises of putilic service corpor - 
ations. Many besides single taxers, who 
believe that a system ki: 
ing minor political uni 
revenue in accordance with the require­
ments of local conditions would not only 
benefit those localities bitit be in harmony 
with the interests of the state as a 
whole, are also supporting the move­
ment.

Speaking to a representative of The 
Christian Science Monitor in regard to 
the general import of the measure and 
the prospect of its success at the polls,
Clarence E. Todd, secretary of the Cali­
fornia league for Home Rule iiyTaxa- 
tion recently said: '

I regard the proposed amendment as 
the most important measure ever sub­
mitted to the people of the state. I be­
lieve this, first of all,, because it goes 
to the very bottom of the economics of 
the state and rectifies conditions that 
are absolutely fundamental. Its failure 
means the perpetuation of a tax system 
that makes economic injustice and its 
brood of evils a necessity, and its suc­
cess, by abolishing the present artific­
ial and consequently iniquitious system, 
clears the way for a normal state-wide 
economic functioning that cannot fail to 
have a beneficent effect.

To show that we are not advocating 
some inequitable and impractical theory,
I want to call your attention to the fact 
that legislation to do away with the gen­
eral property tax, which the passage of 
this amendment will make possible in 
California, is recommended by the tax 
commissioners in seven states of the 
Union, and by the governors of the 
States of Illinois and Pennsylvania; and 
that civic organizations and political 
parties in Illinois, Ohio, Delaware, New 
Jersey and other states are demanding 
just such a law as we are now trying to 
ha-» enacted here.

No, is the system of taxation pro­
posed experimental ; for we are only 
trying to give to the towns and counties 
the same privilege that is now so profit­
ably employed by the irrigation districts 
of California. Here taxes are raised by 
levying on land values only and the re­
sult, without exception, has been nothing 
less than remarkable in developing the 
prossperity and well being of these com­
munities.

Take the Modesto irrigation district, 
for example. This was organized in 
1987 and water was brought upon the 
land in 1904. A few large holders had 
cut up their lands and sold them in 
smaller tracts. It was soon found, how­
ever, that the small farmer who had 
built his house and barn 'and set out i In answer to the statement that is 
trees on his lgnd, was pacing an excess 
proportion of the taxes of the district.
Whenever he built a house or set out a 
tree, his share of the irrigation tax was 
increased. The men of thrift who were 
developing the land and building up the 
district, found their share of the taxes 
of the district increasing with their in­
dustry.

On {he other hand, the large owners, 
who made little or no improvements 
and refused to sell their land, had their

Manp jobbers are 
today quoting prices considerably below 
those quoted by manufacturers. Price- 
cutting on many lines of hardware is 
becoming prevalent. There has been 
some improvement in the demand for 
paints for outside work. The linseed oil 
market is very lmsettled.

It was not until 1870 that parliament 
formally repealed the act requiring con­
victed traitors be drawn, quartered and 
beheaded. Even now the king has the 
power, by royal warrant, to cause a 
convicted traitor to be beheaded or dis­
embowelled, or quartered, one or all.
As Newly Defined.

At the outbreak of the present war the 
king issued a proclamation declaring 
that the crime of high treason would in­
clude contributing to a loan raised on 
behalf of the German Emperor 
tractlng with the German government. 
Under this proclamation a British sub­
ject ln the United States or in Germany, 
or elsewhere outside of the United 
Kingdom, would be equally guilty as the 
Englishman who subscribed or contract­
ed from London itself.

In 1848, owing to the reluctance of 
juries to convict of high treason because 
of the sure penalty of death, the par­
liament gave traitors a new status, un­
der what was called a “treason-felony" 
act. The penalty was exile or life Im­
prisonment nt hard labor. Conviction 
could be had on lesser evidence and 
corroboration than under the High Trea­
son Act, which required the oaths of at 
least two lawful and credible witnesses.

The case of Sir Roger Casement 
brings to mind the fact that up to the 
present war there had been no execution 

• In England for high treason since 1812 
and 1830. In both those years the trials 
were held under the General Treason 
Act of Henry VIII. enacted in 1668. 
In 1812 the victims were W- Cundel or 
Connell, and John Smith, who had been 
captured in the enemy’s service in 
France. Their counsel later became 
Lord Brougham. In 1820 the sufferers 
•were thé five Cato street conspirators 
who had planned the assassination of 
Cabinet ministers.

The seven traitors of 1812 and 1820 
were hanged and beheaded. The High 
Treason Act, which never has been re­
pealed, comes down through Henry 
VIII. from the time of Edward III. 
Who in 1351 defined treason as: First, 
levying war “against out» /Lord the 

King ln his realm;” second, adhering 
*t‘o the King’s enemies in his realm, giv­
ing to them aid and comfort ln the 
realm or elsewhere.” Upon either charge 
the accused, under Edward’s statute, 
must be “provably attainted of open 
deed.”

In olden days those convicted of high 
treason were hanged and at the same 
time disembowelled, and almost Immedi­
ately beheaded and then quartered, the 
heads being stuck on pikes at the gates

He was promoted officer of the Legion 
of Honor on January 11, 1916, when he 
received another fine citation. About a 
month ago, although far from recovered 
from his wounds he asked for the com­
mand of a fort as he was still unable to 
take the field. He was assigned to the 
Vaüx Fort where his heroic work earn­
ed him promotion to Commander of the 
Legion of Honor, two days before the 
fort fell.
Bombardment Without Parallel

A soldier wounded inside the fort on 
the night between June 6 and 7, and 
of the last to be removed a few hours be­
fore the fort was completely encircled by 
the Germans, has given the following ac­
count of his impressions :

“Only thpse who lived through the ter­
rible days from June 1 to June 6 can 
form any idea of the formidable effort 
made by the Germans to get possession 
of the fort and of the bravery shown by 
the little garrison defending it, to which 
I am proud of having belonged. For sev­
en days we underwent the most terrible 
bombardment that any position has ever 
submitted to. It began at 5 a. m. on May 
11, and increased in intensity all the 
time until the evening , reaching excep­
tional violence at night.

“Next day the supply of projectiles of 
every calibre sent against us was in­
creased by at least one third. Again on 
June third it was augmented until from 
that day onward we could count on 
three shells falling every minute in the 
fort or on its immediate surroundings. 
Forty-eight heavy calibre guns at least, 
mostly 11 and 12 inch, concentrated a 
fire of hell upon our positions—such was 
the information brought to the command 
on the evening of June 2, as the result 
of perilous reconnaissance made by an 
aviator.

“On June 8 the slight progress made 
by the Germans on the west of the fort 
made our situation critical. *1 he enemy 
attacking without ceasing and threaten­
ing to outflank the position we were ford­
ed several times during the day to make 
vigorous counter attacks..

Dear Mother,—I am writing you this 
letter to let you know that I am coming 
along Arst rate, having been discharged 
from hospital and sent to a rest camp 
to recuperate. Expect to be here a few 
days and then to the base, from which 
I will go direct to my battalion and 
the trench work. .. •

I have been lucky !not being wounded 
before, but I hope this will be the only 
time until the war is over. I have now 
enjoyed a good rest and found it very 
comfortable in hospital. The nurses are 
verv kind, food is good and every atten­
tion Is given to a fellow. There is quite 
a relief, too, In sleeping soundly at 
nights, not ranch like when in the 
muddy trenches, liable to be blown to 
pieces at any minute.

The hospital I have been in Is located 
in France near the coast and you can 
see the outline of England twenty-one 
miles away. I feel instead of looking 
across, I would like to be making a trip 
back to England and think when I re­
join the battalion my time for a fur­
lough will have come and then I can 
get a pass across the channel.

I suppose you worried about my 
wound but I am getting all right again. 
Please do not worry about me, no 
matter what happens; we cannot help 
it ahy.

I have not received any mail since 
entering hospital, but will get it all to­
gether at the base. Tell Johnny to re- 

. member me to all the boys in the pulp 
mill.
