Dickinson, the New York bank­
er, who had come here td witness the op­
eration, and who, before he died, 'accord­
ing Jo Dr. Lange, pledged all of the fi­
nancial aid necessary. It was Dickinson’s 
death which attracted attention to the 
Scranton laboratory.

who will hear witnesses and report their 
findings for final action by the assembly.” accept the job.

Quebec, May 25—Important amendments 
to the Quebec license act were announced 
this afternoon by Hon. Mr. MacKenzie, 
provincial treasurer, who introduced in 
the house for its first reading a bill en­
titled “An act to amend the Quebec li­
cense law.”

Hon. Mr. McKenziq, when seen after 
the sitting of the house, consented to give 
the outlines of the bill, which will have 
a bearing on the sale of intoxicating li­
quors in every part of Quebec. The pro­
vincial treasurer announced that all hotel 
bars, restaurants and all other bacs were 
to be closed at 11 o’clock on week day 
nights and at 7 o’clock on Saturdays and 
not open till the following morning at 7 
o'clock. This would apply to the cities 
and towns of, the province.

As regards the country districts, the 
hours for closing would be 10 p. m. on 
ordinary week day nights and 7 p. m. on 
Saturdays.

Furthermore, Hon. Mr-/ MacKenzie 
stated that the sale- of liquors in grocery 
stores would be stopped during the a amt 
hours both in the cities and in the coun-' 
try. As will be noticed, the general ef­
fect of the new law is far-reaching and
