Rome, Jan. 7. — Pope Pius wishes
Holy Year, which falls in 1925, to be
a period of solemn celebrations and re-
Jjoicing of the Catholic Church, centre-
ing in Rome, but extending throughout
the world. He desires to give unpre-
cedented splendor .to the traditional
function of opening the holy door of
the Basilica of St. Peter’s, which is
performed every jubilee.

In the meantime work is progressing
actively in the Vatican gardens and
the courtyard of Belevedere in prepara-
tion {for a missionary exhibition dem-
onstrating the work of Catholic mis-
sionaries in distant heathen countries.

KILLS MANY;
LOSS HEAVY

Score Dead and Millions of
Dollars of Damage
Reported.

22 BELOW ZERO

Disastrous Fires Follow in
Wake of Cold Wave in
United States.

(By Canadian Press.)

New York, Jan. 7—With more than
a score dead and millions of dollars
damage from fires directly attributable
to the wave of extreme cold that
swept all sections of the U. 8. Satur-
day, the weather bureau now reports
warm temperatures in prospect.

The death list in Chicago stood at
six. Temperatures there ranged from
16 below zero to 22 below, with a
;tcady upward climb in progress to-

ay.

Three deaths{ were reported from St.
Louis, and at St. Paul, a park police-
man was frogen to death. Pittshburg

Fires Follows Cold Wave.

Disastrous fires followed in the wake
of the cold wave., At Cleveland close
to 125 persons were driven into snow
covered streets when fire destroyed a
home and damaged two apartment
houses. The thermometers registered
eight below: zero. Six families were
driven from their beds by a fire result-
ing from an explosion in a coal fur-
nace. They were rescued by neigh-
bors from the porch of their home.

Temperature Is Normal,

Chicago, Jan. 7—The Middle West,
Plains states and Northwest wel-
comed a return of normal tempera-
tures today while the sub zero blasts
that wrought havoc for 48 hours spent
themselves in attacks on the east and
south. But it is feared that the re-
lief is only temporary, for colder weath-
er again has appeared over the west-
ern Canadian provinces.

A recapitulation of the effects of the
cold at Chicago shows a loss of seven-
teen lives directly attributable to it,
and that the 16 degrees below zero
recorded broke a record of 12 years.

The thermometer today had clinrbed
more than forty degrees from the low-
est point reached, however, and gen-
erally fair weather for a few days at
least -is forecast.

With the exception of Florida, the.
entire south was held: icebound Sun-
day, but the forecast indicates that the
mergury will rise during the day.

ENDS HALF CENTURY
OF SEAFARING LIFE

Skipper Was a Fisherman at 10
and Sailed 6,000,000
Miles.

New York, Jan. 5—Capt. Adrian
Zeeder, native of South Africa, after
following the sea, chiefly as an Ameri-
can skipper, for fifty years, hauled
down his flag from the Panama Pa-
cific Hner Manchuria, in from San
Francisco, and took a temporary shore
berth in the Lotos Club, of which he
has been a member many years.
Later he will visit his old home near
Cape Town, stop in England a few
months and eventually settle down in
San Francisco at the Bohemian Club.
Captain Zeeder looks younger than
his 60 years and says he feels almost
juvenile. He began seafaring when he
was 10, going out of Cape Town in
fishing smacks, and has covered since,
he guesses, about 6,000,000 miles, most-
ly on the Pacific. He was in sall
eleven years, became master of the
bark Barracouta in 1890 and later went
with the old Pacific Mail Line as a
skipper. He was 20 years in the China

trade.

When he was without a ship in 1905
he headed what he calls an “enter-
price” which might have resulted in
his becoming Vice-President of Gua-
temala if his ship had not got on the
wrong side of a river with its cargo
of guns for revolutionists.

The Guatemalan  misadventure
caused him to be called “King Zeeder,”
as it was supposed he would eventually
become boss of the country. The

Difficulties Faced by Explorers
at Tomb of Tut; Dissention
Also Reported.

Luxor, Jan. 7—Contrary to expecta-
tions, the tomb of Tutenkhamen was
not opened on Sunday, Howard Carter
again being indisposed. Dissension
between excavators and the depart-
ment of antiquities, has reached an
acute stage. There is considerable|
comment at the absence of Professor |
Pierre Lasau, director of the depart-|
ment, when the successive shrines
‘were opened on Thursday to disclose
the sarcophagus. The grounds of the
dispute are said to lie in the question
of visitors, the - department objecting
to the unrestricted admission to the
tomb granted: by Mr. Carter to his
journalistic associates.

The world may have to wait until
next season before the mummy of the
king can be unwrapped and radio-
graphed to establish two important
historical points, namely the age at
time of death of this ruler, and
whether the cause of death was nat-
ural, or Tutenkhamen, as some hold,
slain by his successof;, King Ay. Many
difficulties remain to be overcome.

The Egyptian government has de-
cided to leave the king’s body where

it lies in the sarcophagus.

Another speaker referred to predig-
tions that the Clyde Labor men would
break away from their leaders and
form an extremist section. He denied
that they had any notion of this sorts
asserting that their aim was to keep
the Labor party to its great funda-
mental principles and ultimate ideals.
I wever, they did not wish to see the
party in office without power and would
rather remain the official opposition;
in fact, it might be well for them to
defer acceptance of office a year or two
until certain that the necessary power
would accompany their accession to the
ministry.

New Buildings Costing $27,-
500,000 Will be Erected
—Big Theatre.

Boston, Jan. 7.—This promises to be

the biggest boom year in the erection |

of big buildings that Boston has
known in its history. Mayor Curley,
in what he declared to be “the busiest
and happiest day since he took public
oftice,” announced last Thursday that
he had been assured that construction
of new buildings costing $27,500,000
would be begun almost immediately.
In fact on Thursday morning at
9.80, working the throttle of a steam
shovel, the Mayor scooped the first
shovelful of dirt that marked the be-
ginning of work on the new $8,800,000
office building and theatre at Tremont,
Hollis, Dillway and Dore streets.
From that time on he was busy re-
ceiving assurances of other great en-
terprises to be started early this year.
Those making up the total of
$27,500,000, the greatest amount of
building -to be determined upon at one
time in the city of Boston in addition

to the $8,000,000 project already men-

tioned, are:—

§14,000,000 New Statler Hotel at
Park square.

$8,000,000 marble building for the
Five ‘Cents Savings Bank, School
street.

$1,000,000 Waterman Pen building,
School street.

$1,500,000 Ford plant at Charlestown.

Definite Decision on Hotel.

The definite decision that the Hotel
Statler would be started almost at once
was made known Thursday to the
Mayor by George Harvey, the con-

. tractor and representative of the
Statler interests in Boston.

This gigantic proposition, which
contemplates a 12-story hotel with
1,850 rooms, is to be erected at Colum-
bus avenue and Arlington street. It
has been discussed for more than a
year. g

The 8,000,000 structure, which the
Mayor initiated on Thursday by act-
ing as engineer to a steam shovel, will
be a lA-story combination office and
theatre building, erected by the Tre-
mont Realty Company and will occupy
almost the entire block in which the
Wilbur Theatre is located, bounded by
Tremont, Hellis, Dillaway and Dore
streets. ‘The 'plot contains 56,121
square feet of land or nmearly 1%
acres.

Theatre to Be Named the Capitol

The new office building, to be named
the Commonwealth, will contgin 10,000
square feet on every floor, with the
ground floor given up to stores and
skops and the theatre entrance on
Tremont street. The theatre; to be
named the Capitol, will be controlled
by the Olympia Theatres, Inc.,, and
will contain 4,500 seats. It will rival
the . appointments of . the Capitol
Theatre of New York and the!Chicago

_Theatre in Chicago, owned by the
same company.

Confer on Ford Project.

On Thursday the Mayor held a
conference with R. P. Jones, in charge
of the Ford interests in Massachu-
setts, relative to the project of the
Ford company to erect a $1,500,000
building on the site of the Sullivan
Square Playground, Charlestown. Var-
ious rough edges were smoothed out,
and certain details more clearly de-
fined. The Mayor explained to Mr.
Jones it was impossible for him to
present any oral agreement to the
City Council; that it was necessary for
Mr. Ford’s proposition to be reduced
to writing.

To expedite matters, Mr. Jones de-
cided to leave for Detroit and secure
from Henry Ford his offer in writing.
The Mayor is confident that " Mr.
Jones will bring back the Detroit
manufacturer’s written confirmation of
the oral understanding in time for it to
be submitted to the Council at its
meeting today. =

The location of this plant at Charles-
town, employing 2,500 men, with
wages starting at $5 and increasing
automatically in two months to $6 a
day, will mean that the revenues of
Boston, in wages, expenditures with
storekeepers, purchase of materials,
freight charges on 80 carloads every
day of the year and the increased pros-
perity- of the port through steamers
caragang the Ford products, will be in-
creased $10,000,000. The wage bill of
the Ford plant alone will be over
$4,000,000 a year.” . '

The ramshackle buildings on School
street, opposite | City Hall, between
Province street and Chapman place, are
to give way to a $1,000,000 office build-
ing to house the Waterman Pen Com-
pany, was the next piece of joyful
news the Mayor received. The plot,
which goes back 100 feet from School
street, is owned by the School Street
Trust. The plans contemplate a 12-
Story building 155 feet high, and the
promoters were in some doubt as to
whether under the present law the
height would be limited to a hundred
feet; owing to the width of Chapman
place being only 18 feet.

The final piece of good news to reach
the Mayor was that the Five Cents
Savings Bank, a part of whose proper-
ty is soon to come down owing to the
widening of Province street, has plans
drawn to erect a 13-story marble build-
ihg on the remainder ‘of its School
street property to cost $3,000,000.

Sir,—May 1 take this opportunity,
through the courtesy of 'your paper, of
expressing my thanks to you and to
all those socicties, individual teachers,
and citizens who have extended a cor-
! dial welcome to my mission of better-
ing our spoken language by*’snbacrib—l
ing to my method of daily drill in cor-
rect expression.

our course of newspaper criticism in
my Acadia Seminary classroom, your
editorial page has stood high among,
those not only of the Maritime Pro-
vinces but also among those farther
afield tbroughout the Dominion. It
will be an added delight to my
students to read the many kind trib-
utes you have paid their efforts and
mine to awaken an interest in the daily
speech of our Canadian people.

I.et me dispel the last lingering
thought in any mind that I am work-
ing under any organization or repre-
senting any educational faction. I am
a free lance, a crusader, if you will,
asking only a hearing and a fain trial
of my method of forming correct
habits by a positive system which
turns the drudgery of grammar and
of rhetoric into a game for old and
young. \

There may, of course, be many con-
scicntious objectors to such an all-
inclusive game, We cannot expect
everyone to agree with us. There may
be parents who have: forgotten how
to play; teachers and school officials
who have fallen into ruts, and who
wish to remain there undisturbed;i
citizens who will take offence at the
exuberance of youthful enthusiasm;
one or two who will class themselves
with a certain lady in Nova Scotia of
old country ancestry who" frequently
exclaims with indignant emphasis to
anyone who will listen: “I do not hold
with these new fangled Canadian
notions! Canada is too young to teach
us!” But I bave not encountered any
of the above mentioned persons in the
city of Saint John nor in' the Province
of New Brunswick.

Nor am I submitting any untried
theory. The method I advocate,
which came as an inspiration in a dark
moment of my teaching, and which I
feel I have no right to keep to myself,
has stood the test of six years of use
in and outside by own school. During
the past two years, since its incorpora-
tion in book form, it has brought me
at least two thousand letters of grate-
ful acknowledgement from parents,
teachers, and citizens at large who
bave found in it what I hope everyone
may find—a practical aid toleveryday
speech. Many have been the unsought
reviews of The King’s English Drill
by pens of men and women of note in
Canada and in the United States. The
method is being used in the foreign
mission schools of South and West
Africa and India; as well as in many
leading cities of the British Common-
wealth. In your own city, the Stan-
dard Business College, which demon-
strated so effectively before the citi-
zens at the Imperial Theatre in No-
vember, and before the Teachers’ In-
stitute in December, has been using the
method for over a year and js willing,
at any moment, to explain its merits
to enquirers. i

It has stood the fire of first criticism
and has come through unscathed. Its
very simplicity recommends it; -its
principles are philosophically sound.

Much depends, now, on the volun-
tary attitude of the teacher, the pupil,
and the parent. It is not a compulsory
matter. Some day it may be a neces-
sity. T leave it, therefore, without
fear of the outcome, in the hanés of
the people of New Brunswick, who
will not fali behind the lead of the
other two Maritime Provinces in this
educational movement.

In grateful acknowledgment of all
that has been done, here, to fulfill my
dream of a Canada-wide reform of
speech centering in the Maritime Pro-
vinces,

SLAVES STILL SO
FOR IMMOLATION

e ——

East Indian Govt. Hears of
Six Natives Sacrificed
‘Lately.

Rangoon, Jan. T7—(A. P.)—Human
slavery and the practice of sacrificing
slaves at religious festivals still exist in
the Naga hills, according to a report
issued by H. A. Thorntcn, a government
commissioner. This district, which is
nominally unhder British rule, lies in
northern Burma near the Assam border.
The government has received authentic
information of the sacrifice of six Naga
slaves at different places during the Jast
These victims were bought
from head-hunting villages whose in-
habitants, though they do not them-
selves practice human sacrifice, do not
hesitate to sell victims to those who
desire them.

Slavery In the Naga hills has been de-
creasing during recent years, largely on
account of the difficulty and danger in-
volved in capturing recruits to replace
those who die or who redeem them-
selves. The number found by census
takers this year was 215, as opposed to
271 last year. Some have purchased
freedom, and others have been liberated
by their masters. - A few have taken the

Those remaining in slavery are said to
be either contented with their lot or too
Jazy and opium-sodden to work out their
redemption.

Until recent years most of the slaves
in this  district were Indians who had
been kidnapped in Assam, but on ac-
count of the increasing hdzards of this
practice, the Nagas have lately confined
their raids to mountain tribes nearer at
hand. -No Indlans are known to have
been sacrificed since 1921, when two
authentic cases were recorded. In cap-
turing new slaves, it is customary for
the Nagas to search for victims gbout
whom no inquiry {s likely to be made. |

The Naga tribes are not directly re- |
lated to the more civilized Burmans who |
fnhabit the plains to the south. ‘1

| QUEBEC FORESTS

! More effective forest protection is
the watchword in Quebec. A special
committee of the Provincial Asgocia-
tion of Forestry Engineers has recom-
mended the division of the province
into twenty districts with a provincial
appropriation of at least $750,000 an-
nually to carry on fire protection work.
The committee would have the sub-
inspectors appointed without regard to
politics. These would report to inspect-
ors who In turn would report to the
‘Minister of Lands and Forests. It is
pointed out that sixty per cent. of the
timber of the province has been de-
stroyed by fire in the last forty years,
and that definite and strict measures
of protection must be provided. These
. would relate to hunters, Indians, colon-
ists and lumberjacks; to retorestation
on a practical basis; an annual cut
in propartion to the resources, avail-
able; and. a forest inventory every ten
years to determine the relations of the
cut to a continuous supply.

The Province of Quebec has im-
mense forest wealth, but great inroads
are being made, not only to produce
lumber but to supply pulp and paper
mills, which are growing in number.
With its great forests and water pow-
ers there is a temptation to operate
on a larger scale than would corre
spond with a wise conservation policy,
even without the added destruction by
fire. It is now felt that the latter must
be lessened, and it can,only be done
by a comprehensive organization. ‘This
costs money, but if properly done it
brings more than adequate results,
looking "to the future industrial wel-
‘fare of the province. And that is as
true in the case of other provinces as
of Quebec. What wotld be today the

HONORS FOR/ AN ACTOR.

Unusual honors will be shown on
his arrival here to James K. Hackett,
who sailed yesterday from Cherbourg
ori the Majestic after a sojourn in
England and France. Mr. Hackett
will be the subject of a civic celebra-
tion: to take place at the City Hall, A

‘Committee .of One Hundred has been

formed to arrange for his reception.

Mr. Hackett is probably no better
an actor today than he was when he
left for Europe, but he has assumed,
during his stay abroad, special ‘im-
portance as an ambassador of the arts
from this country to both England and
France. Mr. Hackett went to Loridon
in 1920 and played Macbeth, later go-
ing bg invitation to the Shakespeare
Memorial Theatre at Stratford on
Avon to act Othello. At the Odeon
Theatre in Paris he played in Mac-
beth in English and later gave a per-
formance of scenes from that play and
“Othello.”. He was invited by the au-
thoritles to represent Shakespeare in
the final tablean of the Moliere Ter-
centenary at the Trocadero.

Mr. Hackett was decorated by the
French Government with the Cross of
the Legion of Honor and received in
England the unofficial recognition of
social notice from the highest sources.
He was a guest at the reception in
Buckingham Palace on the eve of the
marriage of the Duke of York. In
both countries his acting aroused the
deep admiration of the public, but
other actors have been as successful in
this way without receiving such gen-
eral recognition. i

Mr. Hackett, who played here last
in a stage version of W. D. Howells’
“The Rise of Silas Lapham,” long ago
established his reputation on the
American- stage, so he was a compe-
tent ambassodor in that field. His
qualifications as an unofficial repre-
gentative of this country are equally
well settled. His grandfather was the
Rev. Abraham Keteltas, a chanlain of
the Continental Congress in 1776, who
fought through the war for independ-
ence, and who was also helpful in
framing the Constitution of the State
of New York.

His father, James Henry Hackett,
was born in New York on William
street in the year 1800. He was the
famous Falstaff of the American stage.
The brother of James K. Hackett,
Recorder John K. Hackett, served
with distinction on the New York
bench for twenty-three years. The
actor, who is now on his way back to
this country, was born in this State
and prepared at Public School 69 for
the College of the City of New York,

ENGLISH BIRDS

Their Songs, Haunts and |

Habits.

(By Frederick Pangborn.)
England is the home of the feath-
ered songsters. The majority of the
birds of England are English bred and
taught by their parents to sing as a
bird should’ - sing. There are only
three birds that take their departure
in the fall and return in the spring.
They are the cuckoo, the swallow an
the dishwasher. The cuckoo is the
first bird to arrive upon the British
shores in- the -spring and in early
spring thousands of people are prick-
ing their ears to hear the cuckoo’s
first notes, and as soon as his voice is
heard it is a true sign that winter is

about to take her final flight.

horse that’s a little bit itchy will rub
its hind parts around the post and so
leave its hair hanging, and that is
where the linnet gets its final bed
elothes. The weight of a linnet’s nest
s exactly two ounces. They build
high in the hedges, and it matters not
how much the wind blows. and rocks
the boughs to and fro they hold fast
agains tall tempest. When disturbed
they just fly away and never atter a
cry like many other birds.

The linnet is a bird that will for-
ake his nest for the least little thing.

robin, the yellow hammer, the linnet,
the chaffinch, the greenfinch, the bul-
finch, the nightingale, the lark, the
pewett, the landrail, the starling, th
magpie and the crow. I have travel-
ed a good part of Canada and have
noticed that the best feathered song-
ster you have in this country is the
robin and he is nothing compared to
the song of the English robin. All the
singing birds I can find here are the
whistling frogs. I do not think any
one can find a bird here to beat the
robin for his singing quality.

The Tom Tit.

Now let us turn to the English
birds and let up start off with the
little tom tit or as he Is commonly
called the dickery wren. As the
turkey is the king.of the barnyard, so
is the wren the king of the feathered
race. The smallest of them all, he has
never been heard to sing and never
will, He has no singing eability.
Although he is the smallest, he builds |
a large nest. His delight is to build
his nest in old stone walls and to look'
through the doorway to -his summer
home is like looking into a small tun-
nel. The entrance is as round and as

fore you can find their eggs. The hen
bird has been known to lay as many
as thirteen to fifteen eggs before she
attempts to hatch them out. It is
wonderful how they succeed in hatch-
ing and réaring their young, and
especially such a number of them.
They never lay two lots of eggs in
one nest. They build fhemselves two
homes and lay their eggs and hatch
their young in one season in a 8

ate nest. Their little tails are net
straight, like the ordinary birds, but
turn up and are about one inch long.
No birds in England lay a smaller
egg and there is only one bird in all
the world that lays a smaller one.
That is the humming bird of Canada.
No one has or ever will raise any of
these birds in cages. They have never
been. seen to carry a ‘worm to their
young. Their food is principally
small flies and ants’ eggs. They are
most sprightly little creatures and
carry their frames most erect. That
{s' why they are known as the king' of
wild birds of England.

The Robin.

Now lét us take a glance at the
English robin. He is about half the
gize of the Canadian robin, and is a
bird that will not live caged up. They
delight to build their nest in summer
houses and in holes in the banks of
country lanei. I remember when a boy
finding a robin’s nest in our summer
hcuse up on a shelf ‘behind some
flower pots. ‘The nest was chiefly
leaves and a few little pieces of hay.
They lay from three to five eggs,
never more than five, and, like the
wren, build twice and raise two fam-
{lies per year. During their hatching
period the hen bird sits on the eggs
from 6 at night until 6 next morning.
The cock bird keeps watch over her.
He generally sits upon a bough about
one yard high above their home, andl
not more than five yards away, and
there he stays and sings until the sun
sinks away in the west. He is one of
the first birds to be found up in the
morning, and as the sun rises his sweet
notes can be heard as early as those
of any other bird except the nightin-
gale. He never tires of singing, and
never sings while building. He sings
best when off duty from doing his
part in the hatching, and for  about
four days after the eggs have been
hatched. After the fourth day he is
too busy to sing. He has all his
work cut out in finding and bringing
home the food that is suitable to their
young. The young robin is a very
delicate bird. Their food for the first
four days is only what the mother
vomits into the mouths of her young,
and after the fourth day worms of a
very small kind are their chief food.
1 wish to say the cock robin sits upon
the eggs from 6 a. m. to 6 p. m. He
never disturbs the eggs by leaving in
search of food until he has finished his
twelve-hour duty. Why the hen sits
during the night I do not know. Per-
haps it is because she may have more
comfort during the night hours. The
color of the English robin is the same
as the Canadian robin. .1 always look
upon the robin as a very pretty, at-
tractive bird, with its lovely = red
breast. The young generally fly from
their nest about the fourteenth day,
and as soon as they are able to fly
their parents hustle them out to fight
the world for themselves, and as soon
as they do that their parents lose sight
of them forever. Their eggs take four-
teen days to hatch. T do not think 1
ever took a robin’s eggs away.
said it is bad luck , so I suppose that
is why 1 did not do so.

Let us turn now to the yellow ham-
mer. He is a beautiful little fellow,
and is a very poor songster. He never
builds in bushes or trees of any kind,
but only in the banks of country lanes.
The nest is dificult to find. Their eggs
are the same kind as the robin’s. They
also are of a very timid nature, and
usually fly from their nest just as any-

one is walking by them; and, if theI

passerby walks straight to where the
bird has flown from, with a little care
he generally finds the nest. The nest
is the same size as that of the linnet,
and almost of the same material. The
welght of their nest {s about three
ounces. These birds never live in a
cage, and no man has ever raised one,
to my knowledge.

The linnet is more the color of a
hedge sparrow. Their nest is very
neatly woven and consists of hay
lined with horse hair.. The reader
may ask where do they get the horse

hair? Do they pull it from the horse
while grazing in the field? No, they
do not molest the horse, but get ‘it
from posts around the fields. The

“Given a chance to re-
cover from the horrors of wars and the
oppressions they have suffered, the Al-
banian women will receive ‘the recog-
nition and the admiration that is their
due‘” -

Mrs. Lane so admires the intelli-
gence;” honor and friendliness of the
Albanians that she intends to return
to that country and make it her home.

Stale cake can often be used for
really delicious desserts. Sponge cake
especially need never be thrown away.
Dark cakes seldom dry out as quick-
ly as light cakes so are less of a prob-
lem.
If a light cake is really very stale
it can be crumbed, soaked in milk until
soft and then combined with egg and
jelly to make a baked pudding.

Sponge cake can be used the same
way or in a “Motk Tipsy pudding.”

Mock Tipsy Pudding

Cut sponge cake in thin glices and
spread with jam or preserves. Arrange
in a deep dish and pour over two
cups of thin boiled custard. Let stand
several hours until the cake absorbs the
custard and serve cold. ;

Two cups cake crumbs, 1 egg, milk
to make moist, jelly or jam, 2 tablew
spoons sugar.

Add milk to crumbs and let stand
until milk is absorbed. Add yolk of
egg and beat well. Turn into a buttered
baking dish and bake in a moderate
oven until firm to the touch. Remove
from oven, spread with jelly and cover
with the white of the egg beaten until
stiff znd dry with sugar. Return to
the oven to brown the meringue.

Cake Pudding

Cut cake in pleces for serving and
pour over hot chocolate savge. Let
stand until cool enough to serve.

Chocolate Sauce

One cup sugar, 1 cup water, 4 table-
spoons grated chocolate, 84 cup milk,

STALE CAKE

2 teaspoons cornstarch, tiny pinch of
salt, 1 teaspoon vanilla.

Combine sugar and water and bring
to the boiling point. Melt chocolate in
one-half cup of milk and add to sirup.
Dissolve cornstarch in four tablespoons
milk and stir into first mixture. Add
salt and boil until smooth and of
creamy consistency. Beat constantly
with a dover beater. Remove from the
fire and add vanilla.

Another sauce that is excellent with
stale cake is the following orange
sauce:

Orange Sauce
Three-quarters cup sugar, 1 cup boil-

ing water, 1 tablespoon cornstarch, 4

tablespoons orange juice, grated rind 1

orange, 1 teaspoon lemon juice. \

Mix cornstarch with sugar and add
boiling water, slowly stirring constant-
ly. Boil three minutes, add the grated
rind and juice of orange, lemon juice
and a few grains of salt apd cook two
minutes longer.

An extremely simple way to use
stale cake is to cut the cake in round
shapes, large enough to hold a half a
canned peach. Soften the cake\. with
the juice from the can and place on
an oiled cookie sheet. Put half a peach
on each piece of cake and mask the
whole with meringue. Put in a moder-
ate oven for eight minutes to brown
the meringue.

Very dry cake can be érumbed and
mixed with as much fruit juice as the
crumbs will absorb.. Chill thoroughly
and serve with whipped cream sweet-
ened and slightly flavored with vanilla.

This is a good way to use up canned
fruit juices as well as the stale cake.
One-quarter cup of cream will whip to
serve four persons for this dessert.

PROVE ATHLETES
LIV THE LONGEST

Investigation Discloses Mor-
talities Fewer Than Ave-
rage Insurance Risks,

Boston, Jan. 7.—An athlete lives con-
siderably longer than the average
human being—at least, Harvard ath-
letes do. This is proved by statistics
compiled by L. L. Dublin, chief statis-
cian of the Metropolitan Life Insurance
Company, in co-operation with Dr. Ww.
H. Geer, director of physical education

‘at Harvard.

To reach their conclusions Dr., Geer
and .Mr. Dublin took for example the
528 men who won their letters in
major sports at Harvard previous to
the year .1900. They ascertained
through the Harvard Alumni Associa-
fion which of these had died and which
were still alive. :

They compared the number of mor-
talities among (the Harvard athletes to
the number of deaths which the regu-
lar insurance statistics would antici-
pate.

Figures proved that 31 per cent. of
the baseball players who were expected
to die are still alive. Among the crew
men the percentage was exactly the
same, only 69 per cent. of the antici-
pated mortalities occurring.

Of the men who had been on the
track team, only 26 had died. This was
28 per cent. less than the average.

Football was the only sport in which
the rate of mortality was close to the
average. A total of 97 per cent. of the
normal number of deaths among the
gridiron athletes had occurred, this be-
ing only 8 per cent. less than an in-
surance comgany would expect of the
average healthy man. \

Harvard is the only institution where
these statistics have been applied, but
the results from the investigation at
Harvard seem to prove quite emphati-
cally that college athletics are doing a
great deal to build up the manhood of
the nation.

Baltimore has been pretending major league propositions for several years,
and Kansas City is looked upon as a fertile spot for some of the big major
league money that is figuring on the future.

Another “Federal League” would not go, because the sad experience of that
last venture would restran the investment of any capital in another attempt to
test the strengh of organized baseball. :

The tremendous expense of organizing an independent league, represented in
building parks, is nothing compared to the problem that would arise in getting
the players for six or eight new clubs.

The major leagues, however, would encounter no such insurmountable ob-
stacles as only a few new parks would be necessary and the National and
American Leagues might be able to spare enough players to form the nucleus
for the new clubs.

College to College.

(Bangor Commercial.)
Football has in recent years become
so much the sport of the people that

considerabale public interest attaches
to the movement inaugurated among
certain colleges in favor of a cleaner
and- better game.

The special target of the agreement
now under way is the so-called “tramp
athlete,” that species of player who
migrates from college to college for
the pickings he may find on his way,
College sport above all is assumed ‘
be sport in its best sense with neither
commercial nor professional flavor. It
should be an incident only in the. pro-
cess of a college education—an import-
ant and desirable incident, but sub-
ordinate to the educational function
of the college and educational pur-
pose of the student. :

When anything of which the “tramp
athlete” is a symptom creeps into the
game, the game and the college suf-
fer. The morale of both team and
student body fall and the only ele-
ment satisfled is that whichiwants to
win at any price.

| There are other evils that ought to

be corrected in the athletics of the
small college. The financial “lift” of
so many players ought to be prohibit-
ed, despite the exasperating difficul-
ties in the way. Any practice that
tends to professionalize and commer-
cialize college sport is bad, and unless
checked, will lead to serious . conse-
uences for the sport itself.
Athletics have been commercialized
so much in America that the most
earnest solicitude should be given to
the preservation of the small remnant
of amateur sport that remains.
