NO FOUL PLAY, SAYS

CORONER A. 5. LAMB|

OUmaal Re-Censtructs, From Ob-
servation, Circumstances Sur-
rounding Death of Wm. Ryder
Near Jordan Mountain—DBelieves
.He Tore Buming Shirt From
Body After the Shooting

Strange circumstances have develop.ed
in connection with the death, by violence,
of William Ryder, of White’s Mountain,
Kings county, whose body was found near
Gordon Mountain on Friday. That he
came to his death through foul play is not
accepted by Coroner A. 8. Lamb, of Have-
lock, though the theory of foul play fol-
Yowed the discovery that-there were three
Jullet holes in his body, and that his shirt
had been removed after the shots were
Sred.

Speaking to a Times’ reporter this morn-
‘ng, Coroner Lamb said that there was
10 evidence to indicate that the man had
oeen murdered, and that all the circum-
gtances pointed to suicide. In explanation
of the seeming impossibility of a man put-
ting three rifle shots through his own body
i near to the heart as to cause death
und still be able to remove his ehirt, Mr.
Lamb described the incident as he had re-
constructed it from the evidence found
after the body had been discovered.

Used Stick to Discharge Rifle

“Everything pointed to a carefully plan-
ned suicide,” he said. ‘The unfortunate
man left his home with the rifle, saying
that he was going on a gunning trip. When
he reached a lonely spot he seated himself
on the ground and arranged the rifle with
the muzzle at his breast. To pull the trig-
ger he had cut a notched branch of tree
about the length of the gun barrel, and
by placing the fork on the trigger and pres-
sing the stick from him, he could easily
discharge the rifle.”

They must
make the result of the election on Tues-
day a matter of personal concern and be
willing to subject all self-interest to the
clamorous call for the present struggle.

The silent vote was good, but the active
canvass was better. Every man who pro-
posed to vote for reform should transform
himself into an active agent of reform.

Each citizen had an influence and he was
obligated to put that influence into the

PROMISE OF REFORMS
IN THE GOVERNMENT

Announce Three Ways in Which
They Propose to Make Things
Better—Official Demands Better
Conditions Before He Accepts

Post as Vice Roy

London, Oct. 16—A copy of the procla-
mation of the Chinese rebel leaders is
published here. After appesaling to every
one who has blood in his veins, to follow

the example of his ancestors and drive

the Manchus out of the cquntry, the pro-

clamation sets forth the object of the re:
volt which is “to expel the Manchus and
restore China to the Chinese; to estab-
lish a republic and restore the land to
the”people on the basis of social equal-
ity.

It proposes to carry out these changes
in three periods, the first period, of three
years, in which a military government
will preside over the nation and wipe out
all national disgraces; the second period
of six years, in which the military govern-
ment will furnish the people with the
privilege of self government, and take
general superintendence over national af-
fairs; the third period, in which the ml-
itary government will relinquish its pow-
ers, and the constitutional laws will be-
come the basis of administraficn for all
the affairs of the naton. =~ = e

Demands Upon Throne

Peking, China, Oct. 16—Members of the
National Assembly, which was organized
a year ago as the nucleus of a Chinese
parliament and which is to begin its sec-
ond session here on October 22, have taken
a hand in the revolutionary situation.
About half of the 200 members of the as-
Sixty of them
gathered privately yesterday and discussed
the situation. They drew up a series of
resolutions addressed to the throne. These
were made public today.

The resolutions demand that in the inter-
est of peace, the provincial assembly of
Sze-Chuan be permitted to assemble im-
mediately and that the president and vice:
president of’ that body be released from
prison to take part in the sessions. The
resolutions further call for a dismissal of
Sheng Hsuan-Huai, the imperial minister
of posts and communications, as soon as
possible. Sheng negotiated the loans of
the nationalization of railroad and has
been the leading advocate of the anti-pro-
vincial policy which is regarded as largely
responsible for the present uprising. The
president of the national assembly will
lend his official prestige to the resolutions
and will transmit them in person to the
cabinet.

Heavy runs on the banks here continued
today, and there were riotous scenes in
front of several of the institutions.

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SIR ROBERT PERKS IN
ADDRESS OF INTEREST ON
METHODIST CHURGH WORK

Feature of Ecumenical Conference
in Toronto on Sunday—Speaks
on Methodist Brotherhood

Toronto, Oct. 15—The  feature of the
Sunday services of the Ecumenical Meth-
odist conference in this city was the ad-
dress tonight ‘by Sir Robert Perks, of
London, England, on “Methodist brother-
hood.”

Referring to the appointment of an in-
ternational Methodist committee, sanection-
ed by the conference last week, Sir Robert
said: “I conmsider this the most important
and far-reaching step for world goed, taken
by Methodism, since the days of Wesley.
This committee of 100 should be the cen-
tral war council of the most militant and
progressive chureh in the world. Through
its systematized plans the great Methodist
churches henceforth should work in uni-
ey

What the International Methodist com-
mittee would attempt to do from the top,
the Methodist brotherhood should attempt

to do from the bottom, Sir Robert said: |-

“The Methodist brotherhood,” he con-
tinued, “must seek to unite in one vast,
religious free masonry, for mutual help,
to the people of Methodism in every city,
town and hamlet of the world. Method-
ism, following Wesley’s example, should
use its  collective influence, energy and
wealth for the temporary as well as the
spiritual uplifting and well being of its
members,

“The -organization of the brotherhood
should be on a voluntary basis, with as
little offigialism- and formalism as possible.
‘A first work of the brotherhood is to com-
pile a register of Methodist men and wom-
en in every city who .are going to lend
a helping hand in the cause, especially in
the assistance of strangers of the denomin-

ation, in aiding emigrants, and in secur-;.

ing the co-operation of employers of labor
to provide work for those secking it.”

The Church’s Work.

As to the urgent need of the brother-
hood work, Sir Rbbert felt that there
could be no doubt. “There must be mobili-
zation of the churches of Christ to solve
the new social and - economic problems.
Throughout the world there is industrial
discontent. Social revolution is boldly
preached. In some lands the guardians
of the law appear panic stricken.. There
is an increasing worship of brute force.

“Only the church can change things. It
must preach the simple undiluted gospel
of Christ with its lessons of sacrifice, love

and sympathy. But also it must recognize
that man is the unit of society. It must
study and aid the individual, change of-
tentimes his outlook and ideals, better his
surroundings, ’ive what is preached, and
overthrow the tyranny of materialism and
force by the honest, fearless living of the
gospel.”

TURKSH PARLAWENT
OPEN; WAL RESKT
DEMANDS OF TURKEY

Constantinople. Oct. 14.—The Turkish
parliament was opened this afternoon. Tha
sultan’s speech from the throne was read,
according to custom, by the. grand vizer,
in the presence of the sultan, the oldest
Turkish prince, the foreign diplomats and
the heads of the foreign banks.

Profound silence marked the reading by
Said Pasha of the speech, at the conclu-
sion of which applause broke out. Sultan
Mohamed V. appeared to be deeply affece
ted. The speech from the throme' dealt
mostly with the action of Italy in declar<
ing war over Tripoli and with the stept
taken by the powers looking to mediation,

“In the meanwhile,’’ the grand vizier
read, “the Turkish government continues
to have recourse to measures to defend its
rights and legitimate interest.” s

The speech, declared that Italy’s ultima-
tum was presented while the Turkish gove
ernment was engrossed in developing the
country industrially and repairing the er-
rors of the past regime. It accuses ‘‘Italy
of opening hostilities before the expiratiex
of 24 hours after the ultimatum was given,
and with firing upon torpedo boats in the
Adriatic when they were saluting, igmor-
ant that hostilities had broken out.

“My greatest desire,” said the sultan,
“is to see all Ottomans work towards the
great development and  fpaternity of the
union.

Continuing, the speaker referred to the
kind of spirit which had achieved the
great reforms of the past. The men who
had delivered people from burdens and
the curses under which the race once lab-
ored were men of aggressive, solf-sacrificing
spirit who held positive convictions and
‘acted consistently with them. He called
upon his hearers to prove themselves
worthy of those heroic spirits by destroy-
ing and constructing in this generation as
the fathers had done in theirs.

“Its extreme portability is all in its favor,”
he added. At once one saw the advan-
tage gained over aerials. The box is about
a foot long, rather more than a foot high,
and nine inches deep.

It is believed that by means of Mr. Shar-
man’s invention, it will be possible for
liners or warships to communicate with
one another readily and rapidly. The ves-
gels can aleo communicate just as easily
with the shore, and from the shore mes-
sages can be carried inland by means of
the existing systems.

Mr. Sharman said that a very small
amount of electricity is required. “Five]
or six dry cells are all that are needed.
As a matter of fact, I carried the whole
apparatus along with me in the experi-
ments. I had the whole ‘station’ in my
hand,” ” he said. '

In dealing with the license fund under |
the Liquor License Act, Mr. Robinson said
that the total revenue for licenses in the,
whole county was only $1010, and provid-
ing Lancaster’s share went to reduce poor
and county rates, school taxes, etc., which
he said, it did not, but to the high-way
board, it would mean six cents and five
and a half of another one to each rate-
payer; truly a great saving. “Vote out
the saloon,” he said. “and make it easier
for men to do right and harder to do
wrong.”

Mr. Gaetz quoted the passage from the
sayings-of Jesus. Every tree that broaght
not forth good fruit is hewn down, and
said that it contained a general principle
of judgment and indicated how people were
to reach their conclusions concerning cus-
toms and institutions. Bad trees were cut
down and the quality of the tree was de-
termined by its fruit. The saloon was a
bad tree.

They judzed the grocery by the kind of
goods it supplied to its customers; the
shoe factory by the kind of shoes it pro-
duced. In the same way they should judge
the saloon by its product. What kind of
citizens did it produce? What was a man
like when the saloon had given its final
touches to him and he stood out the fin-
ished article?

The saloon did one thing only with a
man when it was given a full chance, it de-
grades him 'till he was a burden rather
than an asset to the state.

Mr. Gaetz proceeded to discuss the means
by which the liquor traffic could be end-
ed. 1le mentioned total abstinence on the
part of the individual, a hearty sentiment
which would make any connection with
the traffic disreputable and a crystaliza-
tion of this sentiment into a law forbid-
ding the traffic.

The old arguments used against the abo-
lition of the saloon were refuted. He said
that eéivic authority had the right to in-
terfere with the personal freedom of the

individual when the safety of the commu-

After several months™ leave or absence,
Miss Martin, city librarian, has returred to
her position and is being congratulated
that she has been enabled to resume her
duties in her characteristically enthusiastic
manner.

Interviewed by a Times reporter Miss
Martin gave out some interesting facts re-
garding the library. It was' very fitting
she said, that the public library of the
Loyalist city should be founded as a part
of the celebration of the anniversary of,
the centennial of the landing of the Loy-
ists. On May, 18, 1883, without ceremony
the Free Public Library was opened. The
loyalist memorial fund, intended for the
building of a monument, was diverted to
the more worthy object of the founding of
the library. Hom.-Isaac Burpee and Mr.
Kears, an uncle '6F1-Postmaster Edward
Sears were warm suppogters of the project.
The painted likeness of the latter was
loaned by the Loyalist Society to the li-
brary board and as exhibited in the pres-
ent building. J. R. Ruel was the first presi-
dent of the board and Miss Martin was
from the first the librarian. ; .

Two rooms were supplied by.the city,
rent free, in the Market Building. In three
years the library had outgrown its quarters
and was moved to rented rooms in the
Masonic Building. This building was cen-
trally located and was very convenient, for
the patrons throughout the city. A read:
ing room was added and a large number of
books were collected by donations and pur-

“I have also left in my department, for

THE NEW  INTERNATIONAL

BROGE AT ST. LEONARDS

Work is in progress at making the earth-
fill approaches for .a new international
bridge between the United States and Can-
ada, at St. Leonards, New Brunswick,

and Van Buren, Maine. The bridge is a
free public structure, owned jointly by the
State -of Maine and the Dominion of Can-
ada. Even though there is to be no reci-
procity in trade, there has been co-opera-
tion in the erection of this structure to
facilitate international ‘intercoutse.

The original appropriations anjounted to
$75,000, half granted by the Maine legis-
lature and half by the Canadian parlia-
ment. The expending was made the duty
of a bridge commission, consisting of Hon.
William Pugsley, the Canadian cabinet
minister of public works, and Hon. Paul
D. Sargent, Maine State highway commis-
sicner. Mr. Sargent later .resigned  his
State office to accept a’position in - the
United States bureau of public works, and
was succeeded as State highway commis-
sioner and ex-officio bridge commissioner,
Mr. Hardi-
son is the civil engineer who made the
preliminary survey and soundings before
the work was started on the bridge plans.

The original appropriation was after-
ward increased by $10,000, making. a total
of $85,000, of which Canada and Maine
each bore half. This proved sufficient for

i the completion of the bridge itself, which

was accomplished in September of this
year. The work.on the approaches re-
mained unfinished, and the people of the

army of stib-agents in every vilage, hamlet,
and township in the interior grain-pro-
ducing regions. ;

The American company has established
a factory at Lubertsy, in the government
of Warsaw, where it is producing gas gen-
erators, black naptha engines, etc., which
find a ready and lucrative sale, and the
works will be extended and furnished with
plan and appliances for the output of ma-
chinery which it now imports from its
headquarters in Chicago.

The yearly turnover of the Odessa
agency, which covers six or seven south-
ern and south-western governments, aver-
ages about $3,500,000 and it is increasing.

The passing of' Sir Wilfrid Laurier from
power is a notable event, not only in
Canadian history but in Empire politics.
His career for the past fifteen years has
been synonymous with the development
of the Dominion. In that time he has
been the commanding figure in the affairs
of this country and in the Imperial coun-
cils has won the first place among the
representatives of the Overseas dominions.
Many elements have contributed to the
position which he occupied and the great-
est of these was his winning personality.
He has been the idol of the French-Can-
adians, and, if there is one thing above
all others by which he will be remember-
ed, it will be the part he played in bring-
ing into harmony the two races which
occupy this country. Through French he
attained power and by the increase in
the English speaking population and the
raising of a great national issue, fraught
with danger to the loyalty to the Mother-
land, he was swept from power.

Sir Wilfrid will have a prominent place
in the history of Canada. How promi-
nent only the perspective of time will be
able to determine. That he has had the
interests of his country at heart, and
thought first of Canada during his long
vears of service there can be no gain-
saying. He has been described as an Im-
perialist, but if he is he belongs to a
school which is of his own creation, and
his Imperialism hardly dovetails with that
of the Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain.
With this factor in his career we have,
however, at present no concern as it is
our object to pay a tribute to Sir Wilfrid,
the man, and the statesman, who guided
the destinies of this country through a
decade and a half during which many
things of considerable moment were ac-
complished.

Both as a parliamentarian and a prime
minister he was above suspicion. He
has ever been actuated in all his actions

In-
defatigable in whatever cause he espous-
ed he brought the whole force of his intel-
lect to bear upon the issue of the moment
and his brilliant periods and striking
phraseology have’' oftentimes  carried
weight where logical arguments have fail-
ed. His winning pefbonality is a thing
which few can resist. "H& is indeed “suave
ter in mode, fortiter in-re.” Whenever
he comes to be measured up in the annals
of his country he will be remembered as a
diplomatist, a courtier, a statésmmn and
a patriot, and as a man against whom no
finger of scorn has ever been pointed. He
has served his country to the best of his
great abilities and it is a matter of con-
gratulation that his period of service is
not yet ended. :

We wish Sir Wilfrid long life and hap-
piness. Although at an age when many
public men are only too anxious to retire,
he has elected to lead his party in opposi-
tion. That he will do so with conspicuous
ability is very certain, and we hope that
it will be many years before the heavy
hand of time deprives Canada of his intel-
lect.

THEY FEAR CHOLERA
 MGRE THAN TURKS

—

Rome via Irontier, Oet. 14.—The land-
ing of the Italian expeditionary force in
Iripoli was more eventual than at first
known. Owing to the difficulties caused
by rough sea and a hard shore, the Italian
commanders found themselves confronted
by a serious problem. The great fleet of
coral boats from the islands of Lampeduse,
Lamidone, Linosa and others in the Med-
iterranean came to the rescue of the
transports and helped in the speedy lands
ing of the troops. The gravity of the ri-
vation is indicated by the fact that the
torpedo boat Preccia was wrecked on the
rocks, although the crew was saved.

Cholera is reported likely to prove a
worse enemy than the Turks. Already
twenty or thirty cases have occurred, with
a seventy-five per cent mortality.

Another cause of apprehension to the_
government is the position of Italian resi-
dents in Ottoman territory, which is con-
sidered extremely dangerous. An exchange
of communications on this subject has
taken place between Rome and Berlin.
Germany is using all her influence to pre-
vent excesses and is endeavoring to con-
vince Turkey that reprisals against ItaMe
ans now in that country would only serve
to make her position still more difficult.

Bedford Priory, ' Home of Long
Parliament Speaker and Scene
of Waller's Famous Picture

(Times Special Correspondence)

London, Oct. 7—England is in danger
of losing all her historic houses. A few
days ago it was announced that Tatershall
(Castle had been bought by an unnamed
American and was about to be pulled down
and re-erected in the United States. Now
it is announced that Burford Priory in
Gloucestershire is in the market and Brit-
ish antiquarians are trembling lest it also
should cross the Atlantic.

Burford Priory is one of the 10\'eliestv

houses in the Cotswold Hills, which abound
in beautiful and historic houses. It was
built in the thirteenth century and as its
name implies it was originally a religious
house. It was an offshoot of Keynsham
Abbey but when the monasteries were sup-
pressed at the reformation it passed into
lay hands and had several owners in quick
succession. Sir Lawrence Tanfield, who
was chief baron of the exchequer of James
I, owned it and a subsequent owner was
William ILenthall, speaker of the Long
Parliament.

The priory is immortalized in Waller’s
famous picture, “The Empty Saddle,”
where it forms the background for the ri-
derles horse of Lord Falkland, then owner
of the house, which came home alone af-
ter King Charles’ defeat at Newbury.
