FINANCIERS IN
BRITAIN OBJECT

Oppose Dollar as Basis of Pro-
posed German Note-Issuing
Bank.

London, May 16.—A proposal that
the dollar rather than the pound
sterling shall become the basis of the
German note-issuing bank which it is
proposed to establish under the pro-
visions of the Dawes plan was made

. today by the American Federal Re-
serve Board’s advisory council and
communicated by that body to the
British Government. The suggestion
ijs naturally creating profound interest
in financial circles in London.

Reason Given Why Canadian
Furs and Winter Sports do
Not Figure at Wembley.

London, May 16—Visitors to the
Canadian buildings and pavilions at
Wembley express surprise and disap-
pointment at the unrepresentative dis-
play of furs as Canada is generally re-
garded as one of the world’s greatest
fur producing countries.

When the question was put up to the
responsible authorities they said that
a few silver foxes were at present en
route to the exhibition, and further
that the small display of furs made
was entirely due to the expressed de-
sire from all sections of Canada, both
official and unofficial, that there should
be no undue emphasis put upon the
Dominion as the country of the
“Rrozen North.”

(By Canadian Press)

Ottawa, May 16— We had a trinity
of negligence—Sir Thomas White, Sir
Henry Drayton and Rt. Hon, W. 8.
Fielding. I charge these three gentle-
men with being parties to the wreck
of this bank.”

In these words W. J. T. Lee coun-
sel for depositors of. the wrecked
Home Bank, this morning before the
McKeown Commiiiee, summarized his
claim against the government for re-

fmbursement.
O‘Itawa, May 16—Arguments for

the depositors: was continued by
W. F. J. Lee at this morning’s sit-
ting of the Home Bank Commission.
He drew attention to 2 statement
furnished to Sir Thomas White on
November 15, 1918, by the officers
of the bank, showing & copy of the

in the ledgers of the bank AL IS

in regard to the dnterest on this ac-
count reading as follows:

Taken to profits, $688,966.

“If up to this time the former Min-
ister of Finance was asleep at the
switch, here it was printed in black
and white for him to read that the
directors of this bank had padded
their statements,” declared Mr. Lee.
“Surely this should have been re-
garded by the Minister as a reason
for doubting the management and
directors of the bank,” Mr. Lee said
“Surely it should have occurred. to
Sir Thomas that someone was being
fooled “and that it will be wise to
look into the affairs of this bank
himself.”

Says He Was Warned.

By this time, Mr. Lee contended,
the Minister had been warned re-
peatedly of the dangerous condition
of the bank. He had received the
“danger signal” from the western
directors in 1916. From that time
until 1918 warnings had come to him
at inervals, but in August, 1918,
the “danger signal had been flaming
red.” W. A. MacHaffie had written
a letter to Sir Thomas containing
the most serious charges—charges
which Sir Thomas had admitted were
serfous. He had declared that things
were being done which no sound
bank would do.

«When Mr. MacHaffie made these
serious charges it strikes me that
the Minister of Finance, who was the
custodian and trustee of the people’s
money, should not have been bam-
boozled by any statements of Mr.
Haney, Mr. Lash or any other
director of the bank.” sald Mr. Lee.
“Qir Thomas had been fooled from
1918 until the time he went out of
office, and he sh-#1d not have been.
The people of Canada looked to the
Minister of Finance to guard their
money honestly, fairly and ef
ficiently. Sir Thomas had been
wanting in that common, ordinary
judgment which men certainly had
the right to expect from a Minister
of Finance. After 1918, Sir Thomas
was guilty of a great dereliction in
duty to the people of Canada and the
depositors of this bank,” declared
Mr. Lee. “The Minister of Finance
knew the condition of the bank—
at any rate he had good reason to
fear that it was unsound, but he let
it go on. Twenty-eight new branches
were opened. Three million dollars
of deposits were taken in. It was
as if the bank directors were saying
“pring them along boys, I'll keep the
darn thing going as long as we can.”
Sir Henry.

“But a greater responsibility
rested on Sir Henry Drayton “even
than that on Sir Thomas White,"”
said Mr. Lee. Sir Henry had done
absolutely nothing but sit down and
write letters.

“Sir Henry Drayton never seems
to have cared a whittle what became |
of this bank,” declared Mf.

“He did not care whether the de-|
positors lost all their money or not
during his term of office.”

MAJORITY OF
112 FOR KING
GOVERNMENT

Month-Long Debate Came
to End After Sunrise
This Morning.

FEW BOLTERS

Three Liberals and One Pro-
gressive Against—Tired
House Sings.

(By Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, May 16.— After a
continuous sitting (with the ex-
ception of dinner recess) of
1614 hours, a weary House at
7.15 this morning adopted the
third budget of the present gov-
ernment by a majority of 165
to 53, a majority of 112 for the
budget. The majority was but
nine less than the record one of
121 secured by the government
on the address. Three Liberals
—Messrs. Euler (North Water-
loo); Raymond, of Brantford,
and Marler, of St. Lawrence-St.
George, Montreal, voted against
the budget. The only Progres-
sive to vote against it was Elliot
of South Waterloo. F. N. Mc-
Crea, Liberal, of Sherbrooke,
who attacked the budget dur-
ing the debate, did not vote.
With these exceptions, all Lib-
erals and all Progressives pres-
ent voted for the budget. Con-
servatives voted solidly against
it. The Woodsworth amend-
ment was defeated, 204 to 16.

Record Debate.

The end came after a debate which
for length and number of speeches has
probably not been surpassed in the
history of the Canadian Parliament.
The budget was brought down more
than a month ago, and, with intervals,
there has been debate thereon practic-
It was not expected
that the vote would come before mid-
night, but the early morning hours
came and went and speakers still kept
on and on till one weary member
pleaded with a Progressive to “Have
a heart and cut it short.”

Miss MacPhail was the last speaker.
Her speech, loudly cheered, lasted just
two minutes. With a touch of irony,
she informed the HMHouse that when
there were more women members
“Nights like this will be unknown.”
Miss MacPhail discarded a 35-minute
speech she had prepared.

Break Into Song,

As the division bells rang out, mem-
bers broke into song after song. There
was much amusement as W. A. Boys,
chief Conservative whip, led Quebec
members in the singing of Alouette.

The amendment called for an imme-
diate and substantial reduction in the
tariff on the necessaries of life; heavier
income tax on land and unearned in-
crement; exemption from taxation of
unimproved land values, and for a
graduated inheritance tax on large es-
tates. The amendment was defeated
by 204 to 16, a majority of 188 against.
The sixteen consisted of the two Labor
men, Shaw, Independent, of West Cal-
gary, and 13 Progressives, among whom
was Miss MacPhail. The supporterg
of the amendment also voted later for
the budget. 'Then came the vote oa
the main budget motion, its approval
by a majority of 112—and a few
moments lafer, adjournment of the
House.

Ottawa, May 16.—Parliament very
nearly had a rear end collision with
itself during the last 24 hours. The
session which began at three o’clock
Thursday afternoon continued without
intermission until 7.20 this morning,
and left the house tired and sleepy to
resume its work this afternoon at four.

There was a hope that the vote
would have been taken about two
o’clock in the morning, but it was
nearly that hour when Hon. J. B. M.
Baxter finished a speech which ran on
towards three hours. There was still
a considerable line of Progressives
waiting in their dugout for the call
to go to bat. One of them arose at
4 o'clock and calmly observed that he
thought the importance of what he had
to say would be sufficient apology for

his speaking at such an hour. The

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INDICATIONS ARE FOR GREATER

N B. TOURIST

More Than Four Times as
Many Road Maps Than
Last Year Requested.

The present indications are that the
tourist traffic to and through New

Brunswick this year will exceed that
of any year on record so far; so J.
Charlton Berrie, secretary of the N. B.
Automobile Association, said today.
Last year's total to the province num-
bered an increase of about 50 per cent.
over the previous season. Mr. Berrle
added, but he looked for a still larger
influx during the coming summer than
ever before.

'One evidence of the increasing pop-
ularity of New Brunswick as a tour-
ist paradise was the fact that, while
the number of road maps sent out by
Mr. Berrie to the first of May last
year totalled only 850, during the same
period this spring 8,750 were asked
for and mailed; in the last fifteen days
210 maps have been sent out, while
between May 1 and 15 last year, only
75 were called for.

Maritime Co-operation.

.During the meeting of the Canadian
Good Roads Association at St. An-
drews next month, the executives of
the New Brunswick Automobile As-
sociation, the N. S. Motor League and
the P. E. 1. Motor League will hold
a joint meeting to go into matters
concerning co-operation between the
various organizations in the matter of
totrist promotion.

There has been a feeling recently
amongst members of all three associa-
tions that the formation of the mari-
{ime organization to carry out the
work now being done by the three
separate units, might be a long step
forward.

whole and to each of the provinces in-
dividually and would do away with a
great deal of over-lapping and result
in a greater return from the amount
of money spent.

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THE BUDGET VOTE.

Whatever the people of Canada may
think about the Mackenzie King budget,
there is no Jonger any doubt about what
their representatives in the Commons

think about it. The budget was carried
after sunrise this morning by a vote of
165 to 33, showing a Liberal-Progressive
majority of 112, or a little more than
double more than the .number of the

The defections from the Liberal
some of the oratorical thunder and
lightning during the long budget debate
led some people to expect. The Lib-
erals voting against the Government
were three in number, Euler of North
Waterloo, Raymond of Brantford, and
Marler of the St. Lawrence-St. George
division of Monttreal, and one Progres-
sive stood with them, Elliot of South
Waterloo. McCrea, the Liberal mem-
ber for Sherbrooke, who attacked the
fiscal changes stoutly during the debate,
did not vote, but with these exceptions
all the Liberals and Progressives in
the House supported the administration,
while the enttire Conservative strength
went solidly against it.

The majority against the Woods-
worth amendment, the motion of the
Jabor Member for Centre Winnipeg
calling for an immediate and substan-
tial reduction in the tariff on the neces-
garies of _life, which some thought
would be ‘embarassing, was whistled
down the wind by a vote of 204 to
sixtcen. The Conservatives naturally
could have nothing to do with it since
the principle was anathema, and the
Liberals and Progressives treated it as
though it were merely a mischief-
making proposal under the circum-
stances.

The resignation of Walter Mitchell.
the stand of Mr. Marler, and the sig-
nificant silence of Sir Lomer Gouin
suggest, of course, a growing move-
against the Government in
Montreal and its tributary territory,
but some time must elapse before the
weight of that movement can be
measured. Meantime Liberals will
point to the outstanding fact that this
morning's majority was but nine less
than the record one secured by: the
King administration in 1921 upon the
rdoption of the address.

The Prime Minister's speech con-
tains the intimation that no appeal to
the country in the near future is con-
templated. When the general election
does come the fiscal issue is likely ta
be the dividing line to a greater
extent than at any time since 1911.

B
AN ENCOURAGING VIEW,

Much that was said by Professor
Cunningham of Harvard at the Uni-
versity closing, in discussing the Cana-
dian and American transportation
problem, had a direct and important
bearing upon general business condi-
tions. £ As Europe settles down he
expects a larger volume of immigration
to this country, a further and substan-
tial development in agriculture and
jnereased activity industry. He
finds no cause for serious apprehension
in Canada’s railway cituation, for while
he says the economic distress of re-
construction is still us, it
diminishing in severity, and “when it
passes, as it should pass in the near
future, there will be an agricultural and
industrial revival which will carry the
volume of produ'ction, to high ‘levels
and require all available transportation
facilities.” Hec says at a not distant
day the faith of those who built rail-
roads for the future will be justified,
and he reminds us that if railway
building in Canada was rather over-
done, yet this very policy of providing
transportation in excess of the demand
of the day will expedite economic
expansioh as conditions improve.

He believes Sir Henry Thornton is
making encouraging progress with the
Canadian National system, and that if
there is no injurious political interfer-
ence the results will be good. In short,
he thinks the C. N. R. justifles public
confidence in the .character of its
management, and that the outlook for
the future is promising-

He spoke strongly in recognition of
the great place filled by the Canadian
Pacific in the transportation world and
parlicularly of the great part it plays
in Canadian development, and he
expressed very firmly the view that
the Canadian National ought not to be
built up at the expense of the C. P. R,
a view with which there will be gen-
eral agreemeni. Naturally this does
not mean that there shall not be com-
petition, but that it is not sound policy
to divert natural traffic from either road
in order to help the other, and that the
effort should be to assist both in en-
larging their usefulness as agencies of
development and public service.
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THE CURE FOR JURIES?

A murder trial has been going on
for a week or so in Providence, R. I,
and a sympathetic judge- has had a
radio receiving set installed for the en-
tertainment of the jurymen when they
are locked up for the night. Trial by
jury has long been under fire in the
United States because of the conspicu-

|
ous failure of the nation to succeed in

convicting any reasonable proportion of
its murderers and gunmen, and Judge
Jerome Hahn, who presides at the|
Providence trial, is no doubt hopeful
of a beneficial revolution by the radio

innwation.
It may spread. Weary jurymen
must relax. They cannof be expected

to tax their brains too greatly or too
steadily over a mere miurder. Nor
should their hours of confinement offer
no better occupation than the exchange
of commonplaces. They are likely to
get tired of one another, and might
even resort to violence and swell a
crime record that is already the despair
of American jurists and analytic public
men who insist upon comparing their
own country’s murder industry with
the trifling activities of Great Britain
in that line. :

But the nature of the entertainment
or instruction to be fed to locked-up
jurymen by radio should be carefully
supervised by the court, even thotgh
thé judge’s taste in these matters
might be a world away from the dif-
fering tastes of the twelve good men
and true. They should neither be
soothed nor savaged too much. They
should not hear anything to harden
their hearts or to incline them over-
much toward leniency. There are
already a thousand and one points
which counsel for the defence may
raise to the advantage of his client and
perhaps presently we shall hear in one
place a plea for a new trial on the
ground that the jury was unduly in-
fluenced by the radio performance, and
in another quarter the contention that
the prisoner was condemned by a jury
which was denied any sort of radio
and so became ill-disposed toward all
mankind, the luckless prisoner in par-
ticular.

In short the treatment of juries in a
homicidal and litigious country is a
ticklish matter. Still, as murders grow
and convictions diminish, our neigh-
bors, above any folk in the world, seem
warranted in experimenting. °

LEARNING THE

i :

Both before and after the war the
United States listened much to the
school of isolation, to public men who
said the Americans were commercially
and politically independent of Europe
and could get along best by allowing
Europe to stew in its own juice. The
Dawes Commission and talk about
increased American participation in
a World Court indicates a change
of feeling, and of late the dependence
of the United States upon Europe as
a market for American exports has
been more and more frankly recog-
nized. :

Unless Europe can buy, the United
States coild not escape a grave period
of depression. An American reviewer,
in the Los Angeles Times, warns his-
public that unless sound economic con-
ditions in FEurope are restored the
United States will be in for “financial
stress and enforced idleness without
parallel.” “Europe,” he says, “is still
our best customer. It buys more from
us than all the rest of the world com-
bined. Let those who ask whether we
have any personal interest in the recon-
struction of Europe study and reflect
on the foreign trade figures. Unless
stability is soon restored, and sound
economic conditions, Europe cannot
continue to buy. Take Eirope from
the foreign market and we would have
a term of financial stress and enforced
idleness in this country without
parallel. We cannot continue to do
business with FEurope on extended
credits; for the American manufactur-
ers and agriculturists must pay for
their labor and material with cash.
Whether we will or no, on the pros-
perity of Europe depends our pros-
perity at home”

That is one of President Coolidge’s
reasons for recommending American
participation in a loan to Germany
under the Dawes plan. He sees, and
says, that European reconstruction and
tranquility will be a help to the United
States, while if they are lacking his
country will suffer loss and prolonged
business disturbance. Isolation sounds
attractive to some. In practice it either
is not practical or the recoil is too
severe to be invited.

TO DECISION

OF COMMONS

Miners Contend Nationaliz-
ation s Only Way to
Solve Problems.

CABINET VIEW

Approves Measure in Prin-
ple; Sees Difficulty in
Getting Support.

London, May 16—The House of
Commons today is debating the ques-
tion of nationalizing the mines and
sminerals of Great Britain on the second
veading of a private member’s blil
favoring such a step.

The miners are convinced that the
problems in the industry upon which
they are dependent for livelihood can
be solved only by nationalization and
they are behind the bill, which was
introduced by G. H. Hall, Laborite.

The Labor Government approves the
measure in principle and indeed 1s
committed to nationalisation by many

t declarations of its members, but
§t was decided at a cabinet meeling
yesterday not to give official support
to the bill today, leaving it to the fale
of a free vote of the House.

The decision, it is declared in polit-
loal circles, was doubtless due to the
hopelessness of passing such a measure
in view of the present composition of
¢he Commons, the Liberals, equally
with the Conservatives, being opposed
to nationalization.

KEEP PHILIPPINES

]Twmty Year Resident Says
Natives Better Off as
They Are.

Philadelphia, May 16 — (United
Press)—“The Fillpinos, if they knew
what is good for them, would not be
clamoring for the United States to
turn them loose to try their luck as
an independent nation.”

After twenty years as a resident of
the Philippine Islands, B. W. Cadwal-
lader, lumber merchant of Manila,
makes this assertion and supports it
with facts and figures. Cadwallader,
who is now here on business, has come
to the conclusion that not only would
the Filipinos be out of luck if they
were :set free, but the United States
would lose a ward well worth holding
for commercial and military reasons.’

A generation or two of education,
the wisitor believes, will produce a
crop of Filipinos who will be frec
from illusions about independence and
look rather to annexation as a terri-
tory of the United States.

“All the hullabaloo about independ-
ence,” he said, “is the work of native

politicians. They have nothing else

from which to make political capital.

“If the Filipinos could come here
they would see for themselves in their
present status they have more freedom
than any citizen of the United. States.
There {8 no Filipino who can come
down to facts and explain just why
he wants independence.

“To the Filipino who listens to and
votes for the independence shouter, in-
dependence means free fish, free rice
and no taxes.

“Right now General Wood is In &
stronger position and has more friends
than he did when he took the job, but
1t will tefge some time to undo unwise
pieces of administrative work during
prévious  administrations.  Genera)
Wood is sitting on the lld and will
probably continue to do so until the
Filipinos change their minds about
independence, and that, in my ‘mind,
is the proper procedure.

IS ST. JOHN MAN

Speaks Against Destructive
Competition by Two
Great Systems.

Expressing a hopeful view of the
future of Canada’s two great trans-

portation systems, Professor William J
Cunningham, M. A., formerly of St
John and now occupant of the James
J. Hill Transportation Chair at
Harvnr'd University, in his address as
Alumni orator at the University ot
New Brunswick closing yesterday gave
a keen analysis of the existing railway
problems in this country and com-
pared them with those engaging atten-
tion in the United States. He uttered
a strongly-worded warning against
destructive competition between the
Canadian Pacific and the Canadian
National that would tend to make one
strong at the expense of the other,

and he praised the executive control of
each.

follows: —

“There be three things which make
a .cointry great and prosperous—fer-
tile soil, busy workshops, and easy
means of conveyance of men and
things one place to another.”

. Thuf wrote Francis Bacon, who
lived in a period long antedating the
ﬁdvent of canals and railroads. The
conveyance of men and things” at
that time was confined to the high-
ways, the rivers, and the seas.

Measured by Bacon’s formula, Can-
ada is conspicuously strong in each of
the three elements essential to great-
ness and prosperity. It has immense
natural resources in fertile soil, rich
minerals, and extensive forests. In pro-
portion to population it has a wealth
of busy workshops, and it is well sup-
plied with natural and modern agen-
cies of transportation.

It is not my purpose to discuss the
first two factors of agriculture and in-
dustry, except as.they have a bearing
on my main subject—the factor of
transportation. The three are inter-
}'ehted and inter-dependent. When the
immediate and latent after-effects of
the World War have spent themselves,
and when something akin to order re-
places the present economic and poli-
tical chaos in Europe, the former vol-
time of emigration will resume. With
it will come further and substantial
development in agriculture, and in-
creased activity and expansion in in-
dustry. Such development and expan-
sion will bring new and heavier de-
mands in transportation. In the re-
spect that Canada is now well equipped
to meet these demands, the country
is in a favorable and somewhat unique
position, as in other parts of the world
railroad expansion has not generally
kept pace with the normal growth of
traffic.

Endowed by nature with easy access
to two oceans and the Hudson Bay,
the Canadian Provinces, early in the
last century, adopted a far-sighted
policy of adapting the inland water-
ways to the needs of internal com-
munication. The principal transporta-
tion emphasis, up to the time of the
Confederacy, was placed upon water-
ways, but before then the importance
of railroads as supplementary agen-
cies was recognized. That recognition
was written into the articles of Con-
federation. Out of it emerged the
building of the Intercolonial, which
linked the Maritime Provinces with
Upper Canada, and, later, the construc-
tion of the great Canadian Pacific. Its
rails now form an unbroken steel band
from the Atlagtic to the Pacific and its
fleet of steamships encircle the globe.

With an uncommon boldness of
vision, Canada has so extended and
amplified its natural avenues of trans-
portation by a comprehensive system
of railroads, that no other country
now exceeds it in miles of railroad
per unit of population. On that basis
Canada has nearly one and one-half
times as many miles of rallroad as
the United States, five times as many
as France, seven times as many as
Germany, and nearly eight times as
many as Great Britain and Ireland.

This wealth of transportation facili-
ties has its embarrassments. To those
who look at the situation solely from
the viewpoint of the present, Canada
would seem to be “railroad poor.” It
has more railroads than it needs and
can easily support under existing eco-
nomic conditions. In the light of what
has happened, there is ground for criti-
cising the vision and the abounding
optimism of those who promoted many
of the new transportation enterprises
in the decade or two preceding the war.
The construction cost of certain lines
was greater than was Justified by the
trafic immediately in sight.

‘Yet we must remember, that most
of ‘the great strides in economic devel-
opment have been preceded and made
possible only by the assumption of
great risks. The risks in these. cases
were deliberately taken because of pro-
found faith in the future of the coun-
try. Fundamentally that faith was and
is well founded.

A calm forward-looking view of the
railroad situation in Canada reveas
elements which are reassuring. There
fis no real cause for serious apprehen-
'sion. The economic distress of recon-
struction is still with us, but 1t is

POOR DOCUMENT

EARTH SURFACE
1S BUT SCRATCHED

Study of Mines of World is
Made—Brazil Has
the Deepest.

Washington, May 16—(By Canadian |

Press)—A recent study by the Interior
Department’s Bureau of Mines of the
depth of mines throughout the world
indicates that man has penetrated but
little below the surface of th-~ earth.
The deepest mines are insignificant in
measurement when compared with alr-
plane altitude records.

One of the facts revealed by the
study was that man in most of hls
mining operations, even for precious
metals, is just scratching the surface
or going under the skin of old mother
garth.

Dr. Thomas T. Reed, acting ussist-
ant director of the Bureau of Mines,
says it is axiomatic that old mines
are not very deep and that deep mines
are not very old.

The oldest mines in the world of
which there is any certain record are
k| .copper and turquoise mines of the
Serai Peninsula, which were worked
by the Egyptians as early as 3,700 B.
(., but these have never been sunk to
what would now be considered even
moderate depths.

The sllverlead mines of Monnt
Laurion, in Greece, are very old, but
as the mineral occurs along the con-
tact between approximately horizontal
limestones and slates, it is hardly pos-
sible to speak of the mines as having
any depth at all, except in the seuse
that a tunnel has depth beneath the
top of the mountain it pierces. The
Phoenicians probably began to work
the tin mines of Spain and Cornwall
as early as 1,500 B. C. Although tin
mining in Cornwall has been carrled
on continuously until modern times the
Dolcoath workings, the deepest, were
not sunk further than 2,300 feet, as
the cost of tin produced from such
depth was too great to compete wlth
that from surface workings in Ma-
laysia.

The various other old mines in Eu-
rope are not very deep. The Sulitelma
mine in Norway has an inclined shaft
3,700 feet deep and is of particular
interest because it Is the only deep
mine north of the Arctic Circle. It
was opened in 1887. Generally ‘speak-
ing, the deepest mines of Europe are
coal mines. .Coal mine shafts in (ireat
Britain are as much as 3,500 feet deep,
while many of the coal mine shafts in
Belgium and France are more than
3,000 feet deep and several shafts are
now being sunk which will go to a
depth of 4,000 feet.

Most of the mines of South America
might more accurately be called high
rather than deep. The Braden' mine
in Chile, one of the big copper mines
opened in recent times, is entered at
the bottom and worked up. The cop-
per mines at Cerro de Pasco in Peru
(sitarted as a silver mine in 1630) are
nnb/about 1,000 feet deep, though they
are at an elevation of 14,000 feet above
the sea level.

There are some small mines in South
America at even greater elevations
than this, but the only really deep
mine in South America is the St. John
del Rey mine in Brazil, which is the
deepest mine in the world. Its work-
ings extend to a depth of 6,726 feet
vertically between the top of the main
shaft. This depth is reached by a
series.of connected shafts like a flight
of stairs. This is a gold mine which
was started in 1834, and the region in
which it is situated is the oldest min-
ing region in the new world, gold hav-
ing been continuously mined there for
more than 200 years.

The gold mines of the Transvaal
take second highest rank for depth.
The Village Deep workings extend to a
depth of 6,263 feet and there are so
many mines of which- the workings
are more than 4,000 feet in depth that
it would make too long a list to men-
tion them. The City Deep has made
plans to work to a depth of 7,000 feet.

In the Kolar gold field of India the
Champion Reef Gold Mines, Ltd. has
a number of deep shafts, two of them

being 6,091 and 6,094 feet deep re-
spectively. The mining operations in
this region are mostly at a depth of
4,000 feet or more.

Australia has many mines, and some
of them are quite deep, the Victoria
Consolidated, at Bendigo, being more
than 4,600 feet deep and the New Chum
is more than 4,100 feet deep. At
Kalgoorlie, in western Australia, there
are several mines from 2,000 to more
than 3,000 feet deep.

The deepest mine workings In the
United States are those of the Calu-
met and Hecla Consolidated, in Michl-
gan. The copper deposits are inclined,
and the deepest workings are 5,990
feet vertically below the surface. The
deepest vertical shaft is the Tamarack
$No. 5, 5309 feet deep; the Red Jacket
\wertical shaft is 4,900 feet deep. There
#re several inclined shafts in this dis-
trict which are more than 8,000 feet
long, but vertically they are so deep
as those mentioned.

The deepest workings of the Calu-
| met and Hecla represent the nearest
approach man has made to the center
of the earth, since they are ahout 4,600
feet below sea level.

diminishing in severity. When it
passes, as it should pass, in the near
future, there will be an agricultural
and industrial revival which will carry
the volume of production to high
levels and require all available trans-
portation facilities. The faith of those
who built for the futare will then be
justified, and their vision will take
shape in reality. The fore-handed
policy of providing transportation ca-
pacity in advance of demand will ex-
pedite economic expansion. Then the
railroads will become self-supporting
instead of a national burden. The
national policy of actively encourag-
ing railroad building for the future,
and of assuming a part of the burden
of projects which failed, will be vin-
dicated.

After reviewing the United States
railway situation he said in part:

Your solution of consolidation is |
unique. Here you have frankly re- |
cognized the principle that inasmuch
as the construction of the ‘weak roads
was encouraged and subsidized by the
Government, the Government owes
both to the railroads and the commu-
nities dependent upon them for service,
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spread out at the rate of five per mile
from ocean to ocean, and that he has
inherited a multitude of difficult prob-
lems of operating co-ordination, traffic
deevlopment, financial rehabilitation,
and the creation of public confidence,
we may form a faint idea of the im-
mensity and complexity of his tasi.
His policies are bearing fruit in an
improved morale in the working forces,
and from what I can learn in my de-
tached position as a somewhat distant
qbserver, it seems to me that Sir Henry
is meriting and commanding the re-
spect and confidence of the Canadian
piblic.

- Saying that criticism and pressure
should not exceed constructive limits,
the speaker went on to say:

As I view the situation, Canada has
taken a forward step in the solution
of its transportation problems. There
is abundant evidence that the align-
ment of your railroads into” two great
competing systems, one national and
the other private, will tend to develop
the elements of strength and to neu-
tralize the elements of weakness in
both. Thus far the Canadian National
has been organized and managed in
such manner as to give the advantages
of state ownership without the tradi-
tional disadvantages of hampering and
uneconomic political interference. From
the financial viewpoint substantial im~
provements have been made. The net

some measure of protection. To In-
sure adequate transportation service,
and to preserve the properties until |
the future growth of traffic will en-|
able them to support themselves, you |
have put these roads together Into a |
national system to be operated for the
Government by a board of directors
and a president. If need be, the trans-
portation service is to be furnished at
the partial expense of the public at
large. At the same time you recog-
nize the inherent soundness of the
policy of private management under
public regulation, and you have not
interfered with the organization of the
Canadian Pacific, one of the best man-
aged and strongest railroad companies
in the world.

Disregarding, if we may, the few
small Canadian railroads which are
now independent but which eventually
will probably find their way into one
or the other of the two large systems,
Canada has two railroads of anvroxi-|
mately equal mileage, al-hough the |
traffic of the Canadian National is less |
than that of the Canadian Pacific. One|
is an old and well-established system,‘.
operated with marked efficiency and|
with a commendable appreciation of |
its obligations to the public. The other |
has been newly created as a national |
syvstem. As a system it has not yet |
found itself. Many large opportunities
for co-ordination and welding together
have not yet been fully developed. It
began its existence as a system with a
heavy load of deficits and an inheri-
tance of confusion and distrust from a
troubled past. Yet it is already show-
ing signs of system consciousness. It
is reducing its deficits and( is living|
down the discredit of former years. It
is justifying public cenfidence in the
character of its management.

The outlook for the future is promis- |
ing.

As 1 see it, the degree, of success
already achieved is the reflex of an en-
lightened policy in adapting the strong-
est features of private management |
with the protecting and stabilizing fea- |
tures of ‘nationalization. The inherent
weakness of nationalization lies in the
danger of harmful political interference |
with sound business management. This |
danger, in the case of the Canadian!
National, is minimized by its form of!
organization. 'Fhe operation of the;
property is entrusted to a non-partisan |
board of directors, appointed by the,
Government to represent the whole|
country—territorially and economical- |
ly. Thus far it has given a business, |
not a political administration.

operating revenue of about three mil-
lion dollars in 1922 grew into twenty
millions in 1928. The prospects are
that in 1924 it will expand to thirty
millions. Even though the figure last
named will little more than meet one-

| half of the interest and other fixed

charges, it means that the former bur-
den on the taxpayer will be very sib-
stantially reduced. Moreover, my ob-
servation is that the quality of serv-
ice has improved and that the relations
with the public are marked by an in-
creasing degree of good-will and un-
derstanding. Likewise, the relations be-
tween management and men are
marked by a growing degree of cor-
diality and co-operation. The adminis-
tration is committed to the construc-
tive policy of humanizing the service.

At this point it may not be out of
place for an outside observer who is
keenly interested in the continued suc-
cess of your national transportation

policy to suggest a note of warning

bearing upon the efforts of the admin-
istration of the Canadian National and
the Government to make the Canadian
National a self-supporting system. If
one system is built up at the expense
of the other system, there may be no
net gain. Indeed there may be a net
loss if the damage to the strong is
greater than the benefit to the weak.
The Canadian Pacific, so to speak. is
“on its own.” It now receives no finan-
cjal assistance from the Government.
If the competition to which it may be
exposed by the system under Govern-
ment protection exceeds reasonable
bounds in  uneconomic service or diver-
sion of traffic from the Canadian Pa-
cific merely to redice the net deficit
of the Canadian National, the effect
will be extremely harmful and against
real public interest. True transporta-
tion progress consists of making two
ton miles grow where one grew before
but if the second ton mile is taken
from another system, which although
privately managed is as much a part of
Canada as the system under the wing
of Government protection, there is no
national economic gain.

The 1923 annual report of the Cana-
dian Pacific indicates its inherent

for the best that there is in private
management and, if not subjected to
unfair competition at home, it bids fair
to maintain its primacy among the
great transportation systems of the
world.

The remark-
able record of the Canadian Pacific in
years past, under the executive guld-
ance of such outstanding leaders as Sir
William Van Horne and Lord Shaugh-
nessy, continues unimpaired under the
able management of President Beatty.
It has an organization which is no-
where excelled in progressive effective-

quarter of the globe are symbols of
the greatness of Canada.

In this final word concerning the
transportation situation in Canada,
may I repeat that the present promis-
ing state of affairs can maintain and
develop favorably only if the present

enlightened attitude of the people and |

the Government continues. If that at-
titude changes, if sectional differences
or political expediency are allowed to
interfere with the business manage-
ment of the Canadian National, or to
cripple the Canadian Pacific, the ulti-
mate effect will be more than disap-
pointing. It will be humiliating. My
hope is that the present enlightened
attitude will continue, and that Can-
ada’s experience with her railroads in
the promising years before us will
prove to be a conspicuous exception
to the generalization, heretofore trie,
that nationalization has never been and
cannot be successful under a demo-
eratic form of government.

New York, May 16—News has taken
a more favorable turn for the time be-
ing, and with the market largely over-
sold stocks should have a good rally
from the present level. 'T'he high“re-
serve ratio and easy money, the very
encouraging movement of freight, as
evidenced by the car-loading figures
vesterday, and the better feeling in the
steel and iron trade as shown by the
larger pig iron inquiries and the firm-
ing of the steel scrap market; are all
constructive factors in the present
situation.

The
car-loading figures show that consump-
tion of goods is still at a very high
level, and with very few exceptions all
the trade reviews indicate that the
hand-to-mouth commodity buying of
recent months has resulted in very low
stocks on the shelves of middlemen
and actual consumers.

Some of the finest three-year olds
in the world are in the field that will
run a mile and a quarter for the $50,-
000 purse and for the entertainment
of a crowd that is expected to run
over 50,000.

History bears out the theory of
the professional dopers that the
Derby is a free-for-all always ‘and
that it is a poor spot for a favorite.

There have been more long shots
down the line. of fifty derbies than
there have been favorites across the
line.

Sarazen, recognized by some cri-
tics as last year’s two-year old
champion, was the favorite in the
winter books at almost prohibitive
prices, but since the start of the me-
tropolitan season, Mrs. W. K. Van-
derbilt’s prize youngster has given
away to St. James, the pride of the
George D. Widener stable.

Tex Rickard’s Jersey City arena.

Before the two heavyweights get into
the ring you will hear it said and see it
printed many times that Wills hasn’'t
a chance, that he is a soft opponent
and that the spectators will be home
for a late supper. But anything said
or printed that is uncomplimentary to
Wills will not keep the customers away
from the arena.

To spend their money, boxing en-
thusiasts do not have to be given a
guarantee that both fighters in any
match are evenly matched or they do
not have to be assured that the meet-
ing will be a real contest.

As was said many times in the past,
Tex Rickard and other leading pro-
moters depend for the support of their
pugilistic ventures-largely upon the “I
was there when” class of customers.
Added to the regular run of boxing
bugs, who will go to see the heavy-
weight champion in any fight, there are
thousands and thousands of normally
m?erested or disinterested persons who
will pay big money for.the privilege
of saying to their posterity: “I was
the;.re when Jack Dempsey did so-and-
80.

There are thousands of persons who
would pay $100 now if they could say
to their friends: ‘I saw Jack Dempselv
when he was knocked clear out of the
ring by that Firpo fellow.”

When' Jack Dempsey and Georges
Carpentier met four years ago in the
same ring where Dempsey and Wills
are to meet, 96,000 spectatord paid
more than a million and a half dollars
to see the contest. For weeks before
t.he day of* the fight, writers, whose
judgment should have been accepted
as at least competent by experience,
wrote that Carpentier didn’t have a
chance. The Frenchman’s record was
not imposing enough for anyone to
ﬁgurc that he had a real chance to keep
his frail body standing erect very long
under devastating blows of the great -
est body puncher boxing ever has
known.

The contest was short, but there was
no 'grum:bling of dissatisfaction, no
feeling that a master promoter and
§howman had made suckers out of an
innocent public. - The thousands that
saw the fight left the arena talking in
choruses of the blow that landed on
Dempsey’s jaw and shoold the great
champion to his heels. °

When Luis Firpo, a green and inex-
perienced foreigner, with nothing but
size and a ferocious look as assets,
was rushed into a fight with Dempsey
with a speed that made a record, the
public was warned that Firpo didn't
have a chance. Writers, whose salary
is fiepcndent upon the accuracy with
which they can forecast boxing bouts,
predicted in large numbers that Firpc
couldn’t go a round. Many of them
said that Dempsey could 'call his
punch.

Firpo didn’t lose in a round, but it
was just a fraction over a round when
hle went down for the tenth and last
time. But during the few moments
when he was on his feet he gave the
crowd a number of thrills that could
not have been, excelled in ‘the old
Roman arena. Firpo floored the great
('l.mmpion twice and once he smashed
h.nn between the ropes clear out of the
ring.

The fortunte fans who saw that fight
are still talking about it. They felt
no animosity toward Rickard for
ghrowing what had been called a set-up
into the ring with a great champion.
They remembered only that for three
minutes they saw the heavyweight
crown hanging from a dizzy head and
a champion taking a beating that sel-
dom a champion survives.

Even if expert opinion may he
unanimous that Wills has anythi'ng in
his record that would concede him a
chance for the title and if the writess
do predict his finish in a few rounds,
the attendance will not suffer.

Wills is a card, regardless of the light v

esteem in which he has been held by
the critics. He is big, he is strong, he
can punch, and he has never had a
chance to beat Dempsey. They say

| that Wills is none too stout-hearted,

but the same experts who point out his
lack of gameness were the critics who
said that Tom Gibbons was timid and
would not have a chance with Dempsey

With a chance to tune up on severui
preparatory bouts, Wills has a chanca
to be in better fighting fettle than the
champion. Dempsey is so constituted
that he has to have a lot of work {u
keep on edge and he will not get that
work on a motion picture lot.

intention to his family. He first selects |
and appoints his successor in title, und‘{
assures himself that after his death)
there will be no opposition to the new |
chief from members of the family.
Preparations for the death ceremonies
then are made. The retiring chief goes
through a figurative death, looking on
at the tribal mourning and feasting.

- A few years ago a leading orator
named Mageo decided it was time to
die, and attending a rehearsal of his
funeral. He still lives, walking about
with a stately air and looking hearty
for an old man. He spends most of
his fime reading his Bible and attend-
ing church services. He refu¢es to take
part ia affairs of a temporal nature
connected with his family or village.
He is a veritable example of a “living
corpse.”

The Samoans show great reverence
for their dead. The ceremonies attend-
ing the death of even a person of low
rank are elaborate and expensive to
the family of the deceased.

In the days before the introduction
of Christianity, in 1880, and for many
years afterward, when the Samoans
worshipped their tutelary gods, there
was greater funeral ostentation than at
present. Members of the family held
vigil over the body, fasting in silence
for several days. The. body was
wrapped in many folds of native tappa
cloth, and to relieve any cadaverous
appearance the face was tinged with
tumeric. Outside the house, all the
night before the funeral, there was
lamentation and gashing of bodies with

knives and stones, while the people

kept up a dirge. Relatives and friends
brought presents of fine mats or ex-
pensive cloths, which were piled on the
corpse, so that the spirit of the de-
parted would be justified in carrying
to the unknown world the tidings of

his importance on earth.

During "the funeral of a chief the]
villagers barricaded all roads, cutting|
down breadfruit trees and cocoanut |
palms. After the funeral there was
prolonged feasting, all the pigs anda
poultry of the deceased chief’s family |
being slaughtered. Sometimes the |
feasting lasted 15 days. Fine mats |
were distributed among the visiting |
relatives, and this ceremony was not
without occasional bitterness, as the
different ones contrived by strategy to
obtain the oldest and hence most im-
portant mats.

The burial ceremonies of today are
not much different. A departed chief is
given a Christian burial, with the
blessing of the One True God invoked
fnstead of that of the tutelary gods
of old. The custom of cutting down
valuable trees for barricades and the
traditional self-mutilation are prohib-
ited under a law passed by the Amerl-
can government in 1905. In place of
the noctiirnal dirge of primitive chants,
the people sing Christian hymns. Thcl
feasting and the distribution of mats
are adhered to. The relatives go toi
great expense in buying foreign food, |
such as kegs of salt beef, cases of |
canned beef, tins of salmon and hard |
bread, to supplement the supply of
native pigs.
