AN EARTHQUAKE.

WHOLE TOWNS WIPED OUT IN SAN
SALVADOR.

Many Lives Lost, and Much Property
Ruined.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New Yorg, Sept. 10.—A special from
San Salvador to the Herald says a
million dollars worth of property and
many lives were destroyed in this Re-
public by an earthquake today (Wednes-
day). Whole towns were wiped out
and so far as advices received here in-
dicate bardly a city in the country ex-
cept those along the coast escaped the
awful effects of the convulsion. The
shock occurred at 2 o'clock in the
morning. People rushed  from
their houses in their night clothing
and while the shock lasted only
twenty seconds, before it passed away
there was a panic stricken mob making
its way to the open country outside the
city. All through the morning there
have been slight shocks but none ap-
proaching in violence that which had
been so destructive. The towns through-
out the country suffered even more sever-
ely than the capital. It is impossible yet
to form any idea of the number of lives
lost. Two people were killed here, but
it is feared many others were killed in
the smaller towns. This is the third
time within less than forty years that
San Salvador has been destroyed by
earthquake shocks.

A RECOUNT OF THE CITY.

The statement which we published
yesterday in regard to the manner in
which the civic census of Toronto was
taken in December 1888 shows that a
mere enemuration of the people is a very
simple affair and can be made at very
slight expense and in the course of a sin-
gle day. What the people of St. Jobn
want the Common Council to do is not to
take & detailed census but to
make such an enumeration as will
show that the Dominion census
just taken is grossly incorrect. ‘When
this has been done we can demand

_of the government a new cen sus, com-
plete in all its details, for it is clear that
if many families and persons were not
seen by the enumerators, not only will

the numbers in the census be wholly Yo
wrong, but all the details as to property |

and other particulars will be incorrect.
It is suggested in some quarters that
instead of taking the entire city an enu-
meration should be made of one or two
wards which seem most likely to be ir=
correct. But this partial recount” will

not be sufficient. What is needed is a |y

recount of the entire city and the only
valid argoment that can be urged
against & recount is the sum it will cost.
If the corporation of St. John was miser-
ably poor, if it was pinching itself to the
the last degree to get along, if official
salaries were cut down to the lowest
po‘ssibla point, then the argument of
expense could be heard with patience. But
as we all know, a proposal recently made
for a reduction of salaries to the extent

. of $10,000 a year has just been rejected
by the Uommon Council, on the ground,
it must be presumed, that the city can
afford to pay an extra $10,000 a year in
official salaries without injury. More-
over the Common Council have just ad-
mitted by their recent action that for
more than two years they bave been
paying an official a salary of $2000 a
year whose services were not needed.
In view of this with  what
show of reason can any member of the
Common Council rise in his place and
affirm that the city of 8t. John cannot
afford the few hundredsof dollars that
will be required to make a recount of
the inhabitants and vindicate the posi-
tion of St. John. We must have a re-
count, not of one or two wards, butof the
whole city and it should :be made as
soon as possible.

SUMMER LIFE ON THE RIVER.

Life in the country during the months
of summer has always been popular
among those persons in 8t, John who
could afford it, but until recently few have
resided on the shores of the territory
bordering on our great river. Until the
recent rise of Westfield and Woodman’s
Point few people had ventured to reside
in what is perhaps the most desirable of
our out of town resorts, Brookville, Torry-
burn, Riverside and Rothesay absorbing
mostof the summer visitors. Various rea-
sons have been responsible for this state
of affairs, one of the chief being the fact
that the New Brunswick Railway Com-
pany did not take much pains to accom-
modate suburban travel. Owing to the
bridge tolls the passenger rates could
not be put 8o low as on the Intercolonial
and it seemed to be accepted as a fixed
rule that there could never be any con-
siderable suburban travel on the western
railway. This idea, however, is be-
coming dispelled and within the
past three or four - years West-
teld has been largely built up
\ ith snmmer residences. But while the
west s.de of the St. Jobn river is charm-
ing in summer the east side is equally
charming and this the railway does not
touch. We therefore look with much in-
terest on the movement which has been
inaugurated in connexion with the Star
line for building a summer hotel and
cottages for summer residences at Hard-
ing’s Point. There is no more charm-
ing spot on the river and it is sufficiently
near the city to be easy of access. With
steamers running from Indiantown to it
every day in summer and the
Westfield  railway station  with-
in weasy reach by means of a
ferry, Harding’s point ought to be one of
4he most popular places of the summer

_ residences about St Johm, From the

beginning of June to the end of Sept-
ember, it ought to be in future the home
of hundreds of St John city people who
will be able to keep their families there
while they go daily to their business in
the city.

MAKING BAD WORSE.

The silly Telegraph in seeking to de-
fend itself against the charge of the Rev.
Mr. Ford that it gave a garbled report
of the recent Maritime Baptist conven-
tion, only makes a bad matter Jworse.
Instead of honestly admitting its
error the Telegraph indulges in a
number of flouts and sneers at the Bap-
tist body and more than insinuates that
the only feature of their convention
which was worthy of notice was the few
unpleasantnesses that were developed
in the course of debate. Mr. Ford very
properly said that the interesting feat-
ures of the convention were those that
touched the progress of the Baptist body
and the good work that church is doing,
and not the little jars which always at-
tend the meetings of ecclesiastical bod-
ies. The Telegraph studiously ignored
the really valuable part of the work of
the convention and gave great promin-
ence to matters which might very pro-
perly have been passed over. In doing
this, however, the Telegraph only acted
in accordance  with  the  spirit
which it  has recently been
displaying under its present manage-
ment. 'The editor thinks it a wise and
gensible thing to deliberately insult a
large and important body of Christians
in order to furnish a laugh for the few
who care neither for churches mnor for
the meetings of religious conventions.
It was not sowhen Mr. Elder controlled
the Telegraph, and the contrast is the
more painful between the Telegraph as
it was and as it is, when it is remem-
bered that he always sought to eliminate
from reports those features which wers
not essential and which if published
were likely to give pain to good men.

In Parliament.

Orrawa, Sept. 9.—The house was again
in committee on the election act this
afternoon. A clause was added,on mio-
tion of Mr. Ouimet, making ita punish-
able offence for any person to ask a can-
didate or any other person for a bribe or
for an office, or for any other considera-
tion in return for his vote or influence in
elections.

The house then went into committee
of supply.

Estimates for capital expenditare on
certain canals, including the Sault Ste
Marie, and the immigration vote took
up a great part of the evening.

A debate on immigration, the national
policy and the general condition of the
country was continued by Messrs. Arm-
strong, Sproule, McGregor and Skinner.
The latter would not charge that Mr.
Fraser meant to injure the country, but
would say that his description of the
alleged depressed condition of the
maritime provinces was calculated to do
harm. The fact was that Nova Scotia
was one of the most prosperous com-
monwealths in the world. He (Skinner)
knew of no country in which man for
man the people were better off and
making more substantial progress than
in Nova Scotia. Nor was New Bruns-
wick poor or depressed. That
province, and particularly St. John city,
had at one time very large interests in
shipjbuilding. When iron ships teok
the place of wooden ships many thought
that great numbers would be thrown out
of employment and the province would
be ruined. But there was still work,
and the people were not in distress. Had
no new or additional industries taken
the place of shipbuilding the consequenc-
es would have been more serious. The
national policy had not prevented the
increase of -population in St. John and
other places. 1t had, on the contrary,
kept hundreds of people in the country
who would otherwise have been obliged
to go elsewhere foremployment. He knew
very well that some people who grew up
on farms were flocking to the cities of
the United States and to the west and
to all parts of the world, but our people
were adventurous and ambitious and
many of them would in any case seek
their fortune in other places. Bat they
certainly did not go abroad because this
is a dear country to live in, for as a mat-
ter of fact, Canada is the cheapest
country in the world to live 1n. Food
is cheaper, common clothing and other
necessities of life are cheaper than in
other countries. The people of the mar-
itime provinces in spite of all Mr. Fraser
had said, were as well housed, as well
fed, as well provided with the comforts
and even the luxuries of life as any
other eight bundred thousand people in
the worid.

in the course of the discussion an at-
tack on protection was made by Mr.
Gilmor, who condemned the tariff, but
commended the government under Mr.
Foster's financial management for re~
trenchment in expenditure and general
economy.

Mr. Hazen made an excellent -speech,

IN A REGION OF ABUNDANCE.
Explorer Peary Writes from Greenland
io His Mother.

PorTLAND, Me., Sept. 9.—The Portland
Press publishes the following letter,
which has just been received by Mrs.
Peary from her son, the Arctic explorer,
some personal matters being omitted :

McCorMicK BAY, GREENLAND,
July 30,1891,

Dear Mother : Here I am, ashore in
Greenland again, seated in my little tent,
overlooking the bay and superintending
the construction of our home. I wish
you could view the scene. The water of

the bay before me is smooth as glass.
Cakes of ice and icebergs dot the surface,
and across the bay rise grand cliffs and
mountains, brown or black or purple
with the varying lights and shadows.
Above some of thein can be seen the ice
cap, smooth and white as polished mar-
ble, and deep gorges and valleys between
them, purple with warm shadows.

The site of the house is on a mound
between two little streams, 100 feet from
the beach. The earth of the mound
seems dark and rich, almost as good as
the soil at home ; and all around the site
of the house the ground is covered with
yellow poppies.

Reindeer, fox and rabbit tracks are
numerous everywhere on the shore, and
one cannot go any distance from the
shore up any of the valleys without see~
ing one, two or three deer.

Last night a drove of white whales
spurted and grunted in the water close
to the beach in front of the tent for more
than two hours, and every pow and then
a seal or a walrus poked his head out of
water and looked at us. As for birds, it
is no exaggeration to say that they are
here in millions. I never saw anything
like it before.

Across the sound is a settlement of
natives ane on Herbert Island, a few
miles from us, is a settlement of nine or
ten large houses, some of them double,
from which the inhabitants are tempora-
rily absent on a summer hunting excur-
sion.

Everywhere that we have landed trac-
es of natives, in the shape of baited fox
traps and seal and narwhal buried und-
er piles of stone have been found and
there is every indication that we are in
a region of abundance.

Some of the academy party have al-
ready been upon the inland jice, and
they find my most sanguine expectations
and prophesies fully realized. Nota
crevasse or gully, or glacier river to in-
terrupt progress; only a smooth, gently
rolling marble surface, stretching away
to the interior. I longfor the time when
1 shall be stretching out across it on my
way to the northern terminus.
