The 
oil is perfectly clear, white and odorless, 
and in this lies the importance it bears to 
the cotton-seed oil industry. Under the 
present system packers are- compelled to 
contract tor the oil in the summer, be­
fore the cotton is pressed, then carry 
thousands of gallons in tanks, refining 
and deodorizing it as demanded.

By the new process it is claimed a 
packer need not carry a barrel in stock, 
but order the stuff when ready to use it.

At present over 100,000,000 gallons of 
cotton-seed oil, quoted at 35 cents, are 
used in this country annually, and the 
new oil is intended to replace it. Ar­
rangements have already been made for. 
the production of 80,000,000 gallons an­
nually, making a difference of $25,000,- 
000 to the Standard Oil Company alone, 
and the latter is putting in machinery 
costing $500,000 tor the new process.
The holders of the patent are not bound 
to any one oil interest, but can work 
With the independent companies as well 
as the Standard. The new oil can be 
produced at a much less cost than cotton­
seed oil.

i OHAP-LIN ON SILVER.

His Views Applauded by a Large and 
, Intelligent Audience.

Edinburgh, May 31.'—The Right Horn 
Henry Chaplin, Conservative* president 
of the hoard of agriculture in Lord Sal­
isbury’s government, delivered an address 
yesterday to a crowded conference of 
husbandry on the subject, “Bimetallism 
in Relation to the Agricultural Depres­
sion.”
j. The speaker declared that the agricul­
tural depression was chiefly due to the 
heavy and steady fall in tbe prices of 
produce, which he claimed was due to 
the monetary changes of 1873, and could 
hnly be stopped by reverting to the pre­
vious monetary system. Nobody could 
foresee where the present fall of prices 
would end. According to the latest ta­
ble the fall from 1871 to 1893 of 40 per 
cent, in wheat amply illustrates this.

Touching upon the farmers of Ameri­
ca, he said that they especially were be­
ing ruined and becoming bankrupt faster 

than the British, farmers. Otheis 
contend that over-production is respon­
sible tor the fall in prices; but he claim­
ed that statistics show that the produc­
tion of wheat has decreased, although the 
prices have fallen. The 'cause, he said, 
was the demonetization of silver in 1873 
and the subsequent divergency of the re­
lative values of the metals, which en­
abled silver-using countries like India to 
export wheat at the present low prices. 
Mr. Chaplin also said:

“And if silver continues to fall there 
is no reason why wheat should- not 
cheapen indefinitely. We propose es a 
remedy an international agreement to re­
vert to the system which prevailed prior 
to 1873.”

Mr. Chaplin's speech, was loudly ap­
plauded.

ENGLAND’S CHIEF JUSTICE.
Lord Coleridge Said to Have Resigned 

Hie Poet.

London, May 31.—Rumors were ex­
tensively circulated to-day that the 
Right Hen. Lord Chief Justice of Eng­
land has tendered his resignation. to 
Lord Rosebery. The rumor also took 
the form that the eminent jurist had in­
timate* to a member of the cabinet that 
he had reluctantly arrived. at the con­
clusion that his long tenure of service 
to his country was practically ended and 
■that he feR itmcnm befit on him to an­
nounce that ithe possibility of tel resum­
ing his position on the bench was re­
mote. At Lord Coleridge’s résidence in 
Belgrave square no confirmation or deni­
al of the -report could be obtained. It 
was admitted, however, that for nearly 
a month’ past the Lord Chief Justice 
had been confined to his bed with a se­
rious internal disorder and that for the 
past ten days hie condition: has been seri­
ous and that his physician, Lr. John Ca­
vendish Hale, has considered it neces­
sary to call' Sir 'William Broad bent, the 
eminent specialist, into daily consulta­
tion. It was also stated that although 
hia condition had in a measure improved 
it would be Impossible even under the 
most favorable circumstances for the 
Lord Chief Justice to leave hia bed for 
several weéte. These developments cre­
ated & sensation, as the fact of His 
Lordship’s illness had been concealed 
from the public.

Sibirtakow and Szeweloff, his 
principal associates, are determined to 
inaugurate the projected steamship line 
to San Francisco and San. Diego with as 
little delay as possible. An expenditure 
of five million dollars at this port for 
docks and warehouses Is contemplated, 
San Diego having "been selected as the 
principal port at this end of the line.

Last year Ivan Gavetsky, an éminent 
Russian civil engineer, was sent to Chi­
cago to make overtures to certain Ameri­
can capitalists for -the purpose of enlist­
ing capital in the enterprise.

Madrid, May 31.—There was a sicken­
ing spectacle in the bull pen this, after­
noon.

The Times is described as “narrow­

. that if the Davie government undertook 
the constructioq of dykes along the Fra­
ser river the money would be very largely 
squandered, There are a great many who 
entertain the same opinion and wpuM not 
at all relish the prospect of the present 
financial spree being prolonged, for the 
reason that it would very shortly be fol­
lowed by disastrous consequences.
Colonist will find that the majority of 
the people are “cold-hearted” and “cyni­
cal" enough to object to a continuance 
of the Davie carnival at their expense. 
They know full well that hundreds of 
thousands of dollars have been wasted in 
the construction of ordinary" works, and 
that if the Davie government were given 
license to proceed with the dyking scheme 
past extravagances would be duplicated. 
They know that the same old percentage 
would be wasted through incompetence 
and blundering on the part of the admin­
istration and another large percentage 
would be devoted, as in other works, to 
the purpose of “intrenching” the govern­
ment. They know that borrowing will 
shortly become a matter of difficulty and 
high interest, for even the Vancouver 
World has given the opinion that the 
credit of the province is “already strain­
ed to the breaking point.”

2. Each collector shall forthwith post 
up in "his office a list of all names so 
transferred to the register of voters, and 
a copy thereof shall be placed in some

3. Any voter may by written notice to 
the collector, to be given not less than 
eighteen days before the election, object 
(stating the ground of such objection) 
to the retention of any name or names

This book points out that the object of 
the British government is to crush out 
the life of any Irish movement toward 
national independence by fostering the 
comparatively harmless home rule move­
ment, which does not interfere with Ire­
land’s continuance as a province of the 
empire. To this end, it is stated, the 
British authorities are seeking the unani­
mous condemnation of Invincibles as 
criminals by the Irish people themselves, 
a condemnation already secured from the 
lips of the home rulers. “The Invincibles 
sprang into existence, says Tynan, “by 
order of the iParnellite government of 
Ireland by the Irish nation. In the face 
of the acted lie, by which the Parnell it es 
repudiated all association with the Invin­
cibles in. the Phoenix Park affair and 
the probable contradiction of this state­
ment from men who think, their 
nection cannot be proven, we state most 
emphatically that the facts as narrated 
in the volume are known to the writer 
personally and can be substantiated by 
plenty of .living witnesses, which will 
bring this association lamentably close 
to the highest and extreme responsibility 
and to the very seat and centre of actual 
power and authority, 
affairs many members of the parliament­
ary party sought safety from possible 
danger by absenting themselves from Ire­
land. To their shame, be it recorded, 
in every province of' Ireland the Invin­
cible feeling was spread by Parnellites."

It was decided by the Parnellite gov­
ernment,' which was also, with two ex­
ceptions, the executive of the Invincibles, 
that there was no alternative but to 
meet the “assassin rule” of the Briton 
by force. The vengeance of the Invin­
cibles was primarily directed against the 
“two bureaucrats of Qublin Castle,” the 
chief and under secretary. The viceroy 
of Ireland was to be exempted so long as 
he refrained from actual executive du­
ties. If he assumedthem he, as well as 
the secretary, was to be at once “re­
moved.” It did not matter who occupied 
the deCested offices. It was the official 
existence of the offices themselves which 
would not be tolerated.

In Dublin the Invincibles were mainly 
composed of men from the Irish Revolu­
tionary brotherhood, and in the country 
districts recruited from the suppressed 
land league. The organizer of the coun­
try districts was a prominent Parnellite, 
and, says Tynan, “it was through no 
fault of his that the Invincibles did not 
make a redder record.” He ha3- no 
connection with the 'Phoenix Park inci­
dent, though a party to. the policy of 
which it was an active part. The organi­
zation did not exist outside of Ireland.
It was composed of native-born Irishmen 
in Ireland.

The book states that “one Parnellite 
member of Parliament wanted to go to 
Ireland to ‘remove’ Mr. Forster, the pre­
decessor of Lord Frederick Cavendish as 
chief, secretary.” The member, it is 
claimed, remains to this day one of the 

‘ leaders of the provincialists (home rulers) 
parliamentary party.

The Invincible administration appoint­
ed three men to take charge of the con­
duct of affairs. All but .two members 
of the executive were high officials in the 
Parnellite Irish government. The trio 
in charge of actual conduct of affairs 
purchased, through a certain valuable re­
cruit distinguished- by Tynan as D, the 
knives used in killing Burke and Caven­
dish In Phoenix Pax*. These weapons 
were seht to Dublin through a courageous 
lady. Though this medium of transit was 
adopted as better, than had a man car- 

knives, Tynan characterized it 
as ill-advised; and’ as having been “cruel 
and unmanly,” yet it proves the devotion 
to the (country of a brave Irishwoman.

ree men in charge of active af­
fairs Tynan describes as J, 2 and F. J 
was a strong advocate of rapid action 
and thé organizer of the title “Invin­
cible.” Çle had one or two'special friends 
among the leading Parnellites, while 2 
was in )he confidence of all the leaders. 
At this time an important member, men­
tioned in the book as K, was enrolled in 
the Invincibles. (He had been enlisted at 
a meeting of the Irish -Parliamentary 
members and was astounded upon learn­
ing their secret policy. This man had 
previously looked upon the Parnellite par­
liamentary movement as folly. Then he 
switched off on the theory that the “acute 
crisis” had forced the Parnellite party to 
take action in spite of themselves. Then 
he took counsel of his friend F. F told 
K of the true state of affairs, but ad­
vised him to refrain from letting 2 know 
of the extent of his information. Through 
the influence of 2 upon K the latter Ob­
tained a new recruit to the Invincibles. 
This recruit Mr. Tynan called X, at that 
time “a Parnellite Member of the British 
Parliament” K. was afterward, it was 
stated, appointed chief of the Dublin 
counsel of the Invincibles.

P. Ji Tynan, who died a few months 
ago, was a worse blatherskite than 
O’Donovan Rossa. After the assassina­
tion of Burke and Cavendish he gave it 
out that be was responsible for the 
crime.

Nomination of W. M. Brown as an Op­
position Candidate—Speeches Made.

On Tuesday evening of last week a 
public meeting was held in Peterson’s 
hall, Reveletoke, at which (we quote 
from the Reyetitoke Mail), eighty elec­
tors were present.

J. W. Haskins, who called the meeting, 
said he was not now a candidate for 
legislative honors, having withdrawn in 
favor of Mr. W. M. Brown. He then 
went exhaustively into,.the silver ques­
tion,' showing how, if dur own mines 
tvere worked, enough mo’ney would be in 
circulation to keep all in comfort, whère- 
as we were now paying other nations to 
do what we ought to do ourselves. There 
were one billion six hundred and sixty 
million inhabitants/n the world, of . whom 
20 per cent, do all the work; 14 per cent, 
are farmers, 6 per cent, miners, and the 
remainder parasites. Canada was be­
hind the time to-day on account of bad 
laws. Twenty thousand tons of lead 
come in annually to Montreal from Mex­
ico, paying a duty of $8 a ton,, when, if 
we had worked our own. ores, we should 
not only save that, but find employ­
ment for our population. Some of our 
mines. produced no higher grade ore than 
50 per cent, lead and 50 oz. silver, and 
that was unsaleable, while if worked at 
home it .would pay well. The plain duty 
of a member was "to get smelters built. 
Trails are all very well, but we must 
have more than that to develop the coun­
try. It would take twenty of our aver­
age mines to produce as much lead as we 
now import, and theye would have to work 
every day in- hte year and turn out seven 
tons daily, 
have a mint in Canada. The present 
practice of sending our silver and gold to 
England to be coined was a bad one, 
as we did not get the value returned to 
us. All these things combined to make 
our best men leave Canada. The gov­
ernment could not or would not see what 
was wrong; and good men had to leave 
the country to get a living, which was 
denied them here on account of the mis­
rule that prevailed, and till we worked 
our own ores and smelted them on our 
otyflr grqen* such would be the ease. 
The Pilot Bay smelter was an example 

•of the way in which our native industry 
was crushed by bad legislation. .There 
were no mines in the United States that 
could compare in richness or quantity 
with the Slocan mines. The Comstock 
mine averaged only $8 per ton to work, 
and was free-milling silver and gold ore, 
and that paid enormous dividends. The 
Slocan and Lardeau ores were different, 
and must be smelted here or will be 
practically valueless. The sum of $38,- 
000 was granted for West Kootenay, but 
if we worked our own. mines and smelt­
ers we would have an income from West 
Kootenay exceeding that of the whole 
province. Not only did Canada hold min­
eral wealth, but for fisheries and forests 
she could equal any country in thé world; 
while

troductojry chapters, “and for the purpose 
of exposing their hypocrisy, this book 
was undertaken. In assailing the policy 
and action of the invincibles these false 
parliamentarians, these false politicians, 
are heaping mountains of infamy on their 
own memories." It is claimed that the 
book proves in the first place that the 
assertions of the London Times which 
resulted in the 'Parnell trial were not only 
absolutely true as far as they went, but 
that they might have gone to a farther 
length than they did and still have been 
correct. It also claims to show that 
there existed during the great struggle 
which took place in Ireland under the 
land league and its subsequent develop­
ment, the Invincible Brotherhood, a de 
jure government as "completely organiz­
ed as the de facto government, the word 
of the former being law throughout the 
country at the time, while that of the lat­
ter was, through its impotence, only an 
object of ridicule to those who were 
watching the struggle which Ireland was 
making for freedom against her heredi­
tary foe and master. It is also asserted 
that when public indignation reached its 
culminating point with the Phoenix Park 
affair,” the manifesto put out by the 
Irish parliamentary party at the time de­
urge cessation of all constitutional agita- 
ruse, and that instead of condemning or 
attempting to prevent further occurence 
of the sort the men who cried ‘shame 
upon the deeds’ created the whole move­
ment, and were as responsible for it as 
if they had committed the crime them­
selves.” In fact, it is claimed by Ty­
nan that the agitation which produced the 
Phoenix Park murders, the wholesale as­
sassinations throughout Ireland and the 
dynamite outrages were actually the re­
volt of a nation,- With the prominent mem- 
bees-of thé. Irish parliamentary party as 
leaders, and not in the desperate effort of 
a few fanatics to win notoriety to them­
selves.

Tynan’s book is supposed to reveal the 
methods and working- of what is known 
as the “inner circle,” as its author was 
the trusted leader of the whole cam­
paign. The Phoenix Park murders were, 
it .is asserted, deliberately planned by 
him, and were intended as an offset to 
the imprisonment of his chieftain, Par­
nell, in an 'English prison. He was em­
powered, however, on behalf of the or­
ganization of Irish Independents, for 
which it is claimed all the Irish would 
vote if free from the trammels of foreign 
rule and its blasting influences.

Referring to the Piggott matter, con­
siderable light is thrown upon that pe­
culiar affair. 'It appears that Piggott 
was deceived in one way, although not in 
the main points of the case, which were 
in accordance with his statement. The 
drift of the whole thing seems to be to 
urge cessation of all constitutional agita­
tion in Ireland and inaugurate a policy 
of dynamite and terror which would com­
pel England to surrender her claims to 
Ireland instead of asking her to give 
some crumbs of comfort in a charitable 
way to her sister Ireland through the me­
dium of parliamentary agitation.

Tynan i unhesitatingly denounces Glad­
stone as the typical hypocrite of his age, 
and the failure of constitutional agitation 
is, as he states,-only a repetition of his­
tory and further evidence of the perfidy 
of Britain and his unwillingness to ren­
der justice unless compelled to do so by 
force. .

Provincialists is the word which Tynan 
scornfully substitutes for the title of “Na­
tionalists” claimed by the Irish parlia­
mentary party. He says that “Irishmen 
will never gain the respect of mankind 
while their political warfare is so conduct­
ed.”

He blames Parnell and James Stevens 
for not forcing the issues with the Brit­
ish enemy. The defection of both» men 
when the. crisis came proved that Ire­
land’s leaders lacked the nerve to follow 
up their work by the only possible solu­
tion—action. This statement refers to 
a striking chapter in the book wherein 
an account is given of the secret prepara­
tions made by the Invincibles to rescue 
Parnell during his imprisonment in Kil- 
mainham jail. For this every prepara­
tion had been made, and a vessel was 
ready to carry him from beneath the ene­
my’s flag, but Parnell, had not the cour­
age and refused to leave. Had he ac­
cepted the plan of rescue the so-called 
constitutional agitation would have open­
ly assumed the manlier attitude of Wolf- 
tone and George Washington.

Parnell’s Phoenix Park proclamation 
debouncing the killing of Burke and 
Cavendish Tynan refers to as “the policy 
of infamy,” and demonstrates that it 
established a clear case of Parnell de­
nouncing himself. The book styles the 
Parnell movement, with its Invincible af­
filiation, the Parnell government, and jus­
tifies the phrase with an elaborate de­
scription of the thorough organization of 
the movement. When the land league 
was formally suppressed by the British 
government in the fall of 1881 it 
secretly revived under the name of the 
Invincible organization. In view of this 
fact Tynan asks: “How dare they (the 
Irish parliamentary party) declare public­
ly after the Phoenix Park affair that it 
(the Invincible movement) was open to

An American who has been honored by 
hk country with important missions 
abroad was talking the other evening of 
royalty.

“I know,” said he, “it is not expected 
that an American should commend any­
thing he sees among the royalty. I do 
not know why an lAmertean, of all na­
tionalities, should not feel himsrif in­
dependent enough to commend whatev­
er is worthy of commendation, whether 
it is found in his own country or else­
where. My position» enabled me to see 
the life, manners and customs of all 
classes abroad. That a conventionality 
hedges royalty around is true, and it 
could wt he otherwise. But the one fact 
that most forcibly struck me was that, 
once ypu got beyond the barrier—once 
oyer the conventional line—no people 
more delightful, more hospitable, or more 
attentive listeners. If they are with in­
telligent people who are below their rank 
they tike it ail the better, so long as they 
fee assured that that fact will be treat­
ed with the sacredness they think it de­
serves. A queen who had honored me 
with several invitations sent for me one 
afternoon and asked me to repeat to 
her some stories I had toM on a certain 
occasion about Lincoln. Her majesty 
was afflicted with a slight deafness, and 
after I had retold the anecdotes, she said 
to me in perfect English, T like to hear 
you talk, because you do not bawl in my 
ear.’

“On another occasion I was honored 
with an invitation to attend an outing 
with the king and Ms suite to an old for­
est near the capital. 'When the company 
had assembled the king said in a most 
democratic way: ‘We will speak English 
to-day in honor of the representative of 
the Great United States.’

“On several other occasions where the 
rule was French the king and queen al­
ways did me the honor of addressing me 
in English, although . they were aware 
of my proficiency in the court language 
I hanre no -wish to see the government of 
my owe country changed. I hope and 
belive it never will be, but I am not 
afraid to say that those who are fortu­
nate enough to pass beyond the lines 
of which I spoke will never regret it.”—

The leaders of 
the profession constantly hammer a tooth 
drawn from Ae jaw of one person into 
the cavity of another, relying upon nat­
ure to adopt Ae in trader and reunite the 
tom alveolar membranes. It is Ae same 
operation ae transplantation of Ae skin.

The whole industry of false teeA mak­
ing or teeA filling has been revolution­
ized in Ae last twenty-five years. In 
the old practice the fillings and piates 
were generally of gold. Now Ae fillings 

, are almost generally of porcelain, con­
sisting chiefly of kaolin, and Ae best 
plates are of rubber. When Ae hole in 
the tooth has been cleaned out by the m- 
etrnments trade for Ae purpose, 
of thfh platinum foil is introtiu 
the cavity and manipulated to take the 
exact shape of Ae hole; it is Aen care­
fully withdrawn, and forms a mold in 
which a porcelain cast tnay .be made. 
Porcelain is far cheaper than gold; good 
teeth, in any shade of color required, 
can be bought of Ae manufacturers far 
15 cents each.

Dentists’ charges have grown wiA the 
progress of Aeir profession. Some of 
-Aem charge $15' an hour for their time, 
and not (infrequently $300 for treating 
a single tooA. Some charges are, of 
course, exorbitant, and juries generally 
refuse to allow Aem. -But a man of skill 
claims Ae right to put any price he 
pleases on his skill; if people can’t afio-d 
to pay his charges Aey can go elsewhere. 
The true remedy is to encourage the es­
tablishment in business of more, denthts 
who Aoroughly understand Aeir profes­
sion, and who can afford to give their 
UilPpp to the public for five or six

Mr. Knott inquires: “Has Mr. Begg 
never heard of the Pacific Fur Compa­
ny?” This is in reference to toe opera­
tions of the Hudson Bay Company from 
toe south, and that prior to 1822 they 
had np control in toe region west of toe 
Rockies. The following statement will 
show how little toe Pacific Fur Company 
had to do with the control of Oregon or 
New Caledonia up to 1822:

Mr. Alexander Ross, who was one of 
the twenty-eight Canadians who landed 
at the month of the Colombia in 1811, 
relates m Ms narrative that he was in 
Upper Canada when invited by Alexan­
der McKay, the senior partner, to join 
the company then being organized by 
Mr. Astor, a German by birth, residing 
to New York. He proceeded with sev­
eral Canadians to New York, and there 
embarked on the ill fated ship. Tonquin 
with a party of tMrty-three persons, all 
but three of whom were British subjects. 
Mr. Ross was present when Astoria was 
established, April 12th, and when David 
Thompson arrived a few weeks later 
(July 15th, in a canoe with nine men.) 
The establishment broke np two years 
afterwards. The Canadian Northwest 
Fur Company purchased the effects and 
received a transfer of Astoria.

Mr. David Cox, an employe of the Pa­
cific Fur Company, arrived May 9th, 
1812, on a second ship, named the Bea­
ver, belonging to the fur company. Mr. 
Cox was sent to Spokane to trade with 
the Indians. He returned to Astoria 
next summer to find a' total revolution.

Pacific For Company, he writes, 
had metrwito sseries of misfortunes. Mr. 
John George MdTavish and Joseph La 
Rocque, with sixteen men of the North­
west Company, had arrived and entered 
into an agreement to purchase all the 
effects of the (Pacific Company at a valu­
ation and to give such of the company’s 
servants as desired to return a free pas­
sage home by Cape Horn or overland. 
Many of the clerks were engaged by 
the Northwest Company. From the 
foregoing it can be seen how little con­
trol toe Pacific Für Company exercised 
to the region west of the Rockies. It 
also shows that toe Hudson Bay Com­
pany had nothing to do with any por­
tion of toe regibn west of the Rockies 
until 1822. Mr. John McLeod was then 
selected by the united companies to pro­
ceed to the west side of the Rocky 

’Mountains. He was the first of the 
Hudson Bay Company’s servants to 
cross 4he mountains. It is recorded that 
he set out with his wife and two young 
children from Green lake to 1822. He 
had been in the old Hudson Bay Co.’s 
service since 1811, and for the ten years 
previous to the union of the two was a 
zealous participant in the contest with 
the Northwest Company.

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Norwegian Steamer Norden Blown to 
Pieces at Dijon.

Madrid, May 31.—Further details have 
been received of the explosion yester­
day on the Norwegian steamer Norden at 
■Dijon, on the Bay of " Biscay. The 
steamer was taking ooal on board when 
one of her boilers exploded with terrific 
force. Hre decks were shattered and 
the boat’s bow and deck fittings were 
blown to splinters.

Some of the debris was carried across 
the quay at which the vessel was lying, 
and a piece of timber struck a dock la­
borer, killing him instantly. Two steam­
ers laden with sulphuric acid and gun­
powder were lying close to toe Norden. 
'Part of toe masts of the latter were car­
ried away by .the force of the explosion, 
and to falling struck the other two steam­
ers, inflicting great damage on them.

Five of the Norden’e crew were killed 
and several others were either scalded 
or injured by falling débris.

From Friday's Daily.
Mr. Justice Drake presided at to-day's 

sitting of the assize court William 
Smith, charged with unlawfully removing 
William T. 'Hardaker’s line posts, which 
had. been placed there by a land surveyor, 
was put on hie trial.

Before opening, the defendant’s counsel 
raised the objection that the criminal 
court had no jurisdiction over this case. 
If there was any redress it should be ob­
tained by means of a civil action, 
court overruled the objection.

S. Y. Wootton, registrar of titles, was 
the first witness. He gave evidence as 
to the property and plans produced. The 
prosecutor, Mr. Hardaker, then testified 
that he bought the property in Esqui­
mau district from the prisoner’s wife, 
and at the time of sale no posts were 
planted, but he had taken his lines from 
the fence. On May 4th last he went 
with Surveyor Hargreaves to the proper­
ty in order to ascertain the proper lines. 
When the posts were put down he saw 
prisoner there, who told him that he had 
no right there and that he (prisoner) 
would pull up every poet and chop down 
every fence as fast as put up, and. then 
pulled out a peg and threw it away. 
Prisoner also said he was not acting “ac­
cording to his own thick head” but un­
der advice. He had the pegs again pat 
down and the prisoner again pulled them 
out and threw them away.

Mr. Hargreaves then corroborated Mr. 
Hardaker’s evidence and gave evidence 
as to plans prepared by Mm. The de­
fence is that the pegs were not lawful 
pegs and wer^ the property of the pris­
oner and not the prosecutor.

A. G. Smith, deputy attorney-general 
and H. G. Hall appear for the prosecu­
tion, and J. P. Walls for the defence.

The defendant 
is a solicitor and prepared the agreement 
of purchase. He knew what. be was 
buying and what the plaintiffs were sell­
ing and he knew the title and expressed 
himself satisfied with it. If it hadn't 
been for the depreciation from which all 
landed property is suffering we should 
not have beard of this case.

“With reference to the allegation that 
Mason was agent for Nichollee it fs clear 
from the evidence of Nichollee himself 
that Mason was acting for him in the 
matter but it is not cléar that he per­
sonally had no interest in the transaction. 
As the contract is drawn Mason is lia­
ble. In Ms defense he asserts that he 
was agent for Nichollee but the agree­
ment is not so framed and Mason can­
not escape from the liability he has in­
curred. As regards Nichollee he admits 
that Mason was a trustee for him. I 
therefore am of opinion that the plain­
tiffs are entitled to judgment for speci­
fic performance of the agreement a? 
against Mason subject to a reference as 
to title. And I reserve further directions 
and all costs and interest until the third 
party action is disposed of.”

On being told that 
money must be paid Whittall said that 
he would give a cheque, and Reid said 
the cheque was all right, as he had seen 
Whitt-all that morning pay $1,000 into 
the Bank of British Columbia. As a 
result he let them see the matinee and 
gave them a ticket for the evening show.

In cross-examination by.George E. 
Powell, cbunsel for the defence, he ad­
mitted that he had a bad memory. He 
did not take any stock in what Whittall 
said, but he relied entirely on what Reid 
had said. Whittall at the time appeared 
half drunk.

M. Henderson, clerk to Mr. Jamieson, 
told of the giving of the ticket, which 
he had given as a result of conversation
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For the defence John Thoburn gave 
evidence of seeing Whittall at the the­
atre on -the afternoon in; question. He 
was very intoxicated. He sometimes was 
noisy, and at other times he slept.

Whittall was the next. He gave the 
story of his coming here, and expected 
to find lots of money awaiting him, but 
after he left home his father died and 
the estate was tied up.

Men keep a sharp lookout for drift from 
the bridges and occasionally the draw 
must be turned to let some logs or brush 
wood pass. Traffic is still going on over 
the Madison street bridge, and since the 
other thoroughfares to the east side of 
the river have been closed the traffic is 
•terrific. The structure is subjected to 
a more severe strain than it bas ever 
been, as two unbroken lines of teams 
are passing over, every hohr of the day. 
At police headquarters this morning the 
cjiifef of police detailed several officers to 
visit the northern part of «the city in boats 
to seek out families in need or in dis­
tress. Later in the day they reported that 
they were unable to find any such cases. 
The poor and unfortunate who lived 
there are now being cared for in varions 
parts of the city by friends and other 
charitably disposed people. The locality 
which the office* visited is, however, in 
a most deplorable condition. Many of 
the smaller dwellings are out of plumb, 
and not a few of them are keeled 
a very dangerous angle. Most of the 
other houses which are holding their 

regards position, are so thoroughly 
soaked that it will be unsafe for anyone 
to occupy them during this 
without risk of serious illness.

Pueblo, Col!, June 6.—Soon after five 
o’clock this evening reports came in from 
Florence that the Arkansas river was 
again on the boom, and two of its trib­
utaries, Beaver creek and Four Mile 
creek, were over their banks.

Mr. Geoffrey Darge closes; his reports 

on foreign labor with a memoir on the 
"Scandinavian countries and Spain and 
Portugal. The Scandinavian countries, 
Mr. Darge says, are making rapid ad­
vances in the direction of state socialism, 
and the various bills on accident insur­
ance, old-age pensions and limitation of 
the hours of labor, all show the influence 
of recent German legislation, and it 
seems evident that the' governments of 
Sweden, Norway and Denmark- are all 
Inclined toward protective legislation for 
the working classes. One of the most 
curious instances of the protection of 
labor is furnished by Denmark, where 
royal commission proposes, in order to 
protect town workmen from the compe­
tition of their rivals in the country, that 
no country tradesman should be allowed 
to sell goods outside of the district in 
which he pays personal taxes, and that 

! special permission must be obtained from 
the minister of the interior by any coun­
try workman who wishes to establish 
himself nearer to a town than four miles. 
These reports point to a distressed con­
dition on the part of small agricultur­
ists.

In the richest farming districts of 
tyorway it is stated that the peasant pro­
prietors are falling deeper and deeper 
into debt. In Denmark, even though 
wages are higher than ever before, the 
fact still remains that a large proportion 
of working-class families are obliged to 
live on a sum which ought not to suffice 
for more than one person. Many of the 
people are employed on Sundays, and it 
is provided in the law of April 1, 1891, 
that no work of a noisy or disturbing 
nature shall be done in factories between 
9 a.m. and 12 p.m. on Sundays and holi­
days.

DR. MILNE’S CARD. nets

“Dr. Milne’s card is not a very for­
midable campaign document,” says the 
government organ. If that is really the 
Colonist’s opinion we wonder why it 
thought fit to devote over half a column 
to a criticism of the card.

THE FUTURE OF ANGELES.

Further Efforts Being Made to Get the 
Railway Connection.

Charles A Smith and J. T. Morgan 
of Chillicothe, O., who have been exam­
ining the route of the proposed Everett 
& Port Angeles railway and the coal 
property along the straits which would 
be tributary to the road, came to the city 
on Friday night and immediately left 
for the east, prepared to finance the 
scheme among their associates in Ohio, 
says yesterday’s Post-Intelligencer.

THE SEALERS. THE ELECTIONS.

A few days ago the sealing schooners 
Triumph, Favorite and Annie O. Moore 
were formally seized and placed in 
charge of customs officers, with the" full 
expectation that this formality would be 
followed up by prosecution in the viee- 
admdiiralty court. All this was in cpn- 
tinuatidn of the line of proceeding taken 
by Captain May of the Hyacinth, whose 
action in regard to the three vessels was 
interpreted as seizure, thought it was 
supposed at the time that the vessels 
were held entitled to a warning before 
stringetat measures were taken' against 
them. Then came the case of the schoon­
er Minnie, Which only a few days ago 
was found by the U. S. war vessel Ad­
ams in .the act of taking seals. Though 
this happened weeks after the other 
schooners were “seized” by the Hyacinth, 
the Minnie was simply warned and or­
dered home. The contrast shown by the 
harshness Of the British authorities and 
the leniency of the American patrol ves­
sel might well take the sealers’ breath 
away, since the discussion cm the regula­
tions had led them to expect that the 
two parties would have taken very dif­
ferent courses. Now from some unex­
plained cause the release of the three 
schoonprs is ordered by the admiral, and 
thus the confession is implied that they 
were wrongfully seized. If the British 
authorities had been gained by equity 
and common sense they would have ac­
knowledged the right of the sealSrs to a 
warning that the regulations were in 
force, since the ratifying legislation was 
enacted long after their departure from 
part. ' It tneds to make a British subject 
feel adhamed that the American govern­
ment should have been left to show the 
part of good sense and humanity in this 
matter. Bht, after all, the stupid blun­
ders perpetrated at Ottawa and London 
from the first leaves little cause for sur­
prise at this latest exhibition of ineajfac- 
ity. It would be. too much to hope tha,t 
in 'the future more intelligence will be 
exercised, and that sealers will be held 

well entitled to equitable treatment 
as all other classes of the community.

Some More of Professor Dewar’s Inter­
esting Experiments.

By means of the intense cold produced 
in his experiments in liquefying gases, 
combined with an exhaustion not before 
attained, Professor Dewar has 
that mercury distills, as do phosphorus 
and sulphur, at the ordinary temperature 
when the vapor pressure is under the 
millionth of an atmosphere. The increas­
ing indisposition shown by the chemical 
elements to combine with one another as 
the absolute zero is approaching was well 
illustrated in an experiment in which li­
quid oxygen was cooled to —200 degrees 
C. On inserting a glowing piece of wood 
into the vessel above the liquid it refused 
to burst into flame. -Another interesting 
experiment was that of immersing an 
electric pile composed of carb and so­
dium into liquid oxygen; almost imme­
diately the electric current ceased, in * 
consequence of the suspension of chemi­
cal action. Absolute alcohol, run upon 
the surface of liquid air, after rolling 
about in the spheroidal state, suddenly, 
solidifies into a hard transparent ice, 
which rattles on the sides of the vacuum 
test tube like marble. .On lifting the sol­
id alcohol out by means of a looped wire

cy of the new Dupny ministry was rea’d 
to-day dn both chambers. It saye the min­
istry-have accepted office from^a senee 
of'duty as patridta and republicans, aid­
ing: ;

“We hope that you .will assist us iù 
dealing with that trouble in the midst of 
which we have assumed office. We are 
determined to resolutely preserve public 
order and always secure a strict observa­
tion of thé laws of the government. The 
government hopes yon will actively 
sist in the democratic tasks, which should 
distinguish the present legislature, but it 
does not propose to add to the present 
programme before the louse.

“We shall give the closest attention to 
the questions of old age pensions, and 
the practical» eontinsiohs of the commit­
tees on this anbject does not need to be­
come revolutionary in order to improve 

:• the Jot of the working classes.
“The chief object; of the legislation, 

however, will be the financial problem, as 
the fiscal reforms which are demanded 
urgently by the country cannot be post­
poned. In our opinion, the fiscal re­
forms are the leading spécial reforms.
Republicans may differ respecting meth­
ods,, but considering the end to be attain­
ed we count upon the hearty co-operation 
on this task of all those who have faith 
in the. work of the French revolution in 
thé destiny of popular government.

“In regard to foreign policy we have it 
at heart to maintain the continuity of 
views .and relations which in spite of 
political rivalry has enabled 'France to 
resume a place among the nations worthy 
of her name and history. ' Strong in 
ïpùt support and imbued.like you with 
national sentiment, we shall always be 
watchful guardians of the interests of 
France and the vigorous defenders of her 
fights.

Promises 
have already beeif made by our inventors 
of electric ploughs, and feasible plans 
for freight and produce tramways across 
the country on roads hitherto traversed 
only by the aid of the horse or mule are 
suggested. The old-fashioned horse-pow- 
erfor running incidental ' machinery is 
giving place to the “coming power.”

In a report which lie has publish­
ed he expresses much :i i u*. ration of the 
manner in which (Br t in warships afe 
bgilt- and the rapidity u! rh- work which 
will produce a 15,000 ton cruiser in three 
years, whereas the,French require five 

JHPlHe says 
that the number of workmen in the Eng­
lish arsenal is smarter—10,200, as against 
21,000 in the 'French service—and yet 
the former produce considerably more. 
A great advantage on the English side 
is the perfect administration, which ac­
complishes work without the interference 
of numerous officials. The bookkeeping 
is extremely simple, and enables the offi- 
ciajfy to render an account each week 
of the exact expense incurred for each 
vessel under construction. The Eng- 

-llsh method of organization and the gen­
eral Service are more practical than in 
France. Referring to the question of 
mobilization, M. Cochery says the British 
admiralty estimate that all the vessels of 
the reserve squadron would be in a posi­
ts go out to sea in 48 hours. He also 
remarks that the speed realized by the 
new English cruisers is much greater 
than that of the latest French cruisers. 
He goes ton to declare that whereas 
French Central officials are isolated from 
the arsenals, and are almost ignorant of 
their requirements and difficulties, the 
English heads of departments pay con­
stant visits to the works p’aced erder 
their charge.

SLAIN WITH AN UMBRELLA.

Unfortunate Affair m Which an Ameri­
can General is Involved.

London, June 2.—General John Hewe- 
ton, an American, who has been staying 
at the First avenue hotel in this city, 
has been arrested charged with causing 
the death of George Burton. Genet al 
Hewston was walking in Gray’s road 
when he was jostled by a party of musi­
cians. He remonstrated, but the party 
turned on him and struck him. General 
Hews ton carried an umbrella and used it 
to defend himself. The point of tbe um­
brella entered the eye of Burton, one of 
his assailants, and he fell. He was tak­
en to a hospital and there died.

General Heweton stated to the police 
that he was passing through Grays road, 
and when near Acton street musicians 
who were playing in the road molested 
him. He expostulated with them and re­
quested that he be allowed to pass. The 
men seemed bent oh mkchief, however, 
kyr&titinWto insult hi m. 'Fîmrtlf^bh 
of them threatened to strike him w’th a 
Stool. The general raised his cane to 
ward off the blow and the ferule by ac­
cident penetrated the eye of Burton, one 
of the musicians, and extended to th 
hiyiin. The wounded man was taken to 
the Royal Free Hospital, Weeding pro­
fusely. General Heweton was taken to 
the Kings Cross police station. Burton, 
in a statement to the police, denied that 
he had assaulted anybody. ■ A surgeon 
extracted the eye, but nothing could be 
done to save thé sufferer and he died at 
10 o’clock to-night.

An official of the United States embas­
sy visited the police station and offered 
bail for the release of General Heweton, 
but it was refused.

THE SICILIAN INSURGENTS.
Paris, June 2.—This being the anni­

versary of the death of Joan of Arc depu­
tations from several Masonic lodges to­
day placed a large floral wreath upon the 
statue of the Maid of Orleans in the Rue 
dès Piramides. The wreath was inscrib­
ed “To Poan of Arc, abandoned by royal­
ty, burned by the church.”

Rev. Principal Grant’s endorsation of 
the Mowat government naturally caused 
a stir in Ontario political, circles. Judg­
ing by the angry comments of the opposi­
tion press, the principal’s support and ap­
proval are likely to be of value to the 
government. Then his words not only 
tarnish strong testimony in favor of the 
Ontario administration, but by way of 
-contrast condemn that -of the Dominion. 
In answer to the question:—“What are, 
In your opinion, the most important issues 
before us, so far as Ontario is 
cerned?” Or. Grant pointed to the cor­
ruption that has been exposed at Ottawa 
-and Quebec. After recounting briefly 
the acts of plunder and dishonesty he 
spoke of the treatment of the McGreevy- 
Connolly case, and thus drew the moral :

“When convicts get such treatment, 
■ordinary men will not be much disinclin­
ed to be classed among convicts. As we 
think of the saturnalia that must have 
existed for a long time before such a state 
■of public morals could become possible, 
we are forced to ask what might have 
happened to tbe richest province in the 
Dominion if any easy-going politician had 
had charge of its strong box. What 
plunder there was for a gang! We hive 
timber "limits worth tens of millions; we 
could standi a debt of twenty or thirty 
millions as easily as Quebec. A politician 
of easy virtue would have lavished these 
millions on heelers and hangers-on, who, 
in return, would be enthusiastically vot­
ing him a god.

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" A MUCH-NEEDED ALLOY.

A Combination that May Be Useful i® 
‘Making Plated Ware.

Many attempts have been made to 
secure an alloy of aluminium and plat- 
ihum that would be of commercial value, 
and the measures taken to that end have 
at length proved successful. The alloy 
is of a handsome yellow color and is de­
scribed as suitable for protecting steel 
knives, razors and the «like from rusting. 
In appearance it is not unlike gold al­
loyed with 5 per cent of silver, and it 
contains only a very small percentage of 
platinum. It is therefore not an expensive 
metal, and will doubtless be extensively 
used as a substitute for gold plating 
for cheap metal mugs and dessert ser­
vices. It is applied eleetrolytieally. The 
bath consists of a solution of sodium 
aluminate, to which is added platinum 
cyanide dissolved in potassium cyanide 
solution. The article.,to be plated fe im­
mersed in this bath and attached in the 
ordinary way «to the cathode, or negative 
terminal of the battery, while à block of 
oar boni or sheet of platinum serves 
the anode, or positive terminal.

A correspondent of the London Times 
gives ah interesting description of some 
of the scenes attending the popular sub­
scription to the Pjirie municipal loan of 
about four million dollars.

Trial of Two Small Boys for the Crime 
of Arson.

From Tuesday’s Dally.
The sittings of the assiees were re­

sumed this morning at 11 before Mr. 
Justice Grease.

Fred Gaylor, Donald Irving and Har­
ry Walker were then, put on trial for hav­
ing, on or about the 16th December last, 
wilfully set fire to a bam and haystack 
belonging to Judge Drake. The prison­
ers are of youthful age.

Mr, Cassidy in opening for the crown 
stated that "arson is one of the most se­
rious offences ito reference to property 
known to the law, and the sentence is 
a heavy one, in fact the offender may 
be imprisoned for life. Since the arrest 
the boy Gaylor has left town, and con­
sequently the crown is in some difficulty 
as to admissions made by the different 
prisoners at the time of the arrest. If 
an attempt to set fire is proved the jury 
can find a verdict of guilty although the 
attempt was unsuccessful. Mr. Cassidy 
then produced an. affidavit of Dr. Hel- 
mcken as to the illness of J. C. King, 
a witness on behalf of the. crown, and 
who is now ill, the object being to put 
in King’s evidence -taken at the police 
court. He asked counsel for the defence 
if the affidavit was satisfactory. Not re­
ceiving any answer, he said winsomqly, 
“I don’t want to press yon, gentlemen.”

grand jury in session assembled, make 
presentment as follows:

“Having visited and- inspected the po­
lice cells to the city hall, we have to 
report that we found them well kept, in 
good order and the sanitary arrange­
ments satisfactory.

“We also visited the provincial jail 
and found the placé scrupulously clean 

- and in excellent order throughout. We 
have to express our appreciation of the 
pains taken by the warden in. showing 
us» through the establishment.

“We< visited the Isolation and Jubilee 
hoepftals, and -found the "former well ar- 
nahged: in every respect and ready for 
use in case of emergency. Of the latter 
we can only express our satisfaction in 
finding everything very clean and in 
good order, while the wards seemed to 
be carefully made bright and as pleasant 
as possible to the inmates. We .found 
the elanitary arrangements within the 
building fairly godd, but we regret the 
plan adopted in- -both hospitals for clear­
ing the ground of sewerage is inefficient 
and of the most primitive kind.

“We " would strongly recommend that 
some plan be devised for more thorough­
ly clearing all the grounds by drainage 
to the sea. We find among the inmates 
of the Jubilee hospital several old men 
who more properly belong to the charge 
of an old men’s home, and think that 
the government or civic authorities 
should provide for them in some other 
way, rather than- that they should be a 
charge upon a charitable institution of 
this class.

“We would respectfully call the atten­
tion of the court to the fact brought be­
fore us in the indictment for the con­
cealment of child birth, that three medi-, 
cal practitioners were called upon to at­
tend. the patient in question, but they 
absolutely refused to go to her relief. We 
are of the opinion that the law should 
make it incumbent upon all registered 
medîoaï practitioners to promptly attend 
such extreme cases of necessity; when 
called upon as to- this case, especially 
to this province, of British Columbia.- 
where the medical profession ia so well 
protected by statute.

LATE «BALING NEWS.

■The Tacoma Brought Few Advices From 
Japanese Waters.

The Northern Pacific pteamer Tacoma 
did not bring much newa from the seal­
ing fleet in Japanese wjatera. Very few 
vessels had been in port, all being at 
work on the sealing grounds. R. ' P. " 
Rithet & Co. received a letter from their 
Yokohama correspondents saying that the 
Victoria schooner Maud 8. had called in 
and discharged 883 «kins, her catch up to 
an early date in May, and also that the 
schooner Dora Steward had returne 1 al­
most immediately after leaving, to get 
another cook. The latter gave no catches. 
E. B. Marvin & Co, received a short 
letter from Capt. J. G. Cbx. He wrote 
that Capt Edward Shields, of the schoon. 
er May Belle, had reached Hakodate in 
safety. The schooner May Belle had not 
up to the time of writing called into 
pert or been spoken. There was a. very 
heavy gale on May 14, but no (Keasters- 
iTsulting from it had been reported. He 
also mentioned the Steward and Maud S.

The Herald Mail summary gives the 
following:

The American schooner Bonanza ar­
rived in port last night, (11th May) and 
the captain reports that his crew of ten 
Japanese refused duty on; th« 7th of 
May. They, were then pot aft and b« 
made for Yokohama.

Captain McLean reports that, on the 
22nd of April He picked up two boats 
frpm the May Belle which had separated 
from the vessel four days previously. 
The hunters’ names are R. Perrer and 
R. Cohn. The Bonanza had- 1,085 seal 
skins. She sailed again on May 16.

The Edward B. Webster left Yoko­
hama on May 11 for the sealing grounds. 
The British cruiser Caroline left Yoko­
hama on May 11 for Behring sea, and 
the U, S. cruiser Concord followed on 
May 16. There was a rather vague ru­
mor afloat to the effect that two other 
schooners had been wrecked but it was 
not mentioned in any of the letters re­
ceived and cannot be given much cre­
dence.
. As a result of a conference aboard H. 
M. 8. Royal Arthur yesterday between 
Rear Admiral Stephenson and B:" T*. 
Rithet and Captain Hackett, owners of 
the schooners Favorite and Annie C. 
Moore, an order was made for the re­
lease of the three schooners ordered seiz­
ed a few days ago. At the conference 
the situation was fully gone over and 
full explanations were mare by both 
sides. The admiral stated that there 
would be no prosecution and shortly after 
4 o’clock notified Collector Milne, who, 
promptly withdrew bis men from the 
schooners.

The explanations made at the confer­
ence relieved Capt May from a rather 
peculiar position. 'Before he left tor the 
north he told a delegation of owners 
that there would be no seizures, but that 
the vessels would be warned. This did 
not agree with his subsequent course, 

_but it transpired yesterday that just as 
he was weighing anchor to sail later 
orders were received. These latter he 
followed.

There is another cloud on the sealing 
horizon. The American act alone makes 
provision for the collectors of customs 
sealing up arms, while no mention is 
made of it in the British act Collector 
Milne has telegraphed to Minister Tup- 
per for instructions. Unless some pro­
vision is made it is hard to say bow the 
vesels arc going to leave for the sea with 
any safety before July 31st.

This course often occasioned many days’ 
delay and great ilnconvenience, 
thought that as toe steamers of the Nor­
thern Pacific called at Victoria on the 
route to China, that the mails should 
be sent by that route whenever it was 
necessary. If a contract could not be 
made these steamers should be paid sea 
rates—two cents for letters and one cent 
for papers—for special conveyance of 
mail matter.

The council approved of toe sugges­
tion and it was pointed out that . the 
matter had been pressed upon the atten­
tion of the post office authorities several 
times. On motion of Messrs. Hall and 
Leiser, it was resolved that the attention 
of toe representtives at Ottawa be call­
ed to the matter and that they be re­
quested to urge upon the department toe 
necessity of using toe steamer? of the 
Northern Pacific line to convey the mails 
whenever it will be more expeditious to 
do so.

President Flnmerfelt reported the ac­
tion taken by himself iln reference to toe 
delayed mails during the first week of 
the flood.

A party of Laplanders passed the city 
on the steamship Umatilla on, Saturday 
night on their way to Port Clarence, 
Alaska, via San Francisco. At the latter 
place they will take passage on the brig 
Meyers. They were hired by the United 
States government to go to «he reindeer 
farm at Port Clarence and teach the In­
dians how to use tile animale. They 
were in charge of William A.’ Bellman, 
the supenintendent of fife reindeer sta­
tion, who engaged them in Lapland. The 
party was composed of seven men, five 
women and four children, with nine dogs, 
a complete outfit of reindeer harness, a 
sledge, winter clothing, tents and cook­
ing utensils. They were joined at St. 
Paul by Rev. T. L. Brevig, a Norwegian 
Lutheran preacher, who has been employ­
ed by the government .as teacher at Port 
Clarence.

Mr. Kjelhnan is well fitted for toe 
work, for he is a Norwegian, and former­
ly traded with the Laplanders, exchang­
ing the products of more civilized coun­
tries for toe reindeer furs, skins and 
horns. He went into toe mountains and 
travelled about them among toe scat­
tered -people, offering them the trip to 
Alaska, but found scene difficulty in in­
ducing any one to go. One man would 
say he would go if so-and-so would, and 
then Mr. Kjellman would have a long 
trip to see so-and-so. At last he got to­
gether about fifty in one place to consid­
er bis offer, but they all backed out, and 
he had to begin all over again. He fin­
ally got together another meeting, and 
after five days’ talking induced the pres­
ent party to go. Then came a two hun­
dred mite trip on reindeer back to Alpen, 
on the coast, a tedious trip on three dif­
férât steamers to Trondhjem, a railroad 
journey to Christiania and a voyage of 
sixteen days and a half from there to 
New York on the steamer Iceland. They 
started on toe day of their arrival on a 
special tourist car by way of Buffalo and 
Chicago to Medison, Wis., where they 
stopped six days to rest, while Mr. Kjell­
man prepared his wife and child to ac­
company him. While there they were ex­
hibited to raise some money to reimburse 
Rev. Sheldon Jackson for some of the 
private funds he had expended on the 
enterprise independent of the government 
but the cranks, as Mr. Kjellman calls 
them, kicked, and he only just made ex­
penses. One day they had all varieties 
of American weather, for the tempera­
ture.was 90 in toe morning and in the af­
ternoon two inches of show fell, but they1 
did not suffer -from either the heat or 
the sudden change, 
have very little taste for the heat, and at 
Seattle on Friday one of the men was 
for a time overcome by it

The whole party are well to do people 
for Laplanders, for not one of them is 
worth less than $4,000 in reindeer at 
the rate of $10 a head, and one is worth 
$13,000. They are intelligent, but can­
not be said to be educated, for their chil­
dren have no schooling except during 
two months in summer, when they drive 
their herds down to the coast -to graze. 
If they have less than four hundred 
reindeer the herd gradually diminishes, 
for the increase is not enough to keep 
them up in number. Then toe ^.inland­
er has to go to the coast and lake to 
fiehing, trading his codfish for reindeer 
meat Then reindeer only give enough 

"milk to fill a teacup, hut :it is very rich, 
and they live by trading the meat, Snr 
aid horns of toe deer for coffee, hour, 
copper kettles, knives and tobacco. They 
tan toe hides of the deer, bat sell the 
hair, which is used to pad lifebelts. The 
men of the party are under contract for 
three years, and are to be paid $27.50 a 
month and board, except sugar, coffee 
arid tobacco, with the privilege of mak­
ing what they can by hunting and tak­
ing furs. The expense so far intuited 
in their hiring and transportation is about

Starting "in life 
apprentice to a gardener, he was promot­
ed through several situations, until at 
the age of 21 he became an assistant in 
the botanical gardens at GlasgowHere 
he bad the opportunity of attending the 
lectures of the late Sir William Hooker, 
the father of the distinguished keeper 
of Kew Gardens, London. H inker's en­
thusiasm flamed over into all h.s stu­
dents, and Douglas in particular.
Through Hooker’s influence he was ap­
pointed a collector for the Horticultural 
Society in the regions around the Colum­
bia river. The passage out occupied 
nine months, which he sedulously em­
ployed in the study of sea weeds and sea 
birds. On the voyage the Ship touched at 
the island of Juan Fernandez, where 
they discovered a second Robinson Cru­
soe, who had been thcrft. fpr four years 
alone, in! charge of some cattle belong­
ing to the Spaniards.

Arriving at Fort Vancouver in the 
Summer of 1825, he accomplished before 
new year a journey to the Dalles, an­
other to the falls of the Multnomah, an­
other to the grand falls of the Columbia 
and xanother northwards towards Puget 
Sound, but he was compelled through 
stress of weather to go up the Chehalie 
river, carry hde canoe up the Cowlitz, and 
thence, make his way to the Columbia.

In 1826 he went up through the Spo­
kane country to Dease river and down 
to California, where he discovered large 
trees with cones like sugar loafs. In 
1827 he made his way across the country 
to Hudson Bay, whence he sailed for 
England. His friends' found him 
useful in the western parts than manage 
able at home; so in 182Ô he again1 came 
out, and made many journeys through 
California, Oregon and Washington Ter- 
•Fitory, and finally came up to Puget 

. r Stup’d, intending to visit Peace river, and 
nised, i rtiQaFbiy the Russian territory. - T .

This was his last and most unfortu- 
■BAie journey. Calling at Fort George 
and Fort Alexandria, he went up as far 
as the Stoney islands on Fraser river 
(near Quesnelle) where his canoe was 
dashed to pieces against rocks, Ms sup­
plies and all his specimens lost, himself 
cast into the water and dashed upon 
the shore.. This greatly discouraged him.
Over four hundred specimens, the fruit, 
of laborious toil, gone; hie eyesight be­
ginning to fail him; his knee, which he 
had hurt at the time, so lame that he 
could scarcely crawl for Shelter from 
the pitiless storm.

Often does he refer to his isolation In 
Ms letters to hie friend and patron, Sir 
William Hooker. He wrote: “Situated 
as I am, without any one of my kindred 
feelings to share my labors, my toil or 
my anxiety, your letter makes all one’s 
troubles light.” Only once or twice had 
he been cheered by meeting with con­
genial spirits, in addition- to the officers 
of the Hudson Bay company, who were 
always kind to him. In California he 
once met Dr. Coulter, and writes in his 
journal:. “What a terribly grand thing 
to meet a really good man, who can talk 
about plants.” At Norway House he 
fell in with Drummond, who had been 
with him in the garden) at Culross, but 
Who was then attached as naturalist to 
Six John Franklin’s expedition.

His botanical contributions were then 
described and the joy of his heart when 
he found the Douglas pine. His charac­
ter was well known to the Indians and 
his shrewdness in dealing with them 
was acknowledged. He was called by 
them the “Grass Man,” Being a good 
shot, he made a great i&ipression on them 
by Shooting a bird on the wing when 
nearing their lodges. Once when among 
a number whose intentions were question­
able, after swallowing a bit of salmon 
he coolly swallowed an effervescing 
draught. This was sufficient, 
that could swallow boiling water was 
assuredly “big medicine,” and not to be 
interfered with. He often managed to 
secure favorable results among the na­
tives by wearing spectacles.

After wandering thus through New 
Caledonia and Oregon for nearly ten 
years, scumbling over precipices washed 
by the rapd currents, often beset by un­
friendly Indians, sometimes by fiercer 
animals; famishing at times of hunger, 
overcome in the damp marshes by sick­
ness; lying down in his wet clothes in 
order to save his dry ones to wrap round 
his treasured specimens, he at last 
thought of home.

Leaving the • Columbia river in 1833, 
he went to the Sandwich islands. There 
he delayed for a few months for the 
sake of his favorite pursuit; but one day 
when passing some pits set for wild cat­
tle be determined to examine one in 
which a bullock had been caught. He 
missed his footing, fell in, and was gor- 
éd! to death: The consul forwarded his 
dog and other property to his frten Is in 
Scotland. Cut down in middle age--35 
years—yet his name and labors for sci­
ence will not soon be forgotten. The

An Australian Detective’s Success i | 
Finding Thieves.

A Sydney detective, who Passes unde,
tile name of Edmunds, has just achieved 
single handed one of the most successful 
coups ever recorded in Australia t, 
was no less than the detection and can- 
ture of a gang of miners who for a W 
time bad been robbing the Mount Mor 
gan gold mining company of large fiila« 
titles of gold. The story of the robbery 
and the detection of the culprits, as told 
by the Australian, is as follows: For 
years past an astute and daring g;iB„ 
had carried on extensive depredations 
with perfect impunity. Gold was stolen 
in every form from both the smelting 
and battery departments. The charcoal 
was stolen from the filters, the ash îe.

To 
get rid of Mangin, however, he feigned 
sickness, doubling himself up suddenly 
in excruciating pate, so that Ms compan­
ion in crime ran in alarm to the chem­
ist’s for a plaster, which he affixed with 
great solicitude to the officer’s hunk end 
palcked him off to bed. Them Mangin, 
left to his own resources, sallied out up­
on a. drinking bout, leaving the detective 
free to sKp from hie bedroom to the ren­
dezvous with his employers. When all 
was ready ten constables, in ignorance 
of the work before them, were brought 
up secretly from Brisbane and Mattered 
over the ground, so as to make the ar­
rest of thieves and receivers simultme- 
ously.
