Portland, and also in the case of Fanjoy
vs the Town of Portland.

The first of these cases was brought to
recover compensation and damages for
injuries received by the female plaintiff
by falling while walking on some planks
extending from her house to the street
in front, the street having been cut
down by the defendants, and the planks
placed in position by the plaintiff in
order to reach the street after such cut-
ting down. The defence set up was that
the town was not liable. The case was
tried June '87 and resulted in a verdict
of $625 for the plaintiffs. Sol. General
Pugsley for the plaintifis and E. R.
Gregory for the defendants.

The defendants appealed to the
Supreme Court and the case was argued in
Easter term last by the Solicitor General
for the respondents and L A Currie for
the appellants.

Mr. Currie based his appeal for a non
suit or verdict for defendant on the fol-
lowing grounds.

That there is not sufficient evidence to
connect the defendants with the cutting
down of the road, or other alleged grive-
ances.

There is no evidence of the recording
of that part of the road or street where
the plaintiffs live and the alleged accident
happened, or that city monies were ex-
pended there.

That there is no liability if the sireet
were cut down by the defendants, the
cutting down being for public benefit.

No evidence of negligence on the part
of the defendants.

That there was no breach of duty on
the part of the defendants and negligence
alone, if proved, would not entittle Plain-
tiffs to recover. Contributory negligence
and a number of other grounds inclnding
improper admission of evidence and mis-
directipn of the learried judge.

The judgment of the full court sus-
tains the appeal and grants a rule abso-
lute for a non suit.

The facts in the other case, which was
an action to recover damages for an
alleged illegal arrest and imprisonment,
appear to be as follows :

The plaintiff in 1885 was assessed for
$2.25 taxes and claimed he paid them to
Chamberlain Moore, receiving the regu-
lar discount. In 1886 Constable James
Howard asked him to pay them, and
pi. intiff replied they were paid and he
had a receipt therefor. He did not pro-
duce his receipt and in 1887 the constable
called on him, where he was in the em-
ploy of C, & D. Everett, and arrested him
for such unpaid taxes. That plaintiff
accompanied the constable to plaintif’s
house for receipt but not then being able
to find it, plaintiff paid the money under
protest.

The defence on the trial was that the
city was not liable for the acts of the of-
ficer. The ;‘L;ry found a verdict for the

laintiff in $400. Messrs. Hanington and

Wilson for the plaintiff, E. R. Gregory for
the defendant.

The case was appealed and argued be-
fore the full court by Hon. Attorney Gen-
eral for the respondents and L. A Currie
for the appellants. Mr. Currie based his
appeal in the case on several grounds—
among them being misdirection of the
learned judge—non-direction, error in the
learned judge in not submitting certain
questions to the jury. Improper rejection
of evidence, &c., &c.

The full court has now decided that
a new trial be granted in this case,unless
the plaintiff consents to reduce the ver-
dict to $100, and files such consent in the
clerk’s office on or before 1st Dec. next.

NOTHING DEFINATE

A REVIEW OF THE CASE.

THE SUBSTANCE OF WHAT WAS
SAID AT THE INQUEST DURING
THE PAST WEEK.

Several More Important Witnesses Ex-
Last g.—A Long
Bui Few Dev

The inquest. on the body of the late
Mrs. Macrae has been proceeding at the
city court groom for nearly a week. It
began on Monday evening last and will
not likely be finished for some days yet.
The testimony of the many witnesseés
examined has been clear, but owing io
its minutengss, has probably beaw forgot=
ten by those whe are not in a position to
follow the. investigation closely. . The
links of evidence are slowly being welded
together to form the chain by which the
authorities mean to fasten the crime to
the guilty party.

Everybody knows the history of the
crime—the sending of poisoned candy
through the mails to clergymen in-the
city—the death of Mrs. Macrae by this
means and the arrest of Wm. McDonald
on suspicion.

On Monday night Coroner Berryman
began his enquiry, with Solicitor Gener-
al Pugsley for the crown, and ;Charles A.
Stockton watching the interests of the
prisoner and J. H. Belyea the interests

Fof T. B. Barker & Sons, by whom McDon-

ald was employed.

The first evening was taken up chiefly
with forming a basis of enquiry, and
except for the testimony of Stephen J.
King, postal inspector, no evidence of im-
portance was elicited. Rev. Messrs.
Deinstardt, de Soyres and Shaw, testified
to the receiving of packages through the
mails,on Wednesday 2nd inst,the contents
of which, on examination were found to
be heavily ‘“dosed” with strychnine.
A. W. Macrae, eldest son of Rev. Donald
Macrae, testified to a box of poisoned
candy having been sent to the residence
of his fatheron the same day. Otherssub-
stantiated these statements. Investiga-
tions by the postal authorities, as ex-
plained by Inspector King (both Monday
and last evening) went to show that the
boxes had been posted at the lobby of
the St. John post office on Tueday even-
ing between the hours of 5.15 and 8.15.
The posting of these boxes was traced
by means of the obliterators used on the
stamps, and by circumstances in various
connections.  Packages might be
marked “City” and yet be posted at
‘any of the offices exchanging mails with,

South
Milledgeville or several other places.
But the fact that the stamp obliterators
at these offices are all of different patterns
and the marks on the stamps in question
are similar to those made by the St.
John office obliterators, goes to show
that the packages passed through the St.
John office only.
nection with the distribution of these
packages proved at what time they were
collected at the post office, and the fact
that they were posted at the place and
time stated above has been very clearly
proven by the investigations of Inspector
King and the other postal authorities,
Numerous candy manufacturers have
been summoned to identify the candy,
and numerous box and paper manufact-
urers have been summoned to identify
the boxes, and the paper used in wrap-

Thos. White’s and the rest of it from
Hugh P. Kerr. Asfar as can be discover-
ed T. B. Barker's is the only establish-
ment where boxes similar in all respects
to those used in the distribution of the
candy, can be procured.

W. F. Best, analytical chemis, tstated
in his evidence the methods employed
in the analysis of the candy and the or-

and the presence as well,of strychnine in
the stomach of deceased. The latter cry-
stals he tested before the jury, with a
result such as he expected.

The most important testimony yet
given before the Coroneris that of the
employes of T B Barker & Sons. The
evidence is wholly circumstantial and di-
rects suspicion against William McDon-
ald, only so far as his actions cannot be
accounted for.

From W B Gerow, head bcok-keaper,
it was learned at the enquiry that Mec-
Donald had been in the habit of entering
the wholesale department after night
without the permission of those in au-
thority, but had entered by some means
unknown to him.

He had reason to believe, how-
ever, that McDonald had got a key
duplicated from one he had borrowed
from Wm. Haines, another employe.
On three occasions Mr. Gerow saw Mec-
Donald in the wholesale store alone, and
on the second of these McDonald was in
a stooping position at the end of the
counter in the drug room. Gerow had
always noticed the quick sharp way in
which McDonald did anything; but on the
Friday previous to the arrest, he said,
McDonald was peculiarly nervous.

J. H. Wasson, another employe, W. 8.
Barker, of the retail department, and H.
B. Peters, head of the wholesale, had al-
so seen McDonald about the establish-
ment after night when he had no busi-
ness there, and had noticed his peculiar
actions at times. Suspicions were aroused
on the part of the two latter and Mr. Ger-
ow after the story of the poisoned candy
was made public, and Mr, Gerow was ef-
fected to the extent that he went to Cor-
oner Berryman’s to examine the boxes.

New Yorxk, Octi 12.—The Inman steam-
ship, City of New York, had stuck in the
mud in Gedney’s channel for over 24 brs.,
at f11.15 o’clock tonight,and was likely
to stick there until she could be lighten-
ed. It was an unpleasant ending of the
voyage in which her White Star rival
for the first time defeated her and a fire
in the coal bunkers that lasted 12 hours
had helped to make the voyage unpleas-
anttoo. It was a clear night when she
grounded, The range lights were plain-
ly visible. Moreover, the Uity of New York
was built to enter this harbor at dead
low tide, while the tide was then little
short of flood. She was drawing less
than 25 feét. In Gedney’s channel the
water was not less than 29 feet deep.
The channal is marked with buoys and
lighted by electricity. - The ship had
picked up from the pi.iot boat David Carl,
No. 4, Pilot Dennis Reardon, and after
passing the lightship, headed away for
Gedney’s channel. The pilot and Capt.
Athur W. Lewis were on the bridge with
other officers. A report came ashore to-
day that the pilot and the captain had a
disagreement about where the channel
was, but both denied it when a Her-
ald reporter boarded the steam-
ship this afternoon. Pilot Reardon
said in the captain’s presence:
“I came aboard at11o'clock on Tues-
day night in a heavy gale. I have taken

At low tide her twin screws were out of
water. Her nose pointed nearly west.
By 7 o’clock the fleet of tugs had made
fast to the big ship, some at the ends of
hawsers stretched from her bow and some
alongside fast to short lines. The passen-
gers thronged the decks to see the novel
spectacle. At the signal the tuge all
threw their throttles wide oixen,and there
was a long pull and a pull altogether. By
8 o’ciock she began to move slowly. They
were striving to slew the head of her
around to the south toward the channel,
and succeeded pretty well.

They
sat cuddled up together and shivered it
ouf.

There isnoclass of steamships that
can stand grounding so well as twin
screw ships. The fore and aft bulkheads
make them stiffer than a-bridge truss.
As a matter of fact, a single screw ship
could not go aground where the City of
New York did without damage. Never-
theless, the stranding involves consider-
able loss to the insurance companies.

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" SIR JOHN AT A METHODIST PICNIC.

Sic John A. Macdonald is so many-
sided a personage that he is constantly
appearing in some new aspect, to the
surprise and delight of his friends and
the chagrin of his enemies. Sir John is
easily the first of the statesmen of Can-
ada, nor is there any public man upon
this continent who is worthy to be com-
pared to him. He has been some'imes
termed a second Beaconsfield; but he
has proved himeelf to be greater than
Beaconsfield because he has surmounted
difficulties greater than Beaconsfield ever
encountered. Who but 8ir John could
have created the Canadian confederation
and built it up into its present imposing
dimensions in spite of enemies without
and within whose aim was to destroy it?
When Sir John passes away- from the
scene of his labors ‘and triumphs, as all
men must do, he ‘will leave none behind
him to compare with him in any respect,
and his best monument will be the
Dominion of Canada.

We have always been prepared to be-
lieve that if Sir John had adopted any
other walk in life than the course of law
and politics, which he chose to follow, he
would have risen to be the head of his
profession in Canada. He would have
made a great physician, a great merchant,
or a great engineer or inventor, but until
of late we have not thought of him as a
great divine. Yet some recent events
seem toshow that if Sir John had studied
divinity be might have risen to as great
a height as a theologian as he has now
reached as a statesman.  Sir Jobn i8 a
Protestant, a good Presbyterian, but if he
had been born a Roman Catholic and
entered the priesthood he might long ere
this have been the Canadian Cardinal, if
not the Pope, under the title of Pius the
Tenth.

THE INQUEST.
Mr. C. A. Stockton’s conduct at the in-
quest last evening was not quite so offen-
sive as it was the evening before, but it
was bad enough to call for more than one
remonstrance from the Solicitor-General
Mr. Stockton seems to be under the delu-
sion that the Coroner’s court is a court of
final adjudication, instead of being, what
it really is, a court of preliminary inquiry.
The gross impropriety of Mr. Stockton’s
course in this inquest received a singular
1llustration last evening in the course of
taking the evidence. Mr. Gerow had
testified that he found McDonald coming
out of the wholesale department on Sat-
vrday night with a parcel under his arm,
and that McDonald volunteered. the ex-
planation that he had been trying on a
new pair of shoes.

UNEQUAL FREIGHT RATES.

At the last meeting of the Truro Board
of Trade,one of the members of that body
brought up the subject of freight on pota-
toes from Truro to Halifax. It appears
that until quite recently the 1ailway de-
partment allowed 140 barrels of potatoes
to a car—accepting 150 pounds to a bar-
re!, as the basis of freight charges. Actu-
ally a barrel headed np weighs 220
pounds. A recent order from Moncton
directs weighing and charging for actual
weight, increasing the freight to the
shipper 50 per cent. A car from Truro to
Halifax now costs $25 instead of $17. In
other words the freight on a barrel of
potatoes from Truro to Halifax, a distance
of only 62 miles, has been increased from
twelve to eighteen cents. At the same
rate the freight on a barrel of potatoes
from St. John would be 81 cents, cr with-
in 19 cents of its actual value. Yet the
railway authorities can carry a barrel ‘of
flour from St. John to Halifax for 5 cents
or less, or just one-sixteenth of the rate
charged on potatoes between Truro and
Halifax.

LAKE LYRICS.

Lake Lyrics and other poems is the
title of a neat little volume which has
just been issued from the press of Messrs.
J & A McMillan. The author William
Wiltred Campbell has not written either
preface or a dedication, nor, so far as we
are aware has he employed any mutual
friend to herald his praises. Neverthe-
less, and in spite of this omission we
venture to express the opinion that Mr.
Campbell’'s poems will meet with favor
wherever they are read, breathing as
they do a true lyric spirit.

Mr. Campbell’s volume is divided into
three parts which are entitled respective-
ly Lake Lyrics, Snow Flakes and Sun-
beams and other poems. The spirit of
the Lake Lyrics is very well expressed
in the following verses which are entitled
“To the Lakes.”

Blue, limpid, mighty, restless lakes,

God’s mirrors underneath the sky,

Low rimmed in woods and mists, where wake

Through murk and moon, the marsh birds ery.
‘Where ever on, through drive and drift,

Neath blue and grey, through hush and moan,
Your ceaseless waters ebb and lift

Past shores of century crumbling stene.
And under ever-changing skies,

Swell, throb, aad break on kindling beach;
Where fires of dawn responsive rise,

In answer to your mystic speech.

Past lonely haunts of gull and loon,
Past solitude of land- locked bays,
Whose bosoms rise to meet the moon,

Beneath their silvered film of haze.

And in the caverns of night they spin
The white locks of the moon.

They build the walls of nature’s house,

Each smites with a golden bar;

They climb down at night on silver strands,

And each is tied to a star.

And then at dawn they softly steal

In the east, through their golden door,
And weave a woof of roseate hues

On the ocean’s shimmering floor.

And every pearl of lustrous tint,

And every gem divine,

That borrows its light from the ocean’s night,

Is the child of their airy mine.

And whether by night or whether by day

They loosen their shining skein,

At yesterday evening’s session of the
Provincial 8. 8 convention the execu-
tive committee reported having secured
the services of Mrs, Crafts iu the inter-
ests of the association in various parts of
the province, and that Mr. Parsons had
been sent to the World’s Sunday school
convention in London. They recom-
mended the appointment of a perman-
ent secretary to visit schools in the coun-
try district and establish schools where
none exist at present, also the adoption
of an annual Sabbath of prayer. The
report was adopted and was followed by
an address by Mrs. Crafts.

In the afternoon several delegates
spoke of the progress of Sunday school
work in their several localities.

The treasurer’s report showed contri
butions to the amount of $479.07 from 888
schools. Carleton and York counties have
an equal number of schools, 104;—
the contributions from  Carleton
were $77.65—from  York §16.75.
Mrs Crafts gave a very imeresting illus-
trative lesson to a class of little girls and
boys and was loudly applauded at its
close.

Portland Public Library.
Last year the Portland Public Library
received a grant of $200 from the Port-
land council and provision had been
made that an annual grant of that amount
should be made to the library to pay for
the magazines and papers needed. So
far this year the library has not received
any outside assistance and the trustees
have very properly made application to
the Common Council to arrange for giving
the library an annual grantso that it
may be kept up to the high standard it
has always maintained. Thatthe people
are not fully aware of the boon they
possess in this library is evident from
the fact that the number of the subscrib-
ers only range at between 200 and 300.
The library is practically free $1 a year
being all that is asked for the privilege
of taking out books and the use of the
reading room. The shelves contain a
fine collection of 3000 or 4000 volumes,
and the pleasant reading room has on its
tables and side boards an extensive
collection of nearly all the best papers
and magazines obtainable, It isso well
lighted, heated, ventilated and furnished
that a pleasanter and more cosey spot to
spend a half hour profitably is hard to
find.

| that the most important witnesses are
yet to be examined. What has come out
| has not been of a direct nature but on
| the other hand has been merely circum-
stantial. To-night something further
is  anticipated. But it must be
remembered that however desirable
it is to clear up the mystery, the ground-
work for an accusation must first be
| made.

The enquiry at the. Court House was
continued last evening, several important
witnesses being examined.

Geo. Kilnapp, sworn, testified to his
having made boots for McDonald for a
number of years. Last made him a- pair
shortly before the death of the late Geo.
Barker. Repaired some for him within
the past three or four weeks.

Henry B. Peters, head of the wholesale
department in T. B. Barker & Sons, sworn,
said he remembered McDonald when he
was with the firm several years ago.
McDonald left the city but when he re-
turned I e was again taken in.

His movements were always kind of
jerky. Think he was a little more nerv-
ous on Friday than usual. Witness
could give no reason for this.

Saw the box addressed to Rev. Mr.
Deinstadt at the Coroner’s office on Fri-
day last. (Recognized the box). Did not,

made a search about the establishment
for similar boxes. Found them. Was
present when the arrest was made, and
was surprised, although it corroborated
my snspicions. In absence of employers
I have full charge. On Friday McDonald
asked me if he could get off a little
eariier than usnal on Saturday, and I
told him he could if there were not many
orders, but he wounld have to ask the
boss drst. Don’t know that he drew his
money out of D. C. Clinch’s banking
establishment on Saturday.

McDonald was out fishing about three
weeks ago; he had two of late Geo.
Barker’s sons with him. I made the re-
mark it was not right to do so.
McDonald said S8unday was no different
to him from any other day. Before he
left us some years ago he was very religi-
ous, and had a high regard for the Sab-
bath.

Don’t remember I had any conversation
with Wasson; don’t remember pointing
out to him where the strychnine was
kept. Did not go to see if any had been
broached; could not tell, if I had, as we
always keep a package open. Can’t say
if we received any strychnine since the
first of the current year without consult-
ing the books. It's not a quick selling
drug; sells in small quantities, but never
less than a drachm. In piling it away
after stock taking the broached package
would naturally be put on top. Strych-
nine is a dangerous poison, and we are
naturally careful as to whom we sell it.
It would be a pretty hard job to trace it
as it is sold. Some of the Geriiun was
broached. I have ne idea what became
f the battde missing from the lower tier,

(Identified strychnine boxes:)

On Friday previous to the arrest Mc-
Donald was nervous and had dark rings
around his eyes. He dropped a parcel
(10 or 12 1bs.) so bard on the table as to
attract my attention. It was an unusual
thing for him to do. That was after my
conversation with Wm. Barker. :

That ‘conversation began about the
poisoning case, the hoxes. etc.  Barker
said it might be McDonald, and T also
said I had the same view. Barker said
that McDonald being of unsound mind
previously,led him to suspect McDonald
might be the man. Think I said he had
no call to be back nights, and wondered
what he was doing there. Wm. Barker
and myself arrived at the}same conclus-
ion independently of each other.;Wasson
told me about seeing McDonald at the
desk one night, outside the office, and
that he disappeared suddenly. There
was a fight in the office. Wasson said
he had only time to put on his overalls
when McDonald had disappeared. This
was on the Tuesday night before the
poisoned candies were received by the
clergyman.

Besides this both Gerow and William
Barker saw McDonald at the same table
in the drug room on different nights.

Our December stock list would show
how much strychnine was on hand then,
but our books would not show a record of
cash sales since then. Any of the clerks
in the drug department would sell strych-
nine.

Have seen McDonald’s writing. He
was in the habit of usinga “J ” pen. All
clerks make entries in the memorandum
book.

[Book sent for and Mr. Peters stepped
down pending its arriyal.]

Inspector John Weatherhead, sworn,
testified having arrested W.m McDonald
on Saturday 5th inst with the assistance
of Detective Ring. He testified to the ar-
ticles found on McDonald’s person; a
sheet of brown wrapping paper, a piece
of court plaster, a picture, a piece
of paper with shorthand on it, two
pieces of bill all enclosed in 8 mem-
orandum book, a packet of court plaster;
& box of cachous, a revolver, with seven
chambers loaded, a.box of cartridges, a
button hook, a pair of scissors, three
keys and a piece of bank book.

Witness and Detective Ring that even-
ing searched the prisoner’s room at Mrs.
Barker, and brought away another
piece of brown paper.

H. B. Peters, recalled, and memor-
andum book shown, identified certain
entries ‘as McDonald’s but could not
identify a similarity between that writ-
ing and the writing on the boxes shown-

When I got the overcoat I had to get
into the wholesale over the railing, as I
had no key to the door. Wm. Barker
and a clerk were down stairs in the re-
tail. I threw the overcoat down to Wm.
Barker. He stayed down stairs. No one
went up to the wholesale with me, and
no one else was there.

To Mr. Stockton—We use strychnine in
manufacturing and take it out as we want
it without makinga record of it. There are
but two tiers of boxes of strychnine in
height, not three. If the opened hox
was underneath there would be but one
box on top of it. We sell combs to ped-
lars, etc. Have, I think, about three
gross on hand now. Twenty-four boxes
(same as shown in court) have gone out
in these sales in the city and elsewhere,
and may be still in existence if not
destroyed. I examined McDonald’s
little hand satchel. It is not a yalise.
Don’t think there was over one pair of
cuffs and’a collar. No clothes, socks, or
anything that would lead me to believe
McDonald was going on & long journey.

W B Gerow, recalled, said he would not
like to state the writing on the boxes
agreed with McDonald’s writing in the
memorandum book.

To the Solictor-General—I told you on
Saturday night that I saw McDonsld at
the store Tuesday night, I conld not now
place him for Tuesday night, but I can for
Monday and Saturday nights. I saw
him leave with the parcel Satirday night
but not, so far as my recoflection goes
Tuesday night. Witness arrived at thel
shop that night abéut 8 o'clock.
Wasson was there in the back of
the shop. At the time of his examina-
tion witness said he had.+his suspicions,
aroused on Friday. On Friday witness’
had no knowledge which-gave him sus-
picions of anybody. He had a curiosity,
The grounds of the case being one of
poisoning, and he being engaged in the
drug business, his curiosity was aroused,
and he went to the coroner’s. When wit-
ness saw McDonald in the drug room he
was in a stooping position, with his head
down. The table there would come up
almost to the witness’ hips.

Wm. 8, Barker, testified that he has
general supervision of the retail depart-
ment of H. W. Barker.
