States? Simply because Mr. Cartwright, in his
insane slavery te the term of Free Trade, repealed
a policy which, meeting the Americans with their
own weapons, secured for the Canadian merchant
the monopoly of his own market. We do not ig-
nore the fact that other causes haye eontributed to
the injury of the tea trade, not only hewe, but in the
United States as well. But the conduet of the Fi-
nance Minister in handicapping the Canadian tea
merchant with ten per ceant. differential tariff
against him, has simply destroyed the Canadian
trade, and led to the result which the circular we
print above but too eloquently depiets. |
Phen take the subject of sugar. . That again is a
favorite topic upon which the small wits of| our
morning contemporary are wont to play theinselves,
but it, too, is a serious matter for the country.
Three years ago, some four hundred heads of fami-
lies, representing a population of a eouple of thou-
sand, equal to that of a small town, were busy in
the refinery of this city. To-day the establishraent
is closed, and the men, or those who have nat left
the country, are cither idle or engaged doing la-
borers’ work. Gradually, unless a ehange of policy
is adopted, they will all move to theStates to work
in American refineries, and to aid by their Jabor
and 'energy in building up the prosperity of our
neighbors.

He probably will make more
money there than here ; but the difference is, that
making it here he contributed by his eapital and
skill to the national growth of this young Domi-
nion. ;Why has he been compelled to leave ? Not
on any ground involving the question of Free Trade
and Protection as abstract principles, but because
the Americans, anxious to secure Canadian /trade,
adopted a policy which gave American refincries
an undue advantage over that of Canada, and the
Canadian Government had not pateiotism enough
to mpeet their action by counter action on this side
of the line. Both the cases we have noled are cases
where trade has been destroyed which might un-
doubtedly bave been preserved; where Canadians
have been driven from Canada by the eriminal ac-
tion or inaction of their own Government, who, by
a different policy, would undoubtedly haye re-
mained in the conntry and thus promoted its
prosperity.

FROM ST. JOHN, N. B, TO PUT-IN-BAY.

Travel and Pleasure Seeking in Ontario and
Michigan—Reminiscences of » Trip in 1874,

What more pleasant time could have been se-
lected for a trip of this kind than during the month
of September, for then is the excessive heat of the
summer solstice passed, and moderately warm days
and cool nights afford the pleasure-seeker and
raveller by rail the main objects of his desire,
viz:—comfort and rest.

On the last day of August, 1874, my friend, who
had seen and experienced considerable of “travels
in the South,” and myself, who had been a citizen
of St. John for about one year only, bade good-bye
to a few friends at the Carleton ferry floats and
stepped on board the cars of the consolidated Euro-
pean & North American Railroad, bound for Ban-
wor. Just as we were ubont starting from the de-
pot we noticed a slight fog-bank in the offing of the
harbor slowly moving toward our fair city, and we
cengratplated one another upon cscaping what
probably would ‘prove an unpleasant day to the
many strangers at that time visiting in St. John.
“The run to Fredervicton Junction was coinmon
place enough, but at that point we tested the hospi-
tality afforded by the restaurant of Mrs. Susan
Wilson, who appears to be in her element when
catering to the appetites of hungry and thirsty
travellers. Having disposed of the passengers and
baggaga destined for the celestial city we ran on
through the harren and wncultivated district lying
between the Junction and Vanceboro, where we en-
joyed a good mid-day meal, which amply satisfied
us till Bangor was reached, about seven p. m.,
when a/ change of cars was made, and we left for
Danville Junction to eatch the mid-night train
for Montreal. Shortly after one o'¢lock, a. m., we
were delighted to retire to rest in a sleeping coach
to awake in time for a fine view of the famous
White Mountains as we passed through New
Hampshire. The view was one not to be forgotten
as we sat on the rear platform of the Pullman and
watched the gray mist of early morn slowly rising
toward the peaks of the lofty mountains, only to be
diszolved by the increasing heat of old Sol. The
peak of that Mecca of New Hampshire pilgrimage
—Mount Washington-—looked down upon us with
mighty grandeur as we were rapidly whirled along
to Island Pond, where we had our luggage exam-

The
lake is a lovely one and is dotted quite thickly with
istands, which” afford delightful sgots for pic-nic-
ing parties. The bottom of the lake is mu dy and
covered with roots of Indian rice, which throw
¢heir shoots to the suiface of the water and fill out
the heads of rice, which, when ripe, are broken off
by sticks in the hands of squaws, who, in bark
canoes, propel their way through the thick upright
mass, resembling reeds. Boating, here, is, to an
inexperienced frequently attended with
danger, as rqunfla are apt to catch him unawares,
and if he should once go to the bottom his chances
of ever rising to the surface wonld be slim indeed.
Here, however, there is always good fishing, and in
the seasom, fine shooting. After enjoying a day’s
sport, we took the steamer (Qlonabec for a sail down
to the lock at Hastings, and the trip was one never
to be forgotten. The scenery I have never seen
excelled in Canada. As the pilot Jaid his course
among the islands, visions of loveliest landscape
appeared on either hand. Nature had prepared
for us a panorama of exquisite beauty.

«In the green and silent valley,

By tha P! t water-courses,

Round about the Indian village

Spread the nieadows and the corn fields,

And beyond them stood the forest,

Stood i g pine-trees,

Green in summer—white in winter,

Ever sighing; ever singing.”

In the foreground 'of the forest, the maple trees
were pictured, their leaves changing color affording
all the lovely tints n green and blood red,—
these, with the conical cedars resting upon a back-
ground of pines and avergreens, under the entranc-
ing beauty of an Indian Summer sky, presented to
our eyes a feast calculated to inspire us with a de-
sire to linger interminably on the scene.

«Can it be the sun descending

O'er the level plain of water?

Yes; it is the sun descending

Sinking down into the water ;

All the sky is stained with purple,
All the water flushed with crimson !
Over it the Star of Evening

Melts and trembles through the purple,
Hangs suspended in the twilight.”

At Hastings, a busy little manufacturing village,
we arrived 'twixt{shade and sunset, and after re-
maining a short time, proceeded on our homeward
Jjourney. The moon by this time had risen in
peaceful beauty over the scene, lighting up every
feature of the Janddcape and casting a halo of love-
liness upon all nature, lying in perfect repose.
While contemplating the beauty of the scene, I
could not resist a feeling of awe and reverence for
the Almighty hand which so evidenced itself in the
sublimity of this grandeur.

It always appears sfrange to me that the people
of this country have such an uncontrollable desire
to visit Europe and “do” the Continent, while they
would forever remain ignorant of the advantages
and pleasure experienced by becoming familiar
with their own land. Yet this is the case and pro-
bably will'so remain till the end of the chapter.

CONCERNING THE ANGLIN PRINTING SCANDAL.
The Toronto Nation, apropos of the Anglin Post
Office Printing Scandal, supports the doctrine that
all the postal printing should be done at Ottawa.
The position is utterly unreasonable and should
be resisted by Maritime printers. There is no
more reason for the Post Office blanks being print-
ed at Ottawa than for the Railway blanks being
done there; and had “ Reform ” printers,, such as
Messrs. Anglin, Jones, Vail and the rest of them,
been content with moderate prices, there would have
been no excuse for this new attempt at placing all
of the public printing of Canada in the hands of the
clique of politicians at Ottawa who are profiting by
this contract for Government work. For it
should he understood that theremoval of the print-
ing from St. John to Ottawa is simply taking it

 from the grasp of one good Reformer to bestow

it on others of the same stripe. It is the price of
“patriotism ” and “ purity.” It is nourishment
for the Party. A portion of the profits of the work
will, no doubt, find its way into the coffers of Grit
Election Funds in 1878, and we have no doubt that
in this connexion Ontario Grits will be found more
truly liberal than Mr. Anglin was likely to prove.

“On the main North West River it is notorious
that more illegal fishing has taken place this sum-
mer than for years previous. Above a place called
Dennis, on the Main North West, a net was set on
stakes clean across and a wall of stone built on the
bed of the River. 'This was seen by sportsmen on
a fishing tour, who examined it and found 75 stakes
in the pound. Grilse and Salmon were caught here,
you may say, under the very eyeof the Fishery
Warden, and the fish were actually, sold and bought
in Newcastle. No person can estimate the destruc-
tion that may have been oceasioned by this one net;
and yet no person can be found to prevent it.
Further down the River, to what is known as tlie
“ Big Hole? Salmon pool, Indians were seen spear-
ing, and from this place the Fishery Warden does
not live a mile distant. It is stated that they
speared out of this bole in.two successive nights
something like 200 Salmon and Grilse. The Fish-
ery Wardens on the River, any way, cannot at-
tend, but still this season is the worst. Why, they
were catching salmon yesterday (Sept. 19), and if I
am credibly informed (which I am, for a man was
offering salmon here to-day for dinner) they are
being sold in Newcastle to-day. On the South
West the whole management has been outrageous,
sweeping and drifting going on persistently.”

Contents of the St. John Dry Goods Stores.—

With the coming of the leaf-falling days,
those “melancholy days, the ‘saddest of the
year,” the nmew fall goods, which in color and
variely arc by no means sad, have also put
in an appearance. True, they are still in that
semi-disturbed state, which good house keepers
would describe as “not set to.rights,” but even
under this disadvantageous aspect, we have seen
enough of them to be able to form a judgment as
16 their name and nature, albeit that name is Le-
gion and that nature such that a condensed report
is rather a serious undertaking.

proves to be quite true. Seal brown, myrtle or

olive green, navy blue, and a deep purple known

as prune, constitute by far the larger portion of the
newly imported shades. In the stores of Messrs.

J. W. Barnes & Co. and Mr. W. W. Jordan, those

colors are exhibited iu ajvariety of materials, grad-

ing from woollen to silk,—a variely so extensive
that any lady making either of these establishments
her first stopping place, would hardly need to gb
further in order to provide herself with a reason-
able and seasonable outflt, as far at least as dress
goods, trimmings, etc.; are concerned. According
to their price list, a fashionable costume may be
obtained at almost any price, from 25 cents per
yard upwards,—some goods, such as plaid, for in-
stance, being rated at even u lower figure.

THESE PLAIDS,

—which, by the way, are still worn to a consider-
able extent,—are somewhat different from those
shown in other seasons, being now generally made
up of the colors before mentioned, mixed with some
lighter shade. Thus, dark green is plaided with
light green, navy blue with light blue, and seal
brown with a sort of amber. As pretty and novel
a plaid as we have yel seen, however, is shown in
Messrs. Beard & Venning’s. This is a soft woolen
material, the ground of which is navy blue of the
darkest shade, the plaidings being narrow stripes of
deep cardinal red. A fringe of navy blue and car-
dinal might eéasily be procured, and after that the
idea at once suggested is an underskirt of plain,
dark blue, with an overdress of this plaid, made
either with a basque and overskirt or polonaise
fashion, the latter being, if any, most popular‘at
the present time. To those who are desirous of
having all their adjunéts an exact match, Beard &
Venning’s establishment would also furnish a car-
dinal and navy blue plaid ribbon as a further addi-
tion to a costume of the above description; but in
the making up of those mixed suits, most people
prefer plain colored ribbofis for trimming, the var-
ied adornments used upon the present style of hats
being quite sufficient to give tone and liveliness to
the remaining portions of attire, no matter how
grave in hue this attire may be.

As shown by Mr. Manson’s windows, his stock of
goods, both American and English, have arrived
en masse. The ground foor is alive with bright
colored flowers, sash ribbons, winter shawls, dress
goods, hosiery and other articles of haberdashery
too numerous to mention; while ascending still
higher, we are introduced to a large and varied as-
sortment of mantles and millinery, both of which
have been imported directly from London and New
York. Taking an old woman’s view of those hats,
bonnets and mantles, we pronounce them unre-
servedly the most sensible things of the kind al-
lowed by that fluctuating goddess known as Fash-
ion, at least for quite = number of years.

Lo THE SACQUES, ‘
which, for the most part, are made of beaver cloth
or matelasse, are all very long and rather close fit-
ting. License is granted as to the trimming and
shape of the fronts, but the length is imperative.
Short sacques will be worn by no person possessing
the slightest regard for fashion and her formulas.
Ulsters' during the ensning months will be com-
pletely en regle.  Mantles with very long fronts and
somewhat shorter backs, are admissable and even
popular, but the round jaunty basques, in which
the heart of maidenhood once delighted, are now,
in slang parlance, “ simply nowhere.”

IN HATS AND BONNETS

the same variety is shown, but, as in mantles, de-
cidedly large shapes are considered the most stylish,
the bonnets having very much higher crowns and
wider fronts than those of last season, while the
hats are higher and wider every way—so much
wider, in fact, that for a while at Jeast we may con-
sider ourselves as having arrived at the dictionary
definition : “ Hat—a covering for the head,”—a
definition which, it is to be hoped, will be adhered
to for some time to come,

While still on the hat question we easily glide
into Miss Sharp’s, where everything new in the way
of chapeaul and other smaller adornments, is to be
found. This store, while essentially one of our
regular dry goods establishments, is- perhaps wost
conspicuous for its large assortment of feathers,
flowers, neckties, tashes, ribbons, and all other
kinds of trimming. The millinery may also and
at all times be regarded as the ne plus ultra of
fashion, Miss Sharp’s efforts in that line being
generally modelled after the latest New York styles.

Hats, both in Mr. Manson’s and Miss Sharp's, are
often trimmed with feather bands, like those worn
last season, but in order to lend variety those
bands now form only a minor part of the trimming,
bright hued wings, red flowers, or in many cases
autumn tinted fruit being needed to make the
trimming complete. Felt hats may also be scen in
both establishments, but at present they are slightly
in the background, chip and straw being more ap-
propriate during those early fall days.

After a strict inspection of the lighter portion of
Miss Sharp’s stock in trade, we retrace our steps
one door further down, thus finding ourselves once
more in the charmed region of M. Hammondi’s
silks, satins, velvets and cashmeres. Mr. Adams's
legitimate supply of winter goods has not yet been
fully opened, but up in the third story show-rooms
of his establishment this fact is, to say the very
least, impalpable.

R. A. H. Morrow & Co.

The devil is a gentleman about whom a great
deal has been written, said and sung. Mr. Brad-
laugh has published an exhaustive history of the
devil ; a noted author has told us how his Satanic
majesty gets along on two sticks; and a nursery
rhyme places it on record that the devil had at one
period of his existence a wooden spade and shovel.
In epera, this mysterious being glides about sing-
ing incantations, and Marlowe, “ genial Kit,” in-
troduced him in his great play of Dr. Faustus as
the sordid traficker in human souls. Every one
runs the devil down, but a good many fear him.
All feel his power, and every one has a cordial ha-
tred for him. Even those gentle fellows, the art-
ists, have no good word to say in his behalf. M.
Dor6 paints him with great glaring eyes and huge
flapping wings, and a tail, and terrig ¢ feet, with
wiry claws attached. Another artist gives him a
cloven foot, but all unite in painting him, black,
though there is an authority somewhere which
lays down the rule that the devil is not half so
black;as he is painted. “The Bard of Avon believéd
that the devil himself could damn any one he chose
black at his own sweet; willi The devil has been a
prominent figure in all literalures, and no where
has he been so mueh made of as in Germany.
Gocethe, the brothers Grimm aud others of equal
fame have made him the great central figure of
their hest works. In France he is reckoned an im-
portant personage, and Voltaire believed more
thoroughly in the devil than in any one else. Not
# Frenchman lives to-day who has not been swayed
by the grand music of Robert Le Diable., Indeed,
the influence of this King of the submundane re-

{gions is in nowise (an the wane; he continues to

assert his power over all literatures, tongues and
creeds. We must give the devil, like Cwmsar, his
due. A good many learned clergymen have writ-
ten lengthy treatises about the subject under notice,
but no new light hds been volichsafed. Iiis the
old story retold, without even the luxury of a new
sctting. . David Masson’s analysis ;of ;the three
greatest of all deyils, Luther's, Goethe’s .and Mil-
ton’s, is perhaps the best sketch of the gentleman
in black thus far given out. It is pleasant to hear|
some one say a word in behalf of this much abused
individual.  Mr. Read, who has written one or two
books about India, where the devil is believed to
have extraordinary strength, and a work about the
coming crisis of the world, goes for the devil with
forty-parson power. Although Mr. Read is aware
that the rightful Proprietor of this world no doubt
permits the Adversary, to exhibit the malignity
and mischief and final ruin of sin, our author has
no intention -of letting the devil off so easily.
What! Let the scoundrel escape, says Mr. Read,
the devil who was the prime instigator and success-
ful advocate, in the (Ecumenical Council at Rome,
of the dogma of Papal Infallibility ? Perish the
thought! ~Let the chief leader in the Communistic
rebellion go scot free? Oh,no! Allow the arch
fiend who creates all the corruption in.New York,
and is the awful cause of murderyrapine and in-
temperance, to get away ? Certainly not! If the
Creator is willing to give the devil a chance, Mr.
Read is not, and forthwith he proceeds to abuse
right royally his Majesty. He knows all about
him ; can. tell just how he looks, acts and thinks;
Our readers will like to learn that 'the devil is'not
a cheerful chap by any means. He is like the cap-
tain of: the “ Nancy” brig, for he never sings or-
laughs or plays, though Shakspeare says there is a
laughing devil. He is all the time going about
with his hands in his pockets, cursing and swear-
ing at folks and telling lies, rivalling in magnitude
the famous ‘perversion of the trdth whith demol-
ished the worldly reputation of Ananias Heisa
seductive tempter. Mr. Read thinks he ought to
live in the aerial regions; but, he truthfully adds,
“ this is of no consequence.”’ The devil is ubiquit-
ous, and for all purposes of mischief “ he is every
where and in every place at the same time.”
devii will be delighted to know that Mr. Read con-
siders him very wise, but we can fancy how cha-
grined the devil will feel when he takes up Mr.
Read’s book and discovers that “though wise, he is
also omniscient.”  The devil’s feelings will rise
again’ when his fiery and blood-red eye scans the
age in this wonderful book which tells him that
his “ intellectual calibre is not lessened because of
his moral perversion.” Truly, the devil is no fool,
if the author of “The Footprints of Satan” is. Mr.
Read thinks that we get our notions of the devil
from the sublime péems of Danté, ihe Italian who
went to Hell to see how it was himself, and John
Milton’s wondrous Epic. And yet Mr. Read, who
-knows 8o much, admits that he does not know when
the devil began to exist. This he does know, how-
ever; “he belonged to a race kuown ns angels,
created  somewhere far back in the endless ages of
a past. elernity.” This is quite satisfactory, and
the devil will no doubt smile to himself, when he
sees how completely hid his fno(;u‘in(s” are from
the eagle eye of the authot of ¢ Commerce and
Christianity.” Mr. Read tells us of the revolt in
Heaven, and how Satgn headed the rebels and fell
from his high estate into the yawning bottomless
pit, and this was the penalty K:paid for his rash
act. Itis a poor rule which does not work both
wayg, and we presume that as the devil has paid,
there’s frequently the devil to pay, in retarn.

The devil is quite a magician. He works mir-
acles. In fact, he is what Mr. Pendrigh would call
§a perfect divert.” Mr. Read in one fell swoop
¢omes down upon and drushes the fondest hopes of
the materialists and spiritualists. We know now
how the Davenport Brothers cut the gordian knot
in the cabinet, and why the tables move and the
mysterious raps are heard.

It was
the devil who instigated the slave-holder’s rebellion.

This book is of a class that does more harm than
good in a community. It ispositively Blasphemous
in mnany. portions. The author is a perverting,
blind zealot,and the wretched padding whiclyhe fiir-
bishes uplfrom the cess-poolsof a low and vicious mor-
ality and calls “ The God of this world,” isa consid-
erably worse wark than the devil “has as yet given
us. The illustrations are offensive and villainous,
and we have seep them dojngduty in a dozen éther
books of a similar class to this one. The circula-
tion of works like these has a pernieious influence,
and no right-minded ¢lergyman should give them
countenance or aid in extending their sale. Weare
gorry this book has been sent us. We are very
sorey it has been opr misf ne 19 hn‘s;elo wade |
through the dreary mass of rubbish yclept “The
Devil in History,” which Mr. Read says is “ The
counterpart of God in History.” We feel very,
yery sorry that the devil, who has yeally grown
quite high in our estimation since we have read
this book, should have so poor and unforlunate a
biographer as Mr. Read.

I find that the adver-
tisement with this postponement notice
never appeared in the Globe ; but that on the
13th October, nine days after its appearance
in the Herald, anadvertisement did appear for
the first time in the Globe, asking for tenders
for these rails. I find that although the
return brought down to Parliament states
that the advertisement was published in the
Herald, Scotsman, and Coal- and Iron Record
of New York, it does not appear to have
been seen by New York iron merchants, as
in a letter dated New York, 10th October,
from Messrs. H. Champlin & Gillet, reference
is made to the ‘advertisement for
¢« tenders for steel rails published in
“the Canadian papers.” The short time
first given for tendering—six days—has
never been satisfactorily explained; and the
facts I have given as to- the advertisements
do not certainly lessen the necessity for ex-
planation.

Coming, however, to the more important
matter of the tenders, I find the following in

Antwerp tender and the letter of Mr. Philip
f 8. Justice were certainly sufficient to justify
i the belief that an advertisement asking for

| would have brought offers at a lower price

than that at which you ¢ purchased” them

from “ the Montreal firm,” acting as Lrokers
for the Government.

I think it will be admitted that these facts
prove that special advantages were accorded
to this firm of Cooper, Fairman & Co. which
were not accorded to others or to the public
generally, and that the well established prin-
ciples of the contract system were violated to
their advantage. But I have a couple of
other illustrations, which, confirmatory as
they are of my statements, present a
record without parallel in the past, I venture
to say, in . the dealings of any department
with the public in this country. The letters

 which are printed above show that Cooper,

Fairman & Co. were retained by the Govern-
i ment as brokers to make arrangements for
 freight for Vancouver Island. Why should

they have been soretained? Why was no ef-
! fort made by inviting competition to get the

| Messrs. Perkins, Livingston, Post & Co. bad
{ occasion to write to the Department in rela-
tion to the contract already entered into for
5,000 tons with Messrs. Guest & Co., and on
the 19th of the same month that letter was
replied to. But no reference was made to
the letter of the 11th Janugry, asking simply
that they might be permitted to make an of-
{ fer for the shipment of rails to British Co-
lumbia, about which you were at the moment
in private negotiation with Messrs. Cooper,
Fairman & Co.

That is not all. In April, 1875, you ad-
vertised for tenders for the transpart of rails
from Montreal to Fort William or Duluth,
and in relation to the tenders sent in I find
the following in the return brought down

The plea upon which Mr, Samuel’s tender
was rejected in tavour of parties who had not
tendered at all, and who were permitted to
make an offer after the tenders were in and
opened, will certainly not be generally
accepted, Mr. Samug¢l offered as surety
Messrs. D. Butters & Co., and im Montreal it
is not neeessary to say|that that was surety
enough for the performance of a much larger
contract than was involved in this tender.
Moreover you had just made arrangements
with Messes. Cooper,; Fairman & Co for the
transport of rails from Liverpool all.the way
to British Columbia, without the formality of
a tender, and in spite of the fact that they
were u0t ship owners, Why this different
treatment in the two cases? Then again
when you fdecided to |ignore not only the
tender of Mr. Samuel, but all the other
tenders a8 well, and make a private arrange-
ment with parties who had not tendered,
why did you not avail yourself of other
offers that had been made. You say
that “in the tender made in November
“last,  for the supply of  steel

Fairman & Co., and another at $5, sixty cents
less, and yet both of these were ignored by
you when, in violation of every principle of
the contwact system, you threw’out all the
tenders sent in, and made a private arrange-
ment with Cooper, Fairman & Co., on the
flimsy exetise that Mr. E, Samuel was not a
steamboat ewner. - The ¢ Merchants’ Lake
and Steamship Line” have, I have been told,
some owmers in whomn| probably you felt
sufficient interest to |strengthen you in
your determination to throw' this ad-
ditional profit in th¢ - way of Messrs,
Cooper, Fairman & Go. DMessrs. Norris
& Neelon, at that time representatives
in the House of Commons and Legislative
Assembly of Ontario respectively, and toler-
ably tuithful political friends of yours, have
some interest in this line. =

1 have shown, from the return laid upon
the table by you at the close of last session,
that your statement that no. steel rails were
purchased by you from any Montreal firm
was, in the impression it conveyed, inaccurate
—the arrangements for the British Columbia
rails being to all intents and purposes a pur-
chase from Messrs, Cooper, Fairman & Co.
have shown that your statement that all
« were obtained by open competiticn after a
« month's advertising ”| was inaccurate, the
January arrangements mentioned being a pur-
chase without tender. I have shown that
your statement ¢ the lowest tenders being in
all cases accepted ' was inaccurate, inasmuch

Assuming that to have operated as a dissc-
lutionof the previous special partnership, it
shows that your brother's interest lasted
4t least up to the 4th May, 1875, and there-
fore continued during the entire period
that the extraordinary proceedings exposed
by the official return were going on. On. his
retirement he received his capital, in the
"form of promissory notes, payable, if I
nistake not, at the Exchange Bank in this
city. The taking of promissory notes, the
first of them payable in January, 1876, may
fairly be assumed as proof that it was not
convenient for the firm to pay in cash. So
that at the moment that you were stating
that no brother or relation of yours had “any
« interest, direct or indirect, near or remote in
« any of these contracts,” your brother was
the holder to the extent of fifteen thousand
dollars of the promissory notes of the firm
upon whom you had been bestowing the
most remarkable favouritism, the chances of
these notes being met at maturity being
increased by every additional commission
carned by the firm as the result of Govern-
ment favours. ¢

As to the loss to the country, I assume .
from your Watford speech that you have
given that point up. It s real_ly
no longer debateable. The latest cir-
culars give the prices of the best
Bessemer steel rails at from £7 10s.
to £8. From a fecent American paper
I find that contracts can be made for de-
livery during next season at £7 0 0. That is
a loss, at the lowest calculation, of fifteen
dollars a ton, or upon the fifty thousand tons,
of three quarters of a million of dollars on
purchase alone, to say nothing of the ques-
tion of interest and the deterioration in the
rails from non-usage.

1 have thus, sir, fulfilled the intention I
had formed of dealing with the personal as-
pects of this question, arising out of your
grossly offensive telegram to the Ministerial
press; and I now confidently leave to the
public the decision of the question, to whom
most appropriately can be applied the coarse
expression ¢ deliberate falsehood ” in connec-
tion with this now famous steel rail transac-
tion. :

Tt is o long ago as 1599
that a writer observed of this wonderful influence
of the letter  npon the oyster that it is unwhole-
some in all monthsthat have not an r to eat an
oyster.”

The origin of theoyster is unknown. Accepting
the atomic theory as true, however, we may con-
clude that it sprang from the same stray dust from
which man derived His éxistence.  One atom of
dust acted upon by certain influences, developed
into the dyster; another, controlled by certain other
circumstances, grew (o the stature of a man. The
single bond of sympathy remaining between the
two creatures and Indicating, perhaps, with dis-
tinctness their common origin, is that both of them
yawn when they are tired. It is probable that in
beginning its growth from the atow, the oyster
committed '» fatal mistate by starting wrong. . It
commenced by putting its skeleton on the outside,
and the consequence was that it had .not such gen-
erous opportunities for development as the human
atom, which, luckily, got its embryonic framework
upon ‘its| interior.” How small un accident may
chauge the destinies of a race! The lesson for the
young involved in this painful’ mistake made by
the incipient oyster refers to the necessity that in-
fant feet shall be trained to walk in the right path.
It might have been that the oyster, under other
conditions, would have had wings. And we are
not sure, indeed, that it may not have had them
at some time in the remote past. Its Latin name,
ostrea, suggests kinship with the ostrich, which,
just as likely as not, is a result of a split in the
gyster family at a certain stage of its development,
one portion expressing its idiosyncracies by run-
ning to legs and feathers and getting outside its

Usks Fop DRy BREAD.-—We are always glad to
have an old loaf or adry one on hand when cooking,
for therc are so many economical little ways of
using stale or second rate bread. Children like
sweet milk boiled and dry bread broken intd it; a
slice or two is nice to toast and lay in the bottom
of the deep dish into which you take up thickened
milk ; it is good to break up and fry and steam in
the buttered spider, for grandpa’s quiet, enjoyable
little breakfast; and good to use for dressing when
you roast a fowl ; good to make toast, or to dry and
brown and lay away for future emergencies. -Pud-
dings made of dry bread are excellent ; aud it is
alzo available in a family of little ones’ who are
fond of gravies. White gravy, made of cream and
butter and flour, seasoned with pepper and salt ; or
brown gravy, made in the spider after frying beef,
veal or chicken, with flour and boiling water. Let
the slices of bread be steamed, laid on a large plate
and the hot gravy poured over. This is good for
little children. We cook a fat chicken until is is
done ; save the legs and wings to fry for breakfast ;
Eick the meat off' the fowl and put it back in the

roth ; cook and season it well and pour it over slices
of stale bread in a pan or deep dish ; pressit.down
compactly, and then the next day cut it out in
slices and fry in a hot spider in which is some mel-
ted butter. It makes a very good dinner, and is so
much like our grandmother’s chicken pot-pie that
she used to warm it over on washing (\uy.—llamc
Magazine.
