harbor at Rio de Janeiro.

In return  for the battleships in
their possession, the sailors are to be
permitted to,go free from punishment
despite the fact that they killed three
of their officers and turned the guns
of the warships upon the city of Rio
de Janeiro, inflicting slight damage to
property,

Surrender Four Ships

Rio de Janeiro, Nov. 25.—Under as-
surances_that they were not to be
punished as mutineers, the sailors on
board the four Brazilian warships
surrendered ‘today -to the government
authorities, and the guns which for

four days had been trained on Rio de
*Janeiro, were retiurned to their posi-

tions.

The. surrender followed a visit of a
government representative to the dif-
ferent vesséls, who under cover of a
flag of truce. advised the sailors of
the amnésty granted by thie chamber
of deputies.and the .senate.. The am-
nesty was granted at an extraordinaty
session.  During the session the guns
of the belligerent battléships were
trained on jthe government buildings:

The vessels seized by the mutineers
were the battleships Minas Geraes,
Sao Paulo, the protected cruiser De
Odora and the scout-ship Bahia.

Story of Mutiny

Rio de Janeiro, Nov. 25.—About 10
o’clock at’' night on November 22nd,
as Captain Neves, commanding the
battleship Minas Geraes, came back
from dinner on board . the French
training ship Duguay Trouin, he heard
a violent uproar and a fusilade of
shots. It was the crew of his vessel,
who had revolted. Captain Neves and
two other officers. offered resistance
to some of’ the sailors, and were kill-
ed, and one officer was mortally
wounded. .- Several sailors were kill-
ed. The mutinous c¢rew  meanwhile
shouted: - “Long live liberty.”

The insurrectionary movement then
broke out on board the other new
Brazilian dreadmought. the battleship
Soa Paulo,'and on the scout ship Ba-
hid. ' All the officers’ ‘having been
landed, a plain sailor of the first class,
named Jean Candido, took command
of the squadron.

Ammunition was provided, provis-
ions were requisitioned, ‘and a coal
depot, on.the Isle 'of . Vienna was
taken.

St. Louis, Nov. 28.—In the face of stfong
opposition on thé part of Scialists attend-
i ing the conventlon, and after many of the
delegates alliéd with .this party had left
the hall, Samuel Gompers Saturday was
re-elected president of the American Fed-
eration of Labor. - James Dunecan, John
Mitchell and James O'Connell were re-
elected  first, sécond and’ ‘third :vice-
presidents respectively. Victor Berger, of
Milwaukee, ‘Soclalist congressman-elect:
Max Hayes, ‘of iCleveland,’ ~with - other
leaders of the party who have worked to
overthrow Gompers, saw inevitable defeat
and ‘refused to attend the final session.

* The chief contest, which in itself was
extended to the-closing day. resulted in
indifinite postpénement of the ‘Western
Federation of Mlners application for
charter in the Anferidan Federation.

Perched sedately on the port rail of the
German barque Mimi, which arrived at
San Francisco recently, were six large
albatrosses, blinking contentedly. at the
sea of water about them, If was a strange
spectacle to the customs o6fficials, who
boarded the windjammer at ‘,daybrea.k, the
birds being thoroughly tame and show-
ing no fear of the intruders as they
swung on deck to inspect the ship.

During a tempest which battered the
barque as shé was rounding Cape Horn
one of the large birds struck against the
ship’s rigging and fell to the deck, with
a broken wing. The erew ‘called the at-
tention of Captain Westphal to the inci-
dent, and the master of the Mimi had the
injured albatross removed to his own
quarters, took the suffer in chargé and
placed: the broken wing in ‘splints. The
bird gradually became tame and instant-
1y was adopted as the mascot of the ves-
sel.

Some weeks later a flock of five other
albatrosses was driven toward the barque
by & fierce gale, and sought the Miml
as a harbor of retreat.There they joined
the other wanderer of their tribe. Hence,
when the windjammer sailed through the
Golden Gate the six birds were still on
board.

Captain Westphal took great prlde in
showing. the custom holise officials his
mascots. The birds are perfectly tame,
and it'is believed that they will- sgil on
the return trip of the Mimil'some three
weeks hence.

° LARGE ARMY OF POLICEMEN.

The annual report of the commissioner
of police for the Metropolis, just issued,
contains as usual many interesting and
striking facts, says a London exchange.
The area guarded by  the- force is, of
course, exclusive of the city of London
and. its liberties. It is 699,42 square miles
in  extent, ‘a radius of 15 miles from
Charing Cross and the rateable value of
the area is £55,217,933.

The force required to proteect this large
and valuable district in 1909 was 18,657, an
increase on 1908 of 490 men. The different
grades are as follows: Superintendents, 32;
inspectors, 598; sergeants, 2,457, ccnstables,
15,570.

There was daily an average of one-
fourteenth of the iforce away from duty,
in accordance with the regulation grant-
ing one day’s leave in a fortnight to each
man, Within a little over three years it
will ‘be possible to secure one day's rest
per week for each man. About 60 per cent,
of the men on duty are engaged at night
—from 10 p.m, to 6 a.m. The pay of the
force was £1,699,843.

Amongst the mnotable facts. mentioned
by the commissioner may be quoted the
statistics relating to street accidents, Tt
appears that the number of such accidents
where persons’ were killed was 306, and
of thosée where persons were injured 16,674,
Of the deaths; 255 ‘were caused by accl-
dents in which vehicles were concerned,
and of those vehioles 165 “were motor-
driven; 115 of the deaths were of persons
under 15 years of age.

The number of persons apprehended by
thé Lendon police in 1909° was 112,642. Of
these 3,459 were . convicted at seéssions,

81,108 were con¥icted by magistrates, 732

were . acquitted (bills ignored, ete.), at
sessions, and 24,962 were discharged by
magistrates. The numbers of criminal of-
fences, felonlet, bulgaries.  and . house-
breakings have ‘decreased. Nineteen cases
of ‘murder

'.p.rres‘ts were made, and i six cases the

re’ reported. In eleven casek

- murdrers commltted sulcide. Of the four-
teen persons apprehénded, seven were con-
victed and sentenced to death, four were
found to be insané at the time of the
| mirder ,and one on arraignment. One ac-
cused person was ‘discharged by a mag-
iptrate, and’in the other'case the bill-was
ignored by the grand jury, .

Identifications by the finger-print sys-
tem, says the commissioner, show a, sub-
stantial increase, 9,980 being recorded, as
against 9,440 in 1908. Qf these 6,350 were for
provincial police forces. The method con-
tinues to give unqualified satisfaction, not
only in the United Kingdom, but also, it
is believed, in all other countries whare
introduced,

cabs, 3,59; horse-drawn omnibuses, 1,771;
motor omnibuses, 1,180; horse-drawn tram-
eare.

ALLEGED PACKERS' TRUST.

Hearlng of. Charges Will Take Place at
' Chicago Barly Next Year.

Washington,  D. €., ‘Nov. 25.—The his-
toric names that have been associated
with the beef industry in Chicago for .a
couple of generations will be calle_d\out in
a criminal court in the Windy City some
day next January. The month but not the
day has beem fixed. Theh will be placed
under way a glant struggle in:whieh the
best resources 0f the government will be
used to settle the question whether there
is a heef packers’ trust.

A contest over technicalities will mark
the opening of ‘the battle. Motions 1o
quash and demfrrers to indictments will
be offered, and are likely to’ be subjecis
of long consideration.

Indictments were returned against the
packers last summeér after an investiga-
tion conducted ' by = Asssitant Attorney
Sims, of Chicago. The best men in the
bureau of investigation of the depart-
ment of justice probed the affairs of the
alleged trust and produced a mass of evi-
dence ‘that, in the opinion of the highest
law officers of the government, justified
eriminal prosecution. Kenyon and Sims
will conduct; the case on behalf of the
government,

Several yearsfago a nhumber of the pack-
ers were indicted, but they escaped trial
by claiining and-receiving an immunity
bath. Their lawyers argued that they had
given full information regarding thelr
business to James XK. Garfield, who as
commissioner of ccrporations made an
investigation of the '‘Big Four” .in the
packing business, and that that informa-
tion could not be used in a prosecution
of the packers jn court. The claim wasg
in accordane with Jaw and the charges
against the accused men were dismissed.

ABE RUEF'S ' FIGHT

Judsment of SUperior Court Aﬂlrmed—
Will  Appeal to Higher Tribunal.

San ‘Francisco, Cal, ‘Nov. 25.—The court
aof appeals hag affirmed the judgment of
the, supesior.. court ., whereby Abraham
Ruef, the former polmcal boss, was con-
victed of bribery and Sentenced to serve
14* years’ imprisonment.

The decision was made after the court
had read a, record ‘consisting of 24 bound
volumes of 2,800 pages, said to he the
Iongest ever submitted to an appeliate
court’ in’this’ country.

In eyéry particular the ‘motions’ of the
defendant’s'’ attorneys™ ‘were overruled.
Sevieral ' of:ithe rulings fmade by Judge
Lawlor, whp sat ‘at-the trial were. criti-
cised by ‘the appellate justices, but they
agreed ‘ that: none ‘of the alleged lapses
vltall? l-“gc:@d the rights of the defend-
ant; : :

"In our oplnion says the. decision on
the appeal “the evidence not only sup-
parts the verdlct of the jury, but no other
verdict éould reasonably be justified.’”

The Sehargé  of ' misconduct brought!
against Judge Lawlor by the defence was
dismissed with the comment that, while
the propriety of a court indulging in re-
flections on an attorney or questioning
the credibilityiof a witness might-be ques-|
tioned, me -misconduct had been- proved.:

Much-of the record submitted by Ruef’s
attorney was devoted to a charge that
Lawlor: was guilty of misconduct in re-
fusing to discharge the jury after As-
sistant District Attérney Heney was shot,
during, the progress of the trial by Mortis
Haas,  who subaequently committed ‘sui-
cide in’ jail.

The decigion held that since the lower
courts - had specifically instructed the
jurors’ to disrégard anything, the knowl-
edge 'of ‘which 'they had acquired.:after
being \sworn -in, no . substantiate right of
the .defendant had been violated.

Ruef's attorney will be allowed forty
days in which to prepare an appea! in the
supreme court.

CENSORSHIP OF
‘THEATRES DISCUSSED

Vancouver Cxty Council Leaves'

Matter in Hands of Finance
Commlttee

Vaneouver, Nov. 24-—The censorship of
theatres and moving pictire shows in the
interestg of the children eof "Vancouver
was a trl}lttul source of ‘discussion at the
meeting iof “ihe city council. When Con-
sidering’ the by-law for regulating, licens-

ing, or pre\entlng theatrical exhibitions,
it was this clause which gave rise fo the
discussion: “It shall be unlawful for any
person to produce in any building or place
dramatic “or theatrical entertainment
in the city any immoral or any lewd the-
atrical, ,or d,rama.tic exhibitxon or any
drs.matl.c or theatrical entertainment in
swhich ‘shall b eused/any immoral, lewd,
lascivious, . blasphmeous, immoral charac-
ter; ~or. to conduet .or: take part in-any
theatrical or dramatic exhibition. in
which women or girls shall perform any
lewd acts or. movements, or make any li-
centious gestures.”

Alderman Stevens, remarked that that
raised “the question of the censorship.

Picture .shows were
Sometimes bitterly attacked. They could
be made very entertalning and educative

And not
onty’ h4ve the risibilities of these visitors
been aroused, .ut it has always been
customary for each and every one of them
to swear solemnly that the’ }wrse cars ‘be-
ing used in New York were: nothing more
nor less .than.the actual and 'identlcal
ones-that were used in’/his respeetive wvil-
lage, town or city at the time that muni-
cipality discarded horse- cars’for ’some-
thing more modern. As a conseguence,
each ‘of ‘these visitors has' always return-
ed home with the déep conviction that his
honmve *town ‘was not so & Hy slow and
that it really had somethfng on little old
New York after-all.

But in’ the’ near future the very latest
thing that the genius of man has devised
in the line 'of street railway possibilities
will_be installed.. And this is the new
Edison storage battery car. .

quickly supersede the ordinary . eféctric
surface can'that .uses. the underground
conduit or overhead trolley- for its power.
It costs $130,000 a ' mile to consfruct a street.
«ar line of the conduit type, while Edison
asserts that a .line that would use his
storage batteries could be built -for $30,000
a mile.. The motive power, .too, he de-
clares, will cost less than that supplied
through the conduits.’

swdn. addition, the battery:cay is’ declared

to be .practically noxseless. and. will put
an-end for all time to the terrible grating
attendant on the - atarting ‘moving and
stopping of the ordinary trolley-car.

It's.no wonder,” declares ‘Edison, ‘‘that
dur people have nervous prostration, with
all the screeching ~ of car wheels and
bumping of flat wheels that go with the
ordinary electric’ car.. Our. car. will do
away with that entirely because in the
first place the storage battery makes it
possible to do away with the heavy trucks
now used. The entire car will:'also be
much lighter, while, with ‘each of ‘the
wheels moving indépendently, there will
be no more friction than in the case of an
automobile.”” :

with wounded.

Under the provisions of the Adulter-
ation Aect the fonowlnx»st&ndards of
quality for milk and its products have
been establlshed by redera.l order-in-
council: -

Milk and Its Products,

1. Milk, unless - otherwise specified,
is_ the fresh, clean and unaltered pro-
‘duct, obtained by the complete, unin-
terrupted milking, under proper sani-
tary conditions, of one or more healthy,
‘e0ws, properly fed and kept excluding,
that obtained within two weéks be-
fore and one week after.calving, and
eontains nqt less than three and one-
quarter per cent:' of milk.fat, and-not
less than eight and one-half-per.cent.
of .milk solids. other than fat.

‘Skim mnk is milk from which a
part or all of the crea.m has been re-
lnos'ed and contains not less than
eight and one-half ‘per cent. of non- -fat
milk. solids.

3. Pasteurized mllk is. milk that has
"been heated ‘below boiling, ‘but suffi-
‘ciently to kill most of the active organ®
isms present; and immediately cooled
to 45 degrees F., or lower,.and kept'at
a temperature not higher than 45 de-
grees F., until delivered to the con-
stimer, at ‘which time is shall not con-
tain more than 10,000 bacteria - per
cubic centimetre.

4. Sterilized milk is milk that-has been
heated ‘at the temperdture ‘of!boiling
water, or higher, for a length of time
sufficient to kill all organisims  pres-
ent; and must be delivered-to the gon-
sumer in. a sterile  condition. , Steril-
ized milk shall not be sold or offered
for:-sale, except in hermetically: closed
containers, bearing .the. words' ‘‘This
milk should be used ™ within' twelve
hours after opening the container.”

Note—(Sec. 5.)—It is evident that
the weight carriéd by the term ‘‘certi-
fied” will depend upon the character
of the organiutlon which assumes re-
sponsibility.. Doubtless, this: will usual-
ly be a local medical association; but
there i nothtn‘ to prevent. any re-
sponsible body of .properly qualified
persons, from undertaking the produc-
tion of certified milks.

It is difficult to see in what manner
the adulteratfon act can be made to
apply to the case of certified mﬂk ex-
cept in the'sense of requiring that a
definite food material must be true to
name.

The requirements above enumerated
are  such that their complete \tulfill-
ment can only be propérly vouched for
by a local system of inspection, not
provided for by the adulteration: act.
The history,of milk certification, in'the
sense described, suffices to prove the |
great beneflts conferred. upon a com-
munity. which adopts such a. method
of ensuring.a pure product-for.the use
of infants and invalids; -and the de-
partment of inland revenue, in admin-
istering the adulteration act, wijll do
everything possible to asgist in secur-
tng the maintenance of the high stan-
dard for certified-milk which has been
set by medical commissions, as above
defined. At the same time it is recog-
nized that the efficient’ carrying out of
this programmeé must chiefly rest with
the local commission.
