The dead are: Harry Boleger, Wm.

DRAMATIC MURDER AT
FASHIONABLE CLUB

U. S. Captain Kills Man He’
Charges With Despoiling

with revolver drawn, held off a throng
of wealthy yachtsmen,  Capt. Feter C.
Haines, jr., of the United States army,
late on Saturday afternoon pumped five
bullets irito the body of William E.
Annis, a rich New York publisher and
the alleged-despoiler of Halnes' home,
on the float of the fashionable yacht
club at Bayside, Long Island.

“If anyone interferes,” said T. Jen-
kins Haines, the brother, who is a not-
ed author. of sea stories, “I will shoot
him down where he stands. This is a
matter between® these two men.”

No sooner had the shooting occurred
than the crowd of yachtsmen, however,
made a move as if to attack, but the
sight of the two brothers, back to back,
their faces white with rage, and the
glint of their pistols wasg enough. N¢
one- tame oOn,

“I am the man. I killed him,” said
Capt. Haines when the police .arrived.
He submitted quietly to arrest and was,
with his brother, taken to Flushing
jail, while Annis was rushed in an au-
tomobile to-Flushing hospital. He had
two bullets in his stomach, one in each
arm and one in the left leg. He died
in a few mniinutes after reaching the.
hospital:

WhHhen the Haines brothers were taken
to the Flushing jail they denied them-
gelves absolutely to newspaper men and
would in no way make a statement as
to the tragedy. From other  sources,
however, it was learned that while
Capt. Haines was in the Philippines his
wife and Annis are said to have beeh
too friendly, and on the return of the -
soldier his wife is said to have confess-
ed. From that day, it is said, Haines
and his wife separated, and she has
passed out of his life, The wreck of his
home, however, is' said to have so
preyed upon the soldier’s mind that he
grew gloomy and morose,: and his
friends feared that he would destroy
himself.

MILLIONS LOST IN
KOOTENAY VALLEY FIRE

Montreal, Aug,

Impossible to Estimate Amount
of Lumber Destroyed—
Outlook in Industry.

Vancouver, Aug. 14.—The lumber in-
dustry in East Kootenay received a

astrous fire at Fernie and other points
in the Crow’s Nest district "according
to W. A, Anstie, secretary of the
Mountain Lumber Manufacturers’ As-
sociation.

Mr, Anstie is here on & brief business
trip. He estimates the loss of stand-
ing timber at millions of dollars, al-
though at this stage approximate fig-
ures are not available. Stocks of lum-
ber aggrezating two million feet and
valued at $360,000 and only partially in-
sured, as well as five sawmills at Fer-
nie, went up in smoke. Nor is this all.
The fire has reduced the sawing capac-
ity of the Kootenay millg by 380,000 feet
every ten working hours. Plans- for
rehuilding the plants have not yet been

| announced by the owners, although 8
{ number of them are most likely to be
i replaced.

“The fire, although a disastrous
blow, will not have the effect of pre-
venting the ,other millm from supplying
the light demand for lumber from the
prairie proyinces,” said Mr. Anstie. “Of
course, with the promise of a good
harvest we are looking for a marked
improvement in the industry later in
the season. We have not advanced
prices since the fire and have 10 pres-
ent intention of doing so. In most in-
stances our millinen are not meeting
the cut' a number of the coast mills
have made in prices on inferior lum-
ber shipping east of the mountains.
An idea of the dullness prevailing may
be gained from the fact that the mills
of the Mundy Lumber Co. near Revel-
stoke and the mills at Pallister on the
main line have been closed down,”

expected that the earnlngs of the secs
ond six months, which is the. heavy
portion of the year, will be at least
sufficiant to permit of a resumption of
dividends on the first and second pre-
ferred stocks, ¥

‘“And to what do you attribute the
reduction in earnings?”’ was asked,

“To the same causes which have led
so many American roads. to either
pass or.reduce their dividends, ;, That
is a, heavy depression in buslne& and
the inability of the railways to curtail
their expenses accordingly. We are  all
doing less business than last year, but
the rates of pay to our employees are
higher than last year, while the cost
of fuel and supplies of all sorts has not
gone dewn with out earnings,

“All through the United States and
Canada earnings of the roads for the
yvear so far have fallen from sixteen
to eighteen per cent. in gross, and very
few, if any, have been able to make
corresponding reductions in their exe
penses.

‘“With regard to the general situa-
tion, I do not regard the half year
ending this June as indicative of the
full year’'s earnings, as it always is
the light half of the year, and we shall
not get into the business catdsed by
the handling of the crops for nearly a
month yvet. With the big crops that we
are promised and the prospects of an
increase in general business conse-
quent thereon, I look for a much bet-
ter six months, from all aecounts, than
that ending“June 30th.”

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NEW YORK PRESS INVITES
ANTI-JAPANESE FEELING

speeches of Count Okuma
Serve as Pretext—AlIiancg
With China.

—

Tokio, Aug. 14.—Special dispatches
from New York and London printed in
Japanese newspapers represent that
tne recent speeches of Count Okuma
attributing the naval expansion pol-
jey of the United States to the sudden
rise of Japanese to the importance of
a world power are arousing intense
indignation and hdve caused a complete
recrudesence of anti-Japanese senti-
ment throughout America.

The New York newspapers are quot-
ed as editorially urging an American-
Chinese alliance for the purpose of off-
setting the belligerance of the Japan-
The mewspapers are quoted .as
giving the views of Wu Tung Fang,
Chinese minister to the United States,
on the subject of an alliance in which
he threatens Japan® with “An = early
evidence of the real power  of the
American Davy.”

Americans residing - in Tokio - and
Yokohama and elsewhere throughout
Japan are extremely indignant. They
pelieve that ‘the special dispatches ex-
aggerate the tone of the New York
newspapers, and it is felt that it is
particularly unfortunate that at this
time anything should be permitted to
retard the increasing friendly relations
of the two nations. In view of the
elaborate arrangements on foot among
the Japanese to welcome the Ameri-
can fleet and the growing cordiality
exhibited on all sides toward -Ameri-
cans. American business men espe-
cially regret the publications because
the revival of the anti-Japanese pro-
paganda in America will undoubted-
ly afford gratification to the competing
countries represented here, and also
seriously damage American trade.

Count Okuma’s frequent utterances
do not create a ripple here and his
most recent one was passed quite un-
noticed by foreigners, until the spe-
cials announced the outcry of Ameri-
can papers. :

Count Okuma is regarded here as'a
doctrinaire politician, who iz now
completely without political’ influence
except in academic circles.

This statement concerning the Amer-
jcan navy and President Roosevelt's
advocacy of its expansion was undoubt-
edly brought out by reports by Con-
gressman Hobson’s: speech in the Dem-
ocratic National Convention,. when he
quoted President Roosevelt as predict-
ing an early war with the Japanese.

The statement which has caused all
the comment was an excerpt from a
5ér_¥s of articles printed in the Hb(";::;

stant’ have I desired or intended to. re-
flect on the honor and courage of the
American navy or its administration,
but it is an incontrovertible fact that
the commercial considerations weigh

Harvesting is Progressing  in
Manitoba—Alberta Farm-
ers Threshing.

Winnipeg, Aug. 14.--Steady rains,
worth millions of dollars to western
farmers, fell during the last twenty-
four hours through the greater part of
southern and central Saskatchewan and
Manitoba, and should prove a potent
factor in saving the oat crop, which has
been seriously affected by the contin-
uous drought.

Probably the rain added two or three
bushels an acre to much of the spring
wheat crop, which was not too far ad-
vanced to benefit. It is only on light

spring wheat showed the full effects of
the drought by ripening .in the straw
before the ear was matured. Heavy
precipitation will fattén out the berries
in wheat not due for cutting for a week
or more, But its most salutary effect
will be on the oat crop, which in many
parts looked llke being the biggest fail-
ure in several years.

“Eyeryone agreed,” continued the
bishop, ““that if divorce was ever to
be allowed, the .plea should rest on one
ground only, infidelity. The confer-
ence was enlit on the gquestion whether
there might be a divorce even on these
grounds. Some contend that the mar-
riage tie is 'so sacred that it should
not be broken for any reason ani
others insisted that the church should
take a more liberal view.

“Of course, the Lambeth conference
is not an executive body, it is merely
consultative, but its recommendations
will get widespread attention., The
conference meets only - once in ten
vears, and is made up of representa-
tives from every country in the world.
Americans played an unusually im-
portant part in the conference: We had
as many as fofty or fifty members
there, a great increase over the pre-
vious one.”

edonia, but inquiry at' the offices of
the.

DROP LETTERS NOW

Change is in Effect, Having
Come Into Force in Vic-
toria To-day.

Ano;:;erwstep in advance has been
taken by the. Dominion governmient,
the ‘benefit of whidh ‘will be felt net
only by the business men and residents
generally of Victoria, but also of ‘every
city in Canada where there is .a mail
delivery . system. Commencing to-day
the postage on drop letters within
cl‘ties where there is a delivéry system
will be only one cgnt per ounce. in-
stead of 2 cents as up to the present.
The direct benefit of this - reduction,
which 18 In keeping with the policy. of
lower postage inaugurated by the pres-
ent Dominion government on - taking
office, will be felt especially by the
business mien of the city who have'a
large number.of accounts to send out
each month. It will simply mean the
cutting in half of the amount which it
now costs them to do this. The total
saving to many Victoria Airms'as a re-
sult will run into a very substantial
sum for the year. : :

Up to the present it has cost as much
to send a letter from one point to an-
other in Victoria as to Halifax. Now
this will' be changed and letters wiil
be carried between points in the city
at half the former rates. This applies
to all letters posted in Victoria, wheth-
er put in the boxes throughout the
city or at the post office, whether they
are’ delivered by carrier or put into the
recipient’s ‘post office .box. Mail in-
tended for the Oak Bay and Esquimalt
post offices, or mailed there for points
in’' the city, however, must have two
cent stamps as heretofore. :

In connection with -the mailing of
accounts- the local. post' office atuhori-

it over as a public work. The latter
is founded on a sort of after-wisdom,
which js the invariable stock-in-trade
of an opposition. The former .is,
therefore, the more irious charge, and
it is well to consider how far the
government can be held responsible.

“Bridge building, on a large scale, is
the most difficult constructive art of
modern times. And the  highest
achievements have, unfortunately, only
been attained at the cost of many
lives. The former Tay bridge, across
the Firth of Tay, in Scotland, is an al-
most historic instance. The bridge was
blown dosn-in-& ‘fierce gale, .while ‘a
train was passing over it, and ' the
whole of the passengers were pitched
into the sea and drowned. A new
bridge was built, without the defects
of the old one, and it has stood for
over twenty years, being kyown as one
of the greatest engineeri’g feats of
the nineteenth cegtury. The Quebec
bride, if it had been built as designed,
would have had an even larger Span.

“Large cantilever bridges, such as
these, call for the highest attainments
in. mechanical skill, They have to be
most carefully designed; and this can
only be done by & process of mathe-
maties, which are the indispensable
equipment of an expert bridge- build-
er. These mathematics are absolutely
beyond the comprehension of the lay
mind, and not one member of parlia-
ment, be it noted, ventured within that
bewildering maze. And this, notwith-
standing the fact that some of them
are supposed to have had englneering
éxperience.

“A big bridge is a noble work. There
has to be the most careful adjust-
ment of parts to the strain which each
has to bear; and the whole strain has
to be as evenly distributed as possi-
ble, so that there shall be no concen-
tration of pressure on meémbers which
are not capable of bearing it. The
whole of this has to be worked out In
the designer’s brain before his plan ma-
terializes into the aerial network K of
steel which bridges the gulf over which
it is interided people shall travel. The
bagis of any large bridge is the aunit
of stress per square-inch, and that
unit is decided in accordance with the
gizé and design of the structure. There
has also to be what is called a mar-
gin of safety in regard to the unit
stresses. THe unit stresses of the Que-
bec bridge were higher than these of
any of the other great bridges of the
world, but it has turned out that there
was not a sufficient margin “of ‘safety,
so' that, even if the bridge had been
completed, it would have been unsafe.

“The immediate cause of the collapse
of the Quebec bridge was the failure
of the lower chords in the anchor arm
near the main pier, and the failure of
these chords was due to their detectlvé
design. :

“While mathematical calculations
are the main guide of a designer, they
do not/provide for everything, and he
has to use his own judgment in regard
to many things that have to be taken
into account: and here the éxperience
of a great engineer comes in. He has
to explore and walk warily, where

ag every neéw bridge, which eclipses,

as an engineering feat, any pre-exist- |
ing bridge, is a projection into the un-
known, there is always a risk of fail-
ure. The Quebec bridge, which Wwas
to have been the biggeést undertaking
of its kind in the world, was, there-
fore, largely &n experiment. The Que-
bec Bridge Company, in making it, did
their best to guard against failure, for
they engaged the first bridge engineer
on the continent, Mr. THeodore
Cooper, of New York, whose interest in
the work was far more than financial,

Mr. Cooper had had 4°long career as a’
suceessful. engineer and had risen to
the top of his profession, and he want- |
&4 to make this bridge, as he said,
the crowning achievement of his life.
| “The feeling behind this aspiration
was what might be expected in a man
so eminent in his profession, and the

very depth of it stood in the way of his
discovering the defect in the plans, The
government proposéd that i\' should
engage an engineer of its own to revise
and check up the scheme, but Mr,

Cooper strongly objected, arguing that
such an appointment would -make him
merely a subordinate and that, as
¢hanges might be made on the recom-
mendation of the governiment’'s engi-
neer, it would affect his responsibility
for the work. Mr. Cooper told the gov-
ernment that he assumed full respon-
#ibility for the plans, and the govern-
ment, at length, fell in with his wishes
and did not appoint an engineer. If the
government had persisted, Mr. Cooper
might possibly have resigned, and then,
in the event of disaster, the govern-
ment would have been blamed for get-
ting rid of the only engineer capable
of doing the work. At least one can
easily imagine such words sliding glib-
1y off the tongues of opposition critics.

“Mr, /Cooper was considered, at that
time, to be the first in his calling, and
the Royal Commission of experts, who
inquired ‘into the disaster, reported that
the confidence shown'in Nim was de-
served. The only inference to be drawn
{s that the engineer, instead of making
the achievement of his life, made the
error of his’life, an error that has cost
him not only the glory at which ‘he
aimed, but a great part of his prévious
hard-won reputation.

“Mr. Cooper was the Quebec Bridge
Company’s consulting engineer; and as
the interests of the government and the
company were identical, the former was

ihe objection of the company’s engi-
neer, who was charged with safeguard-

ing the company’s intérests as against
those of the contractors. But it is
urged, in condemnation of the govern-
ment, that they approved the plans,
and this is said in such a tone as to
leave the impression that the govern-
ment ought to have known better than
to have approved such defective plans.
The ‘members of the government ar.
not expert bridge builders, any more
than their political critics; they have
to accept advice, and they accepted the
advice of an engineer, who was regard-
ed as the king of bridge builders.
‘Where he erred, the government, who
do not know the A. B. C. of bridge
building, ought, of course, to have Been
able to put him-right! So, at least, the
opposition would argue.

“The second charge {§ that the gov-
ernment ought to have taken over the
undertaking in 1903, and not to have
aided the company. But tfis would not
have prevented the disaster. Mr, Coop-
er had been engaged several years pre-
viously, and he would undoubtedly have
béen retained by the government, the
only difference being . that he would
have been the government’s engineer
and not the Quebec Bridge Company's;
the structure would just as assuredly
have fallen down, and the Joss to the
country, as direct owners of the bridge,
would have been us great, if not great-
er, than it is at present with the gov-
ernment as the guarantor of the Que-
be¢ Bridge Company’s bonds. It would
have made no real difference. But, to
hear the opposition t%lk, one would
think that the break«down was due to
the entérprise being in the handsof the
Quebec Bridge Company, and that gov-
ernment ownership would have correct-
ed the wrong Judgment of Mr.. Cooper.”

SASKA'I‘CHEWAN

Latest authentic returns from the
scene  of political conflict in the pro-
vince of Saskatchewan indicate that
the Liberal government of Hon. Walter
Scott will have a substantial majority.
The relative standing of the parties in
the provincial legislature will not be
materially different from their stand-
ing in the first House of Assergbly. The
indications are that when«the full re-
turns are received and the smoke of
battle rises the Scott government will
be somewhat stronger in the Legisla-
ture thany it was. Naturally -our Con-
servative friends attached a good deal

‘of importance to the result. They be-

lieved it would furnish them with an
ilhigtration of what they have been
pleased to term the “flow of the tide of
political antagonism to the Dominien
government.” If they can.find any eévi-
dences of the sign for which they have
been wistfully looking in the result in
Saskatchewan they are welcome to it.
:in considering thé outcome from a
strictly non-partisan point of view
weight shduld be given to certain facts.
Mt. Haultain, the leader of the oppo-
sition, did not conduct the campaign as
a Conservative. He repudiated all con-
nection with that party because he rea-
lized that ‘as a federal party its policy
was very unpopular in the West, The
opposition to Hon, Walter Scott s
kngwn as the Provincial Party. It
adopted as its election cry the right of
the province to all public lands, Its 'po-
sitifon was in a measure analogous to
the position of the MeBride govern-
ment in its demand for better terms.
The attitude of Mr. Haultain was il-
jogical and unfair, because the public
lands of. the West were purcﬂased for
a price from the Hudson’'s® Bay Com-
pany by th# Dqgminion government in

‘the first instance and compensation in

increased subsidies was granted the
new province feor the alienation of the
lands when it was admitted to con-
federation in the second. Our readers
will remember that the better terms
agitators in this province attempted to
make an issue of this very matter,
pointing out how much more generous
were the financial terms granted to
Saskatchewan and Alberta .than were
the subsidies given to British Colum-
bia under the Terms of Union. They
were care\tul not to point out, however,
that certain of the subsidies with which”
the new provinces were endowed repre-
sented payment for public lands, It
would have beeh an easy matter for
the Dominion to transfer the public
lands to the provinces and withhold
special _subsidies. . Possibly it ‘would
have been a popular pelicy to purstie.
But the répresentatives of the different
interests thought at the time that all
purposes would be better served by
giving the provinces an asSured in-
come and reserving the lands free for
actual settlers., In’ that way immi.
gration -would be stimulated and the
country at large would reap thé bene-
fit.  The jadgment thus delivered has
been amply vindicated, as all Canada
knows.

Mr. Haultain gained a considerable
reputation as & public man during his
term-of office as Premier of the North«
west ‘Territories. His c¢onduct since
then has not enhanced that reputation.
His appeals have been chiefly to the
cupidity of the populace. He has beéen
a Conservative all his life, yet when
Conservatism promised to prove a

handicap to his ambition, he abjurea'l

the faith and bécame a Provincial
Righter. Like our Premier of British
Columbia, he raised an issue which he
knew well could never beé accepted by
any federal admnistration. In his pub-
lic career of late yedrs he has been
neither frank, candid, nor honest. He
would- probably have beén more sue-
cessful--cértainly he could not have
been less successful—had he choseén a
more honorable path. e will feel the
sting of his latest defeat very keenly
and probably make wdy for oneé not*.l

afraid to a.cknowlodge his Conserva-
tism.

DOING THINGS TO VICTORIA.

We do not pretend to say for a mo-
ment that the wateérs of Sooke Lake
ought to be reserved exclusively for
the use of the city of Victoria. The
municipality of Oak Bay is doubtless
just as much /entitled to go there for
water for the benefit of its people as
the municipality of Victeria, if it has
the means and i8 détermined to estab-
lish its corporate independence at all
cost. But it will be pertinent to ask,
in view of the announcement of the
Reeve of Oak Bay that the govern
ment has granted rights to that mu-
nicipality co-ordinate with rights pre-
viously reserved exclusively for the
city of Victoria, why the authorities
of the city have not been officially in-
formed of the change in the terms of
the order in council? “ Is it not usual,
as a matter of courtesy at least, to
notify an interested party and glve it
an opportunity to be heard before pro-
ceeding to modify the terms of an in-
strument in which it is wvitally con-
cernied? - The council of the city of
Victoria has received no intimation
from the government that the munici-
pality of Oak Bay hag been granted
rights co-equal with the rights of the
cfty in the waters of Sooke Lake.
Reeve Oliver informs the council that
the rights have been conveyed. He of
course is to be commended for the ac-
tivity he has displayed in pressing
the claims of his municipalty upon the
city and upon the government. But it

U. S. CUTTER CAPTURES .
JAPANESE SEALERS

Two Alleged Poachers Taken
as Prizes in Behring
Sea.

Washington, Aug, 17.—Dispatches re-
ceived on Saturday Ry the department
of justice and the revenue cutter offi-
cials of the treasury department re-
poft that two Japanése poaching ves-
selg“with total erews of fifty-nine men
have been captured by the revenue
cutter Bear, near 8t. Pauls island,
the chief island of the seal group In
Behring sea.

The dispatch réceived by the depart-
ment of justice cameé from Assistant
United States Attorney Rath, at Val-
dez, who informed ‘the department
that the steameér Dora had just put
in there, the captain bringing word of
the capture, with the statement that
the Hinzer ‘Maru, the largest of the
two vessels, was painted white in imi-
tation of the revenue cutter Manning,
which is at San Francisco, and that
in further imitatfon of the ~United
States vessel the Hinzer Maru carried
forward yards of papier mache.

The Hinzer Maru had a crew of
thirty-two men and the Salka Maru a
crew of twenty-seven. The captain of
the cutter Bear, in his dispatch to the
revenue cutter service, says that the
captured men will be taken to Ung2a
Alaska, and turned over to a United
States commissioner. He gays he has
sufficient evidence to convict the men
and it is therefore assumed here that
the vessel captured contained seals.

Two gasoline boats
have recently passed the customs at
Winter harbor ‘on their way to Klas-
kxino and a number of settlers have
gone there from neighboring poimés.

At Winter harbor the cannery is at
work putting up humpback salmon, the
cohoe run mot having commenced, ac-
cording to further advices by the
steamship, and the humpbacks will be
salted for the Japanese trade. This
.year the Winter Harbor Cannery Com-
pany is making an experiment of op-
eration as it is not known yet whether
enough salmon can be taken to justify
working the-plant. One of the chief
drawbacks is that the company will
have to pay the new provincial gov-
ernment tax of $100 in addition to $100
paid to the Dominion government and
it is probable that the profit off the fish
this year will not cover this expendi-
ture in the way of taxes.

As other terri-
tories are from time fo time carved
out of the Dominion, each will have
a separate doat of arms, which will
have to be added to the shield.' Is the
flag of the United States ‘“‘deficient”
because a new star is added from, time
to time when a new state is admitfed?
Flags are a growth, The Union Jack
itself went through many changes in
two centuries ‘to indicate additions of
territorial sovereignty. Why . should
not the Canadian flagr do the same?
Retrospectively a flag may appear de-
ficlent. For the present, and so long
as we cannot anticipate history, it is
sufficient.

Mr. Walker proceeds :“It may serve
very well for the Canadian mercantile
marine; but I myself, 24 years a Can-
adian, would prefer something more
digmﬂed than an augmenta.})on of a
mercantile flag for the emblem of the
Dominion of Canada.” Thé words
“augmentution of a nercantile flag”
sound discouraging. It is like speaking
of people as being “in . trade,” It
sounds ‘better when we  say that the
Red Ensign, to use the words of the
London Times, is that form . of the
Union Jack ‘“‘which is presented by
every British vessel at sea, not being
a man of war or a vessel otherwise
privileged to wear a different design.”
It is Great Britain itself, soclally, in-
dustrially and in eévery way with the
exceptions mentioned. 1Is there any
objection to the Canadian flag being
an augmentation of such a flag? 1If
so I fail to see it. Indeed there is
some question whether the red ensign

“There is, indeed, no common agree-
ment as to what the national flag is.
Lord Hawkesbury insists that it is the
red ensign and nothing else.’! .The
reason the Times gives for - favering
the use of the Union Jack on shore in
England, instead of the red ensign, is
‘“Jeat naval susceptibilities should be
offended.” Certainly no_ such reuon
obtains here.

I will not follow Mr. Walker through
the rest of his letter. It may be pes-
sible in the future to imprové on the
present design of the Canadian flag,
just as it is reasonable to suppose
that with the growth of the British
Empire the Unilon Jack itself may be
altered or augmented to give expression
to the new conditions territorially. But
it "does not foHow that because our
flag is undergoing a process of evo-
lution, it-should be ordered down!

And what justification is there for
saying “that if the minister had done
otherwise he -would ha.ve li.cted1 in"an
abno! 1 manner . Did the 18]
lure‘?New Brunwiok’ act "nbnm-
ly” .in providing that the Canadhm en-
sign must be flown on every school in
thaf province? Would it be _abnormal
to .allow the flag ‘“which hés come to
be considered as the recognized flag of
the. Dominion, both'ashore ang:afloat”
—to use the words of Lord Stafiley—
to continue to fly from the.flagstaffs
of our' schools? If“the Canadian en-
sign is the recognized flag, surely ft
would be normal rather than ‘abnormal
to continue to fly it? TUnless there is
something ocecult in the science of flag
fiying which we ordinary mortals can-
not comprehend, I must confess that I
can discover no force whatever in Mr.
Walker’s reasoning in .this connectlon,

The reference to ' politics in Mr,
Walker's letter seems' quite uncaled
for. As long as politicians govern us
they are responsible for the govern-
mernt . which we receive. I confeas T
Would feel freer, if anything, in at-
tacking a Liberal government  should
it proscribe the Canadifan flag. 'The
question is one, however, of a natioral
rather than a party nature, and he
would be a degenerate indeed who
would allow his party allegiance - to
displace his love of ms country and his
flag.

PEN PICTURE OF
DESTRUCTION OF FERNIE

| Town Enveloped in Flames in

the Twinkling of an
~ Eye.

Very few pen pictures of the terri-
ble calamity which overtook .the city
of Fernie on Saturday last, give a suf-
flelentiy realistic representation of the

scene, The English tongue does not pos- !

sess words that can adequately express
the torments suffered by many of those
who went through and witnessed the
exciting events of 'those few fateful
hours, when the fire god descended in
wrath on the little town nestling be-
tween tHe mighty hills and executed
diré destruction on its peacefu] inhab-
itants,

A bright blue overhead, ~a gentle
breeze which gave no hint in its soft
murmurings of the ferocious force and
terrible velocity which it was soon to
attain, ushered in the day; the usual
daily tasks were performed and men,
in keeping with the old Biblical injunc-
tion, were earming their hread-by the
sweat of their brow, with no premoni-
tion of the terrifying and harrowing
sights they were-goon-to witness, or of
the part they themselves were to play
in the great drama which was soon to
be enacted.

All was suddenly ‘changed. The sky
beécaic overcast with billowy clouds of
smoke; a darkness, such as that which
sometimes precedes a. severe electrical
storm, settled like a pall over the doom-
ed éity; a distant rear, louder and yét
louder, smote on the ear of the startled
citizens; they retognized the signifi-
canceé of what' that 'roar meant, “and
for the first time realized that the de-
mon- fire had [eaped the swift-running
Elk river and was rushing forward with
ever inereasing®’ ‘énergy toward their
homes, consumiig” all that lay in ‘its
Q}th It struck: the city on-the south
and west ‘simultdheously, and in the
twinkling of an‘éye great flames of fire

shot' vicidusly in' 'the air in all direc- |

tions, and flyingy‘embers, ‘like shooting
stars, hurled ' themselves among the
frightened people and set ﬁre to their
homes.

The storm- burstin all its' intensity,
great trees wereciuprooted or twisted
like straws; suffecating clfouds of dust
and ‘smoke filled the air;: the heat be-
came intense, and the waiting people
sought refuge in-fight. An Hheroic band
of: fire-fighters, heedless of the turmoil
and stifling atmesphere, stood their
ground and fought for their homes with
the desperation of despair, and the
raging elements, ‘as if touched by their
courage and.devotion, passed them by,
and’ with renewed fury, descended on
another part of the town.

Panic strickn humanity fled before
the terrible onsi¥ught; mothers seized
thelr’ children ‘and ran, while strong
men' endeavored o guide ‘them to
safety, Fire burkt upon them on every
side, as great buildings one by o6ne fell
victims to the irresistible force of pent
up fury. The whole valley became a
seething, roaring furnace and exhaust-
ed men despaired of finding a haven of
refuge for those Who Were entrusted to
their care, Two isolated buildings were
the haven to which many flew, and here
the battle was continued with renewed
vigor. - Time and again’ the result hung
in the balance, till ultimately courage,
persevergncé and human effort won the
day. -In the ‘other parts of the town
similar battles ‘wére being waged.

Train crews$, regardless of their own
safety, gathered up the fleeing pgpulace,
and carried ‘theln through the very
jaws of death, to places of safety. It
was a race- for life in every secfion of
the town and though the great majority
came through the baptism of fire un-
scathed, others fell by the wayside and
became victims of the insatiable greed
of the fire ‘fiénd. *

No ¢ne will ever know of all the
cases of heroism that were pérformed
that gatal day, their noble deeds will go
a.c tb posterity unsung. The story

The mine
owners are not shipping much en ae-
count of the low-priced market for cop-
| per.

““T'he White Horse railway has practi-
cally completed the spur line running
into the coprner belt, and when the tone
of the market becomes better, there will
be ample [acilities for shipment, At
present there are‘not more than a hun.
drad men engaged in the mines.

“In the Alsack country back of White
Horse there is quite a little placer min-
ing going on. There are about 150 pros-
pectors in the country looking for gold
and one man, who is" working on Ruby
creek 'is confident that he will take out
$10,000 worth of the yellow metal this
summer,

“At Sheep creek there are two Vic-
toria men working and they -expect to
make a little pile. Developmént is also
going on along Biurwash creek.”

When Mr. Dumoutier first went to the
Yukon from Quebec, hé could not speak
a word of English., This was nine
years ago, and he is now the master of
a clear and fluent English, all of which
he Jearnt in the north-land with the aid
of a few papers and books. He is

AMUR TOOK PLANT OF.-

Steamship Brings News of

new townsite of Queen Charlotte, for
the new mill of the Moresby Island
Lumber company. Thomas B. Ives, of
Minneapelis, who js interssteéd 'in the
company, was 4 passenger. The Amur
returned to port last evening with news
of further development on Moresby
island.. People are going into Queen
Charlotte each trip and staying there,
and while _the settlement of the islands
is within normal bounds, it is proceed-
ing steadily. The officers of the
Amur are greatly interested in the pro-
gress of the new townsites and enter-
prises and are all optimfstic as regards
the future of the islands.

From the Awaya-Ikoda mine at Jed-
way the Amur brought down 170 tons
of .copper ore to Ladysmith for the
smelter and to Vancouver she carried
about 10,000 feet of lumber from the
Jedway sawmill.

Fishing on the Naas and Skeena this
year has been far filom good, accord-
ing to advices by the C. P. R. steam-
ship, and the canneries will scarcely
have a pack up to anticipations. /All
the boats will be throu§h during the
mext few days.

Among the passengers coming south
on the Amur were Messrs. Parks and
Davis_ mining men who are interested
In the islands. The steamship will
sail' again for the north to-morrow

night.

WORK ON TRAIL
ON WEST COAST

LIFE-SAVING ROAD IS
NEARING COMPLETIQON

Many Difficulties Encountered
in Carrying Out Govern-
ment Enterprise.

Excellent progress is being made op
the West Coast trail, which is be
constructed by the Dominion g«
ment for live-saving purposes. Ur
Supt. J. D. MacDonlad’s direction
road has been built from Banfield cr
to some distance eastward of Michigan
creek, and by the timé the season closes
the trail will be almost entirely com-
pleted.

About eighty men, divided
number of camps, have been at work
on the trail since the beginning of the
summer, and in the face of their en-
ergy a clearing from eight to ten feet
widée has been hewed through the thick
woods that cover the inhospitable
western shores of the island at- its
southern extremity, A fine trall, so hard
and well-laid that a bicycle can be rid-
den with ease upon large portions of {t,
has beéen carried through the clearing,
commencing at Pachena near the bjuff
overlogking the scene of the Valencia
disa in the direction of Ca “amh
where, according to present plans, the
trail V\ill end, although it is pos
that it may be continued in the (vnq re
as far as Bonilla point.

could be advantageously utilized to
send a line to a shored vessel. At the
present time it is possible to walk
with comfort from Banfield creek to a
point a few miles wést of Carmanah
through a country that was, up to a
couple of years ago, almost unknown
and is now, from the reason’ of its for-
ést entanglements and genera] ragged-
ness, far from fully explored.

It is impossible for one who has not
soen the trail in process of construction
to realize the difficulties that have been
encountered by its builders, and it
greatly redounds tg the credit of both
Mr, Macdonald and his workmen that
8o much has been accomplished in the
facé of such obstaclés ds have been
presented to them.

From Pachena bay eastward the trail
has had to be literally built up; as the
topography of the coutry is baflling in
the extreme to the road-builder. Large
tracts of rough ground covered with
great quantities of decayed vegetation
have been crossed by laying a bed of
dry brush and runnihg the gravel trail
across it. Rocks have been blasted out
to make way for the road, and barring
slreamg have béen bridged in a most
workmanlike mannef with pony-truss
tridges and bents. The approaches to
these bridges have been made as grad-
ual as possible;” 4nd the fbors have
been carried high above the water to
prevent' carrying away in the winter
freshets,

The width of the trai] is from four
to six feet, and it is ditched wherever
necessary to keep it drained and pre-
vent -damage from rains. The side hills
are timbered to prevent landslip, and
the Jow places corduroyed to make
them- solid.

The work accomplished from the be-
glaning of the season until the end of
July is summed up in the following
table which, through the "courtesy of
the department of public works, the
Times is able to réep¥oduce:

Summary of work done on West Coast
Trail (season 1908) to July 25th.

Fourteen thousand eight hundred and
fifty lineal feét of ditching.

Two hundred and eighteen culverts
two to six feet wide, full width of trail.

Fifty linea] yards corduroy in swamp.

Five hundred lineal yards corduroy
in soft places om trail,

Twelve cubic yards rock blasting in
cut.

Thirteen cubic yards rock blasting
boulders,

Five miles (approximately) brushing
and gravelling.

One thousand two hundred' and
eighty-six lineal feet bridges, including
thrée pony-trussed of 40-63 feet respec-
tively, remainder on bents.

Approximately the total length of the
trail is weli over twenty miles that will
be completed before the season closes,
and if it is found impossible to, com-
plete the work this yéar, the greater
portion will, at least, be available for
life-saving purposeés in case of wréck.

Work on ‘the trail has been greatly
facilitated this vear by the acquisition
of the launch Anano, which hag proved
of great value to the department. At
the same time the trai] is now being
carried over the final leg, where the
coastline is most uninviting and where,
even in calm weather, it is most difficult
to make landing in small boats. The
trail workers will probably make their
next bage at Clo-oose, where the launch
can be stationed with safety.

Outbound bound from Bremerton the
cruiser Colorado, of the United States
Pacific division, went aground off
Double bluff, Whidbey Island, opposite
Port Ludlow, shortly _betore 11 o'clock
this forenoon, The warship struck fair-
ly heavily, and a tug has betn dis-
patched from Bremerton to. assjst her |
in the hope of Hoating her at high tide.

Wireless reports have been received
from the cruiser at Bremerton which
indicate that, while she is not taking
water, she may be seriously damaged,
as the place of her strandingsjs rock
bottom and is charted as having ten |
fathoms of water over it. It is probable {
that thHe Colorado got in too close to the
bluff while steaming up Admiralty In-
let, and failed to change her course in
time when off the end of the island. In
thig case she would probably run bows
on to some rocky obstruction which
would .result in considerable damage.

The Colorado was the first warship to |
leave Bremerton, the cruisers Washing-
ton and Tennessee being scheduled to
leave to-night, and the Pennsylvania
on Monday.
