Qu the contrary, the fact that Russia, in
accordance with Japan’s  request is
actually reviewing the matters in dis-
pute, is regarded as a favorable sign. It
is pointed out that had Russia: replied

Proyide For Emergencies.

Tokio, Dec. 29.—An emergency ordin-
ance promulgated late last night invests
its government with practically unlimit-
ed credit for the purposes ef military de-
fence. Three other ordinances were is-
sued relating, first, to the Seoul-Fusan
railway, which is brought closer under
official control; second, to the revision of
organization of the Imperial military
headquarters in war time; third, to the
creation of a war council in war time.
These ordinances, it is considered, com-
pletely provide for all emergencies.

Russia Sends Artillery.

Moscow, Dec. 290.—Twelve batteries of
the four Grenadier brigades of field ar-
tillery, stationed in and around Moscow,
have been selected for service in the Far
East. Their early departure is expected,
which will place 108 field guus at the dis-
posal of Viceroy Alexieff. It is said here
that all the volunteers living at their
homes who, as graduates of high schools,
are privileged to serve only a year with
the colors, have been ordered into bar-
racks. Extensive movements of troops
egstward have been reported.

Negotiations Not Complete.

London, Deec. 29.—It was said at the
Japanese legation here to-night that no
sale had yet been effected of the Argen-
tine warship now building at Genos,
Italy, for the purchase of which Japan
is now negotiating. Russia has made a
counter bid and the negotiations are con-
tinuing.

It is stated that at yesterday’s lunch-
eon the Emperor unreservedly invited
the senior statesmen and councilors to
give ‘their advice on the existing crisis.

JFrench View,

Paris, Dec. 29.—It was “asserted
authoritatively to-day that the French
government does not believe that war be-
tween Russia and Japan will break out.”
It is declared that the Japanese note
which Russia is now ‘considering is not
an ultimatum, and it i1s further asserted
that it does not even suggesty a date
within which a reply shall be ihade by
the Russian government. O of the
diplomats accredited to Russia says the
Russian government considers the Jap-
anese reply to be “rather satisfactory.”
It is said that there is no reason to be-
lieve that the megotiations will be inter-
rupted by Russia’s reply, but will con-
tinue until the details of an agreement
are adjusted and that Russia will show
her willingness to meet Japan more than
half way, but along thé lines already
cabled to the Associated Press.

The Cologne Gazette considers that
this dispatch is an admission that Japan |
has a good elgim o defend her interests
in Southern™iov®1 by force of arms, and
controverts the rumors to the effect that
Russia would regard the landing of any |
apanese force in Southern
{ Korea as a casus belli, The paper con-
cludes: “The attitude of Russia on this
question may therefore be regarded as
a further concession on her part.”

Colonel Henry, in
his own hand, annotated the telegram
April, 1894. The  colonel, however,
neglected to remember that the month
of April had only thirty days, fo: in the
document there is a mention of the
31st of the current month.” The un-
authenticity . of the telegram could have
been established had the court of Ren-
nes appreciated the importance of the
Finally it developed that in the
telegram where the words “Ce Canaille
de D.” appear, the initial “D.” had been
substituted for the letter “P.” The orig-
inal -copy, written by M. Cribelin,- the
kéeper “of the ‘archives of the war of-
fice, carried the letter “P.” The scratch-
ing upon the paper was apparent, but
M. Bertillon, the handwriting = expert,
testified that the letter “D.” was cor-
rect. It is now claimed he was in
error.

LOWERING WAGES.

Ten Per Cent. Reduction at Bridge
Works and on Railway.

Philadelphia, Deec. 28.—Thé wages of
the pieceworkers at the American Bridge
Company’s works were reduced ten per
cent. to-day. A thousand men are af-
fected.

TROTTING RECORD.

Protest Against Official Recognition of
the Time Made in September By
Lou Dillon.

New York, Dec. 29.—The Sun to-day

has the following:

“Robert E. and Frederic Bonner, sons
of the late Robert Bonner, have lodged
with the secretary of the American Trot-
ting Register Association, a protest
against the official recognition of the re-
cord made by C. K. F. Billing’s mare,
Lou Dillon, which at the Glenville track
at Cleveland last September started to
beat the record of 2.08% made by Robert
Bonner’s great mare Maud S, 18 years
before. Lou Dillon trotted the mile in
2.05. The ground of protest is that Lou
Dillon did not make her mark under the
conditions in which Maud 8 made hers.”

ARCHBISHOP ENTHRONED.

Impressive Ceremony at the Roman
Catholic Cathedral of West-
minster.

London, Dec. 29.—The Mosi Rev.
Francis Bourne, Roman Catholic arch-
bishop of Westminster, was enthrcned in
the new cathedral of Westminster this
morning with_impressive ceremonies.

The cathedral is the first Roman
Catholic cathedral that has stood in the
Metropolitan See of England since the
Reformation. It is situated half a mile
west of Westminster Abbey, and is a
magnificent structure of the Byzantine
style, with a great camparile of red
brick banded with Portland stone, three
hundred feet high and crowned with a
metal dome surmounted by a double
cross of bronze.

The expenditure on the entire edifice
1up to the end of October was just over a
million dollars.

MASSACRED BY NATIVES

Missionary and Eighteen of His Follow-
ers Killed in Liberia.

Washington, Dee. 29.—United States
Minister Lyon has reported to the Am-
eriean state department that from Mon-
rovia, Liberia, the details of the massa-
cre in an African forest of a white mis-
sionary named John G. Tate, with all of
his followers, 18 in number.

The massacre! took place on March
15th, 1901, Thie first detailed account
has just come tp hand in an affidavit by
Mrs. Mary L. Allen, a white missionary
in Liberia. She had the story from some
of the native fribesmen. Tait had a
large mission and farm, and maintained
a school. All were murdered and their
heads taken a§ trophies.

Washingten, Dee. 29.—An Ottawa dis-
patch containing a statement credited to

lvlder Secretary of State Pope, regard-
ing ‘the. presence of = warships  on. the
Great Lakes. has been printed here.

The American state department has
not been informed up to this moment that
the Canadian government contemplates
placing an armed cruiser on the lakes in

" theatre; the newest, the largest and as
far-as human power could make it, the
rsafest theatre in Chiago, A few of
those people were burned to death by
. fire, many were suffocated by gas and
scores were trampled to death in the
“panic that followed the mad plunge of
the frightened audience for the exits. -
The acconnts of the'origin of. the fire
are conflicting, but , the Best reason
given is that an electric wire on the
tower. part of a piece of drop scenery
suddenly broke and was grounded. The
“fire spread rapidly towatd the front of
“the stage, causing the members ‘of the
“«chofus, who were then engaged in the
performance, to flee to the wings with
“sereams of terror. - The fire in itself
up to that time was not serious, and
possibly could have been checked had
‘not the asbestos curtain’ failed to work.
As soon as the fire was discovered Ed+
die Foy, the chief comedian of the coms
pany, shouted to lower the curtain, and
‘¥his was immediately done. That drop-
“ped “half way and then" 'stuck. The
fire thus' was given practically a flue
through which a strong draught  was
setting, aided by the doors, which had
“‘been thrown epen in the front of - the
theatre.

Only g faint idea’
of its horror could be derived from the
aspect of the bodies. There lay women
on the top of these masses of dead wWho
““had been overtaken by death as'they
were crawling on their hands and knées
over the bodies of thosé who had died
pefore. - Others, with arms stretched out
in the direction toward which lay" life
and safety, holding in their' hands frag-
imenits of garments which they had'not
thrown away. They were evidently
torn from the clothing -of others wt‘xom
{hey had endeavored to pull down and
trample underfoot as they fought for
their liyes. ’ ;
‘A's ‘the police removed layer after
layer of dead in those doorways, the
sight became too much ever for the
police and firemen, hardened ‘as they are
to such sights, to endure. The  bodies
were in such an inextriéable mass and
so tightly jammed between the sigles of
the door and walls that it’was impos-
sible to lift them one by one and carry
them out. The only possible thing to
do was to seize a limb’ or ‘Ssome other
portion of the body and pull “with main-
strength. Men worked at the task with
tears running down their cheeks, and
the «obs of the rescuers could be heard
«ven in the hall, below whpre‘the awful
scene was being enaeted.” A number
of the men were compelled to abandon
their tasks and give it over to others
whose nervés had not-as'¥et been shak-

Suffocated by Gas.

Others‘wére bent over the backs-of
seats where they had been thrown by
the rush of people for the doors, ana
killed with hardly a chance to rise from
their seats.  One man was found with
his back ben* rearly double his spinal
co.umn had been fractured as he was
thrown backwards. A woman was found
cut nearly in half by the back of the
seat, she having been forced over it.

In the aisles nearest to the doors the
scenes were harrowing in the extreme.
Bodies lay in every conceivable attitude,
bhalf naked, the look on their faces re-
vealing some portion of the agoay which
must have preceded their death. There
were scores of people whose entire faces
had been trampled completely off by the
heels of those ‘who rushed over them,
and in one aisle the body of a. man was
found with, not a vestige of clothing,
flesh. or bone réemaining above the waist
.ine. The entire upper portion of his
. body had bheen cut m two and earried-
away by the feet of those  who- had
tramwrpled on him. A Starch was made
with the hope of finding the head, but
. at a late hour it had not been discovered,
and all that . will ever tell his friends
who he was is the color and appearance
of the clothing on the lower limbs, and
this is in such a condition to be hardly
recognizable,

The theatre had been constructed but
a short time, ,and its equipment was
not all yet in place. This included, un-
fortunately, a fire escape in the rear
of the building. The small iron bal-
conies to which the iron ladder was to
be attached were up, but the ladder had
not yet been constructed:” “When" the
pani¢c was at its height. a great num-
bér of women ran for the fire escapes
ottly to find'as they emerged from the
doorway upon the little platformr that
they were thirty te forty feet from: the
ground, a fire behind and no méthod
of escape in front, Those who reached
the platform .first endeavored to hold
the flooring and. to keep the crowd that
pressed upon them from the rear. The
effort was utterly useless, and in a few
moments the iron ledges were jammed
,with crowds ‘of women who screamed;
fought and ' tore at each other like
maniaes, This lasted but a brief inter-
val, and the rush from the interior of
the 'building ' became  se violent  that
many of them were crowded off and fell
{o the granite pavement below. Others

The members of the theatrical com-
pany, being on the first floor, had com-
paratively little difieulty in. reaching
the street, although their situation was
for a mement . highly ecritical because
of the speed with which the flames
swept through the mass of scenery in
the flies and on the stage.

Eddie. Foy, principal comedian in the
play, ‘was one of the last to escape by
getting out .through a rear door after
assisting the women . menmbers of the
company to safety. He went into the’
Sherman House in. his stage .costume
and with ‘his face covered with grease
paint im order to secnre surgical attend-
ance for some burns he had received.
In describing the comxmencement:of the
fire Foy attributed’ the ' cause of the
catastrophe to the failure of the fire-
proof curtain-to work properly. Be-
cause of this, he said, the flames readily
obtained access to the main part of the
theatre, and the draught, carrying with
it ‘gas as well as fire; :

theatre and being anxious to learn some-
thing of them. The conduct of the police
was beyond all praise. - The officers held
their groumrd firmly, and gently ipushed
back all who'sought to gain an entranee
to the theatre, a’though in | instances
frantic people ‘anxiouns te look for their
loved omes actually beat the officers with
their fists in  their rage at being pre-
venteu. In spite of the efforts of the
police, however, a large number of peo-
pe succeeded in .breaking through the
lines and entering.

Statement by Proprietors.

Chicago, Pec. 31.—Will J: Davis and
Harry J. Powers, proprietors of the
Iroquois theatre, made the following
statement at 1.20 this (Thursday) morn-
ings / %

“So far as we have been able to ascer-
‘tain the cause or causes of the most un-
fortunate accident of the fire in the Iro-
quois, it appears that one of the scenie
draperies was mnoticed to have . ignited
from some cause, It was detected before
it had reached an appreciable flame, and
'the ' city' fireman who is detaifed con-
Lstantly on duty srheti'the theatre'is open-
ied, noticed it -simultaneously - with the
electrician. - The fireman, who 'wis only
afew feet: away, immediately pulled a
tube of ‘kilfire,” of ¢ which there’ were
many hung -about-the stage, and threw
. the.contents upon the blaze, which would
have been mere:than enough if the ‘kil-
fire’ had been effective, and would have
.extipguished .the, flame, but .for.. some
cause it had no effect. The fireman and
electrician. then ordered down 'the awvbes-
tos curtain and the fireman threw the
contents of another tube of ‘kilfire’ upon
the blaze, but with no better result. The
commotion thus: caused excited. the
audience, who immediately started for
the exits, of which there are 25 of un-
usual width, all opening out and ready
fo' the hand of any one reaching them.
The draught thus caused, ‘it is believed,
had before the curtain had. been.com-
pletely lowered,, produced a bellying of
‘tlie asbestos curtain,.causing a pressure-
on the guides against the solid brick wall
of the proscenium, this stoppiyg its des-
cent. Every effort was made by those on
the stage to pull it down, but the draft
was 80 great it 'seem(;d that the pressure
“against the prosceminm wall and frietion
‘caused thereby ‘was'@ so strong that it
could not be overcome. The audience be-
camé panic-stricken in their. efforts -to
reach the exits and tripped and fell over
each other, blocking the way. Theé audj-
ence was promptly admonished and im-
I portuned by persons on the stage and in

the auditorium to be calm and avoid any
rushing, that the exits and the fa.cilities
for emptying the theatre were ample to
enable all to get out without confusion.”

Estimates of Dead.

Estimates of the dead and injured
vary. The police count of dead is 536.
The estimate of the newspapers is 562.
There -are fifty-five ‘people missing at
midnight, the - majority of whom are
probably among the dead in the inorgue
and various ufidertaking establishments.
Eighty-six of the dead have been posi-
tively identified and ninéty-t'wo others are
known to be injured.

Witness said that from October, 1898,
until the time he’ went to San Leandro
in April, 1899, Alexander Dunsmuir
usually did not come to the office until
after luncheon. Alexander - Dunsmuir
and witness usually ‘went to the shipping
exchange in the afternoom in order to,
satisfy themselves as to affairs. Wit-
ness had seen Alexander Dunsmuir un-
der the influence of liquor at the Grand
hotel, He would be absent from the
office for days at a time. Witness knew
that he was seriously ill just before
'going to San Leéandro. Alexander Duns-
muir was constantly under the care of
a physician during that time, and for
some time previous. He could not re-
member that Alexander Dunsmuir was
weak when he went to San Leandro in
consequence of an illness he had just
gone through.

At luncheon witness and Alexander
Dunsmuir drank a glass or fwo of beer
or claret, mever whiskey. After luncheon
they went back to the office or to the
exchange. He never saw . Alexander
Dunsmuir drinking excessively. He
went home about 3.30. There was no
indication of excessive drinking during
the day. He had found him in -bed at
San Leandro. He was unable to say
whether he drew the inference that
Alexander Dunsmuir was ill from exces-
sive drinking. Witness had seen Alex-
ander Dunsmuir drink ‘more than was
good for anyone while he was at San
Leandro.

On Saturday morning at 11 o’clock the
board of fire underwriters will hold an
investigation into the fire which hroke
out at'the Army and Navy clothing store;
Government on Wednesday. The origin
of the conflagration is considerably of 'a
mystery, the theory that a defective
stove pipe or flue was responsible bemg
discredited.

The fire was discovered about half-
past eleven, when the flames were seen
rigsing from:the centre of the roof. The
department was at once notified and
quickly responded, most of the head-
quarter’s apparatus being utilized. The
flames spread with marked rapidity,
lieking up the roof timbers at a great
rate., Chief Watson and his men, how-
ever, soon had several heavy streams
playing on the fire, and gradually brought
it under control. The fight was the most
stubborn the firemen had fought for a
long time, and it was only by dint of the
hardest kind of work that the flames
were prevented from spreading to other
buildings.

As stated, the origin of the fire is un-
known. Clerks employed in the store left
shortly after eleven o’clock, and no sign
of fire was to be seen then. It is under-
stood there was no fire in the stove after
seven o'clock, which disposes of the de-
fective flue theory. The blaze broke out
on the second floor; where a large
guantity of furniture had been stored.
The loss is roughly estimated at $5,000.

The place is heavily insured. The sum
of $17,500 was carried on the goods,
. $2,000 on the furniture stored above and
$500 on the fixtures. The buil l]ing
which is owned by Mrs. Quagliotti, is/in-
sured for $3,000.

lers. So great is Mr. Parson’s faitly in
his invention that he offered to design a
cruiser of less than 8,000 tons, engined
up' to .80,000 indicated horse-power, and
capable of travellirg at 44 knots, a mat-
ter of about fifty miles an hour.

Marine engincers will watch the re-
sults -attained by the new Allan liner
with'immense interest. In the American
trade speed is of much value, providing
the cost is not too great, and the steam-
ing of the first turbine steamship of
large size to be construeted will undonbt-
edly have an important influence on the
future development of the means of tran-
sit between Europe and Canada.

It may be added that it is claimed for
the new turbine system that it confers
the following benefits: Increased speed
per indicated horse-power, economy in
coal, reduced weight for machinery,
smaller staff in the engine room, and
practically no vibration.—Exchange.

French Minister Making Strenuous Ef-
forts to Preserve Peatce:

nin trade. Almost every farmer pur-
chases yearly séed of grain or grasses
; nd clovers with little thonght of “intro-
. ducing’ weed seeds in this way. As a

“ seed perfectly free from iveed seeds of
" some kind. Ocecasionally these are not
particularly injurious, but not frequently
théy are mose undesirable, and, being in-
t » unconsciously, gain a strong
foothold before their presence is suspect-
ed. In this connection some particuiars
of the analysis of seeds from the depart-
ment of agriculture at Ottawa should be
of interest, as théy show to what extent
these conditions prevail.

Of over two hundréd samples of
timothy analyzed during 1903 only four
- had no weed seeds in -them; in the others
over thirty different kinds of weed seeds
were represenfed. Of these cinguefoil,
peppergrass, sheep sorrel, ribgrass, false
flax, lamb’s-quarters, Canada thistle and
white cockle were most commonly pre-
sent, often at the rate of several thou-
wand per pound. In red clover and
alsike, of each of which there were sey-
eral hundred samples -analvzed, there
were upwards of forty speeies of weed
seeds, those being commonest whose size
approximated that of the clover seed.
Thus in red clover were commonly found
curled dock, Canada thistle, white cockle
and ribgrass, while in alsike, false flax,
white cockle, sheep sorrel, cinquefoil and
black medick were prevalent.

The primary cause for this prevailing
condition is no doubt
weeds: with the crop for seed, and the
tendency of farmers to buy improperly
cleaned seeds beeause they are cheaper
than, and to a casual examiner, equally
as good as dearer grades: It is usually
safe to regard cheap seed as of inferior
gual;tty and on this account to avoid buy-
ing it. 5

Dodder was present in twelve samples
{ ofired clover at an average rate of 418
seéeds per pound; this ig
mere than was the case & year ago, and
was no doubt due to more seed being im-
ported from the south, where this par-
asite thrives much betfer than here. The
amalysis of several samples obtained
from Chili showed that dodder iy a very
common impurity in sced from that
country, one samuple having upwards: of
seven hundred seeds per 'pound  and
others somewhat Jess.

elover, The germination was uniformly
over ninety per.ccnt. The average qual-
ity was therefore considerably - better
thf.m that of the seeds retailed in Can-
adian markets. It should always be re-
membered, however, by buyers that,
while the average ‘quality of Canadian
seeds may be low, the highest grades are

Mr. Wilson, in explaining the ‘situa-
tipn; said that the ' action the com-
pany proposed +to take was forced
upon them by the new schedule of
taxation on timber.. They had, he con-
tinued, invested about $75,000 in, timber
on Vancouver Island, which had cost
them on the awverage of one dollar a
thousand -feet board mieasure standing.
Logging -the timber costs from $3.50 to
$4.50. more and towing the logs, 7 eents.
The total -cost thus came to about $5.75
per thousand.

‘We might, of course,” said Mr, Wil-
son, “build a ‘mill here, but what guar-
antee have we that we shall not be
taxed out of existence if we do? Look
at the facts. We come in here, we in-
vest our money and we maké ready to
do business, having first of all examined
the econditions exidting. We find thaf
there is a field for the industry we pro-
pose to operate, and sve spend a big sum
o1 mopey getting ready. \LVe buy the
standing timber, we bring in machivery,
and we open the logging ¢amps. We
emp.oy only white’ men and pay them
good wages. We buy our supplies here
in Nanaimo, and what we cannot get
here we get in Vancouver. So f'gr you
see, it is all outlay. Then just as we
have our first boom ready in comes this
law and we are ‘closed up, ‘We do- not
think this is- fair to u®, and we do not
think it is fair to the country itself. "It
is a direct ‘injury to business on  the,
Island, sinee it means stopping us from
working, but it is worse ‘than that, it is
a bad advertisement for -the province,
When people hear how we have been
treated they are not likely to consider
Brtish Colurdbia a suoitable field for in-
vestment.

“It would not have been so bad if they
had given us time to turn round. But
they did fiot even do that. The laW
went into operation immediately and I
have just paid taxes on logs we had al-
ready cut before the medsure was fairly
bafore the House, ;

“We contend,” concluded Mr, Wilson,
“that the bill is unjust and exorbitant.
We have also reason to believe that it is
illegal, sinee it really amounts to an ex-
port.tax on logs and such a tax can be
enforced by the Dominion only. We are
aware that there is a precedent in On-
tario and also. in the 50 cent tax im-
posed some time-ago here, but both
these applied to the timber on crown
lands only. Our timber is not en such
ands, but belongs absolutely to the men
from whom we buy. However, there is
no use talking about the matter. We
shall eclose down, It is not pleasant

; under the circumstances, but possibly we
