Marriages and Licenses.

The great domestic question of the
past woek has been the uncertainty of
the legality of marriages solemnized
ander authority of licenses issued
since the . death of Governor
Boyd, or under arrangements for licen-
ses to bear the name of the com-
ing governor. The practice is for
the governor of the province to sign
marriage licenses in Llank and these
are sent to the authorised issuers in
different counties to be “filled in” and
dated as applied for. There were a
good many of these licenses, thus
signed by the late Governor Boyd, but
the issuers, in many cases, hesitated to
use them. It was suggested that they
might ante-date them to a time when
Governor Boyd was living, because li-
censed parties might hold their licenses
for months Lefore getting married it
they saw fit, but we observe that even
the Attorney Genersl had doubts as
to whether dn ante-dated license would
ba‘entirely valid. The result‘has been
.to defer marriages in many cases, while
some couples have gone to the proviuces
of Quebec and Nova Scotia and even
to the United States, in order to have
the knot tied to their satisfaction. It
is not at all likely that any serious
question as to the validity of marriages
that may have been celebrated while
the province has been without a gover-
nor can arise, but those who are not
satisfied with an ante-dated Boyd
license ought not to put any faith in
one that may bear his successor’s name
if they have been married in the
iaterim. If they want to make the
license matter legal, they had better be
married over again after -they get the

Vorcanoes o¥ THE UNITED STATES.—
Excluding Alaska, the United States may
bé «aid to bs non-voleanic, states Mr.
Ralph 8. Farr, but it has not been so
long. A chain of volcanoes extends from
southern South America into Mexico, then
there is a large bréak, and the interrupted
chain begins again in Alaska, curves
southward. and joins the chain of Japan.
The intermediste non volcanic area has
just emerged from an era of stupendous
activity. Fature resumption such
activity is not improbable, for in the West
are volcanoes so recent as, like Mt.
Shasts, to retain their conical form, and
some of these perhaps are no more dor-
mant than was Vesuvius before the fate-
ful year 79, when it buriel Powmpeii and
Herculaneum benesth the most terrible
storm of atones and ashes ever known to
man.

A New Eiecrric CLock.-—The General
Electric Company of Berlin proposes to
adopt the new clock of Herr von Hefner-
Alteneck, which may be placel in the
same circuit with incandescent lamps, and
is claimed to solve the problem of provid-
ing an inexpensive yet effective system of
controlling clocks electrically, The cur-
rent keeps the slock wound at an annual
cost not exceeding that of one 16-candle
lamp lighted for 10 hours —perhaps 8 or
10 cents. Should the circuit be broken
the clock will run without the current
about 12 hours. The control can be oper-
ated by hand from the dynamo-room or
sutomatically from an opservatory, and
gonsiists of a momentary lowering of the
circuit potential by 6 to 10 volts once
every 24 hours, the effect being to set all
clocks in the circuit exactly together.
The lamps are not appreciably affected.

The same production was seen
near Berlin by Ehrenberg in 1848, at
Rouen by Dr. Camille Montaigne in the
same year, and was first recorded in
Britain in 1853, About 1836 an epidemic
visitation on the continent was attributed
to this source. Cirmine-1ed patches,
capable of staining the fingers, appeared
on cooked meat during the night, and
various articles of food were similarly
affected until after about three months,
the epidemic suddenly ceased on the
advent of a lowar temperature. Fresenius
found the individnal orgadnisms to be
round or oval cells not more than 1-200
to 1.400 of a line in diameter. Thney
develop only in the dark, and whea kept
coutinuously at a temperature of 100 > F,
their color is gradualtly loet.

Grass Bricks.—Ezxperiments with glass
building bricks were begun in 1891 by M.
Falconer, an architect of Lyons. Those
bricks are hollow, being blown like
bottles, snd are given forms—such as
cubes, hexagons, etc.,—that permit of
ready layiog. A bituminous cement, with
a base of asphalt, is used with them. The
bricks serve as double windows, giving
protectiou against both ¢>)ld and heat;
they are good insulators of humidity and
noise ; and they lend themselves readily
to the decoration of buildings either by
their form or their color. Many applic:-
tions are foreseen. The bricks are neater
than marble in meat markets, aud are
especially gdag#:d for bath halls, hot-
houses, hospitalg, refrigerating establish-
ments, and buildingsin which absence of
windows would be an advantagés A hot
house of glass bricks is of about ordinary
cost, saves fusl and resists hail.

A ReMAREABLE - ExpErIMENT.—The
novel electroscope of Mr. E C. Rimington,
an Euglish electrician, is especially inter-
esting on account of its generation of
light, by a very smsll mechanical effort.
A T-shaped tube about five inches long,
with about the bore of a spiris ther-
mometer, and terminating in tvo bulbs,
has its air exhausted by an air-pump, and
is then rotated between the finger and
thumb, or by a small motor. Oa bringing
a rubbad ebouite or glass rod near, a set
of double fan-shaped images of light
appears in the tube.

VaLue oF Hanps aND FiNgErs.—The
comparative value of the hands and
fingers is fixed in a scale of the Miners’
Uuions and Miners’ Insnrance Conpanies
of Germany. The loss of both hands is
reckoned as a depreciation in working
capacity of 100 per cent. ; of the righi
hand, 70 to 80 per cent., varying with
occupation ; left hand, 60 to 70 per cent.’;
thumb, 20 to 30 per cent ; right forefinger,
14 to 18 per cent ; left forefinger, 8 to
13.5 per cent. ; third finger, least in
value, 7 to 9 per cent. ; little finger, 9 to
12 per cent.

The Gothenburg System.

INTERESTING PAPER ON THE LIQUOR QUES-
TION BY RECORDER JACK.

AND SUBSEQUENT DISCUSSION BY REV.
JOSEPH M'LEOD, PROF. DAVIDSON
AND OTHERS.
[Correspindence of St. John Gobe. )
FrepERICTON, Dac 12.

The second of the series of lectures an-
nouneed to be given in the University
library during the winter months under
the auspices of the Literary and Dabating
Society was delivered by Mr. I. Atlen
Jack, Recordsr of St. Johu, this evening.
Ou account of the stormy night there was
not as large an audience present as there
otherwise wou'd have been, but those who
were in attendance manifested a keen
interest in the lecture and the discussion
which followed it. Dr. Iach presided and
Dr. Harrison and Prof. Bridges occupied
seats on the platiorm. The subject of
the lecture was ‘“The Gothenburg System.”

Mr. Jack opened with the sta:ement
that there were many who contended that
there was only one way to deal with in-
toxicating lignors, viz, to prohibit their
manufacture and use. Consequently the
suggestion of any method which relates to
the regulation of the traffic in such liquors
and by necessary implication permits
their production and consumption must
almost negeasarily be condemned by those
entertaining such opinions, Ha briefly
referred to the serious character of the
question, but contended that the desire to
discontinue the traffic, no matter how
strong, was not sufficient to justify its
sbsolnte suppression. He claimed that
its suppression would not be fair to those
who used it withont detriment to them-
selves or others, and that it was ouly in
extreme cases or under abnormal circum-
stances that anyoae should be interdicted
from doing an act merely because it was
possible for him to do that act to the
detriment of others. He instanced cause-
less anger as an offence against divine law,
which yet has;never been considered as
coming within the scope of numan law.
The use, both moderately and immoder-
ately, could be traced through all the
pages of history. In this connection he
instanced the debauchery of Alexander
the Great and his generals. He then ad-
verted, to the potency of the wine used
at the commencement of the Christian
era, quoting Juvenal a objecting
those who used

to
it without water, and
showed the importauce of this kuowledge
in the proper comprehension of the atti-
tude assumed by the Head of the Churzh
and His disciples upon this question. H
then referred to the presence of Christ at
feasts where wine was supplied, to the
Saviour’s personal use of wine and to His
direction as to its use in the principal
Sacrament of the Church. He further
referred to the fact that when on the Day
of Pentecost the disciples were accused of
drunkenness they did not protest that
they were total abstainers, but merely
rested their defence on the ground that it
was absurd to charge persons with being
under the influence of wine at so early an
hour in theday. He then read an extract
from Burton’s Anatomy of Melancholy,
published 1n 1621, in which the author
approves of the use, but cot the abuse, of
wine, Mr, Jack admitted that the term
‘‘cemperance,” used as an equivalent for
moderation, doeg not suggest an entirely
conaistent and never.varying idea through-
out the ages, and egpressed the opinion
that a person under the iufluence of in-
toxicants in the esily pit of the 17th
century might have been but little cen-
sured by serious persons, and that one in
the same c.ndition to day would be
generaily described as being objectionably
drunk.
bishop, quoted by Gocthe, who, 1n a ser-
mon  preached drunkenness,
cliimed that although he could d:ink
sixteen bottles of Rhenish wine at a sitting
he was yet a temnperance mar, but advised
his parishioners, who he assumed were
less capable than himself, to stop asa rule
at the sixth botule. Mr. Jack observed
that some persons seem to consider that
permission was equivalent to a commsnd
to drink, but strongly condemned such an
idea, and pointed out that there were

against

He referred to the case of ag|

instances in which it was the obvious

duty of a2 man to ats‘ain entirely. He

referred to the grand results achieved by

the temperance organizations during the

brief period of their existence and argued

that, although prohibition was neither

right in principle nor practicable, it was

the duty of the state to aid the efforts of

such organizations and to endeavor as far

as possible to diminish the evil results of

excessive drink. He then entered into

the history of the origin of the Gothen-

burg scheme and briefly outlined the

scheme. Apart from the prohibition of

all credit from the seller to the purchaser,

which is kuown uuder the other systems,

Mr. Jack contended that the Gothenburg

system presented tho marvellous advan-

tage that, while it permits the use of

lignor to sll, it entire'y removes the

temptation to retail dealers of forcing

liguor upon t) o weak and willing custom-

ers, This advantage was secured by the

provision, first, that the sockholders

should not receive any protit on their

joint venture beyond the interest pgyable
at a fiscal rate on a paid vp capital, and,

secondly, from the fact that the manager
of no one of the taverns conducted unnder
the system gains anything from the sale of
wine and spirits. Indeel his position
tended very largely to make him an advo-
cate for temperance, inasmuch as it was
through the sale of temperance drinks
that the remuaeration for his services
were augmented. He poiuted out also
bhat each manager under the system was
Parther prompted to use his besat endeavor
to prevent drunkenness upon the premises
under his control, not only because of a
blause in his agreement for service, which
renders him responsible for the conduct
and presence of intoxicated persons in his
tavern, but because, if he does not keep
an enticely orderly house, he must fail to
attract that class of persons from whom
aloue his increase of stipend is obtainable,
*‘Add to these admirable features of the
system,” said Mr. Jack, ‘‘that with his
liquor the cuatomer can obtaia wholesome
eatables, hot or cold, which it is well
known, if consumed with the former, tend
largely to modify or destroy intoxicating
influences ; that the sale and use of liquor
are in light, clean and comfortable apart-
ments, and that the liquor supplied must
be pure, unadulterated ard of the char-
acter and quality which it professes to be ;
the advantages of the system seem to be
not only numerous, but very marked.”
He referred to the goud, practical common
sensa of the people of Norway and
Sweden, and contended that when a
system to all intents identicul with the
Gothenburg system has prevailed and is
permaneutly established in those twn
countcivs with almost all the anticipated
results, it was impossible to ignore .its
satisfactory nature. Referring to the
atuitude of the tamperance party  with re-
spect to the Gothenburg system, Mr.
Jack quoted from the treatise of Dr.
Gould, of Massachusctts, to show that
the temperaunce elemsnt in the Swedish
Parliameut have never clamored for the
abolition of the system, and that the tem-
perance party throughout the country, if
not completely satisfied with the plan, are
conteut for the preseat to refrain from
changing the principle. Ragarding the
applicability of the scheme to Canada,
Mr. Jack quoted from Dr. Gould to the
effect that the United States offered more
favorable coaditions for commencing than
did Norway and Swveden, and contended
that the same might be said of the
Dominion.

Rev. Dr. McLeod was the first gentleman
called upon to discuss the leoture. He dis-
sented absolutely from the views expressed
by Mr. Jack respecing the use of liquor
and condemned it most uncompromisiogly.
He exceedingly regretted that Mr, Jack
bad resorted to the scriptures to confirm
his statement that the use ot liquor was
not wrongful and said that it was not the
first time that the Scriptures had been
quoted in support of s bad cause. He ob-
jected to the Gothenburg system bacause 1t
put astamp of respectability on a traffic
which people generally regarded as bad
and dangerous, The closing up of small
places and the transfer of the business to
larger and grander establishments increased
the temptation to drink. Statistics did not
show that the cousumption of liquor was
diminished under the system. Io Norway
and Sweeden the consumptira of liquor is
2% gal. per head of the population. In
Canada it was only 1 gal., the smallest
drink bill of any coaniry on the face
of the globe. Why should we adopt the
plan for the regulation of the drink traffic
of a country which consumel two and one
hslf timea as much liquor as we do? Dr
McLeod referred to St. Johu as a city
which was not a model city, whose police
records were most discreditable; yet he said
that the police records of the towns of Nor-
way and Sweden were five-fold worse. {The
Gothenburg system proceeded upon the false
assumption that the drink trade was an
essential of social life.  Statistics would
show that in proportion as the drink traffic
‘prospered in & eommunity just so did that
community go down.

+ Rev. Dr. Ssunders said he must admit
that it was not very clear that the Scriptures
eondemned the use of liguor. Neither did
they condemn the vices of slavery or
polygamy, yet by the development of
Caristian doctrine, worked out through the
‘ages, these vices had been condemued and
were now stamped out. So would it be with
regard to the liquor traffic, Bible doctrine
would curse and crush iz by the theory of
development and evolution.

Dr. Brecken remarked that Mr. Jack
discuseed the subject entirely from an
economio standpoint, and that, looked at in
that light, his views might seem reasonable.
He (Dr. Brecken) had always considered the
matter from the moral standpoint and in
that view could not congceive how what is
morally wrang could he made legally right
as under the Gothenburg system.

Professor Davidson said he had worked as
a temperance worker for six years in the
slums in Edinburgh—the 'most drunken
town in Scotland—and that, though he was
in favor of prohibition before such experience,
that experience has led him to change his
views, and he was now coovinced that pro-
hibition was not the cure. He objected,
however, to the Gothenburg system on the
ground that it tended to increase bar drink-
ing. His idea with regard to the drink
question was that the people should cultivate
slow drinking. It was the fast drinking—
the gulping of rum—which caused all the
avil,

Two University students, Charles Elliott
and Allen Hoben, spoke strongly in favor of
prohibition and dissented from the views
expressed by Mr. Jack.

Mr. J. M. Palmer, of the High School
asked Prof. Davidson what was the form
of prohibition in force in Edinburgh, hig
experjence under which couvinoced him of
the enefficiency of the prohibitive principle.
Prof. Davideon answered, “There was no
prohibition at all.” “Then how,” said Mr,
Palmer, “do you condemn a system
because of your experience in a community
where that system is unknown?’ The
professor replied that it was the hopless-
uees of getting men to give up the drink
habit which induced him to chauge his
views. “Then” said Mr. Palmer, ‘‘you
condemn prohibition upon the ground that

moral suasion is a failure?” The professor
then explained that it was this fact which
led him to look at the matter in a different
light from that in which he had previously
done 80, and that upon further considera.
tion of the whole question he had come to
the conclnsion that prohibition was not
tke proper remedy.
Dr. Jack then closed the debate. He said
he recogniz:d that he was in the minority
upon this question ia the lecture room, but
he was not very inuch depressed by that
fact. He protested strongly against one
charge that had been made against him by
Rev. D.. McLeod, viz : that he had quoted
Scriptures for the purpiss of supporting
vice. He thoaght it was very unfair of the
reverand gentleman to say such a thiog of
him, and felt that he should, at least, be
given the credit of being counscientious in
his treatment of this question. He quoted
the Scriptures to chow that one could not
find in the Holy Book one word against
the moderate uss of liquor, though its abuse
was condemned ; and in the pages or history,
bhe added, there were many instances of
some of the most holy mer partaking of
wine, Temperance did not mean total
abstinence. The meaning of the word was
simply self-control, and when temperance in
drinking was exhorted moderate drinking
was at the same time rocognizad. He
protested against tyranny, and he consideced
it tyranny for any clasa of people to prevent
another class from doing any act which they
desired to do, solong as that act was not
wrongful and did not inter‘fere with any
others,

At the close of Mr. Jack's address a
hearty vote of thanks was paesed and ten-
dered to him by the chairman,

News and Notes.

A CLOSE CALL.

Coroner Ranrsom of- Baffalo was hastily
called by telephene to a house in a
fashionabls quarter of that city afew
nights ago to remove the body of a house-
maid who wassupposed to have died
suddenly in her room. The family
wanted the body out of the way before
the neighbors were astir. The coroner,
who was a doctor, responded and on ex-
amination pronounced it a case of death
from natural causes. The undertaket’s
assistant on taking hold of the girl’s arm,
preparatory to removing the body, ex-
claimed that she was not dead.
Further tests were then made by the
coroner and the girl found to be alive,
and she was as well as ever in an hour or
two. It was only a cass of suspended
animation.

BRITISH VESSEL FIRED UPON.

Parupa, Dec. 13—The British barque
Alex Black, arrived from Rio Janeiro and
reports having shot of both Admiral
Mello’s insurgents and the government
forces imbedded in her masts and her wire
rigging torn by flying missiles. Capt.
Buck reports that when he -vas ready to
leave, Capt. Lang, of the British gunboat
Sirius, declined to convoy him to sea for
fear, he said, a drunken government or
insurgent gunner mignt fire on the
barque and get the British government
into international difficulties. He was
finally towed out by a Liverpool tug for
£25.

' MONTREAL SHIPPING ETC.

A comparative statement of the number
of sea going vessels arriving in port at
Montreal during the seasons of 1892 and
1893, which was submitted as a meeting
of the commissioners, shows an increase
both in number and tonnage for the
present year. Saven hundred and thirty-.
seven steamships, showing a tonnage of
1,128,658, arrived in port this year, as
against 658, with a tonnage of 1,044,.
396 in 1893. There was a reduc-
vion of sailing vessels but the ton-
nage was greatly in favor of the
present season, 231,119, as against, 32,-
311 for 1892.

The number of inland vessels show a
slight increase, 5,244 being the arrivals
in 1893, and 5,190 in 1892, There was,
however, a falllng of in the harbor
revenue of over $20,000 for the present
year, $273,400 being the total receipts
with the exception of Trinity dues on
account of the Montreal deceased pilots’
fund. In1892 the revenue amounted to
$294 735. 34. The customs returns for
the month of November show that goads
to the value of $3,387,978, were im-
ported by way of Mantreal, as com-
pared with $3,084,876 for the cor-
respanding month of last year. The
exports for the month amounted to 87,-
936, 665, as compared with $5,804,038,
for November, 1892. Of the total $4 -
804,038, were goods prodaced in Canada,
and $1,132, 626, not produced in Canada.

She gaved in my face a moment, and
then throwing her arm over my shoulder
abandoned herself to my caresses,
