McLeod, viz : that he had quoted 
Scriptures for the purpose of supporting 
vice. He thought it was very unfair of the 
reverand gentleman to say such a thing of 
him, and felt that he should, at least, be 
given the credit of being conscientious in 
his treatment of this question. Ha quoted 
the Scriptures to show that one could not 
find in the Holy Book one word against 
the moderate use of liquor, though its abuse 
was condemned ; ami in the pages or history, 
he added, there were many instances of 
some of the most holy mac partaking of 
wine. Temperance did not mean total 
abstinence. The meaning of the word was 
simply self-control, and when temperance in 
drinking was exhorted moderate drinking 
was at the same time recognized. He 
protested against tyranny, and he considered 
it tyranny for any class of people to prevent 
another class from doing any act which they 
desired to do, so long as that act was not 
wrongful and did not interfere with any 
others.

At the close of Mr. Jack's address a 
hearty vote of thanks was passed and ten­
dered to him by the chairman.

She 
denied ever having given paregoric to any of 
her children. The only travellers she saw 
in Digby were two that she had met at the 
residence of EL I. Simonds, and who called 
on Mrs. Simonds and herself. Florence 
Shatford accompanied her homo from the 
Centuries exhibition and they reached home 
at an early hour, usually accompanied by 
Robert P. Hazen, who seemed to be atten­
tive to Florence Shatford. She would not 
care for Florence Shatford to have the care 
of her children because of her youth and 
frivolity, and thought her statement that 
she, (Mrs. Shatford) was not capable of caring 
for them, a gratuitous piece of malice and 
impertinence.
