the argument the free liver has the beat 
of it and hence the snare by which many 
are caught.

In the light of the mind and character 
of Jeans yd hie mission to man, the view 
of the abstainer is wide of and away 
beneath the truth ; the irreverence of the 
self-indulgent is a polution of it ; while 
the truth itself lifts the transaction into a 
region where such Pharisaical altercations 
are unnatural and offensive. The end 
that Jeans had in view was always worthy 
of the means He used, but this could not 
be said had he worked a miracle to cater 
fora feast. Magical power might have 
been exhibited in this way, like Mephie- 
tophelea in the tavern,but at the expense 
of character ; he might be demon, but 
could not be divine.

It must be remembered that this 
miracle was the first that Jesus wrought, 
and that it was among Hia kindred, so 
that it was a revelation of unsuspected 
power under the moat unexpected circum­
stances. The effect was to turn the 
event from the levity of a feast into a 
scene of astonishment, accompanied by 
worship ; for it is related that bis disciples 
believed on him in consequence. To 
suppose that the guests could continue 
feasting in the presence of manifested 
deity, is to be capable of imagining that 
the terror stricken inhabitants of the 
earth could proceed with their marrying 
or giving in marriage in presence of 
judgment expressed in the prevailing 
deluge. To conceive such an impossi­
bility is to be perverse and blind to the 
eternal fitness of things, and just as cer­
tain as marriage was abandoned in this 
case were all thoughts of further feasting 
in the other. The lawfulness of drinking 
wine and marriage, are neither in view 
nor in question, but remain in the ab­
stract, where they were, are and ever will 
be on earth, matters of pure expediency 
to be wisely undertaken. On this occa­
sion Jesus timed the miracle with His 
own splendid delicacy, so that it might 
not intrude on a custom both human and 
harmless, for he was no radical social 
reformer, or white washer of sepulchres, 
—not to increase the quantity of alcoholic 
or non-alcoholic wine to prolong a feast, 
but to turn the attention of the guests to 
Himself ; for it is again written His glory 
(character) was manifested. The whole 
kernel of the matter is in this related fact, 
in the presence of which all theories, 
assumptions and delusions vanish like 
mists before a midsummer sun. They 
had found the Messiah and left all, surely 
the wine, or whatever it was, who cared? 
and followed him. To use a common 
expression, Jesus seized an opportunity 
and improved it, and oh ! how vastly.

That the above is not a fanciful enlarge­
ment of the record and its meaning, let the 
bare account be examined. It is told that 
there were six water pots, estimated to con­
tain about 150 gallons. At the request of 
Jesos they were filled with water up to the 
brim, a servant was then ordered to draw 
ont of them in a cap and take it to the 
master of the feast, as was the custom. 
The master, having previously drank 
doubtless freely, which Lis gay speech 
would imply, of the inferior wine which 
Galilean peasants could only afford, w»a at 
once astonished at the refreshing quality of 
the contents of the cnp, doubtless miracu­
lously pals table to the, perhaps, inflamed 
condition of the recipient. The result called 
for an explanation, which was ready at hand 
and in the presence of all' The scene 
changes into one of wondrous admiration. 
The curtain falls on an abandoned feast and 
a group of Israelites round the Messiah. 
What can be more true because natural and 
therefore divine?

The miraculous wine was only in the 
cap into which Jesus requested the servant 
to draw and as he gave the command but 
once, so it is certain there was bat one cap 
of that wine. A hasty reader who has his 
eye on the increase of liquor and wants an 
argument for hie purpose from it, hurries 
himself into a fancy that all the water in 
the pots was turned into wine. But the 
story represents quite another matter and is 
only a relation of one cap of miraculous 
wine. The strength of the miracle lay in 
the fact that the cap borne to the master of 
the feast was drawn from pots filled with 
water to the brim and still remaining water, 
and when it had thus incontestably mani­
fested itself the whole affair was over; and 
the guests were left, not to rejoice over pots 
full of water turned into wme, but to make 
sober reflection upon the character of the 
person who had thus put such an astonish­
ing end to their drinking.

In this view both wine drinker and ab­
stainer are on a par and equally adrift from 
the only consistent instruction to be gained 
from the miracle. Each may also learn the 
neglected lesson in his several way, that the 
Kingdom of Heaven is not iu eating or 
drinking or abstaining in appajel or in 
social or political schemes for the reforms 
and restraining of society, in which they 
attempt to enlist Jeans at their peril; but 
that it exists in an entire regeneration of 
heart, occupied with desires and aspira­
tions above the poverty of time and set on 
the riches of eternity; filled so fall with 
righteousness, charity and troth, that it 
has no room or time to deviate to rabbinical 
questions of meats and fyinks or the cat of 
a garment; asauerdly not to invent and im­
pose a wisdom that persumes to be wiser 
Jthan its maker upon its neighbor.

If the partisans in this interminable dis­
cussion will draw an argument for their par?

If the 
water waa all turned into wine, alcoholic 
or non aooholio, it matters not, to prolong a 
feast, both attribute an unworthy motive to 
the Redeemer of pfankind and make him 
guilty of extravagant excess for a sensual 
object. In one d*se it is a sanction to 
gluttony ; {a the Other of intoxication and 
in both intemperance. It is also to degrade 
the miracle to magic or to make the event 
like » feast of Bacchus with the god 
present to glorify himself in the increase of 
wine and feastern doing him homage in 
drinking it. Bat highly reasonable and in 
harmony with the mind of Jeans is the 
recorded fact, that his glorious character* 
was revealed in the divine turn given to the 
feast and that those present believed on 
Him in consequence.

There is a tradition in connection with this 
miracle that illustrates its meaning in a very 
interesting manner. It is said that the 
bridegroom was he who afterwards became 
the apostle John. The effect of it waa to 
canse him to give np the prospect of domes­
tic happiness for the blessedness of being 
the beloved disciple. The story is quite 
consistant with the ardent, impulsive 
character of that apostle whose fiery nature 
became under the influence of the Master 
the greateep example of that Master’s divine 
charity. Whether the bride * became 
through the same means one of those beauti? 
fnl types of female character who out of 
their substance ministered to the earthly 
wants of their Lord, is not related. Bat 
whether true or not the spirit is the same. 
If tine one thing is ceitain, that it was not 
оощщапД or prohibition that gained them, 
hut the attraction of s higher affection ; 
He whose insight into hmoaa nature yas 
profound weR knew, none ever eo well, that 
whoever is driven will stray, and that he 
who Is attracted is wop.

Aid. Watt proposed a wharfage bye law, 

amongst other things exempting vessels 
from the payment of wharfage on Sundays, 
providing that they pay only one half 
wharfage when moored in outside berths and 
one third when waiting for cargo, together 
with other provisions adverse to the inter­
ests of wharf-owners.

Aid. Coleman objected to the changes in 
wharfage bye-laws proposed arguing that 
the merchants of Chatham were entitled to 
consideration, rather than the foreign ship- 
owner, who made hie charters with full 
knowledge of these matters.

Aid. Nicol said if Aid. Watt wanted to 
bring this bye-law in as a private member, 
he might do ao but as two or more members 
of the bye-law committee hsd objected to a- 
part of the bye-laws proposed, Aid. Watt 
had no right to move them as ootning from 
the bye-law committee, for that committee 
had not approved ot them.

Aid. Watt said he had not been guilty of 
any breach of faith with other members of 
the committee. It was some other pro­
visions which the committee were not 
agreed upon, and he bad left these out of 
the bye-laws as read,

Aid. Molntoah objected to the section 
providing for half rates for ships lying in 
second tier. Vessels pay no advacoe for load­
ing in second or third, or even fourth tier. 
He had had a long experience in these 
matters and knew that the old charges were 
customary. Why also should a ship be 
exempted from wharfage on Sunday when 
her loading days per charter included Sun­
days? The Council should not meddle 
unduly in these matters to the injury of 
the port.

Aid. Coleman endorsed what Aid. McIn­
tosh hsd stated and said there was perhaps 
only one merchant in the port who had ships 
lying in two or three tiers,

Aid. Watt read from the Municipal bye­
law* to show that the bye-law he proposed 
was the same as those passed by the County 
Council.

Aid. Loggie said that the bye-laws in 
reference to Sunday wharfage should be the 
same for the town as for other parts of the 
County. He doubted whether much hard­
ship would arise by vessels having to pay 
wharfage when not taking in cargo. He 
argued for uniformity in these matters be­

Watt said there was great danger to 
vessels lying in outside tiers when they could 
not get their lines to wharves and had to 
make fast to other vessels, and they should 
pay less wharfage.

Aid. McIntosh said there were more ships 
loading here than elsewhere in the county 
and we were not bound to be governed by 
bye-laws which might be enitable elsewhere.

Aid. Murdoch said the matter of making 
lines fast to the vessels might well be left 
between the captains of vessels themselves.

Aid. Nicol was in favor of the half rate 
for vessels in outside tiers, on the ground 
that a similar provision was in the munici­
pal laws and had worked well. The owners 
of wharves should be consulted, however, 
before changes were made in reference to the 
Sunday wharfage charges. He thought if 
the bye-laws were left just the same as they 
are now for the county with exception of the 
provision for Sunday wharfage, it would be 
wise.
