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The Londen “ Times' " Contempt for
Canada.
(From ‘ The Times,” July 28.)

‘‘ We print this morning the address to
the Queen concerning the affairs of Ireland
recently adopted by the Senate and Com-
mons of Canada, together with the reply
addressed to the Marquis of Lorne by
Lord Kimberley. The fact that such an
address had been voted was mentioned in
English newspapers at the time ; but the
announcement scarcely produced the sen-
sation which was presumably expected.
The public owes to the valuable institu.
tion of Parliamentary papers the rescue
from imminent oblivion of a document
which is really interesting and even amus-
ing in a very high degree. It opens, in
accordsnce with the best precedents, with
an earnest desire on the part of the Cana-
dian Parliament to renew the expression
of thdir ‘ unswerving loyalty and devotion’
to }Er Majesty’s person.and (Government,
That is so entirely innocent and even
praiseworthy a desire that every well-
wisher to Canada will profoundly regret
the extremely unfortunate manner in
which her representatives have attempted
to satisfy it. Had their aim been to ‘dis.
semble their love’ we hardly know how
they could more effectually have compass:
ed it than by sending such an address af
such a time. Just when Her Majesty’s
Government is engaged in a severe struggle
with anarchy and sedition in Ireland,
Canadian loyalty and devotion assume the
form of a public and formal recommenda-
tion that rebellion and treason should be
legitimized by of the d d
for Home Rule. At a time when the
Government had avowed itself unable to
answer for the preservation of the sem-
blance of order without imprisoning the
ringleaders of the Irish conspiracy, and
exactly three days before the murder of
two of the Queen’s servants in the Phenix
Park, Her Majesty’s loyal and devoted
subjects at the safe distance of three thou-
sand miles from the centre of disturbance
take upon themselves to pray that these
gentlemen may be allowed to enjoy the
¢ inestimable blessing of personal liberty.’
English ideas of loyalty and devotion have
certainly suffered an extraordinary inver-
sion in crossing the Atlantic, if they can
inspire such reckless and presumptuous
interference with problems of whose true
character Canadians have little opportu-
nity of informing themselves. The re-
spectful phrases in which these un-called
for recommiendations are couched cannot
blind anyone to the fact that they amount
to a vote of censure upon Her Hajesty's
Government, and of encouragement to its
avowed enemies. We are at a loss to
determine whether the circumstance that
the Address is simply an electioneering
dodge to catch the Irish vote, ought to be’
regarded as an aggravation of or an excuse
for the offence.  If the more™ charitable
view be taken, it condemns the Canadian
Parliament as guilty of a levity of thought
which must seriously detract from the
value of any opinion it may form.

“Lord Kimberley has treated this re-
markable expression of loyalty and devo-
tion with well-deserved severity. After
acknowledging on Her Majesty’s behalf
the conventional phrase of the exordium, he
deals with the Address itself'in a single
sentence. He says:—‘Her Majesty will
always gladly receive the advice of the
Parliament of Canada on all matters re
lating to the Dominion and the adminis-
tration of its affairs ; but with respect to
the question referred to in the Address,
Her Majesty will, in accordance with the
Constitution of this country, have regard
to the advice of the Imperial Parliament
and Ministers, to whom all matters re"
lating to the affairs of the United King-
dom exclusively appertain.” Official dic-
tion does not often approach so closely to
the incisive directness of the domestic
snub—‘Mind your own business;’ but it
must be admitted that a statesman rarely
has to deal with anything so closely re-
sembling the familiar impudence of the
domestic busybody. We are not aware
that Canada has as yet established any
overwhelming claim to offer advice to the
mother country. The Canadian Parlia-
ment is probably a useful body in its own
sphere, which may not unjustly be com-
pared to the Metropolitan Board of Works.
But if it has produced any prodigy of
statesmanlike cap:city, the usually ener-
getic colonial trumpeter must have sadly
neglected his functions. Colonial person-
ages come over here from time to time to
disport themselves in London society.—
They usually appear more or less impress.
ed with the wholly unfounded notion that
everybody is looking at them ; and when
they get a chance to talk at a public dinner
they descant with an amusing air of im.,
poMance upon the burning questions of
some little community which has no
foreign relations at all and no domestic
problems except of the simplest character.
With charming simplicity they will de-
scribe how well they manage things, and
they will let it be understood that a
moderate amount of wisdom would, in
their opinion, suffice to organize English
affairs on their more perfect models. The
truth is that a colonial training 1s the very
worst conceivable, so far as qualifying a
man to meddle with Imperial politics is
concerned. The intelligent English school-
boy—not of Lord Macaulay, but of every-
day life—has a better comprehension of
the complexity of life in an o}én
like this than is easily atfained by
the Prime Minister of a cp‘untry of
sheep runs or railway lots. When
our Canadian friends offer sugges-
tions about the Irish difficulty they meddle
with a problem which puzzled English
statesman before a lumber raft floated on
a Canadian river. Their utter want of
cognate experience ought alone to teach
them modesty. Were they even com-
petent to judge, their relations to the
mother country ought to teach thema
somewhat more reverent form of  loyalty
and devotion.” Our colonies owe usja
great deal, and they make a remarkabiy
small return. We nurse them through
their puling infancy, we insure for their
youth the opportunity of tranquil and un-
disturbed growth; and our reward
usually is that as soon as they reach some.
thing approaching manhood they display
their independence by putting prohibitive
or restrictive taxes upon our commerce.
Our behaviour tothem is largely regulated
by a kind of paternal feeling ; their be.

haviour to us is shaped upon cial

reminding one of the ‘business
carried on as usual’ which an American
widow appended to the epitaph of her de-
ceased husband. The address points out
to Her Majesty that ‘the Dominion of
Canada does not receive that proportion
of emigrants from Ireland which thight
reasonably be expected,’ and that.this is
due not, of course, to the climate or the
administration of Canada, but to the *feel-
ings of estrangemeut towards the Imperi-
al Government,” which many Irishmen
cherish. Her Majesty, in short, is to
grant Home Rule in Ireland in order to
divert the stream of emigration to the
north of the lakes, or, as the Address
more grandiosely puts it, ‘in order that
your Majgsty may not be deprived, in the
developrient of your Majesty’s possessions
on'this continent, of the ‘valuable aid of
those of your Majesty’s subjects who may
feel disposed to leave their native land to
seek more prosperous homes.” There is
something really delicious about this very
Irish request, and ome does not know
whether most to admire the coolness of
the proposition, the groundlessness of the
underlying assumption, or the illusory
character of the proffered reward. Yet,
audacious, as the proposal is, we venture
to say thatif Canada could only give suffi.
cient guarantees that she will absorb the
population of Ireland, the Government
would give its most serious consideration
to almost any terms she can make.”

How to Beep From Drowning.

The human body weighs a pound in the
water, and a chair will carry two grown
persons. That is, it will keep the head
above water, which is all that is necessary
when it is a question of life and death,—
One finger placed upon a stool or chair, a
small box or a piece of board, will easily
keep the head above the water, while his
feet paddles to propel toward the shore.
It is not at all necessary to know how to
swim to be able to keep from drowning in
this way. A little experience of the
buoyant power of water, and faith in it,
is all that is required. We have seen a
small boy who could not swim a stroke,
propel himself back and forth across a
deep, wide pond by means of a board
that would not sustain five pounds weight.
Children, . and all others, sheuld have
practice in the sustaining power of water.
In nine cases out of ten, the knowledge
that a board will sustain a pound. weight,
is all that is necessary to keep one’s head
above water, and it will serve better in
emergencies than the greatest expertness
of a swimmer. A person unfamiliar with
the buoyant power of water will naturally
try to climb on the top of the floating ob-
ject on which he tries to save himself. If
it is large enough, that is all right. But
it is generally not large cnough, and half
of a struggling group is often drowned in
the desperate scramble of a life and death
struggle to climb on top of a piece of
wreck or other floating object, not jarge
enough to keep them all entirely 4bove
water. This often happens when pleasure
boats capsize. All immediately ‘want to
get out of the water on top of the over-
turned or half-filled boat, and are all
drowned except those whom the wrecked
craft will wholly bear up. If they would
simply trust the water to sustain 99-100ths
of the weignt of their body and the dis-
abled boat the other hundredeth, they
might all be saved under most circumstan.
ces. An overturned or water-filled wood-
en boat will sustain more people in this
way than it will carry. It would keep
the heads above water of as many people
as would get their hands on the gunwale.
These are simple facts easily learned, and
may some day save your life,

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The British Lion Turns Up Its Nose.

An article from the London Times
in reference to the address of the Par-
liament of Canada to Her Majesty on
the Irish question is reproduced on the
first page. It is very direct and al-
though the ““trooly loil” press professes to
believe that the Times does not correct-
ly represent English sentiment towards
Canada and Canadians, the article may,
we think, be taken, in all its contemptu"
ousness, to represent such sentiment
exactly. The Times, and the ruling
classes in England for whom it speaks,
are wont to butter us up and cater to
our colonial vanity when they have a
prospect of making anything by it, but
their true feelings find expression when
we cross them, as we have done through
our parliamentary address on a burning
question. That the Times article was,
evidently, written under the excitement
produced by the murder of Lord
Cavendish and Mr. Burke and when
the exposure of the Government’s bar-
gain-making with the leading agitators
in Kilmainham was irritating the great
anti-Irish element of the British peo-
ple, accounts for the vixen-like edge of
its incisive sentences, but the sincerity
of “‘the Thunderer’s” deliverances is
none the less apparent. Those, how-
ever, who despise the diplomatic cant
with which we are too often dosed by
representative Britishers in authority,
and the ultra-loyal sentimentality so
often expressed by colonial lips and
denied by colonial tariffs, will thank
the Times for its pointed candor. The
people of England fully realise that we
are under obligations to them and have
the best of the alliance which exists be-
tween Canada and the mother coun-
try, although it is improbable that they
are capable of comprehending the fact
that we could possibly get along alone
if we had but the courage to make the
attempt. Because we have the best of
the bargain just now the T'imes assumes
that we deserve to be severely snubbed
when we interest ourselves in a question
which only indirectly affects us. Eng-
land, according to the T'imes, desives to
have a kind of control over us so that
she may enjoy the traditional glory of
an empire on which the sun never sets;
she is willing that Irishmen who are dis-
contented at home because of the
alleged misrule of their country by her,
shall raid upon Canadian territory and
shoot Canadians in order to have
revenge upon her, but she thinks we
are very impertinent for suggesting the
slightest sympathy with our misruled
fellow subjects. As soon as we venture
to indicate the direction in which we
think the road to peace lies—peace for
us as well as for the mother country
—we are told by Lord Kimberley to
wind our own business and by the Lon-
don Times that we are a lot of nobodies,
with no politics worth attention, that
*‘this Canada of ours” is only an area
of railway lots, that our Parliament
does not go, in dignity, beyond the
status of the Metropolitan Board of
Works of ‘“Lunnon, you know,” and
that our public men make a lot of guys
of themselves when they visit the old
country. It is the cockney’s privilege
to be born in London, to know all
abont Londonand to know little else.
We do not say that the Times fills this
bill, exactly, but it is not toomuch vosay
that there are some things which it has
yet to learn in reference to Canada and
its people, who have, on many occasions,
had cause to be amused—if not amazed
—over its ignorance of colonial affairs.
It, however, truthfully, represents the
prevailing opinion at home in regard to
us in its ill-tempered article, and that
is what chiefly concerns us in this con-
nection. While we should not be
angry over its candor we can enjoy the
satisfaction of knowing that we are
not, at least, ignorant of the fact that
it might have couched its attack upon
us in more dignitied and courteous
terms and expressed the contempt of
the British public for Canada in a much
less offensive manner.

The Methodists of St. John enjoyed
along-to-be-remembered day on Sunday
last, when the new Centenary Church
was} dedicated, The building is, per-
haps, the finest and most costly struc-
ture devoted to religious purposes in
the Province and is in the gothic style,
following Cathedral lines as far as the
most correct ideas of such structures
prevailing among that sect will permit.
The immense edifice was thronged at
all the services, so much so that it was
found necessary at the morning service
to place chairs in the aisles. The east-
era end of the church was adorned with
rich and rare offerings, in cut flowers
and blooming plants, the display around
the pulpit being particularly chaste.
The services were conducted by the
Rev. J. Lathern, pastor of Centenary
in 1868, 1869 and 1870; Rev. Dr.
Pope, pastor in 1873, 1874 and 1875 ;
Rev. Henry Daniel, pastor from 1846
to 1849 ; Rev. Dr. S. Milligan, of St.
Johns, Nfid., and the present pastor,
Rev. D. D. Currie.

The service was opened by singing by
the following choir, led by Mr. Joshua
Clawson, with Miss Jessie Ennis as
organist :—

The choir, it will be observed, is a
well-balanced one—the best, probably,
in 8t. John. Rev. J. Lathern preached
the dedicatory sermon. There was a
Sunday School Mass Meeting in the
afternoon and Rev. Dr. Currie, pestor
of the church, preached a most effective
sermon at the evening service. The
Te Dewm and Jubilate were among the
pieces sung, the T¢ Deum being made a
portion of the evening service. The
ritual followed indicated a disposition
towards Wesley’s ideal of Methodistic
practice and the occasion may be char-
acterised as a favorable augury for the
return of the Wesleyans—of Centenary,
at least—to something approaching an
attractive and devout church service.

‘Was it so very Desperate a case.

General Wolseley appears to be doing
very well in Egypt, having things much
his own way, so far, as shown by the
press telegrams in another column. It
is not very easy, however, to understand
the exact meaning of his telegram of
Thursday last, respecting his position
near Mohutma. The words ¢‘ I thought
it inconsistent with tradition for the
Queen’s army to retire before any
number of Egyptian troops,” appear to
be rather in the nature of almost empty
bravado, for judging from what follow-
ed it does not appear that there was
any particular danger in remaining
where he was. The gallant General
says he had 10,000 men with ten guns
in front of him and .on his right flank,
and that the precision®of the enemy’s
fire was very good, while his horses
were not entirely fit for service. With
two thousand men, it appears he held
his ground against ten thousand, while
the battle raged, and yet came out with
only two men wounded. The *‘pre-
cision of fire,” when ten guns ‘‘all day
long,” backed by,10,000 men in frout
and on the right flank” only wounded
two men could not have been good, and
safe cover, as well as the glory of
tradition, must, after all, have assisted
the brave band under the great English
General in determining to hold their
ground.

Our Provincial Wimbledon.

It is, there-
fore, probable that the World has been
imposed upon by some undesirable
member of the ‘“‘Brotherhood” and that
the firemen referred to are well quali-
fied and deserving of the promotion
they have received.

CounTer-PeTITION. —It Will be seen,
by reference to another column,. that
Mr. Turgeon and his friends are not
having the election petition business all
to themselves, Mr. Burns having en-
tered a counter-petition against Mr.
Turgeon. The petition against the
latter gentleman charges corrupt acts,
in consequenee of which the Court will
be asked to adjudge him disqualified
from again being a candidate for the
Commons, from voting at the election
of a member thereof, or of holding an
office in the nomination of the Crown
or of the Governor in Canada. The
latter result, if it follow the trial, will
be a serious blow to Mr. Turgeon.

The “Worfd ” gnd the Salmon-tax
Question.

The following are quotations from the
World’s columns in reference to the pro-
posed abolition of the salmon net tax,—
Aug, 2—*The senseless cry for the aboli-
tion of the net tax is not, we believe,
raised at the instance of the fishermen
themselves.”

Aug, 26— We have not opposed and

(ti:x not oppose the abolition of the net

Aug. 2—“The fishermen are 00 sensible
to make 8o unreasonable a demand.”

Aug. 26—** The Government that wipes
out this Liberal impost will do so with {,he
approval of everybody in this part of the
country.”

Aug, 5—* We have no evidence before |
us of its being unsatisfactory to anyone
but the editor of the Advance.”

We cannot believe that it makes much
dafference to the salmon fishermen whether
the World is consistent or not, or whether
it deals intelligently with matters affect-
ing their interests or not, although the
sentiments expressed by that paper are of
some comsequence to them, because they
are supposed to reflect the policy of its
proprietors, for whom it is claimed that
they largely control the uction of the
Ottawa representative of the County ard
of the Dominion Government in local
matters. If this claim is based on fact, it
is no wonder that our fisheries, as well as
many other local interests administered by
the Dominion authorities, are in such an
unsatisfactory condition. We have, in
the course taken by the World in refer-
ence to this salmon-net tax, a sample of
the policy that has been pursued by those
who own that paper and who have mainly
controlled political affairs in the County
for a good many years—a policy under
which justice and proper consideration in
public matters have been witheld from the
Miramichi, lest they might have seemed
to come through legitimate channels,
instead of through those who have made
a life-business of turning them to personal
account and making of them means for
promoting their own influence or aggran-
dizement.

A few weeks ago we lecarned that the
Department of Fisheries had quietly
abandoned the imposition of the salmon-
net tax up-river and had endeavored to
keep the matter a profound secret, know-
ing that,in all justice and equity,a similar
course must be pursued down-river. We
remembered the hard fight of the Ap.
VANCE in 1875, when the Department first
imposed the salmon-tax, and determined
to make another effort to place the matter
on its merits in our columns, in the hope
that it might strengthen the hands of our
representative at Ottawa when the ques-
tion came to be dealt with by him. In
our references to the tax we argued against
it on grounds which seemed to us calcu-
lated to favorably impress fair-minded
persons with its injustice. We made no
references to one party or the other in
politics and did not look upon the matter
as a party one at all. This has always
been our course in dealing with the fisher-
men’s intetests and it may not b» amiss,
just here, to prove what we assert, as the
World appears to be under the impression
that because the salmon fishermen were
taxed under the administration of the
Liberal Government, we must have been
in favor of it. In May, 1875—before the
days of either the Star or World—we
said—

A great mistake has been made by the
Department in imposing the annual tax
on Salmon. * * * * Instead of our
Government placing additional burdens on
this industry at home, it should endeavor
to remove all restrictions possible from it,
in order that those engaged in it may be
enabled to hold their own. ® % ‘The
Government has acted injudiciously and
unjustly in imposing the salmon-tax upon
the fishermen, and no class of persons so
much regret the course taken as those who
are disposed to be the friends of the
Government. * * * * Whether the
late minister [hon, Peter Mitchell] planned
the tax or not does mot affect the question
now, nor can it relieve the present
[Mackenzie] government of the entire
responsibility of having imposed it.

We think the above quotations from our
columns will conclusively show that we
made cause with the flshermen against the
Government, as we do now, and it, there-
fore,comes with bad grace from the World
to assert, in announcing aprobable rescind-
ingof the tax, that it was defended by the
organs of the Mackenzie government, * in-
cluding Mr. Snowball’s paper.” The Ap-
VANCE is Mr. D. G. Smith’s paper and not
that of the gentlemnan named, andj Mr.
Smith begs to assure Mr. Call, Mr. Sadler,
Mr. Tweedie, Mr. Lawlor, Mr. Crocker,
Mr. Ferguson, Mr. Whitney and Mr.
Swim, who advertise themselves as the
proprietors of the World, that he is not
afraid of any comparison of the records
of his paper and theirs on the salmon-tax
or any other question. He would be
ashamed to oppose any proposition made
for the benetit of the people among whom
he lives, as they have done, simply
because it was supported by a rival
publisher against whom a *‘bitter war”
had been declared by some of them. He
would be ashamed to howl in support of
the imposition of a tax on the second and
fifth of a month and deny that he had
done o0 before the month ended ; and if
he could not conduct a paper with
greater consistency and decency than they
conduct the World, he might be mean
enough to do as some of them did with

.| the Star—Ilet its supposed editor run away

s0 that they might cease footing the bills
of the concern, as that is what the late
paymaster of the Star—now of the World
Publishing Company—did. In the above
we hope we have made it clear to the
gentlemen composing the World Publish-
ing Company that if they will deal
personally with the ADvANCE they must
not bring up the names of gentlemen who
have no more ¢ontrol over it than they
themselves have. If they, however, con-
tinue in that course we shall put a stop
to it by, perhaps, going further into
certain World gentleman’s relationships
with the late Star, which, if they had
been held by the proprietor of the Ap.
vANCE, would have been proclaimed all
over the country long ago.

The motive which induced these World
gentlemen to oppose our proposition of a
few weeks ago to have the salmon tax
rescinded, is developed in a letter evident-
ly written byone of them residing in New-
castle. It is in the World of last Satur-
day, as follows,—

Smith of the Advance still endeavors to
mislead his readers as to your position on
the merits of this matter. Those who
occupy the salmon stands on our coast,
in our estuaries, and in the tidal waters of
our rivers, fully understaad the legal as-
pect of the salmon tax, and they also un-
derstand that such stuff as Smith has
been doling out of late will do their cause
more harm than good. They have only
to recall the effects of Smith’s meddling
with the fisheries ever since he constitu-
ted himself the fishermen’s champion, to
see that in every case he undertook he
made matters worse for them. Even
under the rule of Sir A. J. Smith, all hig

rojects failed, and all his promises to
gshermen were falsified. As it has been
in the past, so will it be in the future, and
the more he meddles with the salmon tax
the worse it will be for those who now
enjoy a virtual monopoly of the salmon
fisheries in New Brunswick.

In other words, the World Publishing
Company desire to intimate to the fisher-
men that, so long as that company can
prevent it, nothing shall be done for them
unless it is proposed through or by said
Company or the clique it represents. If
anyone else feels that an injustice is being
done to the fishermen the fact that he
makes his sentiments known must be the
signal for the perpetuation of the injus-
tice. The doctrine, that Smith of the

ADVANCE must not succeed in anything he

proposes for the public, must be preached
and carried out to the fullest, no matter
who is made to suffer thereby or how just
the cause he advocates. That is the pur-
pose for which the eight gentlemen who
own the World are banded together. In
this Salmon tax matter they will fail, for
we assume that the representative of the
County at Ottawa regards the fishermen’s
just claims as of greater importance than
the put-down-Smith-at-any-cost policy of
any half dozen sore-heads who may be
making war against him.

The World says the ADvANCE ‘‘ howls
against the tax, so that it may say, in
case of its abolition, ‘See what we have
effected.”” The ADVANCE is not desirous
of securing any credit in the matter that
it may not be justly entitled to. Itis
not given to the kind of boasting suggested
by the World. If the Department will
rescind the tax we shall look upon its
action as evidence of an intelligence in
dealing with Miramichi interests which it
has conspicuously required for the last
eight or nine years. If the fishermen
present their claims properly to Mr.
Mitchell, he will, we hope, seek to have
them relieved of the tax, in spite of the
position the World first took against such
relief being afforded. Should he not do
so and should the tax be continued, it
will be disappointing to many who were
induced to believe, only a short time ago,
that the rule of the clique whose peculiar
friendship for Mr. Mitchell caused his
defeat in the County in 1878, was practi-
cally ended. We will still believe, how-
ever, that Mr. Mitchell will have® the
salmon-net tax abolished, because it is un-
just, regardless of whether such action
pleases or displeases the World and its
most extraordinary combination of pub-
lishers.

The War iz Egypt.

LonpoN, Aug. 25.— General Wolseley,
telegraphing to the War Office from
Ismailia on Thursday, says :—* Water in
the fresh water canal having been falling
the last three days,I thought it necessary,
although I had possession of Serapeum,
to push forward and occupy a point on the
canal seven miles west of Ismailia, where
I had been warned the canal could be
most seriously damaged.”

General Wolseley in his despatch to
the War Office recounts an engagement at
Magfar on Thursday, in which he held his
ground the whole day against 10,000
Egyptians. His forces numbered 2,000
men. General Wolseley says :—

“I advanced this morning before day-

break with the Household Cavalry, two
horse artillery guns, 30 mounted infantry,
1,000 men from the York and Lancaster
regiment and marines. After some skirm-
ishing I took possession of the dam which
the enemy had constructed across the
canal between the viilages of Magfar and
Mohutma. During the operation two
squadrons of the Household Cavalry
charged the enemy’s broken infantry very
gallantly. I soon found that the enemy
were being very largely reinforced from
the Tel-el-Kebir. I could see the trains
arriving. I thought it inconsistent with
tradition for the Queen’s army to retire
before any number of Egyptian treops,
and so decided to hold the ground, until
reinforcaments arrived. All day long I
have had an Egyptian force of 10,000 men
with 10 guns in my front and on my right
flank. The precision of the enemy’s
artillery fire was very good, but fortunate-
ly they fired common shell nearly all day
and when they did fire shrapnel their
fuses were badly adjusted. The enemy
had their cavalry regiments in line. Our
horses having been recently on board ship
were not in condition to gallop much.—
The two horse artillery guns were served
with pluck and ability. Our casualities
.have been slight. Capt. Hallam Parr was
wounded through the leg; Lord Melgrand
received a wound through the hand,—
Capt. Parr’s mounted infantry distinguish-
ed itself. All the troops engaged did
well. To-morrow, Friday, I shall attack
the enemy’s position at Holenke and hope
to take possession of the dam which they
constructed there this morning.”

In telegram despatched at 2 o’clock this
morning, General Wolseley adds :

I omitted tosay thatI had with me
yesterday 2 Gatling guns worked by sea-
men who did their duty admirably.

Loxpox, Aug. 26.—The War Office has
received the following telegram. from Gen.
Wolseley :—

IsmAILIA, Ang. 25, evening,—I pushed
on again this morning at daybreak. The
enemy had a strongly entrenched position
at Mahatta. They withdrew their guns,
however, last night. They had 12 in ac-
tion yesterday. The force at my disposal
this morning was the first division roll of
English cavalry, with sixteen guns.. My
intention was to pivot on my left at the
dam we took yesterday, and swing round
my right to take the enemy’s position in
the flank and drive them into the fresh
water canal, sending the cavalry complete-
ly round their position to occupy the
railway in their rear and, if passible, to
capture their engines and rolling stock.
This operation was carried out. All the
heavy work developed on the cavalry and
artillery, which were well handled by
Major General Lowe. He attacked the
rear of the enemy, who had a large camp
at Mahsemah railway station, which he
took, routing the enemy with considerable
loss, taking five Krupp guns, 75 R. R.
carriages laden witb provisions and a
large quantity of ammunition and rifles.
Notwithstanding our horses being uafit
for heavy work, and the long march
which the reinforcements I ordered yes-
terday, had to make, I have every reason
to be satisfied with what has been done,
Although I did not intend advancing be-

yond Mahatta for some days, such has
been the success of the cavalry to-day
that I intend to-morrow to occupy Kas.
sasin, the lock of the Fresh Water canal.
It is about two and a half miles west of
Meshameh Station, and its position will
secure to us a safe passage across the
desert, lying between Ismailia and the
cultivated land of the delta. The enemy
seem so demoralized, and so averse to
await the attack of our infantry, thatit is
possible they will not make the determin-
ed stand I anticipated, before we reached
Zagazig. Our losses yesterday, were

Household Cavalry, one private killed and |

five wounded and ten horses killed ; the
Horse Artillery, two privates and five
horses killed, York and Lancaster regi-
ment, one private killed and five wound-
ed ; Marine Artillery, one private killed ;
Mounted Infantry, two officers wounded.
There have been forty-eight sunstrokes
among privates, one fatal to-day. Major
Bebby, of the seventh dragoons has been
severely wounded. Admiral Seymour has
organized a boat service along the canal,
on which we shall have mainly to depend
for supplies until locomotives get to work.
The army owe the navy a deep debt of
gratitude, for the assistance they render-
ed.
(Signed) WOLSELEY.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 25.—On the enemy’s
left 500 men have been working the whole
afternoon upon the new entrenchments
across the sands between the railway em-
bankment and Lake Mareotis. Thus his

flanks are now covered by entrenchments
to Lake Mareotis on one side and Lake
Aboukir on the other.

There is reason to believe that the |

Egyptians have mounted a gun on the
railroad track.

A large new camp has been observed on
the plain, south of Lake Mareotis, proba-
bly contains reinforcements from Tripoli.

Loypox, Aug. 26.—The Times has the
follgping despatch :—

IsmarLis, Aug. 25.—This morning
th@ enemy turned out of their strong posi-
tion'near Ramses station and retreated,
leaving their camps behind them. They
took some guns with them.”

Loxpox, Aug. 26.—A letter from Prince
Ibrahim, brother of the Khedive, to Lord
Granville, is published, asking that he be
allowed to serve with the British army in
Egypt. - Granville replies that the Gov-
ernment regret their inability to accept
the Prince’s offer of his service.

LoxpoN, Aug. 26.—The Times despatch
from -Alexandria says: ‘Cairo is still
quiet. The Committee of Vigilance sits
daily. All the members of the committee
support Arabi except Butros Bey, ex-sub-
Minister of Justice, and Latif Bey, one of
the leaders of the first emeute against the
Nubar-Wilson Ministry.”

IsmarLia, Aug. 26.—The enemy’s loss
in fighting, Thursday, with Gen. Wolseley
is estimated by some as high as 400.

Loxpox, Aug. 26.—The Standard’s Is-
mailia correspondent says: ¢ The first
shell fired by the enemy on Thursday
passed a few feet over Gen. Wolseley’s
head and took off the leg of a horse ten
yards behind him. The enemy, through-
out the fight, declined to come to close
quarters. The two gunners that were
killed, were struck down by shrapnels
near Wolseley’s position. The troops be-
haved well. They were all day without
water or food, after marching ten miles
through heavy sand. The enemy’scavalry
swept around the British right flank, but
did not come within striking distance.
The Egyptian fire was too hot for the Life
Guards across the open towards them.
The British passed the day lying down be-
hind the banks and in ditches. After the
engagement, Wolseley rode into Ismailia
and returned late in the evening. Rein-
forcements arrived during the night, but
the guns not until early next morning,
having had great difficulty to get through
the sand. At daylight it was found, to
the great disappointment of our men, that
the main body of the enemy had with-
drawn. The Egyptian artillery fought
well and fired much more accurately than
at Kafr El Dwar. The infantry were con-
temptable and the cavalry little better.
Many of both those arms were observed
breaking from the ranks and dispersing
under our fire of shells.

At 1.30 this morning the enemy ap-
proached our lines,, apparently endeavor-
ing to cut off the Britith outposts near
Mahrimondish canal, but retired on the
alarm being given.

LoxpoN, Aug. 26.—The Standard says,
““It has reason to believe General Wolse-
ley has applied for more troops. This, it
adds, probably means the third division
of the army corps, mobilizing at Alder-
shot.”

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 26.—It is stated, on
good authority, that two thousand Alban-
ians have been enlisted for service in the
Egyptian quarantine and other depart-
ments, as it is feared that native troops
cannot be trusted. The troops are urgent,
ly required at the quarantine station at
Moses Well, near Suez, as the attitude of
Blockade
of Egyptian coast was established yester-
day.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 26.—Lord
Dufferin has promised that pilgrims to
Mecca will be permitted to traverse the
Suez Canal as usual.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 26.—Lord
Dufferin firmly maintains that the Turkish
troops shall only be allowed to disembark
at Rosetta, Damietta or Aboukir, and
categorically refuses to permit their land.
ing at Alexandria, Port Said or Suez.

Marta, Aug. 26.—The transport
“Teviot,” with 20 siege guns, stores and
296 gunners, has proceeded to Alexandria.
The transport ‘‘Lechmere,” with railway
plant, has sailed for Port Said. ‘Two
more transports with troops have arrived
at Suez.

Mavrip, Aug. 26.—The Cabinet, ata
council held yesterday, decided to follow
the same course as other Powers on the
Suez Oanal quastion.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 26.—Arabi Pasha’s
armored train left the position of the
enemy at 6 o'clock this evening and ad-
vanced about 300 yards, when two heavy
guns on the Water Works Hill fired five
rounds against the train. Oue shell fell
in the enemy’s trenches, and the train
retired without replying to the fire.

Yameses and Birket el Mahsameh were
oocupied yesterday by the British. The
losses were small on both sides. The
encmy retreated to Lake Maxama, and
large numbers of Egyptians are entrench-
ing southward of Meks, apparently with
the object of preventing a flank movement
by the British. A small reconnoisance
was made last evening in that direction
whereupon the enemy withdrew through
the shallow parts of Lake Marieotis.

Two battalions of the enemy’s infantry
withdrew yesterday from Abouker to
occupy the isthmus between Lake
Abouker and Lake El-Ke, This is an im-
portant position, as if Abouker was once
captured Kafr El Dwar could be turned
by a force traversing the isthmus.

All troops except the Irish Fusiliers and
three batteries of artillery have gone to
the front. Two squadrons of Indian cav-
alry have arrived and also gone forward.

LoxpoN, Aug. 27.—A despatch dated
Alexandria, Sunday evening, says, about
3 o,clock this alternoon two heavy guns
recently placed beyond the water works
hill opened fire on the enemy on the left
bank of Mahmoudieh canal. About
twenty rounds were fired and several shells
exploded in the midst of the enemy’s en-
trenchments, causing considerable damage.
The enemy replied feebly. At about 5
o'clock a contlagration was observed in
rear of the enemy’s eamps, about ten miles
beyond Ramleh. The British man of war
““Mintour” shelled the enemy’s outposts
in the direction of Aboukir this p. m.
The shells appeared to burst in the midst
of the enemy’s .position. The ‘“Mintour”
fired with increased rapidity until sunset.
The enemy,s reply was weak. There was
altogether very little activity in the rebel
lines. The impression gains ground that
the bulk of Arabi Pasha’s men has been
withdrawn from Kafr El Dwar.

IsmarLra, Aug. 27.—Only six . dead
Arabs were found on the” tield of battle,
but inside of Ramses were found seversl
small pyramids of stones, freshly erected,
beneath which the dead natives were
probably buried. Though the engage-
ment was not serious, so for as hard fight
ing is concerned the soldiers acted
splendidly. The difficulties of the ground
were fearful, while the heat of the sun
defies exaggeration. General Wolseley's
object has been achieved and we have
gained so much more fresh water, for the
canal has been carefully dammed at

Bodouins there is threatoning.

Ramses. We lost a good many horses

and mules. The remainder are fatigned
and sadly inneed of a few days’ rest.
The railway has been repaired as far as
Ramses. The native cavalry have arrived
and gone to the front.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 27.—It is reported
that several staff officers have deserted
Arabi Pasha and have given General
‘WVolseley important information.

CoNsSTANINOPLE, Aug. 27.—Said Pasha
went to Therapia on Sunday evening, and
informed Lord Dufferin that the Turkisa
Council of Ministers had resolved to pub-
lish a proclamation against Arabi Pasha
and accept the military conventien with
England, conformably to Lord Dufferin’s
proposals.

Port Sa1p, Aug 27.—M. DeLesseps has
embarked for Marseilles.

IsmaTLIA, Aug. 27.—Allis quiet at the
front. The British Cavalry has advanced
to Kassassin, A lot of locomotives have
arrived at Suez from Bombay.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug, 27.—The command-
or of the British ironclad ‘‘Achilles” re-
ports that the Aboukir garrison is making
an entrenched camp, oa which several
thousand laborers are working.

LoxpoN, Aug. 27.—A despatch dated
Alexandria Sunday evening says: “at
Meks this p. m. Bedouins appeared in
large force within a short distance of the
fort where the Malta volunteers had been
relieved by the Derbyshire Regiment.
After considerable firing on both sides
the Bedouins retired. It is believed that
many Bedouins were killed and a large
number wounded. Our loss was one killed
and one wounded. 1t is rumored that
the Bedouins will attempt to enter the
town to-night at Gabari Gates and the
barracks have been prepared accordingly.

LoxpoN, Aug. 28.—The Telegraph’s
Alexandria correspondent says: We cap.
tured a spy and handed him over to the
native authorities, who tortured him with
thumb screws and ordered him to be shot.
He said Arabi had only a strong regiment
of artillery, 2,000 cavalry and a few in-

fantry in front of us.

The Times’ Ismailia correspondent says
the rebel position at Tel el Kebir is very
strong. There is an entrenchment right
across and on both sides of the railway.
The position is fgnked on each side by

water. Our losses Tuesday were about 50
killed and wounded, of which the cavalry
lost 20 or 30 from heavy shell fire and
from charging a squad of infantry. Our
total force in Ismailia district, under
Wolseley, is about 11,000 men, 2,500
horses and 27 guns.

The 7'imes’ Port Said despatch of yes-
terday says the steamer Ca?ypse arrived
on Saturday with 150 Turkish troops and
moored inside the inner harbor, when the
Monarch at once sent two armed boats,
covered with a Gatling gun fromthe Mon-
arch, to learn their errand. The Turks
stated that they were the annual relief for
a Turkish garrison at some fort on the Red
Sea. During/the night armed boats from
the British /fleet cruised around with
orders to prevent the Turks from landing.
The Calypse entered theCanal on Sunday
morning, a steam pinnace from the Hecla
accompanying her with orders to prevent
disembarkation of the troops.

The 7'imes’ Alexandria correspondent
telegraphs: Abdel Russek and four other
staff officers escaped from Arabi. They
were well received by the Khedive. It
appears they have been some time in com-
munication with the Khedive, through
members of General Stone’s army. They
were entrusted by Arabi with the defence
of Tel El Kebir, but abstained from mak-
ing earthworks. They escaped and * went
to DeLesseps and asked his assistance to
get away. DeLesseps tried to dissuade
them, accusing them of want of patriot-
ism. They finally sought Rear Admiral
(lllqskius, who forwarded them to Alexan-

tia.

A despatch from Ismailia says that
Mahmoud Fehmy examined at head.
quarters reports that much suffering and
insubordination prevail in thé Egyptian
army. The difficulty of dragging supplies
over the deep sand is very great ; but few
miles can be made daily. The weather is
somewhat cooler and the health of the
troops is excellent. The glare on the sands
at noon is terrible.

A despatch to the Times from Ismailia
says an officer has arrived here from the
Governor of the district between Suakia
and Massowah, on his way to the Khedive
to declare his loyalty.

The Mohammedan High Priests held a
meeting here at which several influential
natives were present. The Priests ab-
jured them to remain loyal to Arabi Pacha.
The native Governor has ordered their
arrest.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 28.—It is stated
that the British intend to cut two dykes
near Meks, so as to flood a portion of the
dry bed of Lake Mareotis and prevent ary
attack from that side.

The garrison at Meks was re-inforced
to-day, in consequence of the Bedouins
having formed a camp on the opposite
shore of Lake Mareotis.

Nothing was dene at Ramleh to-day.
It is thought that the last-shell-from o 7.
inch gun, yesterday, disabled the large
gun of Arabi Pasha’s battery. Arabi
Pasha is reported to be at Saliehah.

IsmarLiA, Aug. 29.—A boat supplying
posts on the caval with provisions was
fired on by the Bedouins near here to-day,
and four of her Maltese crew were wound-
ed and the boat plundered.

Gen. Wilkinson, of the Indian Division,
arrived yesterday, to confer with Wolse-
ley. Mahmoud Fehmy asserts that the
troops cannot come from Kafr El Dwar
to Tel El Kebir. Arabi holds several
leading Bedouin chiefs as hostages for the
good behaviour of their tribes.

The T'imes Alexandria despatch says re-
port of the death of Toulba Pasha is con-
firmed.

The correspondent of Reuter’s telegram
telegraphs from Constantinople this morn-
ing that Lord Dufferin has not yet receiv-
ed a reply from Lord Granville to whom
he submitted the Porte’s acceptance of
the military convention. 1t is considered
doubtful in diplomatic circles whether
Granville will agree to the acceptance by
the Porte as the latter has been several
times warned that it might be too late.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 29.—The enemy is
still strengthening their left. They sent
out an armored train again last evening.
The man of war * Minotaur” shifted a
thousand yards nearer Aboukir. Gen.
Evelyn Wood has gone to reconnoitre
Meks.

LoxpoN, Aug. 29.—The 7imes Port
Said correspondent telegraphs: 1 have
just interviewed Yusuf Bey who recently
escaped from Cairo. He asserts that the
Turkish and Circassian residents of Cairo
are being arrested daily and never heard
of again. The sole Turkish and Circassian
Pashas with a few Europeans remaining
in Cairo are guarding the citadel. They
seem well prepared to hold their own
until the British arrive. If the absurd
stories circulated by Arabi of British at-
rocities were disproved the majority of
Arabi’s troops would desert. There is a
large force of Bedouins at Kafr El Dwar
belonging to the tribe Ouladali and at
Salichich.

The 7'imes Ismaila correspondent says :
Major Tullereh has proceeded to the
poiut, taking his provisions and baggage
on camels, in order to be independent of
the commisssriat. His orders are to ad-
vance with the most advanced guard, al-
ways feeling the enemy so as to keep
Wolseley constantly advised of their
movements and position. This officer has
been wisely chosen, as no one is better
fitted for the duty, or has better know-
ledge of the country.

IsmaILIA, Aug. 29.—Mahmoud Fehmy
says Arabi has five batteries of Krupp
guns and three mounted batteries at Tel
El Kebir. Mahmond Fehmy designa-
ted lines at Kafr El Dwar and Tel Fl
Kebir. All the important telegrams
which have fallen into our hands from
Arabi apd his chiefs are addressed to
Mahmond Fehmy and it is evident that
he sent them fabulous accounts of engage-
ments with the English troops since. The
telegrams from Arabi while at Cairo con-

tained most enthusiastic congratulations
on victories. Mahmoud Fehmy reported
be]is regarded as the Nana Sahib of re-
volt.

Port Samp, Aug. 29.—Last evening
Arabi’s forces attacked the British position
at Kassasin and were repulsed with heavy
loss. The British lost 120 men ; 11 of the

enemy’s guns were captured.

Capsizing of the “Spy.”

We referred a short time ago, to the
capsizing of a schooner, off Richibucto,
supposed to be the Spy of Chatham, and
it turns out that the. supposition was
correct. The Spy was lumber-laden,
bonnd from Tracadie for Pictou. She had
on board Capt. McLean of Chatham and
a young man who was inexperienced in
seamanship. It is the custom, we believe,
with pilots to let their schooners steer
themselves when they are running ‘‘ by
the wind ” and Capt. McLean, being very
tired, tried this ‘‘ pilot trick,” leaving his
green hand on deck while he *‘ turned in”
for asleep. He awakened about mid-day
to find a gale blowing and was just making
for the deck when tbe vessel capsized,
demonstrating the fatt that an ordinary
schooner with a lumber cargo, including
deckload is not so stiff as a well ballasted
pilot boat. The water poured into the
cabin and it was with difficulty that Capt.
McLean reached the air above. That
task accorplished he managed to get on
the side of the vessel which was upper-

most, not, however, without receiving a
blow on the head from what he thought
was the water cask. After trying to
right the vessel by clearing off all the
deckload possible, but without success,
he managed to get the boat ready and,
taking his fellow-voyager with him, made
for Richibucto. reaching the gully where
a schooner lay whose Captain and men he
knew. They were, however, ashore but
he hunted them up and they started with
him to find and rescue his vessel. After
searching awhile,—night having, mean-
time, come on—he found her and, attach-
ing a live to her, started to tow to
Richibucto. This was, however, slow
work and lasted all night without much
headway having been made. Next day
Capt. McLean, assisted by his friends,
righted the Spy and went to work pump-
ing her out. They succeeded in getting
a good deal of water out of her when the
wind freshened and she had to be dropped
astern, because she thumped so hard
against the rescuing schooner. They
finally veached Summerside, where every-
thing was set'to rights and the Spy and
her gallant captain proceeded to Pictou,
where the cargo was landed and a load of
coals taken aboard for Chatham. Captain
McLean deserves credit for his plucky
fight to save his vessel, and it is not
probable that he will again lash the helm
and go below to let the schooner *‘run
herself.”

The Deaf and Dumb.

Mr Woodbridge, lately Principal of the
Halifax Institution for the Deaf and
Dumb, has been visiting the principal
centres of population in New Brunswick,
with a view to obtaio information concern-
ing the number and circumstances of deaf
mutes within the Province and to create a
public and general interest in a Provincial
Institution which it is proposed to estab-
lish in Fredericton. Mr. Woodbridge
held a meeting in the Masonic Hall, Chat-
ham, on Monday evening last, at which,
although the attendance was small, owing
probably to insufficient notice, he succeed-
ed in inspiring a genuine feeling of sympa-
thy with the movement in question. The
Chair was occupied by Rev. E. W. Waits,
who, having introduced Mr. Woodbridge
with suitable remarks, the latter ‘raced
the progress of Deaf-mute Education in
the old world and the new, furnishing in-
teresting statistics in connection with the
important and philauthropic work. He
called attention to particulars in regard to
this branch of education within our Prov-
ince, and dwelt upon the progress already
made and the conditions of future success
in conuection with the Institution at
Fredericton which he hopes to open next
week, Mr. W, illustrated his method of
instruction and its results, in a most in-
teresting manner, by means of exercises
performed by one of his pupils, Master
William Baillie, of Carleton, St. John,
who is accompanying him in his tour
through the Province. Mr. Woodbridge
spoke of the gratifying encouragement he
had received in St. John and elsewhere.
A committee of prominent gentlemen in
that city have undertaken to render the
proposed Iustitution substantial and’sym
pathetic assistance, and in co-operation
with others, have leased a building near
the University grounds in Fredericton,
for the purposes of the school. The house
is furnished to accomwmodate about 30
pupils and several acres of land adjoining
have been secured in view of the future
necessities of the Institution. It is hoped
that the Provincial Government will
render effective aid to ‘the scheme when
the school is fairly established.

At the close of his address, Mr. Wood-
bridge solicited the sympathy and help of
the citizens of Chatham in furtherance of
the undertaking in which he is engaged,
and a collection was taken up accordingly.
After further consultation with gentlemen
present, Mr. W. secured the services of a
“‘co-operative, committee composed of
Revds. D. Forsyth and E. W. Waits and
F. E. Winslow, Esq., who are assisting
him in obtaining snheeriptions and infor-
mation, and in placing the matter before
the public in this commnnity,” We are
glad to learn that, already, verygratifying
success has attended the efforts of Mr.
Woodbridge and the gentlemen who are
assisting him in his commendable enter-
prize.

Raid on Alleged Smugglers.

Quite a flutter was created in St. Jonn
on Thursday of last week by the descent
of Customs Inspector, John W. Cudlip
and officers P. J. O’Keefe, of St. John, J.
W. Binney of Moncton, Thos. Crimmin of
Chatham and John Boness of St. Stephen,
upon some of the leading watch and
Jewelry establishments of that city. In-
epector Cudlip had information which jus-
titied action on his part, and he sent for
the outside officers in order that the work
in hand might be as expeditiously per-
formed as possible. He posted his men,
like a good general, where each would
have his own work to do. Mr. Crimmin
moved forward upon Tremaine Gard,
Mr. Binney paid his respects to T. L.
Coughlin, Mr. Boness did the disagreeable
at the establishment of Page, Smalley &
Ferguson, Mr. O’Keefe intruded upon W.
C. Gibson, while General Cudlip saw that
the movements of his staff were effectively
managed.

The several parties were asked to pro-
duce the American-made goods in their
stocks, whick they did, as far as they
could, and when they could not distinguish
between American and other manufac-
tures, the exasperating matter-of-fact
Cudlip bhad Mr. J. W, McDuffee, Jeweler,
of St. John, on hand who, as an expert,
helped the doubtful subjects of the raid
in obliging the officers. The American
goods were confiscated and sent to the
Custom House, on the ground that the
important matter of paying the duties
thereon had not been attended to. The
News of the day following the seizure
said,—

All of the gentlemen firmly deny having
had any contraband goods in their posses-
sion, and do not appear in the least
anxious ag to the seizure except for the
momentary annoyance produced by the
absence of saleable articles from their
stores. The value of the goods seized

was about $5000, Messrs. W. C. Gibson
and T. L. Coughlin being the chief suffer-

ers. The articles taken from Messrs,
Page, Smalley & Ferguson, King street,
were chiefly American watches obtained
from Toronto and Montreal importing

houses, the value of which would not ex-
ceed $450. A sample trunk was glso
found at this shop, containing American
watches, &c., and belonging to Mr. H. A.
Osgood, of Lewiston, Maine, who also
carries on business at Houlton. For the
resence of this trunk Messrs. Page,
gmnlley & Ferguson are clearly not
accountable as it was left there by Mr.
Osgood, a few days ago on the understand-
ing that it contained nothing that would
render it liable for seizure, Mr." Osgood,
on leaving the city stated that duty bad
been paid on every article within the
trunk, and there is reason to suppose his
declaration is correct. Only $250 worth
of goods were seized at Mr. Tremaine
Gard’s, German street, and the latter was
able to show invoices for each article, all
of which were obtained from reliable
Montreal and Toronto houses. One gold
watch, several silver watches and a few
articles of silverware were found, on every
article of which Mr. Gard claims to have
paid duty. :
From Mr, T. L. Coughlan’s store, King
street, a much larger seizare was made,
consisting chiefly of twelve dozen watches,
or nearly every ‘‘timer” he had in the
shop. Most of these were from Montreal
and Toronto, having previously been
imported from the American Watch
Company, of Waltham, Mass. The offi-
cers made love to a general assortment of
jewelry in the store of Mr. W. C. Gibson,
King street, amounting*to only a few
hundred dollars in value. :
There is good authority for supposing
that the success resulting from the late
seizures at Fredericton, M_cncton and
Woodstock, inspired the raid and that
the officers were chiefly on the look-out
for goods supposed to be smuggled into
the Province by H. A. Osgood, of Lewis-
ton, and H. W. Patterson, of Boston.
Goods sold by the former are valuable;
those of the latter are mostly plated ware.
Patterson was in trouble in Montreal a
short time ago, and many lower Province
houses have refused to deal with him on
that account.
It is highly probable that most of the
goods seized by the officers will have to
be returned.
