INDEBTEDNESS OF
GITIES OF THE U.S.

s

New York Had Seven Times
More Than Any Other
In 1907

Was $142 Per Capita—List Ranges From
Ginc:onall, $123 and Boston, $120
to Jahnstewn, Pa,, $111.

e

The indebtedness of the governments
of the 158 cities in the United States
which, in 1907, had an estimated pop-
ulation of over 30,000 each, forms an
interesting chapter of U, S. Census
Bulletin 105, prepared by Division
Chief E. H., Maling, under the super-
vision of the Government of the city
statistician in charge of the official
statistics of cities, It will issue in the
near future from the government
printing office, and Census Director
Durand will submit it to Secretary
Nagel of the Department of Commerce
and Labor.

The ‘“gross” debt includes the entire
amount of debt obligations outstandinyg
against a city and is claSsified by di-
vision of the oGvernment of the city
issuing, according to provision made
for payment, and as held by the public
or by funds of the city. In many cit-
ies such forms of current indebtedness
as outstanding warrants and out-
standing judgments are not thought of
as indebtedness but in reality are such
and should be included in a complete
statement of indebtedness, Outstand-
ing ‘warrants are shown for nearly
two-thirds of the cities considered, and
in some of the western cities consii-
tute a considerahle portion of tre in-
debtedness, The “net” indebtedness in-
cludes the gross indebtedness less the
sinking fund assts, and for purposes
of comparison is more significant than
the gross indebtedness,

NEY’ YORK CITY'S DBEBT.

Of the total net indebtedness of the
1£8 cities, 39.2 per cent. is credited to
New York city, which had more than
seven times the indebtedness of any
other city, and more than one-half of
the total of the 27 largest cities of tha
country., The per capita net debt of
New York city was $142.52; and the
only other cities having a per capita
net indebtedness of over 8§1(0 were:
Cincinnati, O., $128.85; Boston, Mass.,
$120.37; Galveston, Tex., $115.78; Pue-
blo, Colo., $108.23; and Newton, Mass,
$105.83. Of the. cities of over 300,000 es-
timated population San Francisco had
by far the smallest net debt, and De-
troit, with $23.75 per capita, next to thz
smallest; of the cities having a popu-
lation of from 100,000 to 300,000, those
with the smallest per capita net debt
were: St. Joseph, Mo, $16.46; and In-
dianapolis, Ind., $17.41. Of the cities
having from 30,000 to 100,000 popula-
tion, those having the smallest per cap-
ita net debt were: ZErie, Pa., $10.13;
Wheling, W, Va., 10.41;  Joplin, Mo.,
$10.71, and Johnstown, Pa., $11.19.

The increase in the net debt for the
fiscal year of 1907 was $120,930,531,
more than three-fourths of which was
credited to the 15 largest cities and
more than one-half of which is cre-
dited to New York city. The only city
of less than 300,000 inhabitants having
an increase of more than $1,000,000 was
Seattle, Wash., whose net debt increas-
ed by $5,791,078. Several cities decreas-
ed their net indebtedness during the
year, the larger of them being St.
Louis, San Francisco, Washington, In-
dianapolis and Kansas City.

In any discussion of indebtedness it
should be remembered, the bulletin
states, that the value of public im-
provements and especially the amounts
expended on public service enterprises,
should be taken into consideration.
Many cities own their waterworks and
some their light plants, and a consid-
erable proportion of the indebtedness
of such cities may have been incurred
in the purchase or construction of such
plants.

All Kentucky Seeks Vainly-for
Litile Alma Keflner

Myslery Baffles Police—Child Who Van-
Ished on Way to Church Probably
Kidnapped Last November.

Although the legal machinery of the
state of Kentucky and the wisest
sleuttts of the largest cities of the coun-
try have searched for over two weeks
for some clew of little 8-year-old Alma
Kellner, the Louisvills child who mys-
teriously disappeared while on her way
to church Wednesday, Nov. 11, and
the reward has been increased to more
thah $10,000, Christmas came and went
with not a word to relieve the anxiety
of the grief-stricken parents.

TLis reward, which would tempt an
ordinary kidnapper, has been offered
without avail. The people of Louis-
ville, aroused by such a crime, con-
ducted a house-to-house search for a
clew to the child, but fond neothing.
Inch by inch the city was searched by
the local police at orders from no leéss
a personage than Gov. Wilsen, with
like result. The river was dragged anfl
vacant lots thoroughly overhauled, but
still no clew. The disappearance of lit-
tle Alma was first reported by her par—
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Fred, Keliner, the
father a prosperous merchant of the
city, but still{not so  wealthy that le
could pay a fabulous sum to any kid-
napper when she failed to return from
early morning services at a chutrch but
a few short squares from her héme.

NEVER REACHED CHURCH.

Neighbors had seen the little girl on
her way, but she never reachéd her
destination. No person could be found
who’ could say how far she had pro-
ceeded when she was overtaken by hér
captors, and norg saw any of the sus-
picious persons hanging about that are
usually reported in stich cases.

., Alma disappeared ag if the earth had

opened and swallowed her and left no
tangible clew that could be followed
by even the keenest detective.

The facts were revorted to the po-
lice ,and after a few days’ hard work
it was found that the case was far be-
yond the ability of the usual bluecoat,
and more masterly minds were brought
into.play. Mediums and the occult al-
so were employed, and thousands of
threads were iollowed with the same
result, ending just where they had
started. Gov. Willson was appealed to,
and at once set the legal machinery of
the whole state in motion. Several cou-
ples with children who answered the
description of the missing girl were ar-
rested in Ohio valley cities and held
until some person acquainted  with the
child could hasten to the spot. All
identification failed.

HER FAMILY QUESTIONED.

After all clews had been run down
the kidnapping theory was dropped by
ihe police and another view of the mat-
ter was taken up. The police began to
look for internal troubles in the fam-
ily of the child. The home of the ‘par-
erts was searched from bottom to top.
Then the home of Fred Kellner's mo-
ther underwent a similar ‘ search.
Nothing was found, and the police de-
cide® to awzit developments. A week
after the disappearance a member of
the family anmounced to the police
ihat he had positive assurance that
Alma would be at her home before
night. All avenues were watched, but
the child failed to appear.

The next clew came from Chicago,
where, it was said that the little girl
was secreted in a flat and carefully
guarded ty a young couple. Detectives
frcm headquarters in that city follow-
d the clew, but found no solution to
the myﬁtery

In the meantime the rewards had
been raised, and now reached a total
of $10,000. Public-spirited citizens fol+
lowed the goverenor’s lead and placed
their names down for large sums.

AFTER ANOTHER CHILD.

Frank Fehr, a rich uncle of the girl,
a prominent brewer of the city, came
forward wiith the announcement that
the kidnappers had intended to take
his daughter, a child of about the same
age as Alma, but had been mistaken
in her identity. He claimed to have
positive knowledge of this fact. He
also announced that there had been
no family trouble connected-with the
disappearance.

Negro servants of the'fgmily were
brought into the case, but all proved
that they loved the child too much to
have had any hand in the abduction.
A former servant came to the house
and told the mother that she had been
approached by two white women, who
gave her a message for the family, di-
recting that the mother meet them at
a certain place to make proposals for
a ransom. These instructions were
carried. out, but the .women 'did not
keep the tryst. o

Tips by the hundreds were sent to
the parents, and the police in every
case where there was a possibility of
finding little Alma followed each clue
to the end. Some gave addresses of
mysterious negroes, who were said to
have a hand in the kidnappiing, and
their homes were searched. The sew-
ers of the city were dragged from end
to end, without avail.

From the pulpits the people were
aroused to the sense of danger to the
other children of Louisville if the kid-
nappers of Alma were not captured
and the child restored to her parents.
They were urged by the ministers to
find some clue to the mystery if it
were possiible, but to no avail.

With the coming of the Yulettide, it
was hoped that the child might be re-
stored or some tidings that she was at
least alive might be had to give to the
parents as a Christmas offering. But
the day came and went and there was
no such joyous feelinigs. Although all
others have given up hope of seeing
little Alma alive again, the family of
the little girl are still insisting that
she is alive, for how could anybody
have the heart to take the life of an
innnocent blue-eyed girl?

The family can offer no reason why
she was taken at all. There was no
revenge to be wreaked, and they fall
back on the idea that rénsom was the
reason. The search will not end, how-

Still another theory lately advanced
is that sugar, pepper and salt are
gastric_irritants and irritate the mu-
cous membrane Of the stomach, al-
though it is known that sugar pos-
sesses a high caloric value, while
pepper ‘and salt assist digestion rather
than interfere with it, as is clpimed.

Professor Edgar L. Hewett, director
‘of the American School of Archaeo-
logy at Santa Fe, New Mexico, .is
l;uking an extended trip of explora-
tion among the ancient ruins and mar-
vellous caves in the heart of the Na-
vajo Indian reservation in Arizona,
which he recently discovered.

The Denver correspondent of the
8t. Louis Post Dispatch says that the
incidents which had a diirect bearing
upon the discovery of Professor Hew-
étt—a discovery which promises to
@add a number of-remarkable chapters
to the history of North America—
read like a romance.

', The . xistence® of a mysterious, de~
gerted village of world architecture, in
the recesses of a great canyon “far to
.the north,” has long been the subject
‘of the legends of the Navajo and Mo-
qui Indians of Arizona. Among the
Pueblos of New Mexico, tales, handed
down from a forgotten generation, are
#0ld of a strange race of “big men”
who long ago inhabited a land “far
to the northwest.”

A number of years ago Professor
Hewett began his investigation « of

: (Portland Express.)

After completing a trip which has
probably never been equalled by a ves-
sel sailing from this port on such a
short voyage, the schooner Governor
Brooks has arrived in Boston and will
discharge her cargo there even if the
4,100 tons of coal in her hold was orig-
inally consigned to Randall and Mc-
Allister Co. of -this city. Captain
George F. Barlow of Portland, com-
mander of the vessel, arrived home last
night, and when seen by an Express
reporter this morning he told the story
of his trip for the first time.

Since leaving Portland the Brooks
has passed through three hurricanes,
lost cne set of sails, a rudder, and has
finally been towed into Boston by the
tugs Mercury and TUnderwriter in a
Gisabled condition for the second time
within a month. Captain Barlow has
been following the sea for 38 years
and when seen this morning he said
that -he had never experienced such a
trip as the one just ended and that
he would never forget his first trip as
‘commander of the Governor Brooks.

In the parlor of his pleasant home
at 490 Forest avenue Captain Barlow
told the story of the trip since he
gailed from Portland. “On Nov. 24, we
sailed from>Portland to Norfolk,” said
Captain Barlow. “It was about 9
¢’ciock in the morning when we left
port and the wind at that time was
blowing quite fresh east northeast.
When we got outside the wind backed
around and was blowing a gale at
noon. I think it was about 1 o'clock
when our) foresail was carried .away
and thé other sails, with the.exception
of the spanker sail, which was not set,
followed within a few minutes. The
wind reached a velocity of 75 miles and
hour and we raced through the tre-
mendous seas under bare poles for
several hours. At 10 a. m., the wind
moderated and at 11.30 we got in shoal
water and put both anchors out. The
vessel’s decks were swept by the big
seas for a time but she finally came
around and rode the gale out in fine
shape. Early | the next morning,
Thanksgiving Day, we were able to get
iinder way with the few remaining
sails and crept into Boston harbor. The
:spanker sail, which was the only one
left besides the jibs, gave the vessel
encugh headway to enable us to get
“into port and we were all mighty glad
when we dropped anchor in the harbor,
as the gale through which we had
passed had been a severe one.

“We remained in Boston awaiting the
arrival of a new set of sails from Port-
land until the. following Thursday,
when we resumed our trip, setting sail
"for Norfolk. The trip down was an
excellent one and we made the run in
exactly three days and four hours.

“After loading our cargo at Norfolk
we started for the return trip Dec. 10,
and for the first two days encounterad
fine weather. When off the Jorsey
cvast in Monday mornin;, Dec. 13, the
wind increased to,a zale from the
southeast, and the seas were runiing
high and continually sweeping acress
the deck. It was uselass to take any
chances of running in such a gale so I
decided to come to anchor at the first
- oportunity and finally let both anchors
go about six miles southwest sy south
of\the Fire Island lightship, remaining
at anchor there during the night. All
night long the wind coutinued to blow
at the rate of 65 miles an hour and
sometime during that gale our ruc-
der was lost. I knew somtthing had
rappened during the night, but fot un-
tit we started to get under way the
next morning did I realize fhe extent
of the damage. Tuesday morning the
wind had moderated so we set sail and
were able to creep slowly along under
the jibs, even if the rudder was gone.
It was hard work as we were forced
to drop the anchor continually to keep
the vessel from turning, and it was
necessary to keep in towards the shore
where we could let the anchor go in
about 25 fathoms of water. I did not
dare to get in too close to the shore, as
there was danger of going on the rocks.
A vessel without a rudder is about as
helpless as a little baby, and with the
vessel drawing 26 feet of water we
could not rig any sort of a rudder to
keep her on her course. If we had en-
countered a gale at that time we would
have been in bad shape and would
have had to depend upon our anchors
to hold us. Fortunately we arrived in
Vineyard Sound, Saturday night, Dec.
18, and anchored once more. The an-
cher had hardly gone down when the
cutter Acushnet came within hailing
distance and asked if we needed as-
sistance. I told the captain that I
would remain there until the next
morning, so he went back to Woods
Hole for the night. It was blowing
quite strong from the northwest, so I
had the second anchor put out. At
daylight the following morning the
cutter came out once more, and we
gave him a line, but with no rudder on
the vessel the cutter was unable to
tow us, the vessel kept going around,
and at last the cutter went into Vine-
yard Haven, as she could not come
alongside owing to the rough sea.
About 3 o'clock in the afternoon the
cutter returned with ome of the Com-
mercizl Wharf ‘Towboat Company’s
bozis and we were towed into Vine-
yard Haven. . e

“I was unable to secure a new rud-
der there and when a diver examined
the vessel he found that the rudder
braces as. well as the rudder had been
carried away in the gale. I decided
that we would have to tow into Bos-
ton, Friday evening Dec. 24, the tugs
Underwriter and Mercury arrived
from Boston and a few minutes later
with the Underwriter ahead and the
Mercury astern, to act as a rudder, we
left Vineyard Haven. That night at
10 p. m, we anchored by Handkerchief
lightship, but started, out again the
following morning for Boston, It was
almost calm when we got under way
but at 4 o’clock in the afternoon the
wind breezed up from the Southeast
and at 9 o'clock the Highland light,
Cape Cod, bearing Southwest the wind
commenced to pipe up from the South-
east, At 1 a, m, Sunday morning the
wind was  blowing with hurricane
force. The towboats were unable to
make but little headway and we came
to anchor in a blinding anow storm

The towboats went into
Provincetown and with both anchors
out and 11, fathoms of chain on each,
we rode the storm. It was a nard one

‘and if the anchors had not held we

would have been piled up on the
beach, Before we anchored we were
in company with the Davis Palmer
and the Dorothy Barrett and the last
I saw of the Palmer was when she jib-
bed off to go into the bay. While we
were at anchor I thought about both
the other vessels and was worried
about them.”

“Do you think that the crew of the
Palmer were taken off? asked the re-
porter.

‘“Certainly not,” replied Captain Bar-
low, “there was not one chance in the
world for them to be saved in that
storm, A man, if exposed for any
length of time, would perish as it was
extremely cold and the wind was ter-
rible, :

“We remained at anchor during the
gale and Tuesday morning when the
wind had ggne down ‘the tugs ,camse
out from Provincetown and towed us
into Boston. When we left Portland we
expected to come back here with our
cargo, but the coal will be discharged
in Boston and the vessel will be re-
paired there. The trip just completad
was my first one in the Governor
Brooks and I shall probably never for-
get it as it was surely one of many
misfortunes.’”

LORD MINTO'S TOUR IN INDIA

Seven_Wasks mﬂﬁigd n- Strenuous Work
_Visiting the Native Rulers.

A cable from ‘India to the London
press seys:

The viceroy left Madras for Calcutta,
thus: conéluding' a Strenuous and mem-
orable. tour of. over:seven weeks.: The
heavy ~ programme was . carried
through with signal successs, except
that, owing to a temporary attack of
fever, the visit to see the beauties of
Maadura, Trichinopoly, and Tranjore
was abandoned.

The strong personal -note through-
out of gratitude to Lord Minto for his
patient . and firm statesmanship and
his liberal reforms deepened after the
attempted assassination of Allmeda-
bad into one of general enthusiasm at
the reception in outhern - India, es-
pecially in Bombay and Madras.,

A striking feature of the tour were
the weighty expressions of the chiefs
of Alwat, Jaipur, Tonk, TUdaipur,
Gwallor, Bhopal, Baroda, and Mysore,
as to the wise poliicy of reforms and
their hearty appreciation of the vice-
roy's ' attitude towards th
states, ‘“which at Jodpur was com-
memorated in the gift of a lakh of ru-
pees ‘to the Mayo College.

_ Several chiefs pointed out what they

described as a defect in the education-
al system—viz., that there was no re-
ligious iInstruction. The political
movement and the anarchical outrages
have eyvidently increased the interest
of the chiefs in the events and policy
of British dndia, and the usual fervent
expressifons of loyalty were dominated
by a recognition of common interests.

Excellency’s repeatedly urging co-
operation to remove the small difficul-
ties inevitable in the working of the
new machinery of reforms.

Altogether the tour has been bril-
liant, and a number of spontaneous
acts have testified to the extraordin-
ary popularity of Lord and Lady
Minto, their® stronghold on the aftfec-
tions of the people of India, and the
latter’s confidence in His Excell\acy’s
policy.

Synopsis of Canadian North
west Land Regulations,

Any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must appear in person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Su
Agency for the district. Entry b
rroxy may be made at any agency, on
certain conditions, by father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of in-
tending homesteader, !

Duties—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
¢ within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied "y him or by his
fstl'er, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
gocd standing may pre-smpt a quarter-
section a’ongslde nis homestead. Price
(3.0 per acre. Dusies—Must reside six
menths in each of six years from date
cf homestead eng'y (including the
time required to earn homestead pa-
tent) and cultivate &fty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homnestead right and cannot obtain a
prc-emption may take a purchased
homestead in certain districts. Price
$3.0 per acre. Duties—Must reside
six months in each of three years, cul-
tivate fifty acres and erect a house
worth $300.00.

BLATCHFORD CALLS FOR BIG
ARMY TO DEFEND FRANCE

British Fleet Mone Not Sefficient to Prevent Germany From
Establishing a Hegemsny of Europe—France Knows She

‘Gannot Fight the Teutonic

Socialist Robert Blatchford’'s articles |
in the Daily Mail on the German Peril
are amazing even the friends of that
paper, and of the most advanced De-
Tence party. His sixth article, which is
reproduced herewith, is entitled “Arma-
geddon: the Greater Danger,” and goes
far beyond the limitations of those who
scek merely to arm against an exist-
ing Germany. He discusses the posi-
ticn of a Germany which has conquer-’
ed France, annexed Calais and most of
the eastern channel coast-line of that
power, and mastered the Netherlands.
To avert such a catastrophe he calls
for 'a first-class British army of half
a million, or better still, a million, of
trained soldiers, and ridicules as the
Blue Water School those who hold that
Britain’s navy is her sufficlent safe-
guard. "
Says tha editor of the Clarion: -
Mr. Beijfour-once declared that the
probiem of imperial defence was the
problem of the defénce of, Afghanistan.
But times-have changed, since then, and
I shall' propose an.amendment to the
fcllowing eftéct: * " L

The problem of British defence is
the defence of -Frarce.

There it is: the .greater danger, the
rearer, danger’ than the danger of &
German-invasion ,-of ‘England, is the
danger of -a German invasion of
France.- ,

A German writer, quoted by me in a
previousfarticle, says that directly Ger-
many feels herself menaced she will
strike, and France will be her victim. |
He continues thus:

NOTHING = CAN ' STOP GERMAN |
' " ARMY,

“Unhappy France! The British navy
may destroy the German fleet and rule
German foreign trade. But nothing on
earth can prevent the German army
from over-running France from Paris
to Lyons and from the Emnglish Chan-
nel to the Mediterranean. The French
are laboring under a dangerous delu-
sion if they suppose that Germany
would be satisfied with an indemnity
at the termination of such a war. Ger-
many would take permanent possession
of the northern provinces of the French
Republic, thereby gaining access to the
sea at Calais and Boulogne, while Bel-
gium and Luxembourg would be an-
nexed to complete the triumph of the
Teutons.”

Now, what do the Blue Water school
say to that? Supposing France attack--
ed and' conguered by Germany, how
would our fleet prevent the annexation
of Calais and Cherbourg? And what
could our fleet do to prevent the Ger-
man conquest of France?

As for Belgium and Holland there
would be no need for: Germany to an-
nex them. With Calais in German
hands the Netherlands would be quiet-
ly absorbeéd.

Then Germany would have Calais at
one end of the Channel and Cherbours
at the other. Also she would have Am-
sterdam and Rotterdam and Antwerp,
which Napoleon said was like a pistoi
pointed at the heart of England. Also
she would have the Dutch navy and
the Dutch craftsmanship. Then Fran-e
would be a crippled pewer, and Britain
would be unable to keep pace with the
German output of battleships and sail-
ors.

THINKS FRANCE IS AFRAID.

Whether or not we form an offensive
and defensive alllance with France,
the result is the same; the defea~ of
France is the defeat of Britain. The
downtall of France is the downfall of
the British empire. The aggradisement
of Germany is the humiliatioa of
Europe.

The French have a grand army; num-
erous, gallant, hardy and well trained.
But the impression in military circl:s
seems. to be that France lacks (he Ger-
man perfection of -organization and
readiness.

Calais, Cherbourg, Trieste, Antwerp
and Amsterdam, would wipe us out;
would defeat and conquer us without
firing a shot. Our fleet would go; our
trade would go, our colonies would go,
India would go. We should sink into
the position of what one of our cabinet
ministers calls “the conscript appan-
age of a stronger power.”

MUST PREVENT “ONE-RACE
CAESARISM.”

I am treating this problem from the
point of view of self-interest alone. I
need only hint in passing that there is
a nobler and more human aspect of
the case. The downfall of France
would be a calamity for c}v!llzation.
France is and long has been the lead-
er in literature and art, in most of the
peauties and graces of civilized life.
It would be an evil day for the world
should France be Germanized or
Anglicized or Russianized. We owe
France much, we admire her much, we
respect and love her much; our hope
is that she may remain France;
France happy and free. and gallant
and proud; France great in art, iIn
arms, in science, and in letters.

But then, again, to keep the position
clear, I must say that we would not
see Russia or Germany - injured or
thumiliated. Let each people keep its
honor and its freedom, realize its own
genius; fulfil its own destiny. Keep,
to that end, the balance of power. Arm
and unite against any attempt on the
part of any one power to impose one-
race Caesarism or Bismarckian domin-
ation upon the rest of Europe. In the
past we had to resist France; we had
to resist Spain. Side by side with Ger-
many we fought against Bonaparte at
Waterloo. Today we have to stand by
France or fall when she falls. We
cannot escape our fate. We must up-
hold France or partake of her humili-
ation and share her ruin. :

That is why the Blue Water school
is wrong; that is why the strongest
navy will not serve our turn; that is
why the nearer and the greater dan-
ger for us is not the invasion of Bri-
tain but the invasion of France; that
is why the problem of the defense of
Britain is the problem of the defense
of France.

That is why we must have an army
as well as a navy.

That, I believe, is what lay heavy
at the heart of Lord Roberts and the
cabinet ministers when they spoke
darkly of impending danger.

That is what the British people do
not understand and ought to under-
stand while there is time to avert the
threatened@ doom.

$180,000,000 FOR CHARITY
"~ IN 1909 A RECORD BOUNTY

Public Benefactions Far Surpass Those of Other Years—
John S, Kennedy, Banker, Most Generous Giver

NEW YORK, Jan, 4.—Almost $180,-
000,000 dn public benefactions were re-
corded in 1969 by the World, -which
published its figures today. Charitable
gifts last year exceed the total of 1908
by about $110,000,000; 1907, by $120,000,~
000, and 1906 by $70,000,000.

Educational enterprises have been the
most popular beneficiaries; the care of
the sick, blind, aged and crippled came
néxt, with donations for churches and
religious works a close third.

The most liberal giver was John
Stewart Kennedy, & banker, who left
$30,000,000, of which $10,000,000 went to
colleges and libraries, $9,000,000 in re-
ligious bequests and the remainder for
hospitals and the improvement of the
condition of the poor.

John D. Rockefeller is second in the
list of philanthropists, his gifts total-
ing $13,800,000. The General Education
Fund received $10,000,000; the University
of Chicago, $1,770,000; $1,000,000 went
to fight the hookworm disease in the
south, $400,000 to the Buread of Mu-

{ nicipal Research and $350,000 to the

Anti-Saloon League. Mr. Rockefeller’s
bequests to education in America are
nearly $121,000,000, and are only ex-
ceeded by those of Andrew Carnegie.

MRS. SPEYER GAVE $10,000,000.

(Mrs. George Speyer's will provided
for $8,000,00 to $10,000,000 for benevolent
purposes. Andrew Carnegie takes
fourth place, having given $6,400,000.
The largest amount was to erect a
school of Applied Science in Pittsburg
costing $2,000,000.

Pittsburg was benefited to . the
amouut «f $5,000,000 by Mrs. Christo-
pher L. Magee, who left that amount to
found a hospital for -women. James
Milliken, who died last March, provided
$2,000,000 for his native town, Decatur,
111.; $200,000 for the James Milliken:
University and $2,000,000 went to his-
pitals and cther institutions.

The University of Wisconsin received
the greater part of the estate of Wil-
liam Vilas, former United States sen~
utor from Wisconsin.

DIVORGE JUDGE
DEFENDS SECRECY

Publiity Promotes  Immor-
allty, Justice Mills Says

S ——

Gauses Humillation—Jurist Refers fo
Barrie's Experience as an Example
of This.

NEW YORK, Jan, 4—Justice Isaac
N. Mills, of the Supreme Court, whose
action in sealing the the papers and
keeping secret the testimony in the
John Jacob Astor divorce action
brought about discussion on the whole
question of divorce, has made a state-
ment in which he declares that ne
took the step for the good of the pub-
lic morals.

He, however, says nothing as to the
main criticism, which was that the
system is such that rich persons easily
obtain secret divorces, while poor
clients must face publicity.

After going intd the rules governing
divorce trials in New York state and
the practice of sealing the papers, he
says:

“My mind is sensible that there are
weighty considerations upon both sides
of the question whether or not this law
should be chaneed so as to require
publicity in all such cases, That is a
question to be decided by the Legisla~
ture.and not by the court,

“Upon the one side, that, in favor of
publicity, is the argument that it will
lessen actions for divorce, While per-
haps the truth of this has not been
demonstrated, still it is quite probable.
Very likely, for instance, an innocent
wife of sensitive feelings would for the
sake of her children and from motives
of family pride sometimes refrain from
bringing such an action, although she
might have abundant cause, if she
knew that all the proceedings in it
must be public.”

Publicity, Justice Mills* also said,
might prevent some fake divorce suits
based on manufactured evidence, He
added:

QUESTION OF MORALS, HE SAYS.

“With my opinion strongly reinforc-
ed by recent personal experience, I
may say that doubtless the judge for
his own sake would much prefer t0
have all such proceedings entirely pub-
lic, Had this been so in this case I am
confident that no fair-minded person
would question at all.that the decree
made was fully warranted by the evi-
dence, and would have necessarily been
granted whoever the parties might
have been,

“Upon the othér hand, in favor of
secrecy, the main argument is that
publicity given to the indecent and
suggestively immoral details of such
an action tends to promote general
immorality, It seems reasonable that
this represents the exact truth,

“Another consideration in favor of
gecrecy is that thereby much bitter
humiliation may be spared to innocent
parties—wife, children and other rela-
tives, Manifestly this also states the
truth.

“For instance, this view is well il-
lustrated by a recent divorce case in
England in which a distinguished
English writer obtained a divorce from
his wife. If I recall the circumstances
correctly, a considerable number of
leading men petitioned the court te
hear the case in secret,

HUSBAND HUMILIATED,

“It was not, however, compatible
with the English practice for such
course, and the proceedings were pub-
lic, The result was that it was pub-
lished all over the world that the wife
had declared that she had no use for
her husband; that there was but one
man in the world for her, viz.,, the par-
amour, The bitter humiliation of this
to the wronged man may better be
imagined than described.

“It is not at all improbable that the
brazen declarations of the false wife
in that case, so widely published, may
incite others to similar conduct.”
