Although it' covers
only eight months and a half, yet we
have been enabled to sccomplish more
than in any one year during the four
preceding.

At home
a missionary, or Chrisban worker, may
go alone into any part of the city or
town, and do a great deal of good ; but
here we must have native helpers, who
understand the language and customs of
their own people, and who can help also
in speaking and singing.

“It should be
remembered that whenever the church
is lawfully brought in connection with
publio affairs those men should receive
favor who are of known honesty and
are likely to deserve well of the Chris
tian name " (i. e., thorough-going Rorian
Catholics). Still further: “If the laws
of the State are in open contradiction of
the divine if they command any-
thing prejudicial to the church or are
hostile to the dugies imposed by religion
or \iblate, in the person of the Supreme
Poutiff, the authority of Jesus Christ,
theu indeed, it iss duty to resist them,
and a crime to obey them—a crime
fraught with injury to the State itself.”
The real cbaracter of these claims comes
out when it is remembered that through-
out these statements the  church " is al-
ways arl only the Roman church, and
the Pope claims to declare tho law of
Christ. Mgr. Doane has already applied
tt e doctrine of this Encycliesl mn giving

The Howard Oentonary.

Protosta are now and agein  mised
againat the multiplioation of centennisl
oelobrations, but one falls within the
present week against which no protest
will-be raised, and which no right feeling
Englishmad would like to have passed
by in silence, Just one hundred yoars
ago—for it was on the 20th of January,
1790.~Jobn Howard, the great English
philanthropist, laid down his work and
his life together at Kherson, s Tartar
town, at the mouth of the Duieper>and
oo the shores of the Black Sea. He was
buried, oot in the town itself, but in the
little hamlet of Dophinofka oytside, and
last Monday the Russian authorities—it
was a graceful act of ‘international cour-
tesy—went out to place.funeral wreaths
on the grave there, and on the obelisk
in the town'where he died. He was
worthy for whom they should do this,
for without pressure from others, from
the simple force of an intensely humane
love for his fellows, he went forth on
what Burke called his “voyage of dis-
covery, his circumnavigation of charity,”
led by no mere romantic sentiment, but
with an aim as practical and a spirit as
resolute as that which carried Living
stone to the inland lakes of Africa, or
Stanley across its cential wilds.

If we go back to the beginning of his

o e work we shi$ll find that it was with How-
work in itself would be a pleasure, %ﬁd as wu}?po many other earnestmind

men,—it was the doing of the duty
which lay nearest to him that opened the
way to wider fields of service. Long be-
fore sanitary reform came into fashion
he was a sanitary reformer, beginning
with his own village, and, 8o to speak,
sweeping before his own door. At Car
dington, some two miles from Bedford
town, his house, with its quaint dormer
windows, antique cliimneys and graceful
trellis work, still stands near the quiet
churchyard and charming village green.
This was the spot from which that charity
which begins at home, but does not stop
there, set forth upon its beneficent
errand. John Howard and his wife,
Henrietta, “an amiable lady,” were of
one mind on thé point that a better
cottage for a peasant neighbor, that
should make life for that neighb

T At Nottinghat 25 steps had to be
descended to reach three miserable ceils.
There is & kind of grim irony in the fact
thiat those, 8+ being of & better olass, wore
reserved for those prisoners who oould
afford to pay for them; twelve steps
lower still L« o still deeper dungeons,
for those who were 100 poor to pay,
here some of these had spent years of
their lives. At Salisbury two prisoners,
padlocked by the leg and fastemed to-
gether by a chain ruoning through a
staphe, stood at the gate offering nets,
laces and purses for sale. zAt Winches-
ter twenty prisoners had died of gaol
fever in pge year. At Plymouth he
found a prison described in his note-
book in these ominous words: “No yard,
no water, no sewer. 'The gaolers live dis-
tant”® In this horrid place there was a
chamber called the Clink, into which
neither light could struggle nor air pene-
trate, except through an opening five
inches by seven. Some time before three
people had been shut up here for two
months, who took turn about to stand at
the opening to catch what light and air
they could. Everyyhere the same
wretched story of brutality and degreda-
tion. ~ At Durham six prisoners were
chained to the ground, the straw on the
stone floor being worn almost to dust.
In the county gaol of Hertfordshire a
prisoner had been brought out as dead
from one of the dungeons, but “on being
washed under the pump, showed signs of
life, and soon after recovered.” Kuares-
borough prison was infested with rats; at
‘Colchester Castle there was no wate
Beccles Bridewell had no separate apart-
ment for women; at Lavenhem the
keeper had a number of thumbscrews ;
at Clare three men wore a heavy chain,
and two had logs fastened to them as
well. And so the terrible record goes
on with miserable monotony. Howard
travelled for years east, west, north and
gouth, accumulating his facts in the
most careful, business-like way. Faocts
first and legislation aiterwards was the
order of his going. His book on ! The
State of Prisons " was issued in 1777 ; an

thing of honorable decency, was betfer
than a trip to London, with the enjoy-
ment of the London season. He was
the squire of the parish, and the tene
ments on his estate when he came to it
were like others of that day—badly con
structed, badly ventilated, badly drained.
Une after’ another these came down,
and others rose in their place, built on
the most approved methods, securing
light, air and cle«nliness, and arranged
for the preservation of the morals of the
family life. (Outside these cottages were
surrounded with trim gardens, stocked
with useful vegetables and bright with
fragrant flowers. Then, as to the ,cot
tagers themselves, Howard “had a great
idea~that if you make people diligent you
will make them honest, und he set the
men to work, building, ditching snd
draining on his farms, and the wonmien in
doors weaving linen for housshold use,
As for the children, he put them to
school before schools were as popular as
they are today, bringing all sects to
gether, and imposing no conditions
which could hurt any man's conscience.
This was & good beginning, but it was
ounly a beginning. Howard came to Card
ington in 1758 ; it was not till 1773 that
his wider world's work opened before
bim. In timt year he was ghosen High
Sherift of the county, with memorable
results, which no man could have fore
seen. He had no idea of filling an office
merely for the honor of the thing. To
him office megnt opportunity for service,
and he soon began to disturb the official
mind by inquiries that were very uncon
ventional indeed. He thought less about
smart coaches and javelin men with blue
liveries than about the rank abuses, the
guilt and misery and distress he found
around him. Speaking of his great life
work in after years, he said: “ Tq.the
pursuit of it [ was prompted by the sor
rows of the sufferers and love to my
country. The work grew upon me in
sensibly”” There was no rest for him so
1mg as there were wrongs endured by
others. “I could not enjoy my easeand
leisure in the neglect of ‘an oppor
tunity, offered me by Providence, of
attempting the relief of -the miserable.”
Bedford Gaol came under his jurisdic
tion as sheriff of the county. It was the
gaol in which Bunyan had spent twelve
long years a century befére. It was no
worse than other gaols—it was even bet
ter than some—but it was bad enough.
Howard tells us that he found male and
female felons living together in one com
mon _day-room, their nightrooms being
two dungeons *‘ down steps.” There was
only a single courtyard for debtors and
criminals, there was no apartment for
gaolor,und the sanitary conditions of the
place were such that not long before the
gaol fever had swept off several of the
prisoners, William Daniel, the surgeon,
and many of the townspeople outside
A notice posted up on the wall of the |
prison chamber especially attracted How
ard’s attention. It stated that no prisoner
should be reieased till be had paid, as
fees, fifteen shillings and four-pence to
the gaoler; and two sh.llings to the turn
He found that the effect of this
was that poor men were lying in prison
| long after their sentence had expired be
| cause they could not find money to pay
these Tees to the gasler and turnkey.
Howard brought the matter before thé
Justices of the county, and urged that the
master of the gaol should be paid by
salafy instead of by fees. They asked for
a precegdent for doing this. Evglishmen
| a8 rule have a kind of awful venera
| tion for precedent. His heart must be
| clothed as with triple brass who ventures
| to move even in a good direction without
| one. 8o to satisfy other people, Howard
set out in search of au precedent, riding
| into neighboring counties, and visiting
| the principal gaols of the kingdom to
find out ‘what' magistrates were doing
elsewhere. He discovered that they
were all alike, all following the same
time-honored, vicious custon:. He found
no precedent for the wholesome change
he wished to bring about, but he found
something else. ‘e found brutalities
worse than those, at Bedford, cruel
wrongs done, by man'to his fellow-man,
the voice of which seemed to reach up
into heaven. So his purpose was widen-
ed perforce. It was now no longer a
question of one gaol, but of all the gaols
of Enghnd‘.. His eyes had been opened

P y, and he del that

ppendix followed in 1780, and an en-
larged edition in 1784, Ie was really the
pioneer of our modern method of reform
by Parliamentary inquiry and issue of
Blue book.

Our space will not permit of our tell-
ing of the changes for the better brought
about by this indefatigable man, nor can
we tell {mw his'work came to take a yet
wider sweep, bringing within its range
the prisons and lazarettos of Europe st
large. He was one of the most modest
and unassumingof men. Yet with reso-
lute will he forced his way through the
serried ranks of couventional officialism,
and made men hear whether they would
or not. “ Hush!" said’ one who was
startled by his plain speech, “your words
will be n-pﬂrlw! “ What 1" replied he,
“shall my tongue be tied from speaking
truth by apby king or emperor in the
world? 1 repest what | assertsd and
malntain its . veracity.”  Men iike this,
whose fear of God drives out all fear of
man, are those wha do the world's work
snd whose work never dies.

THE EARLY CLOUD ON MR.SPURGEON'S
MINISTRY.

Ui {ie Sword and Trowel for March is
recorded the “Story of Preaching in
the Surrey Gardens Music Hall, by Mr.
Spurgeon in the early days of his minis
try.” For a considerable time Mr. Spur.
geon had been praaching to largecrowds
at Exeter Hall, but as all denominations
‘had an equal privilege in this building
it was not censidered just that it should
be entirely monopolized. by the Baptists.
Another place was sought, and found in
the Surrey Gardens. A -hall was here
found that would accommodate from six
to ten -thousand peaple. It had been
used for a zoological collection and pop
ular concerts. Mr. Spurgeon’s first ser.
vice was here on Oct. 19, 1836. “An im-
mense audience filled the place to over.
flowing., By some it was said that 12,000
people were in the place, and as many
more were unable to enter. Excitement
ran high. Anticipation had beern’ on
tiptoe. Mr. Spurgeon’s own words will
best describe the occasion. He says:

“Some thought it almost a orime to

preach the gospel in a place dedicated
to amusement; others judged it to be s

bution.”

The sermon
preached in the New Park street chapel
on the morning of the day has in it words
which read like & prophecy of a tempest
of trouble. Assuredly the warning was
not an idle-one. il

“[ shall never forget that terrible
night. When [ was nearing the house
in Manor street, which was the office of
the company, and ‘was o serve me as & "
private entrance, I was exceedingly sur-
prised to find the streets thronged for a
long distance. With difficulty I seached
the door. Thefe was_ a long private
road from the entrance of the gardens
to the Music Hall itself, and this ap-
peared to be filled up with & solid bloc
of people, who were unable to get into
the building. I felt overawed, and was
taken with that faintuess which was, in
my youth, the usual forerunner of every
sermon. Sull, 1 rallied, and was duly
escorted to my pulpit in the midst of
a dense throng ere I was to }uup
through the greatest ordeal of my life.”

As -described by ‘an intelligent eye-
witness, Mr. Spurgeon soon had i
vast, excited throng under eomplete
control. He easily made himself heard
in the most remote portions of this vast
edifice :

4 After a few words of a highly per-
tivent character, he briefly offered
prayer, and then gave out s tl ly
evangelical bymn, with a force, & A
and an unction seldom witnessed in &
worshipping assembly, and which threw
an air ol deep solemnity over the im-
mense multitude by whom it ,was sung
as with the voice of many waters. The
reading of thg Scriptures immedigtely
followed, with a running cmnmem:s- is
the preacher's custom. The general
prayer next followed ; and here, too, the
same pertinent and uliar air was
manifested. The one great thing which
animated the preacher was, most ob-
viously, the salvation of men.”

This was the moment chosen by the
emmissarieg of the powers of darkness to
spring’ the mine of mischief, which, in
effect, resulted in manifold murder?
To have made the attempt while the
high praises of God were being sung had
been certain failure. To have done so
while a stream of eloquence was rolling
on in the sermon, and all eyes open,
would have been attended with no bet-
ter success. Just as the minds of
the devout portion of the assembly
were collected around the throne -of
the Great Eterpal, -far sway from
earth and its grovellings, abstracted,
absorbed, prostrate, supplisnt and ado-
ring, the fiendish conspiracy broke
forth with the rapidity of lightning
and the fury of & tempest! The effect
was such as was anticipated and desired.
The thing boes the ipress of a plan._ to
which some hundreds of persons at least
appeared to be parties. The indescribable
and terrible outbreak was limited to »
large portion of people in & given looali
ty sur ding the great ent I'he
outbreak could be likened sto nothing
but the sudden l'»ummgﬁf{vuL reser
voir of water, whose banks had given
away.

“All of & sudden there were ories
simultaneously, doubtless preconcerted,
from all parts of the building of ¢ Fire,’

the aud it is impossible to desoribe.
Many hundreds of perdons rushed to
wards the rlm of exit, at the risk of
their own lives, and sacrificing those of
their fellow-sreatures. In vain did Mr.
Spurgeon with his steéntorian voice and
self-possession, assure the alrmed mul-
titude that it was a ruse on the part of
thieves and pickpockets ; the le in
the galleries rushed down, preci ing
themselves almost headiong ovér, or
breaking down the balustrade of the
stairs, killing some aud fearfully wound-
ing others. Those who fell through force
or fainting, were trampled under foot,
and several lives weee lost.”

Mr. Spurgeon, who was ignorant of
these fatal consequences, after a tempor-
ary lull, was persuaded to make an effort
to preach; but after one or two attempts
he found it impossible to proceed owing
to the noites which the swell mobsmen
continued to make. At length, wishing
to get the people gradually out of the
hall, he gave out & hymn, requesting the
people to withdraw while it was being
sung.. He then pronounced ‘the bene-
diction, and at length, overcome by emo-
tion, which he had long striven to re-
press, he was led from the platform in
a state of apparent insensibility. Seven
lives were lost, and serious bodily injury
inflicted upon & great number of per-
sons. Of this Mr. Spurgeon says, “ All
that I can remember of that awful night
was the sight of a tumult, which I was
then quite unable to understand. Even
now it remains a mystery to me. I hope
there was no concerted wickedness at
the bottom of the sad event; though
there may have been a love of mischief
aiding at first. We were all fresh to the
place, and all more or less excited.” Mr.
Spurgeon was not aware of the extent of
the calamity at this time. It was well
that this was s0. What he had seen and
known nearly bereft him of conscious-
ness. He says, 1 was, for a short time,
incapable of any mental effort. A word
about the calamity, and even the sight
of the Bible, brought from me a flood of
tears, and utter distraction of mind."

Many at thie time exultingly said that
in this cloud this young minister would
be silenced forever. But instead of this
the dark cloud soon melted. The' work
of Mr. Spurgeon and his chtroh is still
prospering;  and’ they now propose to

CHURCH BDIFICE DEPARTMENT.

By referring to page 63 of -the Year
Book of 1889, it will be seen that the
Home Mission Board in their last report,
indicated their purpose of establishing a
Church Edifice Fund in connection with
their work.

The Convenuon heartily adopted that
clause of the report, and in that way ex-
pressed their approval of the undertak-
ing.

As the matter of collecting the arrears
for N. W. Missions and other special ob-
jects were before the body at the begin-
ning of the year, it was thought best not
to push this matter forward. - Now that
these are somewhat out of the way, we
wish to call attention to this important
matter, and ask for contributions from
both churches and individuals. There
are several weak interests that are great-
ly in need of convenient places to wor-
ship ‘God, and they are looking to us to
assigt them in obtaining themt. The fol
lowing

: RULES
for the management of the fund have
been prepared and adopted :

L Aidin the erection of church edi
fices shall be granted in three ways: (I)
By regular business loans, bearing inter
est at 4 per cent. secured by first mort

on the property, paysble in one to

ive years. (2) By lmarroperly secured

inst loss incase of perversion, or

enation. (37 By loans and ‘gifts com
bined as secured above.

11. The funds of this department shall
be appropristed only to sid in the erec
tion or purchase of church editice of mo-
derate cost. As a rule §300 shall be the
limit of appropriation by loan or gift,
and no application for aid for a building
costing more than $4,000 will be enter.
tained.

IIL. All applicants will be expected to
secure at least twice' the amount askéd
for before making application, snd no
money will be paid unless there is x rea
sonable prospect of the house bein,
speedily completed or at least sufficiently
advanced to perufft of its being used for
worship.

TV Bofore any giftor loan is promised
in aid of the erection of a church édifice,
the Board raust satisfy itsell on the fol-
lowing points That the house that
is being erected, or that is to be erectsd
of - purchased, is necessary for the ad
vanoement of the interests of the church
(2) That the work is undertaken with
the general concurrence of the church.
(3.) That its looation is wisely chosen,
having in view the gathering of a good
congregation and the general advance
ment of the oburch. (4.) That the style
and estimated cost of the house are in
moonl with the place, and people build-

‘ it (5) That the Iot on which the
building is erected, or on which it is pro-

1o erect it, is secured to the de
nomination either by a deed direct to
the Home Mission Board, or a satisfio:
tory deed to the church, so that in case
the church shall cense to exist or to con
forni to the dootrines and practioes of

/IL. All applications must be sigded
by pastdrs and deacons and_clerk, or
where there is no pastor, by deacons
and clerk.

From these rules it will be seen that
there are many advantages to be gained
by baving the work of assisting in the
erection of places of worship carried on
in the way proposed by the establish-
ment of this fund, instead of in the
irregular way in which it is now done.
As it has been, in very many cases, there
was no assurance to the coptributor that
his contribution would be wisely used
or in factused at all.

As much of the aid will be given in
the way of loans, which will be repaid,
the money will go on rwmm; its good
work.

We are hoping to see this matter taken
hold of in the way that its importance
demands. Now who will be the first to
send a contribution to the “Church Edi-
fice Fund 7" We hope to receive very
many within the next few weeks.

Work for the Seasom.

Early peas may besown as soon as the
frost is out, and the ground and soil dry
enough to work. . They are never of as
good quality-for the table as the later
ones, but are mugh better than none.
We have found Rawson's Clipper one'of
lhe best early varieties.

pple trees may be pruned at thissea-
son l the wounds made by taking off
large limbs are pointed over. They may
also be scraped. The best time to do this
work is after a rain, when the old bark
will come off easily.

Hot-beds should receive attention. Sqw
radish and lettuce seed from time to
time.

Scitms shotld be oyt this month. They
wmay be kept plump and good in mea low
moss.

Grafting of all stone fruit trees should
receive attention this month,

Currant and gooseberry bushes should
be pruned. They start early. The new
wood that is taken off may be used as
cuftings toproduceé new plants. These
slips should be ten to twelve inches
long, and be set into the ground nearly
two-thirds of their length.

Wood for summer fse should all be
prepared and housed before spring work
comes on.

Commercial fertilizers may be scatter-
ed over lawns or mowing fields from this
timie on for & month or more. It is bet-
ter to do this work just before a light
snow or a rain storm. When so applied,
little loss will take place. \\'cod{shes
may be applied with excellent results.

Evergreen and other hedges may be
sheared or clipped any time before they
start.

Driveways and walks about the house
should be put into good condition as
soon as all the (rost is out and material
is dgy enough to work well.

Maple trees should not be pruned or

As long as it was believed 'by the sor-
did pagan politicians whom they elect
solely on party grounds, and never on
moral issues-—that the advocates of any
reform would continue to vote for men
and parties opposed to ‘these reforms,
and for common sinners against good
morale—-all their prayers and petitions
would go very properly into the waste-
basket or spittoon.

Rev. Mr. Mcl(n(,o! Council Bluffs, and
some few other ministers, make the plea
that prohibition is a moral question, and
should not go into politics, but how
plainly every one of them condemns his
argument by adding that the liquor
tratfic should be in politics and regulated
and licensed by law.’

In other words law and politics should
be used to protect and produce crime,
harlotry, woe, death and eternal perdi-
tion ; but if you can discover that any
law or politics proposed may have a ten-
dency to favor and promote sobriety,
morality, education, religion, human
happiness and the salvation of human
souls—drop it like a live coal: it must
come from & Satanic source--“because
Christ when on earth never tried to push
his gospel by an appeal to a pagan law
-or pagan force.”

Drink makes the laboring man or the
lawyer a fool; so it does the strayed
minister just the same.. To defend a
wicked cause, the lawyer, editor, senator
and minister all alike must use wicked
arguments, whether inspired by the gin
bottle or not.

It is & grand evidence of the Christian
sincerity of most ministers, that they
stand mostly for prohibition, many of
them at a sacritice of salaries and friend
ships. But ove rare bird with the title
of Rev. or D. D. now or then openly
stands up for licénse or high license, op

poses prohibition and invariably dubs
himself an ass, same as others who do
the same work.

Not one of them who favors license

high or low can deny the logical sequence
that for a license high or low, he would
legalize and foster lotteriés, bigamy, rob
bery and all orime and vice.— California
Voice,
