After the war there would be the
period of readjustment. It would be a
serious time, The year of confer-
ences for peace would probably be the
most strenwoug and €atal of them all.
Changes had come already. There had
been social changes, the noble and the
peasant had fought and died side by
side, and virlle manhood had been the
basis of companrison; there was a dif-
ferent world in Britain and a different
wornld in Canady too,

Dobél (the Fremch commander-
in-chief) states that he has received
information from Gen. Aymerich that
the French have closed the fromtier
up to Ngoa and all'east thereof. The
camp region colums has a few miles
to traverse to cloge the line from
the sea.

“Active operations are now practi-
cally ended, and the. conguest of
Kamerun 18 complete, with the excep-
tion of the isolated position of Mora
Hill. The Gemhan commandani Zim-
merman succeeded in makifdg his es-
cape into Spanish territory.”

The gov-
ernment has disapproved his avtion
and taken mecessary measurées,

., Germany ‘expresses regret for ithe
incident, tenders apologies and offers
to pay an indemnity.

The Dutch mptor vessel Artemis was
torpedoed early in Februany in the
North Sea. She succeeded in reaching
the Hook of Holland. Aocconding to
despatches from Amsterndam, the com-
mander of the torpedo boat believed
that the Artemis was resisting his or-
der for inspeetion and he attacked the

British Report

London, ¥eb. 17—The RBritish offic-
ial statement on the campafgn in the
western zone, isbued tonight, says:

“Early this morning the enemy
sprung two mines, one near Fosse, the
other south of Loos. After the explo.
sion of the latter the enemy attempted
to occupy the crater, but was driven
off by our fire. We hold the near rim
of the crater.

“Today oiir artillery bombarded the
enemy trenches mear the Hohenzol-
lern redoubt, and east of Armentieres,
Between the Ypres-Comines Canal and
the Ypres-Comines railway, the situ-
atiow is unchanged.”

French Statement

Paris, Feb. 17, via London—The fol-
lowing official communication was is-
sued by the war office tonight:

“In Belgium destructive fires were
directed against the German organiza-
tions in the direction of Steenstraete
and in front of Boesinghe,

“Cancasian front: It has been learn-
ed further that twenty-five more guns
have been seized in the Erzerum first
line forts and that thirty-nine officers
and 1,413 men were taken prisoners in
the region of Font Taft, twenty versts
from Erzerum.

BIGGEST ECONOMIC
PROBLEM OF THE DAY.

"Trying tob Put Quart Into Pint
Pot,” Whole Difficulty, Run-
ciman Replies,

London, Feb. 17—The govermment
again found itself on the defensive in
the House of Commons today. Yes.
terday the subject was air raids, to-
day it was the control of merchant
shipping.

A score of members attacked the
government’s method of dealing with
the. mercantile marine. Arthur J.
Balfour, first lord of the admiralty,
and Walter Runciman, president of
the board of trade, replied to the at-

explaining in much the sams

‘a9'was wsed yesterday In con-
nection with the air defense ariti-
cisms, that while the situation was
admitted to be far from satisfactory
the government was doing its utmost
to make things better.

The complaints of the members ot
parliament were mainly to the effect
that the high freight rates were large-
ly due o waste of tonnage caused by
government mismanagement, Mr.
Runciman, in reply, said:

“The shigping difficulties of the
present tipie are due not to misman-
agement but to our trying to pour a
quart intg’a’ pint pot. This and noth.
ing else.. The general upward tenden:
cy of ocean freights is caused by the
fact that the mercantile marine,
which is limited in size;, has to carry
out a task far greater than in times
of peace. The shipping problem has
become the greatest economic prob-
lem of the day. Where we had a hun-
dred ships before the war we must
now do‘with sixty-seven, of which
twenty-four are under neutral flags.

“You see, we are depenient, to an
enormous extent, on the \services of
neutral shipping, and if we drive it
away by any system of low maximum
rates, or a similar device, we. shall
starve, If we fix maximum rates be-
low the world level we shall drive
neutral shipping to ports where high.
er rates are obtainable.

Taking Steps To Alleviate Difficulties

“There has been no laxity in man-
agement or control om the part of the
government. The board of trade has
made the largest possible use of ex-
pert advice. Lord Curzon’s commit-
tee has control of shipping to the full-
est extent. In fact, the control is now
so wide and adequate that no British
vessel can go anywhere or trade any-
where without permlsalon of one kind
or another,

“Certain steps are being taken to
alleviate the difficulties of the ship-
ping problem. he first necessity is
to get rid of the congestion in our
ports, and measures are now uander
way to achieve this. Then there is
ghip-building, in which respect the
pavy has beem the greatest competi-
tor of the mercantile marine. But the
admiralty has already permitted us
to build forty-five merchant ships,
while a number of others which are
under construction have now been
classified as war work. We also have
done a little to make ends meet by re
stricting imports.”

Bir George was of the opinion that
the British empire would get itself
together . and would see that its own
raw materials in all parts of its do-
minions wem developed first for the
purposes of the empire, then for the
purposes of ita Allies and the neutral
nations of the world. The necessities’
of the war would have blought about
such a semtiment that it would be
possible for the empire to mobilize
its resources for all its parts.

Throw Old Shibboleths Aside.

“Canada I8 becoming self-reliant,”
sald Sir George, “somehow or other
the fact that we have bent our shoul-

our confidence and our strength. Our
heads are in the atmosphere of wider
and broader problems and possibilities
in which Canada shall share as part
of the Empire within it and of it
What we have done is an earnest of
what we may be, The thing we need
today is to throw old shibboleths aside
and to forget many of the theories of
our boyhood, to face things exactly as
they are in this country and to work
together, both parties and all the peo-
ple, for a sane, solid, systematic mobi-
lization of the best products and the
best forces of Canada which in the
future shall give us prosperity, de-
velopment and peace and happiness.

Last year oonsiderable appropria-
tions had been expended in printing
llots for the soldiers, and in pre-
ring and printing voters lists. This
mQney was being spent while the
premier _was busy olpping extracts
from the Liberal press protesting
against a war time election.

Greater Economy.

In the parliaments of the allies, said
Mr. MacLean, war expenditures were
discussed with the utmost freedom,
yet an effort was being made “in the
name of a cowandly patriotism” to
silence the voice of legitimate enquiry
in Canada. There ‘was no difference
between the parties in the conviction
that Canada should stand a substan-
tial share of war expenditure, but men
of today owed it to their country and
to prosperity that they should not ac-
cumulate a great debt to discourage
immigration In the future. Greater
economy should be practiced, and it
necessary, “we should tax ourselves
more."”

Mr. MacLean stated that he only
intended to refer to the government
measures in a general way. He, how-
ever, considered the duty placed upon
apples as highly objectionable. In
his judgment the apple producers of
no part of Canada would benefit from
this duty, with the possible exception
of those in British Columbia, and it
was doubtful if even those would
benefit. The tax would be paid by the
people of the prairie provinces.
Coming to the question of the
finance minister's proposals to tax
business profits, Mr. MaclLean noted
in the first place that while the gen:

Sees Injustice to Some Firms.

He pointed out that with most large
incorporated companies, under mod-
ern systems of financing, the capitaliz-
ation did not by any means represent
actual investment. Watered stock fig-
ured very largely in the capitalization
of soores of Canadian compandies, Yet
they would be entitled to seven per
cent. of profit on all the watered stock
before the government could coliect
any 1 from the tax. In
effect the tax was putting e premium
upon improper financing and upon in-
dustrial inefficiency,

He instanced how the injustice to
some firms would work out by noting
that a big company like the Eddy Com-
pany, with only $400,000 of capital
stock, but @ much larger real invest-
ment, would have to pay one<quarter
of all pre€4s over seven per cent. on
the capital stock, whereas a company
with $15,000,000 of capital only half
paid up, would not have to pay any-
thing until over seven per cent. has
been earned on the whole $15,000,000.

Moreover, it wag to be remembered,
he said, that there were scores of
companles with capital investments of
nearly $50,000 in the same cities which
had companies with a capital invest-
ment of just $50,000 or a Mttle over.
‘The former companies would escape
taxation altogether, while the com-
petitong with just a trifile more capi-
tal, would have to pay up. Then, toq
there were the men who drew large
incomes from the unearned increment
on buildings and land investments.
They escaped altogether, Why should
one class be taxed and the other es.
cape?

A tax on business, he ocontinued,
would militate against foreign invest-
ment of capital in raflway and indus
trial enterprises in Canada, and this
was no time to do anything that would
prevent the inflow of capital. Inves-

enterprises where various risks had to
be considered. Capital was ungently
needed in Canada to develop latent re-
sources and he doubted the wisdom of
doing anything which would tend to
prevent  further capital from coming
into ‘the country. He believed it
would have been better to have adopt-
ed the British system of taxing the
profits eecured in war times which
were above the normal of the profits
made in times uf peace. That would
have been a more practical way of tax.
ing the people who were really making
money out of the war,

Next year the Finance Minister
would undoubtedly have to impose an-
other installment of direct taxation.
Mr, Maclean believed that it would be
far better to start now with a per
manent system which would effect
everyone equably. That equitable wys-
tem should be, he thought, an income
tax applylng to every person aoccord-
ing to the measure of his wealth and
his ability to pay.

In conclusion he declared that the
guiding principles of the government
should be the strictest economy,
light taxation and at the same time
imposing whatever taxation is neees-
sany in such a manner that all classes
would pay according to their means.

Fresh fish is still scarce, retailers
saying that they have experienced
some difficulty in filling orders. Clean-
ed haddock ‘and cod sold vesterday at
10c. per pound; gaspereaux, 7c. each;
fresh herring, 25¢. to 48c. per dozen;
swordfish, 18c. per 1b.; halibut, 18¢.;
smelt, 15¢. per Ib. Clams have increas-
ed from 20c. to 25¢. per quart; oysters
are cheaper and are sold at from 76e,
to $1 per quart. Dried fish has been
in good demand, with practically no
changes in prices, except as regards
finnan haddie, which has increased two
cents per pound, the present quotation
being 12c. as compared with 10c, a
week ago.

As soom as war was declar
ed the Dominion offered 30,000 men,
without a man, a gun or a horse being
in sight. In six weeks 33,000 men,
fully equipped with everything neces-
sary to take the fleld, were on their
way across to the motherland to do
their share in saving the empire. He
did not believe that we as Canadians
fully realized just what had been ac-
complished in the doing of that job,
The Americang just now were talking
preparedness and they had representa-
tives now in Ottawa to find out how
it was done.
