A Great Criminal Mystery.

The village of Huntington, L. I, New
York, is the centre of one of the most
exciting criminal mysteries of theday.
About ten months ago a number. of
masked men tarred find feathered Chas.
G. Kelsey, who 'had beeu persecuting
Miss Julia Smith with unwelcome at-
tentions. They led him to the house in
which Miss Smith lived, her grandmo-
ther’s, and called out the ladies and gen-
tlemen in the house to look at the vic-
tim. Among those who were called out
were Royal Sammis, the aceepted lover
of Miss Smith, and Dr. Banks, the next
door neighbor. The victim of the out-
rage was then allowed to go, and he
ran briskly away. The next morning
he was missing.  His brother said he
heard hin. enter the house, go to his
room, and then go out the back door.
An inquiry was set on foot, and Royal
Sammis, Dr. Banks, and other suspeet-
ed persons arrested charged with as-
saulting the missing man. " The tracks
of wheels were found in the yard, the
grass was trampled as if there had been
a struggle, hizbloody shirt and a boot
were found on the beach some distance
from the village, and & wan swore he
saw a boat with two men and a bundle
go out on the lake beforé daylight and
return without the bundle. The Kel-
sey family and their sympathizers declar-
ed that the missing man had been seiz-
ed in the yard, whileengaged in remov-
ing the tar and feathers from his per-
son, by two of the party whom he had
recognized, murdered and sunk in the
bay. These formed the Anti-tar party
in the politics, churches and society of
Huntington. The tést of the commun-
ity, the Tar party, Jjustified . the out-
rage on the ground that Kesley's con-
dcet was such a8 to deserve the pur-
ishment, and maintained that Kelsey
had placed the shirt and boot on the
beach and gone away for the purpose of
causing his assailants to be accused of
the murder. The war of factions raged
with a bitterness only known to rural
factions; very little was elicited -in re-
ference to the persons engaged in the

| tarring and feathering; and the drag-

ging of the bay for thebody, for the dis”
covery of which a large reward . had
been offered, was continued. intermit-
tently. e

A few weeks ago: the most Jiitense
exciteinent was ewused by the finding of
the legs and & smalt n ofa human

flesh was thickly conted -with'

feathers. The inquest over these re-
mains is still in progress, and the mys-
tery hanging over the outrage and’the
disappearance ;is not solved. The, per-
petrators of the assault have not beea
discovered, the most tempting invita

tions to any one of them fo turn State’s
evidence not haying been accepted, and
the identity of the remains is stoutly dis-
puted. The Tar party hold that a body
was purchased in New Xork City, tar-
red and feathered, mutilated so that it
would appear that a nameless outrage
had been perpetrated, clothed in Kel-
sey’s pantaloons, with his property in
the pockets, and planted in the bay for
discovery and identification. What is the
trath? Was the man murdered and
sunk in the bay, or is he gloating over

| the excellent working of his well-laid

plan for securing revenge on those who

exposed him to so great an indignity?
Both theories are held, but that of mur-
der is theprevailing one. Everybody is
anxiously looking for the tar-and-feather
operators to throw off their masks and
confess to their night’s work if they are
really innocent of the crime of murder.
No arrests have yet been made, nor has
anyone disappeared from the village.
The excitement rages at fever heat, the
columns of the New York papers teem
with interviews, letters and theories on
the subject, and the people of Long
Island talk and think nothing else. The
mutilated corpse has been buried as
Kelsey’s, amid the sneers of the party
who claim that Kelsey still lives. Royal
Sammis and Miss Smith are man and
wife. The detectives are working to
discover the members of the tar and
feather party, but the two or three per-
sons who witnessed the outrage, and
the persons charged with having insti-
gated it, swear that they have no idea
who the persons were.

The terrible result of the unlawfful
punishiment of Kelsey—the dreadful
mystery now hanging over his fate—
should be a warning to people who are

| tempted to take law in their own hands

for the redress of private wrongs. This
is the lesson we would inculcate. It is
alesson that all muszular” people who
propose to tar and feather, pound or
otherwise punish those who ruffle their
equanimity should learn. Let them
profit by this lesson and they may es-
cape dying a violent death or being sus-
pected of causing the death of another
at some future time.

The article from The Monctary Times,
the representative of the busincss of Ca-
nada, a thoroughly non-political paper,
justifies all we have said of the way in
which the people of Canada condemn
the stealing of Sir Jehn Macdonald's
private letter by one thief, and its pub-
lication by the receiver of the stolen
property. The disgrace which Messrs.
Young, Dorion, Holton, and Penny have
brought upon themselves, should force
them from the soeciety of honcst men,

and drive them ont of public life.

THE RQYAL COM MISSYON.

What Mr. Huntington’s Witnesses
know about the Charges—Gloom
in the Grit Camp-Why Senator
Foster Joined the McMullenites.
[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.

OTTAWA, Sept. 13.

« None of them know anything about
«it. Examining witnesses who know
« pothing about the case is all a farce.”
Such expressions one hears every day,
coming -from the lips of disappointed
Grits, who day after day vainly hope that
something, even a word or sentence, will
1éak out, having the slightest tendency to
fasten upon the Government the crime
laid to their charge. But the evidence
doesn’t come, and through hope defer-
red” Grit hearts have bcen made sick.
At first they spent all theip fary in abus-
ing the Judges—now they vent their an-
gry disappointment in ridiculing the wit-
nesses for * knowing nothing.”

Now there is one thing to be remem-
bered in this connection, viz., these ‘men
are not witnesses for the defence ; and when
people sneer at them for not proving any

individual examined so far is
ONE OF ITUNTINGTON'S CHOSEN WITNESSES,

selected after consultation with McMul-
len, Senator Foster and others; and that
by those men, and those alone, did Hunt-
ington hope to prove his case. He gave
a complete list of the witnesses he want-
ed examined. They are being examined
under the solemnity of an oath; they
could not possibly give before a Parlia-
mentary Committee any further evidence
than they now give before the Commis-
sion; and if they know nothing about the
case here, it is the veriest folly to sneer
at them, and say thata Parliamentary en-
quiry would make any change in their
evidence. If Huntington fail-to make
good his charges by the sworn evidence
of his own witnesses, by what means un-

sr the sun can he hope to prove them?
Does any sape inan suppose that that
august body known as the Parliament are
in possession of 'some mysterious magic
power by which' thcy cen, through the
agency of a committee, convert evidence
that clears the Government into evidence
that will condemn them? Suppose they
could. Suppose that in the thoughtless
heat of party passion, the House should
be induced to repudiate the proceedings
of ‘the Royal Commission and decide up-
on a new-trial by a political Parliament-
ary Committee. Huntington has no
other witnesses than those on the present
list. Now suppose these witnesses, who
have so far exculpated the Government,
should give directly opposite testimony be-
fore the Committee. Which teStimony
would be the one to believe?—the sworn
testimony given to the Commission, or
the unsworn testimony given by the same
witnesses, before the Parliamentary Com-
mittee? Supposing such a thing possi-
ble, would the people of Canada feel sat-
isfled with the result? But such a, thing
is absurdly impossible—the evidence
given now is the eyidence which will be
given before a Parliamentary or any other
committee cr tribunal; and

BY THE EVIDENCE NOW BEING GIVEN,

by the accuser's chosen witnesses, and by
others that may be calicd, must the Par-
liament and people be guided in their
verdict, and the Government acquitted or
condemned.

TIHE ROYAL COMMISSION

resumed the investigation yesterday, sit-
ting from noon until 5 o’clock. Consid-
erable testimony was given, but the wit-
nesses, as usual, knew very little or real

ly ‘nothing about the matters with which
the Government are charged. D.Y. Mc-

evidence, and seemed Inclined to make a
great many more; but as they were in
direct contradiction of what he said the
day before, he refrained finally from mak-
ing them., . .

Senator Foster wrote a letter
endorsing the statements of McMullen,
and expressing his belief in the guilt of
the Government—and being a former
supporter of the Government, and a
¢riend of Sir Hugh’s, his letter had con-
siderable influence in creating public opi-
nion against the Ministry. Look on
that picture” and now look on this :”

Among the witnesses examined yester-
day was Mr. Robert Hall, a leading law-
yer in the eastern townships. He is one
of the Directc rs of the chartered Pacitic
Railway Company. After stating that
he knew nothing about the matter under
investigation—never had any conversa-
tion with Mr. Huntington upon the sub-
ject, took no part in the elections, and
could not imagine why he was put on the
witness list,—he was cross-examined by
Sir John, and the following facts elicit-
ed:

Betting on the Races.

Post Office Robberies.
From the Monetary Timos.

Two Post Office robberies have recent-
ly occurred; one at Toronto, the otherat
Montreal, money letters being abstracted
in one case; in the other, a private letter
stolen and delivered to publicity. The
abstraction of the money letters is a dar-
ing robbery against the repetition of
which' it is necessary to take increased
precautions. The other robbery, in which
a private letter was taken and published,
is the more extraordinary because the act
of publication has found defenders in the
press; but it should be added that.some
of the defenders of that act were at the
same time defending themselves for hav-
ing committed it. In this case, itis a
plea of desperation. If they had been
content to defend themselves without re-
sort to doctrifies which tend to render all
confidential cominunications insecure,
and which violate the most elementary
principles of morality, we should proba-

bly not have referred to the case.

The defence of the parties to the pub-
lication of the letter is, that the letter
contemplated a state crime, which every
one is bound to denounce, and that it was
in fact their duty to publish the letter.
Bear in mind, the letter was a stolen let-
ter, and the receivers were receivers of
stolen goods; which, instcad of 1efurn-
ing to the owner, th2y made use of to the
injury of the owner. If there had been
no theft, there could have becn fio publi-
cation, and to justify the publication is to
justify the act without which publication
would have been impossible.  If we allow
such a proceeding and such a plea
to pass unchanged, we justify  the
stealing of letters in the Post Of-
fice, at least of all political letters, of |
one political party by another, and their
publication for political effect. This is
refining upon grahamizing in a way that
Sir James never thought of; for it would
anthorize any Post Office clerk to steal®
any letters passing through his hands
which a politieal opponent might con
strue into contemplating & crime against
the State, and to find one such letter pro-
bably one thousand' would have to be
opened.

The letter in question was written on
the 1st September, by Sir John A. Mac-
donald, at Ottawa, and addressed to Mr.
Pope, at Montreal, where the latter ap-
pears to have gone to se2 aft. r the iater-
ests of the government in the election,
about to take place. The expected va-
cancy was to take place by the resigna-
tion of Mr. John Young, who by recent
legislation has become ineligible for the
seat he held, and had to make his elec-
tion between his seat and his office. The
letter, of which the contents are pretend-
ed by the parties to its publication to
contemplate & crime against the state,
snggests to Mr. Pope to try to get Mr.
Wm. Workman to stand for west Mon-
treal, and to hint to him, that if he carries
it we [the Ministry] will consider that
he has a claim to an early seat in the
Senate. We have no intention trench-
ing on political ground, and we shall ex-
press no opinion on the practice of the
practice of thé Ministry, in the name of
the crown, appointing one branch of the
legislature; but it is quite certain that so
long as senators are SO appointed, the
appointments will be managed in favor
of the party in power. It has always
been so,-and will always be so. The let-
ter added that no steps should be taken
about appointing Mr. Young'’s successor,
until the Government had its candidate
ready and competitors were got out of
the fleld: that the consent of A. A.
Stevenson might be dificult to get, but
it was thought it would not be impossi-
ble;that when the nccessary candidate
was got Mr. Young would be su-
perseded, if he did mnot voluntarily
resign. Yet there could be no ob-
jection to - superseding Mr. Young,
if he failed to resign his office or his seat;
he could not legally hold both; and if he
held on to his seat, it would be evidence
that he intended to retain it in preference
to his office.

The reader must judge for himself whe-
ther this letter contemplates a crime
against the state; and we think he will
agree with us that society could not be
held together if any post-office clerk were
at liberty to open letters to search for
such crimes, and hand such as he might
think proper to confederates for publica-
tion. We are quite sure that the proper
place for all concerned would be a place
of safe keeping, by means of which sn-
ciety guards itself against the depreda-
tions of criminais.

A Lively Bow.

King’s Square,about 7 o’clock last night,
was the scene of a lively row.
