Bogus Dollars.

LoxpoN, Jan. 16.—The Central News
correspendent in Madrid says: A sensa-
tion has been ‘caused by the discovery that
24,000,000 spurious Spanish silver dollars
are in circulation. The coins are of the
fuil mint weight; many are even slightly
saperior to the standard. The Spanish
officials say that the dollars are produced
in France and Americu.

Warm Work With Abyssinians.

RoMme, Jan. 16.—The Government has
received telegrams of the gravest char-
acter from Massawab, indicating that the
situation is mot as hopefal as has been
officially stated. Official telegrams have
been received stating that the battle with
the Abyssinians under Chief Ras Man-
gascia was renewed on Jan. 14, resulting
in the defeat of the Abyssinians, wha
were pursued by the italians. The
Abyssinians lost several hundred men,
including several chiefs and several under
chiefs. The loss of the Italians during
two day’s fighting was twelve men,

The French Crisis.

BerLIN, Jan. 16.—Ia commenting on the
French President’s resignation the Tage-
blatt says: **His fall is a great loss. It
concerns Germany and all other friends of
peace, as his successor possibly will seek to
divert the attention of the people to
foreign questions. It behooves Germany
to keep her powder dry.”

Loxpoxn, Jan. 16.—The Duke of Orleans,
chief of the French pretenders, left Lon-
don with his suite today for Dover, where
he will hold himself ready to start for
France in case political developments
. favor his cause.

Paris, Jan. 16.—M. Briseon held a
caucus and discussed the availability of
several candidates in an informal way, but
they separated without taking a vote. As
things look now M. Brisson’selection seems
a certaintv.

The conference of senators and deputies
in the Palais du Luxembourg finaliy dis-
soived shortiy before 8 o'clock without
taking a vote. In consequence ofi the re-
fusal of M, Waldeck Rousseaun to be a can-
didate the Urion Republicans and the
Union Progressists have put forward as
their cheice M. Felix Faure. This leaves
Brisson and Faure the probable candi-
dater. According to the latest estimates
M. Brisson will obtain 330 votes on the
first ballot of the National Assembly to-
niorrow.

RouE, Jan. 16.—The Vatican is worried
by tke sudden changes in French affairs.
The Osservatore Romano says it is deplor-
able to see French Socializts and Radicals
so successful in their schemes, and asks, at
the end of a pessimistio article, “Wlither
are we tending?”

Canada Complimentea by a Leading
Wisconsin Dairyman.

Quebze Profiting by Lessons from On-
taric — The Mest Valuable
Equipment,

o~

StrATFORD, Jan. 16.—The Western
Ontario Dairvmen’s convention resumed
las¢ evening with an increased attendance
over that of the afternoon. Mayor Mon-
teith delivered & short address of welcome,
to which the president replied.

A. F. Maclaren, on behalf of the associa-
tion, presented M«. Millar, their inspector,
with two handsome arm chairs. Mr. Millar
briefly returned thanks.

Mr. John Gould, of Ohio, gave a brief
address on *“‘Some of Our Principles of
Dairying.”

C. H. Everett, president of the Wiscon-
sin Association, in speaking of the dairy,
said that Canada had the reputation of
making the best class of cheese in the
world. He paid a high tribute to Prof.
Robertson, who was doing so much good
work to build up the dairy interests in
Canada,

Hon. Thomas Ballantyne spoke cf 28
years’ experience in dairying. The only
branch of farming that paid today was
the cheese dairy. He spoke against sour
whey going home in cans. In breeding
cows he advised them to breed for a pur-
pose. If for the dairy, breed for it.
Nothing was so profitable today as dairy-
ing. You find that grain does not pay,
cut.:llo do not pay, but dairying has always
paid.

Prof, Chapais, assistant dairy commis-
sioner for Quzbee, in a brief address,
stated that in Quebec they were working
on the same lines as those adopted in
Ontario, **And we have prospered,” he
added, *‘so much that we have extended
butter-making a litile more than even
Oantario has done.”

Prof. Robertson, Dominion dairy com-
missioner, was of the opinion that the
most vaiuable equipment of a dairyman
was a clear head and a good mind.
Speaking of the cheese induastry, he said
that we exported $16,500,000 as the
product of the dairy last year., Of this
815,500,000 was in cheese and a little over
$1,000,000 in butter. The needs of the
dairyman were next touched upon., Habit
of thinking clearly on the problems of his
own business, fund of exact information,
and need for persistent hard work, were
the essentials,

The convention then adjourned to meet
at 9 o’clock today.

Wednesday’s Session.

The second day’s meeting of the associa-
tion opened with a largely increased at-
tendance in the city hall. The receipis
for membership exceed those of the large
meeting at Ingersoll last year.

This morning Prof. Fletsher, of Ottawa,
addressed the convention on the rubjeot of
injurious insects, and gave valuable infor-
mation as to their extermination.

Mr. C. H. Everett discussed the subject
of breeding, feeding and caring for swine.

At the afternoon session John Gould
took for his subject **Ali-the-Year-Round
Care «f the Dairy Jow.”

Proi. Dean, of Guelph, gave the results
of some experiments in oheese making, and
his remarks, together with a paner by Prof.
Vanslyke in support of the Babcock tester,
gave rise to considerable discussion as to
the value of rich and poor milk for cheese
making purposes.

The Stratford Board of Trade arranged
a mesting today of cheesemen of the neigh-
borhood, when it was decided to establish
a cheese market here, John Demnsey was
eiected president and W. 8. Dingman
secretary.

Large Gathering of Uncmployed Men
in Montreal.

Strong Language Used by the Deputa-
tion Who Wait On the Mayor.

“Shall We Have Starvation or Avarchy T*
—A Demonstraticn in Quebeo
—The Trolley Tieup.

MoNTREAL, Jan. 16.—About 4,{00 unem»
ployed workingmen were at the city hall
this morning, and a deputation, .introduced
by Wm. Darlington, interviewed the
mayor. Darlington, who is a prominent
labor leader and organizer, stated that he
had been asked to organize a phyeical force
association. Three hundred A.narcbuu
could be musiered in Montreal just now,
The mayor appointed Friday next for a
public meeting to discuss the question.

Queaee, Jan. 16.—Unemployed working-
men held a large meeting at Champlain
market today, when resolutions were
adopted asking work from the municipal
and Provincial authorities.

The demonstration, whieh included 3,000
men, was the third of its kind that has
taken place in the city within the last few
weeks, and it shows the condition of affairs
in Montreal. Thousands of workingmen
have been thrown out of employment by
tie closing down of the Canadian Pacific
shops, and many of the men who have
families to support have groW¥n desperate.
There would have been serious trouble
today if it had not been for some cool heads
among the leaders. Finally a delegation of
about 30 men was selected to interview the
mayor and the vast crowd remaived oute
side.

A strong guard of police was on duty on
the building, but hundreds of the unem-
ployed entered and packed the corridors,
waiting to hear what the mayor had to say
to the delegation. R. Ouimet, who acted
as spokesman for the delegation, reminded
the mayor that there had been two other
demonstrations of thousands of unemployed
around the city hall. They had been told
that work would soon be provided for them
by the city. The men had waited
patiently, but in vain.
ing tired, and they wanted to know, with-
out any turther parley or delay, whether
they were te get work or not.

William Darlington, a prominent labor
leader, followed. He said that the work-
ingmen of Montreal had arrived at such a
condition today that they had been forced
to ask themselves whether they had a right
to work, or, in fact, a right to live. There
were those who denied that poverty and
hardehip and want prevailed to a large
extent in the city at present. But they
were wrong. Misery and wretchedness
existed to a oonsiderable extent, many
cases of death by actumal starvation had
been brought to his own personal know!-
edge. The doctors gave certificates that
they had succumbed to pneumonia, or con-
sumption or some other similar com-
plaint, but the real cause was starva-
tion, lack of food and necessary medicine.
He would tell the mayor that men were not
going to lie down peaceably to die from
starvation in a country where there was
plenty of food and many others were liv-
ing in luxury. If the jceuncil refused to
give the unemployed any assistance in the
way of providing them with weork, he
would not like to be answerable tor the re-
sult. If through their being refused work
they were driven to use guns and dynamite,
they would not be to blame. He cculd
assure his worship that an army of 500
Anarchists could be raised in Montreal ina
few hours, He knew for a fact that many
men had lately applied to be enrolled in
the labor organizations for the avowed pur=
pose of using force to oblige those who
could do it to give them employment. The
question of the moment was: “Shall we
have starvation or anarchy ?”

The mayer expressed his sympathy with
those who were out of employment. He
poiunted out, however, that many of those
who passed as unemployed were mot in
need of work. They labored all summer
and saved enough money to keep them all
winter. The city had done its best to give
employment.

A requisition was presented to the mayor,
who will call a mass meeting on Friday in
the Board of Trade rooms.

The leaders threaten to repeat the
demonstration if something is mot done.
The situation creates greai excitement.

QueBec, Jan. 16.—The local union of
journeymen bakers have decided to join
the K. of L. ina body and will form_a
separate assembly of the order.

THE TROLLEY TIEUP.

BrookxrLy~N, N. Y., Jan, 16.—The third
day of the battle between the trolley com-
panies and their employes resuited in a
slight advantage for the companies, Three
lines out of the 48 tied up were operated
under police protection, but the ranks of
the strikers are still intact. Practically
the surface lines of the city were paralyzed
today. The public as usual was the greatest
sufferer. The great army of residents of
the city who are engaged in business in
New York had much difficulty to go to the
bridge and ferries. The elevated roads
were unable to carry the crowde.

New York, Jan. 17.—A crisis is at
hand in the Brooklyn trolley strike.
Mayor Schieren issued a manifesto last
night saying if the strike was not settled
in three days by the roads and the men
the city administration would seek to take
effective measures,

Joseph Faulder Confesses That He
Tried to Influence a Juror

To Stand Out for his Brother=in-Law
on Trial
A

Verdiet for the Plaintifis in Noyes vs.
Young—Prococdings o! 1he Winter
Assizcs Beforc Judge
Meredith.

Wednesday A:terunocn,

The seventh suit for damages engaged
the court’s attention this sfiernoon aud
evening. Jamesand Jane Noyes were the
plaiutitis, and Seth Young was the de~
fondant. Mr. ard Mrs. Noyes live on 2
farm near Byronm, aud Young is a West
Nissouri biacksmith. The parties were in
the city on June 23 last, and about 4
o'clock in the afternoon Noyesaund his wife
prepared to go home. They got inte their
rig on King street, west of Richmond, and
were just going to drive off when a runa-
way team of horses, attached to a heavy
rig, ran into their wagon. . The tongue of
the rig struck the seat of the Noyes’
wegon, and Mr. and DMrs, Noyes
were thrown several feet into
the air. They landed on the block
pavement and the runaweys trampled
on both plaintifis. Noyes and his wife
were picked up for dead and carried into
an adjoining hotel, It swas found that
Noyes had three ribs broken, severe
internal injuries, and was bruised and cut
about the back and shoulders. ' His
nervous system was aleo shocked, and he
has not yet tully recovered from the effects.
Mre, Noyes received severe bruises on het
arms and shoulders and her left foot and
leg. Noyes ciaims that the accident was
caused by recklessness on the part of
Young, and wants §3,000 damages. His
wife asks $2.000. Young denies the
charge cf carelessness. He was returning
from his son’s house on Clarence street,
and when near Richmond one of the horses
took fright at a street car. A break in the
rig caused the other horse to join, and then
they wenb at a lively gait. In trying to
stop his horses the lines broke, causing him
to full out of the wagon and onto the road,
The collision with Noyes’ rig soon followed.

PLENTY OF EVIDENCE.

A number of witnesses were examined.
The court sat till 7 o’clock and then -ad-
journed for an hour. The evidence for
Noyes and his wife went prineipally to
prove that Young had gone into Walsh’s
hotel on King street and left the team out-
side and untied.

Young stuck to his story as given above
until eross-examined by counsel for Noyes,
when he got tangled up. His statements
at a previous examination were compared
with his present evidence, and were found
to differ materially. Young, however,
abandoned the old evidence and stuck to
the new. .
NEWNES AND HIS BEER.

Thomas Newnes, of 526 Ontario street,
followed Young in the box. He had a
strange ex perience. Newnes knew Young
for about 7 years and wasa warm friend of
pis. He corroborated the defendant’s ver-
sion of the aflair as regards the falling out
of the rig. ,

«] was employed at the brick
yards at that time,” said Newnes to Mr.
Chisholm.' **I had been working all the
night previous to the accident and came
down town at 7 o’clock that morning.”

Q.—You are a presty sociable kind of a
feliow, ain’t you? A.—Theyeay I am,

Q.— Where had you been just before the
accident? A.—In & hotel for a glass of
beer. .

“And you got it,” joined in Justice
Meredith, '

“Yes, sir,” answered the witness.

Q.—When did you get the first glass?
A.,—About 9 o’clock that morning.

Q.—What! A thirsty man like you
wairing till that hour?

Newnes gave other evidence regarding
unimportant points, but maintained that
he was sober. When leaving the box
Judge Meredith called Newnes back.

“Well, [ hope it will be your last,” re=
joined the judge, and Newnes stepped
down and out. ;

Peter Ryckman was next called. The
crowd was astonizhed at Peter’s unsteady
step, and as he droew himself into the box,
Mr. Love stated that on account of Ryck-
man’s condition he

WOULD XOT EXAMINE HIM.

Ryckman was then escorted out of the
room.

George and Miss Young were also ex-
amined, and a koat of doctors gave
technical descriptions of the injuries
received by the plaintifi.

Mr. George Powell, the King street
marble dealer, saw the accident, but
denied that Young’s team had passed his
shop. He had boen standing in fromt of
his shop and would have noticed the run-
away if it had occurred. ‘

Counsel then addressed the jury, and
the court adjourned at 9:30 p.m,

Thursday Mormning.

Justice Meredith began his address to
the jury in the Noyes-Young case at 10
o'clook. He gave a clear review of the
evidence given by both sides, and stated
that if the story given by the plaintifis was
to be believed negligence on the part of
Young bad been clearly proven. He
clearly allowed the inference to be drawn
that he did not place much reliance on the
evidence given by Young and other wit-
nesses for the defense. He criticised it
very severely in many respects and left the
case in the hands of the jury.

The jury returned a verdict for $950—
$150 for Mr, Noyes and §100 for his wife—
with full costa.

FAULDER ON TRIAL.

The only criminal case on the ealendar—
that of the Queen against Faulder—was
pext taken up. Joseph N. Faulder 'is a
McGillivray township farmer, and is ac-
cused of attempting to bribe a juryman.
At the December sessions John Hodgins
and Wells Shoidice and Edwara Sholdice,
all of McGiilivray, were placed on trial for
the alleged theft of about $400 worth of
goods from Muir’s woolen mill, in Exeier.
John Mewson, of McGillivray, was a jury-
man, and was called on the Hodgins jury.
He was challenged by the crown
for a cause, and on being examined ad-
mitted that he had been approached by
Faulder and offered & bribs if he weuld |

stand out for Hodgins’ acquittal. Faulder
was arraigoed and pleaded not guilty.

_Squire John B. Smyth recognized the
information laid against Hodgins and the
warrant for the arrest.

Sheriff Cameron was also called, merely
to identify the petit jury panel chosen for
the session. -

~ MAWSON IN THE BOX.

John Mawson, the juror, was mnext
called. He was a McGillivray man, and had
known both Hedgins and Faulder for about
fifteen years. On the Sunday evening be-
fore the December sessioris Faalder came
to his house and called him out, saying
that he wanted to see witness, Mawson
went cutside and then Faulder asked him
if, were he on the jury, he would

HOLD OUT FOR HODGINS?

I answered that I could not tell until I
heard the evidence,” continued Mawson,
*‘wherenpon Faulder said they had mot
evidence the size of a man’s hand against
Hodgins, and that if I held out in his
favor he would make it all right.”

Q —How did he mean thet he would
make it_all right? A.—He did not say.

“Well,” replied Mawson, **when I was
challenged &t the sessions and put in the
box I was all shaken to pieces, and, I be-
lieve, stated that Faulder promised to
pay me.”

FAULDER'S CO NFESSION.

James ¥. McFadden, county comstable,
was the man who arrested Faulder. He
had a long conversation with the accused
when on the way to the city. Faulder said
he would not deny the charge, He knew
he was doing wrong and that he would be
punished if found out. Faulder also stated
that he wanted to screen Hodgins

FOR HIS SISTER'S SAKE.

Witness’ sister was Hodgins’ wife, The
prisoner also told McFadden that he had
promised to see Mawscn well paid, but not
that night.

McFadden was given a rough overhauling
by M:. Meredith, He acknowledged hav-
ing been on the county constabulary for
twelve years. He had been dismissed once.

Q.—What for? A.—Neglect ot duty.

Q.—Was it not for bringing

A MAN WITHOUT LEGS ’
to jail in an open carriage when the ther-
mometer was away below zero? A.—That
is what I did.

Q.—Because the cripple infringed the
Scott Act? A.—Yes.

The defense sought to prove the accused’s
good character. Evidence was given by
James Pickering, George Johnston (first
deputy reeve) and Robert Pattersom, of
MecGillivray, and H. Elber, for fourteen
years deputy reeve of the township of
Stephen. They bhad known Faulder all his
life and always found him of an honest,
upright character, but of a very excitable
temperament.

Mr. Meredith made an appealing address
to the jury, but Mr, Magee did not speak
for the prosecution, as the defenss set up
was as to the accused’s character, and no
attempt was made to disprove the state-
ments of the crown witnesses,

NOT GUILTY.

The jury in the Faulder bribery case
returned a verdiet of not guilty. They
evidently leaned on the side of merey.

HORTICULTURAL SCCIETY.

Annual [leeting of the City of
London Directors.

Sccretary Browne’s Report—Election of
Cfiicers.

The 25th annual meeting of the directors
of the City of London Horticultural and
Agricultural Society was held in the City
Hall last night. There was a large at-
tendance, and the president, Capt. Porte,
was in the chair.

Secretary Thos. A. Browne presented the
yearly report as follows: **1t is again my
privilege to read to you the report of your
directors as to what has been done by them
during the past year, and as the interests
of this society are, we may say, wholly
wrapt up in the success of the Western
Fair, so our report is nessarily brief. The
statement of that association will be
published shortly and will show a very
healthy state ot affairs, notwithstanding
the general falling off of receipts in other
and larger places.”

“It may seem insignificant at first gight
that we as an organization are merely an
auxiliary to that institution, but when we
counsider how important a part we take in
the management of these fairs, and the
beneficial effect they have on the trade,
commerce and manufacturing industries of
this city in bringing such a large number
of visitors here, and in advertising the city
far and wide as the great railway center of
the finest agricultural distriet of vhe Prov-
ince, then we see that we are of very con-
siderable importance.

*sIt has been suggested that we should

again try and hold a winter show of our
own, but the matter being brought forward
somewhat Iate and for other reasons it was
decided to leave it to the incoming board
to deal with when they could have a full
year ahead to make preparations shouid
they decide favorably. The membershiy is
147, this fee and the Government grant
have been handed over to the treasurer of
the Western Fair Association. The ac-
counts of the year were duly audited and &
statement of affairs: reported to the Agri-
cultural Department, as required by the
act.” -
The financial statement showed the re-
ceipts to have been $503 82. They con-
sisted of membership fees, $147; Ontario
Government grant, $350; interest, $6 82.

«]ln counclusion we tender our sincere
thanks for the henor vou have comferred
upon the craft in Loudon by this visit, and
feel sure that it will result in a lasting
benafit to Masonry throughout this section
of the jurisdiction.”

The Grand Master’s Renly.

M. Wor. Bro. White, who was received
with maay demonstrations of pleasure,
said:

“Right worshipful sir and brgthren of
London,—There are, I suppose, many oc-
casions in the life of most grand masters
when they find considerable difficuity
in fully expressing the fielings of their
heart. Thisis one of those occasions, and
it has come early in my official career.
I have been for the past two days visiting
other portisas of the western part of the
jurisdiction. I had the pleasure of dedi-
cating a hall at 8t. Thomas on Monday and
of attendicg a Mueonic function—the
installation of the officers of Norfolk
Lodge, No. 10—yesterday, and any of
the brethrem who have joined with
these brethren id their celebrations
will kpow what that means as fap
as physical endarance is concerned.
(Laughter.) May 1 say to you and all the
brethren of the city of London that it
afiords me the greatest possible pleasure to
make my first official visit tc this eity
under such auspicious circamstances ? This
is not my first visit to this good ecity.
When I had the honorot being grand senior
warden, in 1875, the Grand Lodge of
Canada met iu London. Then I was
elected D. D. G. M. of the Ottawa district,
in which I have my home~—an henor which
I then felt exceedingly proud of. And a
little over two years ago I was elected

i deputy grand master at the meeting in

London—a stepping-stone to the posi-
tion which I tonight occupy. (Applause.)
Rrethien, you may feel assured that Lon-
don is pleasantly associated with me as far
as Misonic memories are concerned. To
the vrethren of Londen and «f London dis-
triet I owe a debt of gratitude, and I have
come over ;00 miles to, in some measure,
repay that debt by sttending this gather-

{ ing. It isa subject of personal congratula-

tion to me that I have been advanced to the
proud positionwhich I now held. Worthy or
uts worthy, no man ceculd more fully recog-
pize and appreciate the confidence, the
love and the friendship of the brethren
who have placed me there. (Applause.) 1
trust taoat I may be so aided end assisted
th:t I may be able during my term of cffice
to show to the brethren that they have not
repssed their trust )mproporlv_. I come
tr)m the far northeast ¢t the Provinee of

warm shere as they are in your
warmer climate, (Applanse.) In the ad-
dress which you have pro.cnl:.d to me, you
have said many flattering things, whieh it
would be good taste for me to pass over,
No doubt 1 have some merit, or my
brethren in Grand Lodge would not have
scen fit to place me where I now stand. 1
have always believed that Grand Lodge is
governed by therulesof sound commonsense,
judging by the selcotion of my predeces-
sors in office, and it generally makes a wise
choice, not only for presiding officer, but
for all the other offices. That 1 have the
love and friendship of the brethren of Len-
don district 1 am convinced. And where-
ever 1 have gone—from Windsor in the
west to Kingston in the east —1I
have been received with such warmth
on the part of all the brethren
that I can assure you will tend to mod-
erate my temperature in my far morth
home. (Laughter and applause.) When ]
arrived in London this afternoon I bad the
good fortune to be token in hand by the
reception committee and was given & drive
around your beautiiul eity. I had some
idea of Lendom before, but unmtil to-
dey I had no conception of the size,
the wealth snd beauty of the city. You
may well be proud of your city, and the
city may well be proud of its Masone,
You were kind enough to say that my
coming was an honmor to the brethreu.
Believe me, I considered it an honer to be
invited to visit you and to accept the
invitation. I may not be following in the
iootsteps of some of my predecessors, who
gave you notice that they were coming, and
toldyou to beprepared. I havealwayswaited
to be asked, because I believe that when
the brethren really desire me to come to
see them they will say so, and if my public
and private vocations will permit—and I
generally manage to strain them—I will be
sure to respond. (Applauee.) This recep=
tion is the climax of those which have
hitherto been extended to me., I will go
home to the cold and inhospitable
climate—(laughter)—in which I live with
a warmth about the region of my heart
shat will last me during the balance of the
winter. I trust that in the futare I will be
enabled to so perform the duties of my
office that I will be enabled to lay down
the gavel at the close of my term with the
counsciousuess that I have done my duty as
far as lay in my power.”

The grand master resumed his seat amid
loud applause after epeaking for twenty
minutes.

The Deputy Grand Slaster,

R. Wor. Bro, Gibson, D. G. M., in a few
genial phrases, assuored the brethren that
he appreciated this thoroughly London
welcome. He was glad to be here to join
in honoring the grand master. The grand
master was being hospitably treated here,
as he was everywhere. Many of the Lon-
don brethren recollecied vhe grand master’s
hospitality in the past. The grand muster
bad fittingly referred to the beauties of
London. Hoe (Bro. Gibson) did mot need
to be driven arcund to see the beauties of
Londen. He knew of them long ago.
He had aided in some degree to baild up
this eity by the construction of the G, T.
R. arch on Thames street. ‘It must be
gratifying to the grand master,”’added the
deputy grand master, “‘to know that the
craft ie prosperous, united, in the London
district, and always kind to visitors, as in
other parts of this jurisdiction. This is the
character of the order ail over the country.
Wor. Bro. C. 8. Hyman can join me in
testifyirg to the hospitality of the brethren
in Manitoba and the Northwest Terri-
tories. Indeed, the farther west one
goes the more kind, if that were possible, the
brethrer become %o visitors. Unless you
experience it, brethren, you can have mo
conception of the horpitaliny of the
brethren on the far Pacitic coast.” (Ap-
plauses)

Tue Grand Chaplain.

R. Wor. Bro. Rev. Mr. Hodgins, grand
chaplain, also spoke briefly. He
soid he had been asccompanying
the grand master during the last
three days, and he had thoroughly enjoyed
the functions. Everywhere the brethren
have vied with each other to honor the
grand master. Why is it, the grand
chaplin asked, that while many other
kinds of meetings are frequently failures,
Masonic gatherings of this descriptien
are niways o success? It is because the
teachings of our principles brinz wvs
together—bhecause we sbey the tenets
inculented. There is no place on earth
where Masonic principles have not been
taught for thousands of years. They were
undoubtedly first inculcated in the Garden
of Eden, when our iirst parents had
vividly brought before them the
fatherhood of God and the brotherhood
of man. (Applauee.)

ELECTRICAL WONDERS.

E. Nelles, who, with his family, have re-
cently taken up resideace at San Diego,
Southern California:

“As you kindly intimated a desire to
hear from me when located in this land
of sunshine and flowers, I comply. We
had a fine trip out. Everything was
done for. our comfort, and weather all
that could be desired. We traveled
via C. P. R., Wabash an: Iror Mountain
Railroads (Mr. T. R. Parker, agent).
It is certainly the route for winter; we
can recommend it. We were equally
fortunate with our car of furniture,
which came through fully a week sooner
than we had any cause to anticipate,
arriving some days before we did our-
selves, and in excellent shape, virtually
without damage. I find quite a little
building since I was here last winter,
and though they have not yet fully
recovered from the recent depression
the outlook seems good for the near
future. The passage of the bill for the
Nicaragua Canal now before Congress,
which is expected, would be of very
material advantage to the Pacific coast
generally, and to San Diego in particu-
lar, and coupled with the probable early
completion of negotiations for an exten-
sive irrigation scheme and the rail-
way talk, give some ground for the bet-
ter feeling. At all events, considerable
investments are being made on the
strength of it. This seems certainly a
marvelous climate. I did not any more
than reach here than my health began
to improve. We are having more rain
than last winter, but it is good for the
country, and not noticed by an East-
erner like a few gentle summer showers
over there. In the main it is the bright,
beautiful sunshine for which the local-
ity % noted. On Christmas and New
Year’s Day we were all out’ without
wraps or overcoats, enjoying the
flowers and balmy sea breezes. Later
I will give you my impressions of the
country and the singular things we
meet.

The Easiest Way to Acquire a New
Language.

r

Berlitz Method to be Again Taught in
This City.

An Old Pupil on the Advantages of
the System.

It is a matter for public interest and
congratulation that London is again—
and this time it is to be hoped perma-
nently—to receive two visits a week
from one of the most successful teach-
ers of the French language in Canada.
West of Toronto the name of Professor
Eugene Masson may not be quite so
well known as it is farther east, for it
is in Toronto and Montreal that his
labors have been principally extended.
From both these cities, as elsewhere,
he has received a host of letters of the
most enthusiastic and genuine ex-
pressions of appreciation from pgople
prominent in society and educational
circles. For while he can command
respect from the heads of public edu-
cational institutions and linguistics,
Professor Masson has the good
fortune to possess in a rare
degree the gift of being able to
render his lessons most highly enter-
taining and amusing, so that the atten-
tion of even the thoughtless and frivol-
ous does not wander. Professor Mas-
son teaches after the Berlitz method,
and that is equivalent to saying you
would have to learn French in spite of
yourself, even were you to start out with
the determination not to do so! The
Berlitz method is a ‘“natural method,”
as entertaining, as agreeable and thor-
ough as the practice of teaching chil-
dren the elements of geometry with
toy blocks in a kindergarten. To avoid
the dry instruction i{n theoretical gram-
mar the subject is presented in the
garb of practical and entertaining illus-
trations, closely connected with object
teaching. The student, though in real-
ity studying grammar, does not per-
ceive that he is familiarfzed with the
rules of that dreaded wearisome sci-
ence, but enjoys the exercises as an
attractive and useful conversation. The
various methods of teaching languages
by translation have never produced
practical results of much consequence.
The advantages gained by using a
natural method are as follows:

1. The difficuities the student en-
counters in pronouncing foreign words
are overcome by constant practice, and
his ears become accustomed to the pe-
culiar sounds of the language.

2. The pupil famillarizes himself with
new expressions, not by the drudgery
of memorizing them, but by continu-
ally hearing and repeating them.

3. The teacher’s accentuation, gestic-
ulation, modulation of voice and gen-
eral expression of countenance aid the
pupil in grasping a number of words
or phrases for which there is often no
true equivalent in his native tongue,
and this enables him to learn many
shades of expression and other niceties
of the language that are otherwise lost.

These are some of the many reasons
why the method of learning foreign
languages known as the Berlitz sys-
Fem has made such marvelous progress
in every part of the civilized world.
M. Berlitz has indeed provided a royal
road to the knowledge of languages
other than one’s own, and Professor
Masson comes to London armed with
an excellent certificate of his ability
granted by the heads of the Berlitz
School of Languages in New York city.

“We can truthfully affirm that we
were always satisfied with him.” the
chiefs of the system say. He also has a
strong testimonial from the Ingres-
Coutellier School of Languages in this
country, in which he was a professor
for five years. Special stress is laid
upon his popularity with all his pupils
and his character as a gentleman. From
the principals of the Model School, To-
ronto, Mr. McIntosh and Miss Scott,
come an appreciative letter welcoming
Professor Masson back to the work
which he carried on there so success-
fully last year, and the Minister of Edu-
cation has expressed himself as pleased
with Professor Masson’s abilities and
methods.

With such recommendations as the
above, together with the goodwill and
entire satisfaction of every pupil with
whom he has ever come in contact,
those of his old London pupils should
experience no difficulty in getting up a
class in the city large enough to insure
London the presence of this most ef-
ficient and popular teacher at least
twice a week as long as he remains in
Canada. Professor Masson started a
very successful class in London last
winter, but was compelled by illness to
break off his connection for some time.
He is now fully recovered, and has been
engaged by Mr. Barron, of the Conser-
vatory of Music, for the coming season.
Old pupils will be glad to know that, as
before, it will be possible to obtain in-
struction at very low charges by
joining classes in which there may be
several other members. It is hoped
that any who may as yet never have
given much thought to this most easy,
natural and amusing method of learn-
ing a new language will be induced by
this reminder to seriously resolve to join
a class. For the benefit of all such, an
old pupil has penned these suggestions.

Or} one occasion, to recall an illus-
tration of the past, he had convened a
great conference in Liverpool. The
theme for discussion was a faverite
o{w.—“l—low to reach the masses.” QOne
of tm; speakers, the Rev. Charles Gar-
rgtt. In a powerful speech, expressed
his conviction that the chief want of the
masses in Liverpool was the institution
of cheap houses of refreshment to
counteract the saloons. When he had
finished, Mr. Moody called upon him
to speak for ten minutes more. That
ten minutes might almost be said to
have been a crisis in the social history
of Liverpool. Mr. Moody spent it in
whispered conversation -with gentle-
men on the platform. No sooner was
the speaker done than Mr. Moody
sprang to his feet and announced that
a company had been formed to carry
out the objects which Mr. Garrett had
advocated; that various gentlemen,
whom he named (Mr. Alexander Bal-
four, Mr. Samuel Smith, M.P., Mr.
Lockhart and others), had each taken
1,000 shares of $5 each, and that the
subscription list would be open till the
end of the meeting. The capital was
gathered almost before the adjourn-
ment, and a company floated under the
name of'the “British Workman Com-
pany, Limited,” which has not only
worked a small revolution in Liverpool,
but—what was not contemplated or
wished for, except as an index of
healthy business—paid a handsome
dividend to the shareholders. For
twenty years this company has gone
on increasing, its ramifications are
in every quarter of the city; it has re-
turned 10 per cent throughout the whole
period, except for one (strike) year,
when it returned 7; and, above all, it
has been copied by cities and towns in-
numerable all over Great Britain. To
Mr. Garrett, who unconsciously sent the
ball a-rolling, the personal . conse-
quences were as curious as they were
unexpected. ‘““You must take charge of
this thing,”” sald Mr. Moody to him, “or
at least you must keep your eye on it.”
“That cannot be,” was the reply. ‘I
am a Wesleyan; my three years in
Liverpool have expired; I must pass
to another circuit.” ‘“No,” said Mr.
Moody, you must stay here.” Mr. Gar-
rett assured him it was quite impossible
—the Methodist Conference made no ex-
ceptions. But Mr. Moody would not
be beaten. He got up a petition to the
Conference. It was granted—an almost
unheard-of thing—and Mr. Garrett re-
mains in his Liverpool church to this
day. This last incident proves at least
one thing—that Mr. Moody’'s audacity
is at least egqualed by his influence.—

A JAPANESE THEATRE.

SKETCH OF TME HENRY IRVING OF
THE FLOWERY KINGDOM.

Donjure, Who Has the Biggest Theatre in
the Empire, and His Works—What the
Place Looks Like—Talks with Actor and
Comedian,

Donjuro, the Japanese actor, is as cele-
brated as Henry Irving is in Engiland.
He is the Edwin Booth of Japan, and he
owns the biggest theatre of the Japanese
empire. It is known as the Kabukiza
theatre, and it will seat 3,000 people. It
bas a stock company, I venture, as large
as that of any theatre in the western
world, and its nightly receipts often run
into the thousands of dollars.

It takes a big house to seat 3,000 people,
We have only one or two theatres that
large in the United States, and we have
none like that of Donjuro’s. It has no
chairs, and the people sit on the floor 1n
little square pens about four feet wide.
There is usually a little box of charcoal
in the middle of each pen for the lighting
of the pipes, and there is mno objection to
smoking. There is an immense pit and
two galleries, and the walls in the summer
are open, and it is more like an open-air
concert hall than a theatre. The stage is
made in the shape of an immense wheel,
which is turned by man power at the
change of the scenes, and which moves
one set of actors behind the scenes, and
brings another before you. The supes
come on during the play to fix the clothes
of the actors, They are dressed in black
and you are not supposed toseethem. Right

through one side of the house there is &
board walk of the height of the stage,
about five f ot wide, which forms a part of
the stage, and some of the actors will step
off and come down on this walk above the
audience and play their parts there. The

acting is different from ours, but it is

wonderfully strong in some respects.
There are no better fencers in the world,
and these people havea wonderful power
of facial expressicn: The Japanese appre-
ciate good acting. They roar with laugh-
ter over the comedies, and a strong piece
of tragic acting brings shouts of applause,
and the people tear off parts of their clo-
thing and throw them onto the stage, ex-
pecting to redeem them with presents of
money at the end of the play. There are
no ticket offices, and you get your tickets
at'the tea houses near-by. Ladies bring
their fine clothes to the tea houses some-
times and put them on there before they
goin, and many order lunches sent in to
them and eat during the acting. The
plays begin in the morning and last until
night. The shoes are all left outside in
the hall, and on going in you pass by 3,000
or 4,000 wooden clogs which are marked
with checks. The Japanese women go
bareheaded.

I attended the theatre in company with
S. H. Tokioka, who is connected with the
household department of the palace, and
with him made a call upon the famous
Donjuro. It was between the acts that
we made our way down under the stage,
and on through wheel after wheel until we
came into the dressing-room. In some of
these there were actors half naked taking
their siestas. In others they were making
ap for the next act, and we had gone
through about twenty, I judge, when we
came into a little den looking out on a
beautiful garden. It was a room about
twelve feet square, and was carpeted with
mats. The walls were filled with closets,
and swords and different costumes were
lying about. In the middle of the room,
lying on his elbow on the floor, was a long,
thin, sallow-faced man, with as refined
features as I have ever seen. He had
bright eyes, a very high forehead,
large ears, almond eyes and a very
long face. His dress was the soul of
simplicity. It consisted of a blue cotton
kimono, which was open almost to the
waist, and was about as near nothing
as possible, This was the great actor
Donjuro. He rose to his knees as we
entered and bowed gracefully in Jap-
anese style. We got down on our knees
and bowed our heads to the floor, and
then sat on the floor and chatted for a
time about Japanese art and acting.

Leaving Donjuro I made a call on Shin-
zo San, who isone of Donjuro’s favorite
pupils, and who is, perhaps, the brightest
of the younger Japanese comedians. He
received us in his dressing-room. He had
to go on the stage within a few moments,
and he made up for his part while he chat-
ted. His gown was pulled down to his
waist, and he was absolutely naked as to
the upper part of his body. He squatted
on his knees before a little glass on the
floor, paiuting and patching and turning
himself from a modern Japanese gentle-
man into a bridegroom of the olden time,
He had his servants to help him, but he
did most ofthe work himself in the most
artistic way, painting his arms and his
eyes and his neck, and patching up his
head so that he looked like an
old Daimio: He finally put on a
gorgeous suit of light blue silk and
stood before us as the hero of the
dual marriage, or, as it might be called, of
the play which is known in Japan as “The
Knight of the One Pantaloon.”” As he
stood thers I happened to remark that I
wished that I could have a picture of him,
Whereupon he replied: “Why don’t you
take it? There is my camera.” I looked,
and I saw one of the¢ finest of modern
~ameras, with tripod and all conveninces.
He directed his servant to put itup for us,
and Mr, Weldon took the picture while he

As the button was pressed the
call for the act came, and he left the room
for the stage. We took out the plate
bolder and went back to our seats. It
was not & minute after the picture was
taken before we reached them, and the
house was in roars of langhter. Shinzo

was playing one of his great parts, and .

3,000 people were doubling themselves up
in ecstacy over his acting.

VICTIMS OF THE KURDS.

Some Recent Atrocitics to Which Ar
men:iazs Eave Boen Subject—
Terrible Persecution
of Christiaps.

The New York Independent recently
published an article upon the treatment of
the Armeniap, Jacobite, and Nestorian
Christians at the hands of the Kurds and
the Turkish Government, the statements
in which, it says, are drawnp from trust-
worthy sources and can be relied upon as
being correct. The list of outrages cited
inciudes pillage, murder, the extortion of
taxes, and the petty exactions of officials,
and instances are given of communities
that have been wiped out of existence by
their oppressors. In the case of tke vil-
lage of Mansurich, already impoverished
by previous extortions, the tax gatherers
sweoped down upon the people last sum-
mer and demanded s big amount of sup-
positious back taxes, The villagers mort-
gaged their fields to their full value, and
that not making the amount, they gave up
in despair, and deserting the village fled to
the mountains. They were coaxed back
after awhile by fair promises, but no sooner
had they returned than the old methods
were resumed. Many other villages were
treated in the same fashion, and in those
viliages farther back in the mountains the

custom of selling the people as slaves is »
common one, -

Christians who complain to the author-
ities not only get no redress, but are quite
sure ot being murdered by the Kurds when
they hear of the complaint. Some villages
have been raided so often that the men are
compelled to send theirwomen and children
eway and leave their fields uncultivated.
Any number of instances of the ‘murder of
Christians are given, and in no case has
punishment been meeted out to the offender.
An old missionary who isfamiliar with the
region says the oppressions are steadily in-
creasing, and that it is only a matter of
time when all the viilages wiil fall into the
hands of the Kurds.

It is not the great raids that are the
most serious to the Christians; it is the
daily exactions and oppressions that are
crushing the life out of them. The system
of unjust and corrupi assessments, the in-
justice and severity of collectors, and the
tarming out of the taxes to powerful Kurd-
ish chiefs, and the constant “private”
assessments of the chiefs are the most
harmful.

As an example of another kind of treat-
ment at the hands of the Sultan, the story
of the massacre of the Yezidis is told. The
Yezidis are 3 remnant of a heathen sect
that has never been converted to the
Moslem faith, Their holy city is not far
from the city of Mosul

In 1892 an officer calied Farik Pasha
was sent to Mosul‘with absolute power to
correct certain abuses in the government,
collect back taxes, and to convert tke
Yezidis. For each conversion he was to
get a certain sum, As his priests did not
succeed in converting the Yezidis at once
be gave them the choice of the Koran cr
¢he sword. They chose the latter, and his
soldiers put every one to the sword that
would not aceept the faith.

Three villages were burned, the women
and girls carried off to harems, and all
sorts of atrocities were committed. A
remnant escaped to the mountains and suc-
cessfully defended themselves until the
spring of 1893, when the Government
troops dislodged them. ‘

Those that remained in tho villages had
Moslem priests set over them to instruct
them in the faith, They were compelled
to attend prayers and were nominally Mo~
hammedauns, but in secret they practiced
their own rights and deciared themselves
Yezidis.
